uholo Empire, and we can not throw it 
overboard it is pressed on Canada by tbe 
Imperial Government and w? can not re­
sist such high authority, the very heart 
and brains of the Empire. Our cotempor­
aries know well enough that the simple 
faet that Great Britain expects ns to ratify 
the Treaty, is auffisient to ensure action in 
Parliament agreeable to tbat view. When 
did we ever resist the wishes of the Im­
perial Government, or set up our special 
interests against the interests the Em­
pire! As long as we are part of that Em­
pire we must bear our share of sacrifices,
