Subjects
as we are of a good and gracious Queen, we
live in & free and privileged country, where
all may aspire to the highest positions and
expect the loftiest degree of social and poli-
tical advancement. We wish to develop
this patriotic sentiment, the dearest heritage
of a Frenchman. Tt is by union that our
influence will be felt, and we can by these
means advance our secial and political and
irdustrial interests. I ask you, isitnota
worthy aim for us to desire to come out from
oblivion and make a worthy place among
those around us?® Yes, a thousand times
ves. Who are those among us does not re-
joice at the better prospects in store for us ?
The majority of us each year witness from
time to time with pleasure the exercises of
our good college of St. Joseph or St. Louis.
How many have not felt tears of gratitude
spring up in witnessing the educational
triumphs of our boys atsuch times® This
keen emotion, those heart throbs, are the
tributes you pay to the Acadian regenera-
tion.

Dealing with the idea advanced by
some that the French race in Ameriza
could neyer equal the English in
power and influence Mr. Landry held
that it was their duty to go on, to
make sacrifices, in order to accomplish

s much as possible, leaving genera-
| tion after generation to take up the
‘ work, and in the end the harvest will
| be reaped. He added:—

We would not be worthy sons of those
Acadian heroes who suffered all, sacrificed
all, to transmit to us civiland religious liber-
ty, if we faltered in the face of difficulties,
if we hesitate to do good because we are not
sure to draw all the fruits to ourselves, we
can never be called on to suffer as our fathers
suffered. Their names are transmitted.to
history ; their descendants every day may
grow in influence. Our enthusiasm, how-
ever, is not to stir up discord. Peace and
harmony reign in the breasts of our great
Confederation family, French and English,

in spite of the difference of speech and taith.
! May it always be so. As Acadians, how-
i ever, we have traditions and aspirations
{ which are our own, We are behind our
| neighbors, and this fact makes us seem in-
| ferior. Perhaps we have inyoluntarily aided
to further such an idea. We too readily al-
low our young men to expatriate themselves
from the cradle of Acadia to become hewers
of wood in strange lands. We are not dili-
gent enough in cultivating our homes. We
are too indifferent to literature. Note the
reforms we have made in matters that seem-
ed irremedial before 1874, This convention
of 1881 will further the good work then be-
gun, and each subsequent convention will
be one step further. On each page of our
history we can find semething to be proud
of. With our English fellow-subjects we
wish to join as good citizens and as Chris-
tians., Providence has given us as much in-
telligence. Physically we are their equals.
We:only lack the same opportunities to de-
velope our natural talents to compete for
the gifts of the gods with them side by side.
The time of persecution is passed. The
spoliation of 1775 left us wanderers without
resolution. By perseverance and toil and
teith we have avoided annihilation.

In our Province,
we have a member in the Dominion and
three in the Local House, two sheriffs, four
lawyers, five doctors, a school inspector, a
normal school inspector and a great number
of Justices of the Peace. P, E. Island has
two Acadians in the Local House, ene being
Attorney-General and the other has already
occupied the position of Speaker. In Nova
Scotia there are two Acadians in the Local
House. 1 was pleased to visit the beautiful
Bay of St. Mary’s, and our people there.

Such a course may
please the overweening vanity of the in-
dividual, but is certainly more calculated
to impress the public with the idea that
the organ is merely the mouth-piece of
an individual, and not the exponent of
public opinion. We have no desire to
wade through the two or three columns
of twaddle which the organ devotes to
the reception, but shall as briefly as pos-
sible refer to the main statements ad-
vanced.

We have
yet to learn that there was any attempt
on the part of the Liberal-Conservatives
to deceive the public as to the character
of the demonstration; and although the

organ seeks to convey such an impres-
sion, and says it did not fail to place the
matter correctly before its readers, yet
we may say its utterances did not pre-
vent some prominent gentlemen connect-
ed with the Reform party taking part in
the proceedings. of the day; and in so
doing manifesting their contempt for the
miserable {rothings of their party jour-
nal. Then again the arrival at the sta-
tion and reception there is made todo
duty. It appears that there was a little
hitch in the arrangements at that point,
which was however not attributable to
any negligence on the part of the persons
who were to have received Sir Hector
and party, but simply to the bungling or
tardiness or whatever it may be called,
of the Chatham Branch Railway. In
other words the train was not on time—
and some of the reception party left the
station and took a turn round town. In
the meantime the train arrived; Sir
Hector and another of the party were
driven to Bowser’s Hotel in the carriage
engaged by the party for the purpose, the
other two gentlemen being accommoda-
ted in one of the vehicles nsually found
there on the arrival of the train.

The figures on the wholeare very satis-
factory—much more so than those yho
accepted the exaggerated exodus” re-
ports were led to believe they would be
found. It must be remembered that in
the tep years between 1861 and 1871—
especially from the date of the Union,
1867, to 1871, inclusive—Canada enjoyed
a period of remarkable prosperity; and
that within the last decade—1871 to 1881
—especially from 1874 to 1879, inclusive,
we had a period of remarkable commer-
cial depression. It must also be borne
in mind that the danger to the wooden
ships from iron and steel steamers, which
has arrested ship-building operations in
Canada to a considerable extent, has
sprung up principally within the last de-
cade. Considering the commercial and
industrial difficulties which were crowd-
ed into the past ten years, it must be
conceded that the progress of the De-
minion in population has been steady and
satisfactory; and we have reason to be-
lieve that,its progress in other directions
as revealed by the returns, will be found
even more satisfactory.

Ontario is the oy Province which
will secure increased/representation im
the Dominion Parlidment as the result of
the census, and at the next election will
be entitled to four additional members.

No water supply,
except what the river affords, no engine, no
hook and ladder company, no organization
of any kind, not the faintest show of pro-
tection. exist in the town. The lengthen-
ed immunity from the ravages of the fire
fiend, no conflagration of any consequence
having occurred since the great fire of 1861,
when a large portion of the town was laid
in ashes, encourages our people to hope that
no disaster may visit them for many years
to come. With the increase of a floating
population, the amount of building going
on &c., the liability of fire occurring be-
comes greater every year. We might ask
how many persons by having ‘insurance ef-
fected on their property are prepared for
such a calamity. The answer would inform
us that very few persons are so fortunately
situated. These things need not exist, it is
a crying shame to the town: that they do.
What is wanted is organization,—let it be
as feeble as it may. An arrangement might
be made with the I. C. R. auathorities by
which connection could be made with their
water pipes that lead from the mill brook
to the Station. . A few hydrants placed in
the town, and a lively Company to control
them, as well asother aids, might be the
means of insuring safety toall. There is no
doubt action must and will be taken ere long
in the matter.

Ourthoughts
h&ve been most pleasantly drawn to this
subject by a sample dish we have been
favored with by Mrs. John Niven, of this
town. These were raised from plants
procured two years ago, are of the vari-
ety known as * Royal George,” and are
simply immense. ‘Some of the samples
we were favored with must have girthed
at the very lowest calculation bem een
three and four inches, and were the lar-
gest we have seen on this side the Atlan-
tic, and far superior in size to any im-
ported.

Mr. Blake JAs 4 Figure-Head.
In Parliament on the 15th of April,

1880, Mr. Blake said of the expen-

ditare on the Pacific Railway:—

““Thus the ends make up together
$77,000,000, the centre and the past
expenditare, $42,500,000, making a
total of $120,000,000, and that wholly
exclusive of the legitimate and neces-
sary charge which must be added in all
cases, the charge for inteiest on con-
straction.”

On the 15th July, 1881—a year and
three months later—a friendly report
on his St. John speech says:

‘ He proved by a lucid analysis of
the bonus to the company * * that the
company were getting over $10,000,000
in cash, lands and completed works
for a tot.al work calculated by the
Government fo cost only $37,000,000.”

Thus in 1880 he represented the
work as costing the Government $120,-
000,000-a difference in his representa-
tion to the public of $83,000,000. This
appears to be a mare trifle in Mr.
Blake’s eyes, and not worth the trouble
of considering or explaining. Perhaps
*“ ope of the greatest lawyers, orators
and statesmen that Canada can boast
of will yet condesceni to potice this
little trifle of $83,000,000.—8¢. Jokn
Sun.

We have heard our opponents say that the
poor man’s cotton and woollen goods were
taxed higher.

I want to answer that
question, and I say that in some cases the
price of the article has been reduced instead of
in Ydu talk about the coarser descrip-
tion of woollen goods that are censumed by
operatives everywhere, and here they say
there is sometimes 40 per cent. imposed while
20 percent is imposed upon the finer goods
that the rich man wears. I know under the
old tariff they had the same duty upon the
poor man's tea at 40 cents as they had
on the rich mans at 60 ctsa In
the case of tea, which is not
produced in the country, you had to pay that
duty, but in the present case of woollen goods
the returns show that at no time were Can-
adian woollen goods sold as low as they are
to-day. (Cheers). I will venture to assert that
that description of woollen goods made from our

- | own wool is now manufactured in the Dominion

of Canada, and articles of woollen goods are
sold in the Dominion cheaper than they could
imported under the old tariffii The
factories in the Dominion have been in-
creasing their capacity, and the result is, these
articles are being sold as low as before. Now,
with reference to cotton goods. The cotton
mjﬂ have a specific and ad valorem dutfv.
result is that cotton is being sold
to-day cheaper than under the old tariff. Fac-
tories are rising everywhere, and I might
repeat a statement made by a manu-
facturer whom you know and whom
I will name (I m Mr. Parks) that he is
selling cotton th at the same price as they
are :ﬁlmg it in New Hampshire, and the peo-
ple are consuming it at a price, less the 15 per
cent., that was paid under the old tariff.
(Cheers.) I know that Rome was not built in
a day, and the merchants have now to order
goodyl which are not manufactured here from
the United States, but the day is coming when
many, nay, when most of these articles which
they now have to order from abroad will be
produced here. I am prepared to assert this,
that there is not an agricultural implement
that is not sold here as cheap, and 10 and
20 per cent. lower than under the old tariff.
(Cheers.) Mr. Blake says your
TEA
is taxed. The duty on tea is diminished, and
he did not tell you that the reduction of the
duty upon tea and molasses (an article he did
not mention at all) would nearly pay for the
duty collected on the cornmeal that is im-
ported and consumed in the Dominion. And
this duty on corn was imposed to protect our
farmers who raised principally oats. Let me
say the whole duty paid upon breadstuffs
in New Brunswick was $28,500. Our
SOFT COAL
costs us not a cent more than it did under the
old tariff. I know it costs our friends in the
West a little more. Some may ask, why is it
necessary to impose that duty? Let me sa
that the protection of this industry is
enabling the Nova Scotia miners to produce
and sell a thousand tons of coal a day more
than they did in 1878. And so you may go on
from ome item to another. I don’t hesitate to
say that this policy has given additional employ-
ment to 14,000 people in the Dominion, or taking
their families into account to 50,000 people
that would not have had employment.
This has been scattered among the grocery,
dry goods merchants and every interest and
every industry, including an improved home
market for the farmer; it has increased the life
and industry of the country, and it has enabled
thié people of the Dominion in two years to in-

Taking the three past years
as a criterion we find there has not been an
increase but a decrease of 10 per cent. in the
Maritime Provinces in the last three years as
compared with the ave from 1867 to
1878. I dont wish tonfeep back this
fact that in 1879-80 considerable duty
was collected on sugar in Montreal,  but
if we take out the amount New Brunswick
shared in, I still maintain that our taxation
has been less than from 1867 down. Here
again we have been told that the average duty
was 20 per cent. But we found that the grain
from the West which came to Montreal to be
exported to Europe was formerly entered
there for consumption, whereas now it passes
through in bond, thus apparently increasing
the average rate of duty paid now. Here in
this city I observe that the average
duty on the importations in the last
month into St. John was but 15 per
cent. But the editor of the ZTelegraph
says, “that is all very well, but you forget the
steel’ rails for the railways which
came in free, increasing the cost and reducing
the percentage.” Bat he keeps out of sight
the fact that allthe flour and grain sent through
Canada and exported from Montreal was
entered as imports and thus diminished the per-
centage. But you see how difficult it is to lay
down figures, The ‘true way to settle the
question is, what do
