CARE OF THE BICYCLE CHAIN,
Ir Smourp Be REMOVED AND
Creaxep Witk Coan Oir,

WELL

Few 1idere realize the importauce to
the bicycle of a well lubricated and
flexible cham. If one-hait the care
which is bestowed on the bearings of the
bicycle were devoted to the chain there
would be fewer tired muscles after
bicycling exercises. One will find
owners of wheels taking tbem apart and
cleaning the cones and polishing the ball
bearings, even going o far as to dissect
the pedals for a littledust, and yet pay
little or no attention to the chain ; while
in the matter of dratt the latter ccunts
more than all the rest of the bearings
combined. Every oue of the numerous
links in this chain has a bearing, and
every one of these bearings is likely to
get stiff with dust and wear. As soon as
the metal gets to wearing aguinst wmetal
or a little grit is introduced® into the
joints the chain will begin to run stiff
and hard. 1t will enap and jerk and the
wheel will be tiresome to propel. This
can be avoided only by carefvl clesning
and lubricating. The ¢xertion used in
cleaning is returned eevenfold in garner-
ed strength to the rider.

The chain sbould be takeu from the
wheel and coal oil poured over the joints
and on the sprockets, - Then a careful
wiping with a cloth will remove nearly
all the dust. The joints ehonld be work-
ed by whipping on the floor until they
are perfectly flexible. 1t is agood plan
to keep an open can of lubricating oil
into which the chain may be plunged and
allowed to remain for some time—over
night if convenient. When it ie tuken
out the oil shou'd all be removed with a
cloth, wiping as clean as poesible to
prevent the adberence of dust. After
the sprockets are scrupulously clean put
on a small amount of stiff lubricant, and
you will be surprised at the difference in
the running of the wheel.—Chicago
Chronicle. =

Mr. Blair’s Predicament.

I'he Hon. A. G. Blair, after having as-
serted to the Premier that he could not
only find a seat for himself but could in-
fluence five elected Conservatives to vote
with the Liberals, finds that he is unable
to perform his promises. He can not even
find or make a vacancy to enable him to
run for election to the office tendered him
and it is stated he is endeavoring to create
a vacancy in the Senate so that he may be
appointed thereto simply because no con-
stituency is willing to have their member
resign for the doubtful honor of being re-
presented by Mr. Blair. The Gleaner of
Saturday, under the head of ‘* Mr. Blair’s
Necessities,” says ;— .

*Mr. Blair sadly misled Messrs. Tarte
and Laurier when he promised them
at Montreal that he could not only readily
find a seat for himself in New Brunswick,
but he could also hand over to the Liberals,
by the snap of his finger, five of our Con-
servative members-elect. It appears now,
after gll of his bartering, that the Con-
servative members of whom he boasted are
true to their party, and that up to date he
has failed to find even a Liberal member
willing to make room for him in Parlia-
ment. A rumor comes from St. John to
the effect that, having failed in all other
efforts to get a seat, Mr. Blair is negotia-
ting with Senator Lewin of that city to
resign, that he may create a vacancy in
either St. John or Queens by appointing
Mr. Ellis or Mr. Kink to the Senate. The
rumor, however, further says that neither
of these gentlemen is likely to accept, or
to sell out their constituents in this way,
and that as a last resort, Mr. Blair will
likely be obliged to go himself into the
Senate in Mr. Lewin’s place, giving Mr.
Lewin the sessional indemnity until he can
find a constituency willing to send him to
the Commons. There is not much sur-

rise in the intimation that Mr. Blair has
ﬁ%n unable honorably te find a seat in the
Commons. Any and sll persons who have
watched his  political career have
readily recognized the fact that he
had lost whatever confidence a
thoughtful and honorable people once
repoged in him. There will be some
disappointment, however, if Mr. Laurier
and his friend Israel Tarte will be content
to relegate another of their ministers to
that branch of Parliament commonly de-
signed as *‘ the home for the aged and the
played out,” and beyond the reach of the
popular voice.

Wild Flowers and Flower Missions—
Topics of the city—The magkets, etc.
The flower mission of Dr. Eaton’s church

in New York last year distributed nearly
2,500 bouquets which were sent in most
instances to hospitals, homes for the aged
and the bedsides of the ill. Many of
these bouquets were made of flowers
gathered in the fields, wild roses, daisies,
golden rod and the like, and it excited
surprise that these were generally more
accepfable than the products of the green-
house.

The reason why this was so is easily ar-
rived at. Most men and women have no
pleasanter memories than those of some
periods in their lives that have been
passed in the country and these memories
are most vividly recalled by these em-
blems of purity with which they were
familiar in their youth or in their days of
relaxation in later life. Some of our city
churches have organized flower missions
that work on about the same lines as that
connected with Dr. Eaton’s church,
they ﬁnd'i s a bunch of
wild flowers quite as pleasing to the in-
valid as a nosegay of the costliest exotics.
Why not ? They are like breaths of air
and gleams of sunlight from fields and
woods that the sick one remembers, per-
haps, and longs to visit; in them the
children recognize a token from that free,
out-of.door life which should be their birth-
right, and for the enjoyment of which they
were created. In city and country these
simple flowers which cost nothing but the
gathering. should always be found in the
homes of the sick and the aged, and the
purposes of such gifts will always be look-
ed upon as God’s messengers. Burns and
Wordsworth have wiitten the praise of
the daisy and so have many others, includ-
ing the author of *Ben Bolt.”

The coroner
took charge of them and held an inquest
and the depositions cf all cuncerned will
be taken and sept with the witnesees to
the Upited States, the crime being com-
mitted on the high seas. Police officers
are in charge of the vessel under ditection
of the American Cunsul and nobody is
allowed on board.

There was one passenger oh board,
Frank Monck of Boston, who was a pas-
senger going for a sea voyage for hic
health.

The facts of the case ate gradually
filtering through the wall Luilt arouand
the Herbert Fuller tragedy by the pélice
autborities and the United States Consu-
late, and they all go to show that the
murderer was first mate Brane, and that
the motive was eitber robbery of the
captain and Lester Monck, the passenger,
or else it was a crimipal assault upon
Captain Nash’s wife. Permission has
been granted by the Canadian govern-
ment for the immediate removal of the
bodies and they will b2 forwarded to
Harriogton, Maine. It is likely extia-
dition - proceedings will be granted ex-
peditiously by the government and the
eight prisoners will =oon he removed to
cither Boston or New Yerk for trial.

FARMING AS CONDUCIVE TO
LONG LIFE.

We are not aware whether any
slatistics have been drawn up in
this country ss to the comparative
length of life of persons following
different occupations ; but, should
anyone follow out research in this
line, it would doubtless be found
that the results obtained would not
be very different from those brought
out by two British physicians Drs,
Ogle aod Arlidge, in which com-
parison is made betwe:n persous
following different occupations in the
country and in the city of Londor.

In this 1'st we find 1hat farwmers,
agricultaral laborers, aud gardeners
snd nurserymen, live, on an average,
three times as long as town laboreis
and some other clas es. The com-
parative mortaiiiy figure is lowest
for clergymen ; next in order come
gardeners and purserymen, then
faimers and agricultural laborers,
school masters and teachers standing
cext.

These figures go 1o show the
greater healtbiness of outdour occu-
gations as compared with a seden-
tary and the town lhfe. Tktree out
of tbe five classes pamed spend a
large proportion of their time in the
open air, while: the other two, asa
rule, are a!so able 1o cb'ain more or
less fresh air.  Of the fifteen callings
sbowing the lowest mortulity most
are rural, the balance including well-
to-do persons in ‘town, while the
fif een highest are nexrly all town
peopls, belonging mainly to the
working clssses.

The reasons given for the higher
morial.ty among the inhabitants of
towns are bud bouses, bad drainage
in bouses and work shops, and the
tendency o poor sarrcuadings and
bard wo:k 1o icduce the worimen so
situated (c take to drink. The ex-
cessive dea'h-rate among children
is anoiber cause that swells the list,
while the sharper competitioun for
work in town, and the counsequent
increase of poverty and starvation,
is another great factor.

We commend these figures to the
allention of our readers. They ae
very instructive as bearing on (he
increasing tide of em’gration from
country to city. That the tide will
bave to turn the other way soozer
or laler we firmly believe. While
the deleterious effects of town life
may not be quite so pronounced in
this new woild as they arein Gieat
Britain and Europe, owing to the
efforts made in most cilies to pro-
vide breathing spaces and parks fur
the public healib and benefit yet the
comparison between life in the
ccuntry and city is sufficiently in
favor of the' former, as regards
heslthiness, to make the farmer, who
would transfer his abode to ihe c'ty,
panee and, rcflect well before sv dc-
ing.

FEEDING MOLASSES TO CAT=
TLE.

The results of some. expcriments
in the use of molasses and sugar in
the feeding of cattle made at the
sogar fuctory at Libnowes, Austris,
are given by Mons. Vivien in Le
Fermier. Thetrials extended over
thirty days. Twelve beasts bad
added to their usoal rati_ne, for
seven days, 2 lbs. 3 0z. of molasses
per day ; for the following fifieen
days. 3 lbe, 4 oz ; for the last e'ght
days, 410. 6 0z. The average weight
of each beast before the experiment
was 1,120 lbs_, and af er the experi-
ment, 1,204 Ibs. veiog a gain of 84 lbs.
per head, or a total of 1,008 lbs.
This is cquivalent Lo a da:ly gain
per bead over2 lbs. 90z Twelve
o'lier bess's were experimected
upon st the same time, and fed in
the same way as‘the former, with the
exception of molasses. Io thirty
days they inc.eased 784 lbs., corres-
ponding to 65 1-2 ibs. per bezd, or
ancaverage of 2 lbs. 3 oz. per head
per day. Astothe profits, the pet
gain was cslcu'a‘ed as eqnal to 3 s.
81 per head in favor of the mo!asses
fed animals. A further experiment
is said 1o have demonstrated that
cyen petter resul's can be ob'ained
by the use of red crystalliz:d sugar
jins’ead of molasses,

has kad the effect of . making him '
gloomy and taciturn. In place of a
neat farmstead, we find a hovel con-
structed of sun-dried mud bricks.
This ove roomed hove!, without any
windows ( he ouly light and air ad-
mitted comes down the chimney),
eerves him and his family as their
residence. Adjoining this we find a
cellar like building which serves to
house his live s'ock. All the sir-
roundings are dirt acd untidipess.
In the place of a ga:den we see Leaps
of marure. The walls round the
premises are studded over with
lumps of cow-dung undergoiug tle
process of drying for fuel. Fruga'-
ity is a great characteristic of the
Turkish farmer, and it is owing to
this that he has beea able to eke out a
mirerable existence. His tastes are
simple snd his requirements’ few.
He produces everytihing for his sus-
tenance at little cost; his food con-
sists for the greater part of bread,
for which he grows the wheat.
This is somelimes varied by a soup
made of sour milk and ciushed
wheat boiled ; this is a most nourish-
ing snd satisfying dish.

Coffee he drinks occasicnaliy. This
completes his dietary, and simple as
it ie, he is strong and healthy and
generally of fine physique. He
thinks nothing o” a twenty or thirty
wile walk, or of doinga day’s work
of sixteen hcurs. He wouid fare
badly with the eight hour eysiem.
His clothing costs him even less tkan
his food. He cultivates the cotton
trom which the women spin *he yarn
and weave the calico for his clothes.
He also allows himself a jicket made
of bright colored Manchester print.
The sheep find bim malerial for a
warmer covering ; he koits bis oan
stockings. Boots are unkcown to
biin : he manufactures out of a picce
of untanoed cowhide a pair of
sandale, His cattle fiod him fuel;
