REV. T. DEWITT TALMACL
How to Conquer—Great Crowds 

are Present to Hear

the Brooklyn Divine Preach- 
Text of Sermon,

“When Shall I Awake ? I Will 
Seek It Yet Again.”

Lake Maxinkuckke, Ind., July 81. 
—Rev. T. De Witt Talmage preached 
at Culver Park assembly, this place, to­
day, great crowds of. people being pres­
ent from Chicago, Indianapolis and 
the surrounding regions. His subject 
was: “How to Conquer." The text was: 
“When shall I awake? I will seek it 
yet again.” Prov. xxiii, 35. The el­
oquent preacher said :

With an insight into human nature 
such as no other man ever reached, 
Solomon, in my text, sketches the 
mental operations of one who, having 
stepped aside from the path of recti­
tude*, desires to return. With a wish 
for something better, he said, “When 
shall I awake? When shall I come 
out of this horrid nightmare of iniqui­
ty?” But, seized upon by uneradiqted 
habit, ana forced down hill by nis 
passions, he cries out: “I will seek it 
yet again. I will try it once more."

Our libraries are adorned with an
elegant literature addressed to young 
men, pointing out to them all the dan­
gers and perils of life—complete maps 
of the voyage, showing all the rocks, 
the quicksands, the shoals. But sup­
pose a man has already made ship­
wreck; suppose he is already off the 
track; suppose he has already gone 
astray. How is he to get back? That 
is a Held comparatively untouched. I 
propose to address tnyself to such. 
There are those in this audience who, 
with every passion of their agonized 
soul, are ready to hear such a discus­
sion. They compare themselves with 
what they were ten years ago, 
and cry out from the bondage in 
which they are incarcerated. Now, if 
there be any here, come with an earnest 
purpose, yet feeling they are beyond 
the paie of Christian sympathy, and 
that the sermon can hardly be ex­
pected to address them, then, at this 
moment, I give Ahem my right hand, 
and call them brother. Look up. 
There is glorious and triumphant hope 
for you vet I sound the trumpet of 
Gospel deliverance. The church is 
ready to spread a banquet at your re­
turn, and the hierarchs of heaven to 
fall into line of bannered procession 
at the news of your emancipation. So 
far as God may help me, I propose 
to show what are the obstacles 
of your return, and then how 
you are to surmount those ob­
stacles. The first difficulty in the 
way of your return is the force of 
moral gravitation. Just as there is a 
natural law which brings down to the 
earth anything you throw into the 
air, so there is a corresponding moral 
gravitation. In other words, it is 
easier to go down than it is to go up; 
it is easier to do wrong than it is to 
do right Call to mind the comrades 
of your boyhood days—some of them 
good, some of them bad—which most 
affected you? Gall to mind the anec­
dotes that you have heard in the last 
five or ten years—some of them are 
pure and some of them impure. 
Which the more easily sticks to 
your memory? During the years of 
your life you have formed certain 
courses of conduct—some of them good, 
some of them bad. To which style of 
habit did you the more easily yield ? Ah, 
my friends, we have to take but a mo­
ment of self; inspection to find out that 
there is in all our souls a force of 
moral gravitation I But that gravita­
tion may be resisted. Just as you may

Eick up from the earth something and 
old it in your hand toward heaven, 

just so, by the power of God’s grace, a 
soul fallen may be lifted toward peace, 
toward pardon, toward heaven. Force 
of moral gravitation in every one of 
us, but power in God’s grace to over­
come that force of moral gravitation. 

THE POWER Off EVIL HABIT.
The next thing in the way of your 

return is the power of evil habit. I 
know there are those who-say it is very 
easy for them to give up evil habits. 
I do not believe them. Here is a man 
given to intoxication. He knows it is 
disgracing his family, destroying his 
property, ruining him, body, mind 
and soul. If that man, being an in­
telligent man, and loving his family, 
could easily give up thathabit, would 
he not do so? The fact that he does 
not give it up proves that it is hard to 
give it up. It is a very easy thing to 
sail down stream, the tide carrying 
you with great force; but suppose you 
turn the boat up stream, is it so easy 
then to row it? As long as we 
yield to the evil inclinations in our 
hearts, and our bad habits, we are 
sailing down stream ; but the moment 
we try to turn, we put our boat in the 
rapids just above Niagara, and try to 
row up stream. Take a man given to 
the habit of using tobacco, as most of 
you do, and let him resolve to stop, 
and he finds it very difficult. 'Twen­
ty-seven years ago I quit that habit, 
and I would as soon dare to put my 
right hand in the fire as once toi in­
dulge in it. Why? Because it was 
such a terrific struggle to get over it. 
Now, let a man be advised by his phy­
sician to give up the use of tobacco. 
He goes around not knowing what to 
do with himself. He cannot add up a 
line of figures. He cannot sleep 
nights. It seems as if the world had 
turned upside down. He feels his 
business is going to ruin. Where 'he 
was kind and obliging he is scolding 
and fretful. The composure that char­
acterized him has given way to a fretful 
restlessness, and he has become a com-

Ce fidget What power is it that 
rolled a wave of woe over the 

earth and shaken a portent in the 
heavens? He has tried to stop smok­
ing or chewing I After a while he 
says, “I am going to do as I please. 
The doctor doesn't understand my 
case. I’m doing back to my old hab­
it" And he returns; Everything 
assumes its usual composure. His 
business seems to brighten. The 
world becomes an attractive place to 
live in*. His children, seeing the dif­
ference, hail the return of their fa­
ther’s genial disposition. What wave
of color has dashed blue into the sky, 
and greenness into the mountain foli­
age, and the glow of sapphire into the 
sunset? What enchantment has lift­
ed a world of beauty and joy on his 
soul? He has gone back to tobacco I

IT IS A TASKMASTER.
Oh, the fact is, as we all know in 

our own experience, that habit is a 
taskmaster; as long as we obey it, it 
does not chastise us; but let us resist, 
and we find we are to be lashed with 
scorpion whips and bound with ship 
cable, and thrown into the track of 
bone breaking Juggernauts I During 
the war of 1812 there was a ship set 
on fire just above Niagara Falls, and 
then, cut loose from its moorings, it 
came ou down through the night and 
tossed over the falls. It was said to 
have been a scene brilliant beyond all 
description. Well, there are -thou­
sands of men on fire of evil habit, 
coining down through the rapids and 
through the awful might of tempta­
tion toward the eternal plunge. Oh I 
how hard it is to arrest them. God 
only can arrest them.

Suppose a man after five, or ten, or 
twenty years of evil doing, resolves to 
do right? Why. all the forces of dark­

ness are aliiou against mm. He can­
not sleep nights. He gets down on 
his knees in the midnight and cries, 
“God help mo!" Ho bites his lip. He 
grinds his teeth. Ho clenches his fist 
m his determination to keep his pur­
pose. He dare not look at the bottles 
m the window of a wine store. It was 
one long, bitter, exhaustive, hand to 
hand fight, with inflamed, tantalizing 
and merciless habit When he thinks 
he is entirely free, the old inclinations 
pounce upon him like a pack of hounds 
with their muzzles tearing away at the 
flanks of one poor reindeer. In Paris 
there is a sculptured representation of 
Bacchus, the god of revelry. He is 
riding on a panther at full leap. Oh, 
how suggestive 1 Let every one who 
is speeding on bad ways understand 
ho is not riding a docile and well 
broken steed, but he is riding a mon­
ster, wild and bloodthirsty, going at 
a death leap.

“WHEN SHALL I AWAKE?”
How many there are who resolve on 

a better life and say, “When shall 1 
awake?” But, seized ou by their old 
habits, cry, “I will try it once more; 
I will seek it yet again !” Years ago 
there were some Princeton students 
who were skating, and the ice was 
very thin, and some one warned the 
company hack from the air hole, and 
finally warned them entirely to leave 
the place. But one youug mau with 
bravado, after all the rest had stopped,
cried out: “One round merer He
swept around and went down, and 
was brought out a corpse. My friends, 
there are thousands and tens of thou­
sands of men losing their souls in that 
way. It is the one round more.

I have' also to say that if a man 
wants to return from evil practices so­
ciety repulses him. Desiring to re­
form, he says: “Now I will shake off 
my old associates, and I will find 
Christian companionship.” And he ap­
pears at the church door some Sabbath 
day, and the usher greets him with a 
look, as much as to say: “Why, you 
here? You are the last man I ever ex­
pected to see at church 1 Come, take 
this seat right down by the door!” In­
stead of saying: “Good morning; I 
am glad you are here. Come ; I will 
give you a first rate seat, right up by 
the pulpit” Well, the prodigal, not 
yet discouraged, enters the prayer 
meeting, and some Christian man, with 
more zeal than common sense,, says: 
“Glad to see you. The dying thief 
was saved, and I suppose there is mercy 
for you !” The young man, disgusted, 
chilled, throws himself back on his 
dignity, resolved he never will enter 
the house of God again. Perhaps not 
quite fully discouraged about reforma­
tion, he sides up by some highly re­
spectable man he used to know going 
down the street, and immediately the 
respectable man has an errand down 
some other street ! Well, the prodigal, 
wishing to return, takes some member 
of a Christian association by the hand, 
pr tries to. The Christian young man 
looks at him, looks at the faded ap­
parel and the marks of dissipation, 
and instead of giving him a warm 
grip of the hand offers him the tip end 
of the long fingers of the left hand, 
which is equal to striking aman in 
the face.

Oh, how few Christian people under­
stand how much force and Gospel 
there is in a good, honest handshak­
ing! Sometimes, when you have felt 
the need of encouragement, and some 
Christian man has taken you heartily 
by the hand, have you not felt that 
thrilling through every fiber of your 
body, mind ana soul, an encourage­
ment that was just what you needed? 
You do not know anything at all about 
this unless you know when a man 
tries to return from evil courses of 
conduct, he runs against repulsions 
innumerable. We say of some man, he 
lives a block or two from the church, 
or half a mile from the church. There 
arepeople in our crowded cities wholive 
a thousand miles from the church. 
Vast deserts of indifference between 
them and the house of God. The fact 
is, we must keep our respectability, 
though thousands and tens of thou­
sands perish. Christ sat with publi­
cans and sinners. But if there comes 
to the house of God a man with marks 
of dissipation upon him, people throw 
up their hands in horror, as much as 
to say, “Isn’t it shocking?” How 
these dainty, fastidious Christians in 
all our churches are going to get into 
heaven I don’t know, unless they have 
an especial train of cars, cushioned 
and upholstered, each one a car to 
himself ! They cannot go with the 
great herd of publicans and sin­
ners. Oh, ye, who curl your lip of 
scorn at the fallen, I tell you plainly, 
if you had been surrounded by the 
same influences, instead of sitting to­
day amid the cultured and the refined 
and the Christian, you would have 
been a crouching wretch in stable or 
ditch, covered with filth and abomi­
nation ! It is not because you are nat­
urally any better, but because the 
mercy of God has protected you. Who 
are you, that brought up in Christian 
circles, and watched by Christian pa­
rentage, you should be so hard on the 
fallen?

I think men also are often hindered
from return by the fact that churches 
are too anxious about their member­
ship and too anxious about their de-

«omination, and they rush out when 
ley see a man about to give up his 
sin and return to God, and ask him how 

he is going to be baptized, whether by 
sprinkling or by immersion, and what 
kind of a church he is going to join. 
Oh, my friends! It is a poor time to 
talk about Presbyterian catechisms, 
and Episcopal liturgies, and Methodist 
love feasts, and baptisteries to a man 
that is coming out of the darkness of 
■in into the glorious light of the 
Gospel. Why, it reminds us of a 
man drowning in the sea, and a life­
boat puts out for him, and the man 
in the boat says to the man out of the 
boat: “Now, if I get you ashore, are 
you going to live in my street?” 
First get aim ashore, and then talk 
about the non-essentials of religion. 
Who cares what church he joins, if 
he only joins Christ and starts for 
heaven? Oh, you ought to have, my 
brother, an illumined face, and a 
hearty grip for every one that tries to 
turn from his evil way ! Take hold 
of the same book with him, though 
his dissipations shake the book, re­
membering that he that converteth a 
sinner from the error of his ways 
shall save a soul from death, and hiae 
a multitude of sins.
HOW THE SHACKLES MAY BE LOOSED.

Now, I have shown you these ob­
stacles because I want you to under­
stand I know all the difficulties in the 
way; but I am now to tell you bow 
Hannibal may scale the Alps and how 
the shackles may be unriveted and 
how the paths of virtue forsaken may 
be regained. First of all, my brother, 
throw yourself on God. Go to him, 
frankly and earnestly, and tell him 
these habits you have, and ask him, if 
there is any help in all the resources of 
omnipotent love, to give it to you. Do 
not go with a long rigmarole people call 
praver, made up of “ohs” and . “alls” 
ana “forever and forever amens !” 
Go to God and cry for help! help! 
help! and if you cannot cry tor help, 
just look and live. I remember in the 
war I was at Antietam, and I went 
into the hospitals after the battle, 
and I said to a man, “Where 
are you hurt?” He made no answer, 
but held up his arm swollen and 
splintered. I saw whore ho was hurt. 
The simple fact is, wheu a man has a 
wounded soul, all he has to do is to 
hold it up before a sympathetic Lord 
and get it healed. It does not take any 
long prayer. Just hold up the wound. 
Oh, it is no small thing when a man is 
Hamms and weak and izhauitfla

Coming from his evil ways, to feel that 
God puts two omnipotent arms around 
about him and says, “Young mnn, I 
will stand by you! The mountains 
may depart and the hills be removed, 
but I will never fail you.” And then, 
as tho soul thinks the news is too good 
to be true, and cannot believe it, and 
looks up in God’s face, God lifts his

Blessed be God for such a Gospel as 
this! “Cut tho slices thin,” said the 
wife to the husband, “or there will not 
be enough to go all around for the 
children ; cut the slices thin.” Blessed 
bo God, there is a full loaf for every 
one that wants it; bread enough and 
to spare. No thin slices at the Lord’s 
table. I remember when the Master 
Street hospital, in Philadelphia, was 
opened during the war, a telegram 
came saying, “There will be three 
hundred wounded men to-night: be 
ready to take care of them;” and from 
my church there went in some twenty 
or thirty men and women to look af­
ter these poor wounded fellows. As 
they came, some from one part of the 
land, some from another, no one 
asked whether this man was from Ore­
gon, or from Massachusetts, or from 
Minnesota, or from New York. There 
was a wounded soldier, and the only 
question was how to take off the rags
most gently, and put on the bandage, 
and administer the cordial. And when 
a soul comes to God he does not ask 
where you came from or what your 
ancestry was. Healing for all your 
wounds. Pardon for all your guilt 
Comfort for all your troubles.

Then, also, I counsel you, if you 
want to get back, to quit all your bad 
associations. One unholy intimacy 
will fill your soul with moral distem­
per. In all the ages of the church 
there has not been an instance where 
a man kept one evil associate and was 
reformed. Among the fourteen hun­
dred million of tne race not one in­
stance. Go home today, open your 
desk, take out letter paper, stamp and 
envelope, and then write a letter some­
thing Eke this:

“My old companions: I start this 
day for heaven. Until I am persuaded 
you will join me in this, farewell.” 
YOU MUST RENOUNCE ONE OR THE OTHER.

Then sign your name, and send the 
letter with the first post. Give up 
your bad companions, or give up 
heaven. It is not ten bad companions 
that destroy a man, nor five bad com­
panions, nor three bad companions, 
out one. What chance is there for 
that young man I saw along the street, 
four or five young men with him, 
halting in front of a grog shop, urg­
ing him to go in, he resisting, vio­
lently resisting, until after a while 
they forced him to go in? It was a 
summer night, and the door was left 
open, and I saw the process. They 
held nim fast, and they put the cup to 
his lips, and they forced down the 
strong drink. What chance is there 
for such a young man?

I counsel you also seek Christian ad­
vice. Every Christian man is bound 
to help you. First of all, seek God; 
then seek Christian counsel. Gather 
up all the energies of body, mind and 
soul, and, appealing to God for suc­
cess, declare this day everlasting war 
against all drinking habits, all gam- 
bung practices, all houses of sin. Half- 
and-half work will amount to nothing; 
it must be a Waterloo. Shrink back 
now and you are lost Push on and 

•you are saved. A Spartan general fell 
at the very moment of victory, but he 
dipped his finger in his own blood and 
wrote ou a rock near which he was 
dying, “Sparta has conquered.” 
Though your struggle to get rid of sin
may seem to be almost a death strug­
gle, you can dip your finger in your 
own blood ana write on the Rook of 
Ages, “Victory through our Lord 
Jesus Christ.”

THE BIRTH OF CRICKET.
Cricketers and Oar Little Tip Cat Whack­

ers Are Really Brothers.
According to the best authorities, 

cricket is a combination of hockey, 
t and ball, rounders and tip cat,
•. Ballard’s theory being that when;

Ip oat was playea 200 years ago it 
was known as “cross wicket,” ana the 
players consisted of eleven a side, with 
a notcher or scorer, and that when 
the cat was hit away the strikers ran 
as now, the runs counting toward 
game. Afterward a ball was substi­
tuted for the cat, and the name 
changed, or rather shortened from 
“cross wicket” to “cricket" In a pic­
ture of a match played in 1748 the 
game seems to have been in the tran­
sitory state, the popping hole, a rem­
nant of rounders, being shown under 
the hurdle wicket, and,. in reality, 
was the original of the popping crease. 
The wicket then was simply two up­
right sticks with another piece of 
wood, or bail, on top of them. In the 
picture the wicket keeper occupies the 
same place as he does now in a cricket 
match, and allowing for the then 
shorter stumps, stands in the same po­
sition of lively watchfulness. The 
batsman is handling a club bat, obvi­
ously a compromise between a hockey 
stick and a tip cat bat The bowling 
appears to consist in trundling the 
ball along the ground, and from the 
near position of the scorer to the 
wicket, and the manner in which the 
fielders stand, off hitting was un­
known at that time. There is only 
one account existing of an eleven- 
aside match in that era, that of Kent 
vs. All England in 1746, which, how­
ever, goes to prove that m its chief de­
tails the game was contested under 
much the same conditions as at present

It is, however, an open question 
whether the county of Surrey. Sus­
sex or Kent has the most right to be 
considered the nursery of the national 
game in England, though undoubted­
ly the Bat and Ball Inn, about two 
miles from Hambledon in Sussex, has 
most claim to the title of being the 
cradle of cricket This old house 
stands on a level expanse of ground, 
where two cross roads meet, and out­
wardly—et least a few years back— 
presented much the same appearance 
as it did 150 years ago.

Between 1775 and 1780 a middle 
stump was introduced, when a newer 
style of playing the game came into 
vogue—that is to say, in addition to 
the third stump other changes were 
taking place, notably in the bats or 
clubs, which gradually became 
straighter and wider in shape. This 
continued until 1840, by which time 
the crickets bats altered in form to 
what they are at present. Nearly 
everything else, such as the bowling 
distance, placing of the fielders, ap­
pointment of umpires, etc., were 
gradually introduced as well, the only 
difference being in the costumes of 
the players.

At the early part of the present cen­
tury the cricketer’s dress consisted of 
breeches, silk stockings, lace up iron 
tip shoes, fancy colored shirts and 
jockey caps—at least that was the uni­
form worn by the famous Hambledon 
elub, which at first helped to spread 
such a luster over this deservedly 
popular pastime. It is now over a 
hundred years ago (1780) since the 
historical match was played between 
Hambledon and All England, in front 
of the Bat and Ball inn we have al­

ly referred to, at which it has been 
ed that the famous old player,

.. -re Baldham, known far and wide 
as Silver Billy, took part—though, ac­
cording to the best authorities, he could 
not have been much more than li 
years old, but they began young in 
those days, for bovs of 15 fought at 
Waterloo.—licensed Victuallers’ Ga­
zette. ______________

A Letter tram Gladstone.
Augusto Soares, a Minneapolis boy, 

and a student in the State university.
Is the recipient of what any young 
American might justly regard a rare 
honor.

His account of mo is much too flatter­
ing. I am at the sumo time able to de­
fine the growth and nature of my 
change in opinion and action with 
great simplicity. I began life with a 
reverence for what was ancient and 
• blank disbelief in the value of liber­
ty. As to the first 1 remain what I 
was. As to the second I have entirely 
changed. The phrase unmuzzled, to 
which reference was made, had in 
truth very limited scope. The repre­
sentatives of Oxford never addressed 
their constituents. I had been reject­
ed and was seeking a seat in Lanca­
shire. I remain, sir, with renewed 
thanks, your faithful servant,

W. E Gladstone.

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GLADSTONE AT CARDIFF.
Mr. Gladstone's speeches are always 

interesting. A few days ago he was pre­
sented with the freedom of Cardiff, 
Wales, when he addressed bis audiences 
on two different and important subjects. 
First he discussed the Irish situation, 
declaring that the crimes act was being 
used to put down peaceful combina­
tions which were the natural weapons in 
the hands of the poor and defenceleis 
for redressing the inequalities of life. 
Crime, they were told, was decreasing in 
Ireland, bat there was a constantly 
growing intensity of determination in 
Ireland to see her nation’s cause right­
ed. The reason which bad, perhaps, 
most of all helped the Irish people to 
renounce irregular methods was their 
conviction, based upon the general tone 
of the liberal party, that their hopes 
would not, for any long time, be disap­
pointed. All Europe through ita per­
manent literature condemned the policy 
that England had pursued towards Ire­
land. Ireland, he said, would soon en­
joy the rights her people should long 
ago hare enjoyed. Mr. Gladstone’s pre­
dictions are important When a states­
man of his reputation and experience 
will yentnre to predict that the time is 
close at hand when the yoke which has 
so long burdened Ireland is to be re­
moved, one may very safely assume that 
the Irish difficulty is about on the eve of 
settlement Speaking in the afternoon 
to a mixed audience, Mr. Gladstone 
dwelt with satisfaction upon the part he 
bad taken in securing the abolition of 
the corn laws and other taxes on food. 
The commerce of the country had, in 
consequence, been multiplied fivefold, 
capital largely increased, and wages had 
gone up fifty per cent These were re­
sults too serious to be tampered with; 
bat the time had arrived when the man­
hood and firmness of the country would 
be severely , tested. The results spoken 
of by Mr. Gladstone are not merely 
fancied, but real, and are worthy the 
careful consideration of the people of 
this country, who are unsettled on the 
point of the unwisdom of Canada's trade 
policy.

Toronto Globe:—The question, ‘'Does 
protection raise wageaT" which is now 
being earnestly discussed in the United 
States, is one which concerns not artisans 
alone. Protection itself is on trial. The 
people, would certainly not vote for a 
protective tariff if they thought they were 
taxing themselves merely to make a few 
millionaires. They are told that pro­
tection will ensure the presence in the 
country of a large body of well-paid me­
chanics, who will make good citizens and 
supply a home market for the products 
of the farm. Now, if the result of pro 
tection is the presence of a large number 
of very poor and discontented workmen, 
it is a positive injury not only the work­
men but to the whole country.

The late Sunday School Convention at 
London, Eng., was attended by about 
five hundred foreign delegates, largely 
from the United States. There was a 
lair attendance from Canada, and some 
were present from this province. The 
visitors were welcomed by the Lord 
Mayor of London. Altogether the con­
vention was a success. In the statistical 
reports were brought, out the following 
interesting facts:—In Great Britain the 
number of Sunday School scholars in
1818 was 477,000 ; in 1833 it was 1,548, 
000, and in 1889,5,733,000, or one in five 
of the population. In Canada the num­
ber was put down at 476,000, and in the 
States at 15 per cent, of the population 
or between nine and ten millions. -

SIR JOHN IN A DILEMMA.
Will He laeriflee HI» Minister of Justice or 

HI» Orange Supporters ?
The Ottawa Free Press says, “a promi­

nent Kingston conservative paid a visit 
to Sir John Macdonald at River du Loup 
a few days ago, and had quite a lengthy 
conversation with the premier over the 
political situation. The Kingstonian re­
ports that he found his old leader con­
siderably perplexed over the continued 
agitation for the disallowance of the 
Jesuit bill, and particularly over Mr. 
Dalton McCarthy’s declarations that the 
bill can be and ought to be disallowed

before the 8th of August; and his threats 
regarding his future course. After dis­
cussing the recent difficulties in the 
Kingston post office and other matters 
of local concern, the conversation turned 
upon the Jesuit agitation, Sir John en­
quiring particularly what the general 
feeling was, and as to the attitude of cer­
tain prominent conservatives regarding 
it. After the Limestone City man had 
çiven his views, he put the question to 
Sir John squarely :

“Why don’t you disallow the bill at 
once and put an end to the whole row?”

“That is not such an easy matter as 
;rou think,” was the reply. “I would 
] lave to swallow all that I said last ses­
sion in favor of the Jesuits and their bill, 
and also stultify all those conservatives 
who voted to sustain me. Moreover, to 
reverse our policy now would involve the 
resignation of Sir John Thompson, leav­
ing me without any assistance. It is al­
so probable that other Catholic ministers 
would resign. But we have until the 
eighth of August to think the matter 
over.” s

“Can you not refer the bill to the 
courts?”

“That would also amount to a declara­
tion of non-confidence in Sir John 
Thompson’s opinion and he will not con­
sent to it. Moreover, to adopt that 
course would lose us whatever support 
we have won in Lower Canada by ratify­
ing the bill, and I am not sure that it 
will do us any good elsewhere. I do 
wish that McCarthy and the rest of our 
fellows would keep still.”

“ What about petitioning the Governor- 
General to disallow it ?”

“That is a great waste of time, and 
those who are petitioning ought to know 
it The Governor General will simply 
send the petitions to the government 
and we will have to make the same reply 
that Thompson did to the other peti­
tions.”

Sir John’s friend left him under the 
impression that the premier was thor­
oughly alarmed over the anti-Jesuit out­
cry, and he would disallow the bill yet if 
it was possible to do so without throwing 
the minister of justice overboard.

CARDINAL GIBBONS’ BOOK.
It Aims te Influence Those Who Have Be­

come Estranged from Christianity.
Baltimore, July 22,—Parts of the new 

book,” Our Christian Heritage.” writ­
ten by Cardinal Gibbons, Archibishop of 
Baltimore, which will appear next Oc­
tober, through the courtesy of the pub­
lishers, John Murphy & Co., were sub­
mitted to the hasty reading of an As­
sociated Press reporter this evening. 
This book is not polemical. It does not 
deal with the controversies agitated since 
the Reformation, nor aim at vindicating 
the claims of the Catholic Church as 
superior to those of the separated brance- 
es of Christianity. It has nothing to 
say against any Christian denomination 
that - still retains faith in at least the 
divine mission of Jesus Christ. On the 
contrary, most of the topics treated still 
find zealous advocates in Protestant writ- 

Nor was it written in the hope of 
influencing professional free thinkers, 
agnostics, ana other avowed enemies of 
Christianitv, hut those who, through as­
sociation, the absence of Christian train­
ing, a distorted education, and pernici­
ous reading, have become estranged 
from the teachings of the Gospel—those 
who have never shared in the Christian 
heritage of their fathers.

This book shows that such fundamen­
tal troths underlying Christianity as the 
existence, the providence, and the omni­
science ot God, the immortality of the 
soul, the existence of free will, and the 
essential distinction between moral good 
and evil, are all susceptible of being 
demonstrated by our unaided reason, 
while they are made still more luminous 
by the light of Christian revelation. It 
furnishes Christians with arguments to 
meet the sophistries of free thinkers and 
seeks to enlighten the sincere inquirer 
after truth.

To those who think Christanity has 
outlived its day and is unsuited to our 
times, and would fain supplant it by 
Buddhism, which they regard as less 
exacting in its tenets and as appealing 
to the highest aspirations of man’s na­
ture, the Cardinal replies that there is no 
good feature in Buddhism which is not 
eminently fouhd in the Christian religion. 
To show what blessings Christianity has 
conferred on the human race, even in a 
temporal point of view, the lalter part 
of this volume contains a series of chap­
ters exhibiting the superiority of Chris­
tian over pagan civilisation. Then there 
is an important chapter on labor. The 
Cardinal concludes tne introduction with 
this:

“How rapidly have the sectional hate 
and fierce animosities engendered bv 
our late civil war been allayed. In both 
Houses of Congress and several of our 
State Legislatures, are found to day 
representatives who fought against each 

er, but are now framing hews for the 
welfare of our common country. In 
passing from pagan te Christian civiliza­
tion we have emerged from Egyptian 
bondage to the liberty of the children 
of God. Let us not grow weary of the 
salutary restraints of Christian life. Let 
us not cast wistful glances toward Egypt 
from whose bonds we have been rescued 
nor long for its flesh pots. Let usglorv 
in our Christian heritage and, above all, 
let us not be guilty ot the mockery of 
leading pagan lives while making pro 
fession of Christianity.”

Dbtfy street, on which they live, con­
sists of a few small houses and a large 
rambling building of lour tenements 
looking something like the Scotch Bar­
racks. The base ball ground lies in front 
and hither the tannery boys repair after 
their work is over to amuse themselves 
with the national game. They are adepts 
in ball playing, having practiced it foi 
years,and have carried off the honors on 
many a hard fought field with their rivals 
of Tope field, Danforth and Princeton.

NORTH WEST OF NEW BRUNSWICK.
A Beantlfûl Country, Which Must be Seen 

to be Appreciated,
To the Editor of The Gleaner,—

Sir:—May I be permitted through your 
columns to give a very brief account of a 
trip to our own North West in New Bruns­
wick; we read daily of the vastness and fer­
tility of the other Canadian North West 
Territory, of its great resources and wonder­
ful productiveness. Much of this is no doubt 
exaggerated by the upper province papers 
to induce emigrants to go west. You have 
very enterprising correspondents as far up 
in our North West as the flourishing town of 
Edmundston, but I have failed to observe 
very much that would enlighten the people 
of this province as to the beauty and fertility 
of this portion of New Brunswick—this 
much as a preface to the few scattering re­
marks I may make. Having determined 
upon an outing somewhere I looked at my 
pocket book (sjKhere was to be three adults 
and a youngster of the party) I found it 
would not bear the crush of the “Algon­
quin.” St. John, St. Stephen, Digby, An­
napolis, Windsor, Halifax, and indeed 
all provincial cities had been vis­
ited by our small party before. 
So we were in a dilemma where to go. Some 
kind friend suggests the upper St John, and 
away we started on the morning of the 
glorious twelfth. Boarding the train at St. 
Mary’s station at 12 o’clock (standard) we 
were soon en route to Edmondston, in the 
county of Mad aw ask a. It is scarcely worth 
while to speak of our own beautiful Keswick 
Valley through which we rapidly passed, 
but let us say a. word about the appoint­
ments of the New Brunswick Railway. 
Elegant cars, most obliging officers, and 
indeed everything that a traveller could 
desire for comfort. We soon arrived at 
Millville, a very thriving village built up 
since the railway passed through ; but you 
have a clever correspondent there who keeps 
you well posted. Passing rapidly along we 
soon arrive at Newhnrg Junction where we 
meet our old friend Colin Campbell, ever 
alive to the wants of the inner man. A 
short stay and we are passing through 
Hartland, Peel, and other beautiful places, 
all looking prosperous and the inhabitants 
happy. I had read in some paper that a 
gentleman passing through this part of the 
country had found the inhabitants complain­
ing of their crops. This is not by any 
means the experience of y our correspondent, 
who was particular in his enquiries as re­
gards the crops, etc., and invariably found 
the people well satisfied, although at this 
time the dry weather was not very favorable 
to seme of the cereals, but on the whole a 
fair average crop was to be expected, and it 
was exceptionally fine weather to secure the 
hay crop. Presently we arrive at 
the pretty village of Andover, having 
crossed the river on what appeared to be a 
substantial bridge, and w^draw up at one 
of the prettiest stations on the line, Station 
Master Tibbits greeting us, only a moment, 
when we are off to Aroostook Junction, 
where we are obliged to collect our traps 
and change ca-s for Grand Falls. Arrived 
at Grand Falls at 6 p. m., but have no 
opportunity of visiting New Brunswick’s 
Niagara, as our train only remains a 
few minutes. Off again for Little Falls 
or Edmundston. Our people can scarcely 
realize the grandeur of a trip through this 
beautiful county of Madawaska, for we have 
now left York, Carleton and Victoria be­
hind us. There can be no prairie in the 
northwest of Canada more beautiful than 
this northwest of New Brunswick. Splendid 
farms and comfortable looking dwellings, 
together with large and substantial looking 
barns and out-housea greeted the eye as we 
passed swiftly along. At the several sta­
tions we inquired as to the crops, etc., but 
failed in a single instance to hear a com­
plaint, they all expresaed a wish for a little 
damp weather which they have since re­
ceived. The portion of Madawaska from 
Grand Falls to Edmundston (or Little Falla) 
is a most attractive portion of this lovely 
county. It is generally supposed that it is 
inhabited by illiterate Frenchmen, but there 
never was a greater mistake made. Your 
correspondent came in contact with hun­
dreds of the inhabitants of this portion of 
the county and found them to be equal, if 
not superior, in manner and intellect to 
many who might be supposed to have and 
really have superior advantages. But here 
we are. The cry of Edmundston, Edmunds­
ton brings ns to our feet and a scramble is 
made for ten or more pieces of Lluggage, all 
on account of the female portion of our 
party. We found awaiting us a very genial 
Frenchman who speedily landed ns at the 
Edmundston Hotel, kept by Adams, and a 
homelike place it is too. The landlord has 
not much to say about matters, but Mrs. 
and Miss Adams are ever ready to gratify 
your every wish, and they do it moat cheer­
fully and at very moderate charges.

I wish to speak more fully of this grow­
ing town of Edmundston, but as I have I 
fear already overtaxed yonr columns, allow 
me to continue my remarks as to New 
Brunswick’s northwest in your next.

Wages In She West,

To the Editor of The Gleaner,
Sir,—I understand that there are a num­

ber of people in Fredericton and vicinity 
who are desirous of emigrating to this part 
of the country. Therefore I felt that I 
would be doing a benefit to any who had 
such intentions by publishing in your paper 
the amount of wages, etc., that are current 
in this place. The wages for laboring men 
are no better than in Fredericton, that is, 
deducting the amount for board, which is 
pretty high, being from five to seven dollars 
a week. The wages for carpenters are from 
two dollars to two and a half per day. The 
principal work going on here is building, 
and the buildings are all stone, which makes 
it good at my business. Stone cutters are 
worth four and a half and five dollars per 
day. The wages are all good for masons, 
but any other kind of mechanics or laboring 
men can do as well any where else as 
here. Hoping, sir, that you will publish 
the above, and that it will be of some benefit 
to some one,

MISS TIBBITS* CASE
The Chief er Police of Montreal Defends 

fiergt. Charbonneau’» Conduct.
A Montreal despatch to to-day’s Sun says ; 

At a meeting of the police committee to-day 
Sergeant Cbarbonneau’s conduct towards 
Miss Tibbits was discussed and reflections 
made upon that gentleman because of his 
refusal to allow the lady to communicate 
with her friends. The chief said the rule 
was plain. No prisoner in a case of felony 
had a right to see friends before he had been 
before the magistrate. Aid. McBride thought 
it ridiculous to call this case felony. The 
police should be guided by common sense in 
the matter. The chief defended Sergt. Obar- 
bonneau from the charges brought against 
him. He had treated Miss Tibbits with the 
greatest kindness. She was arrested at 
twenty minutes to one, and upon his own 
responsibility he took her in a cab before 
the police magistrate at half-past one. The 
magistrate made another appointment to 
see her at four, bit did not attend until the 
next day, Sunday, when he came down at 
four o’clock and allowed her out on bail, 
meantime Sergt. Charbonneau kept Miss 
Tibbits in hie own family and bought extra 
food for her at his own expense, “ chickens 
and extra vegetables.”

FOR FALSE ARREST.

An Interesting Action Recalled 
by the Tibbits Case.

Damages on Account of an 
Arrest by Sergt. Charbonneau.

The Sergeant Denies That He 
Asked Miss Tibbits to Confess.

A case is at present before tin Court of 
Appeal at Montreal which is somewhat im­
portant just now bearing on the Mnlcahy- 
Tibbits arrest. One Benjamin Pratt and 
Sergeant Isaie 0harbonneau-*-the same 
officer, by the way, who arrested Miss Tib- 
bit»—for false arrest. On the 29th of Febru­
ary, 1888, the Hon. Mr. Justice Tait rendered 
the following judgment in the case

“ Considering the plaintiff has proved the 
material allegations of bis declaration, and 
particularly that the defendant Oharbonneau, 
without warrant and without reasonable 
and probable cause, arrested the plaintiff 
and his wife on the eighth day of July last, 
abont three of the clock in the morning, and 
caused them to be kept under arrest and im­
prisonment until the twelfth of said July.

“ And coneidenng that defendants have 
failed to prove the allegations of their plea 
and particularly have failed to justify the 
conduct of said defendant Oharbonneau in 
making said arrest, and in Causing plaintiff 
and his wife to be detained under arrest and 
imprisoned as aforesaid.

“Considering, that defendants, the city 
of Montreal, have pleaded jointly with said 
defendant Oharbonneau and made common 
cause with him, and are responsible jointly 
and severally with him for the damages suf­
fered by plaintiff.

“ Considering, that the plaintiff was oc­
casioned damages by reason of said arrest 
and imprisonment, which the Court assesses 
at the sum of $250.

“ Doth jndge and condemn the said defen­
dants, jointly and severally, to pay to said 
plaintiff the said sum of $260 with interest 
thereon from this day and costs distrait» to 
Messrs. Trenholme, Taylor, Dickson * Buc­
han, attorneys for plaintiff.”

The defendant, who was backed up by his 
employers, the Corporation, and represented 
by the City Attorney, then took the case to 
the Court of Review. Judges Taschereau 
and Loranger, forming a msjority of the 
bench, declared the above damages to be 
excessive, and reduced the award to $25, 
also condoning Mr. Pratt to pay the costs of 
Review.

Judge Jette dissented from this decision, 
and the Court of Appeal has now under con­
sideration Mr. Pratt’s demand to have the 
original judgment reaffirmed.

Sergeant Charbonneau now denies that 
he called Miss Tibbits “Mary” or asked her 
to confess.

The Montreal Herald of Tuesday contains 
another editorial censuring the police, of 
which the following is an extract : “There 
is one feature in the Tibbits arrest case 
which has given rise to considerable com­
ment; that is the refusal to allow this young 
lady to hold communication with her friends 
until a police magistrate’s order hud been 
obtained. If the olject of the authorities 
were to make the police a terror to the citi­
zens, the practice of which we speak could 
be understood, but deplorable as are the re­
sults of constant dealing with offenders 
upon the mind of even intelligent and edu­
cated gentlemen, it is impossible to sup­
pose t? at any desire exists to make the 
police a curse instead of a blessing to the 
community. It might be imagined that 
when an arrest was made the police would 
be only too glad to have any information 
calculated to prevent mistakes; the object 
of an arrest is not to bully innocent people 
but to secure the persons of offenders.

Imagine police regulations which enable 
a constable tn arrest anyone he suspects, 
and to refuse to allow that person to speak 
to a friend who may be present, and to re- 
fhse to allow the friends of the prisoner to 
hold communication with him or her 
until eui ord^r has been granted by the 
magistrate. Many a mkn would be un­
hinged by a sudden arrest and immediate 
Isolation from his friends; what the effect 
might be on a young girl, or indeed any re­
spectable and modest woman may be im­
agined.”

A Montreal despatch of yesterday says : 
Miss Mnlcahy, who will not be downed, 
writes to the police that a one armed man is 
lurking around her house and that she wants 
him arrested.

A Train Derailed.
Saturday morning an incoming freight 

train got in trouble near Tracey station and 
as a consequence trains going either way 
were greatly delayed. The coupling be­
tween two of the freight trucks broke and 
the draw bar dropped out, causing five or six 
cars to jnmp the track. The western ex­
press waa detained at Me Adam and Harvey 
and was several hours late in arriving at- 
Fredericton Junction. Passengers for Fred­
ericton were brought in on the evening ex­
press from St. John, which arrived here 
abont half past eight. A wrecking train 
from McAdam succeeded in clearing up the 
wreck and making the track passable abont 
6 o’clock. The damage will be consider­
able. _______________

Fell Down a Well.
A three-year-old son of Mr. David Burpee, 

of the firm of Simmons A Bnrpee, had » nar­
row escape from death yesterday morning 
by falling down the well in his father1 s yard 
at Victoria Mills below town. An older 
brother had gone down the well to clean it 
out, as it had ran nearly dry, when the little 
one came over to watch him. While he was 
looking down the door of the small enclos­
ure that covers the well fell upon him, 
knocking him over. The child went right 
down, a distance of sixteen feet, and fell 
upon hie brother’s back, and then to the 
bottom. His head was very badly cut, and 
a physician was summoned at once. The 
injuries are not considered dangerous.

Rev, Dr. Anglers,
•The services of the Rev. Dr. Angiers in 

St. Paul’s church on Sunday last were no 
less highly appreciated than on the former 
Sunday, as was evidenced by the crowded 
audiences, especially in the evening. Dr. 
Angler tells the story of the gospel in a 
language as felicitous and expressive as it is 
simple and persuasive. But the secret of 
his power lies in his intense earnestness and 
abandon which bring him at once into sym­
pathetic touch with bis bearers. He has un­
questionably left a deep and abiding im­
pression, and should he return there are 
none who hare heard him but will be happy 
to welcome him.

For Assanltlmg a Child,
In the police court yesterday morning 

Emily Jarvis was charged on the complaint 
of Jane Bagley with assaulting her little 
child Mary, by striking her with a stone. 
The defendant did not appear, and the mag­
istrate proceeded with the triaUn her ab­
sence. After taking the evidence the mag­
istrate adjudged her guilty of the charge, 
and imposed a fine of $2 and $2.76 costs or 
ten days jail.

Unfortunate Printer Rilled.
Thos. Higgins, a printer, who has been 

working in an office in St. John, was “work­
ing” his passage west Friday morning on the 
early train, and when near Mattawamkeag, 
jumped from the train. He was caught by 
the wheels and one leg badly mangled, 
Railroad men brought him to Bangor, where 
he lingered until late in the afternoon when 
he died. _______________

The line of march was as follows : Down 
Charlotte to Queen ; thence to Prince Wm. 
street; along Prince Wm. street to King; 
up King to Charlotte ; thence to Union ; 
down Union to Brussels, and around the 
City road and through Pond street to Mill ; 
thence to Main street, and np to the road 
leading into St. Peter’s church grounds, 
through the grounds to Douglas road, and 
back through Main, Mill and Dock streets to 
Market square, where it was disbanded. 
The members of the different organiz%tions]all 
marched in regalia and numerous arid beauti­
ful banners added to the appearance of the 
parade. The whole affair was under the 
supervision of Mr. H. J. Thorne, who, with 
bis assistants, were mounted on handsome 
steeds and performed their duties very satis­
factorily. A number of the policemen 
walked with the procession. They were 
stationed on either side of the line at regu­
lar distance apart. The procession arrived 
at the Market Square about 12 o’clock, and 
the different bands brigaded, followed by 
cheers for the Queen, after which the pro­
cession disbanded, and the enthusiastic 
crowds who had witnessed the display dis­
persed. The turnout of temperance men, 
though not as largejas some that have been 
seen in St John, was a very creditable one 
in appearance, the display of the Temple of 
Honor being specially noticeable.

The Electric Exhibition,
The preparations for the electric exhibi­

tion were not quite complete when the hour 
for opening arrived in the afternoon. The 
formal opening took place at 3 p. m., in the 
presence of a very large gathering, Mr. H. 
J. Thorney«s chairman of the committee in 
charge of Rhis department, presided, and in 
an address, spoke of the success of the com­
mittee’s plans, due in a great measure to 
tbe assistance rendered by Mr. Knndson, 
superintendent of the N. B Telephone Co., 
and Mr. Ira Cornwall, the secretary. He ex­
pressed the committee’s obligation too to all 
companies making exhibits for thus givjgg 
the citizens and visitors the opportunity of 
witnessing the results of so many electrical 
experiments, and of viewing the rapid pro­
gress made in the young science.

Lieut. Governor Tilley followed with a 
brief speech.

The platform on which the speakers stood 
was profusely decorated with flowers from 
Mr. J. Bebbington’g; Fredericton, and was 
brilliantly lighted by the Edison Go., which 
has about 600 lights in the building. The 
Brneh-Swan Oo. has a good many lights, 
and the Starr Oo., of Halifax, also makes a 
good display.

The opening of the electric exhibition was 
announced to the public by the firing of a 
gun on the Barrack Square by Mr. W. 0. 
Van Horne, president of the 0. P. R., while 
sitting in the board room at Montreal, by 
touching the O. P, R. telegraph instrument. 
By the same means the Mayor of Vancouver, 
B. O., fired a gun; and then Mr. Thorne 
made his address.

After Sir Leonard’s speech Lady Tilley 
pressed a button on the table, the third gun 
on the Barrack Square went off, and His 
Honor declared the Exhibition open.

Immediately after, the Edison bust wm 
unveiled and there was beneath it a brilliant 
display, in red, white and yellow lights, of 
the word “Edison.” Simultaneously with 
this the whole Edison show was exhibited. 
The Oornet band played another selection, 
after which the tropical gardens, the Japan­
ese umbrella, the CMcadee, all in brilliant 
colors, were in turn displayed, and immed­
iately thereafter, the whole electrical show 
was opened to the public.

This afternoon at two o'clock the trade’s 
procession took place. It was indeed a fine 
procession.
