Fight between an Eagle and a
Rattlesnake.

Dr. Allen, in the London Flield, re-
lates his experience in the Rocky
Mountains :—*One morning the stili.
ness was suddenly broken by the shrill
scream of an eagle. I saw him pre-
paring to descend, and down, downéhe
came, with the swiftnessof a shooting
star, until he had nearly reached the
earth, when he spread his powerly
pinions and eased himself down until
he bad nearly reached terra firma.
when with a sudden swoop he lighted
upon a great prairie rattler, about six
feet long, and a battle commenced
such as I had never before witnessed.
I rode slowly up to the combatants,
as near a8 I could without disturbing
them, and eagerly watched the pro-
gress of the fight. The bird was one
of the largest bald eagles, and the
snake was a monster of its kind, being
four inches in diametor. The eagle,
with its crest thrown backward, ran
up to tho snake and gave it a blow
over the head with his wings that
completely stunned it just as it was in
the act of striking at him with all his
force. Quick as thought the eagle
then caugbt it in its talons, soaring
about ten feet in the air, gave it a fari-
ous shake and let it fall to the oarth,
where it lay coiled in a warlike atti-
tude rattling and hissing in great
wrath. The eagle made a second at-
tack, in the same manner as before,
but the snake watched its chanco this
time, and when the eagle was close
enough thrust its head between his
head and wing, with a desperate effort
wound itself around the eagle’s body,
and it looked for a moment as though
the powerful bird must die. Bat with
a violent flap of his wings, he broke
the deadly embrace, caught thesnake,
gave it a nomber of jerks and throw it
down agsin. The blood was oozing
from several places in the rattle’s body,
which seemed to make the eagle more
excited than ever. The antagonists
now remained some feet apart and
seemed to be resting, while the rattler
kept up a deep buzzing, perbaps to
intimidate the bird. The eagle next
tried another plan, wheeling around
bis enemy in a circle, but the serpent
was acquainted with this dodge and
kept full in his face. Thus foiled, the
eaglo began to wrip the rattler with
the tips of hia wings, his head well
tbrown back, but the snake dodged
the blows. The eagle then made a
feint, jumped to one side and struck
it a fearful blow; caught it up by the
middle, and shook it-until the snake
was about to twine itself around his
body, when he again threw- it to
the ground. Both showed signs of
great fatigue, but neither seemed in-
clined to give way. The eagle ran
around his victim in every conceive-
able way, but so far the snake man-.
aged to bold him off until he threw
back his head and made a desperate
divg. The snake struck with all its
force as the wing of the eaglo came
in contact with its head, and while
trying to coil around his body was
canght and carried into the air, where
it was almost jerked in twsin, and
when it reached the ground again its
entrails were hanging out, and it
writhed and tiwisted in great pain,
finally expiring. The proud bird
stood looking on with the viotorioas
air of a pugilist who has won the
world-renowned hattlp, his head orect
aod his wings resting on the ground.”

Getting Rid of a Bad Bed-Fellow,

It is n question if there ever was a
hero of a guloh or prairie scene, who
exhibited more pluck and fortitude,
or more inventive genius than the
bero of the following * o’er truoe tale.”
It is but the part of the story of the
escape of & Caffre chief from the Zulus.
It opcurred ou an island near Souih

frica, among the rocks and caves of
whiob he was trying to hide away
from bis pursuers. He said :—

*Ooe night I had retired to my hut
and bad slept until the dawn began to
show, when I awoke with a strange
feeling of oppression and weight on
my chest. My gun was close besido
me, and my knife within reach of my
band. For a moment I was not aware
what was the cause of the singular
feeling I experienced, and I opened
my eyes Without otherwise moving.
In tbe dim®light I saw that which,
for an instant, caused my heart ‘o
stop beating. Over my chest was
the doil of a rack snake, this coil
being bigger rognd than my thigh.
I could see that the tail of the snako
was outside my small but, and in con-
sequence of my lying on the ground
the bhuge roptile had not been able to
coil completoly uround me. I know I
was in imminent danger, and I also
at once decided on the safest and most
probable means of escape. Moving
my arm slowly, I grasped my knife,
and then raising my bhead, saw the
snake's eyes Within two feet of mine.
His hoad was on the ground, and so
close that I could lift my head aboye
it. T carried out this movement very
slowly, the snake remaining motion-
less. Then, with a sudden stab, X
drove my long Lnife through the
snake just where his head joined his
neck, and pinned him to the ground-
With a struggle I slipped from under
his bedy, snd now the fight bogan.
So tenagious of life are these roptiles
that, although I had separated bis
bead from his body as regards the
vertebre, yet he twisted and rolled
the great coils of his body so rapidly
and powerful that several times he
bad sarrounded my legs with a loop,
and it was only by a quick movement
on my part that 1 escaped the danger
of being enclosed in a vice-like em-
brace. I suncceeded, however, in

avoiding the ils, and suddenly
sorambled out of the bat, leaving the
snake in full possession.”

Among the many unexpeoted de-
velopments of electrical science is an
application to the hiving of bees
when they swarm, sucoessfully tried
by German experimenters. It was
thought that by utilizing the electric
force the bees might be stupified for
the Decessary period of time without
being injared, and the result proved
the correctness of the idea.

Aqriculture

The Clydesdale Horse,

The bistory of the Clydesdale horse
proper dates back only to tho begin-
ning of the last century, but to get at
tho origin of tho breed we must g0 as
far back as the year 1066, when what
is koown in British history as the
Norman Congquest took place, and in
which William, Dake of Normandy,
invaded Eogland, accompanied by the
Earl of Flanders and s strong force,
mounted on the yery finest chargers
in the world. These were Flemish
horses, said to be descended from a
combination of the strong black horse
of Flanders, the Arabian bay, and the
original Asiatic white horse, and they
subsequontly became so popular in
Great Britain that a century after-
ward King Jobn imported 100 of
them into England for the purpose of
improving the draft horses of that
country. To come now :o0 a much
later date, the Dake of Hamilton
brought over from Flanders into the
Clydesdale distriot six black stallions
for the purpose of improving the
Scotch breed of horses about the mid-
dle of the scventeenth century, but at
all events it is certain that a Scotch
farmer named John Patterson of
Lochlyoch, in the apper ward of Lan-
arkshire and the valley of the river
Clyde, brought from Eogland into his
own district a black Flemish stallion
for tho use of himself and his neigh-
bors. The Clydesdale horse is there-
foro in all likelihood descended from,
first of all, the black horse of Planders,
from which he inherits his great
strength, size and quality of bone;
from the white horse he retains the
markings on face and legs, while
from the Arabian bay he partakes in
a largo degree the color, endarance
and hardibood so characteristic of the
breed. There has undoubtedly been
a vast improvement effected during
the last balf century in the breeding
of Clydesdales, and while the original
stock contained the elements of what
was really good and substantidl, the
climate, soil and pasture of Scotland,
and especially of the Clyde valley,
were speocially favorable to the de-
velopment of bone, muscle and general
strength and hardiness,

The modern Clydesdale may be
described as a horse from 16 to 16}
hands high, weighing at matarity in
fair ffesh from 1700 to 1900 pounds,
although some weigh 2000 and over.
The prevailing colors are bays and
browns with white markings, these
being the most popular shades, but
there are quite a few blacks and also
an ococasional gray. Chestnuts are
rarely met with unless when crossed
with Eoglish Sbire blood. The Clyde
horse has a fair.sizsed bead with con.
siderable width between the eyes,
which are large and prominent, ex-
presfive of vigor and mildness of
temper ; profile straight; ears moder-
ately long and active; under jaws
cleanly cut; neok of good length and
well ‘arched unto the shoulders,
which are deep, powerfal and toler-
ably sloping. His chest is broad and
full, denoting a good constitution ;
his back is short, firm and pretty
straight; body round and ribs well
sprang, with short couplings ; lengthy
quarters ; arms and thighs powerful
and well muscled ; bhocks broad and
clean; cannon bone flat, strong and
cordy, with nice fringe of long hair
from knees and hocks to fetlooks;
pasterns sloping and elastic; feet
good size, strong and tough, with
heels square and prominent; large
kooes and joints; general appearance
noblo, symmetrical and majestic. The
popularity of the Clydesdale is due
in a great measure to action and
general disposition. In trotting the
action is level and straight, knees and
hooks well bent and reaching fbrward
with much life and elasticity, getting
well over the ground. In walking
bis superiority over other breeds is
quite apparent, as the stride is long
and swinging, and the whole gait ex-
pressive of activity and power. While
full of spirit and vigor the tempera.
ment of Clydesdales is as a rale mild
and docilo, casily broken to work and
very pleasant ta bandle.

Tormorly the valley of the Clyde
was the principal breeding distriet,
but nowadays Clydesdalos are raised
with almost equal success in nearly
every oounty in Scotland, and the
foroign demand of late years has been
8o greal that breeders have found
much more profit from raising this
olass of stock than any othor, and
consequently breed more. Tho breed-
ing and feeding of horses in Scotland
differs but little from that practiced
by the more intelligent farmers in
this country. Young colts are raised
similarly, but receive possibly a little
more care and attention than they do
horg—gotting plenty of open air
exercise and a moderate supply of
wholesome, nutritious food. It is
not olaimed that the Clydesdale is a
model horse for every purpose, but he
is one of the most honest, most re-
liable, most level-headed, and most
docile of all animals; that in point of
strength and symmetry of form he is
excelled by none, and as a result of
careful, intelligent breeding for muny
yoars he has the inestimable merit of
stamping his progeny with his own
characteristics,

Ralsing Ducks,

Before another season of raising
young fowl comes, it would be well to
give somo thought to the culture of
ducks, There are, we know, hundreds
of farmers who have facilities for
raising ducks in large or small num-
bers for market, if they but try the
experiment. Nowadays, the table
meorits of well fatted ducks are begin-
ning to be appreciated by the con-
sumers of poultry, and the demand is
increasing.

The small farmer who bhas some
waste land, and depends mainly on
bis grain crop to give bim a perman-
ent footing on the high road to com-
fort and independence, bhss yet to
learn a better philosopby of farming.
If he turned a share of bis attention to
raising poultry for the market, much
of his waste land could be put to good

use and more realized from the outlay
than from any other nameable kind
of stock, for they can be raised with
larger stock and thus he secures pro-
ﬁtsl on all.

t is & great mistake to sn o
that ducks cannot be raised wi}t’mt
an uolimited sheet of water, It is
true they do better and can be more
advantageously raised by baving &
stream near by. It is best to restrict
ducklings from a pond until they are
four or five weeks old, for by this
time they will have acquired strength,
bardiness, endurance and feathering
‘“to paddle their own cance” in 8
small and shallow sheet of water.
Ducks want water, but a pond or
small creek will suffice for all par-
poses.

Bt e L b —
Balky Horses,

Balkiness baving a variety of causos,
and the different horses possessed
with this vice acting somewhat differ.
ently, no fixed rules can be given that
will apply to each and every oase ;
but there are some fandamental rules
on which succossful management can
be based. These are:—Never lose
yoar temper or let the horse see that
he is inconveniencing you, Always
be kind, but firm, patting the besst if
he has oboyed your order, and giving
your commands in a concise and dis-
tinct manner. Do not let the horse
know that ho has power to carry out
bis own will; therefore if you cannot
carry out your own point make it
appear as if your will coincided with
bis, and make him obey that. Pre.
vent him a8 much as possible from be~
coming excited. Try to make him
forget that he is barking, and if he
is balking make his position ss.un-
comfortable as possible without letting
him know that you are the direot
cause of it, thereby giving him to
understand that the discomfort he
feels is a direct cause of his unwilling-
ness to obey your commands, A
large number of horses balk after en-
Joying long holidays. These are gen-
erally most effectuslly treated by
giving them very light work to come
mence with, gradually increasing it
until they do an ordinary amount of
work, and not giving them too much
idle time, If a horse balks when
starting a load, then turn bim to the
opposite side in a like manner. Re.
peat this movement several times if
necessary, but prevent the wheels
from singing into the ground. Some-
times these moyements, which are in-
tended to osuse the horse to forget
that be has balked, or to quiet him
(f be is excited), are not Decessary ;
for the horse, although refasing to
draw the load in a straight line, will
frequently move off with it if allowed
to ‘* start it in & turn,” the load being
easier to move if the draft is applied
to it at an angle. Sometimes, if &
borse refuses to move, especially if in
& place where be has frequently balk-
ed before, 8 good. plan is to compel
bim to remain there until he is very
willing to get away, With these in-
structions, a person that has thorough-
ly studied the peculiarities of his
horse, will have bat little difficulty in
finding & remedy that will be efece
tive in his partitular case. A thor-
ough knowledge of the peculiarities
of the horse and a sound judgment in
oarrying out the above general re-
marks, are of vastly more importance
than volumes of special rales.

Boys in Oities,

It is surprising that boys who ean
have a comfortable home on a farm,
where they are always sure of haviog
what they need to eat and wear,
should be 80 anxious to take the very
uncertain chances of city life, where
there are thousands constantly seeking
places in which they can not hope for
anything bat very small salaries.
There are always a number of boys
and young men looking for situations,
who would live much more comfort-
ably on & farm. The editor of a city
paper writes :—

“ Boys, stick to the farm, No trade
will equal in value what you loarn
there. Tbe ideal city life is pleasant,
but the reality is a hideous picture.
Boys try to got work, but there is a
greater rush even than among men ;
they are forced to do the lowest menial
work, and do not get enough pay to
board them in the cheapest restaurant.
It mattoers not how hard they work,
bow insignificant the pay, there is a
great rush. The farm always needs
helpers, but stores and offices are
generally well supplied. Stick to the
farm, get health and a konowledge of
something that will also be usefal.
If in latter life tho boy thus trained
seeks the oity, he will find that he
can got work, while the city bred boy
goos begging for a sitnation.”

The days of long feeding are, or
should be over with all kinds of stock,
it matters not whether it be for beef,
mutton, or pork. Under no circum-
stances whatever should stock hogs,
bred and fed for market, be more
than ten months old when ready for
the butcher. In many instances this
period should be shortened by at least
two months, as it freqnenl(y means
either furrowing in ould weather or
enoroaching on the winter for feeding
both of which featares are objection.
uble. Tt has been clearly domonstrat-
ed that by judicious feeding any of
the standard breed of bogs can be
made to average two hundred pounds
at six, certainly not over seven months
old, hence it is safe to assert that
eight montbs old is a reasonable limit
to fix for the age of a pig fattened
and ready for the market. To reach
this point it will be necessary that
pigs be pushed from the start, and
that & vigurous growth be maintained
througbout. With proper care and
management the same amount of feed
which by some is extended over a
period of twelve months can be fed in
seven, the result being earlier matur.
ity, & great saving of time, and a
large profit for the feeder.

The shoe should always be fitted to
the hoof, not the hoof to the ghoe by
burning. For such carelessness as
‘ puckiog,” by driving a nail into the

The election is a fitting rehuke to
the Grits of Halifax. who attempt to
work the whole machine from the
Chronicle ofice.

They tried it for Colchester but were
very properly snubbed—they repeated
it for Shelbarne and Monday’s vote is
their answer.

The Presidential Contest.

In a few more days the great battle
for the Presidency will be settled, and
either Cleveland or Harrison will
reign in the White Honse for the next
four years. The conflict has been de-
termined, but it will not compare in
bitterness to the campaign of 1884.
Old campaigners appear to think that
the issne hinges entirely on New
York, and both parties are making
strenuous efforts to carry that state.
What makes the resalt uncertain io
this state is the unusual increase io
the number of voters since the last
Presidential contest. Careful com-
putation pate the total registrrtion in
New York city this year at 285,000,
against 240,000 four years ago. The
total vote is likely to be from 260,000
to 270,000, of which seven or eight
thousand will be scattered on Labor

and outside candidates. The Deme
cratic calculations concede the Repub-
lican vote will reach 100,000, and
claim that’ all the rest will be their
majority. The election occurs Nov
ember 6th.

The Dominion Government's Position
on the Fishery Question.

Outlined at the Chapleau Banquet
by the Premier, -
P _—

At the banquet tendered Hon. J. A. Obap-
leau by the workingmen of Ottawa, last
Thorsday night, Sir Jobn A. Macdonald
was one of the speakers, and touching the
Fishery Question the Premier said :—

Gentlemen, I have no doubt eome of you
bave felt rather anooyed or irritated by the
language lately used by some of the public
men of the United States, by some of the
statements made with respect to.Canads. by
some of the threats held out to Oanads, but
[ am proud of the calm digaity with which
QOanadians hsve met these utterances and
threats, the cooloess with which Canadians
bave met these utterantes and threats, the
coolness with which Canada has looked upon
the threats and measures and threatened
measure of the neighboriog country sgainst
us. (Applause.) We can sfford to look at
them calmly, because we have right and jus-
tics on our side. (Prolooged cheers.) If
this were an ordinary season in the United
States, we miuht really feel irritated; we
might almost feel insulted ; but we know it
is a;mere theatrical display on both sides—o
sham battle in fact. The two great parties
in the United States and their leaders are
trying to gain & majority of the votes of the
peoples and elect their nominee President, and
they believe that to abuse Eongland snd to
abuse Canada as a portion of the British Em-
pire, is really the popular way to affoect the
votiog, Therefore, when a statesman oo the
one side of politics says anythiog hard against
Eogland or agai da a stat oo
tho other side of politics gets up and goes
him one better, as they themselves pot it.
(Loud Laugbter) In thus rousing them-
svlves wp in their anxiety in this game that
ia going on, perbaps like other gamesters
they are losing their coolness and modera-
tion, and by losing their moderation some of
them may loee iheir succeess. (Chuers.)
Gentlemen,

OUR COURSE HES BEEN PLAIN

and will be plain. A treaty was decided
upon, a8 you know, and we Canadians bad a
distinguisbed representative as negotiator of
the treaty at Washington, 8ir Charles Tup-
pro—(loud cheerr)—a gentlemsn whom you
all know and and adwire. - Toat treaty is an
bonest, fair and reasonable settlement of all
the questions that heretofore had csused irri-
tation between the United States and Canada.
It was an honest attempt on the part of the
negotiators on both sides to remove forever
all cause of ill-fueling batween the two coun-
tries. (Hear, bear.) Guntlemen, there were
concessions on our part, and correspond-
iog copceesians on the part of the United
States, but it was a fair an honorable bargain
on both sides. When Sir Charles Tapper
came back with that treaty in his pocket,
and when we laid it betfore the Canadian Par-
liament, hew were we met ? We were told
by the great Liberal party that we had abao-
doned everything, that we had

BACRIFICED THE INTERESTS OF CANADA,

that we had bumiliated Oanada, and that
Eogland bad allowed us to be humiliated by
that treaty. Notwithetanding this charge,
the Opposition did not dsre to vote against
the treaty. What do we see now in the
States? We see both houses of Congress
stating that Canada and Eogland got the best
of the bargaio. and, as the States had suffered
s0 badly, they absolutelv refused to ratify
the treaty, becauee for the first time since the
United States bad become a nation, they had
been jickeyed in making a treaty. Gentle-
men, there was no jockeyiog on ejther side.
It was a fair treaty, and I believe when the
Presidential election is over, and the tempor-
ary fever into which the people of the United
States got every four years—a worse feyer
than the yellow fover now prevalent at
Jacksonville — laughter—(subsides, and the
people get down to their pordial coolnees,
they will look with more favorable eyes on
that treaty and we will have another srrange-
ment based on the same lines as the treaty
which they have rejected with something like
contempt. (Hear, hear.) I bope and be-
lieve that will be the case. Whether it will
be 8o or not, our course as a Government, the
course of Parliament, the course of our people
in approviog the action of Parliament and
the Guvernment will be to say
“ WE HAVE MADE A FAIR TREATY

with you, we have ratified that treaty by the
vote of our Parlisment. We are anxious to
extend our intercourse within the reasonable
lines of that treaty. If yoa do not accept it
we cannet help it, the responsibility rests
upon your shoulders and the comsequences
must be that we must retire and rest on the
law as it pow staods on the Treaty of 1818

We demand pothing more than under the
treaty we have a right to demand, because
that treaty admits that the pretentions o
Canada aad of Eoglaad were well foundedf
We will rest on the convention of 1818, and
if you won't make a treaty, then let the law
take its course ; but if there be any differenc-
as to the coostruction of that treaty we must
find some tribunal by arbitration or otherwise
to settls what the treaty legally means, what
the convention of 1818 is.” (Loud spplauss.)
That will be the course of the Oanadian
(overnment, and I believe it will be ap-
proved by the vast majority of the people of
Oanads. (Renewed gheers.) Bat, gentlemen,
I bave no fear that there will be any diffi-
culty with the United States. It is ont of
the question that people almost of the same
lineage, the majority of them spesking the
eame Jsogunage, and with Christian principles
actuating the msjority of the people on botb
sides of these great lakes and jnla"d waters.

How a Chicago Daily Scooped its
Contemporaries.

Just as his paper was about to go to press
one morning a Ohicago editor heard that there
had been a sensational suicide at a leading
botel. This was private information which
did not come through the police, and there-
fore there was a chance that the other papers
would not hesr of it. If there is anythiog
that makes a city editor’s blood run warm it
is an opportunity of this sort. Hastily tele-
phoniag bis * night police " reporters, he told
them the rumor and bade them jump into a
a cab and get to the L—— hotel as quickly
a8 poseible, but to make sure they were not
followed by other reporters, Then he whie-
tled down stairs to bave the presses held a fow
mioutes. His two young men, after leaving
headquarters lasily and securing a cab s block
or two away, drove with all speed to the
hotel. There was a little excitement in the
office, though only a few persous awake at
that hour, The reporters enterad and wanted
to know where she was. The- clerk met
them with & calm gaze and a fiue bluff,

He did not know what the youog men
wanted, aod when told of the suicide denied
that any such tbing bad occurrred in the
bouse. But the reporters were not to be
bluffed away. Then ran up stairs and found
two or three porters standing before one of
the rooms, whisperiog mysteriously. No
policemen were on hand. * Have the police
been motified ?” asked of the reporters of a
porter. * Yes.” ¢ Butwe can’t wait for the
police,”” eaid the other reporter, *for our
paper must go to press in ten minutes.” ¢ No,
we can’t wait, and won't,” replied the first.
So they burst open the door of the bedroom.
A strange scene lay before them. Every gae
jotin the room was lighted ; in the middle of
the chamber, in & big chair, sat a youog and
beautiful woman. handssmely dressed, with
her head(bent forward on her breast and the
blood ooziog from a hols in her head and
tricklinog down oyer her immaculate gatments
and snowy skin. Tbe teporters were the first
to touch her, They lifted her bead that they
might see ber face. They pulled open her
wyes to get the color. They pried open her
clenchwd fists to asceriain if any potes were
beld therein. They pulled off her rings and
poted the initials engraysd therein. They
searched her dressing case for proof of her
identity or correspondence which mivht
throw light upon the mystery. In five min-
utes the acene was photographed upon their
miods. They bad ¢ven the monogram from
tha corner of her bandkerchief which one had
drawn frem her bosom—a bosom in which
there was yet warmth buat nolife. The quick
eye of the reporter had not failed to obssrve
that the dead woman wore fine silk stockiogs,
aod that throughout her attire was of the
richest and finest, as if she had decked her-
aulf in her beet before firing the fatal shot.
Just as the police arrived the young men
rushed down stairs. A few questions of the
clerk and they jumped into their cab. Oo
the way to the office they agreed upon a divi-
sion of the work of writing. At their desks
two pencils flew over paper as rapidly ss
mervous, esger men could push them. As
fast as one them wrote a dozen words the
city editor soatched the sheet away and
whisked it upetairs to the printers, Anotber
man wrote the headlines. In ten minutes all
bad finished. ~In ten minutes more the
papers were rolliog from the press, papers
which contained three-quarters of a column
of double leaded account of the suicide. The
first part of that account was written by one
reporter, the other half by another. Neither
crossed the track of the other. You could
not tell where one began and the other left
off. I. was a spirited, graphic, factful narra-
tive, How did the city editor bear of the
case 80 quickly P By the kiodness of a night
porter whom he bad once befriended. Thie
porter ran out of the hotel to a drug store and
t-lspboned the news while the woman wase
dying. The reporters arrived before her body
was cold. Thet was called & * luck " bwat,
and Juck it was, but there was the intelligence,
the nerve, the skil! to take advanrage of the
luck and make the most of it, This is news-

paper genius.

A NEW NAVAL CRUISER.

Great. Britain's latest class of Swift
Naval Vessels,

The protected cruiser Melpomene, which
bas been advanced with great rapidity, wae
lauoched at Portemouth last week. The
keel of this vesa«l, which was laid down as
recently as the 10:h of ()ctober last year, ie
the same class as the Marathon, Maicienne,
Mudea and Meduss, now buildiog at Chatham
They compose the equadron of swift cruisers
ordered by the Aduwiralty, and with their
ureat speed are admirably adapted either for
acouts or for the protection of commerce.
They are new types of ships, designed by the
director of paval constrnction at the Admi-
relty, and are wholly destitute of side armor.
dependiog for their powers as fighting vessels
upon their speed and the ease with which
their guos can be manipulated.

The Melpomene measures 265 feet- in
length and 42 feet in breadth, and bas a depth
of 23 feet. Her frevboard is 12 fuet ; snd
when fully equipped and loaded with roal
and stores she will have a mean draught of
17 feet 6 incbes and displacement of 2 950
tons, The hull is bullt of Siemens-Martio
# 1o0ch steel, covered with two thicknesses of
teak, The stem, which is formed as a ram,
is a phosphor-brooze casting, and is sustained
in the rear by the protective deck and frame
work of the ship. The life of the Mel-
pomene is mainly defended against the pro-
jactiles of an enemy by a steel turtle deck, 2
10, thick in the slopiog parts at the eides and
1 io. whers it is horigontgl. This deck is
below tbe water line, and from its position
and contour it is held that soy shot strikiog
it would be deflected upwards and over the
bulwarks, The safety of the ehip, however,
is further insured by the double bottom and
the coal bunkers, which are dieposed all aloog
the sides above the protective deck, and by
the fact that the skio of the vessel is sub-
divided to euch an egtent as to form no fawer
than 73 watertight combartments, 12 of
whien, composiog the double ekin, are capa-
ble of being ueed as water ballast. The en-
gioes are of the triple-expansion type, and
are to be of the ccllective power of 0000
borses, or 4,6000 to each set, and to run at 140
revolutions per minute when driviog at her
fall speed of 197 knots. The cosl carried is
400 tons, which it is estimated will enable
the ship to pteam 8,000 knots, Both band
and steam steering gesr will Le fitted, and
when in action the mnachinery, steering ar-
raogements aud the firing of the torpedoes
will be under complete control in the conning
togers forward and aft. The armsment of
the Melpomens will consist of eix 6 in.
breechloaders on Vavasseur's gentral pivot
mouotiogs, two carried in sponsons on the
upper deck, two on the poop and two on the
foregastle, and all posseesing great firing
range ; nine B-pounder quick-firiog and three
Nordenfelt machine gybs. The yessel will
also carry six torpedo tubes, four of which
are fixed on the broadside, and others for.
ward and oft, and all above the water-lin:-
She will be lighted throughoyt interoally by
electricity, about 200 incandeecent lampe
beiog required for the service. Search lights
are also fitted, one on the connivg tower for-
ward and two in sponsons oo the upper déck
oft, Suils will only be carried for steadvivg
purpodes in s gsle, pod the masts will bave
no military tops.

Shaded with Majestic Elm and Maple
Trees—One of the Most Beauti-
ful Towns in the Wide
Dominion,

There are many beautiful towoe in the
Maritime Provinces, but Fredericton is by far
the most beautiful of them all. Located on
a bend of the St. Jobn river—the Caoadian
Rbine—its natural charms bave been greatls

@sthetic and enterprisiog citizens. The town
site is as level a8 A piece of prairie land. Itx
streets run at right aogles, There are five
wain streets, four of which are each one mile
in length, and th» fiftb, Queen street, is one
mile and a half long ; with nine cross streete
I bave said * streets,” but they are beautiful
avenues, shaded by majsstic ¢lm and maple
trees, the like of which are not to by found in
any other town in Oanada. These trees are
the glory of the town. Fredericton is 8
place where one would

love to roam
Among the rugged columns towering high—
Grand, unhewn, stately plllun, firm as recK—
Piliars unhewn of Nature's Gol-built temple,
Bearing their leafy canopy o’erhead,
Aud spreadiug thelr protection over all.
Fit emblem of the kindly Jove of heaven.

Some of these grand old elms are ssid to be
100 feet high, and there are nine miles of
these beautiful avenues. The right of these
trees slone is worth going to Fredericton to
see. The town was settled 105 years ago by
the O'Dells, Saunodsre, Shores and otherr,
These old loyalists brought their love of
trees with them from New Eogland, aod
when they located on this bend of the maj-s-
tic St. Jobn, 85 miles from its mouth, and in
the heart of the *‘ river counties ” they estab
lisbed * Fredericton the beautiful.” It is
now generally known us

‘ THE CELESTIAL CITY.”
I asked Charles H. Lugrin the origin of that
pbase. 8aid he: “ That name was origioslls
applied to St, Jobn by the lats Guorgo K
Lugrin, His brother-in-law, Henry Obubb,
who was then ruoning the 8t. Jobn Courter,
took it up, fastened it upon Fredericton, and
it has stuck to us ever since.” But from a
term of reproach it has become a source of
pride. The seat of the government and
capital of the Province, the location of the
Uoiversity of New Brnnswick and of the
English eathedral of the diocese, Fredericton
was ‘ an old fashioned town "’ and it was run
by semi and would be an aristocratic people
upon a combination of old country and old
fashioned ideas. That's what it was. Duat
now young Canada hes come to the front
and has taken charge. In the words of one
of the venerable and well meaniew old timers
** this man Temple bas converted Fredericton
into 8 commercial town you koow!” Mr.
Temple, ex-sheriff, the popular M. P. for
York County, and the wide awake speculator
and business man, rejoices in the fact that
be has had & hand in transforming Frederic-
ton from what it was ioto what it is. Though
not young in yesrs, be is young in spirit and
combines the experience of age with the
enthusinsm and ardor of youth in his efforte
to build up Fredericton and develop the
reeources of New Bruoswick. The town was
incorporated as a city the same year that
Halifax enjoyed a similar honor. To-day its
affairs_are presided over by J. D. Hazen,
aged 27, the youngest mayor in Oanads and
s young man of ebility sod a promising
future, It has a population of 7,600, with
8600 liviog in the adjrining towns, Ita
civic debt is $200,000, of which $110,000
was incurred for water works.
