MADE INVESTIGATIONSTO HAVE INVENTED
Chicago, Dec. 29.—Results of the first successful experiments on 

an astronomical device et the Mount Wilson (California) observatory 
revealing that certain remote stars in the firmament are many thou­
sand times larger in size th an astronomers had ever surmised, was 
discussed today by Professor A. A. Michelson, noted scientist of the 
University of Chicago, who perfected the device, before the Ameri­
can Physicial Society, meeting here in conjunction with the American 
Association for the Advancem ent of Science.
* Under direction of Protessor Michelson. astronomical experts 
have just computed the diame ter of Alpha Orionos, one of the stars 
in the constellation of Orion.

The orb is found to be 300, 000,000 miles in diameter, making it- 
300 times as large as the sun, and making the earth seem most in­
significant in comparison.

Professor Michelson, winner of the Nobel prize in physics, thir­
teen years ago, is recognized as one of the foremost authorities in 
the world on the subject of li ght.

Inspector J. C. Young Presents Report 
On Ten Months’ Operations.

The first annual report of the city’s 
newest department was made public to­
day by Plumbing Inspector James C. 
Young. It covers the period from Janu­
ary 1 to November 30, 1920.

“I would urge the board to recom­
mend to the incoming board to take im­
mediate action to have the plumbing 
bylaw, as amended by the council, ap­
proved by the provincial board of 
health as soon as possible," he states.

Fourteen 
journeymen plumbers came before the 
examining board, and nine were ap­
proved. Seven registered, but failed to 
report. Eleven master plumbers were 
examined, and ten approved.
