After the proves-
s’on had ndvrocd up the church, the
Emperor and Empress knelt at the
altar to Tecoive the sacred unction
from the Pope, who anointed first
Nupoleon and then Jeoseph, upon the
head and bhands, while uttering the
p;aé:r ,nftoonsecration. In the act
o ronation there was a. deviation
D e R aaraticler attes
the crown had been blessed by '‘the
Pope, Napoleon thok it from the altar
with his own bands and placed it on
his head. He then performed . the
same office for Josephine, The Pope
advanced, and kissing the Emperor
on each cheek turned to the assem-

The hymn, “Vivat Imperater”
was rendered by three hundred yo'ces,
The herald then proclaimed that the
Emperor was crowned and enthroned
amidst the applause of the people.

Soldiers Spare Gepen,

There was a very dramatic scene at
the Narva Gate when Father Gopon
in golden " veStments and = bearing
aloft,- an ikon and flanked by two
clergymen carrying religious' banners
approached . at the head of a proces-
sion of 8,000 workmen.

Troops were. - drawn up across the
entrance.  Sgveral times = an officer
ealled upon the procéssion to stop,
but ' Father Gopon did not falter,
Then an order was m to fire with
volleys rang
. out, but the line still did not waver.

Then,  with seeming reluctance, an
officer gave ‘the command to load
with'ball, and the next volley ' was
followed by shrieks and cries of the
wounded. ' As the Cossacks followed
up the ' volley with a charge, the
workmen fled before them, leaving
about 100 dead or wounded. It was
evident that the soldiers deliberately
spared Father Gopon.

One’of the clergymen by his side
was wounded but he escaped untouch-
ed and hid behind a wall until the
Cossacks passed, and he was then
spirited away by workmen. .

'To the child’s eyes
they must all be in league, held to mu-
tual respect and understanding, under
penalty of compromising their educa-
tional authority, and in.their number
must be counted the servants. Serv-
ants are big people, and the same sen-
timent of respect is injured in the
child’s disregard of them as in his dis
regard of his father or grandfather.
The moment he addresses an impolite
or arrogant word to a person older than |
himself he strays from fhe path that
a child ought never to quit, and if only .
occasionally the parents neglect to
point this out they will soon perceive
by his conduct toward themselves that
the enemy has found enfrance to his
heart.

We mistake if we think that a child
is naturally alien to respect, basing this
opinion on the very numerous examples
of irreverence which he offers us. Re-
spect is for the child a fundamental
need. His moral being feeds on it. The
child’ aspires confusedly to revere and
admire something, but when advan-
tage is not taken of this aspiration it
gets corrupted or lost. By our lack of
cohesion and mutual deference we, the
grownups, discredit daily in the child's
eyes our own cause and that of every-
thing worthy of respect. We inoculate
in him a bad spirit whose effects then
turn against us.

This pitiful truth nowhere appears
with more force than in the relations ;
between masters and servants as we ;

Matrimony Among the Animals,

For instance, I -was surprised to
hear from Mr. Seton that matrimony,
is an institution older than man. A
vVast number of wild animals choose
a single partner for life, and are as
faithful and chivalrous as even the
most romantic lover, even sometimes
dying of grief for the loss of the
chosen one, This was the case with
one famous old wolf in New Mexico,
which - committed  terrible ravages
among the cattle, - and took Mr,
Seton four months to capture,

A wily old creature was this wolf.
The hunters try to kill wolves by
drawing a piece of meat for miles
across the plain, and dropping here
and there on the track a bit of liver
with a strychnine capsule embedded
in it. The liver must be prepared
and = carried without being touched
by human hands, or even breathed on
by the huntor—so keen is the scent
of the woll. B

But Mr. Seton prepared a trail fif-
teen miles long in this way, and in
the morning the wicked old wolf had
carried the pieces of liver for miles,
and piled them up in derision. - At
last the old creature was caught
through his devotion to his young
wife DBlanca, as the shepherds called
her. Blanca was known to be flighty
and disobedient - to her lord, and
Mr. Seton madeé use of the fact to
the undoing of both, - He killed a
eow, and loft it lying surrounded by
a ring of traps, but the head he
paced” at some distance, with two
other traps..So in the night, while-
the ‘old woli was cautiously sniffing
and exploring round the carcase,.

lanca  went off and examined the-
head, and was caught. -All the next.
night the old wolf moaned and wail-
.ed round the place for his lost love,
finally betrayed by fol~
lowing a track made with one of
Blanca's paws.
