An Act to authorize the Draining of Lake Wawanosh
in the Township of Sarnia.

- XwTHEREAS there is a body of water in the Township of Sarnia, in Preimble.
the County of Lambton, known as Lake Wawanosh, covering

ten thousand acres of land, which said Lake greatiy retards the progress
of the Township, and injuriously affects the health of the inhabitants;

obstruct the making, completing and using the same, and the same to lay

convenient lor the making, effecting. preserving, improving, completing
and using the said Drain in pursuance of and within the true meaning of 5

at some convenient place on or near the line of the said Drain, to be ap- 40
pointed by the said Couneil, withinî eighut days after notice in writing shall
