The 
war ship “ Canada,” which was the first ship 
docked, is 2*25 feet long, 44 feet beam, and 
draws 19 feet of water. The “ Bellerophon," 
which may soon be docked, is 300 feet long, 56 
feet beam, and draws 27 feet of water. The 
dock can take the largest merchant steamer or 
warship in the world without removing cargo 
or armament. Three subsidies of 910,000 
each are guaranteed for 20 years from date by 
the British Government, the Dominion Trea­
sury, and the City of Halifax.

The drought has injured the pastures, ani­
mals have fallen off in flesh, the milk sup 
ply has decreased, and the dairy industry 
feels the loss.

On the whole it is impossible to congratu­
late the farmers on the result of the har­
vest. They are carrying a heavy load of 
interest on loans, to which, however, it is 
reasonable to conclude their ability to pro­
duce what they do is largely owing. As 
compared with any of the old States in the 
American Union, and with the average of 
the Republic, the yield of wheat is large, 
much in excess of theirs, though the weight 
of mortgage debt is probably as great there 
as here; in some States, owing to a high 
rate of interest, it is far greater. The 
effect on business of a harvest which is on 
the whole deficient will be felt, and now is 
the time to take note of the fact.

“ hew to the line " every time, and compel 
all who get 80 days in arrear to furnish “a 
fresh medical examiner’s report,” whatever 
that m tans in its certificate, or it cannot 
take any advantage of the absence of one 
when it suits its own convenience to do so. 
It is now well settled in law that if a com­
pany or society usually accepts payment 
from any member after the date it is due, 
without having him sign an agreement 
that such leniency will not be depended 
upon in future, or something to that effect, 
then such company or society loses the 
right to fall back, thereafter, upon any 
provision of the jiolicy or certificate as to 
the date after which payment cannot be 
made. Hence all companies and societies 
are now obliged to be more strict than was 
forfherly the practice in the collection of 
their premiums and dues, “ on or before ” 
the stipulated dates.

In another somewhat similar case to the 
above, the Canadian Mutual Aid Associ­
ation, of Toronto, is now the defendant. 
The plaintiff is the widow of the late John 
Redmond, of Oshawa, and the case was 
tried at the Assize Court in Whitby a couple 
of weeks ago. Several questions submitted 
to the jury were answered more of less fav­
orably to both sides, and the whole matter 
is to be argued in this city shortly, and a 
legal decision obtained. Mr. Redmond was 
insured for 11,700 under a certificate of 
membership in the Mutual Aid. The de­
fendants set up as their plea of defence that 
Redmond's membership had lapsed by 
reason of his neglect to pay an assessment 
levied on the 11th November, and payable on 
or before the 11th December last. The con­
ditions of the certificate require that after 
the lapse of the thirty days allowed for 
payment the member shall not be reinsta­
ted unless be undergoes a fresh medical 
examination. It is the practice at the end 
of the thirty days, in cases where payment 
has not been made, to issue a second notice 
to the assured asking him to return a pre­
pared certificate, signed by himself, show­
ing that his health is good, and if he com­
plies with this promptly the association 
usually waives the right to demand a medi­
cal re-examination. In this instance Red­

mond, as bed occurred various times 
vioualy, was neglectful and 
tion to the special notice issued sou» th­
in December, until in February 
he sent the money, asked for reinsta ^ 
and also asked to have the January 
ment levied upon him.

ASSESSMENT CERTIFICATES IN 
COURT.

The last insurance bine-book, recently 
issued by Superintendent Fitzgerald, con­
tains the judgment delivered by Mr. Justice 
Robertson in the case of Horton vs. the 
Provincial Provident Institution, of St. 
Thomas. The verdict was against the com­
pany on the two certificates, being 12,000 
on the one and $443 on the other, with in­
terest from the date on which they should 
have been paid of 1268 more, making 12,706. 
Peter Horton lived in London, but went to 
Mobile to work, and while there his pay­
ments to the P.P.I. were made irregularly, 
but were always, accepted and regular re­
ceipts issued, though in one instance the 
payment of 15th May was only made in 
August. In this case there was written 
across the receipt “ Conditional that you 
are now in good health." Horton was at 
that time in good health, but was on his 
way home to London, which city he reach- 

" ed on August 27th. He continued in good 
health until a week later, when he was 
taken ill with spinal meningitis, and died 
on September 6th, 1886.

Supplies of oils from old 
domestic seed have been practically worked 
off. and the new crop will have the whole field 
with the exception of the demand for the com­
paratively small quantity of oil from foreign 
seed.

Provisions.—Trade in this department has 
been of a quiet character since onr last review, 
In batter the demand appears to be only for 
choice, fresh made qualities at unchanged 
values. Poor grades are neglected. There is 
a firmer feeling in cheese, which now quotes at 
10 to 10jc. Hog products are moving off in 
job lots only at previous prices. Long-clear 

. is worth 8$ to 8jc. -, lard, 9 to 9fc. ; mess 
pork, $14 to 14.50 ; smoked meats are scarce, 
out the demand has fallen off somewhat. 
Eggs sell at 16 to 164c. Dried and evaporated 
apples are firmly held, but few transactions 
are reported.

Sbbks and Hat.—What few scattering order* 
are 'now being received by the wholesale seed 
men are for timothy at former prices. Re­
ceipts of bay are ample enough and quality 
fair. Prices are not changed from last week.

Wool.—Except in low grades, which are ac­
tive, there is little or nothingjdoing in fleece 
wooljand there is no demand at present from 
the Sûtes. In pulled there is a steady busi- 
ness being done with the factories, which are 
using all supers about as fast as they come 
into market. The price is 33, 24, 28, and 29c. 
for extra, which latter is not very active. 
There is but little pulled combing produced as 
yet, but what is sent forward is not long with­
out buyers at 19 to 20c.
