A character, like a human face, |

foul and the faulty. It is possible for
a nature to be free from every spot of
positive sin, and still repel and vex by
many offensive traits.

on a body. A clean heart does not
| always imply a smooth temper or ami-
able manners.  Holiness is not cul-
, ture or etiquette. = There may be a
' bluntness and severity of spirit at-
| taching to a Christian who is fully
| saved from all marked sin. Every
lady knows that her linen may come
from the laundry or drawer quite
| elean, but terribly mussed wup. So a
| man of God may wash his robes in the
i blood of the Lamb, until they are as
white as snow, and yet, notwithstand-
ing, be disagreeable and repulsive, on
acoount of a constitutional gruffness,
or other habits and dispositions, that
may cling to him and deface his at-
tainments, like freckles and furrows
on the human face. His manners
may be rude and uncultivated, his
habits untidy. He may be unsocial,
or haughty in his bearing.  Selfish-
ness in the line of ease, or place, or
prominence, or luxury, may crop out,
thus naturally violating that univer-
sally-forgotten precept, ‘‘In honor
preferring one another.” There may
be an inherent want of frankness that
looks like insincerity and hollowness
—a lack of beart and Christian sim-
plieity and openness.

My experience of revivals has taught
me this lesson, that where the con-
verts are carefully and lovingly loeked
after the great majority will stand
firm ; and on the other hand, where
they #ire not so looked after, the great
majofity will fall away. In one place
I see & mission held, and perhaps fifty
souls #re led to Jesus, and in a year’s
time ¥ ask where they are, and I find
they &ve almost all lost their religion
and go.e back to the world ; and the
reasocii 1as been they have been utter-
lg peglocted. The ministers never
v{i'w{ ~.~za, 2nd the leaders in whose
classes they were placed were utterly
eareless about their souls, and the na-
tural consequence was they grew care-
less and lukewarm, and at last fell
away from Christ.

MISSIONARY MEETINGS.

A ““‘Pastor” writes to us on this sub-

ject :—

How shall we make our missionary
meetings successful in their two-fold
object of “enlisting sympathy and
raising funds ! -The painful fact con-
fronts us that they do not accomplish
either of these objects as fully as they
should. If our mission fund is to be
raised to the point that is imperative-
ly necessary there must be more light,
more intelligent enthusiasm, more
open-handed beneticence.

In writing, I have in mind more
particularly average country circuits.
To our present mcde of appointing
deputations and holding meetings I
have the following objections :

L. We cannot get the people to attend
on week saghts.  Why, 1do not say.
But I do aftirm emphatically that in
the great majority of cases we do not
get anything like a fair representation
of our people.

Then the cannon roared, the band
plaved the national anthem, and the
pr cession moved to the sacred stone.

It was near midday when her
Majesty aud followers got on the plat
form. and found themselves in the
presence of between 150,000 and 200,-
090 Hovas from all parts ot Inerina.
The (Qaeen was under an ornamented
canopy, with the words * God is with
us' on the awning, and with a larce,
handsomely-bound  Bible won a table
by her side.  Her dress was white silk
brocaded with gold, and her train
crimsim viélvet with heavy gold em-
broidery, and she wore a large gold
crown,  Aeain the Prime Minister
proclaimed her ‘Queen of Madagascar,’
and did hommage on bended knees,
amidst the shouts of the people, and
the :hander of cannon, and tho flour-
ising of thousands of shields and
BOATH,
specel, pronounced in a fairly loud
and audible voice, The two chief
points in her specch were that she
would ¢ mitsanzan-ko lehilchy '--liter-
ally. *stand up as a man'—with her
peopls to oppose any who might at-
temnt to take even a hair's breadth of
the country, and that she desired the
teaching in the schools and churches
to go on \’i'_:ur()us]y.
