How many readers of your paper.know
about this portion of Ontario? Are many
aware that many townshipsin thelate surveys
are given to settlers in lots of 160 acres as
free grants, and that land can be bought in
nearly all of them at 50c. per acre as farms
for settlement. The country has received or
at least published aloud by designing knaves,
as aplace mot fit for ‘white men to live in.
This bad name has been repeated by news-
paper men (see @ Toronto contemporary of &
late date) who get the information from some
lounger at the dock. The writer has been in
conversation with one of those people whose
information extended six miles in rear of the
villags, and a native of the place of 50 years
of age. This genius was only aware during
the past.two years, that anything beyond
potatoes conld be grown. Ihave returned
after tramping on foot over one hundred
miles, and I can assure yourreaders that there
is over 70 per cent of as good land as any in
Ontario, clay and sandy loam with hard weod
and other timber growing on it ; that over 5,-
000 settlers from the counties of Huron,
Bruce and Gray have gone in this year, some
of whom sold out their farms in these coun-
ties. There have been over 250 townships
surveyed and a great many clearings wade, I
have seen as good fall and spring wheat ag
in any part of Canada raised in well cleared
townships. Barley and oats do well and all
roots grow large. Mr. Findlay, a farmer of

(#'rom Thursday's Mail.]
Yesterday afternoon a division was
taken on Mr. Lynch’s amendment to M.
Joly's motion condemning the Legisla-
tive Council, and it was carried by a vote
of 35 to 29, leaving the Administration
in & minority of six votes. The 1Touse
forthwith adjo rned until this morning
at eleven o'clock, when . Joly will an-
nounce his resignation. It is quite pos-
sible that the defeated Premier will ask
for the dissolation of the Chamber, but
we do not think it likely that his Honour
will grant the request. The Province
oould ill afford the cost and turmoil of a
general election ; and it may be fairly
“ argued that if M. Joly could carry on af-
fairs with nothing but the casting vote
of the Speaker behind him, M. Chapleau
and his friends ought to be able to gov-
ern witha majority of six. Without pre-
suming to speak with authority, we are
inclined to believe that a Coalition Min-
istry will be formed. The necessities
of the Province are great and pressing,
and it is emphatically & time when men
of both political parties should unite for
the common good. The public debt has
attained enormous proportions, and pub-
lic works of vital iinportance to the pre-
sent and future of the Province have to
be carried through. A strong Govern-
ment alone can save the public credit
and do justice ‘to the important ques-

THE AFGHAN CAMPAIGN.
Britain's Policy—Hanging the Murder-
ers of the British Embasay, — The
Ameer and some of his Friends in
safe Heeping — Hard Fighting at
Shutargarden.

The British Cabinet las approved a
plan submitted by the Governor-Gener-
al of Indin to settle the Afghan question.
A British Resident will be placed at
Cabul, through whom the Government
will exercise influence over the State,
and a contingent of English and native
troops will be stationed in the country to
maintain hic authority. Meantime the
mutinous Afghan regiments are being
dispersed, and the inhabitants of Cabul
and the surrounding district disarmed.
The Ameer is held in safe-keeping, pend-
ing an enquiry into the recent massacre.

Cabul,0ct.27-The Kohwal,ef Cabul,and
four others have been hanged for com-
plicity in the massacre of the British
imbassy. There has begn flghting be-
tween- Ali Kheyl and Shutargarden, in
which the enemy was defented with
heavy loss. Conununicatious have since

been re-opened, and the tribes investing |

Shurtargardan have dispersed. Yakoob
Khan is voluntarily in General Robert's
camp in u pitiable depression. The five
men hanged for complicity in the
massacre of the British Embassy include
the Kohwal of Cabul and two generals,
one of Royal blood.

London, Oct. 27-—A correspondent of
the Times at Simla says :—*“The idea
must be abandoned that we intend to
stand aloof from the internal affairs of
Afghanistan.

THE TOILERS OF THE SEA.
Terrible Scenes on RBonrd n Steamer

While RBurning at Sea—Fearful loss
“of Life.

New Orleans, Oct. 25.—Captain Diax,
of the Havana Steamer Nuevo Pajaro,
says &t the time the steamer was burned
there were on board in addition to the
officers and ecrew, four meorchants, all
supposed to be lost,and thirteen soldiers,
only one saved. The total aboard the
steamer was fifty-nine souls. The watch
was being changed gt 4 a. m, October
18, and the officers were joking when
the cry “fire”’ was heard. e heat was
extreme, and the command was passed
to “veer ship;™ this gave no relief, how-
ever, for the engineer was stifled to
death at the engines, and the steamer
still moving on, this fanned the fire into
the wildest fury. Men were dreadfully
burned at the pumps, and al! abandoned
them in the wildest terror. Officers
were no longer heard or obeyed; dis-
order and insubordination followed. The
boats wera lowered only to be crushed
beneath the wheels. The captain, while
endeavoring to prevent a like disaster
to the boat on the larboard side, was
hurled head foremost into the water.
It anyone was saved by the boats the
captain thinks it must have been those
astern. Everybody now sprang into the
water preparing to meet death. The
sea was black with human beings cling-
ing desperately to pieces of wood. The
steamer soon burned to the water's
edge and disappeared. Many were
almost deveid of clothing, and others
were entirely naked.

At Scu-
tari he made himself so useful and received
such testimonials from the surgeon# incom=
mand, that on his arrivalin India,in1856, Lord
Cauning placed in his hands the medical
charge of the Guides, then, as now, the cn_wk
corps of the Irregular service. While acting
in this capacity, in 1857, Bir H. Lumsden,
took him with
him on his mission to Candahar. There the
young doctor, still hardly more than a lad,
set up a dispensary, and acquired the reputa-
tion, which still adheres to him throughout
Afghanistan and the frontier, of being the
greatest among the English hakims, the one
whom a great native could most adyanta-
geously consult. He cured Shere Ali himself
of a painfal diseave, and the Ameer in return
actively aseisted him with books and access
to ancient MSS. in the studies of Afghan his-
tory and dialects to which he devoted him-
self, and in which he acquired an extraordi-
nary range of knowledge. He is probably the
second best Pushtoo scholar alive, and when,
in 1872, he was selected to accompany Sir R.
Pollock to Seistan to settle boundaries, he in
six months acquired and reduced to 8 syste-
matic grammar a previously unwritten lan-
guage of the province, & feat declared by the
Saturday Review, if we remember saright, to
be previously unexampled. This mission, &
second mission to Yarkund with Bir Douglas
Forsyth and his special reputation as a hakim
who eould understand any man’s tongue,

CAVAGNARES s N©D.

The best story of the Cabul massacre is the
following, taken from the lips of one of the
survivors and furnished to the Standard. Says
the writer : —

I have just had a long conversation with
one of Sir Lounis Cavagnari’s servants who
escaped ; he and three others are, as far as is
known, the sole survivors of the hideous mas-
sacre, of which doubsless you have been al-
veudy informed by wire. The particulars of
the oceurrence are as follows : At about half-
past seven a.m. on the 2nd, erowds of armed
Afghan soldiery were perceived rushing to-
wards the residency. Sir Louis Cavagnari
must have expected something, as he ordered
all the Sowars inside, and bad the gates closed
Soon & mob of about four thousand men had
collected. The gate was broken down, and in
« fow seeonds the Sowars, though they fought
nobly, were borne down by numbers and
massacred to a man. A few soldiers, with
the four whitemen, met the assault of the in-
