MITCHAM FAIR

S

7 ARS may come and go but Mit-
\ cham Fair goes on, and last week
on the ancient Fair Green it was once
more proclaimed open. The Rev. T. Horn,
the chaplain of the Showmen’s Guild of
Great Britain, took his stand upon the
steps of someone’s splendid, magnificent,
exciting, and up-to-date riding machine.
In his hand he held the huge golden key
of the Fair, decked with ribbons of red,
white, and blue. Solemnly he déclared
the Fair open, and in pleasant, formal
language invoked a blessing upon " all in-
nocent amusements.” The crowd sang
“ God Save the King ” and were then bid-
den to " go and enjoy themselves in dear
old Mitchan Fair.”

In order to follow that advice one thing
is essential —a firm, unblenching stomach.
It is impossible to be anywhere in the Fair
without seeing things.going round, and
sometimes they go up and down as well.
For the Fair is a temple dedicated to the
Goddess of Sea-sickness, whose only great-.
er shrine stands where the long Atlantic
rollers lap the shores of Coney [sland.
There are merry-go-rounds of every shape
and size. Some people ridé on bicycles,
some in miniature motor-cars with red
plush seats, some on the loveliest golden
ponies and ostriches and turkey-cocks.
The appurtenances differ, but the grand
principle remains the same, that of going
round faster and faster and growing
greener and greeaer. There are likewise
swings which go higher and higher, and
in particular there is one giant swing
called " Big Lizzie,” where a large number
of patients can enjo/yb the qﬂestionable
consolation of being all in the same boat.

Each of these infernal machines is
splendidly gilded and tricked out with
fascinating curlywigs of red and green
paint. Each has over its head an awning
of red and white stripes. Each makes a
noise of its own. One blows a steam
hooter, a second emits clouds of smoke
with a regular and laboured panting, and
a third plays a never-ending tune. Yet
another, most conspicuous of all, has a
bell, which clangs out loudly and mourn-
fully over all the fun of the Fair—a pass-
ing bell tolling for its victims.

Undulation and rotation are the two
guiding principles of the Fair, but there
are other amusements as well. There
are coconut shies and shooting galleries.
Sweetstuff and knick-knacks and cheap’
jewelry can be bought in the ordinary
way, but they are more usually acquired
by a trial of skill, either in knocking down
with a ball a pyramid of ninepins or
throwing a kind of wooden quoit over the
desired article. The owner of the stall, as
we suspect, employes a confederate —
would Lavengro have called him a bonnet ?
—to lure the hesitating purchaser. A
brown, weather-beaten-looking rascal
makes several ineffably bad shots, and
then, develaping an uncanny skill, hits the
central ninepin a smashing blow, so that
the whole pyramid collapses- “ There
goes the whole lot with one ball,” says the
proprietor with well-simulated regret, and
the lucky competitor joyfully pockets his
prize ; but we cannot help thinking that
it will soon appear again on the stall.

A PopPULAR BaBY

There is only one side-show of peculiar
interest. For twopence we may. see the
smallest married couple in the world and
their daughter, and their marriage certifi-
cate is pinned outside the tent lest we
might think we were patronizing some-
thing not quite proper: - Itisno disrespect
to the parents to say that their daughter,
a very fat, pretty baby with pink cheeks
and fair hair, is the greatest success' of
the three. The blooming young matrons
of Mitcham are in ecstasies over her.
“ She’s bigger than your baby,” says one.
“ Ah, and bigger than your’s too,” answers
the other in a tone of mild reproach, and
“Isn’t she a jolly kiddie ?” exclaim all the
rest in chorus. And then they go back
With a new zest to the merry-go-round.

" When the heart is young
“ Houp-la for fun.”

So runs the legend over one of these
machines, and even if we are not guite
young enough to repress a rising uneasi-
Dess, it must be admitted that Mitcham
Fair is one of the jolliest of sights—a
genuine fair, wonderfully unspoilt con-
sidering the nearness of London, and
bringing with it mistily romantic thoughts
of Codlin and Shortand Mrs. Jarley. The
onlookers for the most part do- not -differ
from the members of any suburban - holi-
day crowd, but among the showmen a

 “FISH DAY” AT THE TORONTO
EXHIBITION

—_—

pessimists, no rain fell on this, th
first “Fish Day” at the Exhibition. Thi
is a new day entirely at the big show, and
it was arranged by the Dominion Govern-
‘ment, which is making every effort to
impress upon the publie the value of fish
as a food.

VARIED EXHIBIT.

In the Government Building there is
the most interesting and diversified ex-
hibition of fish that the Exhibition has
ever housed. Here practically every mem-
ber of the finny tribe is on view; some
dead and others alive and swimming in
their natural element. The exhibits in-
clude all the fish that are caught in Can-
adian fresh and salt waters from the far-
away Pacific to the coasts of Labrador to
the east, and even to Newfoundland.
There is a host of living things from the
sea.

One particularly interesting exhibit is
that of a giant sword-fish weighing 300 or
400 pounds. Every day about 10,000
pounds of this kind of fish are shipped by
Canadian fisheries to Boston for con-
sumption. Another exhibit is that of a
tuna fish, or horse mackerel, which
weighs no less than 628 pounds.

It is intereeting to note in connexion
with fish that the annual value of the
fisheries of Canada is $35,000,000, of
which $30,000,000 comes from the sea;
and as a sign very aptly puts it, “Fish
may be had for the catching, therefore
increasing* the demand ‘tends“tather to
reduce than increase the price.”

A MopEL NET.

One of the exhibits is the model of the
pound net used by the fishermen on the
Great Lakes. There are two entrances
to the network which uyltimately mierge
with one another, and gradually narrow
down until it reaches the larger net, in
which the fish get caught, but live until
the fisherman arrives, thus keeping them
fresh.

Another case shows several kinds of
fish swimming around, and above them
are battleships and cruisers. It is la-
belled, “The dangers of fishing in the
North Sea.” Ome of the battleships is
shown reposing on the bottom of the sea.
The Executive Committee of the Can-
adian Fisheries Association is meeting at
the grounds to-day, and a great many of
the members attended the directors’
luncheon at the Administration Buildipg.
The fish men, to show their faith in the
gospel they preach, pastook of not only a
fish luncheon, but to-night they are to
have a fish dinner in the Dominion Gov-
ernment restaurant.

FisH LUNCHEON

Shortly before noon Hon. J. D. Hazen,
Minister of Marine and Fisheries in the
Dominion Cabinet, arrived in the grounds
and -inspected the fish exhibits. After-
wards he attended the directors’ luncheen
and was the principal speaker of the day.
With him was Mr. F. A. Found, the super-
intendent of #hie Department of Fisheries.
The luncheon was a rather unique one in
that the meat was lacking and as a “sub-
stitute différent varieties of fiish were
served the guests. The fish was supplied
by the Dominion Government and the
guests were delighted with. the meal.

DisciPLES FISHERMEN

" Fishing may be properly classed
among the ancient and honorable call-
ings,” said Mr. Hazen in addressing the
gathering. “It was from amongst the
fishermen that our Lord drew most of his
illustrious disciples. At that time the gill-
net and drag-seine were used in a consider-
able way to supply fish to the inhabitants
of the towns and cities of the Holy, Land
in the vicinity of the lakes. Earliest fish-
ing ventures were confined to the lakes
and rivers. It was only as:the demand
for fish increased and the supplies in these
waters became inadequate that the fisher-
men began to venture forth to sea.

“In the early days, owing to lack of
proper transportation facilities, it was
impossible to supply fresh fish to markets
at any considerable distance from.the
‘coasts. Hence the necessity of curing
arose.

* It may be said the first and - chief re-
sult of the discovery of North America,
was the immediate establishment of a
great fishery.

“In addition to our sea fisheries, we
have over 220,000 square miles 8T fresh
waters, most of which are abundantly
stocked with excellent fish. A

“The annual value of the fisherfes now
zuns..from. _about. $31,000,000. 1o s
$34,000,000, depending on the ‘extent of
the salmon run to the Pacific rivers.

“The fishing industry now gives em-
ployment to about 94,000 people, over
84,000 of these being engaged in the sea
fisheries.

“To carry on the fisheries 282 steam
vessels, 1,236 sail and gasoline vessels,
431 carrying smacks, and 38,058 boats are
employed. Of the boats, 9,261 are now
fitted with gasoline engines.

“There is now invested in fishing gear,
Xessels, etc., about $24,500,000, over $22,-
000,000 being invested in the sea fisheries.
“A dfew years ago Canada’s fisheries
were valued at $20,000,000. The increase
is on the Pacific coast mostly.”

FisH RESTAURANT.
One of the features in connexion with
the Exhibition is the Dominion Govern»
ment’s “Fish Restaurant,” at the west
end of the grand stand. This has been
establighed with a view to impressing the

DARIG AND ASFUTE CRMMAL

Kansas City, Mo., Aug. 3l.—In the
arrest of John W. Barnhardt in St. Louis
yesterday evening after a search that has
extended over a period of 16 years, de-
tectives say they have captured the most
daring, astute and successful criminal in
the United States.

According to the detectives, the prison-
er'has confessed to fraudulent transactions
for 46 years, staged in almost every large
city in the country. During all this time
heewas arrested but three times — once in
Kansas City, once in Denver last
January in Waukesha, Wis. He is reput
ed wealthy — nearly a millionaire — from
his profits from crime

For ten years Barnhardt has lived in a
magnificent home in Forest City, Ark.,
where he was the leading citizen- of the
town, director in the largest bank and

The
police charge that each of these trips was
made for the purpose of obtaining loans
on fraudulent deeds, which, the detectives
say, has been Barnhardt’s specialty for
twenty years.

The deed proved a forgery and Kline
was arrested on two charges, forgery and
grand larceny. Kline pleaded guilty to
the grand larceny charge and was sen-
tenced to two years in the State prison.
B{rnhardt’s system of working, as it is
explained by the detectives, is simplicity
itself. Aided by his appearance and a
show. of ready money, he sought out own-
ers of valuable real estate on the pretext
he intended to buy the property. On the
statement that he wished to investigate
the titles he would obtain the warranty
deed, Then clever forgeries of the docu-
ment would be made and Barnhardt would |
appear in some nearby community and
negotiate a loan. He never played for
small stakes, and each “ trick ” netted him
many thousands.

Kbine, or Barnhardt, had been urged to
begome a candidate for a member of the
State Senate in Arkansas, where his
family is active soeially.

LUMBER INDUSTRY

near future, the lumber trade is exper-
iemeing a most remarkable development,

L This is due to the recent pas of alaw
Berinitting he EXportation o e

unmanufactured lumber from Newfound-
land and permitting other privileges to
lumbermen.

Coming just when the universal want of
Iymber is being felt throughout the world,
because of the cutting off of much of the
supply from countries now engaged in the
war, both Canadian and United States
capital have been attracted into New-
foundland by the possibilities of large
profits. Under the old law it was im-
possible to develop the lumber business of
the big island or of Labrador. The law
has been suspended for two years in New-
foundland, and for ten years in Labrador'
but it is confidently predicted that the de-
velopment of the new industry will be so
profitable that a further suspension will
be voted.

Within the last few months thousands
of square miles of stumpage have been
contracted for and arrangements made
for developing a big export business.
British buyers are contracting for pit
pumps and other colliery and building
lumber as well as pulpwood. A dozen
large cargoes already have been shipped
to England and France, and it is estimated
that about 6,000 men are now engaged in
the woods getting out timber.

Indications are that Newfoundland will
now begin to take an important place in
the lumber business of the world, as it is
nearer Europe than any part of the United
States or Canada. It has open ports the
year round and labor is abundant and
cheap. Timber cruisers report that the
forest averages thick in Newfoundland,
that it will take forty years cutting at the
rate of 250,000 cords of pulp a year, to
take out one generation of trees, while the
vigorous growth will have in this time
more than replaced what had been taken
out.—Standard.

LINEN AND THE WAR
———

If your stock of table linen is running
low and you're partial to that kind of
napery—as no doubt you are, since there’s
nothing like it—take a tip and replenish
without delay.
This war is playing hob with the flax
growing industry. In all the belligerent
countries except Ireland the flax crop is
being commandeered for other purposes
than the adornment of tables groaning
with plenty, and even the fate of Irish
linen is very much in doubt,
Three-fourths of all the flax used in lin-
en manufacture ordinarily comes from
Russia; but none is coming now.- The
folk who grow it are either fighting, flee-
ing, or needing it for urgent home pur-
poses. Most of the remainder is grown
in Belgium, north-eastern France or Hol-
land. The Irish supply is relatively small.
Already the price of linen has risen 25
p. c. since the war began. In six months
it is likely to go up another 25 p.c,, if not
more. The big mills still have flax in re}
serve, but very few of them are in busi-
ness for their health.—Boston Advertiser,

The
Teutons also seem to have forced the
retirement of the Russians at the southern
extremity of the line, in Galicia; but,
apparently, but little change was made in
the central part of the line.

Of the operations in the Dardanelles
few details have been officially announced,
but it is believed that the Allies have
made some important gains.

The news received from Italy during
the week was altogether satisfactory from
the point of view of the Quadruple Alli-
ance. The Austrians were reported to
have evacuated Rovereto, an important
place in Trentino. At other points on the
frontier further to the north, and in the
northeast, the Italians are said also to
have made gains.
" The German submarine * blockade ” of
British ports was considérably in evidence
a number of merchant vessels being tor-
pedoed and sunk, unfortunately with a
loss altogether of nearly sixty lives. The
most important of these naval atrocities
was the torpedoing of the Allan Liner
Hesperian, 150 miles south of the coast of
Ireland at dusk on Saturday evening,
September 4. An attempt was made to
tow the vessel to Queenstown, but she
sank on Monday morning outside the
harbor. She carried 350 passengers and
a crew of 300. Nearly thirty people are
missing, but it was not possible on Tues-
day to learn the exact number of fatalities,
or whether the deaths were due to drown-
ing or the result of the explosion,

The diplomatic correspondence between
America and Germany in regard to subr
marine warfare seems to have made no
further progressduring the week ; and the
Hesperian episode only accentuates Ger-
many’s determination to modify in no
degree the methods of submarine activi-
ties against which America has so strong-
ly protested. We cannot criticize the
action of America in the difficult situation
in which Germany’s disregard for her
protests has placed her, but we are con-
fident that she will find ways and means
to-enforce her views.

No solution of the Balkan problem was
réached during the week, though it was
stated that Serbia was willing to concede
to Bulgaria the acquisition of territory in
Albania which she demanded.
.  While the Pope is said to have been
making great efforts to bring about peace,
some observers are predicting the continu-
ance of the war for a number of years.
‘While another winter’s campaign is in-
evitable, it is difficult to believe that Ger-
many and Austria-Hungary will be able
to hold out for more than a year. And
even one year more of war is frightful
to contemplate.

If God
permit us to overcome them, how should
we use our victory? P.: ‘Yeu ask a thing
evident of itself. The Romans once con-
quered, there is neither Greek nor bar-
barian city that will resist us; but we
shall presently be masters of all Italy.’
C.: And, having subdued Italy, what shall
we do next? P. ‘Sicily next holds out
her arms to receive us, a wealthy and
populous island and easy to be gained,
where at present faction and anarchy and
the licentious violence of the demagogues
prevail” C.: ‘Youspeak what is perfectly
probable, but will the possession of Sicily
put an end to the war?

If woman’s place is in
the home, it is as bad for her to take a
place in a school board as in a health
board.

“Eat fish” should prove a valuable
slogan for combatting the high cost of
living. Meat has risen in price steadily
within recent years, and, strangely enough,
the available supply is becoming less
competent to meet the demand, It is not
surprising, therefore, that fish should be
looked to as a substitute. As a food it 1s
excellent, comparing not unfavorably with
meat, although the proportions. of nutri:
tive elements such as protein, albumen
and fat differ considerably.

Heretofore, fish has not been a popular
article of diet in Canada. The reasons
for this are various and some of them
must be removed before fish eating can
become a national habit. ‘In the first
piace, fresh séa fish in prime condition
has been almost unobtainable even at
points not far removed from the coasts.
This has been due, frequently, to inefficient
handling of the fish by the fishermen and
by the distributing agencies, It has also
béen due to unsatisfactory transportation
and retail market conditions, These
difficulties are .not insurmountable, and
some of them are already being overcome.
Education of fishermen and others who
handle fish is a necessity that cannot be
much longer overlooked. Traditional
methods of handling must give way to
more scientific and efficient practices.

- Such changes would mean increased pro-
fits for the fishermen, and, at the same
time, by making available large quantities
of food which have hitherto been wasted,
would improve the quality and lower the
price to the consumer. Transportation
