Not only were the allies trenches 
recovered but still sweeping onward 
the avenging Canadians gained a 
foothold in the lines that the Ger­
mans had previously occupied.

In this glorious onrush whole 
companies of Germans were wiped 
out, great numbers of machine guns 
were captured, and the German field 
guns, which had closely followed the 
advancing infantry, were compelled 
to beat a hasty retreat to safer 
quarters.

The Canadians had saved the line, 
and although they lost heavily, they 
gave more than they had received.”

The correspondent of the London 
Daily Mail during his eulogy said;

“They (the Germans) came up be­
hind a cloud of yellow green smoke 
that emptied the trenches before 
them and confused the French. It 
was away to the left of the Cana­
dians but it left their position un­
tenable and the 4x7 guns had to 
be abandoned.

DESERTERS 
FOUGHT FOR 

FREEDOM
Amsterdam, April 21.—Late Mon­

day night 500 to 600 German fusi­
liers, sailors and Landsturmers, tried1 
to cross the frontier into Holland 
near Cadsand. The German authori­
ties got news of the effort, and a 
force of 200 Uhlans and several de­
tachments of machine guns were 
sent out from Bruges to intercept 
the would-be deserters close to the 
border.

This force attacked the men mak­
ing their way towards the frontier. 
The fight lasted half an hour. It is 
reported that thirty men 
wounded on both sides. Eight slight­
ly wounded Germans crossed the 
frontier into Holland, the rest be­
ing scattered. Their fate is unknown.

THE SITUATHMi.
The French continue their irresis­

tible progress. They are in a class 
of fighting now which suits their 
temperament much better than 
der ground work—great though they 
proved themselves at that—-and with 
the added spur of their devastated 
country they are sweeping down the 
foe after the manner of the Napo­
leonic days. They are pressing the 
Huns back in relentless fashion in 
the Laon salient and in five days 
have taken nineteen thousand pri­
soners and a large number of guns. 
Berlin admits retirement to a sec­
ond line of defence but endeavors to 
sugar the pill by claiming that the 
second “victorious" withdrawal was 
decided on long before Nivelle’s men 
commenced their notable offensive. 
If the people of the Fatherland are 
satisfied with that they must be pre­
pared to shut their eyes and gulp 
down anything. On the British front 
Haig’s men have not lately been do­
ing very much. Over Ihe Courier 
leased wire today it is announced 
however, that they have takçu1 an­
other village between St. Quentin 
and Cambrai. There can be little 
doubt that Haig is making prepara­
tions for another big# assault in the 
near future.

The Berlin authorities claimed lo 
have ended all strike troubles but 
they have broken out again. There 
is difficulty at the Krupp works and 
in other munition factories, and the 
output of war material is commen­
cing to be seriously hampered. At 
the front it is also said that much 
bitter feeling has developed between 
the infantry and artillery, each 
blaming the other for recent rever­
ses. Desertions are becoming fre­
quent. Altogether it is beginning to 
look more and more as if the Kaiser- 
ites, in so far from bossing the whole 

—world, are finding it difficult to con­
trol their own people.

General Maude reports another 
severe reverse for the fleeing Turks 
on the Tigris and the takipg of 27 
officers and 1,217 men.

All medical men have been called 
to the British colors, This is because 
the foe has evidently determined to 
destroy all hospital ships and there­
fore the wounded will be treated in 
institutions overseas.

The appeals for men and still 
more men are bearing fruit in the 
Old Land and during March it is 
officially reported that there were 
288,000 volunteers as against 92, 
000 in February.

ANNIVERSARY OF’ THE SECOND 
BATTLE OF YPRES — THE

GLORIOUS RECORD OF CAN­
ADIANS THEREAT.

The suggestion contained in a let­
ter to The Courier yesterday from 
Rev. Mr. Jeakins that citizens should 
display the Canadian flag on Sunday 
in honor of tl(e anniversary of 
the second battle of Ypres, is one 
which should meet with a ready re­
sponse.

The gallantly of Canadian soldiers 
upon that occasion constitutes one of 
the most glorious pages not alone in 
the history of Canada but of the Em­
pire at large.

Events of valor have followed 
each other so quickly and continu­
ously in connection with the present 
war, that it will be a timely thing to 
recall what was accomplished in this 
instance. The following description 
is taken from the story as given by 
the correspondent -'of the London 
Morning Post at the lime:

"The plight in which the Cana­
dians found themselves was caused 
by a sudden German drive north of 
Ypres. A number of Hungarian regi­
ments seem to have been introduced 
to fill the gaps of the Duke of Wur- 
temberg’s army. This battle is uni­
que in being the first great event of 
the kind in the history of Canada, 
for the Canadian troops can claim it 
as their own and the. glory of it. 
They were holding the extreme left 
of the British line. Making an ad­
vance by reason of their poisoned 
bombs the Germans drove through 
Langemarck and Pilken and forced a 
passage across the canal, reaching 
the village of Lizerne. The French 
Zouaves, Fusiliers and Marines, 
with Belgian Carbineers, caught in 
the stupefying fumes of the 
gas bombs, were taken at a disad­
vantage and idespite the valiant ef­
forts of their supporting lines, were 
forced to give way. Pouring their 
masses across the canal, the Ger­
mans then swung to the left and at­
tacked a considerable portion of the 
Canadian forces in the rear.

valve. Care in this respect will in­
sure a proper anchor of tire to rim 
and .elijninate much annoyance from 
tube'being pinched near valve. "Pin­
ching of an inner tube usually oc­
curs from oversight or carelessness 
in application of tire to rim.

It is not customary to use flaps 
with clincher tires, not because it 
is unnecessary, but because of the 
difficulty in using a flap and stretch­
ing the tire on the rim so that it will 
fit properly. The beads of this type 
of tire are stretchable and are made 
approximately one inch in diamehter I 
less than diameter of rim, the ob­
ject being to cause the tire to fit 
snugly to rim.

The beads of quick detachable 
clincher cases and cables of straight 
side cases are non stretchable and 
are, therefore, made to the approxi­
mate diameter of rim. Flaps should 
be used in all sizes of quick detach­
able clincher and straight side 
cases, otherwise much difficulty will 
be experienced with the inner tubes.

Mary, whose custom was to sit at His 
feet and hear His word whenever she 
could find the opportunity, had evi­
dently taken it into her heart that be­
cause of the cruel death He was to 
suffer no friends could be near Him at 
that time and had therefore obtained 
some very costly ointment of spikenard 
with which to anoint Him beforehand 
if she should find opportunity. The 
occasion had now come and she was 
ready for it.

Putting the accounts in Matthew,
Mark and John together we learn that 
she poured the ointment on His head 
and on His feet and wiped His feet 
with her hair.

The name of 
the woman in the incident in Lqke is 
not given, and we have no reason to 

— give her a name. The Lord has left 
her unnamed. Let us also do so, while 
we thank God for her salvation. Re­
turning to the incident of our lesson, 
we note that the house was filled with 
the odor of the ointment (verse 3). We 
think of the sweet perfume that filled 
the holy place where priests minis­
tered to the Lord day by day. and we 
remember that the sacrifice of Christ 
Himself was unto God an odor of a 
sweet smell, and our service unto Him 
is spoken of in the same words (Eph. 
v, ii, R. V.; PhiL iv, 18).

It should greatly cheer us to know 
that He looks upon our ministry in this 
way. He who reads the heart spoke 
of Mary’s ministry as a good work 
wrought on Him and an anointing of 
His body beforehand for His burial, 
and added that wherever the gospel 
should be preached in all the world 
this would be her memorial (Mark xiv,
0-9).

In Martha, Mary and Lazarus on this 
occasion may be seen by combining 
them what a well rounded Christian 
life ought to be. In Martha there is 
quiet ministry without being cumbered; 
in Mary the worship of true and be­
lieving devotion, which is always cost­
ly, for even David said, "I will not 
offer unto the Lord my God that which 
doth cost me nothing” (II Sam. xxiv,
24). In Lazarus there is the power of 
a resurrection life, because by reason 
of him many of the Jews went away 
and believed on Jesus, bat the chief 
priests consulted to put Lazarus again 
to death (verses 10, 11).

COWAN’SThé butchers’ strike in Winnipeg, 
has now been on for some eleven 
weeks and both sides are standing 
firm.
have resumed work in the packing 
houses, the skilled men are more de­
termined than ever, and it is their 
defection that hits the bosses, for as 
long as they keep firm the packers 
will be in bad shape.

Vancouver civic employes, who 
have been asking for a $3 per week 
increase of,wages, have decided, af­
ter taking a unanimous strike vote, 
to apply to the Department of Labor 
for a board of investigation under 
the Canadian Disputes Act. The em­
ployes claim that a minimum of 
$3.50 a day is not enough to meet 
the high prices of the present time, 
hence the action now taken.

Quite a large number of mechan­
ics are volunteering in the Canadian 
Construction Corps for overseas ser­
vice, now being recruited in many of 
the cities of Canada; others are en­
listing in the flying corps. In a num­
ber of places this has led to a scarc­
ity of men. In several cities it has 
crippled some of the railroad shops, 
which have lost many hands.

During the past year the Interna­
tional Association of Machinists has 
made phenomenal headway in Cana­
da and a large number of local bod­
ies have been formed, until at the 
present time there are 70 lodges in 
the Dominion, as follows:—-Nova 
Scotia, 2; New Brunswick, 3; Que­
bec, 9; Ontario, 30; Manitoba, 8; 
Saskatchewan, 5; Alberta, 6, and 
British Columbia, 7.

The journeymen barbers now have 
two live local unions in Montreal, 
and recently, in conjunction with the 
master barbers, they held a banquet 
in the Queen’s Hotel, which proved 
one of the big events of the season. 
Organizer Leon Wonthall gave an 
address that made everybody sit up 
and ended in congratulating both the 
masters and the jours upon the har­
monious relations that existed in 
the trade.

We shall know later at what price 
this achievement was accomplished 
but no price will be too high, and for 
Canada this day of victory will have 
a lasting value. For Canada, too, its 
value will be less than for the British 
empire.
