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Freedom of the Ci-
ty of Manchester
Conferred To-day
UponCanad’s Pre-
mier in Old Land

By Courier Leased Wire.

Manchester, April 21,—Sir Robert
L: Borden, premier of Canada, was
given the freedom of the cfty ‘of
Manchester today. In his speech of
acceptance he predicted that after
the war German industries would be
supported and developed by the most
tho.rough and powerful state organi-
zation ever known. He said that {f
the militarist autocracy remained in
control the possessions and integrity
of 'the British Empire would not re-
main unchallenged. Referring to the
entrance of the United States into
the war, he said:

. ““The great kindred nation ad-
joining the Dominion from whieh I
come has been impelled by the re-
lentless and overbearing arrogance
and aggression of Germany to take
up arms in a common cause of liber-
ty and humanity. From the very
foundation of the republic the tra-
(11txo;1s of American policy have been
g-onsmtently opposed to intervention
in any European war. They would
never have committed this fateful
step save for the overmastering
cause of honor and right.

“Our neighbors are peace-loving
pe_ople, as we are, but those whe im-
agine they are more greatly influen-
ced by material considerations than
other nations, fail to realize or com-
prehend the true spirit of the people
gf _the United States. Their aston-
ishing progress and industry and
their remarkable capacity in affairs
may have led to a false conception—
possible they have some misconocep-
tion with regard to us.

‘“‘In this conflict thousands of Am-
erican citizens have enrolied in our
forces and have fought gallantly and
heroically side by side with Cana-
dians. It will be a glorious day
when the Union Jack and Old Glory
advance together in the same cause,
on freedom’s™battlefield.

“I have spoken of the responsibil-
ities of our empire, let'me emphasize
even more_strongly the joint respon-
sibility of the American republic and
the British commonwealth. Inspired
by the same ideals, united in a com-
mon purpose and acting in unselfish
and loyal co-operation they possess
a power, both moral and material,
which can command the peace of the
world. May they exercise that
power for this, the highest of all

purposes.” ;

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ANNIVERSARY OF THE SECOND
BATTLE OF YPRES — THE
GLORIOUS RECORD OF CAN-

ADIANS THEREAT.

The suggestion contained in a let-
ter to The Courier yesterday from
Rev. Mr. Jeakins that citizens should
display the Canadian flag on Sunday
in honor of tKe anniversary of
the second battle of Ypres, is one

which should meet with a ready re-|

sponse.

The gallantry of Canadian soldiers
upon that occasion constitutes one of
the most glorious pages not alone in
the history of Canada but of the Em-
pire at large.

Events of valor have followed
each other so quickly and continu-
ously in connecfion with the present
war, that it will be a timely thing, to
recall what was accomplished in this
instance. The following description
is taken from the story as given by
the correspondent ~of the London
Morning Post at the time:

“The plight in which the Cana-
dians found themselves was caused
by a sudden German drive north of
Ypres. A number of Hungarian regi-
ments seem to have been introduced
to fill the gaps of the Duke of Wur-
temberg’s army. This battle is uni-
que in being the first great event of
the kind in the history of Canada,
for the Canadian troops can claim it
as their own and the glory of it.
They were holding the extreme left
of the British line. Making an ad-
vance by reason of their poisoned
bombs the Germans drove through
Langemarck and Pilken and forced a
passage across the canal, reaching
the village of Lizerne. The French
Zouaves, Fusiliers and Marines,
with Belgian Carbineers, caught in
the stupefying fumes of the
gas bombs, were taken at a disad-
vantage and despite the valiant ef-
forts of their supporting lines, were
forced to give way. Pouring their
masses across the canal, the Ger-
mans then swung to the left and at-
tacked a considerable portion of the
Canadian forces in the rear.

The Canadians, facing both ways,

fought like lions for it was hayonet
work now, and the hardy colonials,
practically back to back, were fight-
ing for their lives.

Meanwhile the supports, of which
we have great numbers at all points
on our line, turned up and mingled
with the Zouaves, who had by this
time reformed, and fell in one dead-
ly rush on the Germans. They cut
their way clean through to the sur-
rounded Canadidns, and the whole
mass charged on to recapture the
lost positions.

Not only were the allies trenches
recovered but still sweeping onward
the avenging Canadians gained a
foothold in the lines that the Ger-
mans had previously occupied.

In this glorious onrush whole
companies of Germans were wiped
out, great numbers of machine guns
were captured, and the German field
guns, which had closely followed the
advancing infantry, were compelled
to -beat a hasty retreat to safer
quarters.

The Canadians had saved the line,
and although they lost heavily, they
gave more than they had received.”

The correspondent of the London
Daily Mail during his eulogy said:

“They (the Germans) came up be-
hind a cloud of yellow green smoke
that emptied the trenches before
them and confused the French. It
was away to the left ot the Cana-
dians but it left their position un-
tenable and the 4x7 guns had to,
be abandoned.

But Canadian officers and even
men had the Wellington touch—the
touch of a man who had never lost
a gun which he Mid not recover.
What Wellington did in the Pyreneegs
the Canadians did on the flattesd
plain in Europe. Within four hours
they had turned round and advan-
ced. They endured every sort of
difficulty—mental and mechanical.
They met men terribly sick, half
blind and weak in the limbs from
fumes let loose by the Germans.
They had to face shrapnel, rifle fire,
and machine gun fire in a country
absolutely defenceless. They were
wounded by every sort of engine, by
bayonet, by gas, by bits of metal of
every shape and size but they charg-
ed home against every-rule of war
as understood in German text books.

Their charge and advance did
more than regain the lost guns. It
enabled the cohesion of the whole
allied front to be re-established.”

All the other correspondents bore
similar testimony.

With deep hearts and thankful
pride Canadians should honor the
anniversary of such heroism, all the
more so with the glorious achieve-
ments of the boys of the Maple Leaf
at Vimy Ridge recently, again chal-
lenging the unstinted admiration of

the entire world.

DESERTERS
FOUGHT FOR
FREEDOM

Amsterdam, April 21.—Late Mon-
day night 500 to 600 German fusi-
liers, sailors and Landsturmers, tried'
to cross the frontier into Holland
near Cadsand. The German authori-
ties got news of the effort, and a
force of 200 Uhlans and several de-
tachments of machine guns were
sent out from Bruges to intercept
the would-be deserters close to the
border.

This force attacked the men mak-
ing their way towards the frontier.
The fight lasted half an hour. It is
reported that thirty men were
wounded on both sides. Eight slight-
ly wounded Germans crossed the
frontier into Holland, the rest be-
ing scattered. Their fate is unknown.
The mounted patrols on the Ger-
man side of the frontier have been
doubled.

TURKS LOST 4000
IN'FIERGE BATTLE

London, April 21.—The British
forces under Gen. Maude forced a
passage of the Shatt-el-Adhem river,
50 miles south of Bagdad, and at-
tacked the main Turk position,
whose casualties were over 4,000,
including 1,244 prisoners. The total
British casualties were only 73. The
official report from Gen Maude
reads;

“On the night of the 17th, we
forced a passage of the Shatt-el-Ad-
hem, a stream which was held by a
detachment of the 18th Turkish
Army Corps. Next morning we at-
tacked the main position held by
this corps, covering the Istabulat
station, and about 12 miles south-
east of Samara, on the right bank
of the Tigris. The operations were
carried out with great vigor and dash
and resulted in complete rout of the
enemy.

“Though no full statement of our
captures has yet been made, 27
officers and 1,217 Turkish rank and
file have been collected, and more
are coming in. Six machine guns and
a considerable amount of other booty
have been taken and only the ex-
haustion of our horses prevented our

capturing the enemy’s guns. Our

PROPER CARE
OF TRE TUBES

Will go a Long Way Toward !
Increasing Wear

-

LUBRICATION VITAL

5 .
Is an Important Element in
Service

-o—

If tire users better understood the
construction of inner tubes, and
things which contribute to their
wearing out, it would be easy to
secure more and better service.
Spare tubes should not be carried in
cardboard boxes as furnished from
the dealers’ shelves—there is danger
of the tubes being chafed. Tube
bags can be secured for this pur-
pose.

If the car is equipped with small-
er tires on the front wheels than on
tne rear wheels an extra tube should
be secured for each side.

It is not advisable to use a 4 1-2-
inch tube in a 4-inch case. This us-
uvally wrinkles and creases the rub-
ber, with bad results, Do not use a
4-inch tube in a 4 1-2 inch case for
any length of time. When this is
done the rubber is required to
stretch too much and the effect of
heat and action due to displacement
of air in the tire quickly uses up
the nerve and life of the tube.

Importance of Lubrication

Lubrication is most important to
conservation of the tube, but it is
a matter that is given least atten-
tion. Some customers neglect dust-
ing soap stone inside of the case
when changing a tube—others use
the soapstone so sparingly that 1t
does but little, if any good, or they
may use so much that it does more
harm than good. If a quantity of it
be dumped into the case it will col-
lect at one point, and during hot
weather will heat up to such an ex-
tent as to burn the rubber of the
tube, making it very thip, brittle and
lifeless. Soapstone is the lubricant
most used for tires, and it is quite
satisfactory, but not lastin there-
fore a fresh supply should be Pput
into the tires at least two or three
times during the season. Powdered
mica has proven a more durable lub-
ricant than scapstone, and quite as
effective as graphite, as well as more
pleasant to handle.
It is essential  that tubes be
equipped with valves having the
correct type of spreader. Most com-
panies have, in the past, furnished
tubes with specially equipped val-
ves for these can no longer be group-
ed under the convenient word ‘‘con-
vertible.” 1
Don’'t overlook the importance of'
a tube with a property equipped |
valve. Care in this respect will in—|
sure a proper anchor of tire to rim |
and eliminate much annoyance from
tube being pinched near valve, Pin-
ching of an inner tube usually oc-
curs from oversight or carelessness
in application of tire to rim.

It is not customary to use flaps
with clincher tires, not because it
is unnecessary, but because of the
difficulty in using a flap and stretch-
ing the tire on the rim so that it will
fit properly. The beads of this type
of tire are stretchable and are made
approximately one inch in diainenter
less than diameter of rim, the obh-
iect being to cause the tire to fit
snugly to rim.

The beads of quick detachable
clincher cases and cables of straight
side cases are non stretchable and
are, therefore, made to the approxi-
mate diameter of rim. Flaps should
be used in all sizes of quick detach-
able elincher and straight side
cases, otherwige much diffieulty will
be experienced with the inner tubes.

FREIGHTS LIMIT.
London, April, 21.— (Associated
Press)—The scheme for the limita-
tion of freights to France and Italy
which was planned to attract in-
creased tonnage for the transporta-
tion of coal from England, has failed
to bring into the service the requir-
ed number of steamers at the fixed
rates and in compliance with re-
quests from shipbrokers, the auth-
orities have agreed to make the plan
more elastic. The schedule rates of
freights can now be adjusted in or-
der to attract more neutral tonnage.

GAVE UP INCOME.

Petrograd, April 21.— (Associated
Press)—The Russian Grand Dukes,
who have just formally turned over
their “appanages” or official grants,
to the new government, have made
a great financial sacrifice by this
renunciation. The grand ducal es-
tates surrendered aggregate more
than 20,000,000 acres, including
thousands of prosperous farms and
many thriving towns and villages.
The annual income from these estat-
es is estimated at over 25,000,000
rubles.

The “imperial appanages,” before
the serfs were liberated, controlled
over 800,000 agricultural laborers
Emperor Paul 1. set aside these vast
estates for the benefit of the grand
dukes because he foresaw the neces-
sity of making the imperial family
financially independent of the reign-
ing Emperor. Grand dukes who have
at various times incurred the dis-
pleasure of the Emperor and have
exiled themselves, have always con-
tinued to receive their share of the
appangae, with which the Emperor
was powerless to interfere.

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London April 21.—(Correspond-
ence of The Associated Press)—
Mines laid in the important British
shipping lanes by the German U-
boats are proving just as serious a
problem to the Admiralty as the U-
boats themselves. Sir Edward Car-
son, First Lord of the Admiralty
pointed out in a speech this week
that “in the olden times the laying
of mines was dangerous, but it was
nothing then to what it is now, when
submarines are employed not only to
sink ships, but to lay mines below
the surface of the water.”

This was in the early days of the
war. We were all Canadians in
that ward, and all Princess Pat’s
men.

Because we were Canadians we
had many visitors, more flowers than
the ward would hold, and more fruit
than we were allowed to eat. And
vet we were discontented. We liked
fruit, we liked flowers, we liked vis-
itors. What made us discontented
was the way in which the visitors
spoke of Canada. They were full of
admiration of Canada, and the Can-

romantic place. Our grievances was
that it did not in the least resemble
the Canada from +which we -had
come. We had no doubt that they
would admire the real Canada still
more when they know it. But why
did not they know it? You would
have thought that Canada was still a
place of prairies and log huts, peo-
pled entirely by trappers, cowboys,
Indians and grizzlies. It annoyed us
to be asked about grizzlies. There
were eleven of us in that ward and
only one had ever seen a grizzly.

That was how we came to draw
up our information card ‘“Canada for
Beginners”’ to be presented to visit-
ors on entering the ward. It was
like this:

All the occupants of this ward
are members of Princess Patricia’s
Canadian Light Infantry, the fin-
est fighting force in the world.

Their wounds are as follows:—
(1) shrapnel in back. (2) shell
shock. (3) machine gun, right
leg. (4) gassed. (5) gassed.

(10) Journalist, (11)
farmer.

Canada is quite civilized, Toronto,
Montreal, Quebec, Ottawa, Winnipeg
are not unlike English eities and
towns except that they are rather
more up to date in some ways.

That was the original document,
precise and full of useful informa-
tion.

It is very doubtful
whether any of the occupants of this
ward have met your nephew, who
went there in 1876.” " We debated
this, and by a. majority of 8 to 3, we
ruled that one case did not justify
us in making that a piece of general
information. But each visiting day
brought more new suggestions. That
was partly the reason why the card
was never printed and circulated.
The other reason was (as the pro-
fessor said) “If people load yoy
with kindness, and can’t give you
enough, and can’t admire you en-
ough, why, after all, shouldn’t they
talk of grizzlies and log cabins if
they want to?”” That was unanswer-
able, and so our card remained un-
printed.

That was early in the war, and it
is many months now since I left that
hospital. The other day I met the
journalist in the street. He now had
two gold stripes on his left arm. “So
you have been in again” I said.
“Drawn up any more information
cards?”’ The journalist shook his
head. They seem to know more about
us in the old country now.” “That
is thanks to us,” said L

The journalist grunted ‘some of
them seem to know too much.” I was
telling the visitors in the ward one
day that Canada was the greatest
part of the British Empire, and
about all that she had done and was
going to do. There was a schoolgirl
there and she pulled me up; said
she had been. learning about it ani
that I had got both the corn export
and the population figures slightly
wrong. What do you think of that
for the Old Country?”

Lesson IV.—Second Quarter, For
April 22, 1917.

THE INTERNATIONAL SERIES.

Text of the Lesson, John xii, 1-11.
Memory Verses, 2, 3—Golden Text,
Mark xiv, 8—Commentary Prepared
by Rev. D. M. Stearns.

The passover referred to in verse 1
was the last one ere He laid down
His life as Christ our passover sacri-
ficed for us and concerning which He
said, “I have heartily desired to eat
this passover with you before I suffer”
(I Cor. v, 7; Luke xxii, 15, murgin).
Ounly six days before that the events of
this evening transpired. He is again
in the home in Bethany to which He
loved to come, and they made Him a
supper at which Martha served, and
Mary must surely have helped, too, as
well as doing the other great thing
recorded in our lesson. Lazarus, who
had been three or four days in para-
dise, was there, too, but we have no
record of any utterance from him after
his return. It must have been with
him, as with Paul, that it was not
possible for him to utter what he had
seen and heard (II Cor, xii, 4, margin).
Mary, whose custom was to sit at His
feet and hear His word whenever she
could find the opportunity, had evi-
dently taken it into her heart that be-
cause of the cruel death He was to
suffer no friends could be near Him at
that time and had therefore obtained
some very costly ointment of spikenard
with which to anoint Him beforehand
if she should find opportunity. The
occasion had now come and she was
ready for it. He will never fail to pro-
vide the opportunity for those who de-
sire to minister to Him.

Putting the accounts in Matthew,
Mark and John together we learn that
she poured the ointment on His head
and on His feet and wiped His feet
with her hair. Because Luke does not
mention this anointing, but does speak
of an anointing and feet washing with
tears in the house of a certain Simon
by a woman who was a sinner, some
have thought that Luke described this
anointing by Mary, but the incidents
are wholly different, at a different time
in His ministry and under altogether
different circumstances. The name of
the woman in the incident in Lyke is
not given, and we have no reason to
give her a name. The Lord has left
her unnamed. Let us also do so, while
we thank God for her salvation. Re-
turning to the incident of our lesson,
Wwe note that the house was filled with
the odor of the ointment (verse 3). We
think of the sweet perfume that filled
the holy place where priests minis-
tered to the Lord day by day, and we
remember that the sacrifice of Christ
Himself was unto God an odor of a
sweet smell, and our service unto Him
is spoken of in the same words (Eph.
v, ii, R. V.; Phil iv, 18).

It should greatly cheer us to know
that He looks upon our ministry in this
way. He who reads the heart spoke
of Mary’s ministry as a good work
wrought on Him and an anointing of
His body beforehand for His burial,
and added that wherever the gospel
should be preached in all the world
this would be her memoria] (Mark xiv,
6-9). Judas and some of the others
were indignant and said, *“To what
purpose is this waste? This ointment
might have been sold for more than
300 pence and given to the poor.” Judas
cared not for the poor, but he was
the treasurer and a thief (verses 4-6;
Matt. xxvi, 8, 9; Mark xiv, 4, 5). We
are not surprised at his finding fault,
but it seems unlike true disciples to
call anything done for the Lord a
waste. Yet there are many professed
followers today who seem to think it
all right to spend all they wish on
themselves, but to give to the Lord hy
giving to the poor or to missions is in
their eyes at least unprofitable. How
comforting it must have been to Mary
to have Him say, “Let her alone:; she
hath done what she could!" (Mark xiv,
6-8) In much service for Him we
may not have the approval of the lead-
ers in church work, but if He approves
that is all we should desire, taking as
our motto IT Tim., ii, 15, with the stand
taken by Paul in Gal. i, 10; Thess. ii,
4. It is most interesting to note that
Mary of Bethany was the only woman
who anointed His body for burial. Oth-
er women bought spices for that pur-
pose when it was too late, but never
used them, for He had risen when
they reached the tomb (Luke xxiii, 55,
56; xxiv, 1-3). Nicodemus prévided
about a hundred pounds weight of
myrrh and aloes, in which he and Jo-
seph wrapped up the body when they
lovingly laid it in the new sepulcher
in the garden, wherein was never man
yet laid (John xix, 38-42).

In Martha, Mary and Lazarus on this
occasion may be seen by combining
them what a well rounded Christian
life ought to be. In Martha there is
quiet ministry without being cumbered;
in Mary the worship of true and be-
Heving devotion, which is always cost-
1y, for even David said, “I will not
offer unto the Lord my God that which
doth cost me nothing” (II Sam, xxiv,
24). In Lazarus there is the power of
a resurreetion life, because by reason
of him many of the Jews went away
and believed on Jesus, but the chief
priests consulted to put Lazarus again
to death (verses 10, 11). Many came
together at this time simply to see a
man alive who had been dead and not
for Jesus' sake only (verse 9). It is
well when our motto in all things is
“For Jesus' sake only,” willing to be
glways delivered to death for Jesus’
sake that the life of Jesus may bé
made manifest in our mortal bodias.

ADMIRATION IS FELT

New York Tribune: Every Ameri-
can will feel a thrill of admiration
and a touch of honest envy at the ac-
hievement of the Canadian troops
about Arras on Easter Sunday and
the following day.
forget that some thousands of citi-
der the flag of a nation now allied
to us in the struggle against a com-
mon enemy, shared in the exploit.

The glory of the Canadian fight at
the Ypres salient, almost exactly
two years ago, has been too little ap-
preciated on our side of the northern
frontier. Rarely in history have
troops, volunteer troops, suddenly
exposed to a flank attack through no
fault of their own, but
apse of their neighbors, had to bear
a more terrific blow than that which
followed the first gas attack. Yet,
in the midst of confusion, assailed
by the appalling poison of German
making, the Canadian volunteers
stood and died as the British regu-
lars had stood and died in the
greater Battle of Ypres of 1914.
And now the Canadians have
swept up the famous Vimy Ridge,
which halted the French veterans of
Foch and proved too great an ob-
stacle for the genius of the greatest
offensive fighter France has yet pro-
duced in the war. After long months
of wating the Canadians have had
their hour. They have had a chance
to avenge their comrades, crucified
by German brutes in Flanders; they
have had the opportunity to write
the name of Canada upon the war |
map of Europe and their imprint will |
be remembered in Germany quite us’
much as in America. '

We shall know later at what price |
this achievement was uw-omplished!
but no price will be too high, and for
Canada this day of victory will have |
a lasting value. For Canada, too, its|
value will be less than for the British |
empire. The German had prupzn‘eﬂ“
for the downfall of the British em-
pire. His spies had labored in South
Africa, in Australia and New Zea-
land, in Canada, in India. The Bern-
hardis and their sort had forecast
the collapse of the empire under the
attack of German armies and fleets,
and the secession of the colonies.

The answer of India was spoken
in the early and terrible days of the
war, when an Indian corps stood
shoulder to shoulder with the ex-
peditionary armies in Flanders and
helped to hold the thin line that re-
strained the wave of German barbar-
ism threatening to engulf the world.
Canada spoke at Ypres in the spring
of 1915, Australia at Gallipoli in the |
summer, the response of South Afri-
ca was heard first in German West
Africa in the conquest of the Ger-
man colony, and again in German
Jast Africa, where the last fragment
of German colonial power is collap-
sing under the pressure of South Af-
rican and Indian troops. Bagdad,
captured recently, was also an ac-
hievement of Indian troops. In seek-
ing to destroy an empire, the Ger-
mans have consolidated it.

Nearly three quarters of a million
of Canadian and Australian troops
have responded to the ecall of the
British empire, more than half of
them wearing the Canadian Maple
Leaf. German plotting, German
scheming, the wise plans of the pro-
fessors on paper and of the Germah
soldiers on the map have been ans-
wered in the only fashion in which
it is possible to speak to Germans
now. The praise of the Canadians
and the Australians is written in all
the letters of German soldiers cap-
tured at the front. It finds its way
into the official reports of German
officers.

Americans will feel a certain envy
in the thought that Canada has out-
distanced them in reaching the bat-
tle line, which is the frontier of our
common ecivilization. We shall take
what comfort we may from the
knowledge that among the Canadian
forces are a considerable contingent
of citizens of the United States, an
unofficial vanguard, we trust, of that
American army which is, in due
course, to take its place along the
French front. They are serving in
worthy company.

Meantime, no praise of Canadian
achievement can be excessive. From
the plains and from the mountains,
from the cities and from the prair-
ies, Canada has poured out her thou-
sands and hundreds of thousands;
she has sent across the ocean an
army greater than Napoleon ever
commanded on any battlefield; her
volunteer regiments have shown that
same stubborn and tenacious quality
which is the glory of the British
army, and they have revealed also
that dash and fury of attaek, the in-
itiative and resourcefulness of
which recall the armies which fought
the eivil war from both sides of the
Potomae. A democratic army, an
army of citizens going voluntarily to
the battle front beyond the seas,
waiting neither for the appeal nor
the demand of the mother country,
has thrust a wedge into the defences
of tyranny and won for liberty not
only a few square miles of French

Flour and wheat have been in the
limelight during the past week ow-
ing to the spectacular advances that
have been recorded in wheat and the
rapidity with ‘'which flour followed
wheat upward. An advance of $1.-
40 per barrel in flour was recorded
with a firm situation even at the
higher levels. The big advances in
wheat were caused by the announ-
cement that during last week the
available stock of wheat in sight in
the United States had dwindled by
some 3,221,000 bushels through the
export trade.

Berlin, April 21.— (Associated

Lesson IV.—Second Quarter, For
April 22, 1917.

THE INTERNATIONAL SERIES.

Text of the Lesson, John xii, 1-11.
Memory Verses, 2, 3—Golden Text,
Mark xiv, 8—Commentary Prepared
by Rev. D. M. Stearns.

The passover referred to in verse 1
was the last one ere He laid down
His life as Christ our passover sacri-
ficed for us aud concerning which He
said, “I have heartily desired to eat
this passover with you before I suffer”
(I Cor. v, 7; Luke xxii, 15, murgin).
Only six days before that the events of
this evening transpired. He is again
in the home in Bethany to which He
loved to come, and they made Him a
supper at which Martha served, and
Mary must surely have helped, too, as
well as doing the other great thing
recorded in our lesson. Lazarus, who
had been three or four days in para-
dise, was there, too, but we have no
record of any utterance from him after
his return. It must have been with
him, ag with Paul, that it was not
possible for him to utter what he had
seen and heard (II Cor. xii, 4, margin).
Mary, whose custom was to sit at His
feet and hear His word whenever she
could find the opportunity, had evi-
dently taken it into her heart that be.
cause of the cruel death He was to
suffer no friends could be near Him at
that time and had therefore obtained
some very costly ointment of spikenard
with which to anoint Him beforehand
if she should find opportunity. The
occasion had now come and she was

ready for it. He will never fail to pro- |

vide the opportunity for those who de-
sire to minister to Him.

Putting the accounts in Matthew,
Mark and John together we learn that
she poured the ointment on His head
and on His feet and wiped His feet
with her hair. Because Luke does not
mention this anointing, but does speak
of an anointing and feet washing with
tears in the house of a certain Simon
by a woman who was a sinner, some
have thought that Luke described this
anointing by Mary, but the incidents
are wholly different, at a different time
in His ministry and under altogether
different circumstances. The name of
the woman in the incident in Lyke is
not given, and we have no reason to
give her a name. The Lord has left
her unnamed. Let us also do so, while
we thank God for her salvation. Re-
turning to the incident of our lesson,
Wwe note that the house was filled with
the odor of the ointment (verse 3). We
think of the sweet perfume that filled
the holy place where priests minis-
tered to the Lord day by day, and we
remember that the sacrifice of Christ
Himself was unto God an odor of a
sweet smell, and our service unto Him
is spoken of in the same words (Eph.
v, ii, R. V.; Phil. iv, 18).

It should greatly cheer us to know
that He looks upon our ministry in this
way. He who reads the heart spoke
of Mary’s ministry as a good work
wrought on Him and an anointing of
His body beforehand for His burial,
and added that wherever the gospel
should be preached in all the world
this would be her memorial (Mark xiv,
6-9). Judas and some of the others
were indignant and said, ‘“‘To what
purpose is this waste? This ointment
might have been sold for more than
300 pence and given to the poor.” Judas
cared not for the poor, but he was
the treasurer and a thief (verses 4-6;
Matt. xxvi, 8, 9; Mark xiv, 4, 5). We
are not surprised at his finding fault,
but it seems unlike true disciples to
call anything done for the Lord a
waste. Yet there are many professed
followers today who seem to think it
all right to spend all they wish on
themselves, but to give to the Lord by
giving to the poor or to missions is in
their eyes at least unprofitable,. How
comforting it must have been to Mary
to have Him say, “Let her alone: she
hath done what she could!” (Mark xiv,
6-8) In much service for Him we
may not have the approval of the lead-
ers in church work, but if He approves
that is all we should desire, taking as
our motto IT Tim. ii, 15, with the stand
taken by Paul in Gal. i, 10; Thess. ii,
4. It is most interesting to note that
Mary of Bethany was the only woman
who anointed His body for burial. Oth-
er women bought spices for that pur-
pose when it was too late, but never
used them, for He had risen when
they reached the tomb (Luke xxiii, 55,
56; xxiv, 1-3). Nicodemus prévided
about a hundred pounds weight of
myrrh and aloes, in which he ang .Jo-
seph wrapped up the body when they
lovingly laid it in the new sepulcher
in the garden, wherein was never man
yet laid (John xix, 38-42).

In Martha, Mary and Lazarus on this
occasion may be seen by combining
them what a well rounded Christian
life ought to be. In Martha there is
quiet ministry without being cumbered;
in Mary the worship of true and be-
Heving devotion, which is always cost-
ly, for even David said, “I will not
offer unto the Lord my God that which
doth cost me nothing” (IT Sam, xxiv,
24), In Lazarus there is the power of
a resurrection life, because by reason
of him many of the Jews went away
and believed on Jesus, but the chief
priests consulted to put Lazarus again
to death (verses 10, 11). Many came
together at this time simply to see a
man alive who had been dead and not
for Jesus' sake only (verse 9). It is
well when our motto in all things is
“For Jesus' sake only,” willing to be
#lways delivered to death for Jesus’
sake that the life of Jesus may bé
made manifest in our mortal bodiss.

New York Tribune Pays
Striking Tribute to Can-
ada’s Answer
TO CALL OF LIBERTY
The Glory of_?pres is Too
Little Appreciated by
Americans To-day

ADMIRATION IS FELT

By Americans For Canad-
ian Success at Vimy

New York Tribune: Every Ameri-
can will feel a thrill of admiration
and a touch of honest envy at the ac-
hievement of the Canadian troops
about Arras on Easter Sunday and
the following day. Nor should we
forget that some thousands of citi-
zens of the United States serving un-
der the flag of a nation now allied
to us in the struggle against a com-
mon enemy, shared in the exploit.

The glory of the Canadian fight at
the Ypres salient, almost exactly
two years ago, has been too little ap-
preciated on our side of the northern
frontier. Rarely in history have
troops, volunteer troops, suddenly
exposed to a flank attack through no
fault of their own, but by the coll-
apse of their neighbors, had to bear
a more terrific blow than that which
followed the first gas attack. Yet,
in the midst of confusion, assailed
by the appalling poison of German
making, the Canadian volunteers
stood and died as the British
lars had stood and died in
greater Battle of Ypres of 1914.

And now the Canadians have
swept up the famous Vimy Ridge,
which halted the French veterans of
Foch and proved too great an ob-
stacle for the genius of the greatest
offensive fighter France has yet pro-
duced in the war. After long months
of wating the Canadians have had
their hour. They have had a chance
to avenge their comrades, crucified
by German brutes in Flanders; they
have had the opportunity to write
the name of Canada upon the war
map of Europe and their imprint will
be remembered in Germany quite as
much as in America.

this achievement was accomplished
but no price will be too high, and for
Canada this day of victory will have
a lasting value.
value will be less than for the British
empire. The German had preparea
for the downfall of the British em-
pire. His spies had labored in South
Africa, in Australia and New Zea-
land, in Canada, in India. The Bern-
hardis and their sort had forecast
the collapse of the empire under the
attack of German armies and fleets,
and the secession of the colonies.
The answer of India was spoken
in the early and terrible days of the
war, when an Indian corps stood
shoulder to shoulder with the ex-
peditionary armies in Flanders and
helped to hold the thin line that re-
strained the wave of German barbar-
ism threatening to engulf the world.

of 1915, Australia at Gallipoli in the
summer, the response of South Afri-
ca was heard first in German West
Africa in the conquest of the Ger-
man colony, and again in German
East Africa, where the last fragment
of German colonial power is collap-
sing under the pressure of South Af-
rican and Indian troops. Bagdad,
captured recently, was also an ac-
hievement of Indian troops. In seek-
ing to destroy an empire, the Ger-
mans have consolidated it.

Nearly three quarters of a million
of Canadian and Australian troops
have responded to the ecall of the
British empire, more than half of
them wearing the Canadian Maple
Leaf. German plotting, German
scheming, the wise plans of the pro-
fessors on paper and of the Germah

wered in the only fashion in which
it is possible to speak to Germans
now. The praise of the Canadians
and the Australians is written in all
the letters of German soldiers cap-
tured at the front. It finds its way
into the official reports of German
officers. b

Americans will feel a certain envy
in the thought that Canada has out-
distanced them in reaching the bat-
tle line, which is the frontier of our
common civilization. We shall take
what comfort we may from the
knowledge that among the Canadian
foreces are a considerable contingent
of ecitizens of the United States, an
unofficial vanguard, we trust, of that
American army which is, in due
course, to take its place along the
French front. They are serving in
worthy company.

Meantime, no praise of Canadian
achievement can be excessive. From
the plains and from the mountains,
from the cities and from the prair-
ies, Canada has poured out her thou-
sands and hundreds of thousands;
she has sent across the ocean an
army greater than Napoleon ever
commanded on any battlefield; her
volunteer regiments have shown that
same stubborn and tenacious quality
which is the glory of the British
army, and they have revealed also
that dash and fury of attack, the in-
itiative and resourcefulness of
which recall the armies which fought
the eivil war from both sides of the
Potomaece. A democratic army, an
army of citizens going voluntarily to
the battle front beyond the seas,
waiting neither for the appeal nor
the demand of the mother country,
has thrust a wedge into the defences
of tyranny and won for liberty not

only a few square miles of French
territory, but a victory which makes
WS v ey idan that the
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Flour and wheat have been in the
{limelight during the past week ow-
ing to the spectacular advances that
have been recorded in wheat and the
rapidity with which flour followed
wheat upward. An advance of $1.-
40 per barrel in flour was recorded
with a firm situation even at the
higher levels. The big advances in
wheat were caused by the announ-
cement that during last week the
available stock of wheat in sight in
the United States had dwindled by
some 3,221,000 bushels through the
export trade. The effect of the re-
moval of the duty on Canadian
wheat going into the United States
has been to increase the price of On-
tario flour and the price of Canadian
wheat to the extent of the former
duty.

Sugar has been in a firm position
throughout the week as the result of
higher freight rates and marine in-
surance from Cuba and Port Rico,
and also because of the recognition
of the fact that the Cuban crop will
be much less than expected at the
first of the season. The voluntary
reduction of consumption in Great
Britain from three-quarters of a
pound per capita per week to one-
half a pound may reduce the con-
sumption there by some 300,000
tons and so affect the situation in
raws toward easier prices. An ad-
vance of 25¢ per hundred was re-
corded on Wednesday.

Eggs alone have shown a disposi-
tion toward lower prices during the
week, Provision prices are all firm.
with advances recorded in live hogs,
pure lard, compound lard and some
lines of cooked and smoked meats.
Maple syrup is not yet reaching the
market in very large quantities. Fur-
ther advances have been recorded in
{canned  meats, soups, macaroni and
vermicelli. Corn syrup has advan-
ced 50c per case and cornstarches
and laundry starches are all higher
in sympathy with the higher mar-
ket for corn. Importers of American
peel have advanced their prices from
the opening quotations of two weeks
ago. The tea situation shows no im-
provement, there being still less
prospect of getting direct shipments
via the Pacific because of the re-
quisitioning of all direct lines of
steamers by the British Govern-
ment. Potatoes have also advapced
slightly. 3usiness in grocery lines
has been good during the week.

Berlin, April 21.—(Associated
Press)—Despite recent events in
Russia, German trade associations
which were interested in Russian
trade before the war are pushing
their plans for capturing their share
of the after-war trade. All these as-
sociations have just combined in the
formation of a Russo-German Econ-
omic Committee, under the chair-
manship of H. Friederichs of Berlin.
A circular from the committee says:

“Upon the basis of the information
acquired during the 1last twenty
years and the rich experience of the
former associations for trade with
Russia, the activity of this commit-
tee will embrace the whole sphere of
German economic interests in Rus-
sia, including the resumption of
trade relations and the far reaching
support of Gernman firms in all diffi-
culties which may at first arise, es-
pecially as regards the period of
transition from war to peace.”
