The
cost of thoroughly cleaning and working
up this bought hair is enormous and as
only skilled workers can do it, the seller
of the made up article must make about
50 per cent. on the price he gave to the
merchant before he realizes any profit.
It may ease the minds of ladies wearing
artificial hair (and it is one in ten who
does not nowadays) vwo know that the
cleaning of the hair is thorough and ef-
fectually destroys any danger of disease
from unhealthy germs. Every hair has
to be fastencd in, with the root up and
the point down, as it grows on the head,
or it will not lie smooth and even. The
exact shade has to be matched from
many different lots of hair, and length
and texture have also to be studied.

Women in these isles seldom sell their
hair either because they will not or be-|
cause their continental sisters have more |
abundant tresses. It is more difficult to |
get fine black or gray hair than any|
other and although the Italian women
have thick, long, black hair, it is coarse
—indced, next lowest in quality to the
Chinese hair.

LARGEST CONCRETE WALL

Is Building Along Lake
Chicago.

One of the largest concrete walls ever
constructed is building by the Illinois
Central Railroad in connection with
some lake-front park improvements.

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STATISTICS OF CREMATION.

The United States has more cremator-
ies than any other country, there being
twenty-six, twenty-four of which are in
operation. A larger number of persons
are cremated here every year than any-
where else. In Canada, in spite of the
objections made by the Roman Catholic
clergy, there has been a crematory built
in Montreal by order of the government.

There are seven crematories in Ger-
many. A petition was recently signed by
three thousand medical men and present-
ed to the Reichstag, with a view to mak-
ing creamation compulsory for those
who have died of infectious diseases.
England has the same number of crema-
tories,. Italy possesses twenty-two, but
statistics as to the numbers of people
cremated are lacking. Switzerland has
three, Sweden two and Denmark one. In
Austria societies for the promotion of
cremation have been formed and branch-
es exist in many of the towns but the
practice of cremation has not yet been
legalized.

Cersica and England.

It is an almost forgotten fact that
for a period of a little more than two
years during the Napoleonic wars Cor-
sica was a British possession. After
the evacuation of Toulon the Britixh
government felt it necessary to taie
the island, and Lord Hood, with Nei-
son as brigadier, was sent to drive out
the French, With the capture of Calvi.
July 12, 1794, where Nelson lost his
eye, the island fell into British hands.
and George III. formally accepted the
crown of Corsica, appointing = Sir
George Elliot as British viceroy and
allowing the Corsicans to retaln their
legislative assembly. In 1796 the ac-
tivity of the FKFrench mnavy in other
parts of the Mediterranean resulted in
a sudden decision of the British gov-
ernment to withdraw from the island.
The evacuation was completed on Oct.
36 of that year, and Corsica reverted to
France,

Cooking In Naplea.

In Naples cooking is done anywhere
and anyhow—inside and outside, on
sheet iron stoves, on tin boxes, in stone
jars or In clay baked earth. Here a
cobbler sits from early to late out on
a corner of a sldewalk near a public
“Latrina,” to which he attends when-
ever necessary; when not, he mends;
also makes shoes. Near him is a gran-
ite arrangement where he cooks his
meals. It is about one foot: high,
square and open at the top, with space
deep enough for some charcoal. Be-
low the ceal is a grate. On one side
at the bottom is an opening for draft,
and a savory smell always arises from
a little black pot if one passes there
at noon or toward the evening. 1 saw
a stove and a woman busy cooking out
on a balcony, with about six feet of
stovepipe braced agalnst the railing.

How Dew Fermw.

Dew was formerly supposed to fall |
softly from the heavens, and ‘to this ]
belief may be ascribed many current
and poetical phrases; but dew does
not fall in the exact meaning of the
term. The condensation of watery
vapor follows upon the chilling of the
air. This is seen as the earth cools
toward night, and it takes place most
rapldly near- the ground. Grass and
other vegetation cools more rapidly
than the air above it. The air ia con-
tact with plants is thus chilled and de-
posits its moisture upon the leaves of
the plants in dew. When the chilling
of the air proceeds further, the mols-
ture may be precipitated to a consider-
able height above the earth’s surface,
and it then becomes what we call fog.

The Muff,

In many of the portraits of the six-
tecnth century one often sees a strip
of rich, soft fur wound around the
wrist of a noble dame. This was used
to cover the neck or fulfill the funec-
tion of the muff, and to it was often
attaiched a small animal’s head or a
skull cunningly wrought in metal and
adorned with precious stones. The
first Venetian muffs were small, made
of a single piece of velvet, brocade or
silk lined with fur, the opening enrich-
ed with gold or silver buttons set with
itones. By 1062 the muff secms te
huve becen recoguized as the necessary
adjunct of the wardrobe of a woman
of fashion.

Commentary.—I. An act of necessity
.performed on the Sabbath (vs. 1-8). I
jAt that time—It must have been in
jearly summer during the harvest season.
"Tharougn tne corn — ‘To an American
jrender the word corn suggests the idea
of Indian corn or maize; but the word
1in the text has reference to grain, such
1a® wheat, rye or barley. Began to pluck
—They rubbed it in their hands (Luke
vi. 1) to separate the grain from the
ohaff. This was allowable according to
the law (Deut. xxiii. 25). 2. Pharisees
saw it—The Pharisees, who were watch-
ing for an opportunity to catch Him,
object to the disciples doing this on
the Sabbath day. They considered the
plucking and rubbing in the hand suffi-
ciently near to reaping and threshing to
‘oonstitute them secondary violations of
the fourth Commandment. Not lawful
{—The Pharisees extended their Sabbath
‘regulations beyond what Moses com-
manded in order to avoid the possibility
of transgressior. “The worthless child-
ishness of the Sabbath rules Christ op-
gosed may be judged from its being for-
-bidden to go out with a needle or a pen
when Friday was closing, as one might
forget to lay them aside before the Sab-
bath began. Thirty-nine classes of work
were forbidden, and each of these had
endless sub-divisions.”—Geikie.  These
regulations tended to make void the
law, and many of them were in direct
opposition to the real design of the Sab-
bath. 3. Have ye not read—To vindi-
cate His disciples Christ referred the

Pharisees to a similar case recorded in
their own Scriptures. and with which
they should have been familiar.

to be eaten by the priests only (Lev.
xxiv, 5-9.) Now David, fleeing from
‘Saul, weary and hungry, had eaten this
bread contrary to the letter of the law.

It was also called ‘continual
bread’ as being set forth perpetually be--
fore the Lord, hence the Hebrew name,
‘bread of the presence’ Twelve loaves
or cakes were placed in two piles on the
‘pure table’ every Sabbath. On each pile
was put a gelden cup of frankincense.

Bib. Profane the Sabbath—Jesus con-
tinued his argument by showing that
even the law under certain conditions
provided for the doing of that which had
been expressly f{orbidden in the law. On
the Sabbath dnyw as well as on other
days the priests were engaged in killing,
preparing and burning the sacrifices and
in performing the whole temple service.
“It was one of the sayings of the rabbins
that there was no Sabbath keeping in
the temple. Thus, If all work on the
{Sabbath profaned the Sabbath, as the
:Pharisees maintained, the priests were
guilty of continual profanation.”—Mori-
son.

CANADIAN GRANITE.

DISCOVERY IN ONTARIO MAY SOLVE
BUILDING PROBLEM.

Bancroft Stone Likely to Create a Great
Industry—Our Cities May Be Changed
From Brick to Marble and Granite at
Low Cost—Rich Deposits Undevel-
oped on Farm Lands,

Toronto, March 26.—Mr. S. J. Ritchie,
of Akron, O, the man whose pioneer
work made possible the proud boast that
Canada has nickel ore in sight to supply
the world’s needs in a talk with a report-
er yesterday gave another pointer that
may mean a lot to Ontario.

“You people in Ontario here have a
chance to change your cities from brick
to granite and marble,” he said, “at a
cost far below that required almost any-
where else. I have sometimes made in-
quiries about building material here in
Ontario, and found that most of your
stone deposits were of faulty semi-de-
composed stuff that erumbled away
when exposed to the air, and from which
it was impossible to get large dimension
material.  You may judge of my sur-
prise last week, when, up on the Cen-
tral Ontario Railway, in which I am in-
terested, I came across a  man
who convinced me that, around the vil-
ioge of Baneroft, there is one of the
most remarkable  deposits of red, grey
and blue granite, and white marble, in
the world, besides sodalite and cther col-
ored stones that can be worked up into
cven more beautiful finishing material
tha:t marble. k

“That Ontario, possesing  such pos-
its, should import a foot of marble cr
granite is incomprehensible, and can orly
be excused on the ground that Ontario
architeets and contractors are as igno-
rant of the wonderful deposits near 1leir
doors as I was.a week ago.”

~ MINE EXPLOSION.

TERRIBLE DISASTER IN WEST VIR-
GINIA COLLIERY,

One Hundred and Fifty Imprisoned in
Mine—Of Thirty Taken Out Ten Are
Dead and the Others Terribly Injured
—Relief Trains Rushed to Scene.

Fairmount, W. Va., March 26.—An ex-
plosion of gas in the mine of the Cen-
tury Coal Company at Century, a small
mining town 50 miles south of here on
the Philippi & Buckhannno branch of
the Baltimore & Ohio, at 4 o’clock this
afternoon entombed at least 150 min-
ers, many of whom are believed te be
dead. At 6 o’clock to-night fifteen men
were taken from the mine, five of whom
were dead and the rest terribly injured.

A relief gang, headed by Superintend-
ent John Ward, entered the mine at
6.30 o’clock, but since that time no-
thing can be heard from the accident, as
the telephone wires have been put down
by a storm and no other means of com-
munication are available. The mine is
owned by Shaw Brothers, of Baltimore,
and is one of the largest in northwest
Virginia. Two hundred and fifty men
are employed, but many of these came
out to-day before the explosion occur-
red.

Following the explosion relief trains
were run from Buckhannon and Philippi
taking physicians to the scene. These
have not returned, and until they do lit-
tle in detail will be learned of the aec-
cident.

At 11 o'clock 27 men had been taken
out of the Century mine. Nine are dead
and the others horribly injured. Super-
intendent Ward stated he did not be-
lieve there were over twenty more men
dead in the mine. One hundred and fifty
of the 250 men employed have been
found on the outside. The main head.
ing has been cleared, but there are fodf-
teen sub-headings yet to be explored.
It is feared that none of the men still
in the mine are alive. The mine is not
seriously damaged by the explosion, ex-
cept that the brattices have been blown
out.

Trade was not as good as on Tues-
day for the common to medium grades,
which sold from 15 to 25c per cwt.

Cattle have got beyond. their value,
for outside dealers, and consequently
there were only one or two outside buy-
ers on the market.

Feeders and stockers did not meet
with such an active demand, either, and
prices were easier.

Murby re-
ports feeder and stocker trade about
steady, with the good, heavy feeders a
little scarce. What few there were on
the market sold higher. Bost short-
keeps, 1,150 to 1,250 lbs.,, at $4.50 to
$4.75; medium short-keeps, 1,150 to 1.250
Ibs., at $4.40 to $4.60; best feeders, 9.50
to 1,100 Ibs.,, at $4 to $4.40; medium
feeders, 950 to 1,100 lbs.,, at $3.85 to
$4.25; best feeders, 800 to 950 lbs., at
£3.60 to $4; medium feeders, 800 to 950
Ibs.. at $3.60 to $4; medinum feeders, 800
to 950 1bs., at $3.35 to $3.65;

to $3.

Milch Cows—About 40 milch cows and
springers, many of which were of com-
mon to medium quality, sold at lower
prices. Prices ranged from $25 to $50
each, which caused many drovers deal-
ing in cows to drop morey.

Veal Calves—About 100 veal calves
were offered. The bulk of the calves
were of inferior quality, and prices for
them were easier. Prices ranged from
$3.50 to $7 per cwt.

Sheep and Lambs—Receipts were
light, with prices about steady. Export
ewes sold at $4.75 to $5.25; bucks, $4
to $4.50; choice lambs at $6.75 to $7.25
per ewt.; mixed lots of lambs at $5.50
to $6.50 per cwt. \\'os}n_\' Dunn bought
the bulk at these prices,

Hogs—About 1,200 hogs were bought
by Mr. Harris, who reperts prices un-
changed at $6:85 for selects and $6.60
for lights and fats.

PENNSYLVANIA SUPREME COURT

Philadelphia, Pa,, March 26.—The Su-
preme Court yesterday sustained the de-
cision of the Common Pleas Court of
Butler county, which on complaint of S.
G. Purvis & Co. had enjoined Local No.
500, United Brotherhood of Carpenters
and Joiners of 'America, and others from
interfering with the:n in the exercise of
their business, and had assessed damages
against the union because of its conduct.
The union had required the complainants
to unionize their mill and had theatened
trouble unless they do so. The demand
was refused, and then the union began
a boycott to compel them to do so.

Judge
Brown says: “The question is the un-
lawfulness of the conspiracy of the ap-
!pellants to injure and destioy the pro-
| ptrty of others, if their demands as to
the employment of workmen are not
complied with. The question is not as
to the unlawfulness of the demands

JOHN B. CLEMENTS,

The Milton Young Man Drowned in the
Valencia Wreck.

The above is a picture of Jobn
Barr Clements, the only man from this
part of Canada to perish on the ill-fated
Valencia, off the British Columbia coast.
The young man, who was 29 years of
age, was the son of Mr. William Clem-
ents, formerly of Milton, but now of
Clarkson, Ont. He left home about
eight years ago. and had been travelling
up and down the coast on different ves-
sels, acting in the capacity of steward.
He was a waiter on the Valencia, vn
which he was taking a trip merely to
fill in time.

In a letter received by his father
from a chum of his, the following is told
of his death:

“I came away from the wrecked ship
about one hour before she went to pieces
on Wednesday morning on a little rait.
That was about 10.30 or 11 o’clock. Jack
was within a few feet of me when I got
aboard the raft. I cried to him to
come and he said, ‘No, I am going to
stay.’ He bade me good-bye as we got
away from the ship. The ship was fast
breaking up then. There was nothing
left, only the rails which ran around the
deck on which were standing about 70
people. 8o it is safe to say that Jack
went down with the ship.”

OPENING OF FLOWERS.

Heat Seems to be the Controlling Influ-
ence of Buds.

An investigation has been carried on
at the University ot Nebraska to dis-
cover the physical causes which produce
the opening and closing of flowers which
take place at certain hours of the day,
as for instance the dandelion, the four
o’clock, the morning glory, the evening
primrose, the flax and many others of
similar character.

In the study light, humidity and water
content of the soil were eliminated as

possible physical factors, and it was:

positively determined that heat is the
important factor in causing the opening
and closing of petals of all flowers which
bloom for more than vne day.

While light exhibited no influence on
such flowers, cold when properly ap-
plied could be made to check the open-
ing, or when opened heat could be applied
to maintain the flower in that condition
for an abnormal length of time.

Flowers which bloom for one day only
appear to be controlled by a swelling or
inflation of the flower petals, the result
of growth and not of stimulation.

The Red Man Coming to the Front.

The Indian is cowing to the front in
these days. On March 4, 1906, the tribal
organization uf the Cherokees, Chicka-
saws, Choetaws, Creeks, and Seminoles
is to be dissolved, and those Indians,
numbering about 90,000, will diffuse
themselves among the mass of the citi-
zenship of the country. Their commun-
ity, the Indian Territory, will form part
of the coming State of Oklahoma, and
the red man will take up a little of the
white man’s burden, and assist in mak-
ing and obeying the laws of \his State
and country.

There are 270,000 Indians in the coun-
try. Of the 170,000 who are outside of
the Five Civilized Tribes of ¢he Indian
Territory and ontside of the State of
New York, 30,000 are attending school.
Civilized clothes are worn wholly by

120,000 of these 170,000 Indians, and are

worn partly by 30,000 more; four-fifths
of these reside in dwelling houses of
civilized style; 70,000 talk English
enough for ordinary purposes, and most
of these can read it; and 40,000 are

¥ The severe cough, closely resembling,
if'not actually, whooping cough, which
has been 80 prevalent in Athens for
the last two months, terminated fatally
in the case of little Freddie McCheyne,
He contracted a cold, from which pneu-
monia developed, and after being criti-
oally ill for several days he passed
away on Sunday evening. The parents
and little brother huve the sympathy
of all in their sore bereavement.

The rspidity with which banking
facilities are extended to meet the
commercial needs ot the growing West
is one of the striking features of devel-
opment in the new provinces. Fore-
most in this enterprise is The Mer-
chants Bank of Canada. During the
last month the Reporter office has
printed introductory literature for five
new branches of this Bank, namely,
