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CATARACT COMPANY 
RENEWS ITS OFFER.

No String to Its Water 
Pumping Proposition.

Company Sends Letter 
to City Council

To be Presented at the 
Meeting To-night.

• At the City Council meeting to-night 
the aJdermen will have read to them a 
letter from the Cataract Power. Com­
pany which should cause them to mark 
time before plunging the city into heav^ 
expense for electric .pumps at the Bench 
pumping station. The company has re­
newed the offer made early in the year 
to install pumps and equipment, charg­
ing the city not any more than it now 
costs to pump water and turning over 
the plant at the end of six wars, free 
of cost, or it agrees to furnish power 
at one half cent per hour per horse pow­
er. The Anti-Cataract aldermen and their 
friends have tried to make out that the 
puny» offer was tangled up with the pro­
posed negotiations over the street rail­
way and have given that as an excuse 
for not taking it up. General Manager 
Hawkins makes it quite clear in the let­
ter received by City Clerk Kent to-day 
that thetoffer is & distinct one, by it­
self, which the company is prepared at 
any time to take up with the city. The 
letter follows:

1 have a letter under date of Decem­
ber 6 from Aid. J. M. Peregrine and W. 
Farrar with reference to the matter of 
our offers for doing the pumping in the 
city waterworks plant at the Beach and 
briefly, I wish to my, without going in­
to a number of details that require con­
sideration, that our offers have been, 
and are now, renewed substantially as 
follows:

(1.) We will undertake the pumping 
of the requisite amount of water for 
the city’s use for a six years term, put­
ting, the requisite pump* and Electrical 
equipment into a building to be placed 
at our disposal at the waterworks plant 
and operate the some for the above stat­
ed period for a monthly payment which 
shall be calculated to i>e ihe same cost 
per million gallons pumped ns the cost 
is determined for the water pumped dur­
ing the year 1906.

For the power lines approaching the 
waterworks plant wo would of course 
Sxpect to get the use of a right of way 
on the route of the pipe line owned or 
OOtotrolled l>% the city corporation.

At the end of the eaid period we would 
turn over to the city the w.hoJe of the 
equipment as its property and would 
agree after that time to enter into « 
contract for a supply of power provid­
ed we at that time had it for sale, at 
the rate of one half cent per ho e per 
horse power, as shown by an integrat­
ing watt hour meter placed in the sec­
ondary terminal supplying the water­
works motor.

12.) To the City Engineer we have 
made an offer to supply the power to 
do the waterworks pumping at the rate 
of one half cent per hour per horse pow­
er measured as in the first offer herein, 
or. if the city would arrange to desist 
from pumping during what i» known as 
peak hours, which am set forth in the 
letter to the City Kngineed. a copv of 
which is hereto attached, we would di- 

, nihiish this rate for the eitvs purposes 
only by twenty per cent, in this eon- 
mvtion I just wish to make the com­
ment that the interpretation of this of­
fer that has been made publicly a mim- 
Ixw of times ha* been dealt with hi the 
most uniformed way and the conclusions 
which have liecn eta tod its arrived at as 
to its vrthlc are very wide of the mark. 
\\o consider the two offers as being 
equally advantageous to the citv.

I trust that this will he dear.though 
1 orth hardly lmpc that tlie full appre 
elation of what i« offered can he ar­
rived at, and. .if any further interpreta­
tion or exposition of the meaning of the 
two offers is required l am at your dis­
posal to go into the matter.”

DOMINION WINS.
DOMINION GOVERNMENT WILL NOT 
NEED TO PAY INDIAN ANNUITIES.

Important Decision by the Exchequer 
Court—Ontario and Manitoba Have 
to Look After Indians in Territory 
Between These Two Provinces.

Ottawa, Ont., Dec. 9. —(Special). — 
The Exchequer Court has handed out 
its judgment in the case of the Dom­
inion against tho. Province of Ontario 
in regard to the Indians on the disput­
ed territory between Manitoba and On­
tario under the Northwest Angle treaty 
No. 3. The result of this juegmeut is 
tliat through the additional territory 
addtid to Ontario by the -boundary aw­
ard the Dominion is relieved of paying 
between ten and -twelve thousand dol­
lars a year in annuities in perpetuity to 
the Indians and a portion of the $1.500 
a year given for ammunition and hunt­
ing and nets for fishing. The treaty was 
negotiated in 1873 and both these iterao 
with interest will have to be paid by 
Ontario to the Dominion which will in 
all amount to about $388,C<eO. The pro­
vince will have to assume this liability. 
The Indians receive $5 a head in perpe­
tuity. This payment in -future will have 
to correspond to the territory as set 
out in the boundary award. That is to 
say, about 33,000 square miles of the 
treaty comes within the Province of On­
tario and about 25,000 in Keewatin and 
Manitoba. The province will therefore 
have to pay in future about $3 a head 
of this annuity and Ontario about $2 a

BODIES OF MINERS ENTOMBED 
IN MINE FEARFULLY MUTILATED

Fifty-Three Bodies Brought Up—Searching For 
the Others—No One Escaped Alive.

Monongnh, W. Vt., Dec. 9.—Sixty 
hours gfter a terrific explosion of black 
damp, wrecked mines Nos. 0 and 8, of 
the Fairmont Goal Co., at this place last 
Friday morning, 53 bodies, or only about 
one-eighth of the total numl>cr of vic­
tims. have been brought to the surface, 
while less than one-fourth of the total 
nuinlier have been actually locitod. The 
others, undoubtedly between 300 and 400 
in number, lie in unknown sections of 
the cast workings that extend two miles 
and more back from the main entries to 
the mines. The mi unlocatcd bodies are 
seriously menaced by two destroying 
elements—-by decay in the overheated, 
humid and vapor-poisoned 'atmosphere of 
the mines and by fires tlv.it are smolder­
ing here and there in the workings and 
from time to time bursting into flames. 
Steadily the chance is ebbing that these 
bodies will be bruugli(| to the surface, 
identified by friends o|kI relatives, and 
given Christian burial.

A large force of skilled miners, volun­

teers for the hazardous task of rescue 
work, are on the scene, ready -to re-enter 
the mines and take up the work where 
they were forced to leave it yesterday, 
when fire broke out in mine No. 8. 
These men await only the word from 
Clarence Hall, the expert of the Federal 
Government, and J. W. Paul, West Vir­
ginia’s chief mine inspector.

Those two men are now in charge, su­
perseding officers of the mining company 
ami others, who directed tho first res­
cue work.

New difficulties and complications 
have confronted the rescuers on every 
hand, but only with brief interruptions 
the work was continued until 3 o’clock 
yesterday afternoon. Then the fire 
drove all from the unexplored regions, 
and the search had to lie abandoned. 
The flames have been fought by every 
possible means, including the laying of a 
water pipe from the river far into the

The lnidiea so far recovered are in a 
horrible condition. An undertaker is au­
thority for the statement that of tho 53 
bodies handled, only three were intact. 
Some were headless, arms were missing

ANXIOUS TO GET 
PATTERSON ROAD.

WATERDOWN PEOPLE WILL TRY TO 
FIND SUITABLE GRADE.

Reeve Emory and Deputy Reeve Davis 
Appointed a Committee— Engineer 
Wingate Consulted.

A well attended meeting was held at 
Waterdown on .Saturday owning when 
the question as to probability of get­
ting Mr. John Patterson to run the 
Hamilton, Waterloo & Guelph Railway 
through Waterdown, was taken up. 
Councillor W. A. Emery presided, and 
said that he had interviewed Mr. Pat­
terson. with Councillor Davis, of the 
same township, and Mr. Patterson had 
told them that if the township could 
kIiow him a way by which he could get 
into Waterdown by a 2 1-2 per coot, 
grade that the road would be run there. 
To do that the road would have to be 
double tracked to the other side of the 
Desjardins Canal, where the lit>e to 
Guelph would branch off. and make a 
detour to Waterdown. The other line 
would go to Rock Chapel and on to 
Galt.. The important point was that the 
grade must not lie over the two and a 
half per cent.. After considerable dis­
cussion over the matter it was decided, 
to appoint Messrs, Emery and Davis 
to go ahead with the matter and see 
what could be done. The Councillors 
haw interviewed Mr. E. B. Wingate, who 
has been over the route, and he will 
see if a route can be laid out with the 
grade that Mr. Patterson asks for. The 
township is strongly in favor of having 
the line go through Waterdown, and it 
would moan more money to Hamilton, 
as well as better facilities for the peo­
ple of the section.

Dealt With the Beach 
Voters Months Ago.

Explained Their Status 
to Saltfleet People.

Temperance People De­
cline the Onus.

A new phase of the trouble which hat 
arisen over the bungling legislation of 
the Whitney Government in relation to 
the Peach has just come to light. As 
far back as last midsummer the tem­
perance people of Saltfleet were laying 
their plans to submit a local option by­
law in January, and Rev. Dr. Clark, one 
of the ardent workers, wrote to the Pro­
vincial Secretary, Hon. W. J. Hanna, on 
tlie subject of the status of the Beach. 
Dr. Clark received a reply in which the 
following clause appears:

One of the effects of the enactment of 
the Burlington Beach Act will no doubt 
he to remove from the voters’ list of the 
Township of Saltfleet the names of the 
residents of Burlington Beach for muni­
cipal purposes, but if you will refer to 
section 17 of the said Burlington Beach 
Act you will see that the commissioners 
are required to perform all the duties 
and powers provided for bv the 1-As­
sessment. Act,” and the “Voters’ List 
Act ’ in the case of clerks, assessors and 
collectors in townships, and the voters’ 
lists prepared under the direction of the 
commissioners by virtue of the said 
section 17 will of course lie available 
for the vote on local option, should the 
council be called upon to submit the 
question to the electors. It follows also 
as a matter of course that the said 
Township Council have all the powers 
incidental to their jurisdiction in thia 
behalf over Burlington Beach, such, for 
instance, as the selection of polling 
places and the appointment, of deputy 
returning officers for the purposes afore­
said.

If the Beach residents have been dis­
franchised, therefore, it is evidently not 
the fault of the Salt-fleet temperance 
people.

The opponents of local option are 
making the Beach bungle the keynote of 
their campaign. They sav the" disfran­
chisement of the voters on the sand strip 
is sure to lead to costly litigation, and 
that the township win have, to pay. The 
temperance people point to some nearby 
municipalities where local option was 
carried, and in which various processes 
of law were brought into play in an ef­
fort to upset it. but without "avail. The 
costs had to be paid not by the munici­
palities, but by the parties who brought 
on the appeals. And they say it will be 
the saine in Saltfleet.

At any rate a lively campaign and 
probably a subsequent hot legal battle 
will result.

DOUBTS HIS AUTHORITY
IN MARTIN APPEAL CASE.

Judge Snider Decides Against Martin Malone re 
Ballinahinch Assessment.

After a long legal argument this 
morning as to whether or not he had 
jurisdiction to hear the appeal of 
Martin Malone, to have the assess­
ment on the estate of the late Ed­
ward Martin, K.C., increased, Judge 
Snider decided to listen to the evi­
dence and reserved his decision on 
tho question of his right to deal 
with the matter. He stated, however, j 
as his opinion, that the Court of 
Revision had no porter to sit on Nov­
ember 16, as it had done, when it 
decided to permit the matter to be 
thrashed out before the judge.

There was a long argument on this 
point, Mr. D’Arcy Martin contend­
ing at the outset that in view of tlie 
fact that the Court of Revision *4 
powers in such matters had ceased 
on November 15, the judge had no 
jurisdiction.

Judge Snider inclined to lhis view, 
too, and said he did not think the 
court had any more power on Nov­
ember 16 than any three men who

might be brought in from the street. 
Mr Malone argued that the court had 
confirmed tho assessments and he 
had a right to appeal against that. 
The judge, however, pointed out that 
the Court of Revision had no power 
to even confirm an assessment after 
November 15.z City Solicitor Waddell 
referred to some amendments made 
to tlie act, which he thought entitled 
the judge to deal with the matter. 
It was then his honor agreed to hear 
the evidence and reserve his decision 
as to jurisdiction.

Tlie first appeal taken up was the one 
aga-inst the Ballinahinch property, and at 
the outset his Honor said he would not 
clmnge the assessment on that, zon the 
same ground as he took when the mat­
ter was up two years ago. These large 
grounds wwc an adornment to the city.

He 
would value it on the basis for which 
the grounds were used, and not on any 
oilier hr.sis.

Evidence as to Previous Quarrels and 
Possession of Revolver by Prisoner i 
Did Not Do Sunfield Substantial 
Wrong.

These are being repaired as rap- 
idriv as found and every other possible 
precaution is lu*ing taken. A second ex­
plosion would undoubtedly lie attended 
with great loss of life among the crowds 
that comtiantIv surround tlie entrances, 
l-orcefl on hand are ]u>werh*%s to keep 
thes* crowds back, and it may yet be 
necessary to caJl out militia for that 
purpose. Almost from the first it has 
been said that many of the bodies are in 
the entries ready to bring tp the sur­
face. but it is now evident that it ie go­
ing to require a long time to complete 
this work. Tliat the centpouy now re­
cognizes this is evidenced by the fact 
that temporary buildings were erected 
and equipped for cooking and serving" 
worm meals to the rescuers.

It is estimated that there are between 
350 and 400 families of the men who 
k>et their lives now in want. Some of 
these will later receive insurance, but 
many have nothing to look forward to.

Hopkinsville, Ky., Held Up by a Large 
Mob.

Hopkinsville. Ky., Dev. 7.—Five lmn I 
died “night riders." masked and heavily j 
armed, marched into Hopkinsville early 
to-da^v and «ieHtroyed properly valued at i 
over $2€0XXX). while citizens in terror of 
their lives feared even to open their j 
window*. The police, fire department. ! 
telephone and telegraph offices, and even 
the railroad stations, were in jw^ses-sion 
of a wild mob. «hooting right anil left, 
flame* from burning building* mean­
while lighting up the city and the sur­
rounding country until it seemel that 
the whole town was ablaze.

Only two men were injured, one of 
them’being Lindsay Mitchell, a tobacco 
buyer, who wus severely beaten with 
switches and dubs, and tlie other, a 
brakemnn. who was allot in the back 
while trying to move his train from 
the path of the flames. Three large to­
bacco warehouses were burned to the 
ground, while the entire glass front of 
the Hopkinsville Kentuckian was de­
stroyed. Thiii paper has been severe in 
its condemnation of the “night rider-." 
There is besides scarcely a house in the 
business part of the city that, did not 
suffer somewhat from the rain of bul­
lets.

Stockholm, Dec. 8.—Oscar II., King of 
Sweden, died at 9.10 o’clock this morn­
ing in the royal apartment of the palace, 
surrounded by the members of his fami­
ly, including the aged Queen Sophia, 
Crown Prince Oscar Gustave and high 
Ministers of" State. Outside the palace 
great crowds stood with bowed heads 
and tearful eyes long after the announce­
ment came of the death of their well­
loved sovereign.

The whole country is bowed with grief, 
for Oscar was something more than a 
ruler of his people, ami had endeared 
himself to them as an intimate and per­
sonal friend. When the flag on the pal­
ace was dipped to half-mast there was a

j dear old King is dead!”
King’s Last Hours.

His 
grandmother was Desiree, daughter of 
a Marseilles stockbroker, who was at 
one time betrothed to the great Na­
poleon. but deserted by him for Jos­
ephine de Beauhnrnois.

Oscar was born in 1829, and ascend 
ed the united throne of Norway and 
Sweden on the death of his brother, 
Charles XV., in 1872, when he was 
forty-three years old.

King Gustave V.
By succession the throne of Sweden 

passes to Oscar Adolphe, Duke of Verm- 
land, eldest son of the dead Monarch, 
who will reign as King Gustave V. He 
took the oath of office before the Cabi­
net and court assembled in the grand 
gallery this afternoon. Then the Princes 
of the blood swore allegiance to the 
King, xvho embraced and kissed them,* 
giving his favorite brother, the giant 
Carl, a hearty slap on the back.

The nexv ruler was born in 1858, and 
was married in 1881 to Princess Victoria 
of Baden-Baden. He much resembles his 
father in gigantic stature and in his light 
Saxon features. He is not unused to the 
cares of State, as he has frequently act­
ed as Regent during the illness or ab­
sence of his father and has displayed 
good sense and ability. Gustave has 
three children—Prince Gustave, Prince 
Wilhelm and Prince Erich.

Failing for Several Years.
King Oscar had been in failing 

health for several years, and when it 
v na announced Wednesday last that 
t,: e Crown Prince had been appointed 
r< gent it did not cause great uneasi­
ness, especially as the physicians in 
timated that all that was necessary to 
restore the King to health was com­
plete rest for a time. From that on. 
however, the aged monarch continued 
to lose strength and his physicians 
xvere in constant attendance, as they 
feared that his heart would refuse 
longer to perform its functions.

ANY even numbered section ot Domin­
ion La nods in Manitoba or the North­

west Provinces, excepting 8 and 26. not re­
served. may be homesteaded by any person 
thv sole head ot a family, or male over 18 
years of age. to the extent of one-quarter 
section, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry must be 
made in person by the applicant at a Do­
minion Lands Agency or Sub-agency.

The fee for recording a claim is $5.
At least $100 muse be expended on the 

claim each year or paid to the mining re­
corder in lieu thereof. When $600 has been 
expended or paid, the locator may. upon hav­
ing a survey made, and upon complying with 
other requirements, purchase the land at $1

The patent provide* for the paymeut of a 
royalty of 2%4 per cent, on the sales.

Placer mining claims generally are 100 
feet square; entrance fee. $5; renewable

An applicant may obtain two leases to 
dredge for gold of five miles each for a term 
of twenty years, renewable at the discretion 
of the Minister of the Interior.

The lessee shall have a dredge ln opera­
tion within one season from the date of the 
lease for each five miles. Rental $10 per 
annum for each mile of river leased. Roy­
alty at the rate of per cent, collected on 
the output after it exceeds $10.000.

“I never saw in any place on this con­
tinent or the old, the effect of drink so 
widespread and1 terrible as this good city 
in which Christ has sent us to live and 
labor together.”

That meir should la- capable of distill- i 
ing that which blasted and destroyed 
their powers was a serious and appalling 
thing. It might not strike the ordinary 
person so, because they were familiar 
with the appalling aspect so continually 
presented to their lives. If only those 
it laid hold of had not responsibilities, 
and the lives and welfare of those de­
pending on them to care for it would not 
lie so terrible, but it descended from 
those of highest influence to the lowest 
of the human rave. It took from man 
that which was the guide of life and 
bent him forth without it to death and 
destruction. Quoting statistics of the 
startling conditions resulting from in­
temperance in the States, his Lordship 
emphasized that this came very near 
home. Although he was born and lived 
for many years in one of the big cities 
of the old land, and travelled extensive­
ly, he had never seen a place where the 
effect of drink was so widespread and 
terrible as in Hamilton.

GIVES OWN LIFE.
Hero of Steamer Slocam Disaite r 

Dies u a Remit of Exertion».
New York, UecJ».—“Greater love hath 

no man than thiC" that a man lay down 
his life for his friends."

Thiâ inscription on an urn, into which 
were put yesterday the ashes of Henry 
X. Mallabur, brings to light for the first 
time the story of a hero whose life waa 
forfeited in the saving of others.

Un June 15, 1904, Mallabar was chief 
clerk in Riverside Hospital on North 
Brother Island, when the ill-fated ex­
cursion steamer General Slocum, a maee 
of flame, bore down on that island. Mal- 
labar was one of the first to see the 
burning vessel and one of the first at 
the work of rescue.

A strong swimmer, he plunged in and 
swam out to where women and children 
wore jumping into the water. He seized 
three little children and took them 
ashore, On the second trip two more 
children were saved and on three suc­
ceeding journeys out to the burning 
steamer he saved three women. The 
last woman he brought to shore weighed 
over 200 pounds. As he dragged her 
to safety out of the water Mallabar fell 
unconscious. The physicials discovered 
that his exertion had caused the burst­
ing of a blood vessel in the brain. Med­
ical aid restored him to the use of his 
faculties, but from'a vigorous, healthy 
man he became a hopeless invalid. Shock 
after shock of paralysis followed, and 
there came one the other day, which 
brought death with it.

Mallabar was bom in England, but 
came to the United States in early 
youth.

It is 
understood that at their last meeting 
the report of the Japanese Government 
outlined a plan by which it is agreed to 
limit emigration to students and CO)li­
mer si a 1 men having means of support, 
and entirely to prevent .Japanese labor­
ers from goinj to America.

It is said that Foreign Minister !laya- 
shi has determined to exercise absolute 
control in the matter. Hon. Rodolphe 
Lemieux, the Canadian Minister of Labor, 
will hold a final conference with Minister 
Hnyashi and Baron lshii to-m mow, 
when he will receive the same assurances 
in regard to a limitation of emigration 
by Japan as the United States has al­
ready received.

The progressive party is preparing for 
an active campaign in the Diet, in oppo­
sition to the Government’s policy to re­
strict emigration to the United States 
mid Canada. It is improbable, however, 
Chat it will succeed in mustering enough 
strength to create a serious situation.

Baden-Powell Gives Some Illustrations 
From Ancient History— Compares

=r' New York. Dec. 8.—The Herald has 
the following special cable from London: 
A cheery soul is the hero of Mafeking, 
Major-General Baden-Powell. He has 
been prophesying the downfall of the 
British Empire jilst in the same way 
that the Roman Empire fall of old. He 
y as lecturing to a big gathering of boy 
scouts in the Regent street Polytechnic, 
and here is a bit of what he is reported 
to have said:

"Great Britain is to-day just about 
tie same as the Roman Empire was two 
thousand years ago. We know the 
latter's history and all her faults. We 
should take care we do not fall into 
the same errors. Rome, too, had a muni­
cipal council which ran up the rates 
and which was always making squabbles 
on party grounds, which seems to be 
just what is happening now in this coun­
try.

"Rome. too. hail a question of free 
food. Rome had games, but gradually 
gave up the playing of them and paid 
others to do it. They didn t mind kill- 

' fng a few gladiators, because they could 
quite easily buy a few more. But I 
don’t suppose it could be done in the 
feame way now. because I understand 
that the football players cost about 
L2.000.

"By giving up playing the Romans be­
came puny. The foreign manning of 
their f-hips was another reason for their 
fall, but 1 could keep on giving com 
parisons between the Romans at their 
fall and the Britons at the present

.All this, of course, was merely a pre­
face to encourage the boy scouts to 
grow up with determination to do their 

. duty.

READY TO STRIKE.
SEVENTY-FIVE THOUSAND EM- 
PLOYEES ON 65 ROADS INVOLVED.

Canadian Lines Affected—Men Will 
Demand Higher Pay and Uniform 
Rules—Ballot on Demand in Pro­
gress.

Pittsburg, Dec. 8.—Seventy-five thous­
and railway men on 65 different lines 
east of the Mississippi River, and includ­
ing eastern Canada, arc preparing for a 
strike in January unless wages are ad­
vanced and uniform working rules 
adopted.

Members of the union here began vot­
ing to-day on demands intended to bo 
made June 2nd next. The result of the 
ballot will l>e known December 26th. 
The Order of Railroad Conductors and 
the Brotherhood of Railway Trainmen 
are working together in formulating the 
demands to be presented to the different 
railroads simultaneously. If these de­
mands are not met, it is threatened that 
more than thirty railroads will be tied 
up at once.

Radical changes and increases of pay 
are to lie asked in every branch of the 
service. A circular outlining plans for 
the movement has been received by 
union railroad men. One of the changes 
demanded is.the abolition of the “double 
header'* (two locomotives with only one 
train crew), the two engines to be per­
mitted in extraordinary cases only.

The vote being taken is not a strike 
vote directly, but one to determine the 
sentiment of the men as to the ques­
tions proposed.

l’ubllc ownership has, of course, been suc­
cessfully applied to both national and muni­
cipal undertakings but it has always been 
a cardinal principle that the public Which 
pays lor. owns and manages the undertak­
ing; must be the same public that uses the 
utility furnished.

This principle is so simple and so obvi­
ously correct that examples of or arguments 
about It would be out of place were It not 
for the fact that we at present see a public 
ownership scheme proposed In this province 
without any such guiding principle at alt.

Let me then illustrate. Of national own­
ership the postal services of Great Britain 
and Canada and the British telegraph ser­
vice are good examples. These are utilities 
provided for every subject of the nation and 
the nation as a whole properly pays for pro­
viding them.

Of municipal ownership, waterworks, light­
ing plants and fire-fighting establishments 
arc good illustrations. These utilities are 
for the use of every member of each cor­
poration or municipality that provide# them, 
and the people as a whole, therefore, pro­
perly pay for their provision.

But in this power transmission plan, by 
which1 the people of the province at large 
are to be called upon to construct and main­
tain a line for the transmission of hydro­
electric power to a few selected communi­
ties. the cardinal principle of all such en­
terprises Is ruthlessly violated. None of 
those guarantees of safety which should al­
ways be preeent when such a radical, econ­
omical move is made ere provided, and .1 
ship without steering gear Is being launched 
upon the waters of Provincial life which Is 
likely to become a very dangerous econ­
omic derelict as time goes on.

It is to be remembered too that the car­
riage or transmission of a thing from the 
producer to the distant consumer Is. eo far 
as the consumer Is concerned, just as im­
portant as the production of the thing it­
self. It is nothing to the consumer, who 
isthe real beneficiary whether the power or 
other product that has been made cheap to 
him is so made cheap by the government 
nroducing it or transmitting It or by pay­
ing someone else to do one or the " other 
or both. The consumer gets the ultimate 
benefit and Is elmply being given the value 
of that benefit by hie government.

By considering this we see the viciousness 
of the Ontario power policy, which amounts 
to no more and no less than bestowing bene­
fits on the people of certain parts of the pro­
vince at the oost of the people of the pro­
vince at large. To provide and maintain 
a power supply for the whole of the pro­
vince and for the general benefit of all the 
people thereof end at their or general cost 
might be right, but for the whole province 
to provide a supply of power to a few select­
ed and already most highly favored parts of 
the province can hardly be right under the 
circumsrtances that exist.
. haa been said by some that the 
building and maintenance of this Niagara 
nower transmission line will not be a 
charge on general revenue because It will 
be eelf-suatainlng. and therefore be a 
charge on no one. Whether this Is true or 
not no one can tell. But If It should be 
true we do not see that justification could 
be got out of the truth.

MISSOURI’S SUNDAY LAW.

Two Hundred Actors and Actresses Ar­
rested for Violating It.

Kanea* City, Mo.. Dec. 7.—Drastic 
measure# were taken here to-day to en­
force the Sunday closing law. The 
Grand Jury indicted 228 travelling actors 
and actresses and employees of local 
theatres charged with violating the Mis­
souri law forbidding labor on Sunday. Of 
this number 141 were arrested and gave 
bail for $200 each, while the others evad­
ed the officers and left the city without 
being apprehended.

The court room presented an unusual 
and almost ludicrous appearance when 
the persons arrested were lined up be­
fore Judge Wallace to give bond. Many 
of the performers went directly from 
the matinees to the court house and had 
not had an opportunity to remove the 
paint from their faces. About one-third 
of them were women, many of them 
chorus girls.

Hamilton’s reputation as a football
centre was saved on Saturday after-
noon at the Cricket grounds, when the 
Tiger II., winners of the Interpro­
vincial Rugby Union’s intermediata 
series, defeated the Montreal II., 
champions of the Quebec Union’s 
second series, by a score of 29 to 0. 
The match was for the intermediate 
championship of the Dominion and 
was witnesed by a large crowd, about 
1,600 persons. The game was too 
one-sided to be really interesting from 
tha spectators’ view point. but the 
result was highly satisfactory and 
the fans were in good humor through­
out. The - weather conditions for the 
match were ideal, the sun being just 
strong enough for the comfort of the 
players and spectators. The grounds 
were not in good condition, however, 
being very slippery. The Tigers had 
a considerable advantage over the 
easterners in we.ght and were in 
better condition physically. As the 
ball was always slimy, there was a 
good deal of fumbling on the part 
of both teams. The Easterners were 
outplayed in every division. Onl>1 
once in the course of the gome did 
they have a good opportunity to 
score, when the ball was close enough 
for a mint to the dead line, hut 
they didn’t embrace this. In the 
first half the Tigers had things all 
their own way, but in the second 
half the visitors put up a stronger 
defence, and made the game more 
interesting. The game was fairly 
clean, although quite a number of 
the players were sent to the penalty 
time-keeper. Mr. George Ballard, the 
referee, being strict. The worst, in­
cident of the game was when Ward 
was struck on the nose by Vickley 
His nose was broken and he was 
knocked out completely. Vickley 
claimed he was kicked intentionally 
by Ward and some of the spectators 
sày they saw Vickley kicked.

All the 
members of the team were at their 
best in Saturday’s game. Fill 
the only one who came in for criti­
cism. He was sent to the line two 
or three times for being unnecessar­
ily rough—roughness that gained 
nothing.

The star of the visitors was Tot- 
hill. the full back.

WOMEN IN BRITISH POLITIOS.

They Work as Individuals, Also in 
Various Leagues. ^

Among the notable women in British 
polities is Mrs. M il liven t Fawcett, of the 
Liberal VnionisVs, a fine speaker with a 
dear voice and the author of various 
books, political and biographical.

Mrs. Cornwall is West, formerly Lady 
Randolph Churchill, is described as “a 
politician to lier linger tips,” says the 
World to-day. She has both canvassed 
and spoken frequently in behalf of her 
son, Winston Churchill. !>he was also 
the founder and editor of the Anglo- 
Saxon Review.

The Primrose League was organized in 
1883 by Lord Randolph Churchill and 
others in memory of Benjamin Disraeli 
(Lord BvaconeCield). It has liecome a 
great conservative body, with more than 
a million members—men, women and 
children. At its annual festivals the 
leaders of the party make known their 
political purposes and enlist its assist­
ance in carrying them out.

A rival organisation was instituted by 
Mrs. Gladstone in 188(1—the Woman’s 
Liberal Federation—which has developed 
Bonn* strong women speakers. It draws 
together women of all ranks and is a 
largo educative force politically.

In 1888 tho Liberal Unionists followed 
suit in establishing a federation xvbich 
differs from the others mainly in its 
opposition t-o home rule. It has thirty- 
six branches and a membership of from 
fourteen to tjiftcen thousand. These 
three organizations are influential fac­
tors in political affairs in Great Britain.

The LadieS* Land League was founded 
hv Michael D.avUt in February of that 
year ns an auxiliary of the Irish Land 
League. When the latter was suppressed 
by Mr. Gladstone the women took en­
tire management of its work until Mr. 
Parnell's release from prison, $860,000 
passing through their luuids in tight 
months.

But it is a fiction founded j 
on the fact that oply a single Manie- ' 
luke of the severv. hundred and odd 
who were mustered in Cairo on that 
fatal morning auxvived the massacre, 
hut he survived because he was on 
tho sick list at the time, and was con­
sequently unable to attend the parade 
in the citadel, and the Pasha, hnx'- 
ing nothing to fear from a single man 
spared his life. A story never loses 
in the telling in the mouth of an 
Egyptian, and he is quite capable 
of inventing one to account for any 
incident or appellation that he does 
not happen to understand. There 
were formerly two gates to the cita­
del of Caire, called respectively the 
Gate of the Janissaries and the Gate 
of the Arabs, from the titles of two 
Turkish military corns to whopa their 
chmge was confided. But "theJ exis­
tence and the very name of these 
corps have long been forgotten by 
the Egyptians, and they accounted for 
the name Bob elAzab by inventing 
a story of a saint called Sidi Arab, 
around xvhose name a whole legend 
of marx'ela and miracles has grown 
up. while the little chamber in the 
gateway formerly occupied as the 
guardhouse is pointed out as tho 
saint’s hermitage. By and by, Mr 
Knight-Adkin in his stirring an | 
spirited ballad has represented the 
massacre as occurring when the 
Mamelukes were entering the cita­
del It was when they were leaving 
it that it really occurred. The whole 
of them had entered into the lane 
which was their death trap before 
the gates at each end were closed 
before and behind them. The spot 
pointed out as the scene of the Mame­
luk s leap is on the terreplein of the 
citadel.—London Spectator. t
