A STORY OF THE S. W. MIRAMIOHI.

[Written for the Star.]

It lias been slated by a writer in 
the Star that, a crock of gold was 
bui ieil at the mouth of the Clear 
Water, a-branch of the S. W. Mir- 
ainiehi. Such indeed is the case 
and were not my circninstaiives such 
as they are at present, the eyes ol Hie 
antiquarian would he gladdened by 
the right of hundreds of French coins 
which have been long concealed tin­
der a weight of earth and 3tones. 
The circumstances which have pre­
vented ard will forever prevent me 
Irom atlempi.ing to bring to light 
these long buried treasures, are of 
such a distressing charneler that 1 
refrain from mentioning them out 
of regard as well as to my own 
feelings as to those of my renders.

It xvas just 50 years ago on the 
fi.stday of April last, that J first 
learned the existence of this crock of 
gold on our river. The time and 
way in xv Inch this discovery was 
made is singular. When a young 
man I used to work leaking pine 
timber on Rocky Brook, with a Mr. 
Sprague, an American lumberman, 
whom some persons yet living on 
this river will still remember. He 
was abat'd working man and drove 
us young fellows well ail day. The 
river drivers' life at this time- was 
one of great hardship ; tve used no 
tents and our blankets were few and 
not very thick. I worked as conkee 
or cook’s assistant, on Sprague’s 
drive.

The night after wo had 
cleared the mouth of Rocky Brook, 
about 9 o’clock, the cook sent me 
down to the river for turn of 
walei as he called it, with which to 
freshen some salt fish which he was 
preparing for the morning's meal. 
Our tired crew lai r down to rest lie- 
lore a glorious rock maple fire. We 
had taken special care to dig awav 
the snow with our snow shoes so as 
to build it on the ground, in order 
that xve might have a good bed of 
coals with which to hake a large 
batch of bread which was to serve 
us until we reached the mouth of 
Trout Brook, where tve had some 
flour axvaiting us.

The night xvas very fine, and 
stars glittered and twinkled in 
blue vault of heaven with all 
lustre they c >uld exhibit in 
bright clear air of an April evening. 
The moon" had arisen and the cre­
scent orb hung suspended in the iran- 
quit air. Tired out by the labors 
of the day, for my duties had requir­
ed uic to cut and drag Vo the camp­
ing ground nearly half a cord of 
wood, I seated myself by the shore 
where the water had washed the 
snow away. I thought of the happy 
time when our crew would arrivent 
Boies' and our labours be over for 
the present, as our contract to 
drive ended there, when McKay was 
to take them with some of his own 
doxvn to D.iuglasiown xvheve they 
xvc’c to be delivered to the Rankin 
concern. While seated thus list­
lessly, my eye caught sight of a 
bright object on the bottom, where 
the water was hut a fexv inches in 
depth .Stooping down I found a hard 
bright substance imbedded in the 
mud, xvlueh resisted alt my efforts 
to raise it. Having botvevi ran axe i 
with me I dug doxvn into the soil I 
clay iü which it was imbedded, and I

to my great astonishment succeeded 
in raising what appeared . to be a 
copper box firmly bound by what 
seemed to me silver anils; hastily 
turning mV prize, over, an 1 rubbing 
the mini off il l xvas bii-ily engaged, 
in endeavouring to open it when £ 
heard i he cook's haisli voice calling 
‘•Jim, Jim.” Secreting my tre.asum 
under an old root in the hank I 
hurried up to where the cook was 
standing in a violent rage.. When I 
came near enough to him ho hastily, 
pulled off one of his slags and 
throwing at me struck me so severe 
a blow that I saw more stars than 
ever glittered in that pure sky. At 
least it seemed so to me.

However peace xvas soon restored 
and everything being made ready 
for the morning, xve lay down under 
the blankets. As isofie i the case 
among lumbermen, a conversation 
was started, the chief speaker being 
an old Frenchman" "’ho had lived 
many years on the South Weft. The 
subject was buried money. He said 
that his grandfather was one of the 
French who had escaped . from the 
mouth of the Mirnniiclii to . the 
Clear Water, in the year 1763, and 
he had often heard him say that one 
of these refugees win together with 
his daughter had been killed bv the 
English, had brought xvith him a 
crock of gold which he lmd hidden 
at the month ot the Clear Water.

hack and finding the rest o. compa­
nions fast asleep, 1 quietly un­
locked my kennehecker and placed 
my treasure which xvas about 3 
inches thick by eight long, iu it' 
and replaced the kennehecker under 
my Iliad as a pillow, determining 
not to Icok at the box again until 
we had arrived at Boiestoxvn, and 
my companions would he no longer 
suspicious of any strange" move­
ments which I might make. I laid 
quietly down to rest and was soon 
asleep- It seemed to ho about an 
hour after I had fallen asleep when 
a venerable old man, his long white 
hair falling over his shoulders, bent 
down ovei me, saying in a strange 
language xvhat I now know was : 
“pauvreenfant ” Behind him stood 
a lovely girl with long black hair, 
clothed in long robes of ancient 
style such as I had seen in an en­
graving in an old French box k in 
my fathers house.

with his closed fist which however 
I dodged. Peace restored I at once 
proceeded to renew the fire, and 
shortly after again retired to rest. 
Our drive proceeded rapidly down" 
river. The timber, which would 
average 20 inches, floated very 
lightly, and as the xvatcr rose a 
little xve did not have much sacking 
to do.

While the rest of the crew 
were throwing handspikes and try­
ing to knee ban els of pork, I quietly 
stole off up an old portage which 
luUuxved t ic shore ol" liarutlaud 
Brook, taking my keneueeker at the 
same time in my hand. When.I 
had got about half a mile up the 
stream, I sat doxvn under a fir winch.
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grew close to a bend iu the river. 
Here L opened my kenchecker, drew 
out the box and proceeded to open 
it with the aid of a hammer and 
small iron wedge which 1 borrowed 
from a servant man at Boies’ house. 
With a good deal ot difficulty I suc­
ceeded in forcing the cover open, 
when oiit dropped at my feet a roll 
of parchment aud a small miniature 
on ivory. On examining the latter 
I at once recognized the sweet face 
of the young girl whom I had seen 
in my dream, but her look was only 
of youthful joy : no trace of sorrow 
on her youthful face, no tear drop in 
her eye.

PROFESSOR SHELDON’S 
IMPRESSIONS.

Professor Sheldon has written sev­
eral letters to the leading English 
newspapers giving his impressions of 
Canada as a country for agricultural 
and pastoral purposes. Not a small 
portion of his letters is devoted to 
New Brunswick, with which Province 
he has been particularly pleased ; and 
he does not forget to tell the English 
people the great courtesy he was 
shown by the members of onr Local 
Government. He speaks at some 
length of the “magnfiicont grass lands 
of Nova Scotia and New Brunswick,” 
and gives a lengthy and very correct 
account of the noble acres of intervale 
which lie within the arms ot the valley 
of the St John river. Ho shows how 
the kindly rains of spring fill the 
rivers to brimming, and that while 
the possessor ot the lands sleeps, 
the busy streams are engaged bring­
ing down manure which is deposited 
on the flats by the main river.

The uplands of the entire province 
pleased the professor well, and he 
thinks them capable of producing in 
large store, cereal root, and green 
erops; and affording excellent pas­
turage for cattle. He thinks New 
Brunswick singularly well adapted for 
raising sheep, and without at all con 
etdering ourselves wiser than oar 
neighbors, over a year ago, we de 
voted several columns in support of 
the same idea in the Fredericton 
Star. "We certainly think if many 
are to become wealthy in this province 
by raising cattle for the British 
markets, the larger number will be 
found raising flocks of sheep. A few 
will raise large oxeu, indeed a good 
many may ; but hundreds iu tii»o 
will raise sheep, because while from 
the meat and the fleeces flow en­
couraging profits, the labor of keeping 
them will be and is little in com­
parison with the cost and 'trouble of 
keeping other cattle.

The Professor did not like our 
sernbby cattle, and his companion a 
corpulent Englishman on the best of 
terms with bis own stomach, under­
went the most excruciating agony eat­
ing our tough dry beef. They have not 
hesitated to say our stocks here are 
coarse aud scrawny; aud that in the 
English markets they would be a 
drug; but at the same time they 
consider them a good foundation on 
which to build up superior breeds.

They would not recommend the 
English farmer to take his axe 
into the greenwood to make 
a home, but they would re­

commend the purchase of several 
«vacant farms they have seen. They 
.evidently take pleasure in' demons­
trating to the English that the inhab­
itants of NeW Brunswick are not 
Indians; that they are hospitable 
-white people, with Whom the English 
farmer would get along pro If/ weU-

We fancy their letters will have the ef­
fect by-and-bye of bringing out some 
English stock raisers hero who will 
buy some of our spare farms, and 
show our people the wealth they 
could have made had they long ago 
begun to raise flocks of sheep or oxen 
and given some attention to system­
atic breeding rather than trudging 
along in the honest but extremely 
backward way m which their fore­
fathers trod.

The St. John News and the Free­
man, two newspapers which have 
never yet proposed anythhig, sneered 
at the effects of the delegates visit 
here. Well, if it did no good, it did 
no harm at any rate, and those who 
brought them here at least deserve 
some credit for their efforts after bene­
ficial results.

THE LEPERS AT TRACADIE.

Mr. Tache, Deputy Minister of 
Agriculture, has taken a very deep- 
interest in the unfortunate lepers at 
Tracadie- With a view to seeing 
what could best be done for their 
immediate comforts, and of ascertain* 
ing all that was possible to be known 
with respect to their disease, its 

SThl* TVTnrth Çïf rap communication and transmission, he 
IvUlUJ ÜIUI* has visited Tracadie three times. We

have just been informed that 
he has now in press a book 
on onr lepers and their lep­
rosy, which ho has written at the 
instance chiefly of parties in England. 
The Dominion Government as our 
readers are aware have taken charge 
of the lazaretto; and so long as the 
unfortunates are such objects of in­
terest to a deputy of the proper de­
partment, we may be sure that they 
will be cared for well.

It would be wasting time now to 
publish over again any of the specif 
lotions of the newspapers respecting 
the origin of this terrible disease in 
this Province. Some have maintained 
that long ago a certain ship bound 
from the East to Europe, by stress of 
weeuecy yvas driven in upon our Nor­
thern Shore; that t||p shipwrecked 
people built house's and lived along 
the coast, and that there were one or 
more lepors among them. That in 
time through intermarriage the dis­
pose spread, and manifested itself in 
the most unexpected quarters. Others 
again aay that It first was eppp jp a 
family named Tingley if we mistake 
not; though the latter story if true» 
would seem to us to be so only iu as 
far as it Should be based on the 
former.

Leprosy as onr readers know, la a 
disease characterized by the forma­
tion of scaly patches on the akin, of 
different sizes, but having always 
nearly a circular form. The disease 
is thus classified: Lepra vulgaris or 
common leprosy, Lepra alphes or 
white leprosy, end Lepra nigricins or 
black leprosy. Leprosy first manu 
fests itself in small distinct reddish 
elevations of the cuticle which en­
large till they sometimes become as 
large as a penny. They aro covered 
with scales which accumulate and 
form a thick prominent crust and are 
as quickly reproduced as they fall off. 
The disease usually makes its appear­
ance tii st about the knee or elbow aud 
extends by degrees sometimes over 
the whole body. It creeps slowly 
along, often taking years, to manifest 
itself. It seldom disturbs the general 
health of the patient. In the black 
leprosy the patches are dark and livid, 
in the white leprosy the patches are 
dipressed in the centre. We believe 
the lepers at Tracadie are affected 
with the white leprosy. The disease 
is oflenest hereditary, sometimes 
skipping fwo or three generations, 
and manifesting jjsc)f in the third 
or fourth. It sometimes comes with­
out apparent cause, though in such 
cases It Is doubtless induced by ex­
posure to cold or damp. It is a stub­
born disease, and often tolls the best 
exertions at curing. Stimulating 
liquors are avoided because they tend 
fo inflame and aggravate. Those 
who ancient books have learnt 
that in olden tliflas t|>e disease was 
far more malignant than nqqr, so 
much so indeed that it may well be 
doubted if the modern form is a typo 
at all of the old. Some learned per­
sons think that the leprosy of the 
East, and that spoken of in the Bible, 
was the same as what is now known 
as Elephantiasis.

NORTHUMBERLAND ON 
COLD SIDE.

In years not far past, Northum­
berland in the eye of Ottawa was the 
second county in the Province, and 
any reasonable praver she made was 
invariably granted. We have all 
heard of the strife that raged within 
the council doors when one Hon. 
Minister from New Brunswick wanted 
the Intercolonial down the valley of 
the St John to the sea, and when 
another put his foot down and de­
clared it should go round the coast 
and down by the doors of his con­
stituents. We know that this Minister 
carried his point; and we also know 
the Minister was lion Peter Mitchell,

The other day as dark 
was coming , on. the writer 
passed by the Newcastlor round 
liouso—and he saw it as it has' been 
for two years, gloomy ami still. 
Two or three men now ami again, 
poke around the forges^but the many 
scores have gone, Ahdj the money 
they earned at NexVbastlo, is new 
drawn at Moncton. Yet over this 
unfortunate state of affaire we had no 
tears to shed, because Northumber­
land deserved to lose her round house 
work and ten times more. For she 
had beep pampered by,the Govern­
ment tor five long years, a Govern­
ment who refused her benefactor 
nothing that he asked ; but when the 
wheel went round and for a fleeting 
time saw this same representative on 
that side where the st;n didn’t shine, 
she anted the ingrate—and like Esan 
basely sold her birthright for a mess 
of pottage. Wo can hold out no 
hopes of a revival ot work in the 
Newcastle roundhouse to onr readers, 
while the county remains in i<s 
present unfortunate and un-repre. 
sented state. There are many other 
tilings which of right belong also to 
this county, such for example as the 
extension of a Dominion steam 
service to Chatham, but the county 
does not deserve anything more than 
she hqs #nd she wil1 W- bo at all 
likely to get any more for the pre­
sent. She is now reaping the legiti­
mate fruit* of her action, and can 
expect and deserves nothing but the 
husk and the vinegaf, as those who 
sow the wind must reap the whirl- 
wjprt* It is fli||y fair that the mem­
ber who is the choice! Of the county’s 
perversity, should be accompanied 
by all the drawbacks of which we 
speak and which the jroople earned in 
ejecting him to the -position he so 
wretchedly graces,

THE VACANT SEAT.

There is now a vacancy tor York 
in the Upper House. If Mr. Blair get 
loo refractory next winter, the Gov­
ernment will be able to offer him the 
place, The Farmer suggests that 
Mr. Randolph should get the seat; 
but it would want Mr. Inches to get 
it, only that gentleman wants to get 
a Senatorship. The Government have 
time enough to fill up this scat, and 
can find man pnough to take it—we 
dont believe Dr. Archer himself 
wonld refuse it: so the Farmer 
needn’t be in such a hurry.

Hon. John A. Beckwith, M.L.C. 
died at Frederictoh, on Tuesday last, 
at the ripe old age of eighty. Mr. 
Beckwith was one of the most 
prominent public men of his day, was 
for many years 'a representative of 
York County at the Local Legislature, 
and also held the office of Provincial 
Secretary. He was also a prominent 
militia man, actively engaged in 
several prominent industries ; and 
was qqjtp a useful member of society.

WEALTH SKIMMED
WATER.

FROM

Bradford, Pa., Nov. 10.—Until the 
recent rains, there iu more oil running 
in many of the creeks iu this region 
than there was water, the tankage for 
petroleum being insufficient to store the 
over-production. Last August, Hugh 
Potts was out of work. He leased a 
plot of ground near Tarporl. The 
Tuna Creek runs through it. Potts 
put a boom across the Creek. He had 
a large tin boat ■ pump made. By the 
time he had built a 250 barrel tank on 
the bank of the creek his boom had col­
lected a pool of waste oil that stood six 
inches deep on the water, and covered 
space enough to hold many hundred 
barrels. Potts went to work pumping 
the oil but bf the dam by hand. He 
filled his tatik in three days. Then he 
put up four other tanks. When these 
were done a freshet -came. The boons 
was carried away, and with ' it' 
ten thbuSand" barrels of oil. that had 
collected. Since then Potts has Sited' 
his five tanks, besides selling several 
hundred barrels at one dollar à barrel. 
The cold weather has thickened the oil 
in the creek, so. that it cannot be 
pumped. Potts is having a boiler put 
up on his lease, and intends to inject 
steam by numerous jets in the lake of 
oil. This he thinks will reduce the oil 
to pumping consistency. He says if he 
had commenced busiuee sooner he would 
have had 25,000 barrels of oil on hand 
now. He sells the oil to Buffalo, 
Franklin and Chicago parties. It is 
mixed with Franklin oil and used as a lub­
ricator. Potts has made $2,000 since he 
put his dam in in August. He says col­
lecting the oil that others waste is better 
than owning any of the wells. There 
are now standing in his dam 6,000 bar­
rels of petroleum, which is increased by 
hundreds of barrels daily.

The Miramiehi Fortune Teller. | -
In Stellarton the scene of the horrible 

disester the other day, there is a crone 
who from time to time has given warning 
of explosions and deaths in the coal pits. 
The superstitious people regard her as 
a supernatural kind of being. As she 
belonged to the Miramiehi, more detailed 
accounts of her prophecies may not be 
uninteresting to our readers here. It 
seeina this last, « well as all the other 
disuters, were predicted by the old sooth­
sayer in New Glasgow, Mrs. Coos or 
Cross, On September 15th a flooded pit. 
was broken into from the Foord pit and 
considerable damage was done bat no 
lives lost. At Ibis time the fortune­
teller referred to was visited by some of 
the superstitious miners. Thé old crone 
predicted V.’at there shortly would be 
another accident by water, with loss of 
life, and further on, said she, on 
November 12<A there would be* a 
mighty blast in the mine, and the con 
sequences would be fearful, for the 
Foord pit was doomed.

The men were so much impressed 
by what many of them-now believed to 
be a solemn w#rnUg that some objected 
to goUg into the pit again» and about 
twenty left the mines. The supposed 
foolish crednlity of the latter was made 
the subject of much comment from the 
pulpit and the old woman denounced * 
a Lumbug.

One yonng man named Boberfs, per­
haps with a presentiment of impending 
doom, visited her à few days before the 
•sploeioa. She told him he would be 
laved jf he heeded her warning and stop­
ped oW of the mine on November 12. 
On Friday morning as he left the house 
be remarked to his mother : “ This is
the day Mrs. Coos said the pit was to 
blast.” His mother rebuked him for 
listening to idle words, aod he‘went, put 
—to count within an hour one -amobg 
the many victime "of the crone’e only 
too accurate forecast of the fate which 
has of late overtaken the Foord pit.

A level Fishing Boat
We have seen a good many curious 

things since Cuming to Miramiehi ; but" 
the meet curious of all is a fishing boat, 
half vehicle aod half scow, constructed 
by Mr. Joseph Buddoek, one of our best 
known iportsmen. The boat is in­
tended for shallow rivers, and is large 
enough to hold three persons and .ueir 
equipments. To it a pair of shafts are 
attached, and when the party reach the 
river, they harness their horse, lead it 
into the river, take their seats in the 
boat, and let the animal jqg 1 along, 
cropping the bushes, which,’ leaning over 
to kiss the stream, become acquainted 
with the horse’s lips instead. In the 
river «long which the animal go* there 
is usually from two or three inches, to a 
foot of water, so that for a great part 
of the way the strange boat is floated 
along. Sometimes it grounds, and ie 
dragged over the bar or shallow 
sometimes the horse gets into a small 
hole whi :h he swims over, the party 
keeping their seats, and enjoying their 
cigars all the while. The comforts of 
this need not be pointed ont to him who 
has headed all day against a strong 
current, tarrying heavy luggage. Mr. 
Bnddock’s hunt is the first of the kind 
we have ever Li ard of : he built it two 
years ago. Weighs about 140 lbs.

The Boy Astronomer-
The first transit of Venus everseen by 

a human eye was predicted by a boy, 
and was observed by him just as he 
reached the age of manhood. His name 
was Jeremiah Horrox.. He lived in an 
obscure village near Liverpool, England. 
He was a lover of books of science, and 
before he reached the age of eighteen he 
had mastered the astronomical know­
ledge of the day. He studied the prob­
lems ofKeiper, and he made the dis­
covery that the tables of Kelper, 
indicated the nearness of the transit of 
Venus across the sub’s centre. This 
was in the year 1635. Often, in mid­
summer nights, Horrox was in the fields 
watching the planet Venus. The
desire sprang up within him to see the 
transit of this beautiful planet across 
the sun’s disk, for it was a sight that no 
eye had seen, and one that would tend 
to solve some of the greatest problems 
in astronomy. So the boy examined
the astronomical tables of Kelper, and 
endeavored to find when the next transit 
would occur. He found an error in the 
tables, and he, being the- first of all as­
tronomers to make precise calculations, 
discovered the exact date of the next 
transit. He told hia secret to’ one in­
timate friend, a boy, who, like himself 
loved science. The yonng astronomer 
then awaited the event which he had 
predicted. The memorable year 
came at last—1639. The predicted
day of the transit came too. at the end of 
the year. It was Sunday. It found 
Horrox, now just past twenty years of age 
intently watching a sheet of paper, on 
which lay the sun’s reflected image. 
Over this reflection of the sun’s disk on 
the paper, he expected to see the planet 
pass like a moving spot or shadow. 
Suddenly the church bells rang. He 
was a very religious youth, and was ac­
customed to heed tile chutch bell as a 
call from heaven. The paper slill was 
spotless; no shadow broke the outer 
edge of the sun's laminions circle. Still 
the bells rang. Should he go? A 
cloud might hide the sun before his 
return, and the expected disclosure be 
lost for a century. Bnt Horrox said— 
“I.roust not neglect the worship of the 
Creator to see the wonderful things the 
Creator has made.” So he left his 
room and went to the house of God. 
When he returned from service the sun 
was still shining, and there, like a sha­
dow on the bright circle of the paper, 
was the pi met Venus ! It crept slowly 
along the bright circle, like the finger 
of the Invisible. Then the boy astrono­
mer knew that the problems of astro­
nomy were correct, and the thought 
filled his heart with religious joy.
