THE LIGHT OF THE WORLD.
Sir Edwin Arnold’s new poem, “ The 

Light of the World, ” is worthy of a high 
place in the literature of our language. It 
is in six books, entitled respectively : 
“ Mary Magdalene,” “The Magus,” “ The 
Alabaster Box,” “The Parables at Tyre,” 
the “Love of God and Man,” and the 
“ Great Consummation.” We give a few 
quotations which will show the style in 
which the great subject is treated. Apoe- 
trophysing Bethlehem, the poet says :
" So many hills arising, green and gay 
On Earth’s large mound, and that one hill to 

say
11 was His bearing place ! ’ On Earth’s wide 

breast
So many maids ! and she — of all most 

blest —
Heavily mounting Bethlehem to be 
His Mother ! Holy Maid of Galilee !
Hill with the olives and the little town I 
If rivers from their crystal founts flow down, 
If ’twas the dawn which did day’s gold un­

bar,
Ye were beginnings of the best we are—
The most we see, the highest that we know, 
The lifting Heavenward of man’s life be­

low.”
Here is “ the mild burden of the Min­

strelsy ” which the watching Shepherds 
heard:

Peace beginning to be 
Deep as the sleep of the sea 

When the stars tlieir faces glass 
In its blue tranquillity ;
Hearts of men upon earth,
From the first to the second birth,

To rest as the wild waters rest
With the colors of Heaven in tlieir breast.

Love, which is sunlight of peace,
Age by age to increase,

Till Anger and Hatred are dead 
And Sorrow and Death shall cease ;
“ Peace on Earth and Good-will ! ”
Souls that are gentle and still 
Hear the first music of this 
Far off, infinite Bliss !
He pictures the sea of Galilee in these 

beautiful lines :
Clear silver water in a cup of gold,
Under the sunlit steeps of Gadara,
It shines —His Lake — the Sea of Cliinner- 

eth —
The waves He Loved, the waves that kissed 

His feet
So many blessed days. Oh, happy waves ! 
Oh, little, silver, happy sea, far-famed, 
Under the sunlit steeps of Gadara !

Fair is the scene still, tho’ the grace is gone 
Of those great times when nine white cities 

dipped
Their walls into its brink, and steel-shod 

keels
Of Roman galleys ground its sparkling 

sands ;
And Herod’s painted pinnaces, ablaze 
With lamps,and brazen shields and spangled 

slaves,
Came and went lordly at Tiberias ;
And merchant ships of Ghoe, and fisher 

boats,
From green Bethsaida and Chorazzin drove 
Pearl furrows in the sapphire of its sleep ; 
And, by its beach — where the cranes wade 

midleg,
And long reeds lisp ; and milky ripples roll 
The purple-banded shells ; and wind fall’n 

flowers
Of date and oleander dye the rim 
Of blown foam rosy — wended by, league 

long,
The caravans of Egypt, treasure stuffed,
To proud Damascus, or thronged Sepphoris, 
Or A echo’s quays.

* * * * »
Now all is changed — all save the changeless 

things —
The mountains and the waters and the sky. 
These, as He saw them, have their glory yet 
At sunrise and at sunset, and when noon 
Burns the blue vault into a cope of gold. 
And ofttimes, jn the Syrian Spring, steals 

back
Well nigh the ancient beauty to those coasts 
Where Christ’s feet trod. That lily which 

he loved
And praised for splendor passing Solo­

mon's—
The scarlet mart agon — decks herself still, 
Mindful of His high words, in red and gold, 
To meet the step of Summer. Cyclamens 
Lift their pale heads to see if He will pass, 
And amaryllis and white hyacinths 
Pour from their pearly vases spikenard forth 
Lest lie should come unhonored. In His 

paths
Still, as of old, the lowly crocus spreads 
A golden carpet for Him — and the birds — 
Small almoners of Heaven — as once He 

said —
Who fall not unregarded — thrill tlieir 

hymns
Of lively love and thanks in every thorn.

There is nothing finer in our language 
than the words which the poet puts into 
Mary’s mouth, as she describes her meet­
ing with Christ alter the Resurrection. 
She is represented as telling the narrative 
to a Buddhist. She tells how she thought 
she saw the gardener approaching, and 
asked him the well-known question. The 
Buddhist asks what the answer was :

And she —
Her white arms wide out-rauglit — as if she 

saw
His feet again to clasp ; her true knee bent 
As He were there to worship ; her great eyes 
Shining with glow of fearless, faithful love, 
As if, once more, they looked Him in the 

face,
Aqd drank divinest peace—replied, elate : 
“ Ah, Friend ! such answer that my sadness 

turned
Gladness, as suddenly as grey is gold 
When the Sun springs in glory ! such a word 
As made my mourning laugli itself to naught 
Like a cloud melting to the Blue ! Such 

word
As, with more music than Earth ever heard, 
Set my swift-dancing veins full well aware 
Why so the Day dawned, and the city 

stirred,
And the vast idle world went busy on.
And the birds carolled, and, in palm tree 

tops
The wise doves cooed of love ! Oh, a dear 

word
Spoke first to me, and, after me. to all,
That all may always know he is the Lord, 
And Death is dead, and new times come for 

men ;
And Heaven’s ways justified, and Christ 

alive,
Whom we saw die, nailed on the cruel Cross! 
For, while I lay there, sobbing at His feet, 
The word He spake — My Lord ! my King !

my Christ 1 
Was my name :

“‘MARY ! ’
“ If I say the Dead

Catch tone of some such melting tenderness 
When first their lovers in the new Life flock 
And greet and kiss them, telling them sweet 

things
Of bliss beyond, and Love crowned Con­

queror ;
If I should speak of children, dreaming ill, 
And then grown 'ware it is the dear safe 

breast
Of their fond Mother which they fret upon! 
If 1 should liken hopeless mariners 
Snatched sudden from black gulfs ; or men 

condemned,
Randsomed from chains, and led to marriage 

feasts;
With the swift comfort of that instant 

change,
All must fall short ! No language had I 

then,
No language have I now ! only I turned 
My quick glance upward ; saw Him ; knew 

Him ! sprang
Crying : ‘ ILihboni ! — Lord ! my Lord !

dear Lord !’ ”

the living charity.
The Rare Sort Described by the Woman 

About Town.

We meet a case of pitifhl distress upon 
the street, or one comes to our door,or we 
read of one in the paper, and we put our 
hands down in our pockets and out comes 
a coin, and then we go off,you and I, with 
the consciousness of a worthy act of 
charity that keeps our hearts warmed all 
day with a fine glow of self-gratification. 
We call that charity, don’t we ? Pshaw ! 
there isn’t a touch of charity about it. 
Money is the easiest thing in the world 
to give. If the petitioner had asked some 
of that preciotis time of yours, which you 
can spend so readily for your own good 
pleasure, or if his comfort were to be se- 
curejl only at the expense of yours, how 
greatly inclined would you be toward the 
self-sacrifice ? Money is such a cheap 
thing to give for those who have it. It is 
the only the way very poor who can get the 
deepest blessedness of giving out of a gift 
of money—when the pennies are so scanty 
th at the sharing of them means a sharing 
of the bread the givers put at their lips. 
A few days ago the Sun told the story of 
the sad fortunes of Patrick Shields, whose 
wife died suddenly on New Year’s night, 
and left him with two year-old babies. 
The Shieldses had reached the last penny 
of their savings, and now here were death 
and two hungry half-clad babies. In the 
next room to the Shieldies lived an Eng­
lish woman with four children of her own 
to care for and no husband to help. She 
was poor, too, desperately poor, and she 
had known the Shieldses only two weeks. 
But when death came to them, in she 
stepped and carried the two sickly, crying 
babies to her own little room. For four 
nights they slept in her bed,and she slept 
on a bed on the floor, what time she was 
not pacing the floor with the children in 
her arms. Her last pennies went for milk 
to put into their mouths, and then her 
one good dress went to the pawnbroker’s 
for money to put shoes and stockings on 
the little bare feet. She housed them and 
washed them and dressed them and 
mothered them as their own mother 
would have done, and for the four days 
that they were given he^ she gave up all 
her outside work that she might belong 
to them‘alone. When their father finally 
found a place where they could be cared 
for, she said, with tears rolling down her 
face. “ Take them away, at once. If they 
stay a day longer I’ll never let them go, 
and I can’t work for so many.” And yet 
there was nothing especially attractive 
about these children—they were sick and 
thin and plain,and they had never stopp­
ed being hungry long enough to smile.

It’s easy to give a dollar to a starved 
looking wretch, and it’s pleasant to give a 
moment’s caress to a rosy, laughing, well- 
fed baby. But when it comes to sharing 
your last bit of bread, and taking your 
clothes from your own body and putting 
sleep from your own eyelids to bring life 
back to the sickly bodies of two babies 
who d6 not even know what you are do­
ing—do we know anything about such 
charity as that, you and I.

She was rosy and stout,this woman, she 
had a commonplace English face like that 
of Mrs. Fezziwig without her good clothes 
and imposing headpiece. And yet, as the 
woman sat and watched her, croon one of 
those fretful babies to sleep in her arms, 
she found the real Madonna face that she 
had looked for so long. For the woman 
has never seen a Madonna, in all the long 
list of large-eyed, oval-faced creatures,that 
satisfied her for one instant. Some of 
them are simpering and sentimental, and 
their faces no more reflect mother love 
than the placid face of the child. Others 
look as if they might love the one child 
in their arms. But not one has the look 
of universal Motherhood, not one looks as 
if she could give of her bosom to the 
whole suffering child race. In not one 
sad, or sentimental, or spiritual face is the 
look that shone from this round, plain 
face as she lifted the baby’s head gently 
in her hard palm to her ample bosom— 
the look of the mother of the race of men. 
This is the real Madonna-look, and here 
was the true Madonna-heart, found, not 
in the dim recesses of cathedrals, not in 
the galleries of the masters, but down in 
the dingiest depths of a wicked city, 
battling with want and care and suffering, 
and knowing sin and misery.—New York 
Sun.

THE CANADIAN DELEGATION.
Although the Dominion representatives 

have not yet made a move towards Wash­
ington, but Sir Charles Tupper, minister 
of Finance Foster and Sir John Thomp­
son, minister of Justice, are ready to start 
at any moment to have an informal talk 
over the question of reciprocity with sec­
retary Blaine and the British minister. 
It will be remembered that the dominion 
government until now refuses to enter in­
to any informal consideration of the case, 
assigning as a reason that it would pre­
judice their case by showing their hand 
as to what line of action they would take 
when negotiations were seriously entered 
upon. It now appears that secretary 
Blaine has given it to be understood that 
he will not recommend the appointment 
of a commissioner on behalf of the United 
States until he has been furnished with 
some substantial proof that the Canadian 
and British delegates are not going to 
Washington with some impracticable 
scheme, some faked-up offer trumped up 
to carry out the pledges made to the elec 
tors of Canada during the late campaign 
without any serious belief that the nego­
tiations would come to anything. From 
what can be gathered to-night, secretary 
Blaine has intimated to Sir John Mac­
donald through the British minister that 
he will not enter into a formal conference 
until the Canadian representatives have 
informally discussed the question with 
him. Practically, secretary Blaine tells 
Sir John that if he made a play toy of re­
ciprocity during the campaign he must 
stop at that, and not attempt to play the 
same game at Washington.

A VORTEX OF DEATH.
A Steamer’» Side Rent by an Ironclad's 

Ram—The Maddened Emigrants 
Fight for Their Lives.

Gibraltar, March 18. — It has not been 
possible till now to give an authentic ac­
count of the “Utopia” disaster, the failing 
light making it difficult to see from the 
shore what was going on at the scene of 
the disaster, and the terrible gale making 
it almost impossible to communicate with 
the vessels until a late hour to-day.

Early last evening the “Utopia” was 
seen steaming into the bay in the direc­
tion of the anchorage.

When abreast of the British ironclad 
Ansoa the Utopia staggered,as though un­
able to make headway against the terrible 
current. Suddenly the strong gale, com­
bined with the current,swept the ill-fated 
vessel across the bows of Anson, and in a 
moment her hull was pierced and cut by 
the ram of the ironclad.

The Utopia, after pulling clear of the 
ironclad, drifted about before wind and 
sea. The

rapid rush op water 

through the rent in her side caused her to 
settle down in five minutes from the time 
of the first ampact.

The Anson’s boats were lowered im­
mediately. as were also boats from the 
vessels of the British channel squadron, 
the Swedish man-of-war Froya, and the 
cable ship Amber, and the ironclads turn­
ed their powerful electric search lights on 
the scene of the disaster to assist the res­
cuers.

On shore an enormous crowd soon gath­
ered on the parade and great excitement 
prevailed.

Little could be seen, however, save the 
looming hulls of the men-of-war and the 
white rays of the search lights falling up­
on the foam-flecked crests of the waves 
and illumined the driving spindrift

The shrieks of the Utopia’s passengers 
and crew could be plainly heard above 
the roaring of the gale. The sea was so 
heavy that the boats of the rescuers could 
not with safety approach the wreck, so 
they were compelled to lie to leeward, 
where they picked up the people as they 
were swept from the decks.

As the Utopia’s bows settled, a terrible 
scene was witnessed from the boats.

Those still on board the sinking steam­
er made a sudden rush en masse to the 
forerigging.

and vainly seeking places of refuge. 
Twenty minutes later the forecastle was 
submerged and a large number of persons 
gathered there, who had not dared to leap 
overboard, with the hope of being rescu­
ed by their boat, and who had failed in 
their efforts to ascend the rigging, were 
carried away by the waves.

The rescuers, blinded by the wind and 
rain, saw nothing but a confused, strug­
gling mass of human beings entangled 
with wreckage.

A steam pinnace rescued all those who 
had taken refuge in the main rigging, but 
the last ones were not taken off until 11 
o’clock at night. They were so exhaust 
ed that they could do nothing for them­
selves, so the brave blue jackets climbed 
into the rigging and passed their helpless 
people to the rescuers in the boat.

Petersen, a Swedish quartermaster, who 
bad been steering the Utopia a short time 
before the collision, says that while on 
board the Utopia after the collision, he 
was surrounded by a terrible mass of 
human beings fighting their way desper­
ately and savagely, regardless of sex or 
age, toward the boats.

Men, women and children tumbled and 
climbed over each other in that terrible 
fight for a chance of escape from drown­
ing. One poor woman, who was rescued 
by the Anson’s blue iackets, went raving 
mad when she was convinced that her 
children were drowned.

There were similarly distressing inci­
dents by the score, the most awful of all 
occurring when the Utopia, with a final 
desperate lurch

clinging about her and drew hundreds of 
living persons down with her in the 
vortex caused by her last plunge.

Many of those who had sprung into the 
sea as they saw that the steamship could 
not float many moments longer, were then 
sucked under by the Utopia’s disappear­
ance.

Some came to the surface again for a 
few moments before finally sinking into 
their watery tomb. Others, more lucky, 
were able to cling to pieces of wreckage, 
spars, oars, gratings, hatchways, boats, 
lifebelts etc., and thus kept themselves 
above water until rescued by the warship’s 
boats.

The weaker succumbed more rapidly. 
Shrieking, praying women sank to rise no 
more with their terrified offspring clasped 
to their breasts. Children clung to their 
parents so desperately as to, in several 
cases caused the death of both.

Husbands and wives sank while grasp­
ing each other afloat, and many a good 
swimmer went down with some horrified, 
fear-maddened person clinging to him 
with the tenacity of the desperation of 
death.

SOLD LIKE SLAVES.
Cruelty to Poor Foreigners Who Went 

to West Virginia.

NO INDEMNITY.

Seven Bohemians who were sent from 
an employment agency in Greenwich 
street to labor on the railroad near the 
Pocahontas coal mines in West Virginia, 
have written a letter to a Bohemian news­
paper that is like a chapter from the 
blackest records of slavery. They arrived 
with emigrants of several other nation­
alities, at Elkhorn,W. Va., in the latter 
part of November, under the impression 
that they were to receive $1.20 a day, and 
an allowance of $9 a month for board. 
They signed a paper, which was not read 
to them, but which bound them, they 
afterwards found out, to servitude.

“We were put on a train at Norfolk 
after our arrival from New York,” the 
letter reads, “and taken to Pocahontas. 
After leaving the train we were told that 
we would have to travel one day on foot, 
and that we would have to leave our 
trunks behind. Instead of travelling one 
day we travelled three. The cold was 
severe and most of our shoes gave away, 
so we were almost barefooted. At Pocah­
ontas we were joined by two young men 
who rode on mules and were heavily 
armed. The agent carried a pistol in his 
band. They compelled us at the point of 
their weapons to wade through icy water. 
Those who objected were hit on the head. 
What happened to us after we reached 
our destination is so dreadful that it may 
seem incredible to you. We are helpless 
here, as we are watched and guarded like 
prisoners. We did not get our trunks 
until a month after we got here, and our 
bodies were covered with vermin. The 
food is always the same — bitter black 
coffee and bacon three times a day. 
Whether a man is ill or not, it makes no 
difference to our masters. He must go to 
work, and when he is not able to work he 
is flogged until he is black and blue, and 
told he has signed the contract and must 
abide by it. We have received no money, 
and when we ask for it we are told that 
we owe $15 for railroad fare and $11 for 
board. At the store we are charged double 
for what we get, so that some of us have 
debts amounting to $35. Our labor is in 
vain, hard as it is ; we are hungry, and 
our nights are sleepless because of the 
cold and dirt. We eat breakfast at five in 
the morning and go immediately to our 
work, which goes far into the night.

“ Two men tried to escape on January 
18. One was a Russian Jew and the other 
a Pole. They were caught and brought 
back. For punishment they were com­
pelled to wade in water up to their waists 
and draw large boats after them. After 
this their coats were taken off, and they 
were whipped until they begged on their 
knees for mercy. At night they were 
chained together so they could not escape. 
When we asked about our trunks and re­
ceived an unsatisfactory answer, we refus­
ed to work. We were confronted with 
pistols, and told that we would be shot 
down like dogs unless we resumed work.

'■ We have been sold like slaves. Is 
there no help? Oh, if we could flee from 
here and save others from a similar fate. 
Perhaps this letter may be published and 
through Providence, we may yet be 
saved.”
AN INNOCENT-LOOKING GIRL WHO 

LIVED BY HER WITS WITH THE 
HELP OF A WHITE RAT.

(Philadelphia Inquirer.)
“ There have been many extraordinary 

stories told of the ingenuity of thieves in 
the pursuit of their nefarious calling, but 
a case which occurred while I was at 
Chatham recently beats anything I ever 
heard,” remarked a newly-arrived Eng­
lishman.

“ A girl was brought before the police 
court on the charge of robbing milliners’ 
shops. She was only fourteen years of 
age and of very innocent appearance. 
What puzzled the magistrate was that 
none of the witnesses ever saw her take 
anything, or at least they would not 
swear to it, although after she had left a 
shop where she had been articles of value 
were missed.

“ When arrested nothing was found 
upon her. The magistrate said he could 
not convict the girl on mere suspicion, 
and then began to cross-examine her him­
self in a kind, fatherly way, which touched 
her heart, and she broke down and con­
fessed that she was guilty, and explained 
her methods to the astonishment and 
amazement of the court and spectators.

“ It seems that she had a tame white 
rat which she carried about with her in a 
muff. She would enter a shop full of 
girls and women and ask the price of 
some article, and while looking at it drop 
the rodent on the floor.

“ Anyone can imagine the result. Those 
near the door dashed into the street, 
while the employes jumped on the count­
ers and chairs, wrapping their petticoats 
tight round their ankles, and ‘ screamed 
like mad ’ as the prisoner expressed it, 
amid the laughter of the court, in spite of 
the assurance that the rat was quite tame.

“ In the scrimmage she would help her­
self to what she wanted, catch the rat in 
her muff, apologize, and walk off. The 
magistrate said that on account of her 
youth, and as she had voluntarily con­
fessed to the thefts, he would give her 
one more chance, and bound her over in 
the sum of £50 to come up for judgment 
when called for.

“ Of course her friends soon entered the 
required bonds, and Mary Barton will 
have to find some other place to practice 
on the weakness of her sex. The tame 
rat dodge won’t work in Chatham any 
longer.”

BlalneEWUl Hold That the United States 
is not Responsible for the Massacre 

of the New Orleans Italians.

New York, March 20. — The World’s 
Washington correspondent says : Secre­
tary Blaine is waiting with lively expect­
ancy for governor Nicholls’ reply to his 
letter of March 15, deploring the New 
Orleans massacre. It is believed at the 
department, that governor Nicholls’ will 
pledge the government of the state of 
Louisiana to a thorough investigation of 
the affair, although he cannot guarantee 
that any jury summoned in the state will 
convict the men who killed the Italians. 
Upon receipt of the expected letter a re­
ply to the Italian government will be 
formulated. In the meantime secretary 
Blaine is busy gathering precedents in 
support of the position which he has al­
ready determined to assume, namely, that 
the government of the United States is in 
no way liable for indemnity in conse­
quence of the killing of the Italian sub­
jects. Among the closely or remotely 
analagous cases already noted by Mr. 
Blaine is the Chinese trouble at Rock 
Springs, Wyo., in 1885, and the assault 
made upon theConsultateat New Orleans 
in 1850, have already been discussed. The 
action of the government in the case of 
the pillaging of the Chinese quarter in 
Denver in 1880 emphatically enforced

TOE INTERNATIONAL PRINCIPLE
that the general government is not re­
sponsible for the acts of private tresspass­
ers. In his letter to the Chinese minister, 
in reply to the demand for indemnity, 
secretary Evarts said : “ As to the arrest 
and punishment of the guilty persons who 
composed the mob at Denver, I need only 
remind you that the powers of direct in­
tervention on the part of this government 
are limited by the constitution of the 
United States. Under the limitations of 
that instrument, the government of the 
federal union cannot interfere in regard to 
the administration or to execution of the 
municipal laws of a state of the union, 
except under circumstances expressly pro­
vided for in the constitution. Such in­
stances are confined to the case of a state 
whose power is found inadequate to the 
enforcement of its municipal laws, and 
the maintenance of its sovereign auth­
ority. Even then the federal authority 
can only be brought into operation in the 
particular state in response to a formal 
request from the political authority of 
the State.”

In the same case secretary Blaine finds 
himself on record. Succeeding secretary 
Evaits in March, 1881, he addressed a note 
the very same month to the Chinese min­
ister in which he

the following paragraph taken from a let­
ter prepared by Mr. Evarts: “Under 
circumstances of this nature, when the 
government has put forth every legitimate 
effort to suppress a mob that threatens or 
attacks alike the safety and security of 
of its own citizens and the foreign resi­
dents within its borders. I know of no 
principle of national obligation, and there 
certainly is none arising from [treaty stip­
ulation, which rendered it incumbent 
upon the government of the Unites States 
to make indemnity to the Chinese resi­
dents of Denver, who, in common with 
the citizens of the United States, at that 
time resident in that city, suffered losses 
from the operations of the mob.”

While Mr. Blaine does not regard the 
massacre of the Chinese in Wyoming in 
1885 as an exact parelel to the New Or­
leans affair, yet he finds in it significance 
enough to make it worth quoting several 
passages from the official correspondence 
on the subject. The feet that Wyoming 
was then a territory, and not a state, 
should be bom in mind. For Wyoming 
did not, as a territory, afford to those 
within her borders the protection that 
she would have afforded as a state. This 
point was emphasized in president Cleve­
land’s message to congress in behalf of 
generous aid to the sufferers.

Secretary Blaine has found a case in 
which the Neapolitan government repu­
diated a claim of the United States for 
damages to the property of its citizens in 
the porta of Sicily in 1809-12. Several 
American vessels were seized by the 
order of Murat, who had usurped the 
government of Sicily. The ships and 
cargoes were sold and the proceeds cov­
ered into the Neapolitan treasury.

The Neapolitan king refused to pay an 
indemnity, alleging that Murat was a 
usurper, and that the money paid by him 
into the treasury was afterwards taken 
out again and spent by him.

ORCHID HUNTING.
Qrchid hunting appears to be a fine 

adventurous sport—not so exciting, per­
haps,as Waterton’s snaring of the caymans 
with baited hooks in the great rivers of 
Brazil, but getting on that way. Unfor­
tunately the most prized of our orchids 
are reported to be rapidly disappearing 
from their native places. According to 
the Journal des Orchidées, in the envir­
ons of Pacho (Ecuador), where hundreds 
of thousands of specimens of the Odon- 
toglossum Alexandriæ have been collected, 
only a few plants are now left. In other 
places where it once flourished, it has 
entirely vanished. Though not in the 
true sense of the word a parasite, this 
beautiful jflant prefers to grow upon the 
trunks of trees, which the natives dread 
to climb on account of the scorpions and 
stinging ants. Hence the practice is to 
fell the huge tree,with the frequent result 
that no orchid is found. The hunters, 
it is stated, separate into parties of five or 
ten, and disappear for a fortnight in the 
dense South American forest, relying for 
food in great part upon their guns and 
sleeping af night in hammocks. When 
sufficient specimens have been collected 
they are cleaned, wiped dry, placed care­
fully in crates on the backs of mules, and 
thus carried to the point of embarkation 
—Honda—on the river Magdalena. The 
journey occupies at least five days, even if 
the party are lucky enough to escape the 
frequent tropical rains which convert 
peaceful brooks into raging torrents. 
Sometimes it is found necessary to throw 
temporary bridges over these suddenly 
swollen water courses and to carry the 
crates across by hand, while the mules, 
relieved of their burdens, swim across as 
they best can. The withering torrid heat 
is the greatest difficulty. Once aboard the 
transatlantic liners at Savanilla the prec­
ious orchids, though they have still a two 
months’ voyage before them,have already 
encountered more than half the perils of 
their long journey.

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EASTER.

The lesson cf 1-aster is one ot hope. 
There is no antiquity so remote that its 
traditions are not permeated by the be­
lief in immortality. There may he bar­
barisms so profound that into them no 
gleam of a future life lias ever"penetrated, 
but as yet no one can say that this is the 
■ease. The resurrection of Christ is in 
perfect harmony with the traditions and 
aspirations of the human race. Regarded 
from the purely human standpoint, his 
mission would have been a failure had 
death ended all. We may admire the 
Teacher, stand amazed before the Miracle 
Worker, add our tears to 1 lis shed in 
Gethscmane, kneel reverently at the foot 
of-Tlis Cross ; yet not in the eloquent 
preacher, the mighty controller of nature, 
the crushed and agonized soul, the un­
complaining victim of the crucilixion, but 
in the Risen Christ we behold the world’s 
Redeemer. We do not speak of Him as a 
Redeemer in the theological sense, but as 
its Redeemer from the brutal agnosticism, 
the debased tyranny, the almost hopeless 
moral degradation into which the world 
had fallen, at least so fur as the sway of 
Rome extended. Speculation is useless as 
to what the world would have been like 
if the wonderful reform of Christianity 
had not taken place. Had the barbarians 
from the north fallen upon Rome, and 
not in turn themselves been vanquished by 
the church of Christ, we may perhaps 
faintly guess at, but can never hope to 
understand, what the result would have 
been. Easter commemorates the event 
which inspired the apostles — the greatest 
event, in its results, of which we have 
record, and it is fitting that we should all 
unite in celebrating the occasion.

IMPORTING STOCK.

The benefit which will accrue to the 
province from the proposed importation 
of stock ought to be very great. A con­
siderable sum of money is to be expended, 
and much good judgment can be shown 
in the use it is put to. In regard to cattle, 
probably the gravest question to be con­
sidered is : as to the class of animals to be 
purchased. Twenty thousand dollars will 
not go very far if invested in animals with 
long fashionable pedigrees. It ought not 
to be forgotten that the herd books have a 
tendency to give a fictitious value of stock 
registered in them, and that for all practi­
cal purposes an unregistered animal is 
likely to be just as serviceable,if not more 
so, on ninety-nine out of a hundred farms 
in this, or, for that matter, an}- other 
country. Dealers in high pedigreed stock 
will dispute this proposition, but the far­
mers of the United Kingdom act upon 
this principle. What New Brunswick 
needs is animals bred sufficiently strong 
in their respective lines to enable them to 
transmit their characteristics, animals 
bought on their individual merits rather 
than on their pedigree. By this it is not 
meant that the matter of breeding ought 
not- to he considered, but only that regis­
tration in a herd book is not of prime 
importance. There are in England 
thousands of admirable representatives of, 
for example, the Short Horns, that have 
never found their way into the registers. 
And so with all the other breeds. Indeed 
with some of them, notably the Red Polls, 
the Aberdeen Angus and the Kerreys, 
jifst as in the case of the Percheron 
horses, the registers are got up principally 
to suit American notions. The ordinary 
home, breeder pays very little attention 
to them. That an animal is out of such 
and such a herd and is individually a 
good type of his breed is all that is asked 
by the cattle raisers in the United King­
dom, except in a comparatively small 
minority of cases.

NEWFOUNDLAND.

The situation in Newfoundland is suffi- 
cently serious to alarm the most option- 
istic. A modus vivendi was adopted by 
England and France pending a settlement 
of all differences by arbitration or dipli- 
macy. This arrangement has been very 
objectionable to Newfoundland, and the 
people very emphatically declined to 
observe it. The British admiral having 
interfered with a lobster fishery, carried 
on in defiance of the modus vivendi, the 
owner brought an action and the court 
sustained his claim, on the ground that 
a diplomatic arrangement of this tempo­
rary nature was not enforceable in law. 
To meet this decision it is proposed to 
pass an Imperial act giving effect to the 
modus vivendi ; and this has aroused the 
anger of the Newfoundlanders. They 
protest against being coerced, and they 
say in effect that British connection is 
worth nothing to them unless it can pro­
tect them against the French claims. As 
a matter of fact the Newfoundlanders are 
in the wrong ; that is the claims of France 
are based upon treaties which are in full 
force ; but the islanders do not stop to 
consider this. They insist, as is no doubt 
right enough, that the extinguishment of 
the French claims is essential to the pros­
perity of 'the island, and they refuse to 
discuss the matter any further. They 
claim that their interests are being sacrific­
ed to those of Canada, and there is some 
ground for this, seeing that the negotia­
tions begun for certain reciprocal arrange­
ments between the United States and the 
island were stopped by the Imperial 
government in consequence of represent­
ations from Ottawa.

The difficulty is one of a class which 
may be expected to occur some what 
frequently. Treaties made with references 
to colonies, at a time when those colonies 
were not self-governing, will not unnat­
urally be found objectionable by the 
colonists,when they begin to exercise con­
trol over their own affairs. When these 
treaties are with European powers another 
element of trouble is introduced. The 
wonder really is that, with an empire 
coterminous with nearly every country in 
the world and with treaty arrangements 
with nearly every civilized and un­
civilized nation, a greater -number of em­
barrassing questions has not arisen. They 
will continue to arise from time to time, 
and if the colonists take in every instance 
the attitude assumed by the Newfound­
landers and insist that their wishes shall 
prevail and that concessions are out of the 
question, the importai, government may 
find itself involved in disputes, from which 
there can ha no ismte except a rebellion 
on the part of the colony or a war between 
the Mother Country and some European 
states. If British connection is worth 
anything, it is surely worth some con­
cessions on the part of the colonies, hut 
filrpeople of Newfoundland are very firm 
mhhcSr'refusal to make any. They arc 
equally fi flu *lti insisting that England 

4UtXiu’^j-cf/o light their battles.

The projxised deposition of Mr. Haning­
ton from the leadership of the opposition 
has some of the elements of the pathetic 
about it. Possibly it is not unnatural that 
St. John, which sends to the legislature 
nearly half the numerical strength of the 
opposition, should chafe at the leader­
ship of the party being held by a gentle­
man from another county, which very re­
cently declared its confidence in the gov­
ernment by returning Mr. McQueen at 
the head of the poll after a hotly con­
tested fight, and at the first liev.tenantship 
being in the bauds of Carleton county, a 
constituency that everyone knows is only 
Trailing the opportunity to consign l)r. 
Atkinson to the undisturbed pursuit of 
his profession. Nevertheless Mr Haning- 
ton deserves better things of his party. 
He has displayed a great deal of energy 
in its behalf, and if it has been more of a 
physical than mental energy his friends 
knew the sort of a man he was when they 
made him leader. Mr. Hanington cannot 
look hack over his twenty years or more 
of public life with unalloyed satisfaction. 
He has been a hard worker, hut by some 
mysterious dispensation the paths he fol­
lows have “no thoroughfare” written 
upon them. He is like a man lost in the 
forest and following up hauling roads 
which end at a stump, instead of finding 
the portage which will take him out of 
the woods. He has failed in his political 
campaigns, hut then any one else would 
have failed under like conditions. Friends 
of the government will be glad to see him 
remain in his present onerous and respon­
sible, if not very satisfactory position. 
Doubtless there are gentlemen in the St. 
John representation who feel that they 
could dispose of the double liability at­
taching to the leadership of a party in a 
more adroit manner than Mr. Hanington; 
but we really fancy that the county has 
more confidence in Mr. Hanington in his 
present position than it would have in 
any one else or than it would have in him 
in any other position. He has done 
much service towards securing good gov­
ernment to the province, by rendering it 
impossible for the opposition to succeed 
either in the house or before the consti­
tuencies.

SUPPLY PASSED.

The debate over supply was exhausting 
if not exhaustive. Parliamentary practice 
allows members of the legislature pretty 
wide latitude of discussion* when supply 
is before the house, and the opposition 
availed themselves of the privilege to 
quite as great an extent as the necessities 
of the case warranted. A mistaken idea 
seems to prevail among some of these 
gentlemen as to just how far liberty of 
discussion on supply extends. There is no 
parliamentary precedent for extending it 
beyond the limits of courtesy, not to say 
common decency. Doubtless some of the 
exhibitions to which the house and the 
spectators .have been treated are the re­
sult of an infirmity of temper, for which 
due allowance must be made. These only 
react upon the person making them.

The debate on supply demonstrated in 
the clearest possible way the unfitness of 
the opposition leader to assume control 
of affairs. It is a pity that a gentleman of 
Mr. Hanington’s undoubted ability in 
certain lines should so misconceive his 
vocation as to seek fame in the political 
arena. The lesson, of the debate is that 
lie cannot hope to lead a party to victory, 
and that if by any stroke of fortune he 
should find himself in power, he would 
destroy his own party. He has utterly 
failed to inspire his followers with con­
fidence in his judgment and even so stout 
an opponent of the government as the St. 
John Sun is called upon to tell him that 
he talks too much. His lieutenants did 
not shine in the debate. It is difficult to 
shine when one is scolding.

The government gave the fullest ex­
planations on all points and it was ad­
mitted all round that they came out well 
from the criticism launched against them. 
On some points of their policy they re­
ceived the hearty commendation of their 
opponents.

RECIPROCITY NEGOTIATIONS.

Much speculation is being indulged in 
by newspaper correspondents in regard to 
the proposed reciprocity negotiations be­
tween the Canadian and United States 
governments. It is alleged that Mr. 
Blaine has taken a very firm stand and 
declines to meet a commission from Ot­
tawa until he is informed, first of all, how 
far the commission is instructed to go in 
the matter. From Ottawa conies the 
story that Sir Charles Tapper wants a free 
hand, in other words he wishes to renew 
his unrestricted offer of reciprocity. That 
an important change in the policy of the 
conservative party is impending, seems 
very clear. None of the leaders have as 
yet spoken, but prominent men in the 
party, like principal Grant and Mr. 
Weldon of Albert, and leading journals in 
the conservative interest, have made 
declarations which show plainly the trend 
of things. These, taken in connection 
with the vote of Ontario and Quebec, 
and the liberal victory in Huntingdon, are 
too clearly indicative of what the country 
is looking for to he disregarded, and Sir 
John Macdonald will be ready to trim his 
sails to suit the favoring breeze from what­
ever quarter it blows.

THE SESSION.

Unless all signs fail, the present session 
of the legislature will be one of the short­
est on record. The government has very 
wisely refrained from legislating simply 
for the sake of law making, and the num­
ber of private bills is small, without much 
prospect of a great increase. Some per­
sons talk about a fortnight more being 
sufficient to wind up business. No doubt 
the government will be able to dispose of 
all the matters it has in hand in less time 
than that, and if the session is prolonged 
it will he due to the demands of private 
individuals. There is no disposition on 
the part of the government to hurry mat­
ters unnecessarily, but its plan has al­
ways been to have its measures ready at 
an early stage in the session, and this 
naturally tends to shorten the time re­
quired. To have supply disposed of 
within the first fortnight is quick work ; 
but none too quick, as the length of the 
discussion over it, and the fact that when 
it was passed the house had nothing to 
do, very clearly show.

MR. LEBLANC’S SEAT.

If Mr. Le Blanc is a member of the as­
sembly he is entitled to his seat. If he 
is not a'member he is not entitled to it. 
That is the whole case in a nutshell. 
There is only one way a man can cease 
to be a member of his own motion, and 
that is by resigning, and there is only one 
way in which he can resign. If Mr. Le- 
Blanc had been elected for Ottawa, those 
who now say that he ceased to bo a mem­
ber of the assembly would he prepared to 
demonstrate that he still continued to be 
a member. They would argue very pro­
perly that the fact that he had intended 
to resign made no difference. The only 
question to be considered would be 
whether lie had in point of fact resigned. 
It is a poor rule that won’t work both 
ways, and Mr. LeBlanc is quite warranted 
in asking to he heard before the commit­
tee on privileges makes any deliverance 
on the subject.

THE LOCAL LEGISLATURE.
Monday March 23.

Mr. BurchUl introduced a bill adding to 
and further amending chap. 99 of the con­
solidated statutes of municipalities. The 
house-in committee resumed consideration 
of supply, Dr. Lewis in the chair. On the 
question of $14,000 for public buildings, 
considerable time was taken up in discussing 
the government house item of $500.

The item of $2,850 for miscellanous ex­
penses of the department of public works 
was discussed by Messrs Stockton, Pngslcy, 
McKeown, ltyan, Lewis, Mclanspn, and 
Atkinson ; passed. When the item of $6,500 
steam navigation was under consideration 
Dr, Alward urged for the restoration of the 
grants to the Basin of Minas and Yarmouth 
services. Mr. Stockton supported him.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell said the granting of 
these services was only temporary. He 
could not hold out any inducement that 
the grants would he restored. The item 
passed. The item for Lunatic Asylum 
maintenance ($40,(500) was next moved.

Mr. Stockton protested against considering 
this item in the absence of the medical re­
port of the superintendent.

Hon. Mr. Blair «aid that all the accounts 
were in the auditor general’s report which 
was before the house. He would take this 
opportunity of referring to statements made 
by Powell during the recent elections in 
Westmorland. Mr. Powell had said dur­
ing his speeches in that county that the 
lunatic asylum maintenance in 1888 was 
$42,000, and in 1889 that, it was $52,000. He 
had also stated that there were only three 
more patients in the asylum in 1889 than in 
1888, that the cost of supplies had not in­
creased, and that the only way to account 
for the increased expenditure was that there 
had been an election in 1889 and that the 
government had drawn on the contractors 
of asylum supplies to contribute to an elec­
tion fund. He denied that there was the 
slightest foundation for the charges and re­
pudiated the slander made against the con­
tractors as well as "the government. Mr. 
Blair continued at length and proved that 
the asylum was conducted more economic­
ally than any similar institution in America.

Tuesday Ma^ch 24th.
Bills were introduced by Dr. Taylor 

amending an act relating to municipalities, 
and by Mr. Pugsley amending an act relat­
ing to parish courts.

Mr. Ketchum introduced a hill respecting 
St. Paul’s church Woodstock.

Mr. Labillois introduced a hill author­
izing Restigouche municipality to issue 
debentures for building a new jail.

The house in committee resumed consider­
ation of supply, Mr. Palmer in the chair.

The item of $20,972 to provide for over ex­
penditure of the department of public works 
at Dec. 31, 1890, including amounts voted 
in 1890 and not drawn was passed.

On the question of $20,000 to provide for 
the importation of cattle and sheep a lengthy 
discussion followed.

Hon Mr. Mitchell sold it Was the intention 
of the government to sell the cattle and 
sheep outright, under certain conditions,in­
cluding one that the cattle and sheep should 
be kept within the province.

Mr. Porter was in accord with the remarks 
of the lion, member.

Mr. Hetlierington thought the importation 
of sheep would not be of any great benefit 
to the province.

After supper Mr. Russell addressed the 
Committee, and spoke in favor of northern 
county breeds from Scotland.

Mr. Stockton asked for details of the ex­
penditure on cattle and sheep, and how 
much money would go to the commission ?

The hon. Mr. Mitchell Said the government 
had not fully matured their plans, but that 
only travelling expenses would he allowed 
to the commission.

Dr. Alward thought Ontario ‘sheep the 
finest for the province.

Mr. Hanington was in favor of the grant. 
The item passed. Further consideration 
of supply was set down for Tuesday next. 
House adjourned at 10.30 o’clock.

Wednesday March 25.
The greater part of the morning’s assembly 

was occujfied with routine business.
Mr. Perley charged that there had been a 

misappropriation of the public funds in 
Sunbury, largely in the interest of Mr. 
Harrison’s friends.

Mr. Harrison courted the fullest investiga­
tion into the matter. Mr. Perley’s friends 
had heartily approved of some of the expen­
ditures complained of by the lion, gentle­
man. The motion was lost.

Mr. Murray submitted a petition from the 
Bathurst protestants respecting school 
matters ; and Mr. Alward one in favor of a 
bill authorizing the St. John corporation to 
grant an annual subsidy for wharves and 
other improvements at Carleton, St.Jolm.

Mr. Stockton said he had received a peti­
tion from the St. John board of trade 
against the latter hill.

Mr. Speaker said he had received a similar 
petition. The document however was not 
in proper form, and the clerk of the house 
had been instructed to- write to the Board 
of Trade regarding it.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell introduced the appro­
priation bill.

Mr. McKeown committed a bill authoriz­
ing the trustee of St. David’s church, St. 
John, to issue debentures on security of 
their corporate property in that city. After 
discussion progress was reported with leave 
to sit again.

Mr. Colter committed a hill authorizing 
York municipality to issue debentures to 
take up other debentures. Agreed to.

In the absence of Hon. Mr. Tweedie, Hon. 
Mr. Blair committed the bill relating to 
mines and minerals. The bill would speak 
largely for itself. It embodied all the best 
provisions of the mining laws of Nova 
Scotia, P. E. I., Quebec, Ontario and B. C- 
Scientific men were of the opinion that the 
mining resources of New Brunswick were 
yery great, and the present bill would 
facilitate and protect those interested in 
the business of mining.

Mr. Hanington asked if the hill would 
protect the rights of those who had pur­
chased mines and minerals and given large 
values for the same believing that the pro­
prietors of the soil had a right to give a title, 
He referred principally to the Dorchester 
copper mines.

Hon. Mr. Blair said the matter referred 
to would have attention while the hill was 
under consideration.

After supper the bill was futher considered 
and the 173rd section passed with a few 
slight amendments.

Mr. Hanington moved the following as 
section 138 : “ That in any case of granted 
lands where the owners of the soil or the 
assignee of such owner, who has gone to the 
expense in the purchase (as he believed) of 
mining rights and interest therein, where 
explorations have been made or mining 
operations commenced before the passing of 
this act, no lease or grant of mines or 
minerals under said land shall lie made to 
any person other than such owner or as­
signee has been notified of any application 
therefor and thereupon the surveyor general 
shall examine into the matter and premises 
and such action shall he taken therein as 
shall, under the circumstances, he just, so 
as substantially to protect such owner or 
assignee shall pay the like royalties as other 
lessees and otherwise conform to the pro­
visions of this act reasonably applicable to 
such eases.”

Hon. Mr. Blair moved the following as an 
amendment, which was carried : “ In res­
pect of granted lands wherein the owner of 
such lands (or the assignee of such owner 
who has gone to expense in the purchase as 
lie believed of mining rights or interests) 
lias made explorations or actually com­
menced mining operations before the pass­
ing of this act, no lease or license shall be 
made under this act to any person other 
than such owner or assignee, until such 
owner or assignee, lias had notice of ap­
plication having been made therefor, which 
notice may lie sufficiently given by publica­
tion thereof by the surveyor general for 
thirty days in the Royal Gazette or in such 
manner as the surveyor general may direct ; 
and thereafter the governor in council shall 
examine into the matter, and shall take

such action as in his discretion shall seem 
just, taking into the account the circum­
stances of each case, provided, however, 
that any such owner or assignee shall be 
subject to the payment of all royalties and 
to the other provisions of the act so far as 
the same are applicable to his case." The 
bill as amended was then agreed to.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley introduced a bill 
amending the law relating to rates and 
tuxes.

The house adjourned at 11 o’clock.
Thursday’s Proceed!nos.

The committee on privileges met to con­
sider the case of the Hon. O. J. LeBlanc 
who, the opposition contend, is no longer a 
member for Kent on account of accepting 
the nomination at the dominion election. 
Mr. LeBlanc's counsel, it will be remem­
bered, had advised him that the nomination 
was not a legal one, and that therefore his 
scat in the local legislature did not become 
vacant. The committee decided to hear Mr. 
LeBlanc in a few days.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie submitted the crown 
land report.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley introduced a bill relat­
ing to the provincial lunatic asylum and to 
dangerous lunatics.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell introduced it hill 
authorizing a loan to meet the cost of tlic 
importation of cattle and sheep.

Mr. Colter committed a bill amending the 
law authorizing the York municipality to 
assess in aid of Victoria hospital. Agreed 
to.

The lioiise adjourned till Monday at 11 
o’clock.

AROUND THE WORLD.
Tfie Norwegian barque Dictator, from 

Pensacola, Fla., for West Hartlepool, Eng., 
with pine lumbal1, a clew of fifteen, the 
captain’s young wife and a little boy of 
three years, came ashore in a strong east­
erly gale Friday-morning four miles south 
of Cape Henry. Full crews from two 
life-saving stations were promptly on 
hand, and began firing lines to the barque. 
The guns could not deliver the lines so 
far. The ship succeeded in getting the 
line ashore tied to a barrel, which the 
surf carried to the life savers’ breeches. A 
buoy was quickly rigged and sent to the 
vessel. Eight men were rescued. The 
captain urged his wife all day to take a 
buoy and come ashore. She steadily re­
fused as she would not leave her husband 
and child. Only one could take a buoy at a 
time. The barque has gone to pieces. The 
seven who remained on hër were lost in­
cluding the wife of the captain. Just be­
fore the wreck the captain sprang into 
the sea with his son strapped to his back 
and reached shore alive. The boy was 
lost, making a total loss of eight lives. 
The Dictator was trying to make Hamp­
ton Roads and was disabled by a hurricane 
since the 12th iifttant.

Marquis de Villeneuve has sent to the 
Figaro a report qf an interview which, 
he says, took place in 1866, between the 
late Prince Napoleon and Prince Bis­
marck. In this interview, it is asserted 
that Bismarck proposed a close alliance, 
offensive and defensive, between Prussia 
and France which would make these two 
powers the dominating influence in 
Europe. The combined powers, accord­
ing to Bismarck’s plan, should proceed 
against Russia and drive the Slavs back to 
the steppes from which they came ; Prus­
sia should absorb the whole of Germany,

The Herald’s Washington correspondent 
telegraphs the following : Mr. Blaine’s 
assistants at the state department are 
making ready for the informal conference 
soon to open on the question of reciprocity 
with Canady The time for the arrival of 
Sir Charles Tupper and his two associates 
is not definitely fixed, for the reason that 
Sir John Macdonald has not ceased his 
efforts to induce Mr. Blaine to show his 
hand a little more plainly before the 
Canadian envoys depart from Ottawa for 
Washington. ,

The British government, through the 
Marquis of Salisbury, has formally notified 
Mr. Blaine, United States secretary of 
state, that Great Britain accepts president 
Harrison’s invitation to take part in the 
world’s fair at Chicago in 1893. Lord 
Salisbury so notified president Harrison 
through Mr. Blaine, that a royal commis­
sion will be appointed to assist British 
merchants in exhibiting products of 
British industry at the fair and further 
British interests there.

Advices received from many points 
throughout Kansas indicate that the most 
severe storm known there, raged over 
the greater portion of the state Thrusday. 
The railway cuts are full of snow and the 
railroad traffic is at a standstill. Several 
trains were caught between stations, 
among them the Missouri Pacific pay 
train. The company manages to keep 
the passengers and trainmen supplied 
with food.

. Closing at noon Tuesday, seven hundred 
and twenty-three deaths have occurred in 
Pittsburg and Allegheny in the twenty- 
four days this month. The cause given 
are grip, influenza, typhoid and diph­
theria. From the last named one death 
per day has occurred within the past 
three weeks at the Home of the Friend­
less alone. In the other two cities there 
were fifty-one funerals.

The Russian ambassador presented pre­
sident Carnot with the grand cross of the 
order of St. Andrew, thé Russian decora­
tions which the czar by a recently signed 
decree conferred upon the president of 
the French republic. This ceremony, 
according to impressions prevailing in 
Berlin, is supposed to point to the actual 
conclusion of a treaty of alliance between 
France and Russia.

It is estimated that there are a thousand 
cases of the grippe in Troy, N. Y., but 
the percentage of fatal cases is very small. 
Doctor John T. Nagle, deputy registrar of 
vital statistics, of New York, said that 
there had been three deaths from grippe 
reported. One was that of a woman, 77. 
The others were a man and a woman. 
The number of policemen reported on the 
sick list is 176.

An extraordinary accident occurred on 
the Big Four, Ohio, 20 miles from Spring- 
field. A passenger train from Columbus 
killed a boy named Arthur Dinhart. A 
freight train was expected in a short 
time and was signalled to stop. The 
engineer, fireman and brakeinan saw the 
danger signal, and thinking there was a 
washout jumped, the first two being 
fatally hurt.

The present revolution in Chili threat­
ens to result in serious international con­
flicts. Peruvian territory had already 
been violated by Chilian government 
troops, and now we learn that the gov­
ernment troops, with provisions and 
munitions, have occupied positions inside 
the Argentine limits and on the road to 
Mendoza.

The Estafette, Jules Ferry’s paper, 
scouts the idea of compensation with 
either pecuniary or territorial nature for 
France’s rights in Newfoundland. As it 
is rumored that Ferry is to be placed at 
the head of the proposed colonial ministry, 
much inportance attaches to this state­
ment of the Estafette.

The Dixneuviemc Siecle admits that the 
fishing territory in Newfoundland- is 
practically useless to France, but contends 
that the right is worth a high price to 
England, because it would represent the 
retention of the colony in the British 
Empire.

Tim -thy Ileal y was mobbed by Par­
nell ites in Cork a few days ago, and may 
lose his sight as the result of a blow 
which shattered his eye-glasses.

CANADIAN NEWS.
The Week’s Events in Brief-TUe Cream 

• of oar,Exchangee.

The bill to enforce the Newfoundland 
modus vivendi will not be taken up in 
parliament until after April 23rd.
: The National Division of Sons of Temp­
erance of North America, will hold an 
annual session in St. John in July.

There is a woman nanied “Peggy” 
Johnson living at Lower Stewiacke, who 
will be 100 years old in July next. Every 
morning for a year past she has walked 
half a mile to a neighbor’s to have a social 
chat While she smokes her little pipe of 
clay. “Peggy” is probably the oldest 
spinster in Nova Scotia.

It is in contemplation to manufacture 
Martini-Henry ammunition at the govern­
ment cartridge factory at Quebec this year. 
Major Prévost, superintendent of the fac­
tory, in a report to the department, says 
very little is required in the matter of 
machinery to enable the factory to manu­
facture Martini-Henry ammunition.

K. F. Burns, M. P., left for England via 
New, York on Monday. It is said that be­
fore he returns arrangements will be made 
for the erection in Gloucester county of 
two pulpmills. That the country is a 
natural field for such industries is un­
doubted, and it is to be hoped that Mr. 
Burns will succed in attaining his desire.

The deadlock between Sir John and 
Blaine continues. The latter offers full 
reciprocity and declines to make any 
specified offer of limited reciprocity. The 
Ottawa government is embarrassed by 
their “N. P.” and “reciprocity in natural 
products only.” The policy is at present 
stuck in the mud and cutting a sorry 
figure.

British Columbia is getting excited 
about the capture of an Inian des|ierado 
named Neroiah, who is believed to lie the 
murderer of Poole, of Pemberton Mead­
ows, and a Chinaman on the Fraser River. 
Nemiah has been running at large in the 
mountains near Chilco Lake for years, 
notwithstanding the reward of $600 of­
fered for his capture.

The late United States Consul Tanner 
at Pictou, who fled from the province to 
escape prosecution on a charge of attempt­
ed asault on a little girl, is reported to be 
under arrest in Boston and it is supposed 
the Pictou authorities will take steps to 
bring him back for trial. Tanner, who is 
married to a young and very beautiful 
French woman, is a man of mature years.

Wednesday afternoon, at 4 o’clock, the 
interior of the new Y. M. C. A. building 
in Dominion Square Quebec collapsed and 
did the walls of the edifice much damage. 
It is probable the whole structure will 
have to be taken down. The blame is at­
tributed either to the architect or to the 
iron founders. The Whole place is a mass 
of debris and the true state of affairs can­
not be scertained.

Two sailors, Savage and Beaton, were 
working on the Side of the Donaldson line 
steamer Amarynthia at Halifax. He was 
being taken on board on a gangway above 
them, when one of the large blocks fell 
and, striking the scaffolding, precipited 
both men into the water. Savage sank 
and was not recovered till life had become 
extinct, but Beaton was rescued. The cor­
oner’s verdict was accidental diowning.

A shocking accident occurred Thursday 
afternoon in the phosphate mine in the 
county of Ottawa. Fifteen men were 
blasting at the time. After an explosion 
of two blasts, three men having gone down 
into one of the holes to remove rock, a 
slide occurred and the three men were 
buried under about 50 tons of rock ; two 
wel'o killed. Their names are Camile 
Tombeau of East Templeton, and Alfred 
Bradley, foreman, from Prescott. The 
third, Joseph Prudliomme, of East Tem­
pleton, received only slight injuries.

There was excitement at the Terrace 
hotel, Amherst, Thursday". Liquor in­
spector Casey applied for a special searcli 
warrant against Campbell while a Scott 
act case against him was progressing in 
court. Some parties then suddenly left 
the court room and retired to the Terrace 
hotel while Casey’s search papers were in 
preparation. In the meantime the bar­
room was stripped, and when Casey and 
his men, after a good deal of difficulty, 
had forced their way in nothing was 
found hut empty bottles and much Adam’s 
ale.

The exodus from the Dakotas to Mani­
toba has begun in real earnest, and with 
it are reported acts of violence on the part 
of Dakota merchants. On Wednesday, at 
Eureka, South Dakota, the agents of the 
Canadian Pacific and Manitoba and North­
western railways were warned to leave 
town or they would be given a dose of 
tar and feathers. The cause of this viol­
ence was the departure of fifty Russian 
immigrants from Eureka to the Canadian 
North-West. A private despatch also 
states that the Canadian Pacific railway 
agent at Battineau, S. D., has been ridden 
out of town on a fence rail.

W. C. Van Horne, president of the 
C. P. R., was interviewed recently by a 
gentleman who is a large holder to the 
company’s ordinary stock, regarding the 
rumor that the government intended ex­
tending the 3 per cent, dividend for fifteen 
years, and which the president denied in 
his usual emphatic manner. “Why,” he 
said, “we are able to earn our dividends, 
and pay them, and any*such applications 
would be a sign of weakness, but we will 
get something from the government.” 
The president also vouchsafed the infor­
mation that in a very few years C. P. R. 
would be the best paying road on the 
continent.

The collector of customs at Port Huron, 
Mich., recently denied an application for 
the free entry, as a professional instru­
ment, of a piano imported from Canada 
on the ground that the owner, a young 
lady of 17 years, had not taught music 
prior to coming to this country. He held 
she could not be considered a music teach­
er by profession and therefore the piano 
could not be considered an instrument of 
her profession. The cause was appealed 
to the treasury department and evidence 
was submitted that the young lady had 
studied music in Canada and had come 
to the United States to teach piano music. 
She had secured nine pupils in this county 
when the piano was seized. Assistant­
secretary Spaulding has decided that the 
piano comes within the purview of para­
graph 686 of the free list as it was import­
ed as a means of gaining a livelihood.

Quite a number of Canadian cattle have 
been sliipjied lately to American ports 
for shipment to Great Britain. The 
latest transaction in this line is a purchase 
of 200 cattle at the Grand Trunk stock 
yards lately for Mr. Goldsmith of New 
York. These cattle were purchased at 
from 5 to 5j cents per lb., and will he 
shipped immediately. A lot of 130 
Canadians were sent forward on Monday 
for the steamship “ Italy ” »t New York, 
and the “Lake Ontario" at l’ortland 
took 270 Canadian cattle. A lot of 127 
Canadian eat tie was shipped for the 
United States for export on Mr. Gold­
smith’s account, and 40 more to follow. 
The recent transactions which have taken 
place have led to the belief that cattle 
will bring high prices this year, although 
dealers who have been in the country 
say that they an?plenty of cattle offering.

A protest from Newfoundland against 
the imperial government’s proposed co­
ercive legislation was read in the house of 
commons this week. The colonial leisln- 
turè asks that the legislation he postpond- 
cd until the colony can be heard in de­
fence of its course.

A commercial traveller named W. E. 
Harding, of Montreal, committed suicide 
at Campbellton on Monday.

A British blue book shows that 152 
peers of the realm, including the bishop 
of Llandaff, are owners of places in which 
intoxicating drink is sold.

The right of the government of Victoria, 
Australia, to exclude Chinese immigrants 
has been upheld by the judicial committee 
of the privy council.

Geo. Craig, a farmer living two miles 
from Augusta, Me., committed suicide by 
hanging. He was about 50 years old.

Half a million gallons of molasses has 
been transported from Cuba to Philadel­
phia on a petroleum tank steamer.

DEAF AND DUMB ASYLUM.
Visit of a Delegation from the Local 

Assembly,

Father Sol was shining brightly on Wed­
nesday morning, when two heavy sleigh 
loads of the local legislature, started at 11 
a. m., for a visit to the deaf and dumb insti­
tution. The visit was made in response to 
an invitation extended to the members by 
the premier. The delegates consisted of 
Messrs. Colter, Stockton, Alward, Smith, 
McKeown, Atkinson, Labillois, Phinney, 
Burchill, White, McQueen, Palmer, Heth- 
erington, Porter, Lewis, Turner, Anderson, 
with the Hon. A. G. Blair, and clerk of the 
house Rainsford.

The delegation was received on entering 
by professor Woodbridge with his staff and 
conducted through the various sections. 
The new building excited the admiration of 
all, and after careful inspection the delega­
tion declared themselves satisfied with the 
comfort and attention provided for the un­
fortunate deaf and dumb mutes.

The teachers illustrated by black board 
and by sign questioning, the methods of 
teaching practised in this admirable insti­
tution, and specimens of work weie handed 
around for the inspection of the visitors. 
Some of the work done on the blackboard 
by the pupils was very creditable to both 
teachers and scholars, and their lip and 
other signal powers of communication were 
thoroughly tested. The delegation spent 
about two hours in the institution and ar­
rived in the city at one o’clock, having spent 
a very profitable and pleasant visit at the 
deaf and dumb asylum.

There are six mar­
ried ladies at St. Mary’s, and a large num­
ber of children afflicted with the disease. 
Quite a number of young city men have had 
to suspend work, and their symptons ex­
hibit all the peculiarities of the disease, hot 
flushings, sliiverings, and fainting tits, fol­
lowed by complete prostration. At the 
Hames factory, St. Mary’s, two-thirds of the 
hands are absent, owing to la grippe.

cord wood, dry, $3 ; green, $2.

Accident at Kingsclear.

A Sketch of a Well Known Char actor.

Conspicuous among the uniformed follow­
ers of the salvation army in this city is one 
Nathaniel Bragden. He stands 6 feet high 
without shoes, has a ponderous frame, a 
rather intelligent face, and is a deaf mute. 
Nat—for by this name lie is most commonly 
called — is quite a character in his way. 
He belongs to a celebrated Woodstock fami­
ly who are all renowned for great powers of 
endurance and strength. Nat has many 
friends in this city and many are the anec­
dotes told of his feats. Once while working 
in the lumber woods at Macnaquack Nat 
moved an immense log which had defied 
the efforts of a team to dislodge it from its 
position. Another feat which his Wood- 
stock friends credit to him was the uplifting 
of a heavy waggon which had caught in a 
rut, and was immovable.

His powers has frequently been displayed 
in this city, and it was only a few days ago 
that a lumberman rattemptéd to belittle 
Nat on King street. The deaf mute simply 
took the man by the shoulders and forced 
him to his knees where lie held him until 
the fellow was glad to be released. One of 
the Infantry school privates has cause also 
to remember the power ot Nat's terrible 
arms. The soldier had been indulging in a 
little pleasantry in the salvation barracks 
when Nat who had been informed by signs 
of the oDcurrance, walked up. He simply 
lifted the soldier from his seat and flung 
him headlong into King street.

With all this Nat. Bragden is a simple 
harmless inoffensive person. He has been 
intelligently taught, has a good notion of 
figures, and makes it a point of honor to pay 
his board bill regularly every Saturday. 
His powers of sight and touch are remark­
able, and lie has a keen sense of the grotes­
que. He is also very fond of music and 
will, spend hours of an evening in his little 
room practising upon the harmonica. One 
of his special delights is to get the writer to 
play the organ when lie will bend down his 
ear to the instrument and try to catch the 
sounds. Nat is at present working on the 
public roads, and has many friends, who 
will never allow the poorMeaf mute to want 
for the necessaries of life.

EASTER BEEF.
A St. John ManlGlves his Opinion of an 

Up-River Industry.

P. McDonald of the well known meat firm 
of St. John has been on a short visit to the 
raisers of stock in Kingsclear and vicinity, 
and has for the first tin)e made considerable 
purchases of beef cattle from the farmers. 
He was much impressed with the fine qual­
ity of the cattle raised for Faster beef by the 
level-headed men of Kingsclear whose 
methods have met with his approbation.

The cream of his purchase was eight fine 
head of home fed beef cattle raised by 
Alfred and J. McKay of central Kingsclear. 
In conversation with W. Maunsell Esq. and 
others he said he was satisfied he could not 
come to a better section of the county for 
beef. He had visited neighbouring counties, 
and had no hesitation in saying that al­
though Westmoreland Wtts a good beef pro­
ducing colinty, the cattle ho had seen on the 
farms at Kingsclear were heavier, combined 
quantity with quality, and were admirably 
suited for market purposes.

Mr. McDonald has had experience in all 
sections ot the country, and his remarks 
were very gratifying to the raisers of beef in 
York. The housing of stock through the 
winter, the careful attention given them, 
and the healthy flesh forming diet admin­
istered, he thought to be the secret of the 
remarkable success which has attended the 
efforts of the up-river people.

Passion week has uecn generally observed 
in all the churches. The Baptist church 
held services every evening.

The X. L. mission band of the Methodist 
church will hold an Easter sale of fancy 
articles in the lecture room on Wednesday.

The water is rising rapidly up riyer, and 
the ice is breaking up. Another week will 
see a clear break up of the river, should the 
thaw continue.

Mrs. Moore, of Fredericton Junction, has 
received a large instalment of from her 
estate in Ireland, to which she was recently 
declared heiress.

Provincial Crown Lands.

The thirteenth annual report of the crown 
land department is of unusual interest to 
the general public as shewing that the re­
duction in stumpage made very little dif­
ference in the receipts. In 1889, the total 
receipts from all sources were $149,573.01, 
and in 1890, $140,857.44, a shortage of 
$8,715.57. Concerning this, surveyor general 
Tweedie in his report says : •' During the 
past year very little land was disposed of at 
public auction and the receipts from that 
source about $2,400 less than in 1889. On 
the sales of timber licenses there has also 
been a perceptible decrease.

Notwithstanding the reduction of stump- 
age on spruce and pine logs from $1.25 to $1 
per thousand superficial feet, the net re­
ceipts from this source for 1890 are within 
$2,500 of those for 1889.

During the year several tracts of land 
were surveyed and get apart for settlers, and 
lion. Mr. Tweedie recommends a reasonable 
annual expenditure with a view of satis­
factorily establishing these important mat­
ters of survey.

City Legislation.

The school trustees have prepared a bill 
to be presented to the local legislature by 
Mr. Colter. In the first section power is 
asked for an assessment of $16,000, also that 
debentures may he issued to the amount of 
$00,000 (an increase of $20,000 from the 
present issue) for the erecting purposes of 
the new York street school. I’owcr will 
also he asked for by the trustees to author­
ize an additional assessment of $2,000 to 
meet the deficiency between the $16,000 
asked fur, and the $14,000 now authorized.

Base Ball or Cricket.

It is understood that some action will be 
taken during the ensuing month by a meet­
ing of the members of last year’s association, 
in the matter of a base ball or cricket e' lb. 
Whatever is done it is distinctly understood 
that the teams will be purely local and that 
no attempt will he made to run a base ball 
club composed of men from the states. In 
the matter of a cricket club no difficulty is 
anticipated in composing a very fair team, 
coached by some of the veterans of the old- 
time elevens.

LYNCH LAW IN NEW ORLEANS.

The Jail Broken Into and Eleven Italian 
Prisoners Killed.

A dispatch from New Orleans dated the 
15th inst., says that city has not yet re­
covered from one of the most bloody 
massacres that ever occurred there where 
murder is common and life is held of little
wfcjh.

Friday several of the Italians who were 
under arrest for the murder of Chief Hen- 
nessy on October 15th, 1890, were, much 
to the surprise and disgust of every re­
spectable citizen, acquitted of the charge 
of being participants in the crime,and held 
only as accessories. Knowing the charact­
er of these men, who have been steeped 
in crime for years, the citizens were in­
dignant at the actions of the jury,claiming 
it had been bought.

A mass meeting was held Saturday 
morning, fiery speeches were made, and 
finally the whole crowd rushed for the 
prison crying : “Lynch the Dagos, lynch 
the Dagos !” It was a mob led by lawyers 
and merchants, men of the highest wealth 
and standing, so strong that the author­
ities made no show of resistance and suc­
cumbed before it. Indeed, the officers of 
the law threw up their hats and cheered 
the mob while it was executing its murd­
erous word. The jail was broken into and 
11 of the 19 accused Italians were killed, 
two suffering death by the rope and nine 
shot down.

The New Orleans Times-Democrat com­
menting editorially on the events of Satur­
day, after referring to the laxity of criminal 
justice in that city for a year or two past, 
says:

“ This paralysis of justice was due, 
neither to incompetency of the police nor 
incapacity of the officials appointed to ad­
minister laws, but due to the settlement 
in New Orleans, of lawless bands of men 
hailing mostly from Southern Italy, who 
brought to this country of freedom and 
free institutions, pernicious ideas and 
murderous methods which planted con-, 
spiracy, asassination societies in their 
quondam home, which enables members of 
these societies to defy detection and laugh 
justice to scorn. The short, sharp and de­
cisive drama of yesterday had in it more 
over a warning for another class, which 
they will do well not to disregard ; we re­
fer to jury fixers, who are experts in get­
ting at salesmen and jurymen and filling 
the jury box, partially or wholly, with 
men pledged to consult above all things 
the interests of criminals, and see that 
convictions shall not be arrived at by the 
juries against them.

NEWFOUNDLAND.

The London Post, referring to the bill 
introduced by the colonial secretary in 
the house of lords relating to Newfound­
land, says : “ Lord Knutsfqrd’s bill 
the logical result of the state of the law 
revealed by the judgment in the Baird- 
Walker case. Lord Kntitsford has shown 
all possible consideration for the inde­
pendence of Newfoundland, and she has 
only to co-operate with the Empire in en­
forcing the treaty rights and duties to 
secure a suspension of the act. Only the 
consummate tact of the French and Eng­
lish commanders averted war. It is time 
the people of Newfoundland listened to 
friendly warnings.”

The Standard says : “ Were the posi­
tions created by the Baird judgment tol­
erated, our treaties would be waste paper 
and either our men-of-war would be pira­
tical junks or the enterprising people of 
Newfoundland would be left to try con 
elusions with the French marines. We 
trust the report that the government did 
not inform the colony that such bill was 
contemplated, is incorrect and that the 
colonists will behave sensibly in the mat­
ter. Do they believe they can fight 
France single-handed ? ”

The Pall Mall Gazette gives great prom­
inence to a communication from a gentle 
man who occupies a position of influence 
in Newfoundland, and who is now in 
London. In this communication the 
Newfoundlander declares that any at­
tempt on the part of the imperial govern­
ment to enforce martial law in Newfound­
land will be resisted, adding : “ The
Tories cannot come the Trafalgar square 
business over us.”

In the conclusion of a long editorial 
article upon the subject, the Pall Mall 
Gazette says : “ Unless something is done 
quickly to bring about reapprochement 
between the colonies and the colonial of­
fice we may find the Newfoundland kettle 
of fish go the way of the Boston packets 
of tea.” _______________
