A SCANDALOUS

TRAN SACTION :

The Liberals in Parliamen

t Most Effectually Expose

the Fredericton Railway Bridge Job.

TEMPLE TO

AND SUCCEED IN BRINGING RIP VAN WINKLE

HIS FEET.

McMullen, Lister, Cartwright and Mulock, lay Bare the
Government’s Duplicity.

FOSTER AND HAZEN DEFEND THEIR “ DEAR FRIEND ” GIBSON.

A YVery Lively Discussion.

[Continugd from last week,]
MR, FOSTER. '

I do not rise for the purpose of discussing
this matter on the information — naturally
somewhat partial and incomplete—that has
been presented to the house by the hon.
gentleman who made the motion. When
the papers are brought down, as they will
be, I shall take the opportunity of having
somethingto say on the subject. [Mr. Fost-
er then applied a liberal dose of taffy to Mr.
Gibson,] 1t is plain, according to the hon.
gentleman, that there was a bargain, a cor-
rupt bargain, and that the Finance Minister
was in it as well. Iam not at the present
time going to defend myself against a charge
of such a nature and coming from such a
source. By and by, if it comes from gentle-
men who have more standing —

Some hon. members. Oh, oh.

Mr. Foster — when it comes from gentle-
men who have probably more of that weight
and character behind them to make it a
point to be considered whether an assertion
that they make in this house might not
have some weight in the conntry, then it
will be time for me to say something with
regard to it.

SIR RICHARD CARTWRIGHT.

I think that before he is done with him
the hon. gentleman will find that the charg-
es made by my hon. friend from Welling-
ton (Mr, McMullen) are not to be lightly
set aside. My hon. friend has won for him-
self, though the hon. gentleman may not
know it, a very high and well deserved rep-
utation throughout this country as a
man —
Some hon. members. Oh, oh.
Sir Richard Cartwright — yes, a high and
well-deserved reputation as a man who has
stood upon the floor of parliament, times
without number, against overwhelming
odds, for the purpose of uplifting his voice
against those who were despoiling the peo-
ple of their inheritance. My hon. friend’s
record will bear comparison, and good com-
parison, with that of the Minister himself.
My hon. friend behind me did not climb in-
to power on the shoulders of, what shall I
call them ? “association,” perhaps, would
be resented, but he did not climb into
power as the professed champion of an
object for which, since he got into power,
he has done very little. So far as regards
Mr. Gibson, I am perfectly prepared, and
80 is every man on this side of the house,
to give him all the praise for enterprise,
for anything he may have done honestly
and genuinely to promote the welfare of
his province, or of the country at large. I
believe he has done much in that way. I
am quite prepared to give him all credit
for it. But, sir, Mr. Gibson, as well as
other people,

HAS HIS MOMENTS OF WEAKNESS,

Mr. Gibson, as well as other people, pos-
sibly desires to obtain for himself a little
larger — gratuity shall we say, or assist-
ance shall we say, or recognition shall we
say, from the public treasury, than, per-
haps citizens of less wealth are likely to
secure. Sir, this particular transaction is
a very old friend of miue; and; as perhaps
the hon. member from York knows, this
is not the first time it has been before us.
It is not the first tim ve had to com-
ment upon it, it is not tHe first time that
very extraordinary statements, some of
which I have under my hand, were made
by former Ministers, Sir Charles Tupper,
Sir John Macdonald, and the hon. mem-
ber himself,when these matters were und-
er discussion before us. Now, sir, I can

as a Maritime champion. thinks that the
time has come when New Brunswick
should do something worthy of the high
position she occupies in the councils of
this country. Has not Ontario got her
Tay Canal? Has not Quebec got her Cur-
ran bridge? And as for New Brunswick,
I think she might have been content with

clined to think that this bridge, when
properly looked into, will overshadow

EVEN THE CARAQUET RAILWAY.

Now, this is one of those numerous trans-
actions, which have been alluded to, in
which the government have allowed them-
sleves to be seduced, or, shall I say, have
seduced members of parliament into equiv-
ocal and compromising positions. You
will find, if we had a commission of in-
quiry with power to examine into it, that
the history of the subsidy to the Freder-
icton and St. Marys Bridge Company is
only too true an exemplification of the
history of a vast number of railway sub-
sidies which we have been granting for
the past nine or ten years. Now, what
are the facts abou this — facts, mark you,
which have not been denied at all or re-
futed, in reply to my hon. friends,, Now,
it maybe that a considerable sum of mon-
ey has been dropped in the railway, but
there is no doubt whatever that when
this bridge was intended to be construct-
ed, we are told, and I have the statement
here, that it was to cost $375,000; we are
told that $75,000 of it were to be provided
by the promoters, and that the govern-
ment were to pay $300,000, not after it
was completed and the cost ascertained,
but us the work went on, to the tune of
at least 80 per cent. Those were the
terms of the Order in Council, which I
have here. Then, sir, the government
came down and gave $30,000 in one lump
to the gentlemen who were only to have
expended $75,000. More .han that, the
hon. gentleman wanted to know why it
was that these gentlemen, Mr. Temple
and Mr. Gibson and the rest of them, de-
sired to build this line. If they will re-
fer to the “ Hansard ” of 1889, and to page
1620, they will find that a certain conver-
sation took place between myself and the
hon. member for York on that subject.
The hon. member was very candid. He

admitted that all they were going to put

(From Hansard.)

into it was $75,000. The hon. gentleman
admitted that they were going to get $300,-
000 from the government at 4 per cent,
and he went on to state:

“I am in hopes the profits will be thou-
sands of dollars when we have the Short
line built.

“8ir Richard Cartwright — Apart from
the Short line, what profit does the hon.
gentleman, who is largely concerned in
this road, expect to achieve? What is
the annual income likely to be got from
the tolls ?

“ Mr. Temple — The cost of keeping up
the bridge will not exceed $2,000 a year,
and we expect to get $30,000 a year out of
it.”

Mr. Temple — I wish to say one word
with reference to that.

Sir Richard Cartwright—The hon.
gentleman will excuse me. We will give
bim a plentiful opportunity as soon as I
amdone. The point bwished particularly
to make was this: It is not what the
hon. gentleman has realized out of this,
not what has materialized. Even the
then asfute leader of the House, Sir John
Macdonald, expressed doubts whether the

" hon. gentleman would get all he expected

from it. Sir, what did these gentlemen
expect to get? They expected that the
bridge would cost them at the outside $75,-
000, that the cost of maintenance would
be $2,000, and they would make $30,000.
Now, deducting the $12,000 that they
were to pay, they expected to get over 20
per cent on an expenditure of $75,000,
which was afterwards reduced by the
$30,000 I alluded /fo. Sir, if there ever
was a case in which gentlemen played
heads I win, tails you lose, it was the case
of Mr. Gibzon'and the hon. member for
York. Now, there are a great many
questions which arise, and which I think,
in another place, ought to be made the
subjeet of an investigation. In the first

place, I'should like very mach to know
the value of that bridge, valued by a gen-

uine and independent expert, not in the
employ of the government, but some per-
soit whom both parties could trust. Ihave
heard—althongh I do not pretend to say
that I will dispute good evidence to the
contrary—I have heard that if that bridge
was to be built,it could be built for less than
$375,000, which was stated by 8ir Charles
Tuppet as the estimated cost ofit. I am
aware that it is a very easy thing to show
an expenditure on paper very considerably
in excess. We know that inagreat many
cages little items can be put in so that the
actual cost of a bridge may be a very differ-
ent thing indeed from the reported cost of
abridge. That may or may not be ; but we
would desire, in addition to that, to know
particularly —and this the Minister of Fi-
nance ought to be able to tell us—where
these $50,000 bonds come in? Are they
abead of our $300,000 or behind this $300,-
000? If they are ahead of this $800,000
then I donot concede that, even if the hon.
member for York and Mr. Gibson have
placed any money in this, they have run
any appreciable risk. If they come be-
hind, why, Sir, they are pretty much at
the mercy of the Government of which the
Minister of Finance is at present the
leader. Now,there is another thing we
want to know. So far as I understand it,
90 per cent of the capital stock of this
company has not been paid in. Ido not
know in what proportion it is divided
between Mr. Gibson, senior, and Mr.
Gibson, junior, the hon. member for
York and the hon. member for York’s
son-in<law; but this I do know, that if
90 per cent had not been paid up, it was
the duty of the government, it was the
duty of the Finance department, it was
the duty of the Minister of Justice in
particular, if his attention was called to
it, to have taken steps, when these bonds
accrued, to call in the balance of the 90
per cent, which is apparently uncollected
to this date. That appears to me, if
itis in the hands of a gentleman of such
high standing as Mr. Gibson, to have
been; their clear duty. Before this
matter closes, I would like also to know
what steps have been taken on the part
of the government to realize the uncol-
lected 90 per cent. Perhaps the hon. mem-
ber for York, who is, I understand, still
ashareholder, can give us this information.
Baut, Sir, that is not, perhaps, the most
important point connected with it. Now, I
called attention, not once, not twice, but
many times over, without reflecting on the
hon. member for York, to the very incon-
venient position in which that hon. gentle-
man, as largely concerned in a bridge com-
pany of this kind, is placed towards the
government. Itisnot desirable,it is,in my
mind, wholly contrary to the independence
of parliament act, that any man ghould
hold a seat in this house, from whatever
province he comes, who is to all intents
and purposes a defaulting debtor to the
government ; and so faras appears—and 1
do not hear the hon. member forYork deny
the charge—so far as appears, if he has
not paid up the balance of his subscription,
the hon. member for York clearly stands
in that position. The truth of the matter
is, that as a business transaction.this thing
isfolly, and utterly"indefensible. If the for-
mer bridge was only going to cost $375,000,
was it worth the while of the Government
first of all, to'advance the loan of $300,000,
then to give a gratuity of $30,000. Sir,
the government had no business to ad-
vance a cent upon it. What sort of secur-
ity was that? Each one of usas a business
man would not advance $330,000 when
those who built it were only going to spend
$40;000 or $50,000 more. Sir,if there ever
was any justification at all for the loan, it
was the bounded duty of the government
to have built that bridge and to have owned
it, For my own Part, I will notenter on

that side question, because I have not the
requisite knowledge to say whether this
was a railway bridge which it was really
in the interests of the country to construct.
That may or may not he. But I do say
that if there ever was any justification for
a loan, there was an absolute necessity in
that case that the government should
have built and owned the bridge. I say
this, that the position in which, whether
by his own course, or whether by default
of the government, the hon. member for
York was placed, was one that rendered
his position in the house fatal to his use-
fulness from that time. The hon. gentle-
man was placed in a false position; the
hon. gentleman, I repeat, was in the
position of a defaulting debtor ; the hon.
gentleman could not be a free agent, nor
can any other hon. member who has
been the recipient of large sums from the
government, or who has received great
favors— because this was a great favor
on the showing of the hon. gentleman him-
self, from the government — even if those
favors have not resulted, as the hon. gen-
tleman tellsus they have not resulted, in
enabling him to make a very large sum of
money at an almost infinitesimal risk to
himself. Whatdid the hon.gentleman risk?
The hon. gentleman and the friends with
whom he was connected, risked, or suppos-
ed they risked, $40,000 or $50,000 for the
sake of making, as they supposed, a res
turn of $16,000 or $18,000 a year. There
are a great many business men who would
like to take such a chance, who would con-
sider it a great favor when they were ad-
vancing $40,000, or $50,000, or $60,000, to
find a generous creditor who would lend
them $300,000 at 4 per cent. I repeat,and
this is a point, at all events, that cannot be
contradicted, that all such transactions
to which members of this house are
parties are fatal to the independence of
the members, and ought, if justice were
done, to involve their instant withdrawal
from this house.

MR. MULOCK.

There is only one point to which I wish
to draw the attention of the House. This
item of $300,000 is included in the assets
of the Dominion. In the Public Accounts,
which I hold in my hand, this is put
down as a good asset, equal to its face, and
it is deducted from the debt of the
country on the representation that it is
not a liability. That is either a true rep-
resentation of the value of that asset or it
is a false one. I should like to know why
the Finance Minister has not done his
duty in realizing upon a security which is
now six years in arrears for interest. I
want the Finance Minister to tell this
house, if he does not desire the invest-
ments of our public funds to be dis-
credited by this act, because many of our
investments consist of securities of a
semi-private character like this one, why
be allowed six years interest to accumu-
late. Can the Finance Minister say
whether t. re was a mortgage taken to
secure the money or not?

Mr. Foster—I do not know the facts
of the case.

Mr. Mulock —It is most extraordinary
that, with a security six years in arrears,
the Finance Minister should tell us to-day
that he does not know the facts of the
case. Can any better proof of his inabil-
ity to grapple with transactions of finance
be advanced? A sum of $300,000 of the
public money was advanced, and six
years of arrears of interest accumulated,
to which the hon. gentleman’s attention
was called by the Anditor General on
more than one occasion, and to-day the
hon. gentleman tells the house that the
loan is absolutely safe. I should like to
know on what evidence he bases that
opinion, when the hon. gentleman has
just told the house that he does not know
whether there is any security or not.
The Minister of Finance should explain
why he has not proceeded to collect the
debt now due. It is his duty, and it was
his duty in 1892 when the Auditor Gen-
eral called attention to the matter, and it
was his duty from that year ever since
till 1895, to collect that debt. Let the
hon. gentleman tell the country why he
did not collect it. I submit, as the repre-
sentative of the section of the people who
pay for these investments, and whose
money has been invested, that the time
has arrived when the country should not:
be called upon to buy seats by such
lavish expenditure, and at such demoral-
ization of public morality.

Mr. Foster. What do you mean by buy-
ing seats? :

Mr. Mulock. I mean tosay this: That

the Finance Minister, if he were a faithful
steward of the public funds, would have
realized upon the security and collected
the interest due to the country, instead of
stating to the house that he knows noth-
ing about it,and opening a special account
and representing that this was a good as-
set, and doing that on the eve of applying
to these gentlemen for political support to
enable him to get a seat in th:s house.
That is what I mean.
Mr. Foster. The hon. gentleman made
an ineinuation. This insinuation was not
a manly one —it was one of the nature
that he frequently makes. When I asked
him courteously to explain what he meant
by saying that this was a transaction for
the purpose of buying a seat, he made a
turn around and came back in a little sub-
dued and milder form, not in the same
language, but his intimation was that the
transaction was carried out for the sake of
buying a seat for the Finance Minister.

Mr. Mulock. Why do you not collect
the interest ?

Mr. Foster. Thehon. gentleman is now
asking a question which any hon. member
has a right to ask. When the hon. gen-
tleman insinuates that this inaction was
for the purpose of buying a seat for the
Finance Minister, he is- making a state-
ment in an unmanly way, a statement
which no gentleman should make, a state-
ment' which he cannot prove.

Mr. Mulock — Why did you not collect
the interest ?

Mr. Foster — There are certain ques-
tions that an hon. gentleman can ask, and
if the hon. gentleman would wait at that
question and go no further, he would be,
in my opinion, all right. When he goes
further, and insinuates, what he will not
state in his seat and on his responsibility
as a member of this house —-

Mr. Mulock — Yes, I would state it on
my respounsibility. I do not shirk from
stating it on my responsibility.

Mr. Foster — Now, then, after this little
breeze has passed, I will answer the hon.
gentleman with reference to the bridge.
The bridge was a public undertaking and
a grant of money was passed by parlia-
ment, after discission in parliament, to
the company who undertook to build the
bridge. That money is at the rate of 4
per cent. It issecured upon the bridge
structure itself.

Sir Richard Cartwright — ‘Whereabouts
does the $50,000 come in? Does it come
in before or after the $300,000?

Mr. Foster — That I do not know, but
I imagine that the government has

the first lien. The tolls to be col-

lected were relied upon, T suppose, to pay
the interest, and to pay as well a return to
the gentlemen who formed the company
and put a large amount of money into it.
A part of the interest has been paid and a
part has not been paid. Now, I am
asked: Why don’t I collect the inter-
est? There was but one way I suppose
in which you could do that. You could
foreclose, and take the bridge structure.

Mr. Mulock — There is another way.
That is not the only way. I wish to put
the Finance Minister a question on this
point. He tries to explain why he has
not collected the interest, and he says
that the only source from which
could collect it was foreclosure. Now the
hon. member for South Oxford (Sir
Richard Cartwright) has pointed out that
there are $180,000 of subscribed capital
uncollected, and if the hon. Minister al-
lows years to go by, what beeomes of the
liability of this $180,000 of security ?

Mr. McMullen’s motion for the papers
was carried.

CARTWRIGHT’S REVIEW.

Of Foster’s Budget Speech and the Fi-
nancial Mismanagement of
the Government.

In the Dominion House of Commons,
Sir Richard Cartwright followed Hon. G.
E. Foster in the budget debate, and
among other things, said :

I think every hon. gentleman who has
had a seat in this house for a period of
three years and upwards must have been
vety much struck by an extraordinary
and unprecedented omission in the speech
of the hon. gentleman. For the first
time, certainly for the first time since he
has been in the house and occupied his
present position—I may say for the last
sixteen years—a speech has been made on
the budget and it has contained no laud-
ation of the National Policy whatever.
The poor fetish has been laid on the shelf,
with none so low as to pay it reverence
now. AndIdo not wonder at at. Like
some other things with which the hon.
gentleman is acquainted, it has served its
term; it has been the ladder by which
the hon. gentleman and certain other
parties have climbed to preferment, and
now, I suppose, it is going be ignomin-
ously kicked downs; Another very cur-
ious thing in the hon. gentleman’s speech ;
heretofore, ever since Sir Leonard Tilley
came to the rescue of Sir John Macdonald,
the doctrine has been that the people get
rich by paying taxes. But now thefe is a
new departure. A change has come over
the spirit of the hon. gentleman’s dreanfy
and he takes great credit for making
people rich by taking the taxes off them,
and there is a vast deal more to be said
for his later than his former doctrine.

Before this debate is through, I intend
to prove that the actual taxation taken
out of the pockets of the people is $60,000,-
000 a year, as against $20,000,000 per year
which goes into the treasury. The hon.
gentleman boasts that he lessened the
sugar duties, Well, if he did,it is not
because of any good will of his or his col-
leagues to the people of Canada, but at
the dictation of Mr. McKinley, and be-
cause the American government had abol-
ished them altogether.

And now, first of all, I desire to ascer-
tain what is our real position. What is
the deficit? The hon. gentleman admit-
ted, under stress of circumstances, that
the deficit amounted, he thought, to about
four millions and a half. That is to say,
gir, if things go well, if the hon. gentleman
gets as much in the next two months as
he did in the same months in 1894, if he
does not spend as much in the next two
months as he himseif estimated he would
be likely to spend, why then, possibly—
particularly if he gets a little money out
of his new taxation —then possibly the
deficit may not exceed $4,500,000. Well,
sir, that is a possibility. I do not know
whether he will succeed in anticipating a
little revenue ; I do not know whether he
will succeed in putting offa few payments
until next year ; but what I do know the
hon. gentleman admits, even without any
additional estimates, which he hasnot yet
given us, that the hon. gentlman’s esti-
mates are $922,000 more than the sum ac-
tually expended in 1893-4. We all know
tbat we wound up the year 1893-4 with a
deflcit of $1,210,000, and we know that the
failure in revenue down to the 1st of May,
which the hon. gentleman did not give,
amounts to $2,808,788, while our expendi-
ture up to May 1st exceeded our expendi-
ture for the last year by $705,413. Now,
sir, these figures — and that is as good as
the hon. gentleman’s hypothesis —show
that there is to-day an actual, ascerfained
deficit of* $4,754,520. However, sir, [ am
not very greatly concerned about that;
whether the deficit be $4,500,000, as he
says, or whether it be four millions and
three-quarters, as the public returns would
seem to indicate it is, or whether it may
be one or two or three hundred thousand
dollars, more or lesg, by the 1st of July, is
not a matter of very great moment. Itis
sufficient for us to know, by the hon. gen-
tleman’s own admission —and he cert-
ainly did not exaggerate — the deficit am-
ounts to four and one-half millions.

The general result is that we have.a
deficit ranging from $4,500,000 to $5,000,-
000; that our cash in hand is barely ade-
quate to meet our current needs, and
hardly that, remembering, as I pointed
out the other night that, over and above
further bills payable, we have in addition
gsome $40,000 borrowed from the people of
Canada, for which we ought to keep a
respectable reserve. It is very clear that
instead of having $9,000,000 of ascertained
liabilities, and a number of items stat-
tered here and there, which are to be paid
withi the next half dozen years, our
ascertained liabilities are something like
$20,000,000, not including those statutory
charges to which I have alluded, and
which would amount to very nearly a
million dollars a year more gdded to our
fixed charges for many years. The hon.
gentleman has talked largely and loudly
of the increased deposits, but not a word
out of the hon. gentleman’s mouth, not a
whisper from the hon. gentleman’s lips
about the vastly-increased indebtedness
of Canada, as compared with the period
between 1873 and 1878. The hon. gentle-
man has now and heretofore wholly ig-
nored that most important fact, what is
the present indebtedness? Mind you, by
the indebtedness of Canada I do not mean
barely and solely the indebtedness owed
by Canada in her federal capacity. I
mean our federal debt; I mean our prov-
incial debt ; I mean our municipal debt;
I mean our private debt due abroad; I
mean also the sumn due by ug for railway
bonds and obligations. Now, I have been
at some pains to find out as correctly as I
could — the statistics do not allow of my
doing it altogether —what that amounts

to, and I venture to say to the house that
if you take into account railway bondsand
stocks as well, that the total present in-
debtedness of Canada, the colléctive in-
debtedness to parties abroad, must be

somewhere in the neighborhood of $800,-

000,000 or $1,000,000,000, and the annual
amount of interest $25,000,000 or $30,000,-
000 a year.

WASTED MONEY.

To-day we are called upon to pay the
interest, and the ten or twelve million
dollars a year which we have to pay
through the medium of the government is
only a part at any rate of the total sum of
interest which Canada has to pay. Sir,
had we got value for our money, had that
money been invested in works which
were really useful and which really added
to the productive powers of Canada, the
case would not have been so bad. It
would have been possible for us to have
borrowed $800,000,000 or $1,000.000,000, if
you will, and we should have been able
to pay the interest largely out of the en-
hanced values arising from those works.
But it is only too well known to anyone ~
who knows anything of Canada that an
enormous amount of the money that was
borrowed has been wasted,aye, worse than
wasted, for a very considerable part of it
has gone to corrupt the people of Canada.
Simultaneously with the borrowing of
these enormous sums of money, on which
we have to pay interest, there was a great
fall in the income of our agriculturists.
Scarcely a single farm product, except per-
haps cheese, brings anything like as good
a price today as it did in 1878. Many of
them bear scarcely half the value in the
market that they did then. My compu-
tation is that the loss in the income of our
agriculturists today is fully $20,000,000 a
year as compared with their income of a
few years ago. I will not go back even so
far as 1878. Why, Sir, every man knows
that wheat of the very best quality,
not to speak of barley or other grains,
has to be sold in our markets for scarcely
half the price which was freely obtained
fifteen or sixteen years ago, and while
that may be not entirely the fault of
hon. gentlemen opposite, still it must be
borne in mind that While on all occasions
they are ready to take credit to them-

.gelves for every cheapness, no matter how

obtained, in manufactured articles, they
refuse, wholly and entirely, to be respon-
sible for‘any reduction in the price of
grain. Let them be just, Sir, and if they
claim to be the authors of this increased
cheapness of other commodities, let them
stand before agricultural audiences and
admit, as they are in honor bound to do,
that they are equally responsible for the
enormous fall in the prices of agricultural -
products.

Taking a general view of the condition
of the country Sir Richard said they had
reached a period of stand-still, for which
the only possible immediate relief was re-
ciprocity with the United States, the op-
portunity for which might be lost through
the dishonesty, treachery and trickery of
the men in office. He would not conceal
from the house “ that a considerable cus-
tom tariff must be exacted for some time
to come, but it must be fairly and honest-
ly framed for the purpose of bringing into
the treasury and not at the dictation of
the Manufacturers’ Association, whose
faithful servant and mouth-piece the
Minister of Finance was, and who divid-
ed the plunder with the government un-
justly obtained from the people.” He be-
lieved that at last the following frauds
were pretty well exploded: The home
market fraud, the desire for economy
fraud, the sham loyalty fraud, the desire
for reciprocity fraud, the general prosper-
ity fraud, the reduction in prices by rea-
son of light prices fraud.

He concluded by moving the following
amendment :

That the estimates for the fiscal year
1894-95, amount to the sum of $38,517,152
independent of any further - applementary
estimates which may be brought down.
That the said sum of $38,517,152 is in
excess of theamount expended in 1893-94
by the sum of $922,127.

That the deficit for the year 1893-94,
amounted to $1,210,322.

That the deficit for the present year is
estimated by the Minister of Finance at
$4,500,000.

That from statements made by minis-
ters of the crown in this house, it appears
that our obligation for railway subsidies
and for public works now in progress,
will involve a further outlay of $20,000,000,
as follows: For railway subsidies now
voted, $8,729,000; for the St. Lawrence
canal, $6,000,000; for the Trent Valley
canals; $5,000,000, for Intercolonial rail-
way and minor works, $1,000,000; total,
$20,729,000, the interest on which sum
together with the subsidy provided by
statute, to be paid on account of a fast
Atlantic service, will entail an addition to
our already heavy annual fixed charges of
$1,400,000.

That inasmuch as enormous sums of
money are exacted from the people of
Canada which are ngt paid into the treas-
ury, and inasmuch as the burthens of the
people are thereby greater and unneces-
sarily increased, and it is of the utmost
importance to the well-being of the com-
munity that not only should the present
extravagant expenditure be diminished,
but that the said burthen should be re-
duced as largely and speedily as possible,
it is expedient that in making provision
to restore the equilibrium between rev-
enue and expenditure, as recommended
in,the speech trom the throne, the exist-
ing tariff be so modified that it may be
made a tariff for revenue only.

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THE MEN HE SNEERED AT.

Mr. Foster attempted to make light of
the opposition attack on the Fredericton
and St. Marys railway bridge deal, and
announced that when the charges came
from men of more weight and respectabil-
ity he would answerthem. DBut let ussee
who were the gentlemen leading the at-
tack and whom Mr. Foster would dispose
of with a sneer. First ther¢ was Mr.
McMullen who has represented North
Wellington in the House of Commons
since 1878 nearly twenty years without
interruption and whose majority in the
last general election was 186. Mr. Me-
Mullen has long been recognized as one of
the most fearléss and effective members of
the opposition, a gentleman who watches
with tireless energy the public interest in
Parliament. Was he to be wiped out by
one of Mr. Foster’s sneers? The Toronto
Globe which is familiar with Mr. McMul-
len’s character and career, observes that
“Mr. McMullen is as able as Mr. Foster,
as honest as Mr. Foster, as gentlemanly as
Mr. Foster, and it is sheer egotism “and
impudence for the Minister to snccr at
the men:ber for North Wellington.”

Next on the list is J. F. Lister of West
Lambton, who made it remarkably hot for
Mr. Foster, Mr. Gibson and Mr. Temple.
Mr. Lister is an able lawyer who has sat
for his constituency since 1882 and whose
majority in 1891 was 598. He isa skiliful
debater and occupies a position in the
front rank of speakers in Parlinment. Is
Mr. Lister less respectable than Mr. Foster,
and is he, like Mr. McMullen, to be regard-
ed as a man of no weight because he
assiets in expoging a public scandal ?

Sir Richard Cartwright, who also took
"a hand in administering the lash to the
York County trio, has been in Parliament
for thirty-two years, first in.the old Can-
adian Assembly and in the House of Com
mons since 1867. He was finance minister
from 1873 to 1878, and has been honored
by his sovereign with a title which Mr.
Foster hasso far failed to obtain. Does
Mr. Foster regard Sir Richard Cartwright
as a man withqut weight,or influence ?
Sir Richard’s majority in South Oxford.in
the last general election reached the
enormous figure of 734, yet we suppose
like Mr. McMullen and Mr. Lister, he re-
presents nobody in this country and is

without weight or respéctability.

Then there is Mr. Mulock of North
York, another gentleman who effectively
backed up his friends in the debate. Mr.
Mulock is a lawyer who is considered able
enough to lecture to .Toronto University
students, and is the vice-chancellor of that
institution. He has been in Parliament
since 1878 and his last majority was 363.
Perhaps Mr. Mulock isa nran of such
small calibre that when measured along-
side of such mental giants as Thomas
Temple and Alexander Gibson and George
Eulas Foster he sinks into utter insignific-
ance, and should never raise his voice in
Parliament when there are abuses to cor-
rect.

The fact that all the answer Mr. Foster
could make to the attack was abuse and
belittling of the opposition speakers,and a
slop over eulogy on Mr. Gibson, shows that
the Government’s action in the bridge
matter is entirely indefensible. Mr Fos-
ter who squeezed iuto Parliament last
election by the slight majority of seventy-
three, corruptly obtained, is not the man
to sneer at McMullen, Lister, Cartwright
and Mulock, who represent by overwhelm-
ing majorities the constituencies for which
they sit. Mr. Foster, who is afraid to face
the electors of bis native county and seeks
to be pitchforked in for York through
the influence of Alex. Gibson, should
hesitate before casting his reproaches at
gentlemen, who without exception are
quite his equal in and out of Parliament.

Nicroras Flood Davin, the bald-headed
bachelor representative from the North
West, moved his resolution in Parliament,
Thursday, in favor of woman suffrage, but
met with very sturdy opposition, mostly
from the Government ranks. Mr. Haur-
ier moved an amendment that the whole
franchise business should be left to the
provincial authorities,and after a desultory
discussion thie debate was adjourned, and
will probably not be resumed this session.
Mr. Davin’s anxiety on behalf of the wo-
men is explained by the fact that in his
constituency of West Assiniboia, there are
no less than 133 widows, who, if the fran-
chise was extended to women, might de-
posit their ballots for the polished orator
from Regina.

Gover~or Schultz of Manitoba is in hot
water. When at Ottawa the other day
he got the written opinion of Dr. Bourinot
clerk of the Commons, bearing out the
Government’s action in the school question
and had it published in the Government
organs. For this he was hauled over the
coals in Parliament, Thursday, by Dalton
McCarthy, Hon. David Mills and other
Liberal speakers. The charge is made
that the governor is%in collision with the

Federal authorities and that an attempt.

will be made to coerce the Manitoba
government into some settlement of the
school difficulty that will remove the re-
sponsibility of further dealing with it at
Ottawa.

Tnae King’s county penitentiary, in New
York state, sheltersa distinguished lot of
prisoners, including no less than sixty-
eight bank officials who are serving out
their sentences in that institution. Sev-
en of them, convicted of embezzling de-
positore’ funds, were presidents of Natio-
nal banks. Twelve of the convicts were
cashiers of national banks, while the re-
maining forty-nine were tellers and trust-
ed clerks in banks of the same class.

Mr. Davies in parliament, Friday, asked
for further information regarding the ne-
gotiations with Newfoundland, but Mr.
Foster refused to answer any questions,
and in the discussion that followed, the
Finance Minister lost his temper and
made a violent attack upon the Opposition.
Mr. Foster is rapidly losing his reputation
for coolness and serenity, but there is
some excuge for him. He.has a lively lot
of fellows after him.

Nor a very brilliant outlook for Canada.
Three deficits in succession aggregating
$7,000,000, and another turn of the taxat-
ion screw.

Mr. Flint of Yarmouth, submitted his
resolution for straight prohibition to the
legislative committee of the Dominion
Temperance Alliance, and received the
endorsement of that body. It will be
moved in Parliament and the temperance
people are wondering what means the
Government will take this time to side-
track it. In 1891, when asimilar resolution
was made, Mr. Foster moved in amend-
ment for the appointment of a prohibition
commission, and thus avoided a direct ex-
pression of opinion on the main resolution.

Tue Montreal militia abandoned their
intended parade and sham battle for May
24th after having learned from Ottawa
that there will be no drill pay this year
for city corps. The officers and men are
very indignant.

It is said that Principal Peterson of
Dundee University, Scotland, has been
offered, and will accept the principalship
of McGill University, Montreal. Is there
no Canadian qualified for the position ?

A DEAL IN COAL.

The Water Committee’s Peculiar Action
in Accepting Toaders.

The water committee of the city coun-
cil have placed themselves in a position
which is very much condemned and erit-
icized by the taxpayeisof the city. A few
days ago they advertised tenders for coal
for use at the pumping station during the
current year, calling for 300 tons, and
specifying for Victoria and International,
from the Sydney mine, Springhill, and
&rand Lake coal to be screened and free
from slack and shell. The tenders were
receivable up to Monday last, when the
committee met and opened them, finding
tenders from Hon. J. B. Snowball, Walter
McFarlane, of St. Marys, Mr. O’Leary and
Mr. Slocum, of Grand Lake, F. I. Morri-
son, Patrick Farrell and E. H. Allen, of
this city. Mark you, the advertisement
called for screened coal, as opposed to run
of the mine coal. The committee did not
decide Monday which tender to accept,
but decided to call Mr. McFarlane before
them, and adjou}ned till yesterday after-
noon. Mr. McFarlane was present with
the committee yesterday, and last night,
it was annouiced that the committee had
accepted his tender of $3.25 per chaldron
of 2800 pounds, for unscreened coal, not-
withstanding that the committe had call-
ed for tenders for screened coal only, and
the gentlemen who tendered, put in their
bids on that basis. Now there are several
things which demand an explanation from
the committee. If they intended to accept
unscreened coal,why did they not give all
an opportunity to tender for that kind?
If they changed their minds after the call
for tenders was issued, why was only Mr.
McFarlane given a chance to go before the
committee, and subsequently have his ten-
der for unscreened coal accepted?
Take the tender of Mr. O’Lary for
instance. It was at the rate of $3.43 for
screened Grand Lake coal, an advance of
only 18 cents over Mr. McFarlane’s
unscreened, which the committee ac-
cepted. Tunr HEerarLp has authority for
stating that the electric light company of
this city buys unscreened Grand Lake
coal, 3150-1bs. to the chaldron, for $3.25,
the same figure given Mr. McFarlane per
chaldron of 2800 lbs., and that everybody
who buys that article receives the same
weight.

The fact, too, is worth considering, that
Mr. McFarlane, who receives an undue
advantage over the other tenderers, is not
a taxpayer of the city, and we should like
to know what influenced the committee
to treat the other tenders in such an un-
fair manner as we have pointed out.
Ald. Macpherson is chairman of the com-
mittee. Had he and the Superintendent
any particular axe to grind in giving Mr.
McFarlane the advantage? These are
questions the taxpayers are asking to-day.
Talk about coal deals. It strikes us that
the action of the committee in giving the
contract to Mr. McFarlane for unscreened
coal, after a personal interview with that
gentleman, and in face of the fact that
the call for tenders only named screened
coal, is about as highhanded a piece of
business as we have ever heard of in
civic. management.

The City Council will be recreant to its
duty if it does not fully investigate this
new “deal” by which the city is to suf-
fer financially, and the rights of more
than one taxpayer have been entirely
disregarded.

Charged with Robbery.

Lee Lint, a young man in the employ of
R. A. Estey at Poquiock, was arrested by
Detective Roberts and brought to the city
last Friday. charged with robbing Jas. S.
Neill’s store 1n January last. It appears
the police procured the information which
led to the -arrest through Mrs. "Anthony
Parsons, whose husband recently left town
rather suddenly after attempting his wife’s
life. The examination of the prisoner was
commenced at the police court yesterday.
Mrs. Parsons testified that she saw the
prisoner and a man named Smith exhibit-
ing some firearms to her husband shortly
after the Neill robbery was reported, and
that they gaye him two revolvers, rifle and
hunting knife. The police found a revol-
ver and knife in a drawer in Parsons’ house
after he had left the city. The case will be
resumed at the police court on Friday.
Mayor VanWart appears for the prosecution
and A. R. Slipp*for the prisoner.

To Be Investigated.

The Fredericton & St. Mary's railway
bridge transaction, which was the subject of
a discussion ‘in the House of Commons a
few days ago, will be investigated by the
committee on public accounts.

Sir Richard Cartwright has secured an
order for the attendance of the Deputy
Minister of Finance, with the correspond-
ence in reference to the government loan of
$300,000 to the company, and in reference
to the unpaid interest, amounting to $60,000.

The committee, at Sir Richard’s instance,
requested Thos. Temple, M. P., to appear
before the committe and state his connect-
ion with the transaction, and Mr. Foster
secured an order for the attendance of Ed-
ward Jack of this city. The matter was to
come before the committee today.

Accident at New Maryland,

Robert Greer, a well known and respected
resident of New Maryland, met with a seri-
ous accident Saturday morning. He bhad
his team of horses harnessed to a truck
wagon ready for work, one of the animals
being a young and giddy colt, and when
Mr. Greer’s attention was off them for a
moment, the colt slipped his bridle. Not
noticing the mishap, Mr. Greer jumped into
the wagon and started his team. The colt,
without control, plunged and reared, and
soon had his more staid companion ina
wild mood. DBoth animals soon became un-
manageable and ran wildly across the fields,
clearing three fences in the runaway. They
brought up in thegwoods without injury to
themselves, but MK Greer did not escape so
easily. He was hurted from the wagon on-
to a pile of stones, had his arm broken and
his face severely gashed, besides receiving a
general shaking yp which will lay him by
for some weeks, Mr. Greer is well known
in the city which he visits every Saturday
with his farm produce, and his friends are
very sorry to hear of his misfortune, which
is especially severe at this busy season,

THE CONSOLIDATED ELECTRIC.

Jadge Hanington and Dr. Pugsley Differ
On a Question of Fact.

In the Telegraph of Thursday was pub-
lished a long interview with Hon. A. G.
Blair regarding the charges made against
him re the Consolidated Electric Railway
fands, and the Attorney General was able
to present facts which completely exonerate
him from the shadow of wrong doing in
connexion with the matter. Nobody be-
lieved the charges in the first instance; it
was known that malice and political hate-
red was at the bottom of it all. In the in-
terview among the things Mr. Blair says:

* In pursuance of Judge Hanington’s de-
cree, and on the certificate of authorization
of the clerk of the Supreme Court in Equily,
the receiver general issued a cheque to Fred-
grick H. Smith for $33,793,67; to the Atlan-
tic Trust Company, $12,188,68, and to Nath-
an D. Pratt, plaintiff aforesaid, or myself as
his solicitor, $15,360,85. The amount of the
Smith cheque has been drawn by Mr. Pugs-
ly, solicitor for Mr. Smith; the Pratt am-
ount was drawn by myself, as Mr. Pratt’s
solicitor, and the amount of the cheque to
the Atlantic Trust Company has not yet
been drawn from the tredsury. v

The amount collected by me was paid on
the date of its receipt into the Bank of Brit-
ish North America, not to the credit of my
own private account, but to the credit of a
 special account, for the Consolidated Elec-
itric, and still remains so deposited. Not
one penny of the money has béen touched,
as any bondholder who may desire inform-
ation on the subject can readily ascertain-on
inquiry at the bank. I may say that I have
authorized Mr. Harvey to answer any in-
quiries which may be made to him on; this
point.” 2}

The following letter from the manager of
the Bank of B. N. A, St. John, i8 also pub-
lished in connexion with the interviewz

**Sr. Jonw, 9th May, 1895.
The Hon. A. G. Blair, Q. C,,
Dear Sir— You are fully at liberty to

| state on my authority that cheque issued by

the receiver general at Frederigton, for $15,-
360,85 was on the 13th ultmo, deposited by
you to the credit of a special account in con-
nexion with the Consolidated Railway Co's.
affairs, and further, that the amount, intact,
is still at the credit of that account in the
books of this bank separate and distinct, as
it always has been, from your own private
account. :

In the Equity Court at St. John, Mon-
day evening, Judge Hanington referring
to the interview with the Attorney Gen-
eral, from which the above is quoted, said
that before making the last' order, Mr:
Pugsley had applied to him for an order
for the payment of the money to the so-
licitors, and he had declined to make this
order, being of opinion that the money
should be paid to the bond-holders except
on production of a power of attorney.
Learning that the money had afterwards
been paid out, he had seen the clerk of
the court at Fredericton and examined
the order, and found that the words relied
upon as authority for the payment of the
money had been added to it after he had
given the order to the deputy clerk.

The Attorney General was not present
when these rcmarks were made by Judge
Hanington, but Dr. Pugsley,who was pres-
ent, at the conclusion of his honor’s re-
marks, stated that he had desired to call
the attention of his honor to one or two
matters.

The order was made at the equity court
in St. John in the absence of both the At-
torney General and himeself, who were in
Fredericton at the time, and Mr. Allen,
clerk of the court, had informed him that
the order had been received by mail ex-
actly in its present condition. He had al-
80 been informed by Mr. Fry, the official
stenographer, that the words which his
honor had stated were not in the order
when he made it, had been written there
by him, in open court, by his honer’s di-
rections, and that the order had thereup-
on been transmitted by mail to the clerk
in Fredericton.

Judge Hanington —Do you say these
words were in the order wheﬁ‘l*gave it to
the clerk ? :

Mr. Pugsley — I have not the slightest
doubt, your honor, that they were put
there by your honor’s directions. I have
no reason to doubt the stenographer’s
word, and there is at least one solicitor
who was in the court at the time and who
has a positive recollection of your having
directed the stenographer to put those
words in the order. :

Judge Hanington — Well, I will not
discuss it further.

Mr. Pugsley— Your honor having made
a very serious charge against the official
stenographer, Mr. Fry, and presumably
against some of the partiesto the cause,
I ask that your honor should name a day,
as early as possible, for an investigation of
the matter.

Judge Hanington — For whom do you
ask it ?

Mr. Pugsley —I ask it as eolicitor for
two of the principal parties in the suits.

Judge Hanington —It may be very
disingenious for you to ask for an investi-
gation, but you know I have to go to the
Charlotte circuit in the morning.

Mr. Pugsley —1I don’t ask your honor
to hold the investigation at once or before
your honor gets through with the circuit,
but I have a right to ask, and do ask for
an investigation at the earliest possible
moment.

Judge Hanington —If a written peti-
tion is presented to me I will =consider as
to the investigation.

Mr. Pugsley —I will then take gccasion,
your honor, to see that a written petition
is presented as soon as practicable. I aleo
wish to say that in my opinion the order
which your hongr made here in court,
and which I believe to be the identical
order filed with the clerk, was acted upon
in every particular.

Hon. Mr. Blair in an interview with
the Record last night, says that in view of
Judge Hanington’s statement, he has
asked the Governor to issue a commission
to C. W. Weldon to investigate the alle-
gations regarding Mr. Fry, who is an offic-
ial of the local government, and the At-
torney General expresses the opinion
that such investigation “will exonerate
Mr. Fry and everybody else, and show
that the Judge is mistaken.” Mr. Blair
also emphatically denies that he ever
made or authorized anybody to make on
his behalf an application to Judge Han-
ington for an order directing the pay-
of the money to him (Blair) and that the
Judge *“‘bas become utterly confused in
the matter.” The Attorney General also
characterizes the judge’s statement as “a
most astounding one.”

Mrs. Osburn is still in Mexico settling
up her late husband’s business, but will

The master of a faithful dog, an Irish
setter, was drowned more than a fortnight
ago in the harbor of Naugatuck, Confl.,
and every day since then that faithfal dog
has stood or sat upon the dock awaiting
the return of his loved master. J

Benjamin Coughlan, son of William
Couglan, Blackville, twenty-two years of
age and unmarried, was drowned in Elm
Tree Brook, near Indiantown, Northum-
berland Co., Monday afternoon, while
rafting logs for B. N. T. Underhill.

The Chatham World says that herring
are swarming along the coast and in the
Miramichi river. A. & R. Loggie have
already caught all their bait, about 1500
barrels, and a net at the Bay du Vin
wharf the other day took fifty barrels.

Sir Leonard and Lady Tilley will spend
the summer at Rothesay, Kings county,
where their sons have a cottage, Their St.
Andrews cottage has been leased for the
season to A. R. McDonald, of Montreal,
who will occupy it about the middle of
June.

Some unknown persons have been scat-
tering carpet tacks in the streets at Bay
Shore, Long Island, and as a result the
tires of bicycles have been punctured. In
some instances pieces of leather containing
rows of tacks have been found on the
sidewalk.

Mrs. Elizabeth Publicover,of Dartmouth,
N. 8., suicided, Sunday, by drowning in
the harbor. She left her children at the
breakfast table, saying she was going out
for a little fresh “air. She proceeded to
the harbor near by, and ten minutes later
her corpse was brought back to the house:

Already 3000 joints of bank Jumber have
arrived at Springhill, an unusual quantity
for this season of the year, and up to Satur-
day@¥ilmot Guiou and his staff had sur-
veyed 2000 joints. The work has rushed on
Mr. Guiou so fast this spring that he has had
to form a second crew of sarveyors. His
chief assistants are J. Alfred Turner, of this
city, and A. R. Miles, ot Marysville.

The steamer Olivette met with a slight ac-
cident Thursday morning shortly after start-
ing on her trip to St. John. When nearing
the pier guarding the draw in the railway
bridge, floating logs got into her paddle
wheels, throwing her off her course. She
struck the pier with considerable force, in-
juring the cook house, the cook having a
narrow escape. Theaccident caused a short
detention, but he damages were quickly re-
paired on her arrival at St, John.

The Cosgrove Concert Company are to
give an entertainment in the city hall next
Wednesday cvening. The company ap-
peared here some months ago and delighted
all who heard them with their musical and
dancing specialties. The company are
brought here by the Fredericton brass band
and should be well patronized. The band
has been hberal with their music, and in
return the public should show their ap-
preciation. The band will parade and give
an open air concert on the night of the show.

John Kilburn, the veteran lumberman,
reports the narrow escape from drowning
of five men employed on his drive on the
2nd inst. Arthur Quartermain, James
Diamond and George Chambers of Kings-
clerr, Peter McFarlane of Nashwaaksis and
Duncan McDiarmid of this city, were in a
towboat with two horses when the craft
struck a sunken rock, breaking a hole in
her bottom. She soon commenced to fill,
and but for timely assistance men and
horses would have been drowned. Diamond
had the narrowest escape, and it took
some time to restore him,

KNOCKED OUT AGAIN.

The New Board of JHealth Failed to
Realize Ald Macpherson's Ex-
pectations.

Ald. Macpherson and his friends who, the
morning after the late civic elections be-
lieved they had secured complete control of
the new council, and would;be able to carry
all their schemes to successful completion,
received apother rude shock Monday even-
ing when they ran up against the new board
of health, which they had created for a pur-
pose all their own. The motives which
prompted the dismissal of the old board of
health and the creation of the new, was
outlined in The Herald last- week. It was
known that " Ald. Macpherson and some at
least of those who followed him, were not
so much concerned about the health of the
city,as theywere desirous of securing the dis-
missal of James Farrell, the Imspector of
the board. Both heand his brother, ex-Ald
Tarrell, were personally distasteful to Ald.
Macpherson and the Inspector must be got
rid of. But Ald. Macpherson overreached
himself in his desire for personal revenge.
He did not set a very high estimate on the
gentlemen he nominated on the new board
when he supposed they would be parties to
the dismissal of a faithful oficer. The
whole point of creating the new board has
beem lost, and Ald. Macpherson counts
another repulse in the civic arena.

The new board of health met Monday
evening for organization, and all the mem-
bets, including J. D. Macpherson, Havelock
Coy. J. 8. Neill, Dr. Crocket and J. M.
Wiley were present. Dr. Crocket was
unanimously elected chairman, and C. W,
Beckwith was re-elected secretary. Mr.

h Coy nominated Inspector Farrell for re-

election and on a vote being taken there
appeared : Yeas — Messrs. Macpherson and
Coy; nays, Messrs. Wiley and Neill, a-tie
vote. Dr. Crocket enquired of the city clerk
if any charges had been preferred against
Mr. Farrell, and receiving a negative answer,
gave his casting vote for the old Inspector,
and declared him elected. What justifica-
tion Mr. Wiley and Mr. Neill are able to
give for the votes, The Herald is not in a
position to state, but we do not hesitate to
say that the other members of the board
only fulfilled the general public desire when
they stood up against Ald. Macpherson’s
scheme for dismissing an active, faithful and
courteous official. Mr. Farrell has seen
twenty years service as Inspector, and that
he should be endorsed by a board especially
selected by his enemy to dismiss him, is a
high tribute to the satisfactory manner in
which he has performed his duty.

The board, among other things, directed
the Inspector to make a minute examination
of the old Whittaker tannery remains, and
if he found them a nuisance to bring the
law into operation for their removal. It
was also decided that the city council be
requested to repeal the bye-law authorizing
the council to give parties liberty to tap
sewers for private drains, and recommend-
ing all drains now running into sewers be
shut off at once.

Hospital Board Meeting,

A special meeting of Victoria Hospital
board Saturday afternoon was attended by
Hon. A. F. Randolph, MayorVanwart, Hon.
F. P. Thompson, Judge Vanwart, Dr. Coul-
thard, John Black and J.T.Sharkey. Judge
Vanwart was elected secretary in place of
L. W. Johnston, resigned, and John Black
was chosen treasurer, The principal busi-
ness before the meeting was the consider-
ation of the plans for the proposed new wing
drawn by Henry B. Clark, These were ac-
cepted, and it was decided to call for tend-
ers for the construction of the proposed ad-
dition at once, and it will be completed this
season. The new erection, 45x25 ft., include
dining room, kitchen, scullery, etc., on first
flat, and on the second an operating room
and bedrooms for the nursing staff, etc.
The present operating room and dining
room in the main building will be turned
into wards, affording considerable addition-
al accommodation for patients. The pres™
ent main entrance will be closed, and the
entrance will be through the new ell, thus
avoiding the disturbance in the main build-
ing which is unavoidable under present
conditions.

A Forged Order.

C. H. Thomas & Co. of Oak Hall, were
pretty nearly the victims of a forged order
Thursday. It was presented to themin pay-
ment for goods by one James Woodward,
purporting to be from Alex. Fraser on Al-
fred Rowley of Marysville, and was for $25.
Woodward had bought $14.50 worth of goods
from Mr. Thomas, presented the order in
payment, and received the balance in cash,
He left the goods to be called for later.
Soon after he went out C. H. Thomas’ sus-
picions were aroused that all was not right,
and be sent his clerk, H. Logan, to Marys-
with the order. Mr. Rowley at once pro-
nounced the order a forgery. While Logan
was away and C. H. Thomas was out, Wood-
ward returned to the store for his goods.
The clerks, however, hinted their suspicions
to him and he left for the country very sud-
denly closely followed by Deputy Sheriff
Hawthorn who overtook his game four
miles from the city. The fellow, whose
right name turned out to be Jones, pleaded
so hard with Mr. Thomas that he was let go
on returning the money in his possession.

DEATH OF MRS. TENNANT.

Funeral Services Sunday very Largely
Attended.

The Herald very sincerely regrets to record
the death of Mrs. M. Tennant which occur-
red at her home on York street Thursday
evening, The deceased lady had been al-
most an invalid for nearly a quarter of a
century, enduring great suffering at times,
but always with calmness and patience.
Mr. Tennant consulted many physicians,
giving his wife the benefit of the best
medical skill both here and in the United
States, but the patient only secured tempor-
ary relief at best. Last summer, however,
she enjoyed better health than usual and
often drove out in her carriage. As late as
Tuesday of the week preceding her death,
Mrs. Tennant took a drive, and on Saturday
following she was able to walk on the lawn
at her home. This was her last outing, and
on Sunday Mr. Tennant saw unmistakable
evidence that the sufferer's end was at hand.
She soon relapsed into unconsciousness and
breathed her last Thursday evening, her
last hours evidently being apparently free
from severe suffering. Mrs. Tennant was a
daughter of the late Rev. Jacob Gunter, a
well known clergyman of the Free Baptist
church, who resided and died in this city.
She was married to Mr. Tennant at St. John
Feb. 17th, 1870, and leaves no issue. Her
two brothers Charles and Géo. I. Gunter
reside in the western states, and her only
sister, Mrs. Sheppard, died years ago. An
adopted daughier, Miss Bessie Tennant,
daughter of Mrs. Sheppard, has lived with
Mr. and Mrs. Tennant since childhood and
with Mr. Tennant is quite prostrated by the
blow that has fallen upon them. Mrs. Ten-
nant was 51 years old, and her death leaves
a sad blank, not only in her home, but in
the large circle of friends who loved her for
her many womanly traits and her beautiful
Christian character. She was a devoted
member of the Free Baptist church and
took the warmest interest in its welfare.
She possessed a most kindly heart, strong
sympathies with those in trouble, and
throughout her long twenty-five years of
iliness never murmured or complained.
To Mr. Tennant she ever proved a faithful
and loving wife, making his home, so far as
lay in her power, a bright and happy one,
and in return receivedgin her weakness, only
such tender and affectionate attention asa
husband of Mr. Tennant’s manly character
andopenheart can extend.
