The Rev. gentleman was educated in
Torouto University and Kuox colege
He was converted from the Iuith of Lis
fathers when 20 years of age, sed has
sinve been a zealous, counsistent, aad
vxemplary member of the Presbyterian
church. He was ordsiued to the mnis-
try in 1866, and was for tw . years wis-
siouary amouy the Rumau Cutholics.

The Ashfield congregation is to be
congratulated upon its good fortune in
having secured his services. The ouu-

exation is largely and widely scattered.
Vhile the great majurity understand
aud speak English, quite 8 number can
only speak Guelio, & portion beiug
acquaiuted with both ianguages of
cvurse, still they all naturally prefer to
worship their Creator in their uvative
toucwe. The cungregation has, for some
time nuw, been withuut a regular pastor.
Owing to the wfirmities of old ago for
years befera, Mr. Graut, its late pastor,
has resigned his charge, ho was uunble
to attend tv many of the duties dev.lv-
ing upon a Christian minister in charge
of & country congregation.

From what we can leara the Rev. Mr.
McDouald is the right mau in the right
place. He takes charge of his conyrea-
tion in the prime of life, and is in every
way qualitied for the discharge of his
arducus and responsible duty He is

of great vigor of body and
mind, is & flueut aud effective speaker;
he hclds his convictivns with a strong
grasp and is quite fearless, though cour-
teous, in expressing them. His many
excellent qualities has endeared him to
his cu-presbyters, and we doubt nut will
soon make him a central pewer around
which his ocengregation w'll gather,
uvited and contented.
