RELICS AT QUERETARO.

Impressions of Historical Events on a
Mexican Community.

QUERETARO, theatre of the closing scene in
that tragic episode known as ‘¢ the French
intervention in Mexico, says a letter to The
San Francisco Chronicle, was founded by the
Aztecs about the middle of the fifteenth cen-
tury, and in 1531, it was conquered by the in-
vading Spaniards, commanded by Fernando de
Tapia, one of the lieutenants of Cortez. A
little chapel, close by the church, which was
Maximillian’s headquarters during the siege,
marks fhe site where mass was first said in the
city.” The climate is temperate, though twiee
in the last fifty years a cold wave has deposited
a deep snowfall. The cereals and other staples
of the vegetable kingdom thrive and yield
abundantly, and the froits of Queretaro are
something to be remembered with longing
amidst the inferior and dearer varieties in
Mexico. Thae water supply comes down from
a mountain near by, along a stone aqueduct,
in which some of the arches are ninety feet
high. The city owes this convenience to his
worship, the Marquis de Villar del Aquila, of
whom it is told that his kinsman, another of
the marquises who at one time lay around loose
8o plentifully in Mexico, bet him that the water
could not be brought in, ahd promised to crect
a silver fountain in eveet of the projector’s
success. The fulfillment of this pledge was
afterward changed to sharing the expense of
the enterprise, some $170,000. In the main
piaza the foufitain, at whose corners stand
spirited figures of dogs lapping the water, bears
a tall column, topped by a statue of the public-
spirited marquis. The z?ublic buildings of
interest are the churches and the ex-convents
of San Francisco, San Antonio, Santo Do-
mingo, El Carmen, Santa Clars, La Cruz, and
Santa Rosa. The ex-convent at San Augustin
has a patio whose ruins are amomg the most
interesting in Mexico ; the caryatides are human
tranks and heads, with hands uplifted. No
two pairs of hands are in the same position,
and the various arrangements evidently exprees
the signs manual of an alphabet. The meaning
of the entire series could no doubt be readily
deciphered, and it might prove important.
Again, no two heads in the carving—and they
are of more than life size—are alike in type
and all are of exquisite finish, although now
in a sad state of mutilation this building having
been occupied as a barracks.

La Cruz was used as the imperial headquar-
ters during the siege. It is & fine old edifice,
with carious paintings and relics of splendid
antique carving. The cell which was Maxi-
millian’s chamber is difficult to find, but the
lieutenant colonel of the garrison sent to me
as my cicerone a man who had attended the
unfortunate- man and this person pointed out
the spots where stood the various pieces of
furniture, and the ledge where the emperor
climbed to catch the proper light for a photo-
graph before the end of the siege. The narrow
room is roofless now, and in the chinks between
the tiles grow thickly nicotinium and salvias,
from which I gathered "a Landfal of seeds as
souvenirs. Another souvenir is oune of the
cannon-balls used toward the close of the siege,
when the ammaunition was about exhausted and
the people were living on the flesh of mules and
horses. The balls, of iron, were mounted in a
rough woeden cup for wadding by means of
stripes of tin or zinc crossed over them and
made fast by taecks to a groove in the wood.
These are very hard to obtain in these days.
The rooms of Miramon and Mejia are in a
like state of dilapidation. Descending, we
drcve along on the avenue beside the church-
yard, which ‘was swept by a twenty-four
pounder uatil treachery turned the muzzle and
let Escobedo’s men come swarming up across
the fields to clamber into the garden through a
breach in-the wall, whose place is plainly shown
by the different material employed in reclosing
it. Queretaro people as‘a rale are devoted to
the memory of Maximillian, and they scoff at
the suggestion that Lopez dld not betray him

to Escobedo.” They S8y, too, that the com:

mercial decadence which has fallen upon the
city is in punishment for the shedding of
Maximillian’s blood there, and that the curse
will lie for years. The chief interest at Quere-
taro is all in this connection. Turn where you
will, there are relics of the unfortunate young
man who was an instrument and a victim of
royal ambition. At the palacio, that is te say
in the state building, is kept the casket, still
stained with his blood, in which he was brought
down from the Cerro de las Campanas. The
cell in the convent of Capuchins, in which he
was immured, now forms part of a private
dwelling, whose occupants have become quite
reconciled to the intrusions of students of his-
tory and of sight-seers pure and simple. The
Theatre Iturbide, where was held the court-
martial, is another point of interest and most
vital of all, the Cerro de las Campanas, where
three granite shafts mark the spot of execution.
This hill, something like a mile west of this
city, rises perhaps one hundred feet gbove the
plain. It was fortified by the imperialists, and
here after the capture of the liberals under
Escobedo the prince and his two chief generals
were conducted for execution. Standing by
those monuments, with an eye-witness of the
scene, it was easy to see with the eye of the
imagination the troops of the victor marshaled
about the edge of the hill, while the three
coaches rolled across the field with the doomed
ones. The three equads detailed for the dread-
ful duty stood there. The three men were
placed in order at not quite regular intervals,
Maximillian in the middle. But he stepped
from that place, embraced Miramon, and say-
ing: ¢ Men such as you are worthy to fill the
place of a monarch,” placed Miramon there.
It is certain that Maximillian at the time of
his death believed that Carlotta was dead sal-
ready, and this, no doubt, made the thought
of his own fate less bitter to him. But enough
of such scrrowful recollections.

Perhaps Queretaro is best known to Ameri-
cans as ‘“ the place where you can buy opals
cheapest,” and numbers are carried
thence. Unfortunrtely all travelers are not
lapidists, and many buy any odd-colored stone,
perfectly fireless though it may be, under the

great

nsme of Mexican opsl, to the prejudice of the
reputaticn of genuine stones of that variety.
The opal, it is not generally known, is a
crystal, irregular as tc form and size, imbedded
in & caleareous formation. They are ¢ chunked
out,” and, having been attached by wax to a
short stick, are ground and polished, usually
in Mexico, by hand-lathes. The greatest of
the cpal mines near Queretaro has recently been
sold to a German company, who have suspend-
ed operations therein, so that the stones are
much dearer than formerly.
great center for the manufacture of candies,
or, rather, the preparation of crystallized fruits.
Apples, pears, crabapples, nuts, quinces,
peaches, figs, oranges, lemons, the thick suc-
culent leaves of the cactns, and many other
varieties, are put up in forms as pleasing to
the eye as exquisite to the taste. Sweet po-
tatoes also are converted into a delightful con-
fection. All are well adapted to export, re-
sisting perfectly the changes of climate. They
are very delicious, equaling if not excelling the
best French sweets. They are absolutely un-
adulterated, and they are very cheap. No
doubt these fruits will be an important article
of export, if ever the hang-fire reciprocity
treaty shall become a fait accompli.

AN EDITOR ON DRUMMERS.

At the game supper given at Macon, Ga.,
the other night, to the Travelers’ Protective

association, F. H. Richardson, of The Tele-
graph, thus eloquently apostrophized the as-
sembled guests:

¢* What would Georgia be without her drum-
mers? She would be cooped, corralled, and
crushed in the mad battle of commercial
supremacy. What would Macon be without
her drummers? She would stagnate on the
hills of her beauty and starve in the valleys of
plenty. The drummer is the ‘courier of pro-
gress. The drummer carries the thought and
customs of the city into the provinces. He
sows the seeds of promise in waste places.
He makes the dreary hours to blossom with
song and jest. He is the swift and shining
shuttle which weaves the wool and warp of our
wealth. Wherever the pioneer blazes the
march of civilization the echo of his axe is the
football of the drummer. Wherever men
gather in the mart his voice is heard. Wherever
a weak and defenseless woman is in distress,
bis big heart and his strong arm are ready to
serve her. Wherever a vicious tongue asperses
the fame of his city or his state none quicker
than he to resent the insult.

LICENTIOUS JOURNALISM.

SRNERS S S

Vile At!ack on a Prominent Citizen.

—_——

ALL CLASSES EXPRESS THEIR INDIGNATION.

LA

Last evening’s issue of the Mercury con-
taine an attack on one of our most prominent
and talented citizens—James Murray, Esq.,—
an attack which, for personal abuse and gen-
eral malignity, fortunately has no barallel in

_ the history of Newfoundland journalism. The

article would seem to be the joint production
of the editor of that paper—the Rev. Moses
Harvey—and his associate in journalistic ter-
giversation—Mr. A. J. W. McNeily.

As an excuse for outraging the moral sensi-
bilities of the community with such a vile and
slanderous effusion, the precious pair tell us, in
effect, that they are ¢ writing in defence of a
prificiple.” Exactly what that principle is we
leave our readers to determine. Meanwhile they
will agree with us, we think, that any principle
which requires such a defence as tha? must be
a very poor one indeed. It is just poesible,
however, that the principle might have been
¢t evolved” by the men. In that event, it ie
as natural for them to defend it, as it is for a
member of the genus Mephitis to defend ite
unsavory cffspring.

But, witbhout furtber remarks as to the
motive by which the Mercury is actuated in
making the attack in question, let us briefly
glance at the three persons mainly interested.
On the one hand we havg the supposed attack-
ing parties—the Rev. Moses Harvey, retired
pastor of St. Andrew’s Church, and Mr. A. J.
W. McNeily, Speaker of the House of As-
sembly ; on the other side, Jas. Murray, Esq.,
merchant and importer.

Now, what are the positions, in other re-
spects, occupied by these parties in this com-
mupity? The two first named—Messrs. Har-
vey and McNeily, it is true, claim a certain
social standing, becsuse, forsooth, they are
¢¢ professional” men, and not on account of
any other claims they may possess—so far as the
public are aware—to favorable consideration.
They do not belong to the producing classes,
for the simple reason that they produce noth-
ing.

One receives a pension of £300 a year from
the good people of the Presbyterian Church,
because he was once their ¢ active pastor,”
and for the additional reason that they do not
wish that he should ever be compelled to en-
gage in secular employment to earn a living.
Their reverence for the sacred desk, perhaps,
more than their regard for the man, constrains
them to act thus liberally towards him.

The other is in receipt of -an enormous in-
come from the treasury of the Commonwealth.
What with his salary as Speaker, and his
“ sops ” as Acting Attorney General, Solicitor
Genersl, Crown Prosecutor, and so forth, and
so forth, we suppose that bis pickings, by
hook and by crook, for the past year, will not
fall far short of FOUR THOUSAND FIVE
HUNDRED DOLLARS. Both thése men,
then, can only be regarded as drones in the
common hive of industry. Nay, more than
that—they are a grievous burden on the com-
munity, inasmuch as they cost the taxpaying
people more than it would take to support a
hundred reslly deserving paapers. Such men
ought to be ashamed to ‘¢ put on airs ” in pub-
lic at all, much less to abuse those on whom
they indirectly depend for everything—the
It is

like biting the hand that feeds them.

So much, then, for the ‘¢ associate editors”
of the Government organ and their abusive
joint production of yesterday. Now, let us
turn our attention, for a moment or two, to
the object of their malevolence—Mr. Murray.
There are three very apparent reasons why he
has been so vilely attacked by the above men-
tioned brace of subsidized sinners.  1st—Be-
cause he is a natiyve of the colony, and a super-
ior business man. .. 2ndly—On account of his
success in commercial life. 3rdly—For the
very evident reason that he is politically
opposed to the present profligate Administra-
tion. Of course nobody but one blinded by
jealousy and spite wounid attack a gentleman
in such a villainous manner for any or all of
the. reasons, just .stated. But jeslousy and
spite are prominent characteristics of Messrs.
Harvey and McNeily. Henee the unscrapul-
ous manner in which they apply themselves to
their present congenial occupation.

Mr. Maurray, however, can well afford to
treat with the ¢ respectable contempt of si-
lence ” all such vilifiers as those ‘who now
write for the licentions Mercury.

The former, by his commercial
transactions, largely benefits the community
in which he resides, while the latter are noth-
ing better than obstacles in the path of pro-
gress, by reason of the leakage they are con-
tinually causing in the public treasury. The
industrious portion of the inbabitants are thus
compelled to support those lazy pensionaries
on the national purse, at a loss to the colony
of much valuable money that might otherwise
be profitably expended in giving employment
to the people by opening up useful public
works throughout the country. ,

The fishermen of Newfoundland, too, will
know how to appreciate the Mercury’s malici-
ous attack on Mr. Murray, especially when we
remind them of the fact that he was mainly in-
struamental in pushing up the price of fish in
our local market the . past season until it
reached a fairly-remunerative figure. A few
supplying merchants and some of their tools in
the brokerage business bitterly dislike Mr. M.
on this account. But public sentimeni will
give the whole case an impartial hearing, and
we are certain he need have no fear as to the
popular verdict.

Ho Still Parsues His Faial Course.

KEditor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—Having read over the' various

articles and letters that have already appeared
in your valuable paper bearing upon the rela-
tion of the Christian minister to politics and the
press, especially 'as far as these articles
affect the Rev. Moses Harvey, of the Presby-
F.erian Kirk, in his capacity of editor of the
Mercury, 1 must say that I cannot agree with
all that has been advanced therein or concede
that they cover the case at issue.

That case, as it seems to me, is simply this
—Did Mr. Harvey, when he retired from the
pastorate of the Presbyterian Church, implied-
ly agree to abstain from politics or from any
'position of a political character that would
compromise the interests of his congregation ?
If he did, then he is obviously in a wrong posi-
tion to be acting as editor of the Mercury. If
he did not, then he was acting within his right,
and ought not to be looked upon as a guilty
man. '

In order to consider this question fully and
fairly it is necessary that we should first ask,
Is it right that an ordinary minister of the gos-
pel should act as editor of an ordinary political
newspaper—a paper that is avowedly engaged
in ordinary political 'warfare and political
work? If not, why is it not right?

Few persons will feel much difficulty in an-
swering this question or in assigning a suffici-
ent reason for their answer. They will no
doubt say—No, a minister should not act as
editor of an ordinary newspaper.

1st—Because to do his duty as such to those
who employ him in a political capacity, such
an editor must often act in & way that would
be inconsistent with his sacred profession.

2nd—The profession of a clergyman is
far removed from political warfare, from strife
of all kind, from purely secular pursuits, such

as political journalism necessarily is, and'

therefore, without any disparagement to the lat-
ter, an ordinary clerygman may not ergage
in it. N

3rd—Politics always involve more sides
than one. As the members of a clergyman’s
flock are not likely to be all of one political
opinion in a country of free institutions, or as,
even if they are so at one .ime, they are not
likely to continue so always, and as it is not
desirable that the differences engendered by
politics should be introduced among them,
therefore their minister should not be the
editor of a political paper.

Baut, sir, apart from all these general rea-
sons, there is the private and particular reason
in this case that the Rev. Moses Harvey, now
acting as editor of the Mercury, the political
and acknowledged organ of the present gov-
ernment, has entered into a special contract
with his late. congregation, by virtue of the
terms of which he has in honor BOUND him-
self to abstain from political journalism.

What is this special contract? It is the
contract by which, in consideration of the pay-
ment of £300 for the balance of his -life, Mr.
Harvey professedly retired from the active
service of his late congregation?

Now, sir, I would ask any reasonable man
would his congregation have bound such a log
around their necks as the perpetnal payment
of this large pension if we had considered that
Mr. Harvey was immediately going to plunge
into all the hot warfare and muddy slime of
political journalism?

This question answers itself. Mr. Harvey’s
own erratic conduct proves that the answer is
No. His repeated (but, alas! misleading)
disclosures that he occupies such a position, in
the shape of his successive ‘¢ personal state-
ments ”’ or denials, all show that he himself
feels and knows he is doing wrong. His

friends have also repeatedly remonstrated
with him in the same direction, but all to no
effect, all clearly proving that both they and
he realize and admit the fact that he occupies
a false position.

To sum up, then, the gravamen of the whole
matter is simply this :—

If Mr. Harvey, as an ordinary clergyman,
would be occupying a false position in acting
as the ordinary editor of a political organ, and
if Mr. Harvey, as a pensioned clergyman, is
under peculiar ties and obligations to abstain
from this false position, why does he not either
give up the position or give up the pension?

As an independent man, which Mr. Harvey

undoubtedly is—in circumstances—he has a
perfect right to edit a political newspaper if
he pleases. As a retired clergyman he has 2
perfect right to claim and obtain the pension
we have pledged to give him. But he has no
right to take the consideration while violating
the terms of the agreement, and to wreck his
church in order to do so.

I am very sorry for the old gentleman in

"this matter, and have repeatedly remonstrated

with him ; but all to no purpose, and I dread
the consequences that must follow his fatal
course. 1 hope he won’t take it unkindly of
me to have recourse to your colamns with this

final appéal, but hdappily he may yet take a

CONFEDERATION.

S i

THE miserable condition of this country,
produced by a bad system of trade, of politics,
or of both combined, demands a speedy
remedy. ere total ruin sets in. I have not seen
in any of the arguments used against Confed-
eration, or in any of the apologies made in
favor of our present system, the shadow of a
denial of this fact. So the questionis reduced
to this, where are we to find the wished for
remedy? We must find it at home, or find it
abroad. There is no medium. No one as yet
has attempted to prove that anything can or
will be done here to lighten our burdens and
promote our prosperity. To talk of the unex-
plored and perhaps valuable resources of the
country, is folly. With a nearly bankrupt
Government and a pauperized population, we
are no nearer to prosperity amid our riches (if
they exist) than Tantalus was to solace and
refreshment amid cool waters and fragrant
fruits, ¢ ever at hand but never to be enjoy-
ed.” It is an axiom, applicable to every order
of things, that the same causes, acting under
the same circumstances, will always produce
the same effects. The axiom is singularly
realized in our present condition, and prophe-
tic of our future prospects, if a radical change
be not admitted. If our political system has
produced our distress, without being changed
it will continue to produce it. The same must
be said of our trade system ; the same of both
combined ; for there is no power in this country
to hinder or direct the operation of those
causes, and there never will be while we remain
isolated and irresponsible. There can, there-
fore, be no fairer or more complete answer to
the question, ¢ What substantial benefit can
we derive from Confederation,” than the re-
tort, ¢ What substantial benefit can we derive
from our present system?” Anti-Unionists are
bound to prove against Confederation, because
their system has been tried and found wanting,
and Confederation has not. If they are in
possession in point of fact, they are not so in
point of right and reason. If we can find a
remedy, a real practical one, for ‘our ills at
home, let some one come forward and point it
out. The man who eannot do so has no right
to oppose a change, even if that change be
Confederation itself.

The question of Confederation will again be-
proposed to the people, but let it be proposed
fairly and dispassionately. =~ Wkoever would
influence them against a change, is bound in
honour and truth to point out to them a path-
way from the labyrinth of miseries that en-
circles and deludes them.

But, unfortunately, such has been the degrad-
ing influence of a system of things that some
would fain preserve and perpetuate, that to a
moiety of the people it were vain to appeal on
any subject involving intellectual effort. The
divine spark of reason is almost extinguished
in others. The strain upon the purely animal
instincts, the protracted struggle for mere ex-
istence, have dulled the higher faculties of the
soul, and left many of them barely in appear-
ance men. Who is there among us that has
not met with such representatives of misery?
Day by day they present themselves to our
charity : hungry, worn by a long journey on
foot from some distant outharbor, they have
merely ideas and language sufficient to ask for
bread. Address them on any topic, counsel
them to energy and industry, your lessons are
responded to by a vacant stare, your efforts to
wake even a sense of shame meet with the
patience of abject indifference. :

There is a German legend that tell how
Frankenstein, a philosopher, having worked
himself into the belief that man was gifted with
the creative power, addressed himself to the
task of producing a human being. Accord-
ingly he modelled out of clay a figure with face
and limbs corresponding to those of man, and
by some mystery of trapscendentalism, proper
only to German philosophy, he inspired it with
life. He had arrived at the object of his am-
bition. He had become a creator, but, lo! the
thing he had called into life was a hideous
monster. Day and night it haunted him. En-
dowed Wwith the power of motion, it was desti-
tute of voice and language. Stolid and star-
ing it followed him from scene to scene ; in vain
be sought the haunts of pleasure and dissipa-
tion—in the moments of his wildest forgetfal-
ness the loathed creature appeared before him,
and the light of its cold clammy eyes struck
terror into his soul; go where he would, the
thing was his companion, his monitor, bhis
spirit’s master, though its most abject slave;
it acknowledged his dominion, but instead of
that unspeakable love and worship which do
homage to a creator, its every gesture and at.
titude bespoke hatred and rage against the au-
thor of its existence. The creature became

CENTRAL DISTRICT COURT

Last year William Smithwick and Philip
Grouchy cut ice on contract for a St. John’s
speculator, the former being the contracting
party.

This Grouchy took it
upon himself to disbelieve and by way of forc-
ing Smithwick’s hand kept the ice-saw in his

its recovery yesterday morning ; Mr. Fraser,
whom he retained, couching his proceeding as
one of in detinue—detaining in possession.
Before taking suit, counsel wrote defendant
telling him in plain terms what his conduct
amounted to.
