LONDON, BUDGET.

ALLIES SUCCESSES. 
PARIS, Sept. 27.

On the western front the British 
and French captured in two days 
more than 20,000 unwounded prison­
ers, according to tile French official 
( e mmunication issued to-night. New 
progress by French troops north of 
Arras, is also reported, Souchez be­
ing stormed and captured. In Cham­
pagne the Allied forces still continue 
to gain ground. The text of the state­
ment follows: Our attack north of 
Arras realized fresh progress. We 
have occupied by sheer force all the 
villages of Souchez and have advanc­
ed towards the east in the direction 
of Givenchy. More south we reached 
La telle, and pushed north as far as 
Tliclus. destroying telegraphs. We 
made in the course of this action 
about 1,000 prisoners. In Champagne 
our troops continue to gain ground, 
after having crossed nearly the whole 
front, extending between Auberive 
ami Ville Sur Tourne, a powerful net­
work of trenches, passages, small 
forts and shelters, perfected by the

LONDON, Sept. 27.
According to the French account, 

Germans were driven out ot their 
trenches over a front of fifteen miles, 
varying in depth from two-thirds of 
a mile to half a mile. The French in 
this engagement captured 1^,000 pris­
oners. Apparently the advantage is 
being pressed still further. French 
communications make only the brief­
est mention of these operations. The 
importance of this gain lies in the 
fact that every yard of ground taken 
in this region weakens the German 

around Verdun from which 
the Germans might be compelled to 
retire, should the French succeed in 
making any further advance. The 
French also have regained the ceme- 
try pf Souchez, and trenches cast of 
the Labyrinth in Arras district, which 
was the scene of much heavy fighting 
earlier in the year. There the Ger­
mans built wffiat they considered al­
most impregnable fortifications. The 
attack was made in co-operation 
with the British, on either side of the 
La Bassee canal.

Field Marshal Sir John French re­
ports complete success in the attack 
on the south canal. Five miles in 
width and about four thousand yards 
in depth were taken at this point. 
This push forward gives the British 
possession of the road from Lens to 
La Bassee, which was used by the 
Germans for moving troops and sup­
plies north and south and threatens 
the flank of the German troops, which 
hold the town of Lens, and Hill 70. 
One of the positions taken on the 
road is less than a mile directly north 
of Lens, while Hulluch, which also 
fell into the hands of the British is 
at the end of the road near La Bassee, 
and it is only twelve miles from Hull­
uch to Lille, the capital of Northern 
France. North of the canal the Brit­
ish, although they fought all day yes­
terday, were unable to hold all the 
ground gained, and had to tali back 
to the trenches, which they had left in 
the morning. The attack, however, 
accomplished one purpose, as, accord­
ing to Field Marshal French the Ger­
man reserves checked this move, thus 
giving the British south of the canal 
the opportunity to consolidate their 
new positions unmolested. In a some 
what similar manoeuvre to the north 
of the south Nonin Road and east of 
Ypres, results were the same. On the 
North Road they were unable to hold 
the ground taken, while in the south 
they gained about 600 yards of Ger­
man trenches, and consolidated the 
ground won. So far as is reported 
the British took 1,700 prisoners with 
eight guns and several machine guns. 
Some of the fiercest fighting in the 
campaign is now progressing.

At the Russian front the Germans 
continue their furious attack to drive 
the itussians out of Dvinsk, while at 
Volsignia in Galicia, the Russians con­
tinue to harrass the Austro-Germans 
who had designs on Kiev, from which 
town they are now further than they 
were a few weeks ago. General Ivan- 
dff is apparently determined to hold 
back the Austro-Germans. His efforts 
are meeting with considerable suc­
cess. The fortress triangle, which in­
cludes Dubno, Rovno and Lutsk is al­
most entirely in possession of the 
Russians. In Galicia the Austrians 
have .been driven back across the riv­
er which runs parallel to the horde'-. 
The Italians, like the rest of the al­
lies, report a number of successes, 
taking fortified mountains from the 
Austrians.

FRENCH OFFICIAL.
PARIS, Sept. 27.

In Artois district we have maintain­
ed our positions. To the east of Sou­
chez our advance, previously reported 
as having reached and destroyed the 
telegraph line to the north of Tellus, 
has not, as a matter of fact, passed 
the orchard of La Folie and the high­
way from Arras to Lille. This ad­
vance, however, has been at all points 
maintained. Along the front to the 
south of the river Somme there has 
been some fighting with bombs and 
torpedoes. In the vicinity of And- 
rechy our artillery has vigprouslv 
counter-attacked the batteries of the 
enemy which were cannonading our 
positions at Guennevires. In the 
Champagne district fighting has been 
going on with tenacity all along the 
front . We have occupied at several 
places, notably at Tron Aricol to the 
north of the Wacques Farm, several 
positions in the rear of our new lines, 
where certain detachments of the ene­
my had been able to maintain them­
selves. The previous statement that 
we had captured 200 German officers 
is erroneous, we have taken prisoners 
three hundred German officers. In the 
Champagne district between the 
Meuse and the Moselle, and in Lor­
raine, district there has been severe 
artillery fighting on both sides. A vio­
lent storm in the Vosges has for the 
moment suspended all operations in 
this district.

LONDON, Sept. 27.

Emperor William intends to remove 
his headquarters to Luxemburg in Oc­
tober, says a despatch from Amster­
dam to the Exchange Telegraph Co. 
Instructions have already been issued 
regarding the transfer, according to 
advices from Berlin, the despatch 
adds.

FRENCH OFFICIAL.
PARIS, Sept. 27.

The French official statement made 
public to-night, says that the situation 
north of Arras remains unmodified, 
and that fighting continues. It adds 
that the Germans to-day began an­
other offensive movement in Argonne. 
It was completely checked. The Ger­
man losses were heavy.

BRITISH VICTORY.
LONDON, Sept. 27.

The British official communication 
made public here to-night, says that 
northwest of Hulloch we repulsed a 
number of attacks and inflicted heavy 
loss on the enemy east of Loos. Our 
offensive is progressing. Our cap­
tures now amount to 53 officers, 2,800 
men, 18 guns and 22 machine guns. 
The enemy abandoned a considerable 
quantity of material, which has not 
yet been classified.

BRITISH TRANSPORT SUNK.
MARSEILLES, France, Sept. 27.

The British steamer Natal, a trans­
port, was shelled«^pd sunk by a Ger­
man submarine on Sept. 17th south of 
Crete.

The Natal 
was last reported to have arrived at 
Port Said on July 15th.

Adjutant Rcndcll 
Wounded by Shrapnel

The message to-day has reference to 
fighting in the Anzac and Suvla Bay 
regions of Gallipoli Peninsula last 
week. It is in the latter region the 
Newfoundland Regiment landed eight, 
or nine days ago, having left Mudros 
Bay on Sunday week for Suvla Bay, 
some seventy miles distant. This 
morning a message was received by 
Mi s. Frederick Rendell from her son, 
Capt. W. F. Rendell, Adjutant of the 
Newfoundland Regiment, the text of 
which is as follows:— '

“Illlie Sisters’ Hospital, Malta:
Wounded, shrapnel, arm and leg;
doing famously.”
As Malta is about BOO miles from 

Suvla Bay, and taking into account 
the collection of wounded at the base 
hospital, it is probable that Capt. 
Rendell’s wounds were received about 
Thursday or Friday. Enquiry from 
the Colonial Secretary, the Hon. John 
R. Dennett, elicited the fact that no 
news had been received by the Gov­
ernor, the Government or the Regi­
mental authorities about Capt. Ren­
dell being wounded or of the New­
foundland Regiment having been in 
action. But the news despatch says 
a British official communication inti­
mates that there has been activity "rs- 
cently on the Gallipoli Peninsula. Air­
craft attacks, mining and artillery 
bombardment. The significant part of 
the message, however, are the follow­
ing sentences: “On one occasion, 
the Turks opened a heavy artillery 
fire along our front at SUVLA and 
Anzac, which appeared to be a prelude 
to a general attack. It was followed 
by an attack by a small force only. 
AT THE RIGHT CENTRE OF SUV­
LA, the enemy was easily disposed of 
by our rifle fire and twice subsequent­
ly much the same thing happened." 
It is likely that Capt. Rendell receiv­
ed his wounds in one of the bombard­
ments by shrapnel, which is a shell 
which is filled with bullets which 
scatter when the shell explodes and 
is used to destroy troops. News will 
be anxiously awaited of the Regi­
ment, which would likely be under 
the same fire, if not in the line which 
repulsed the attack of the Turks, or 
it may be some of the officers, among 
whom Adjutant Rendell was one, were 
sent to the firing line wjth another 
regiment to gain experience.

Lecturer Coming.

On the Florizel, which is due here to­
morrow Is Dr. Carolyn Geisel, a noted 
physician, surgeon and lecturer of 
Battle Creek, Michigan.

Danish Steamer
Forced Into Port.

LUMBER CARGO BROKE ADRIFT.
With thirty degrees of a port list, 

the Danish steamer Nordboen, Capt. 
C. Petersen, 8 days out from Three 
Rivers, Quebec, bound for London, 
heavily laden with lumber, crept into 
the Harbor this morning. Sue called 
at Sydney on the way along and bun­
kered, leaving there on .taturday 
last. On Sunday evening a strong 
wind from the S.S.W. raged with a 
choppy sea. As * the night advance ! 
a terrific storm raged. When about 
forty-five miles S.E. of St. John’s, her 
big deck load of lumber broke adrift, 
caused by the huge seas that swept 
over the ship. All night Sunday and 
all day Monday while the storm con­
tinued, a tedious time was spent, the 
Nordbeon which was almost unman­
ageable, "laying to” all the time un­
til the elements subsided and Capt. 
Petersen availed of the chance to 
come in here. The ship is now dis­
charging her deck load at Shea & 
Co.’s wharf and the work will take 
some time. The cargo will he adjust­
ed before she resumes the voyage. 
The Nordbeon was never here before, 
neither was her captain, who has been 
in her ten years. She was built in 
1896 at Stockton-on-Tees by Richard­
son Dick ft Co. She is 2,<tl7 tons 
gross and 1,547 net, and 310 teet long.

Man Drowned
Deputy Minister of Justice Hutch­

ings, received a message this fore­
noon from Magistrate Benning, at 
Lawn, intimating that Richard Lov­
ell, of Lories, aged 28 years, was ac­
cidentally drowned on Saturday night 
last while going on board of his ves­
sel. Yesterday the body was recover­
ed and friends there brought the 
body in another boat to Lamaline for 
burial. No further particulars were 
received and Magistrate Benning is 
holding an inquiry.

NO FURTHER OUTBREAK.—We 
have been informed by the Medical 
Health Officer that there has been 
no further outbreak of typnoid at 
Change Islands since the disease was 
first reported some two weeks ago. 
We understand, however, that three 
of the eighteen patients reported to be 
suffering from the disease, are still 
seriously ill.

SERIOUS GASOLENE EXPLOSION 
—TWENTY KILLED AND TWO 
HUNDRED INJURED.

ARDMORE, Oklahoma, To-day.
Twenty persons were killed and it 

is estimated 200 wefe injured serious­
ly here yesterday afternoon, when a 
250 barrel-tank car of gasoline ex- 

, ploded in the heart of the business 
I district. The force of the explosion 
! shook the buildings and threw the 
burning gasoline in every direction. 
A few minutes later, Ardmore was at 
the mercy of scores of fires.

following. These new developments, 
it was determined, were not of a na­
ture to cause Roumania to modify in 
any way, the line of conduct she has 
pursued up to the present, conse­
quently Roumanian troops will re­
main concentrated along the national 
frontiers. The Cabinet did not con­
sider the question of establishing 
martial law.

RUSSIANS TRAP GERMAN COLUMN 
IN MARSH.

LONDON, To-day.
i A despatch to Reuters Telegram 

Company from Petrograd says: Fight­
ing of extraordinary violence is pro­
ceeding around Dvinsk. An important 
success for the Russian cavalry is re­
ported, involving the defeat of a 
strong enemy column, near Lake 
Tchighiry. The Russians, taking ad­
vantage of their intimate knowledge 
of the country, led the enemy to 
marshy ground, where they sur- 
saipeduioo X-nu-ejui e^ajduiou aajqj 
rounded him on three sides, 
exterminating and capturing 
ing three complete infantry companies 
and taking much booty. It is report­
ed from the southern front, that the 
Russians have reached Kovel and that 
the Austrians have evacuated Brody. 
During the retreat the Austrians 
threw a great quantity of supplies in­
to the River Styr.

TURKS REPULSED IN ATTACK AT 
SUYLA AND ANZAE.

LONDON, To-day.
A British official communication, 

dealing with recent activity on the 
Gallipoli Peninsula says it has been 
confined mainly to attacks from either 
side by aircraft, bombardments by ar­
tillery, mining, and on’ one occasion 
the Turks opened a hêavy artillery 
fire along our front at Suvla and An- 
zac, which appeared to be a prelude 
to a general attack. It was followed 
by an attack by a small force only. 
At the right centre of Suvla, the ene­
my was easily disposed of by our rifle 
fire and twice subsequently, much the 
same thing happened. Then an ene­
my areoplane attacked our aircraft 
base, but the bombs dropped did’ no 
damage. In return our aircraft coun­
ter-attacked with bombs and blotted 
out a hanger and did some damage 
among the shipping at Burgas. Dur­
ing the night of the twenty-fourth, 
the Turks let loose watch dogs 
against the French patrols, the dogs 
were all shot.

IMPORTANCE OF THE TRANSVAAL 
GOLD.

JOHANNESBURG, To-day. 
W. H. Dawe, President of the South 

Africa Chamber Mines, called atten 
tion yesterday to the vital importance 
of South African gold to the cause of 
the allies. Dawe said numerous em­
ployees of the mines desired to volun­
teer for service at the front, but per­
mission for them to do so could not 
be given, because the importance of 
the industry was so great that no risk 
could be taken, which might affect its 
steady operation. The adjustment of 
the American Exchange rate Dawe 
said covered ordinary commodities, 
but large orders of munitions placed 
by allies must be paid for to a con­
siderable extent in gold, and the con­
tinuance of gold payment, he said, 
would be possible because the British 
Empire produces ?30,00O,0Q0 gold an­
nually and two-tliirds of it is from the 
Transvaal.

ENEMY BATTERIES SILENCED.

PETROGRAD, To-Day.
An officiel statement issued by the

NISH, To-Day.

An official report says that the at­
tempts of the enemy to cross the river 
Drina on the night of the 23rd, under 
heavy artillery fire, were repulsed— 
one in the direction of the Thoratona 
Custom house and the other near Vie- 
pegred, Bosnia.

IM-RUSSIANS HAVE RETAKEN 
PORTANT POSITION.

LONDON, To-Day.
Discussing the Russian military 

situation, the morning papers attach 
considerable importance to the report 
that the Russians have retaken the 
important railway junction of Kovel.

The Chronicle says editorially that 
it is a most startling achievement if 
the news is confirmed. The report 
is unconfirmed, but if it is correct 
it is the most striking evidence yet of 
Russian recovery in the south. The 
Times says neither special despatch­
es nor official reports contain any­
thing to support the idea of so rapid 
an advance.

WOUNDED ARRIVING IN LONDON.
LONDON, To-day.

The first consignment of wounded 
from the latest battle on the Western 
front, reached London at midnight. 
The twelve men in the party were 
guraded carefully from the curious 
crowds at the railway places and 
placed in the ambulance and removed 
to hospitals. It really began on Fri­
day with a heavy artillery action, the 
Daily Mail quotes one of the wounded 
officers as saying: “On Saturday 
morning under a hurricane of shrap­
nel the infantry leaped out with 
short sharp rushes. The German 
trenches were at a distance of four 
hundred yards. There was some fine 
work with bayonet and hundreds of 
prisoners gave themselves up with 
apparent eagerness. Their willing­
ness to he captured was the most sur­
prising thing of the whole business. 
Many of them were old men who 
seemed ‘crushed and exhausted.

WITHBULGARIAN AGREEMENT 
GERMANY.

PARIS, To-day.
The Bulgarian Cabinet has agreed 

with Germany, the Rome correspond­
ent of the Petit Parisian, says he lias 
learned from a former Roumanian 
Minister, that Bulgaria shall mobil­
ize only four divisions to watch Rou­
mania. This will be done, it is said, 
to avoid action which might mistify 
Grëece into a feeling she was called 
upon to intervene, under the terms 
of the treaty of alliance with Serbia. 
Meanwhile, the Petit Parisien corres­
pondent asserts, Bulgaria proposed to 
have 25,000 Macedonian irregulars 
attack Serbia, but details of this plan 
became known in Nish and prepara­
tions were made by Serbia for a pos­
sible attack.

IKAPHIC STORY OF SOLDIER 
FIGHTING IN TH’Î CHAMPAGNE 
COUNTRY.

LONDON, To-Day.
The infantry attacks began at noon 

on Saturday, said a soldier wounded 
in the Champagne fighting, in describ­
ing the operations which resulted in 
an important gain for the French. My 
regiment was acting as a support for 
three days. Our artillery had been 
making an appalling din by day and 
night and big guns hurled shells with­
out respite, we infantrymen waiting 
for the end of it, began to get impa­
tient on Saturday. We ate heartily at 
11 o’clock and then looked over our 
arms. Finally at noon our chiefs 
shouted “Forward.” We began to yell 
like men possessed. With a single 
bound we were out of the trenches.
It was pretty hot in front of us. The 
boys who had gone ahead were doing 
good work and were already beyond 
German trenches. We reached them 
in our turn at the double. The trench­
es were filled up to the brim with 
German bodies. Further on we saw 
enormous craters in which many Ger­
mans had been buried - by falling 
earth. Here and there a boot pro­
truded, and we tugged at them to see 
if any were living, but they were not. 
We did not stop long but passed on to 
our right. We saw a strong enemy 
contingent sheltered in a pit with ma­
chine guns. They did not last long 
for we fell on them with bayonets. It 
was a pretty stiff bit of fencing. See­
ing themselves done for the survivors 
held "up their hands. Some, however, 
although prisoners, still fired at us.

My left hand was pierced by a re­
volver bullet, fired point blank by an 
artillery man. My captain knocked 
him down and I sat on his chest. All 
the wounded who have arrived here 
were covered from head to foot with 
chalky mud, most of them were wear­
ing new light steel helmets which 
they declared had saved thousands 
of lives. One or two who had no hel­
met and the head was cut by glanc­
ing machine gun bullets. He said in 
the thickest of the ' infantry attack 
I arrived with my company 
German artillery positions. The gun 
ners were mixed up with infantrymen, 
huddled around the pieces. All of 
them were surrounded. Our artillery 
had completely stupefied them. De­
spite efforts of Germans to minimize 
the great Franco-British victory on 
the Western front I am in position to 
say though both London and Paris 
press deprecate premature rejoicing, 
that the results achieved are far 
more potential even than the victory 
on the Marne. Late figures report 
the capture of more than twenty-three 
thousand men, and all special de­
spatches from the battle front hgree 
that the German losses were terrific. 
There is no doubt as the German 
Communique reports, there have 
been very losses in the Allied armies, 
but the result achieved, the estab-

German Brntalily
in Nigeria.

Reuter’s Agency has received par­
ticulars from Nigeria of cases of bru­
tality on the part of the Germans. 
Among them it is stated that a Ger­
man force of about 20 men, under a 
white officer, entered the British hos­
pital at Yola at dawn and deliberate­
ly opened fire on the patients in their 
beds. One sick man had his head 
blown off, while another native sol­
dier was wounded.

A formal protest was addressed to 
the German Commandant, who apolo­
gized. He said he would give instruc­
tions that such conduct should not 
be repeated, but at the same time ob­
jected to the complaint as reflecting 
on the honour of the German soldier.

Washington, Sept. 23.—Henry Ford, 
the Detroit manufacturer, has under­
taken to demonstrate to the navy de­
partment that gasoline is available as 
a more powerful motive fuel for sub­
marines.

Mr. Ford will begin his work on 
behalf of the government Thursday 
morning at the Brooklyn Navy Yard 
where he will make a descent- in a 
submarine by arrangements perfected 
for him to-day by Secretary of the 
Navy Daniels. In addition to his ef­
forts to adopt gasoline as a motivé 
power for the undersea boats, Mr. 
Ford, it was stated to-day, has devel­
oped a scheme by which aeroplanes 
without passengers may be directed 
and used by wireless as practically 
self acting engines of war.

Tennant, Sons and Company, remote­
ly connected in a family sense with 
a member of the Cabinet, was com­
missioned to buy large quantities of 
sulphuric acid in America. Why no 
attempt was made to secure acid in 
this country, we will not stop to in­
quire.”

The Globe asserts that the methods 
employed in' the shipment of the acid 
were so defective that hundreds of 
thousands of pounds were lost.

It is asserted that acid was forward­
ed in an impure form in iron drums, 
which, even had the acid been pure, 

! would have corroded and leaked. It 
1 is said ships were damaged by escap- 
! ing acid, which released noxious gases 
j endangering the health of the crew. 
J In one case, according to this news­
paper, the crew refused to leave port 
and the acid was held up in New York 
for two months. Two steamships are 
said to have been damaged so badly 
that there was nothing to do but to 
buy them, at a cost of $300,000. The 
Globe suggests two questions.

Why the acid was not shipped in 
proper vessels and who has made good 
to the owners, Tennant and Company 
or the Government.

Mr. R. G. McDonald discussed Pro­
hibition from a medical standpoint, 
and dwelt on the injurious effects of 
liquor on the system. He believed 
that the indiscriminate sale of intoxi­
cants was replete with dangers and 
should be prohibited.

I Mr. I. C. Morris, who was the next 
speaker, took an optimistic view of 
the situation. He was of the opinion 
that considering the work done in the 

I past mainly along Local Option lines, 
the public were in favor of Prohibi- 

* tion. He believed that the coming 
I election would result in the polling of 
a great majority for the abolition of 
intoxicants.

Rev. Canan White followed, and 
after dealing with the great benefits 
of Temperance work, expressed the 
opinion that even after Prohibition 
has been won the good work should 
be continued, in order to impress on 
all the justice of the measure and as 
a means of assisting in the proper 
carrying out of the law.

“Constable Forsey reports that on 

Sunday last, between Clarenville and 
Shoal Harbor, he met a boy named 
Bartlett, \yho was on his way to Bish­
op’s Falls, having walked all the dis­
tance from St. John’s. The 6oy was 
then in good condition, the officer 
says, and no doubt has reached his 
destination ere this. Bartlett came 
here to enlist in either of His Ma­
jesty’s forces, but was not accepted 
as he was under age. He paid his own 
upkeep and his train fare coming from 
home, consequently he ran short, so 
he decided to walk back to Bishop’s 
Falls, a distance of 270 miles.”

The above is a clipping from a late 
number of the St. John’s, Newfound­
land, Evening Telegram. It is worthy 
to be publishel in letters of gold. The 
loyalty, pluck and determination of 
this Newfoundland boy to do service 
for his king and. country are sufficient 
to put to shame hundreds and thous­
ands of men who are not “under age.*1

Think of this bey journeying so far 
from his home, spending every cent he 
was owner of to reach headquarters, 
in the expectation of being accepted 
by either the naval or the military 
force—imagine his great disappoint­
ment when informed that he was “un­
der age” and therefore debarred from 
enlisting. His only alternative now is 
to wend ill’s weary way homeward, and 
to accomplish this, he has a long and 
lonesome road to travel—a distance 
of 270 miles. Every foot of this he 
had to walk. He must have been a 
plucky youth.

The police constable says when he 
met this lad Bartlett he was then in 
good condition. Undoubtedly some of 
the good-hearted settlers, which are 
few and far between on the 270 miles 
from St. John’s to Bishop’s Falls, had 
given this hero some food and fur­
nished him with shelter. It’s a pity 
that this brave boy liad not been ac­
cepted and sent over to join the ranks 
of his hardy countrymen now fighting 
both by land and sea for home and 
freedom.
