New York, June 1.—A cable to the
Sun from London says:— J

“The feasibility of 'a German sub-
marine merchant fleet is not discount-
ed in naval circles here. On‘the con-
trary, there is believed to be no Tea-
son why it should not be attempted.
It is even suggested that Prince Von
Buelow, if he desires »to go upon a
mission’ to the United States as’
rumoured recently, may cross the At-
lantic in ‘& submarine, ‘which ‘would
achieve a spectacular effect.

There is a report that a trans-At-
lantic submarine has been Bnilt at

Stettin and that it will shortly pro-|

ceed on a sea voyageé from Hamburg.
The report is not discredi\ted here.

Battle of Stews.”

New York “June 1.—A London de-
spatch to the') Sun says:— ‘

“Investigation of reports on the
actual food situation in Germany re-
veals the’ fact that conditions are be-
coming worse daily. The food situa-
tion is threatening to become the
most important factor of " the great
war. A perusal of the German news-
papers discloses a wealth of occurren-
ces revealing the réeal conditions.
Complaints: are; heard everywhere
over the difficulty of obtaining sup-
plies, which are constantly dwind-
ling.

The news of the arrival of traveling
soup kitchens circulated in ' Berli
was the occasion of wild rioting,
which the Berliner Tageblatt reports
as follows: :

“An attempt by the Charlottenberg
authorities to relieve the general dis-
tress by a distribution, through per-
ambulating kitchens containing meals
of pork, peas and potatoes,” ended in
an utter fiasco. Each kitchen con-
tained four hundred pints of stew. A
few minutes after the kitchens ar-
rived ‘the neighboring streets were
thronged by thousands eager to se-
cure a share.

“Drivers and attendants were help-
less in the face of the mob of thous-
and§ of shrieking men, women and
children, demanding the steaming
stew with pots, crockery, kitchen-
ware of every description and even
with bare hands.

“Hundreds of old men and women,
as - well as many children, were
knocked down and trampled upon.
Their cries of distress and pain were
heard on all sides. The ‘battle of
stews’ was soon over. Within a quar-
ter of an hour the only evidences of
figliting were broken parts of kitchen
vans, smashed crockery and shreds
of clothing littering the roadway.

“The authorities now anncunce
that the affair was an experiment and
that ‘it will not be repeated. But this
is a pity. They did not adopt any
precautions which might have pre-
vented the scandalous scenes instead
of causing still further suffering to
the people.”

Fatal Food Riots
~ Qccar in Germany.
Women Fight fmat at Frankfort

London, May 26.—An Amsterdam
despatch to the Exchange Telegraph
Company says that eighteen women
were wounded in a fight between po-
lice and .food rioters at Frankfort-on-
the-Main, Wednesday night, accord-
ing to a despatch’ received at The
flague.

The riot is said to have started ow-
ing to a shortage of meat in the local
butcher shops. Three « hundred, and
fifty women, who had been told there
was no meat for them, marched
through the streets carrying black fa-
mine flags and singing Socialistic
songs.

The women forced their way into

their march, holding the pieces above
their heads.

Police attempted to take the meat
from® the women, and a general fight
followed, in which the officers used
their swords. One woman Wwas arv
rested for shouting, “Down witk the
Emperor,”

'TRAITS OF THE TRENCH MORTAR.

Dr. C:E. Pepper, a well-known Sur-
rey practitioner, who is now with tite
Forces, describes in a letter home tle

‘German trench mortdr known as

Minenwerfer, which, he says, the sol-
diers'call a “Minnie-lover.” \
It pifches a bomb into our village
the centre of which is only a few
hundred yards from their trenches,
that” weighs 200 Ibs. and stands 3ft.
high. When it explodes it makes a
-hole you could bury a ’bus in, and it
splits into strips that measures from
two to three feet in length and three
to four inches in breadth, the edges
of which have jagged teeth like a
saw—in fact we have used them for
that purpose. These come hurling
through the' air for a quarter-mile or
more, half cutting through trees that
happen to be in their path, and lop-

.| ping off branches. The concussion is

terrific; it can be heard from a dis-
tance of 10 miles away.

If you can imagine what it would be
like to have a Zeppelin alwuys poised
over your head, dropping bombs on a
quarter-mile area, you can under-
stand what it is like to be here, and
yet no one has had even a scratch
except from the first one; that caught
us napping, and~ pitched among a
group of nine men—the result may be
imagined.

Of course, we immediately started
to live underground. Every house
here has its cellar, and there are
plenty of deep dugouts in the trench-
es. Still, we have to go about our
duties during the day, and our im-
munity from injury is a remarkable
testimony to the adaptability of our
men to circumstances. It happens
that you can hear them start and see
them coming; the mortar that evi-
dently despatches them gives a pe-
culiar little “pouf,” something like a
deprecatory cough, not nearly so loud
as the report of an ordinary rifle; it
is, in fact, distinguishable by its very
gentleness amidst the other turmoil
of sound. Then you see a sinister-
looking black object (at night. a fir
ing trail of sparks from the fuse) de-
scribing an are through the azure
vault of the heavens above in your di-
rection. Then you bolit down the
nearest hole.

On one occasion I was conversing
with a friend at a spot where no im-
mediate shelter was at hand. During
the ascending part of its course we
had quite an argument as to which
angle it would descend and whether
we should fly or stay where we were.
By the time it reached the summit of
its course we fortunately came to an
agreement and bolted round the cor-
ner of the trench to the right. A
large working party is still husy with
the rebuilding of that part of the
trench where we had stood.

We had heard of this terror before
it actually visited us. It apparently
tours up and down the lines, and is
known as the “travelling circus.” The
sooner it travels away from here tLe
better pleased we shall be. Tt has, in-
deed, ceased to annoy us for the last
few hours, and we fancy we can dis-
tinguish it a mile or more away on
our left, its terrible voice amongst xll
the other noises of rifles, grenades,
and shells large and small. Let us
hope that our friends in that direc-
tion will be as fortunate as we have
been, except for the first shot.
