GERMAN TRENCHES RAIDED.

LONDON, Jan. 7.
The report from the British Head 

quarters in France, last night, reads 
North of Beaumont Hamel we seized 
two nostile posts last night. A sub­
sequent counter-attack was beaten off 
and our new positions consolidated, 
This afternoon we successfully raid­
ed the enemy’s positions southeast of 
Arras under cover of heavy bombard­
ment. Our troops entered the ene­
my’s trench system over a wide front 
and penetrated his third line. Ene­
my dugouts were bombed and de­
stroyed, and much damage was done 
the enemy’s defences. There has been 
increased artillery activity in the 
neighborhood of Hebuterne. Else­
where the usual artillery activity 
continued. In minor engagements 
raids and patrol actions since Christ­
mas, we have taken over 240 German 
prisoners. Thursday Highl and again 
yesterday^ our aeroplanes bombed a 
number of places of military import­
ance behind the enemy’s lines and oh 
tained good results. Much success1- 
ful work was carried out during the 
day.

The conference of Entente states­
men, including Premiers Lloyd George 
Briand and Bosseli, was in almost 
continuous session to-day, according 
to a Havas despatch from Rome.

BE CAREFULLY ANSWERED.

LONDON, Jan. 7.
Lord Buckmaater, formerly High 

phancellor, speaking .at Keighley on 
Saturday, said that all peace propos­
als ought to be published at the ear­
liest possible moment and none 
should be summarily rejected, but 
each should receive full and careful­
ly-considered answers. Neitiw for 
glory nor for vengeance should this 
war be prolonged a single hour, and 
every fair means whereby a lasting 
and honourable peace could J>e ob­

tained should be welcomed. But, he 
added, no peace could be lasting or 
honourable unl^s the terms prevent­
ed a repetition and provided for re­
paration for the past. G. H. Barnes, 
Minister of Pensions, in a speech to 
London to-day, said that President 
Wilson’s suggestion that the belliger 
ents state their terms for peace, was 
entitled to all possible respect. The 
American people, the Minister said, 
on the whole wanted to be on friend­
ly terms with England ; therefore we 
ought to cultivate that friendship. 
President Barnes said all should be 
assured that this country is not out 
to smash Germany or anybody or 
anything, except her military power 
and pride.

THE LATEST.
NOLDON, Jan. 7.

An Amsterdam special to the Times 
says German submarines are now 
even sending out S.O.S. wireless sig­
nals to lure British vessels to de­
struction. The Telegraff learns from 
an officer of a large steamer of an 
important Dutch line that on his 
journey from the Dutch East Indies 
he received while to the Bay of Bis­
cay an S.O.S. message. He immedi­
ately rushed to the .place indicated 
and found a German submarine which 
was not in distress. The captain of 
the submarine expressed the regret 
that it was a Dutch and not a British 
vessel, and said, “We don’t want you 
to save our souls, we want British to 
save our souls.”

NAVAL LOSSES OF 1916.
LONDON, Jan. 7.

The Times Naval correspondent 
writing on the naval losses of 1916, 
says: During 1916 the British hgve 
lost nine battleships and cruisers, 
apart from light cruisers, compared 
with eight in 1915 and seven in 1914, 
hut six of these were sunk in the Jut­
land battle. The other three were the 
battleships King Edward VII and 
Russell, and the cryiser Hampshire, 
all mined. Of the losses in 1916 
five battleships were sacrificed to the 
Dardanelles. No- British battleship or 
armoured 1 cruiser, except under the 
special circumstances which prevail­
ed in the Dardanelles, have been sunk 
by direct action of an enemy subipar-' 
ine for two years. On the other hand, 
the submarines laid some mines 
Which caused the destruction of cer­
tain -vessels. The Allied fleets were 
also comparatively free from losses 
during 1916, so that the relative 
strength of the British fleet is great­
er than a year ago, owing to the addi­
tion of new vessels.

NfW PHASE OF WAR.
NEW YORK, Jan. 7.-— 

The New York Times despatch from 
Rome says the strictest secrecy is 
maintained about the discussions and 
decisions of the meeting of the Allies’ 
Premiers and Ministers, whldb is now 
In session here, but all agree that 
their object in coming to Rome is to 
cç-ordinate their effort for more de­
cisive action, aiming to bring the war 
to a speedy and successful termina­
tion. 'ilie present exchange of views 
iq person was rendered necessary by 
tfie many changes which lately have 
occurred in the different cabinets of 
the Allies.

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The Greek Trouble.
There is again cause for 
serious misgivings in the 
attitude of Greece and her 
relations with the Allies: 

*’ it has, indeed, never been
absent. The world in general has 
come to regard the "near East as at 
best a region of mystery, where any­
thing may happen, and opinions on the 
merits of its conflicting problems are 
advanced cautiously. So it has been 
the custom for the man in the street 
among the Allies to consider these 
problems best left to the heads whose 
business it is to grapple with them. 
Perhaps this confidence is now better 
placed than may have been the case 
before. Our knowledge of the consti­
tution and qualities of the French and 
British governments encourages us 
now to think that this very vital area 
'of the war will receive the attention 
and show the effects Of the quick de­
cisions that are immediately neces­
sary. Undoubtedly this has been one 
of the first topics of conversation be­
tween the three premiers now at 
Rome.

This confidence, however, should not 
blind the Allies to the existence and" 
extent of the elements of danger that 
still remain in the Greek situation. 
King Constantine is an out-attd-out 
pro-Genpan : the most indulgent must 
now allow this. He waits for the 
opportunity to do us mischief: we 
must see that it is never' given. The 
ultimatum of the Allies at the begin­
ning of the year demanded as the first 
of its terms the withdrawal 1 of the 
greater part of the Greek army into 

^ Peloponnesus. This alone,, ‘ coupled 
with the control of the Corinth Canal 
by the Allies, would have made Greece 
nearly powerless. But it has hot been 
done. The blockade appears to con­
tinue in. full force and something final 

, must happen soon. If it be the com­
plete capitulation of the. Royalists or 
the outbreak of dissensions, even civil 
war, among the Greek people, it will 
be what the Allies wish, for in no 
other way can the impossible state 
of things be remedied. But the chance 
is not too remote that the firmness 
of the Allies will produce another and 
less satisfactory result.

to Get 
4,009,099 More Men

Expect Màn-Power Bill to Free that 
Number for Military Service.

London, Dec. 24.—An Amsterdam 
despatch to The Daily Chronicle says:

“It Is becoming increasingly diffi­
cult for the, German Government to 
keep the masses at* home under con 
trol, while at the samite time It is striv­
ing to give the impression to the out­
side world that all is going smoothly 
within the frontiers. Such a glimpse 
intp Western Germany as I was en­
abled to obtain to-dày is therefore 
doubly interesting and enlightening.

“My informant is a German whei 
has just reached Holland from Col­
ogne, and who is now suffering se­
verely, owing to the sudden, chahge 
from the scanty adulterated substi­
tute foods of his native land to the 
rich viands of Holland. He declares 
that life in Cologne at. present Is un­
recognizable from former conditions 
in this once gayest city of Western 
Germany. You must n6t do this or 
that, otherwise you are liable to pre- 
ventive arrest; and once that hap 
pens, heaven help you! Nobody be­
lieves the promises made by the Min­
ister of the Interior in regard to the 
recasting of the law dealing with pre* 
ventive arrest.

“Regarding the new compulsory 
civilian work bill, my Informant says 
that the great masses of working peo­
ple regard its proposals with the 
deepest suspicion and mistrust, as be­
ing likely to cause them immediate 
financial- and social injury. The bill 
in its present, which is probably al­
so its final, form, Contains, no guar­
antees that workmen will be employ­
ed according to their capacity or will 
receive the same wages as before.

So grave has become the dissatis­
faction among workers in the indus­
trial areas thrit frequent huge demon­
strations are being held in Essen, Col­
ogne and other centres. Men are al­
so demanding an immediate increase 
in wages to meet the high prices. 
Strikes are frequently and suddenly 
breaking out, indicating that in spite' 
of all repression the workmen are, 
beginning secretly 1 to reorganize 
against the general severity of condi­
tions.

Cologne is now experiencing a 
great scarcity of potatoes, forcing the 
municipality to buy turnips and other 
roots to supply the deficiency. The 
authorities are showing deep anxiety 
over the question of feeding the peo­
ple during the coming winter, and 
there are indications that plans will 
shortly be published for wholesale 
compulsory municipal feeding. These 
plans have a double object, namely, 
to enable stocks of food to be con­
trolled to the best possible advan­

Economic Paradox

Westminster Gazette: — War pro­
duces. a shortage everywhere and in 
all camps—shortage of labor, shortage 
of material, shortage of ships, and na­
ture in the last year has addpd a 
shortage of grain in the North Am­
erican area which is most accessible 
to us. But, on the other hand, war 
also produces, in this country at all 
events, an abundance of certain things, 
in particular, good wages and money 
to spend—which increases the'induce- 
ment to buy and to consume. So we 
have the economic paradox ot high 
and even increasing consumption go­
ing hand in hand with high prices; 
and the Government discovers that it 
cannot rely on the normal tendency 
of high prices to check consumption. 
If this'condition is left to itself, one 
of two things must happen sooner or 
later. Either we shall run suddenly 
out of supplies, or we shall avoid that 
by measures which will deprive Army 
and Navy- of transport and weaken 
our military operations through the 
withdrawal of men. There Is no way 
in which this dilemma can be evaded, 
except, broadly speaking, the reduc­
tion of consumption, and If high prices 
will no do it automatically, the Gov­
ernment must do it by, positive régu­
lions.

If 
there is no tendency (o catarrh it will 
be sufficient to wash out the immedi­
ate openings of the nostrils with a 
pad of absorbent cotton dipped in 
boracie acid solution and tied care'-J'put the lining 
ftelly to thé end of an orange wood 
stick: the throat in such cases should 
be gargled with half a glass of pine­
apple or apple juitie. The pineapple

ENTENTE IN COMPLETE UNITY.
ROME, To-day.

The conference between members 
of the Entente Allied Governments 
was brought to a close this afternoon 
after the second meeting.

Chief of Staff, General Morrone, It­
alian Minister of War, and Admiral 
Corsi, Italian Minister of Marine. 
The decoration of the Italians was 
greeted with applause.

FOX HUNTING AND THE WAR. 
The buntsmân to whom the .idea of 

shooting a fox suggests a crime of- a 
darker degree than murder will be 
horrified to learn of a suggestion 
which apparently in all seriousness, 
is to be made in the House of Com­
mons. A question will be put to the 
Parliamentary Secretary to the Board 
of Agriculture as to whether, in view 
of the demand for economy, he has 
considered the advisability of sup­
pressing fox-tiunting for the period of 
the war; whether he is aware that 
there are something like 250 of these 
hunts in yexistçnce; that, despite war 
reduction», an average of .forty or 
fifty persons are associated with each 
of these hunts, maintaining valuable 
animals for this purpose alone, and 
that, as these animals must at least 
cost 26s. a week to keep, not less 
than £20,000 a week is expended in 
hay, oats, straw, etc., thereby/render­
ing much dearer the cost of those 
who have to keep horses for purposes 
of trade industry; whether he is 
aware that each of these hunts on the 
average spends £2d0 in. compensation 

I for poultry killed by foxes, which, for 
• the 250 hunts, represeqts a destruction 
of £50,000 worth of food annually; 
and, seeing that in addition these 
hunts maintain packs of dogs or 
hounds which are often fed on but­
chers’ meat, whether steps will be 
taken to shoot or trap the bulk of 
foxes now to be found in this country.

Given a Big Reception.

ATt 4.15 o’clock Saturday afternoon 
the cross-country express pulled in at 
the Railway Station having on board 
sixteen badly wounded Gallipoli and 
France veterans.

As the men stepped from the train 
they were surrounded by their friends 
and given a hearty welcome from the 
hundreds of people who lined the 
platform. A squad of volunteers 
were lined up in front of the Station 
and the returned veterans were given 
a right royal welcome "home by the 
Premier who addressed them on be­
half of the Ladies’ Reception Com­
mittee. So weak were some of -the 
men. from the effects of their wounds 
that chairs had tq ..be furnished/itor 
them to sit on during the Premier’s 
address. As soon as the Premier 
concluded his speech cheers were giv­
en for the brave lads who had done 
their “bit” and ye now bearing the 
honourable scars of war, the majority 
of whom are veterans of the Gallipoli 
campaign and of Beaumont Hamel on 
July 1st. They w'ere then placed in 
carriages and driven to Government 
House where His Excellency the Gov­
ernor and Lady Davidson extended to 
them a hearty welcome home.

heroes may in time be fit for active 
service, at least five are so badly 
wounded that they will feel the effects 
of their wounds for years-to come. In­
cluded In the latter is No. 265, Private 
William J. Somerton, of Portugal 
Cove, who left here with the 1st con­
tingent on H. M. Troopship Florizel 
and was wounded in the knee at Gal­
lipoli. After passing through several 
hospitals Iq Egypt and England he 
was again fit for active service and 
rejoined his regiment in France a few 
weeks before the big drive" on July 
lit. At the appointed hour, in com­
pany with as fine a body of men as 
could be found in the world, he dash­
ed over the parapet and on to the 
German first line of trenches. "We 
advanced in splendid order,” said 
Private Somerton, “against a continu­
al stream ot bursting shells and ma­
chine gun bullets and I was well up 
to the German trenches before I was 
hit, a bullet striking me In the leg, I 
was knocked to the ground but jump­
ing to my feet I attempted to carry 
on when a shell burst near me, killing 
several of my comrades : two of its 
fragments entered my leg and side.” 
For twenty-four hours be lay wound­
ed on the. battle field, suffering great 
pain from his wounds and exposure. 
Private Somerton is ot the firm belief 
that no prisoners were taken on July 
1st. Though compelled to get around 
on crutchès he has no regrets to offer 
and talks iightly of his wounds.

Private ,W. A. Sullivan, of Pouch 
Cove, had some trying experiences at 
Gallipoli and France and wfas twi^ 
wounded, but is in hopes ot having™ 
quick recovery so that he can- get 
back and pay out some old scores he 
has against the Huns. After the re­
ception at Government House he drove 
to his home accompanied by his re­
latives and on approaching within two 
miles of the prosperous settlement 
they were met by the L .0. A. Band 
and hundreds of people who untackled 
Cabman T. Voisey's horse and with 
stout ropes attached to the vehicle 
hauled the returning hero to the S. U. 
F. Hall, where à big welcome home 
took place. Patriotic addresses were 
given by the clergy and other prom­
inent people of the place.

Pte. F. S. Knight, second son of Mr. 
Charles Knight, assistant storekeeper 
at the G. P. O., was also among the 
number that returned on Saturday. 
He also took part in the big drive on 
July 1st and was bowled over when 
about 30 ÿards from the German 
trenches when a big shell exploded. 
This was the shelf that killed Lieut. 
Wallace Ross. Pte. Knight barely es­
caped with his life, being hit by three 
pieces of shrapnel and ». bullet in the 
left hip. After two and a half hours 
crawling on his stomach he managed 
to fall into his own trenches from 
-where he was sent to the clearing sta­
tion at the base and afterwards to 
Wandsworth Hospital. Pte. Knight 
is a brother of Pte. Geo. Knight who 
made the supreme sacrifice at Gal­
lipoli.

Pte. A. B. Rowe, Barter’s Hill, had a 
narrow escape on July 1st when a 
bullet passed through his left lung 
and barely missed his heart and_ spine. 
He lay on the battlefield tor over 48 
hours and was discovered and brought 
in to his own trenches by an officer 
of an English regiment who was out 
locating implacements after the bat­
tle. After hie wounds were dressed 
he was placed on a stretcher and sent 
to the dressing station and from there 
to St. Paul Hospital and finally to thé 
third London General Hospital. He 
reports Capt. Rowsell, M.C., and Lieut. 
Bert Dicks as fully recovered and 
shortly leaving for France.

Another badly wounded hero is Pte. 
J. Pennell, who took part in the big 
drive on July 1st, where he was so 
badly wounded In the leg by a ma­
chine gun bullet that It was found 
necessary to have the limb amputated, 
which took place at St. Thomas’s Hos­
pital, London. He was then moved 
to Ramsgate and Bosby Park Hospital 
where he was fitted . with 
an artificial leg. He. feels

quite at home with bis new­
found friend and finds little difficulty 
in getting around.

Pte. A. J. White, of Paradise, P. B., 
with the exception Of Lieut. Jack Clift, 
is the first soldier to return who took 
part In the Somme drive ot Oct. 12th, 
where he received a nasty bullet 
wound In the toot. This was his sec­
ond experience at the war game, as he 
hit, a bullet striking me in the leg. I 
was wounded in Gallipoli. Sharp at 
11 a.m. the order was given to advance 
and every man jumped over the para­
pet and dashed towards the German 
lines. For twelve hours the fight 
continued in which "Ours" got in some 
effective work with the bayonet. The 
order ot the advance vvas as follows:

A Co. led by the late Capt Gus 
O’Brien.

B Co., by Capt. Butlers M. C.
C Co., by the late Capt. Jim Don­

nelly, M.C.
D Co., by Capt. Wes. March, M.C.

Manchester Guardian:- The British
