“The Great White God.”

One hundred thousand pounds, dead
or live!

That was the price put on the head
of Colonel T. E. Lawrence, the young
Oxford student and linguist, who did
more than any gingle man to bring
about the conquest of Palestine and
the downfall of the Turks.

It was Lawrence who raised an
army of 200,000 Arabs, whose dashing
warfare was a veritable nightmare to
the enemy.

To the Arabs themselves he was
known as “the great white God,” and

was given the rank of Emir, equival-
ent to Prince.

The story of “The Uncrowned King
of Arabia” (as related by Lowell
Thomas in ‘The Strand Magazine’)
reads more like a chapter from the
Arabian Nights than the life-story of
an Englishmen. In 1908, when he was
only nineteen, and before he had fin-
ished his TUniversity -work, young
Lawrence urged his parents to allow
him to go to the Near East.

“At the time,” says Mr. Thomas, in

He had scores of narrow escapes

—or sport, as he regarded it. On one
occasion he touched off one of his
“tulips” under a train carrying the
Commander-in-Chief of the Turkish
Army and 1,000 officers and men, es-
caping on his racing camel by a nar-
row margin.

Colonel Lawrence hates war and;
hates soldiering. When he was per-
forming these daring "deeds his one
ambition was to get back to the studies
he has now resumed. “Even after he
attained the rank of colonel,” says
Mr. Thomas, "he preferred the uniform
of second lieutenant.

“Lawrence rarely saluted, and when
he did it was simply with a wave of
the hand, as though he were saying,
‘Halloa, old man,’ to a pal.”

The letter from. the Employers’
Protective Association to the L. S. P.
U., in reference to an increase of the
wage scale has been unavoidedly
held over wuntil to-morrow; The
'Longshoremen, in conclave last even-
ing, unanimously rejected the affer,
ie., a 20 p.c. increase in wages of
steamboat men and of 15 p.c. for fish
handlers. They also decided to have
no further negotiations with the mer-
chants. The wago formerly paid the
steamboat men was 50 cents' an hour
up to 6 p.m., 60 cents from 7 to 11 p.
m., and 90 after midnight. The new
offers ment 60, 70 and $1.00 for th2
respective periods, with 10 cents an
hour extra for Sundays. The offer
was on the understanding that the
men would work as formerly, when-
ever wanted, at meal hours,
after regular hours, etc. A resolu~
tion was passed unanimously that in
future no work be dome at night, on
Sundays, or holidays. The men will
therefore work at the old rate of
wages and only for ten hours per day.

Dear Sir,—I see by the newspapers
that the Government has “been
pleased” to make certain new ap-
pointments to the Civil Service, but
this announcement will not give
much pleastre to some of us returned
soldiers. No perscn can raise any
objection to Mr. Harry Winter, the
new Clerk of the Legislature as he
offered his services and did his best
to get into the army. E. Leo Carter,
however, ig in an altogether different
class. His military record is too well
known to be repeated. It is enough to
say that he is regarded by all veter-
ans as the worst slacker in the coun-
try. Why should he be appointed
Assistant Clerk to the House of As-
sembly when there are so many
qualified returned soldiers who could
fill the bill?

Then again, Mr. Robert Walsh has
been appointed Sergeant-at-Arms. I
understand he is a gentleman well
over 70 years of age. Would it not
have been more seemly to have
awarded him for his services to the
Squires party with an Old Age Pen-
sion, and appointed some wounded
soldier to this job which brings in a
handsome salary to. the incumbent
without requiring any great amount
of hard work.

There are plenty of well educated
ex-officers and men who would gladly
have accepted either of these ap-
pointments and filled them with cred-
it to themselves—men whom the Leg-
islature should be proud to have un-
der the same roof.

It is only a couple of weeks since a
certain Mr. M. Foley was rewarded
for his political services with a job in
the Customs Dept. This gentleman,
although of military age and un-
married, rendered no service to his
country during the war. There are
no men who responded to the “call to
arms” more nobly than the clerks and
shop assistants of St. John’s. This
position in the Customs House is
clearly one which should be reserved
for such men as I have mentioned.
Why then was it given to Mr. Foley?

It is reported that a new Superin-
tendent will soon be appointed to the
Poor Asylum, and that the returned
soldier will again be turned down in
favor of an elderly supporter of the
Squires. party.

I contend, sir, that it is time for the
veterans to take action and insist on
the promises given by our public men
being carried out, namely—to give the
preference in all cases to the men
who endured hardships, and fought
and bled for their country.

It seems as if it is the policy of
the present Government to ignore the
claims of the ex-service men, and to
bestow all their favors on those who
shouted loudest for the Squires party
in the recent election.

Personally I have no axe ‘to grind.
I am not looking for either job or
patronage from any Government: but
it makes my blood boil when I see
the comrades beside whom I fought,
passed over in favor of those less
worthy.

I am convinced he will prove a
worthy opponent of Cempsey, and, we
all know how great a fighter Demp-
| sey is.

Carpentier s heavy enough to bat-
tle with any heavyweight for the
xcha.mpionship. Of course, a man to
aspire to the title has to have a cer-
tain amount of weight behind him,
but a man of Carpentier’s weight is
heavy weight.

“Carpentiier weights 173 pounds
and would probably step into the
ring against Dempsey at that weight.
Dempsey’s weight is about fifteen
pounds more than that. When I
fought Peter Jackson in 1891, I
weighed, 168, five pounds less than
Carpentier.

“However, I do nct want to create
an impression that I do not believe
that Dempsey is clever and that I
am picking a winner for the fight, hut
what I want emphasized is the fact
that I believe reports that the battle
will be uninteresting because Car-
pentier is not heavy enough are not
well founded.

“The brief sparring I did with the
Frenchman demonstrated to my satis-
faction that he will not be a ready
target for any man’s blows. Carpen-
tier knows how to handle himself,
and in less than sixty seconds of our
little affair he showed that he has the
art of side-stepping and ducking
down to a science.”

ARTICLE IV.
ONE METHOD OF CONTROL.

In my last article I promised an
explanation in detail of the plan
proposed by myself and those associa-
ted with me. I shall mention alter-
native details, so that the public
may consider which would be the
best methods. We are committed
only to a rationing scheme. We are
ready to listen to any reasomable
method of attaining that end. In fact
we invite public discussion on the
Question. We want all the light that
can be thrown upon this subject, and
we shall give careful consideration to
Any reasonmable suggestions.

First, 1 would have only ome im-
porter and whelesaler and that would
be the Ceontroller, and he should not
be allowed to retail a single dvop.
Tle would bottle everything imported
in casks, and make each liquor of a
certain standard. The liquor should
e good—neither wishy-washy nor
yet overproof. It should be properly
aged and bought subject to a test for
purity. It should be put up in bottles
or flasks of a standard size and each
container should be sealed with his
seal. It should be an offence to
break the seal before the container is
handed to the consumer. The liquor
should be sold at a reasonable price
sufficient to cover expenses.

The Oxford and
Cambridge Boat Race

The honors of the Oxford and Cam-
bridge boat race, or “The Bat.Race,”
as is the all-sufficient” designation 'in
the United Kingdom, have certainly
been fairly equally divided. When
the war suspended the event, 1in 1914,
of the seventy-one races which had
then been rowed, Oxford had won
thirty-nine and Cambridge thirty-one,
with one dead heat. The win by Cam-
bridge on Saturday, March 27, ro-
duces Oxford’s lead to seven.

tends, of course, much further back
than seventy-one years. Indeed, it
was as long ago as 1829 that the first
inter-varsity race took place. This
was decided on the upper reaches cf
the Thames, at Henley, and resulted
in an easy win for Oxford. There
was no race between 1829 and 1836,
but, in the latter year, the crews met
again, this time over a mew course,
extending from Westminister to Put-
ney, a distance of about five and one-
half miles. For the next four years
the same course was used. Then, for
two years, there was no race, aad
when the crews again met in 1845, it
was on the presemt-day ccurse, which
measures just four miles and two fur-
longs. From 1845 cown to 1914, the
great annual athletic event took place
each year without a break. Its re-
sumption is one more of the many re-
minders to the Londoner and to many
others of a return to the ways of
peace.

On Saturday, March 27, everything
that goes to make up a bat race day
seems to have been present, the same
huge crowds, lining banks of the
river, jamming the bridges, camping
out in barges, punts, and house boats,
packing into grandstands, and dis-
porting themselves airily on the roofs
of houses and other buildings.

which Cambridge had enjoyed from
the start. The slack water, however,
proved of no avail. Oxford had to
come out again into midstream in
order to shoot Barnes’ Bridge, and,
thence onward, the Light Blue's gain
was rapid. When  the Cambridge
boat finally shot past the mark to
victory, at the Ship Inn, Mortlake, she
was a good four lengths ahead.—
