The hearing of the charge of wilful
murder preferred againft: Wo Fenl
Game in connection with the shcpting
of three occupants of ‘a Chinese laun-
dry on Murray St. in May last was|
resumed before the full bench and a|
special jury at 2.30 p.m. yesterday.
Up to recess hour in the forenoon two.
witnesses, Messrs. Parsons; photo-,
grapher, and Noel, Crown Lands Sm'-i
veyor, had been taken. The first wit-
ness to be put on the stand in the,
afternoon was Mr. Chesley Nose-,
worthy. The witness lives next door
to the laundry in which the shooting !
took place. He said that on the night
in question at about 8 o’clock he heard
what he at first thought was an ex-,
plosion. He went to his doorway and
saw a man with his coat buttoned up
péss from the direction of the laundry.
Looking up the street the witness said
lie saw e form of a man on the
ground. At a distance of about 40
feet fronr the laundry. Investigating
he hurried to St. John’s store and
asked someone to phone for the police. '
He then proceeded to inform Dr. Mc-,
Donald. Returning towards his home
he 'met Sergea.nt ‘Nugent and lntormed
him off the occurrence. He then went '
back ‘to- Df.- MeDonald, and both pro—i
ceeded to Murray Street. He did not ;
go into the laundry, but stood in his
own doorway. Being questioned the
witness said that when he heard the
shots he knew they were from a re-
volver and not the noise of an explo-
sion as he at first supposed.

Anglc-Amencan
Friendship.

Often we are too apt to take
seriously the occasional blow-
offs of our cousins of the Great
Republic. Spread-eagleism has
more or less developed in United
States, because of the many na-
tionalities that have become in-
' corporated with its population,
for it cannot be expected that
the process of absorption of the
. polyglot peoples, seeking homes

in the many states of the Union |

can be brought about in a year
or even in a decade. The old ideas
of the countries from which the
thousands of immigrants come,
cannot be sloughed as a snake
sloughs its skin. Time, educa-
tion, environment alone can
produce the real citizen. And
America is making him to-day.
The process may be slow, but so
long as the desired result is
reached and the ideals of the
Anglo Saxondom inculcated in
place of those brought across the
water, so long will the real spirit
of pride of nationality mark the
course of the world, toward
Peace. Anglo-American friend-
ship and influence can do more
toward the abolition of war
than any other array of power
" combined. In this connection the
following editorial article tak-
en from the current number of
“Our World” i§" a revelation of
gentiment which many never be-
lieved to have existed. Friend-
ship with Britain is the theme
and the writer argues from well
laid premises that this relation-

ship is of the most supreme im-!

portance for the future o:f the

two nations.

“There is no possible program of
peace for the United States that does
not have for its first plank: “Friend-
ship with Britain.”

Even those who talk of “America
Alone” can not ignore our long, un-
fortified Northern frontier. In thinking
of the problems of this Hemisphere, we
must not forget the importance of the
role which the British played, in the
formulation—and in the maintenance
—of the Monroe Doctrine.

When President Monroe received
the despatch from Mr. Rush, our Min-
ister in London, telling that Channing
had proposed an understanding be-
tween Great Britain and the TUnited
States to oppose the project of the
Holy Alliance in South America, he
forwarded it to Jefferson at Monticello

for advice. The ex-President was im-|

mensely pleased at this proffer of
friendly co-operation from England.
“The question presented by the let-
ters you have sent me,” he wrote to
Monroe, “is the most momentous
which has ever been offered to my
contemplation since that of independ-
ence. That made us a nation; this
- sets our compass and points the
course which we are to steer through
the ocean of time opening to us, And
never could we embark upom it un-
der circumstances-more auspicious,”
(Quoted in “Life of James Monroe,”

’ 1ﬁcan interests drlve towards -~ the

same goal.

The fact that in every corner of the
world and on all oceasions we find
ourselves in negotiation 'with ‘the

! British is a very definite plus element

in our foreign relations, for we very
rarely find representatives of .othef
nations with whom it is as easy to
reach accord. The Br{tish Empire—
fortunately it is becoming more fash-
ionable, as it is more logical, to call
it “The British Commonwealth of
Nations”—is as it were a bridge be-
tween the Old World and the New. In
dealing with France or Italy, with
Russia, Germany or Spain, we deal
with FBEurope—a small continent,
| over-weighted with the history of the
dead. In 'dealing with Britain, we deal
with all the world—the New as well
as the Old. ’

The Self-Governing Dominions—
and their influence in Imperial policy
grows steadily—live in the same era
as ourselves. The language we speak
has the same accent. They, like our-
selves, are more intent on the wel-
fare of the children than on ancestral
feuds in the Councils of Britain, the
voice of the Dominions rings with a
faith like ours—a faith in the world-
that-is-to-be.”

“Throught The Fire.”

The following extract from Hatton
and Harvey’s history of Newfound-
land is al:aost paralleled to-day, with
the exception of a visitation by fire,
but with that elasticity of recupera-
tion for which this country is famous
the gloom of the present will ere
long be dispelled by the sun of pros-
perity. Already has the new boom in
the price of codfish, given an impetus
to trade, and by Christmas matters
will, we hope, have so changed for the
better that our outlook for 1923 will
be brighter than ever,

“The spring sealfishery of 1817 was
a failure, and the summer one of the
gloomiest cver known, as regaris
the business of the country. In No-
vember of the same year came what
seemed to be the crowning calamities
of the colony. On the T7th of that
month a terrible fire in St. John’s
swept away one hundred and thirty
houses, bhesides stores and” wharves,
destroying property to the value of
half a million pounds sterling. This
was followed by another great fire on
the 21st November (one hundred and
five years ago to-day—HBd.) which de-
stroyed a considerable part of the
business portion of the city spared by
the former conflagration, and seemed
to complete the misery of the in-
habitants. Scenes of heartrending dis-
tress followed. Two thousand per-
sons were left without a home, many
of them having lost all they possess-
ed. An appeal for help met with a
liberal response. Provisions were dis-
patched from Halifax to save the in-
habitants from starvation. The peo-
ple of Boston loaded a vessel with a
large cargo of food of various kinds
—an act of generosity which is still
gratefully remembered by Newfound-

{ land. The British Government sent

prompt and liberal aid. The Gover-
i nor, the merchants and the wealthier
classes exerted themselves to the ut-
most to relieve the wants of the
needy. Though there were some dis-
turbances c'aused by want and misery
'durlng this trying season, yet, on the
whole, the people met this calamity
with fortitude and patience. It was not
long before the dark hour passed
away. The year 1818 witnessed the
commencement of a reviving pros-
perity. The fisheries were remarkably
successful and the prices in foreign
markets were considerably enhanced.
A favorable change was experienced
all over the commercial world, The
courage of Newfoundlanders revived,
and industrial activity was every-
where visible.”

May we not then to-day take heart
and with that courage so proverbial,
emulate our forefathers who in mis-
: fortune and calamity never gave up,
but steadied themselves toward the
work which was presented, and car-
ried it through successfully. As in
’1818 may we not say eof 1923, So mete
t be.

Further he has shown
himself to be entirely indifferent er
incapable of handling the affairs of
the fishermen and we assure them
that this coast will have nothing to
do with him, notwithstanding Boone
and Bugden’s claim to the contrary.

S. Attorney General Daugherty and
the bther banque..rs that the at-
torney-general's recent rvling that all
ships eéntering American waters mu»t
be “dry” was the greatcst blow tlatf
could have happened to the Am !~icun
merchant marine. ‘

“I can prove,” said Lasker, who,
with the altorney-general, spoke be-|
fore the audit bureaa of circulation
and its guests, “that Mr. Daugherty is
the greatest law mawcr of ail tima.
Moses only made ithe Red Sea dry.”

Lasker said that while he opposed
the saloon, he spoke reither as a wet
nor as a dry, but from the standpoint
of the Shipping Board. i

“] want forzign ships to coms in,
as is their right, wet,” said Mr. Las-
ker. “Forty per ccnt. of the passen-
gers are foreigners and will not sub-
scribe to our views.”

The principal profits of ships com-
ing to American shores is the emi-
grant traffic, Lasker said. Emigrants
regard wine and beer as much as food
as they do bread and water, he as-
serted.

He called attention to one result of

the Daugherty ruling. The American
ship Resolute was to make a Mediter-
ranean cruise, he said, and 300 roser-
vations had been made. Within 72
hours after the decision, 54 cancella- !
tions were received, including one
from the head of a great New York
bank, who was to pay $28,000 for his
acaommodations.
The Shipping Board chairman said he
entered the government service hoping
to show that government ownership
was possible, but added:

“Government ownership is the
poison ivy in the garden of industry.
Policy dictated by expediency of votes,
with losses paid by the government
and no responsibility is a blight on the
faith of the people. It is hypeoecrisy in
government. I plead with you to help
get American out of this morass:
America owns 1500 steel ships that
cost millions, They are operated by
the government and private owner-
ship is withering under it, Under the
ship subsidy bill we can end a loss
of $50,000,000 a year in 30 months.”

Daugherty, in ‘bis address, touched

92. John then went outside the walls
and upon a hill to the west of the
city he received the homage of the
Seottish King, who pressed for the
cession of Northumberland, Cumber-
land, and Westmoreland, but John
put him off, promising an answer at
Whitsuntide. The third day at Lin-
coln saw the Scots depart, and the sad
procession arrive that brought the re-
mains of the sainted Hugh of Avalon,
Bishop of Lincoln, who had died in the
Old Temple, Holburn, London, on the
17th of the month. When the funeral
procession reached Lincoin, the whole
assembled concourse went out to meet
it, and the King and the Chief Barons
took up the coffin, and bore it on thefr
shoulders to the Minster door where
the clergy received it, and carried it
to the choir to be entombed next day
at the altar of the Baptist. John stay-
ed in Lincoln until the 26th, when the
final reconciliation with the Cister-
cians took place. On landing in Oc-
tober, John, being still furious with
them, had issued orders £Qrbidding
any of their animals the pasture
within the Royal forests, a severe
blow at the beginning of winter. By
