So many men are made and undone.

Many narrators have told the story 
of the old-time lotteries, the disre­
putable ancestors of the sweepstake 
that is so popular nowadays. It 
seems that Queen Elizabeth set the 
lottery hall rolling in 1567 by pro­
claiming “a very rich lottery-general 
of money, plate, and certain sorts of 
merchandise,” the object being to 
find cash for public works—so it was 
proclaimed. She stopped at nothing 
to “provoke the people” to the novel 
adventure, by royal proclamations 
striving to lay low “any scruple, 
suspition, doubt, fault, or misllking.” 
Though the first prize was £5,000 
the people were over-inclined to 
“suspition." So the Queen sent out 
fretful mandates to mayors and jus­
tices, and appointed a sort of adver­
tising agent to beat up investors, "so 
that there shall not one parish es­
cape”: a pretty bit of royal dragoon­
ing for a gamble.

A Water-Gamble.
Kings James and Charles each 

sanctioned lotteries, one to benefit 
the colony of Virginia, another to 
pay for London’s water-supply. There 
were lotteries of- all sorts: for plate, 
armour, jewels ,and books; there 
was even one for the deer of Sion 
Park. In 1699 a thousand pounds 
was offered as a lottery-prize, the 
shares being only a penny each. 
In 1718 a million and a half pounds 
were subscribed in an unusually at­
tractive gamble.

Fortune-tellers reaped a side- 
harvest by predicting lucky num­
bers. The Spectator told a story of 
a dissenter, a great enemy of popery, 
who believed that bad men are the 
most fortunate in this world, and 
offered to lay two to one on the 
number 666 against any other, 666

< The Grosvenor belonged to old 
(John Company and was wrecked off 
khe Pondoland coast In 1782, having 
pen hoard precious stones valued at 
f[£ 617,000, gold bars valued at £420,- 
U000, find specie to the tune of £ 717,- 
pOOO. But this was not all; after 
’quoting these figures the official 
^documents add "as well as the sav­
ings of the crew.” It was rumored 
(that she also Jiad on board the two 
[world-famed golden peacocks taken 
.from the Diwan-i-Am, or Hall of 
[Public Audiences at Delhi. These 
peacocks stood behind the peacock 
throne and were iitlald with sap­
phires, rubies, pearls and Other 
precious stones. The Grosvenor was 
wrecked af#r days of stormy wea­
ther which prevented observations 
being takes- The majolrty of those 
on board were got ashore and the 
captain decide^ to attempt to march 
them overland to the nearest Dutch 
settlement. About 100 started but 
only 18 appear to have survived the 
terrible journey.

The British Admiralty attempted 
salvage within a year of the wreck.

Fully to realize the difficulties the 
coast must he seen—rugged, forbid­
ding, with the mighty combers of the 
Indian Ocean everlastingly thunder­
ing inwards and dashing themselves 
to pieces on the cruel and relentless 
rocks. Had the ship lain farther 
out, àway from the rocks, salving 
operations by diving 'would perhaps 
have been possible, but lying as she 
is, only about 90 feet trop land, it 
lias proved to be an impossible job. 
She Is fixed between rocks, practic­
ally immovable, kept firmly in her 
cradle by the sand which settled 
over her and made it impossible for 
her to break up.

The Admiralty expedition gave up, 
as did many subsequent expeditions 
and the ship still lie» Intact. An at­
tempt made between 1908-7 succeed­
ed in recovering 15 guns and num­
erous coins, but during spell after 
spell of bad weather Mother Ocean 
covered up the work done with fresh, 
sand and the syndicate having spent 
all its money gave up. One can only 
rely on two months’ fine weather out 
of the twelve. Another attempt Is at 
present being made, by the Grosvenor 
Bullion Syndicate, Johannesburg,

floated In 1921, and It differs from 
all previous attempts In that diving 
has been abandoned In favor of tun­
nelling out to the ship from the 
shore. A tunnel 460 feet long is 
being driven through solid rock to 
the gully, In which the Grosvenor 
lies.

The gully in which the old ehlp 
lies is so narrow that when the ton­
neliers are through the rock they 
may find themselves at once against 
the hull. When that stage is reach­
ed what an anticipatory thrill will 
be experienced, not only by tie dar­
ing adventurers beneath the sea, hut 
by all far and near who have follow­
ed the course of the quest. The 
time is now rapidly drawing near 
when the climax will be reached of 
one of the most enterprising, in­
genious, and promising undertakings 
for snatching from the sea some of 
its hidden spoils. The fortunes of 
the Syndicate are rapidly reaching 
an absorbingly interesting stage. 
Never, even in the early days of the

CROSS-EXAMINATION BY MR.

HOWLEY.
MR. HOWLEY cross-examined the 

witness on matters in connection with 
the sulky which he sold the Depart- !

1922-23 and the electric, lighting sys­
tem which was installed. The" wit­
ness said that the sulky had been 
used all the time previous to its sale 
in exercising the horses and colts be­
longing to the farm. He received 
$100 for the rig, but never was given 
a bonus as a previous witness stated. 
In reference to the extra employment, 
witness thought that Dr. " Campbell 
asked him if there was any work 
wanting to be done. Regarding the 
electric light installation, witness 
said it was used New Year's Day, 
1923. A comparison of the bills fur­
nished by the Reid Co and Wins- 
borrow did not bear out the witness’s 
statement.
PRICES FOR CATTLE RIDICULOUS.

Asked if he remembered having 
visitors from Canada interested in 
'stockist thh farm, witness-said he re­
membered one man who was brought 
there by Dr. Campbell.

MR. REID thought that the prices 
obtained for some of the cattle were 
ridiculous. He knew of one Holstein 
bull that sold for $100 which he judg­
ed was worth $1000.
RECEIVED BENEFIT OF CHEQUE.

MR. AGUSTUS SUMMERS called 
by Mr. Winter, said he was engaged 
as a scaler in 1922.

cost not over a cent a plena, and were 
distributed to the farmers in various 
sections of the country,
MADR NO POLITICAL DISTINCTION

Referring to the relief work witness 
said that in this connection he never 
made any political distinction when 
giving relief work. Shown a list of 
those who- were given employment at 
the Model Farm, witness’sald most of 
them were West End voter*. Explain­
ing about the copie* of Christmas 
Annual whch were charged to the 
Model Farm account, Dr. Campbell 
said he had agreed with the pub­
lisher, Mr. Parsons, who was not a 
political supporter of his that he 
would take a number of copies pro­
vided that it contained a write up on 
pure bred animals. The numbers were I 
purchased as agreed. Later he dis­
covered that the publisher had not j 
kept his promise.

Questioned about the Ford car, 
witness said that it was used when­
ever it would go, and he was finally 
compelled to depend on his private 
car. While it was used on Department 
work all the repairs were paid for by 
himself and the Department paid for 
the gasoline and oil. Explaining about 
the potato digger, acales and engine, 
witness said that they should not 
have been charged to the Model Farm 
account.

The COMMISSIONER agreed that 
the explanation was satisfactory.

AN ERROR OF JUDGMENT.
In reference to the Medal given 

the Amateur Athletic Association, 
witness said he recognzed that it was 1 
not strictly an Agriculture matter, 
but such things had been done before.

The COMMISSIONER remarked 
that It was quite in order to Charge 
it to Model Farm, and he would put 
it down as an error in judgment.

Following this the witness was 
questioned at some length about the 
cab driving, the Commissioner point­
ing out that for the month of April 
this item cost $27 per day. He could 
not understand how anyone could 
spend that amount on driving nor 
why the driving bills ceased in May. 
When the witness made some explana­
tions the Commissioner added that 
the evidence did not convince him.

MR. HUNT cross-examining ques­
tioned the witness on various matters 
in connection with cab driving and 
canvassing in St. John's West.

The witness denied that any of the 
$800 was spend on driving in connec­
tion with his campaign although he 
was on the go all night.

MR. HUNT—If "Gladney was en­
gaged to drive you all hours of the 
night at $60 a week where would the 
rest come in?

A.—Sometimes I could not get him 
probably and I would get someone 
else; and if you had given some of 
your friends advice we would have 
no cabs or battleships at all.

HUNT cross- 
examined the witness ia reference to 
the Christines cards and Christmas 
Annual, pri*e Cups and Medal. In re­
ference to the cups w'tncss said that 
if they were presented i.s a personal 
gift it was done without his know 
ledge. In regard to the Medal he 
agreed it was not an Agricultural 
matter, but as Minister t.f Agriculture 
he took the responsibility of giving it.

Questioned about Gladi ey„ witness 
said although be was aware that he 
was receiving $60 per w»ek he had nc 
knowledge o? the fact that he was re ­
ceiving an additional $16 per weik 
on account of snow shovelling until 
he had heard of it, during Gladney's 
erode examination. He had heard that 
Gladney in his examination in chief 
swore to receiving only $30 per week.

A HORRIBLE CRIME,
When questioned about the sale of 

Model Farm cattle Dr. Campbell was 
very condemnatory of the manner of 
their disposal. He termed the slaugh­
ter of some of the animals as a hor­
rible crime.

King Keys, a Holstein bull which 
went to a butcher for $100 cost $700 
when 8 months old. At the time of 
sale the animal, he said, was worth 
about .$3,000. Brompton Farmer’s 
Pride, an Ayehlre Bull, was another 
animal which should never have gone 
to slaughter. These two animals, he 
said, were the best ever imported Into 
Newfoundland, and it was a disgrace 
to allow them to be slaughtered.

When the cross-eraminatlon con- j 
eluded Mr. Howley intimated that ; 
there would be no address, and he ; 
was content to let his case rest on the 
evidence submitted.

(continued.frèm page 8)
features, Mr. Winter pointed out that 
the whole of the relief work was un­
der the supervision of Hon. J. Davey, 
with Major Butler under him.

MB. J. W. XdreH.LT EXAMINED.
Before the examination of the wit­

nesses In this case were called, Mr. 
J. W. McNeilly was interposed and 
examined by. Mr. Winter. Witness 
who was first clerk in the Mines De­
partment was questioned about the 
appointment of Mr. I* V. Summers as 
scaler; Questioned about his salary, 
witness said Summers was paid for 
eight months beginning in March, to­
talled $960, Questioned by the Com­
missioner re the message from Sum­
mers asking for his salary and the 
reply from Mr. McNeilly, witness ac­
knowledged Bending the. message.. .

Asked about the $120 check, wit­
ness said he drew the cheque and 
cashed it, but never accounted to 
Summers for it. The proceeds were 
distributed on hie account, mostly to 
himself .(Mr. McNeilly.) Witness 
said he did not agree that if the $120 
cheque was added to the other pay­
ments made Summers that he was 
overpaid. The Commissioner then 
totalled up the amounts to $960 and 
said he has been overpaid in salary 
by $120. Who is responsible for that, 
who presented the cheque to the 
Minister for signature?

A.—Whoever drew it' out.
Shown cheque, witness said it was 

drawn by Mr. Hart, the accountant. 
Asked how he paid money on account 
of Summers, witness said he owed 
him between $160 and $170 dollars. 
The Commissioner pointed out that 
there was a note on a subsequent 
cheque for $100 marked "self.’" Wit­
ness said self referred to Summers. 
The. Commissioner pointing out the 
statement in the telegram accounted 
for all the payments up to end of 
July and the payment in October ac­
counted for the balance that was due. 
Witness in answer explained that a 
payment for salary was due to Sum­
mers for the month of February. The 
Commissioner pointed out that he had 
no otb.er reference to draw from the 
evidence than that the $120 had been 
taken by the witness wrongly, but he 
wished to give him an opportunity 
to clear himself.

The Civic Guard.
The National desire for efficiency, 

however, has reorganized not only an 
army band, but an army.' And the ele­
ments of guerilla indiscipline and 
high-handedness, which did so mpeh 
harm for a time in certain counties 
during the civil war, have been weed­
ed out.

The greatest achievement of the 
Free State Government, on the Other 
hand, has been the creation of the 
new Police Force known as the Civic 
Guard. It was a great experiment dur­
ing a time of revolution to send out 
an unarmed police force through the 
country, and the experiment has been 
justified by the fact that, tor the first 
time in Irish history, the policeman 
has become a popular figure. The 
Civic Guard is composed of young 
men above the average In intelligence, 
physique, and good humour and dis­
cipline.

The currant discussion 
accents and the desirability of purer 
spoken English suggests certain pecu­
liarities of speech that exist in Can­
ada. In English it is generally under­
stood that Canadian-born people speak 
w'ith the same accent as Americans, 
but, on the other hand, Americans 
find Canadian speech quite distinc­
tive.

In such words as “house" and 'out"
Canadians (and particularly Ontario 
people) seem to employ a double “o” 
sound as in "loose.” Americans pro­
nounce the words in a flat, drawled 
manner suggesting “how." It would 
seem as though the Canadians had in­
herited this feature of thèir speech 
from the numerous Scottish settlers 
qf a few generations ago. A Canadian 
in the United States can often be de­
tected by the slightest burr to his "r.”
This is also probably traceable to 
Scotland.

Clipping Their Words.
American people find considerable 

amusement at the manner in which 
Canadians are inclined to clip their 
words short instead of drawing the “r" 
and “I" sounds. For instance, the 
word "guard” in American usage is 
often prolonged and the “r" is slurred, 
but Canadians.are inclined to btte the 
word into a short, quick "gart.” Am­
