Declaration of Mayor.
The declaration of the election of 

Mayor for the Town of Guelph, took 
place in the Town Hall, at noon, on Wed­
nesday. From fifty to sixty persons 
were present. The Returning Officer 
having declared Dr. Herod duly elected 
Mayor for the ensuing year, that gentle­
man was loudly called for.

The Dr. then came forward and thank­
ed his friends for their support, which 
had given him the Mayoralty by a hand­
some majority. He called it handsome, 
although the Mercury had characteriz­
ed it as a beggarly majority ; he be­
lieved it to be a handsome majority out 
of 700 votes, the total number polled. It 
was not his intention to have made a 
speech further than to express his grati­
tude to his friends had it not been for the 
disengenuous and untruthful statement 
which had appeared in that paper. It 
was but fair he should make known the 
overtures made to him on Sunday night 
last by Mr. Melvin’s friends, who asked 
him to retire. If he had followed the 
dictates of his own feelings he would, in 
consideration of Mr. Melvin’s loss, have 
complied with their request, for none 
could sympathize in such affliction more 
deeply than he, having sustained a simi­
lar loss himself. But he was in the 
hands of his friends, same as the Mer­
cury said Mr. Melvin was in the hands 
of his friends on Monday morning. After 
taking the trouble to consult a few of 
them they, each and all, ignored the idea 
of his retiring, and said that if either 
were to retire, it would be in better taste 
for Mr. Melvin to do so ; and they ar­
gued f urther that if he (Dr. Herod) did 
retire, no credit would accrue to him for 
so doing, for the next day Mr. Melvin’s 
friends would say that he had left the 
field because hq, saw no chance of suc­
cess. His friends further asked him 
why he should retire, when having made 
a thorough examination of the voter’s 
list they had made up their minds that 
his victory was certain. In referring to 
the "remarks of the Mercury concerning 
Mr. Melvin's mlBforttmë,the Dr. said that 
sympathy for that gentleman had aided 
his cause more than that misfortune had 
assisted his (the speaker’s), and to bear 
out the argument he would point to the 
vote which was the largest ever polled 
in the town of Guelph, numbering some 
thirty or forty votes more than were pol- 
lèd for Mr. Melvin and Mr. Palmer du­
ring whose contest for the Reeveship the 
next largest number of votes was record­
ed. Furthermore, in speaking of the 
votes polled, the Dr. said that twenty- 
two personal friends of his own had not 
voted, and when he enquired of them the 
cause they replied, that his majority was 
already so large that their votes were 
not required to secure his election, and 
as they felt a sympathy for Mr. Melvin 
they did not care to make matters worse 
against him. . In again referring to the 
Mercury the Dr. said that veracious 
sheet also attempts to cover its defeat by 
another issue, namely, that Mr. Geo. A. 
Bruce coming out for the West Ward as 
Councillor, he ran on the same ticket 
with him (Dr. Herod), and that in this 
way he had got a number of votes which 
he would not have received had hw 
name stood alone. This statement was 
false. Neither Mr. Bruce nor Mr. Had­
den was a supporter of his, nor was there, 
any arrangement of the kind. Nay, 
more, several of his-friends had come to 
him and asked him which way they 
should vote in the West Ward, and his 
reply was that they should vote just as 
their own judgment dictated, for he had 
nothing to do with either of the candi­
dates. Finally, he referred to Mr. Mel­
vin's wish, at the nomination, to be 
saved from his friends, which he thought 
that gentleman had good reason to ut­
ter, for there was not one of them pre­
sent to speak Sn his behalf, or account 
for his defeat. He thought that* at 
least, the gentleman who proposed him 
should htfve been present, but even he 
did n^frlmiko an appearance. He con­
cluded by again thanking* the audience 
for their kind support.

Theatre Last Night.
A Very fair audience greeted the second 

appearance of the Guelph Amateur Dra­
matic Club in their second representation 
of “The Drunkard,” last night. The 
cast throughout was well Sustained,in par­
ticular,the parts of “Edward Middleton," 
“Lawyer Cribbs,” and “Bill Dowton,” 
were acted well ; and notwithstanding 
the great difficulty in the way of young 
meq successfully personating female 
characters, “ Mary Wilson,” “ Agnes 
Dowton,” and the.old maid, “Miss Spin­
dle,” went through their performance to 
the entire satisfaction of all. It is a pity, 
howeter, that some of our young ladies 
cannot be induced to take the person­
ation of the female characters, and thus 
render the acting of these still more per­
fect and natural. It is a matter of com­
parative ease to adopt the style and man­
ner of a woman, but it is not so easy to 
adapt the voice to circumstances, and 
there is always a/perceptible overstrain­
ing -in all such attempts to personate 
the female voice. The play itself is one^ 
generally known —somewhat similar in 
many of its incidents to Arthur’s famous 
“ Ten Nights in a Bar-room”—and por­
trays the swift downfall of the drunkard 
when once under the influence of strong 
liquor. The denouement, however, is less 
tragic than in Arthur’s work, end every­
thing at the close of the last act appears 
in still brighter colors than in the begin­
ning of the first. On the whole,we must 
congratulate the Guelph Amateurs on 
this, their second appearance on the

boards” of a theatre, and we are certain 
that if they again appear this winter in 
a different play, they will not be disap­
pointed with the reception which will be 
accorded them by their towns people.

A coffin contractor has been censur­
ed by the authorities of Pritchard.

W. G. & B. Railway.—We learn that 
Adam Brown, Esq., President of the W. 
G. & B. Co., together with Mr. McGivèrn 
and some more of the Directors, and Mr. 
Robertson the contractor, paid a visit to 
Fergus on Wednesday for the purpose of 
making arrangements for the commence­
ment of work on the road. It is said that 
operations will begin within the next ten 
days.

School Examination. — The half 
yearly examination of the school in sec­
tion No. 6. Erin, took place lately. The 
pupils numbered sixty, and there were 
several visitors present. I have been at 
many examinations, but at none of them 
did I hear better answering in Canadian 
Geography and English History that at 
this one. The writing, of the scholars 
was a good imitation of that of their 
teacher, Mr. McMahon, who is an excel­
lent- penman .—Com.

The Old Threat.—Mr. John Medill, 
one of the editors of the Chicago Tri­
bune, has à letter in that journal, in 
which he advocates the acquisition of Ca- 
da to the States by force, and justifies his 
argument by a reference to the manner 
in which Prussia, Piedmont, and France 
enlarged their areas. The writer “ cal­
culates" that the Irish element here, and 
the ex-rebels of the South would rejoice 
at the chance of donning the “ blue,” 
and fighting under the “ Stars and 
Stripes.”

„ LittlePrinceTheodore has got out of the 
channel of gossip, and few know where, 
he is, and how he is being brought up. 
The. young Abyssinian is at school at 
Bonchurch, in the Isle of Wight, and 
turns out with the boys—a very dark 
speck on their line of white faces. The 
expression of the lad’s face is good, and 
his eyes such as might serve for a chap­
ter on “dark rbs” for anyone in writing 
a novel. He is under the charge of Cap­
tain Speedy, who is bringing him up 
kindly and carefully.

Mr. O’Farrell has addressed a letter to 
his “countrymen in Canada,” which ap­
pears in the columns of the Quebec 
Chronicle. In it he declares that if Wha­
len be hanged, he (O’Farrell) will be 
ready incontinently “ to throw himself 
heart and soul into any movement hav­
ing the approval ” of those* he addressed.

The Toronto Veterinary School was re­
opened in Toronto on Wednesday, the in­
troductory lecture of the term being de­
livered by Professor Smith before a con­
siderable audience of s'udents and other 
members of the professi n. The large 
attendance presented a most satisfactory 
and encouraging evidence of the steady 
progress of this most valuable institution, 
and must have been highly gratifying to 
Mr. Smith, who has. from its commence­
ment six years ago, laboured assiduously 
and successfully in promoting the cause 
of Veterinary science in this Province, 
and to whose ability and energy the pres­
ent promising condition of the school is 
mainly due.—Qlobe.

BY TELEGRAPH
PER ATLANTIC CABLE.

Despatches to the Evening Mercury.

Madrid, Jan. 6.—Quite formidable 
Republican demonstrations have taken 
.place at Seville and Jerez de la Frontem. 
At'the latter city, the insurgents made a 
futile attempt to seize arms and ammuni­
tion from the Arsenal. Gen. Caberello 
de Roda immediately sent a strong force 
to the town and removed Ahe arms to 
CadizJ[or safety.

Madrid, Jan. 6.—In a proclamation 
issued in raising the siege of Madrid, 
Gen. Prim*declares the Provisional Gov­
ernment dues not intend to disarm volun­
teers.

Florence, Jan. 6.—Disturbances 
caused by the collection of unpopular 
taxes continue in Reggio and Bologna. 
Lieut-General Cadorra, commandant of 
the Military Division of Florence has been 
dispatched to Parma to restore order.

Plymouth, Eng., Jan. 6.—A vessel put 
in here to-day which reports the British 
ship Southern Empire foundered at sea, 
in a heavy gale on the 3rd inst. Captain 
Dunlop ana every one of the crew were 
lost. The Southern Empire was last 
from New Orleans on the 13th of No­
vember, for Liverpool, laden with cotton.

American Despatches
Washington, Oth. — The Grand Jury 

have dismissed the case against Snrratt 
on the ground that the President’s am­
nesty proclamation pardons him ot all 
past treasonable offences against the 
Government.

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An American Zolleyrein.
When Mr. Horace Greeley was in 

Mon tread, the members of the Cora 
Exchange invited him to give his 
vievro as to a change in tne com­
mercial relations between the States 
and this country. The President of 
the Corn Exchange having informed 
Mr. Greeley that, though it was de­
cidedly to the interest of the New 
England States to get their flour from 
Canada at as cheap a rate as possible, 
the high duty of $1.20 ffër barrel was 
charged, in addition to freight and 
other expenses, that gentlèman sug­
gested that a Treaty somewhat simi­
lar to that entered into between the 
various States of the Germanic Con­
federation might be adopted here. 
By such an arrangement, entire free 
trade wôuld be established between 
the two countries, and*the various 
manufactures of each would» enter 
duty free. The Republic would have 
freedom of the fisheries, and would 
guarantee to assist with itfc naval and 
military resources in suppressing all 
•egressions on the territory ot Canada: 
By such an agreement, however, goods 
from foreign countries would have to 

, be subjected to a uniform tariff of 
charges ; and here the difficulty of the 
adoption of such a treaty is apparent, 
and makes it appear impracticable, at 
all events for the present. The 
anomaly of Canada, though forming 
an integral part of the Empire, enter­
ing into an arrangement whereby 
British manufacturers would be taxed 
at a high rate, while those of ^neri- 
can production would enter free, and 
in all probability flood the country to 
the extinction of the former, is too 
absurd to think of. Besides, we have 
no guarantee that many articles of 
home manufacture would not be as 
heavily taxed as now ; and though a

Zollovrcin,” such as referred to, 
might work very advantageously for 
our neighbours, we do not see how it 
would benefit us. In orchftÿ more­
over, to bring about such a treaty, 
the consent of Great Britain would 
have to be obtained, and unless she 
entirely abrogates her staunch policy 
of former days, she will never agree 
to any of her colonies placing her 
manufacturers on so di astrous a foot­
ing here as that talked about by Mr. 
Greeley and a portion of the American 
press. To agree with Mr. G.’s sug­
gestion, the Dominion wmihl have to 
be treated as an independent country 
in the first place, and it is easy to fore­
see that the effect of a uniform tariff 
between two such nations, a similar 
rate of postage, and freedom of the 
fisheries and coasting. trade to the 
Republic, would in all likelihood be 
annexation—and such a result as this 
the people here are by no means pre­
pared for. Mr. Greeley. is somewhat 
visionary in many of his ideas, and 
had he but considered the many diffi­
culties in the way of a “ Zollverein ” 
scheme, he would have seen l*s im­
practicability. Canada is quite willing 
for the adoption of a new Rcçiprocity 
Treaty affecting both countries ad­
vantageously, but until the Republic 
*is prepared to offer M.ieh terms as we 
can accept with satisfaction, we can 
well afford to wait until Congress will 
see fit to divert its attention from the 
petty subjects of dispute which many 
of its members indulge in, to the 
better and more substantial oppor­
tunities within their reach of im-

ning at the time. This, I believe, is the 
first time when under the same circum­
stances, the same feat has been safely ac­
complished, and metits some investiga- 
tion in the case thereof. It seems that 
some 142 passengers and crow were put 

' into the five boats without accident, ex­
cept a slight one to one of the life-boats.

I find by one of th< Glasgow papers 
that this result was due to the use of oil. 
Before the boats were launched, the ship 
being hove to,Captain Munro had a quan­
tity df oil thrown over the lea side ot the 
ship, upon the water, with the.happiest 
result, as, although the swell was not 
lessened, the waves were prevented from 
breaking, thus rendering it easy for the 
boats to be launched, while being filled 
with their complement of people. One 
feels safe in saying that had it not been 
for the use of this oil some, if not every 
one of these boats, would have been 
stove against the iron sides of the doom­
ed Hibernia.

It is a well known fact that in all cases 
of launching boats in a heavy sea this is 
the chief danger, and generally a fatal 
one. Each of the Hibernia’s boats was 
also furnished with a supply of oil, to be 
used when running before the sea.

It is to be hoped that the Use of oil in 
these cases will be more generally prac­
tised, and that each vessel will carry a 
supply for use in case of need. This is a 
subject that metits much attention of all 
hipmasters and owners.
