Although a high wind 
was blowing, he was daring enough to 
walk the rope blindfolded, afterwards in 
a sack, then with his agent on his shoul­
ders, capping the whole by cooking an 
omelette, poised on the middle of the 
rope.

Death of an Old Settler.—We this 
week record thé death of Mrs. James 
McCaig. of Puslinch, after a long illness.

Eramosa Union Show.
The Union Fall Show of the Eramosa 

and Rockwood Agricultural Societies— 
embracing the Townships of Eramooa, 
Erin, Nassagaweya, Guelph, Puslinch 
and Esquesing—was held in the village 
of Rockwood on Tuesday. The weather 
was all that could be desired, and the at­
tendance of people, both from the imme­
diate neighborhood and from a distance 
was very large. The grounds of the 
Rockwood Society afforded ample accom­
modation for the live stock, and the 
fruits, flowers, ladies’ work, &o. were dis­
played to good advantage in the com­
modious Agricultural Hall. The amalga­
mation of the Eramosa and Rockwood 
Societies this year was a happy idea, and 
helped in no small degree to make the 
Show larger and more successful than it 
otherwise would have been.

The show of horses was very credit­
able, and all the townships open to com­
petition W£re well represented. In 
draught hotees there were 8 entries, 
and several of the animals were fine 
specimens of the class. There was a very 
fair though not large show of young 
horses in this class ; but in those of 
general purpose, horses the show was 
much larger, of brood mares in this class 
there were 15 entries, and of colts or filly 
foals 22. In that of span of work horses 
there were 7 entries, and of carriage 
horses 4. Buggy horses made a much 
larger and better show—there being 18 
entries, and 10 roadsters. The competi­
tion in this class was keen, and some 
fine animals were exhibited. A new 
feature in this class was the showing of 
some very good young mules.

We have seldom seen a larger or finer 
show of Durham and grade cattle. Con­
sidering the nature of the year—scarcity 
of pasture and other causes—we 4id act 
expect to see so many fine cattle in such 
excellent condition. The show in some 
of the sections too was very large, there 
being 15 entries alone in that of bull 
calves, 15 ih Durham cows, 14 of heifer 
calves, 12 of grade cows, 10 of 2 year old 
heifers and 10 of heifer calves. We can­
not begin to particularize in this class, 
but must say that the exhibition on the 
whole was exceedingly creditable to the 
farmers in the section.

Nor was the show of sheep one whit 
behind that of cattle. The commodious 
lens in which they were housed showed 

i ihem to great advantage, and a finer lot 
of sheep we never saw at any local show. 
'Although Eramosa, perhaps carried off 
the largest number of prizes in this class, 
yet we noticed that other townships— 
notably Esquesing—is coming to the 
front in the quanity and quality of sheep 
shown, and the farmers there deserve 
credit for their enterprise in improving 
their breeds. Pigs were quite numerous 
and very good, but they could not be 
shown to advantage, as they were cooped 
up in the waggons. There were very few 
fowls, but what there were of them were 
good.

There was but a meagre show of fall 
wheat, but spring was much better re­
presented, there being twelve entries ih 
• ibis class. Other grains were well repre­
sented, and the quality generally was ex­
cellent. The display of roots was much 
better than we expected, considering the 
extreme drouth of the summer. Potatoes 
were splendid and the entries were fully 
up to the average, there being 17 of early 
Rose, and 13 of other kinds, also 8 col- ; 
lections of potatoes, representing a great 
many varieties. Turnips were equally 
numerous, and equally good, especially 
in the class of Swedes, there being 36 
entries of thid kind. There was a very 
fair show of vegetables. Onions were 
rery superior, and tomatoes were large 

_md good. We have seen a larger, but 
not a better display of butter. In salt 
butter there were 21 entries and 22 of 
fresh, and the quality generally was ex­
cellent. In cheese the competition was 
not keen, there being only 5 entries. 
There were 15 entries ot beautiful home 
made bread.

There was a very creditable display of 
domestic manufactures. The flannels 
and fulled cloths were greatly admired. 
Several samples of tweeds Ac., from the 
Woollen Factory of Messrs Harris A Co., 
of Rockwoud, attracted much attention, 
and visitors were unanimous in their 
opinion that the cloth, in style, quality 
and finish was very superior and highly 
creditable to the enterprising proprietors. 
The fulled cloth wnich took the first prize 
was also fulled and finished by them. 
The other woollen work in socks, mits.Ac., 

fully equal to anything we have seen 
in that line at any local show. There 
were some fine samples of maple sugar, 
and honey in the comb and strained. 
We may include in the manufactured 
goods twu sets of excellent harness, and 
some fine shoemaker’s work.

There were "but few implements on the 
ground, but those shown were both in 
quality, make and pattern first class. 
Messrs Thain, Elliott A Co., exhibited, 
though not for competetion, two of their 
superior straw cutters.

This section has always been noted for 
its fruit, but the display this year was 
fully equal, if not superior, to any we 
have seen in the district. There were 53 
entries of apples of all kinds, an excellent 
display of pears, and a splendid show of 
plums—26 entries. Though late in the 
season, the flowers were abundant and 
very good—the -best we have seen at any 
country show. Some of the bouquets were 
very tastefully arranged.

In the ladies’ work there was, if not a 
large, yet a very select assortment of 
work. The wax and wreath work was 
very fine, the hair work tastefully done, 
and some of the crochet work very beau­
tiful. In the other departments the work 
was scarcely if at all inferior, and alto­
gether the display was most creditable to 
the taste and skill of the lady exhibitors.

The agents of the Raymond and. Os­
borne Sewing Machines were present du­
ring the day, showing the excellencies of 
the machines exhibited by them.

The arrangements were excellent and 
well carried out, and the work connected 
with the Exhibition was got .through in 
good time.

Just now speculation is rife with 
regard to the proposed changes in 
the Ontario Government. Messrs. 
Blake and Mackenzie having resigned 
their seats in the Legislative Assem­
bly, some change wiU require to be 
made, and no doubt will be effected 
in the course of two or three weeks 
at farthest. What these changes 
may be are a*, present mere matters 
of conjecture. Mr. Blake at the 
proper time will no doubt send in 
his resignation to the Lieutenant- 
Governor, and will exercise the right, 
which long established custom has 
given him, of recommending to His 
Excellency some gentleman who 
would assume his place as Premier 
and leader in the House. The Tory 
papers,we notice, have all at once be­
come vei y solicitous about Mr. Scott’s 
position in the Cabinet. The papers 
which only a few months ago were 
denouncing him as a renegade, as an 
apostate Conservative, and as unfit 
to hold a position in any Govern­
ment, are now sounding his praises 
in the loudest key. He is represent­
ed to be the ablest man now left in 
the Cabinet, a statesman, a gentle- 
man and every thing else that is good 
and commendable, and after paving 
the way by certifying tc his fitness 
for the office, thev claim that he has 
the best right, as he is the only man 
qualified to fill the place of Premier. 
This sudden and wonderful change 
in the opinions of the Tory papers is 
easily accounted for and seen through. 
They expect by inciting his ambition 
to rouse his jealousy to that point 
which would impel him to demand 
the Premiership, and hope thereby 
to set the members of the Cabinet a 
quarrelling and thus throw difficult­
ies in the way of a reconstruction.

Whatever position Mr. Scott may 
take in the Cabinet, he will, we feel 
assured, continue to work with his 
colleagues in the most friendly man­
nered with a single eye to the con­
tinued stability and strength of the 
Government.
