A fleet of 650 ves- 
sels—all waiting for bait to pursue 
their business, cod-fishing ; and this 
is only one portion of the Island.

Pkovenoheii Election.—The Winni­
peg Free Pi'ess gives the following as 
the reason why Dr. Bown was not 
nominated for Provencher m opposi­
tion to Riel :—“ 1st. The nomination 
was not accompanied with fifty dol­
lars of legal tender, the money 
ottered being that of the Merchants’ 
Bank. 2nd. The person remitting 
the nomination papers refusing to 
attest them in accordance with clause 
21 oi the Election Act. 3rd. The 
number of voters required by the 
Act (clause 18) not being represented 
on the nomination paper.”

In a Bad Way.—The Braptford 
Expositor thus speaks of the financial 
position of that town:—“The trea­
sury is empty, and the town account 
far overdrawn. The Rank Ms refused 
to honor any longer the cheques of 
the Treasurer. The rate has not yet 
been struck. Finance Minister Quin­
lan dawdles over his by laws, and 
schemes to prevent a quorum of the 
members being found to do business. 
Accounts pour in in overwhelming 
numbers, with nothing on hand to 
pay them. Whither are we drifting ? 
The ratepayers are anxious to know. 
The c-isis has come, and we have the 
financial acumen of Messrs; Quinlan 
and Ormerod to extricate us.”

Royal Canadian Insurance Com­
pany.—The lirst annual meeting of 
this Company was held in Montreal 
on the 10th inst., at which Messrs. W. 
J. Paterson and James Goldie at 
tended as delegates from the Guelph 
board. .The report of the Directors 
was very satisfactory, and showed 
that the gross assets of the Company 
are #562,162.87, and the Reserve 
Fund amounts to #220,287.20. Since 
the formation of the Company last 
year, branches have been established 
in cities and towns in the United 
State, which are provided with 
abundance of water—an amendment 
having been made to the charter in 
July last to allow this extension. 
Local boards have been formed in 
Toronto, Quebec, London, Kingston, 
Windsor, Hamilton, Brantford, Co- 
bo.urg, Gualph and Port Hope, be­
sides St. John and Halifax, the latter 
having power to open agencies in 
Prmce Edward’s Island. The Com­
pany has managed its aftairs carefully, 
and has declined during the year 
seventeen risks, on which losses to 
the extent of $88,000 have occurred. 
They have also declined risks, the 
premium On which would have 
amc(unted to #50,000. By the united 
action of the directors and agents, 
the business of the year has increased 
so as to warrant the declaration of a 
dividend of 10 per cent, payable on 
and after the 15th inst. At the 
meeting in February next, the ques­
tion of carrying on Ocean Marine 
business will be discussed.

Moss Roses fob Mauket.—-Moss roses 
are largely grown for the London mar­
kets ; they thrive pretty well under trees, 
and are vPry hardy and floriferous. 
Light, rich aad deep ground suits them 
best. Two rows of these roses are gen­
erally planted between currant and 
gojsaberry bushes, about two feet apart ; 
but as suckers speedily make their ap­
pearance, all traces of rows become lost, 
and the result is a broad hand of roses, 
snno 2£ or 3 feet wide, occupying the 
central space between the bush fruit. 
Under fruit trees where no fruit bushes 
exist, they are grown in lines 2\ or 3 feet 
apart, anil interspersed with sprouting 
broccoli, Brussels sprouts, potatoes or 
shallots, ami they are also grown in the 
open ground, about the same distance 
apart. After they have done b!oommu 
and have male good wood, they are 
layered on both sides of the rows, and in 
October, or any timo between that and 
the following March, the.layers are lifted, 
and after their roots have been dressed 
arid their tops shortened a little, they 
are planted cut in perutauent rows from 
two or three feet apart, or, if space is 
scarce at the time, thickly in rows e. loot 
or eighteen inches apart, where they re­
main for twelve months before being 
finally planted cut. They are pruned very 
c’osely in winter, and in spring they 
begin to form llower buds, almost as soon 
as the leaves make their appearance. It 
is the Luds that are gathered for market, 
the hlooms never being permitted to ex 
pand. In hot summers, and indeed 
whenever convenience permit-:, the space 
over their roots, two or three feet in 
width, is mulched with litter, which saves 
them from drought, and also acta as a 
stimulant.

The excavations on the line of the im­
provements of the Lachino.Canal, at the 
eastern entrance,are progressing rapidly.

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A Canadian Diocese Two Hundred 
Years Old.

Exactly two hundred years ago the 
first Catholic diocese in Canada was 
founded. In 1659, the Pope sent out the 
Right Rev. Francois do Montmorency 
Laval, to Quebec, as Vicar Apostolic. In 
1671, Mgr. de Laval was named Bishop, 
being thus the first Catholic prelate in 
North America, His diocese was of 
immense extent, embracing not only the 
whole of what is tho Dominion, but also 
the other French possessions, including 
the valley of tho Mississippi, the great 
“ Father of the waters." For 130 years 
following there was no other diocese 
north of Mexico, until the year 1790, 
when shortly after the gaining of her 
independence, the republic of the United 
States consecrated in the see of Balti­
more, in the person of the Right Rev. 
John Carroll.

Canada had to wait more than a cen< 
tury and a half for its second bishop, as 
it was not until the year 1826 that the 
second diocese, Kingston,was established, 
Right Rev. Dr. McDonnell being bishop. 
Montreal diocese was formed in 1830, 
with the Right Rev. Dr. Lartique as 
bishop- Three Rivers and St. Hyacinthe 
diocese were both formed in 1852. To-

Monday, Sept. 14.
The Central Exhibition grounds, usual­

ly so qmot, are to-day the scene of busy 
preparations for the fourth annual Show. 
The Secretary and his assistants are lo­
cated in the new offices, which are large 
and quite convenient for the transac­
tion of business. Close to this office, Mr. 
H. H. Swiuford, the outside Suporinten 
dent, has literally pitched, his tent, for 
such is his office, and a very convenient 
one too, and he is busy attending to tho 
wants of exhibitors. . Mr. Charles Sharp e, 
the Superintendent inside the building, 
has his hands full, in allotting places for 
the different classes of articles to be ex­
hibited. Everywhere—inside and outside 
—there are evident signs of preparation, 
and towards noon the bustle ..and ac­
tivity were intensified.

Barring the dust, the grounds are in 
good condition. It is hoped that the ex­
tra accommodation provided will be suf­
ficient. The Directors, with wise fore­
thought, have this year provided a large 
number of neat benches, which are 
placed at points commanding tho best 
view of the horse ring, and which will 
afford much comfort to many sight seers, 

Quite a number of horses, stock, sheep, 
&c., were on the ground by noon, and it 
is expected that by night nearly all will 
be in their places. The places where 
each class is located is marked on the 
stables and sheds, so that strangers can­
not be at a loss where to find them.

Exhibitors were all forenoon busy in 
the building getting articles in their 
places, but the real hurry won’t com- 
mence till, afternoon. Loads of goods 
are constantly arriving from a distance, 
and judging from the entries the show 
;nside promises to be as good as any yet 
held.

It will be seen, by the list of entries 
given below, that the total number—up 
to the time we took them from the books 
—is 5,142. Quite a number more had 
to be entered on the books, and we be­
lieve when they are all made up that 
they wi'i bo little short of 5,500—or at 
le ist equal tn the entries for the Pro­
vincial Exhibition, which are given this 
year as 6,485. This is a most gratify, 
ing exhibit, and shows that the Central 
is now 9 permanent institution, and in 
no way influenced by the Provincial 
even when it is held in tho Queen City.

Our Streets nud Highways.
To the Editor of the Mercury.

Sib,—Now that the subject of manage­
ment (or rather mismanagement) ol our 
streets, roads and bridges is up for dis­
cussion, I hope the whole matter will be 
thoroughly shewn up, and the blame 
placed upon tho proper shoulders, for no 
one can travel over the town and examine 
the streets and sidewalks in their present 
dilapidated and break-neck condition,and 
believe that #6,000 to #7,000 has been 
expended upon them since^April last.

It was the general belief amongst the 
ratepayers (as it was promised by those 
seeking municipal honors at the last elec­
tion) that the work would be done by 
contract instead of carrying on the old- 
fogy system of day labor, and that a 
more efficient system would be adopted. 
No one can doubt the general dissatis 
faction that exists at the manner the 
work has been done this year.

A few years since a Provincial Law was 
passed declaring any member of a Muni­
cipal Council ineligible to act as an Over­
seer or Superintendent of streets and 
highways, or to pay out the-moneys 
of the Muaicipality for such works. 
Under this law the Council were 
compelled to appoint an efficient 
person as a Superntendent inde­
dependent of the pcrsonel of the Counc”. 
To this person the people could look for 
tho proper carrying out of the work, but 
under the present system neither the 
Chairman of the Committee, the Com­
mittee, nor the Council are responsible, 
as it seems at present. But the people’s 
money is spent, and when the Collector 
comes round it is certain they will have 
to pay up whether tho works done are 
worth 40 or 50 cents on the dollar.

It is astonishing how clever a person 
becomes when clothed with Municipal 
authority, and especially in directing 
the work on streets, roads, Ac., each new 
aspirant trying his hand in turn. If they 
were made to pay for their blunders, 
they would soon find the undertaking not 
very profitable.

Of course the ratepayers aro aware that 
the present system of paying for the work 
by the day (#8,000 to #9,000) gives the 
Council a little patronage which, no 
doubt, serves their purpose well when 
seeking re-election.

1 am aware that the law prevents any 
member of a Council from haviug a con­
tract or doing work for profit .in the 
Municipality for which he sits, yet I am 
creditably informed this safeguard to the 
people is being violated every day.

It remains for the ratepayers at the 
next election to look closely into this 
matter, and to see that #7,000 or #8,000 
is not spent where #3,000, under a proper 
system, would give better results. Lot­
ting the work by contract under public 
tenders is the,only check or safety which 
the people can have.

The Ottawa River was never known to 
be so low as at present, and some of the 
saw mills have not more than enough to 
run all their gates. Four mills have 
keen shut down and others will soon 
follow suit. The lumber yards are 
crowded, and it is calculated there are 
over three hundred millions feet of 
manufactured lumber awaiting sale o'n the 
Ottawa this fall.

Two Young Ladies Drowned at Strath- 
Boy. — A sad accident occurred at four 
o’clock on Saturday afternoon,about eight 
miles from Strathroy, in the township of 
East Williams, by which two young la­
dies, named Emma and Mary Fletcher,, 
aged respectively 23 and 14, daughters of 
Hugh Fletcher, were drowned in the Bau­
ble River. It appears the youngest waded 
into the river to drive some geese out, 
and while endeavoring to do so got into 
a deep hole. The elder sister went to 
her rescue, and both were drowned before 
assistance could be obtained. The bodies 
were recovered shortly afterwards.

Wild Children in Canada.—The 
Spectator gives an account of three chil­
dren being taken wild off an island in 
Lake Huron. They were found, it is al­
leged, by Father Cherrier, of the Owen 
Sound Mission, and conveyed to Hamil­
ton voluntarily by their father, who with 
his singular ûîmurerr'wcre the only in­
habitants of the island. The children 
can speak no language, and know no­
thing whatever of the habits of civilized 
life. They have been suffering from a 
cough since their removal to the Orphan's 
Home in the city and it is said will not 
survive the change long.

Railway Pic-Nic.-r-The first nnnual 
pic-niff or the employees of the XX'. G. &
B. R. R. was held at Southampton, on 
Friday, with great success. Two excur­
sion trains, containing over a thousand 
persons, arrived between eleven and 
twelve o’clock, when the crowd repaired 
to the pic-pic grounds, which were fitted. 
up very tastefully by the employees of 
the road, assisted by the inhabitants of 
the town. The brass Band of the 30th 
Battalion accompanied the party. Tho 
usual games, dancing, &o., were indulged 
in, after which the assemblage was ad­
dressed by the Superintendant and oth­
ers. The party left by train* for their 
homes early in the evening, delighted 
with the day’s proceedings.

A Daring Feat.—E. P. Harrington, 
the famous diver, proposes to walk into 
the Detroit river at the foot of Belle Isle, 
and proceed along tho bottom down 
stream thé whole distance to the foot of 
XVoodward avenue. During his watery 
walk on the botteifi\of the river he will 
discharge a musket, explode a torpedo by 
means of a fuse, and send up spécimens 
of the bottom from various points along 
the route. Mr. Harrington, in 1869, wa8 
prevented from carrying out similar plans 
by the perfidy of an assistant, who was to 
have taken charge of a yawl boat in 
which tho apparatus was to be carried, 
but who deserted him the very day the 
attempt was to be made. He believes, 
however, that tho feat can be performed, 
and he now is resolved to prove his faith 
by accomplishing it as above stated.

A Chapter of Accidents from Streets- 
yille.—Mr. Oliver Hammond, an old and 
respected resident of Toronto Township, 
near Springfield, fell from an apple tree 
on Friday, and was fatally injured. His 
body is entirely paralyzed, and the doctor 
gives no hopes whatever cf his recovery.
As Mr. Emery Staghall was driving to 
Toronto on Thursday last, his horses be­
came frightened and ran away, when one 
of the wheels broke. Mrs. Staghall was 
thrown out and received such severe in­
juries by the wheel passing over her that * 
she died on Friday evening. A son uf 
Mr. John Newman, on Dundaa street, 
had one of his legs broken by a kick from 
a cow on Saturday. Mr. Charles John­
son, of Duudas street, whilst picking ap­
ples on Friday, fell from the tree, and 
broke one of his arms. Strange to say, 
three of these accidents occnred, within 
half a mile of each other.

Illegal Condemnation of an Ameri­
can Vessel.—XVhen James XVatsou XVebb 
was American Minister in Brazil, he ob­
tained from the Brazilian Government 
damages for the alleged illegal condem­
nation of an American vessel. It was 
subsequently ascertained that the con­
demnation was not illegal, and the Bra­
zilian Government made application to 
refund tho amount paid to thé United 
States. The amount, about $25,000, was 
tendered, but the Brazilian Government 
declined to receive it in full satisfaction, 
on the ground that it was only about 
one-half of what that Government had 
paid to Minister XVebb. A suit has now 
been brought in the United States. Dis­
trict Court by tho United States, to re­
cover from Mr. XVebb the alleged defi­

13,000. hands. Forty-eight mills, em­
ploying 7,000 hands continue operations. 
Subscriptions for the strikers have been 
opened by the trades unions throughout 
the tiianufacturing districts.
