| London Financier, After Tour of the West and North, is Very
Optimistic Over the Possibilities of the Last
and Best West

ONTREAL, July 19.—"“The Canadian West is a wonderful|

M place, pregnant with possibilities and contains a happy and

prosperous peonle,” said H. M. King, chairman of the Lon-

don and Dominion Trust company, of London, England, who has

been in the west for some time in his capacity as president of the
Alberta, Peace River and Eastern: railroad.

The railway is projected to run drom Coutts on the American
border up the Porcupine valley to the east end of Lesser Slave lake,
with a line between 300 and 500 miles long to Edmonton and a
branch east to Hudson’s Bay, and one west to British Columbia, to
the Pacific ocean. .

commendations. "It seems to me
that $20,000 is entirely too much
to ask the city to put into such an
enterprise just now for Athf good
that might come out of it.

Public Controversy Unfortunate,

The commiesioners will point out
that owing to the controversy that has
been aroused over the question of
granting such a subsidy to the Salva-
tion army, it would be unfortunate to
precipitate a public discussian on the
question, They are not opposed to the
idea of a municipal lodging house, but
to the method proposed of putting it
into operation.

The commissioners also will recom-
mend the immediate purchase of a
500 kilow#itt generator at a cost of
$11,500, to be installed in the Ogden
station It ie planned to remove the
300 kilowatt generator from the old
station to the Ogden statlon also. A
1000 kilowatt generator, already pur-
chased, will be installed in the new
central station,

“We feel that the purchase of a 500
Kilowatt generator is necessary said
Commissioner Graves, “in order that
we may be prepared at any time to
take care of a sudden and unlooked
for increase in the use of the eity
power.
the generator Wwill eoon be required,
and we do not want to be taken umn-
awares."”

More Time on Fehrenback Contract.

The commissioners will ask for fur-
ther time to. consider the questjon «of
putting in the cement bulwarks on the
Eloow river at Elbow park. At the
last council meeting, before
Mitchell left for Winnipes,

If éach one brings a certain allotted
portion, one could take h eggs for
scrambling—1illow three for each per-
son—a small preserve glass of but-
ter, salt and pepper and a skillet or
a  chafing dish, whichever is more

convenient.
Nothing is better than fresh scram-
bled eggs at a picnic, unless it is fried

potatoes, Boil the potatoes at home

can be carried in a tin kettle with ice
packed around it.

Cooking at picnies is such fun that
more of it should be done.

Make a
white sauce from a tablespoonful but-
ter and one of flour to evtry pint of
This is the allowance for a
guart of meat. Season highly with
salt, pepper and a little onfon juice.
An after dinner coffee cup of sherry
improves the flavor.

A “rabbit” is unusual and appetiz-
ing in the woods. For this use a rich
American or English cheese. If there
ie no heer or ale for thinning, the
cream’ for the coffee makes a good
substitute. Put a tablespoonful of
Lutter in the skillet, when melted, add
seasoning—salt, cayenne, a teaspoon-
ful of mustard—then add milk or ale
and the chees by degrees. It should
first be cut fine. When nearly done,
the well-beaten yolk ‘'of an egg can be
added The “rabbit” must not be
started until everpthing else is ready
for the picnic feast.

An appetizing sandwich for a ple-
nic is madec from slices of brown
bread on which is spread a mixture
of chopped green peppers, fo whieh
is added a can of sweet Deppers Or
pimentos, a little minced parsley,
bound together with a highly seasoned
mayonnaise. -

Another brown bread sandwich easy
to prepare is cut very thin, and each
slice spread with cheese and a strip
of sweet peppers.

Where a hot sandwich is liked for a
picnic, have two thin €lices of white
bread buttered; spread dne with a lit-
tle chutney, the other with
Parmesan cheese. Fry an egg, place
it on the cheese, and press the other
half well over it.

A Geometrical Problem

Baseball is played on a green, at a
corner of what i8 called “the diamond,”

The mthod of locating and com-
puting this diamond is a geometrical
problem carried to five places of deci-
mals; “from a point A
straight line into the field, and at a
point B, 154 feet from. A, lay out two
lines BC and BD at right angles,” etc.

A man stands at the top corner of
this diamond, nearest the grandstand,
holding a wooden stick in his hind. Be-
hind him is a player from the nrival
team with gn iron mask, a pair of box-
ing gloves, and an apron, who tries to

The department issues a small pam-
phlet each year containing wvaluable
information for the housewife. It gives
instructions how to escape from being
defrauded by the deceiving merchant,
and also contains extracts from the
laws of weights and measures of the
District of Columbia.

There are in all 34 men employed in
the department, and on an average of
every six months every scale and meas-
ure in the district is sealed with ap-
proval by the clerks if they find that
they come up to the standard.

During the past year 28 states passed
legislation advocating a uniform weight
and measure law.

The present peti-
tion 1s accompanied by affidavits stat- |
ing that to the belief of the gigners, |
two-thirds -of -the husinesses affected,
Ineluding barber shovs, ure represented.
Many of those who #igned 'the peti-
tion, however, afterwards signed a
counter petition. This raised a some-
what knotty point of law. Solicitors|
for the Busiress Men's association, who
are behind the original petition, solici-
tors for the counter petitioners and the
city Bolicitor are pow strugglng with
it. It is sald thHat while the city
solicitor has not given any .opinen.
he is reported to be inclined to believe
that the withdrawal of a signature
from the original petition lessens it
just that much. This view may be|
based on the fact that there is nothing|
in the law prohibiting the withdrawal |
of a signature from a petition, or fix-|
ing any limit to the time when it can |
be withdrawn.
