A HORRIBLE MURDER.

A dreadful murder that was committed
at Fall River, in the State of Massachusetts,
bids fair to give rise to one of the most in-
teresting causes celebres of the cemtury. A
retired baunker, named Borden; and his wife
were murdered one morning, somewhere be-
tween ten and eleven o'clock. There was
no ene in the house, as far as is known, ex-
cept Lizzie Borden, the eldest daughter of
the murdered couple, and Bridget Sullivan,
the servant girl. The girl was washing win-
dows at the time that one of the murders
was committed, that of Mr. Borden. It is
not known what Lizzie Borden was doing at
the time. She says that she was for 20 or
30 minutes in the barn near the house.
The alarm was given by Lizzie, who, when
she came in, saw her father lying on the
sofa dead. He had been struck with sonie
heavy, sharp instrument several times. The
person who went to break the dreadful news
to Mrs. Borden found her on the floor in an
upper room quite dead. She too had dread-
ful wonnds in the head, evidently inflicted
by the same instrument as that with which
Mr. Borden had been killed.

The daughter, Lizzie, was remarkably
calm, ing the cir t " She
sent the girl to alarm the neighbors and
answered the questions of the excited people
quite collectedly. When a search was made
the only weapons found were two axes and
a h tchet in & box in the cellar. It is said
that there was blood on one of them.
There was no blood except one spoton
Miss Borden's clothes, and the blood had
spurted from the murdered man’s wounds
to the door and wall opposite the lounge on
which he lay.

- Mijss Borden .has been arrested for the
murder of her father and mother. ' The
evidence against her so far” is purely cir-
cumstantial. It has been said, but not
proved, that there was a suspicious char-
acter lurking about the Borden residence on
the morning of the murder. Bat no one
knows who he was,or, ind,pe'd, what he

SAMOA’s SITUATION. -

The Influence of King Mataafa. Gradually Ex-
tending—Ohjections to the Poll Tax.

San FxANCISCO, §_~pt. 2.~ A special from
Apia, Samos, of August {8, says that Mat-
aafa has been given the name of *‘Tam-
asualu ? by tho Safata natives, - This is one

of the five titles necessary for the king of
Samon to hold in order to rule ‘with any
power. Mataufa now holds all the titles
but two. - A largely attended meeting of
the chiefs have been held at Malie, and
Mataafu made presents of fine mats to the
assembled chiefs: The Mataafy party still
maintains a policy of silence, &ough some
of the chiefs desire to hoist their own flag.
The great = desire of the party is that
the threée treaty powers should with.
draw . the Chief Justice and the
President of the Couneil, on the ground
that they sre incoppetent and tco highly
paid. The Consuls informed the King that
the three Powers were prepsred to send
med-of-war to carry out any warrent of the
Supreme Court tor the arrest of any native
whom the Government was unable to arrest,
should the offence of the native be-against
the white residents. This is good news to
the whites, as 8 number of complaints have
been made to the Chief Justice .without
effect, he pleading the unsettled state of the
country as the cause fer not proceeding
therein. : ;
President Senft is already at loggerheads
with Maben, Secretary of State, and has
asked King Malietoa (0 dismiss him, but
the Samoan Government does not acquiese.
Senft refused to allow Maben to inspect the
Government accounts, and though the
President is required, under the treaty, to
render accounts monthly, he has not given
them to the King since December last. The
municipal couneil is unable to do anything
in'the way of public works, as their revenue
is all used to pay salaries. "The monthly ex-
pense of the conncil is about §1,200, includ--
ing the president’s salary of $420. Senft
has been displeased by a letter received
from the consular rd, stating that
United States Consul-General  Blacklock
had informed his government that President
Senft had not forwarded the resolutions of
the council :gpointin a returniog  board.

WATCHING MARS.”

g an Iuteresting.

No new Lfght Thrown on the Planet's
Constitution—The Contrast
of Color.

Quite a large number of Victorians who
pride themselves on knowing something
about - astronomy were out of doors last
evening, watching an interesting phenome-
non in connection with the planet Mars,
the much-talked-of celestial body whish
has baen attracting so much attention of
late. According to the programme, the
planet was to appear about 9 o’clock p.ni.,
and at the Lick Observatory, in California,
an observation was to be made to ascertain
the exact time of the planet’s appearance and
disappearance, ~ The data at hand give
the time the planet’s centre passed the
edge of the moon, at 17 mivutes, 13 secoads
after 9 o'clock, and was uncovered again at
32 mii utes, 47 seconds past 10. Thers will
probably be a change in this time when ' the
official report from the. observatory is re-
ceived.

Following is the official bulletin issied

from the Lick observatory about the phe-
nomena : :
. ¢ The planst will disappesr.at a point
on the moon’s edge about 42 degrees from
the moon’s north point, measured toward
the east, and it will reappear at a' point on
the edge about 85 degrees from the ‘moon’s
porth point measured: toward the moon’s
west point, That is, it will reappear very
near the moon’s west point. :

The phenomen +jmay be observed with the
naked eye, or better with an opera  glass,
The observer should determine where the
moon’s north, east and west points are and
the above data will enable him to locate the
point of reappearance. _Observers with tele-
scopes will remember thatthe images are
usually inverted. - ; :

“To obtain any results useful to astrono-
iy observers must note the exact time the
moon touches the edge of the planet at. the
beginning and ending of the ogcultation,
ang they must know the correction of their
watches. | Standard time may be obtained
at various places in the city and at all the
railway stations,

“This occultation will be observed pretty
generally in the United States. The results
will be chiefly valuable in relation to the
data of mathematical uttonom{. The ob-
servation will throw little or no light on the
constitution of Mars itself. As a mere spec-
tacle it will be interesting, and the contrast
of color, between Mars and the moon will be
noteworthy.”

DEar Coroxist :—I promised to give you

a few notes in regard to my impressions of

will be accomplished. ¥

sewers have been already laid at the general
expense, the Local Improvement Law will
not extend to the properties which those
sewers drain. But the expense of construct-
ing all the sewers of the city will be so dis-
tributed that every property owner in the
