People forget that these news­
papers stand in the same relation to our 
two great political parties as do the counsel 
for the plaintiff and for the defendant re­
spectively, in our courts of laws. In the 
present case the Globe, as the chief organ 
of the opposition, was the counsel for the 
plaintiff, and the Mail, as the chief minis­
terial organ, was the counsel for the de­
fendant. The electors of this coun­
try composed the jury. The case 
has been exhaustively argued by 
both of the counsels. While there has 
been some sound reasoning on both aides, it 
must be evident to the impartial observer 
that both counsels have mainly devoted 
themselves to the task of "bamboozling” 
the jury. They appeal not so much to in­
tellect as to passion and prejudice. How­
ever, both counsel well know that let the 
issue be what it will, their fees are secured, 
and that is their main concern. Now, we 
can scarcely blame the proprietors of the 
Globe and Mail for stirring up political ex­
citement whenever a fit opportunity offers, 
for we have seen that this is their business,

Some persons and organs are inclined to 

.«peak more slightingly than ever of the 
liberal party since tbe defeat of Tuesday.

But that defeat was not ft defeat of true 
< madian liberalism ; it was the defeat of 
1 e toryism which the liberal party had 
allowed to creep in and corrupt whatever 
i tsnuine liberalism there was in the party 
while they were in power previous to 1878.

True liter­
alism is never demagogic, but it always 
hears what the ^people 
successful statesmen we know of and those 
that history tells us of, xvere all men who 
accepted the maxim that a true liberal 
could not set himself against the popular 
will. The moment he did that he became 
a tory. To antagonize the public will is 
the peculiar function of toryism : and yet 
this was and is the position of the Globe, 
Mr. Mackenzie and Sir Richard Cartwright. 
The genuine liberal is always hearing and 
interpreting the popular voice and this is 
what distinguishes the progressive states­
man from the primitive tory.

If the liberal party accept the defeat of 
Tuesday in this light they have nothing 
whereat to be dismayed.

There is no sharp practice in the way of 

reserved seats in Japanese theatres. 
Neither is there necessity to go outside for 
a clove or browned coffee. When once 
seated you are at ease, not having to draw 
yourself up for any other fellow. The 
ond grade places are of cheaper order, where 
one can sit on the floor, there being no seats, 
or stand upon the ground, there being no 
floor, the earth doiug duty in that regard. 
One cent and a half and two and 
one-half cents give the grades of
the establishments, 
test as well as inferior, lighted with the 
domestic made candle, and when the origi­
nal dips of our grandmothers 
bered, the kind of a candle used is 
described. The candles smoke as wqll as 
the audience. There is a large st&k of 
amusement to be had in a one and a-half 
cent concern, that is, if yon are not partic- 
lar about tbe aesthetic nature of the sur­
roundings, and do not carry with you a 
cultivated musical 
not ctnrv on their payroll any large num­
ber of star actors, or a numerous stock 
company, and from what I have seen they 
do not devote much time to tbe rehearsal 
of parts, es it is the duty of the piompter 
to Hit from one actor to another with the 
lines of the dialogue in one hand and in the 
other a stiff paper lantern.

Bending low, he reads in a tone readily 
caught by the actor the lines, which are 
duly repeated, while the prompter “ is 
doing his duty” by the next one. It is 

of the most interesting features of a 
play, this constant flitting of the prompter. 
If any fellow about the establishment earns 
his pay, the prompter is the man. There 
are very many side shows to attract pleas­
ure seekers, all of them being within the 
compass of the humblest, the charge being 
from one-half cent to one and one-third 
cents. In these places are witnessed jug­
gling tricks of real merit, and top-spinning 
that is a bewilderment to the looker on. 
Tops of all sizes are spun with the aid of a 
string, and made to revolve by the 
action of the bands only. An expert will 
throw his top from him, and by the action 
of the string as it unwinds draw it back 
so that it is caught in his hand, of course, 
without it having touched the ground. An 
uuopeimd fan is rh<*n taken in the other 
hand, and tlie top is placed upon one of its 
sides and spun along it. Then the fan is 
opened, and the top continues to spin along 
it until the hand is reaped, when up it 
runs on the arm to the shoulder, and 
across the back end down the other arm ou 
the fan again. Then it will be tossed into 
the air and caught upon one of the comers 
of the opened tan, from which it is tossed 
again and again into the air and caught as 
it descends.

It is wonderful the way they can manip­
ulate a top. I have seen them take a 
large sized one, having a tpindle by which 
it was made to rotate, and by simply 
placing the spindle between the palm of 
the bands, and drawing one hand back 
while advancing the other a number of 
times it attained sufficient velocity, when 
it was taken Irom the table on which it 
was spinning, and a turn taken around the 
spindle with a string that was pendant 
from a paper lantern, hanging high up 
against the ceiling of the building. Up 
went the top into the lantern, which 
opened into the shape nt an umbrella, and a 
wealth of festoons of bright colored tissue 
paper descended from it all about the 
stage. Those who witnessed Little All 
Right and the troupe ot Japanese acrobats 
that exhibited their tiicks years ago in the 
United States will remem ter the many 
surprising feats done by them. What they 
paid $1 for s. eiiig can be witnessed here in 
the open air for just what one is pleased to 
contribute or under cover for from one to 
three cents.

A law student, unless he has a 
degree, must put in at least five years at the 
study of his profession, ami during all this 
time he counts himself lucky if he earns 
enough tgupay for his hoard, to say nothing 
whatever* of enough to qualify him as au 
income votvr. The consequence is that 
until he passes his final examination, and 
perhaps for some time after, he is without 
a vote, which the twenty-one-year-old son 
of the farmer whose legal affairs he conducts 
take a practical part in guiding the affairs 
of the country. Again, there are the 
medical, university and other students— 
why should they not be enfranchised as 
well as the favored farmer’s sou ? The old 
stock argument is that they have no stake 
in the country and pay no taxes. Every 
man has a stake in the country 
who lives here, and 
especially under the 
avoid paying taxes if he wouid. Do 
the young men, the classes I have men­
tioned, pay no share of the duties levii d 
by the government on, foreign goods im­
ported into Canada ? Every consumer pays 
his share, and they certainly «to not escape. 
“There should be no taxation” is a max- 
ium as true to-day as it was when the 
thirteen American colonies fought for their 
rights and obtained them. No one grudges 
the farmer’s son his vote, but let Mr. Mow- 
at do equal justice to all, and give every 
Canadian 21 years of age and able to read 
and write, a voice in the management of 
Canadian affairs.

About 10 o’clock last night the cry of 
“ fight” attracted a large crowd opposite 
68 Duchess street whence the cry originated. 
All the doors within hearing distance were 
opened, end, out there flocked a crowd of 
men and women, some without shoes or 
stockings, others in their night shirts, and 
all bent; on seeing what was to hi seen. 
The cause of the uproar was as follows : 
The daughter of Mrs Kelly who lives at «1 
Dnehess street, gave birth to a child while 
serving a term at the reformatory. When 
the days of her imprisonment were over, 
the girl returned to live with her paients, 
who treated her cruelly, being very 
often turned out of the house 
in the middle of the night. A 
woman who lives at 63 Duchess street out 
of pity took her in and the Kellys, enraged 
at rkis brought forward the charge that 
these people hath accused them of keeping 
a house of ill-fame. This aroused the pu 
gilistic nature of Jerry Sheehan, well know n 
in the court as “ Lombard Jerry,” who, 
when he heard what was trump immedi­
ately proceeded, accompanied by his son, 
a faithful picture of his sire, to 63 Duchess 
street, broke in the door and entered the 
house, dealing some cutting blows on both 
the man and woman living there. Several 
times he repeated this and during 
val a bystander ran for a policeman. Offi • 
cer 65 reached the scene just as Sheehan 

renewing his attack, and strange to 
say that though Sheehan was breaking in 
the doer at the time,the officer did not ar­
rest him but asked him what he was do­
ing. - For this conduct he was strongly 
condemned by the crowd standing around, 
who, after stating the facts, declared that 
they would be witnesses against him for 
attempted murder and house-bieaking. 
The crowd biased the policeman because he 
took no action in the matter.
