Now would be s good time to drop party
politics for s while, In the dominion the
conservatives are in power for four years
more; ditto the reformers in Ontario, the
latter, however, witha majority so reduced
that they will have to respect the feelings
_of the opposition more than for some years
"back, Mr. Mowat remaios, be does not
¢ go” this time, but be has his tenure of
office under conditions materally differing
from those thst prevailed two days 8go,
Bir John's government is ssfe enough
for the four years to come, and the
ohances are that Mr, Mowat’s rule, some-
what modified, will last about the same
time, There does not sppesr to be much
of s field for political party sgitation in the
interval, Of course the fight willgo on in
petlisment and sssembly every time of
meeting ; but the public generally will be
inclined to take s rest from politieal party
strife,

Bupposing this to prove true, and that
the public voice sbould say pretty emphit.
ically, “‘give us s rest,” In what direction,
thew, should our active and stirring public
men, both in snd out of parlisment, find
vent for their energies? We answer—in
legisiating upon practicsl matters, which
concern the material good of the people,
but which are not really political matters
at all, For one thing, to begin with, the
whole matter of legislation affecting work-
ing men’s interests should be disposed of on
@ non-political basis, without any reference
to parties st all. Mr, Mowat might find
time now to consider whether it is seemly
that working men in cities and towns should
not have votes as well as people living in
the counties,and that such important constit-
uencies as Toronto and Hamilton should be
outvoted in the'sssembly by counties of half
their population and one-tenth their wealth-
producing capacity, Sir John] again,might
profitably consider whether it be or be not
an essential part of liberal-conservative pol-
icy so to divide powers that. one-half
is held by the dominion government, aud
the other half by rsilway and telegraph
companies, It is a prevailing opinion that
@ division of power more favorable to the

If they will take the
common sense course of approaching all the
governments we have—dominion, provincial
a0d municipal, in & friendly msnner, they
may meet with success that will astonish
them, Drop politics, we say, and present
your case on ite merits, on a non-political

THE PEISO!DBS‘ AID ASSOOIATION.

(To the Editor of The World,)

S1r:—The various speechesmade at the re-
cent anpual meeting of the * Prisoners’ Aid
Association” must bave convinced those pre-
sent that this association is trying to do by
private enterprise a small part of what
society ought to do colleetively by govern.
mental measures; for it is only by changes,
quite revolutionary. in our criminal code
and methods of dealing with criminals that
the benevolent efforts of the ‘‘Prisoners’
Aid association’” can bear much fruit, This
was freely hinted at by the Hon, Chancellor
Boyd in referring to Mr. H Rowlapnd’s remark
that ““tho official mind did not seem readily
to take in the whole idea of reformative mea-
sures,” The Hon, Chancellor said (you may
quote roughl{.) ““ This is not to be won-
Jered at, The legislative mind does not
take it in, The judicial mind has not
caught it, nay, the public mivd, whose ex-
pressed opinions make snd unmake laws and
legislative councils, has failed as yet to
grasp it. Yet it is the very question of
questions in practical philgnthropy. It will
actually pay us as s community to see to it
that our system does not only punish
crime, ~ Unless the reform of criminals is
both aimed at and accomplished to some ex- |
tent . we perpetuate in our midst a con-
»untlly increasing class of hereditary crim-
inals,” ete, Everyone who addressed the

meeting seemed agreed as regards this ainm,
The necensity for classification of the priso-
ners and the providing of suitable educa-
tive employment for each class was urged
by all. Few, if any, good citizen
will dissent, Why is it not done?
