THE M’CARTHY ACT.

The Dominiom Govermment Refufés to
Have More to Do With It And De-
1 to Pay Insp .

OrTAwA, Ont., June - 6.—The Dominion
Government, it seems, have refused to in-
terfere further in the case of the license
commissioners, under the McCarthy Act,
against the crown.

It will be remembered that upon the
act being decided to be mitra vires of the
Dominion Parliament, all the moneys
collected for license fees were returned,
and the li issi s were reim-
butsed for their mervices during—tireir-emc
ployment as such. -

They, however, without authority from
the federal government, undertook  to em-
ploy a.number of license inspectors, paying
their salaries upon their own responsibility.

A suit entered by the commissioners
against the Government in the Exchequer
Court for the recovery of these sums was
decided against them, and  this judgment
was upheld by the Suptemé Court'of Can-
ada. It is now urged that although the
courts had depriveg the commissioners of
all legal recourse, the Government was aone
the less bound in equity to reimburse the
commissioners the sums th? they paid out
in good faith to the inspectots.

The Treasury Board, however, has de-
cided that the case’ having been disposed of
by the courts, it wag not within their prov-
ince to further interfere in the matter.

ROBBERY IN WEST LORNE.

A Store Clerk Committed for Trial as the

The peo-
ple who have to foot the bill ought not to be
deceived asto the real quiintity of blood
money that is being drawn from them by
their representatives and officials at the
City Hall. If we are paying 1) per cent.
or 4 per cent. let us know just exactly what
it is. According to the fictitious assessment
adopted by our offivials it appears that we
re paying 1.7 per cent. According to the
true assessment we are (in the Bollard case,
asa sample) paying 2.6 per cent., without
local kates. With local rates we are paying
43¢ per cent.

I think v will be
found that we have come through the tryiog
times of the past year with added prestige
and credit to the Institution everywhere,
and while keeping ourselves in a sound con-
dition, we bave been able to meet the legiti-
mate demands of our customers and extend
aid on important occasions, ;

Itisnot n to say anything about
the strength of our financial position. The
statement speaks for itself.

Our large capital, while a protection to the
noteholder and depositor, calls for the con-
stant employment of large sums to cresate’

rofits, and, as deposits in this country. are
imited, we at one time thought of encourag-
ing them from England aud Scotland, but on
enquiry we found that though there would
have been no difficulty in obtaining
them in considerable amounts the 'Aus-
tralian banks were willing to pay a higher
rate of interest than I thought could be
made profitable here, 80 we abandoned the
1dea and :

In fact though our large capital and small
deposits tell seriously against our dividend
earning power, still the -very smaliness of
the latter isa great element of security in
a crisis like that which overtook Australia.
Such a crisis, Iam happy to say, is never
likely to visit this country, as our baonking

tem and practice are radically different.
t is my earnest desire to keep the shares of
the Bank entirely out of the realm of specu-
lation and place them in the same category
as Government securities, where the sbare-
bolders may be assured of undoubted salety
and enjoy a fixed dividend. With that ob-
ject in view you will understand that it is
my aim more to maintain and iscrease the
high standing of the bank rather than at-
tempt to force large profits.”

Mr, John Morrison bad less fault to find
with the report than has beeu his custom
for a lonz time, He was still of opinion,
however, that the shareholders should be
treated to more details, so that they could
assist the directors in keeping an effective
watch ou the expenditure, ﬁo spoke of the
improved condition of the contingent fund;
thought it would be advisable to keep loauns
and discounts well in hand and guard
against speculation. He also referred - to
the Australiau crisis and said that the same
causes which led up to it werg, in full biast’
in Canda to-day, making it *necessary for
the bunk directors to take precautionary
measures. .

Mr. John Crawford made a characteristic
speech. He found that there was no sum
stated for interest accrued on deposits nor
for rebates on discounted notes, e wanted
the report more explicit. This was needed
to satisfy maany of the bauk’s constituents
who were always curious for details, Having
in view the corgmercial depression and dis-
aster that swept over Australia with the mo-
mentum of a vidal wave the managers of the
Bank of Montreal were to be congratulated.
The lesson taught by the Australian crash
was the uecessity for absolute and unreserv-
ed;frankness in all public statements. He
was glad to see the recent growth of the Pro-
fit and Loss acoount. He hoped it would at-
tain the size of a round million. As to the
silence of the report on the question of
bonuses, there muss be some difficulties’ to
surmount (io the management of the bank)
whici the outside publiec were not .able to
raalize., He denounced the speculative ma-
nia which was abroad in the land, sapping
the very foundations of society. He also
stated that an impression was abroad that the
expenses of management were abnormally
high. Heurged the publication of a statement
showing gross losses, Had this been done by the
Australian banks no man could deny that
that calamity would have been averted.
Finally he advocated quarterly payments in
the interest of thé average shareholders, a
policy which if adopted would lift the Baok
of Montreal to the highest pinnacle of popu-
larity.

Sir Donald Smith assured Mr, Crawford
that the Bank of Montreal would do every-
thing in its power to discourage speculation,
and every species of gambling. As to the
cost of internal management Sir Dopald
maintained the expenses of the Bank of
Moatreal were relatively less than those of
other banks, It would be indeed pleasant to
have quarterly dividends, but hetter still
was the successful payment of yearly divi-
dends equal to those that can be secured on
debentures, Now that this had been accom-
plished the question of paying quarterly
dividends wosld be seriously considered.

Hon. D. A. Macdonald said that as a
native Canadian he hoped that the bright
prospects spoken of by the chairman would
be realized, but the late sowing of crops in
the Northwest was not the most auspicious

sign. 7

He had no doubt that the directors did the
best they could, but the sharebolders should
be taken somewhat into the confidence of the
board. It would be gratifying to the share-
holders if a statement were rendered % them
showing the expenditures of the bank and
the salaries paid so ali the employes of the
institution. He wished to xkunow if it were
true tkat the directors had undertaken to
build a residence for the manager.

The President: I may, without hesitation,
say that it is the intention of the board that
a house should be built for the‘General Mau-
ager.
zAtter gome further remarks by Mr, Mac-
donald regarding the salary of the General
Manager aud the expenditure on the pro-
posed residence, which were satisfactorily
replied to by the President and Mr. Drum-
mond, Mr. Burnett said there were some de-
tails about the management of the bank
which only the directors should know, and
the statement of losses was one of these.
The Shareholders should have confidence
enough in the Directors to leave to them the
details. As to the expenses of the Bank, he
would think less of the Directors if they bad
not the best men in the country and the best
paid men in the country. Hedid not know
what the salary of the General Manager
was, but he sbould bave'the highest re-
muneration of any man in a sircilar position
in Canada. No company or bank ever came
to grief by securing the best men available,;
and paying them the best salaries.

The motion for the adoption of the report
was then carried unansimously,

“ Board of Works.

The Board of Works had a special nnth%
yesterday to consider x draft agreement
betwoen the city and thé street railway come
pauy as to paving of track allowance. The
company was represented by President Mo
Kengie, Superintendent Gunn and William
Laidlaw, Q.C.

The agreement as
Biggar was read together with various alter-
ations proposed by Mr, Laidlaw, with respect
to the assumption of the debeuture debt by
the company, the privilege of the company
to seloct streets and sections of streets upon
which they will lay down a mnew roadbed
and new pavement on the track allowance

in
One of the alterations desired by Mr. Laid-
law was the insertion of this clause:

“In the event of the city exercising its
rignt to take over the railway snd real and
personal proForty of the company at the
expiration of the term of the said agreement,
or of any extevsion thereof, the company
shall be “entitled to the actual value of the
existing pavements, rondbed:h:nd roadways
on the track allowances at tame of
award; and such actua} value sball be takan
into sccount and dod in the said
award.” b 5

This clause, explained Chairman Lamb, is
what the whole deal depends on. He recom-
mended that no action be taken until further
nonsideration had been given this especial
portion of the agreement. ;

SWho Owns the Roadways?

Ald. George Verral thought before further
steps were taken in the matter the question to
whom the roadways belonged at the present
tiine should be settled.

Ald. b gave his opinion on thig ques-
tion as follows: The roadways which were
constructed by the old company at a cost of
$250,000 may possibly belong to the com-
pany, but the roadways which were con-
structed under the agreement with the new
eompqnyuf.\onthonn ment of $800 per mile
undoubtedly be)ong.d’ to the city.

More Legal Help Suggested.
