London, May 26.—The trial of Oscar 
Wilde, was resumed in the Old Bailey; 
Court Saturday morning, Sir Frank Lock- 
wood continuing his address to the jury 
for the prosecution. He dilated upon 
the intimacy of Wilde with Taylor, and 
said that leniency ought not to be shown 
to one and not tothe other because of 
the position and Intellect of one.

The judge, in summing up, said Wilde 
had confessed that his conduct in 
gard to Lord Alfred Douglas had been 
such that he (the judge) could not ask 
the jury, as iu the previous trial, to 
say that there was no ground for 
charging him with having posed as a 
criminal.

The judge, in the course of hie charge 
to the jury, dealt with each of the 
charges contained in the indictment, 
his opinion being plainly and strongly 
against the prisoner. In regard to 
Wilde’s letters to Lord Alfred Douglas, 
he caid they might be “prose poems,” 
but they were none the less poison to a 
young men’s mind, and the writer was 
clearly not a desirable companion for 
the young.

Before the jury retired the foreman 
asked the court if a warrant had been 
issued for the arrest o$ Lord Alfred 
Douglas.

The judge said no warrant had been 
issued, whereupon the foreman said:

“But if we must consider these let­
ters ns evidence of guilt they surely 
show that Lord Alfred’s guilt is equal 
to that of Wilde’s.”

The jury occupied two hours in the 
consideration of the case. Alter their 
verdict had been rendered, Sir Edward 
Clarke, on behalf of Wilde and counsel 
for Alfred Taylor, made application for 
a postponement of sentence. The judge 
peremptorily refuaejl to grant the ap­
plication and, in his remarks, described 
the offences of which the prisoners were 
guilty as the most heinous that had 
ever come to his notice. This view was 
apparently shared by the spectators, as, 
when the judge sentenced Wilde and 
Taylor to two years’ imprisonment at 
hard labor, many persons present cried, 
"Shame.”

When the sentence was pronounced 
Wilde appeared to be stunned. As the 
last words of the sentence were uttered 
the apostle of aestheticism was hurried 
to his cell as a felon.

New York, May 26.—The Sun’s Lon­
don cable says: An Old Bailey jury, 
cautiously empanelled, and, as it seem­
ed carefully coached by the Judge of 
the High Court, has declared Oscar 
Wilde guilty of the abominable offences 
charged against him. Public opinion, 

l is often on the side of the accus­
ed, '"fend almost invariably sympathe­
tic fn regard to any prisoner standing 
a second trial for the same offence, had 
from the first pronounced, with nearly 
absolute unanimity, that he was guilty 
of everything set forth In the Indict­
ment, and of much more. The country 
Judged him out of his own mouth, and 
so did the Jury to a large extent.

Any other result would have been a 
disgrace to the Intelligence of English 
Jurymen, and a crying shame upon 
British justice. It Is Impossible, how­
ever, to conceal the fact that from the 
first the common people believed that 
Wilde would never be convicted. In­
stinctively, they felt that the influence 
behind this shameless friend of princes 
and nobles would prove too powerful 
for ordinary Judicial procedure. The 
police had placed the Government in 
the possession of the names of men of 
rank, wealth and fashion who unde­
niably shared In some of Wilde’s or­
gies. and had collected evidence amply 
sufficient to place them In the criminal 
dock with the hearty approval of all 
clean men. But the Secretary of State 
took -ho step against them to vindicate 
outraged morals or avenge flouted Jus­
tice.

The passionate shout which went up 
from the nation when Wilde’s impud­
ent action, designed to stop the mouths 
of his accusers, Ignobly collapsed, com­
pelled the Government to take action 
against him and his foul accomplice, 
Taylor. But Lord Alfred Douglas and 
other men whose evidence would have 
made the case against Wilde and others 
even more complete and Irrefutable 
were allowed to leave the country. They

The trial of a 
prisoner may be likened to an attempt 
to decipher a column of hieroglyphics, 
The prisoner can read the hieroglyphic# 
better that anyone else in the court 
room if he chooses. Whether he wishes to 

yt,he should be made to give ns his 
reading of them. If he is an innocent man 
he will read the writing correctly. If he 
is gnilty he will not interpret the hiero­
glyphics truly. It would often require 
considerable skill on the part of a prison­
er to invent a spurious translation of the 
hieroglyphics that will be consistent in 
all its details. Tb? Hyams’ twins evi­
dently were well aware of this fact when 
they' refused to take the stand. 
They could not trust themselvesj 
Under the rapid fire of the cross- 
examiner they would be 
Interpret some of the hieroglyphics cor­
rectly and thereby furnish a key to the 
whole story. This is a fair inference to 
draw Irom their refusal to go into the 
witness box. It is of importance in the 
conduct of a criminal case to scan it 
from every possible point of view. Under 
the present law we often fail to see the 
case from a very important point of 
view, vis., from the prisoner's stand­
point as distinguished from his lawyer’s 
version of it.

Jf 
the rules of court will not allow that 
evidence to be given the rules are bad 
rules.

In considering the proposed electric 
light bylaw, there are a lew undisput­
ed {acts that «re of great assistance 
to one who wishes to arrive at a dis­
passionate verdict in regard to the 
merits of the case. The World has 
shown repeatedly that the eqmpany is 
making out of its present contract with 
the city $50,000 a year. It has been 
pointed out how one of our own offi­
cials, who waa hypnotized by the 
Toronto Electric Light Company, pub­
licly stated that the cost of jin arc 
light per annum was over $103. We 
have seen Hie Worship the Mayor ac­
cepting a brief for the Toronto Electric 
Light Company and using his official 
position to further the interests of that 
concern. We know that the shareholders 
in all companies possessing contracts or 
franchises with ‘the city are doing their 
utmost td defeat the bylaw.

The question naturally arises, whether 
the interests of the city are safer in 
the hands of the council or in the hands 
of a company which is able to wield 
so much - influence as the Electric Light 
Company is now doing. If the city were 
operating the plant itself to-day, it is 
quite certain that we would save be­
tween $86 and $40 per annum on each 
light. If we would not save the whole 
of, the $50,000 which now goes into the 
pockets of the Toronto Electric Light 
Company’s shareholders, we would at 
least save the bigger part of it.

The aldermen may be unbusinesslike, 
and some of them may be corrupt, ■ but 
we venture to say whatever they may 
do, they will give us cheaper light than 
we can get from a private company. 
The question at issue really amounts 
to this, whether the so-called jobbery of 
the council in its small details will 
figure up as extravagantly as the job­
bery, or whatever else you may like to 
cal^ it, exercised, in a 
sale way by the company that 
holds the contract. It snrely 
is not to the interests of the city that 
the Electric Light Company should be 
able to control the Mayor and make 
him hold a brief in their behalf, using 
Bis official position to further the ends 
6t the company. It surely is not in 
the Interests of the city that this same

Manitoba Wants a Compromise.
Winnipeg? Norwester, May 22.

A politician may not be a statesman, 
and yet perform the act of a statesman, 
Mr. Greenway has now the opportunity. 
He probably stands to gain,so far as con­
tinuing in office is concerned, if he shall 
refuse all compromise, provided always, 
however,that he shall be able to keep up 
the agitation to the old pitch. Tht^ evi­
dences are numerous that he could not do 
this. It is greatly to> the credit of the 
people of Manitoba, a majority of whom 
no doubt sympathized with the school 
legislation of 1890, that they are so gen­
erally willing to reconsider and revise 
their former convictions in- the light ot 
the judgment of the Privy Council, in 
which the opinion is clearly expressed 
that the Catholics of the province hqve 
a grievance. They were against separate 
schools, and sô declared themselves; but 
when shown that in abolishing them they 
were taking from the minority some 
rights and privileges to which they 
were unmistakably entitled under the 
constitution, they are everywhere' mani­
festing their readiness to rectify the 
wrong done as fplly as circumstances 
will admit or the public interest render 
expedient. We believe there is no doubt 
that this is the attitude of a majority o-f 
the people of Manitoba, and it is greatly 
to their credit as moderate, just men, as 
anxious to give fair play to others as de­
termined in maintaining their own 
rights. Aud it is a feeling ttiat Mr. 
Greenway cannot afford to challenge or 
provoke. It cannot be without the clear­
est reason on his side that he dare ven­
ture to break off from the present con­
ference without a genuine, honest at­
tempt to reach a settlement. The people 
will say that he rejects compromise in 
the hope d! continuing "the agitation and 
profiting by it, and they will resent con­
duct based on a motive so unworthy.

BMP-streets, that their advices Indicated that j 
the damage done to wheat had been great­
ly exaggerated. There was also utndoi— 
edly. a good deal of selling on stop orders. 
Reports that could not oe controverted- 
not only confirmed everything that has 
been previously claimed In regard to in* 
jury to the winter wheat, but brought ad­
vices of damage from sections where here­
tofore no complaint has been made, par­
ties In the trade have just returned from 
trips of personal examination through Il­
linois, Indiana and Missouri, announcing 
the condition much worse than anything 
that has been imagined. It now looks as 
if we were going intp a new crop, at the 
best* with lighter reserves in farmers’ 
hands than have been known for years. The 
market looks as if it would continue one 
of'active fluctuations. Any traders that 
will take advantage of sharp upturns on 
which to sell, and re-actions, %hich, in 
the natural course of things, are bound 
te occur, on which to buyv avoiding the 
building of pyramids, will be the o.e. who 
will hawe a credit balance to their specu­
lative account. The United States Gov­
ernment in its summary of European crops 
situation shows but few countries in which 
the wheat crop is especially promising. 
There Was considerable done here to-day 
in cash wheat for milling trade, 
contained one lot of 100,000 bushels, Just 
how much was done outside of that It 
was impossible to accurately ascertain.

Corn, In spite of the enormous receipts, 
closed firm at about yesterday’s prices. 
The market opened weak, but advanced 
sharply on predictions of frost in some 
of the western states.

Provisions opened weak, but rallied,and 
closed about the same as yesterday. The 
public sold early when wheat was weak 
and bought later when wheat advanced. 
Packers were considerable sellers and the 
cash demand was again small. The natural 
course of this market, under such liberal 
supplies of hogs of good quality and a 
limited consumptive demand, is toward a 
lower range of* prices. Against this, the 
legitimate situation, is the prevailing bull­
ish sentiment in all commodities, which 
may sustain values until receipts of hogs 
decrease, as is usual in thé summer 
months. These conflicting influences ren­
der the immediate future of the market 
unusually uncertain.
