But to what nationality- in ages to 
come, this famous city will be attached, 
is a mere matter of present visionary 
speculation. No one can infallibly pre. 
diet whether the Cross or the Cresoent 
shall predominate in the hearts of its 
jiopulatiofl; or whether or not the in 
fatuated believers in the False Prophet 
shall continue to fill its magnificent 
Mosques with their semi-idolatrous 
devotion to an impious imposter. 
Sages may moralize on the past—but 
none but prophets can penetrate the 
Future.

The progeny had 
waited peacefully and quietly with vague 
expectations that some day, perhaps not in 
the near future, but at a time not far dis­
tant, they should open their pockets and 
fill them with the dead man’s accumulated 
millions. But the act of Parliament de­
prived their hopes of a blissful distant con­
templation. At that time there were se­
veral associations of different branches of 
the family. Each one believed that the 
other was a fraud, -or if they did not be­
lieve so they said so. Thus it was that the 
Pennsylvania branch denied kinship with 
the New Jersey branch, and the Connects 
cut branch declared that the Long Island 
branch was not in the least entitled to 
consideration as a part of the Hyde family. 
But the prospect ef losing their fortune 
awoke them to the necessity of action, 
and recognizing the fact that a divided 
loaf is better than no bread, they proceed­
ed to unite and work together. A repre­
sentative that was sent to England to 
investigate reported that, instead of $200- 
000,000, or even $2,000,000, there were 
only a few thousand of pounds at most 
belonging to the Hyde estate. The asso­
ciation did not wait any such information, 
add ex-Governor Arny was sent to get 
other facts. He was not allowed to enter 
the vaults of the Bank of England and 
count the money there, nor would the dis> 
obliging clerks throw open their books and 
let him sum up the interest. Worse than 
that, they would not tell him anything 
about the condition of affairs, and ex-Gov­
ernor-Amy came back as ignorant, the 
heirs say, as when he dej>arted.

Occupation for Women in New York. 
— In the city or suburbs we find women 
employed in staining and enamelling 
glass; in making glass signs; in cut­
ting ivory, pearl, and tortoise shell ; 
working in gutta percha, gumelastic, 
and hair ; making willow-ware and cane 
chairs; feeding printers’ presses and 
setting type ; making and packing 
candles; moulding tablets of water- 
colors ; assisting in the manufacture of 
chemicals and tire works ; making 
clocks, enamelling dials, and painting 
the cases : finishing backgammon 
boards; making and dressing dolls and 
toys; stitching the cloths and making 
the pockets of billiard tables: painting 
the handles of brooms, and weaving 
twine into netting; making paper col­
lars and twine; burnishing jewelry and 
making buttons. There are about five 
hundred millinery houses in the city, 
employing over two thousand milliners, 
and the manufacture of straw hats 
engages several thousand women in 
weaving the braid, sewing, and bleach­
ing. The artificial-flower trade employs 
about four thousand women, many of 
them French, and it is as lucrative to 
adept hands as any other. The manu 
facture of hoop skirts is said to engage 
over ten thousand women, wfio spool 
l he cotton, weave the tape, and cover 
the steel ; and the cap trade gives 
employment to many more thousands, 
whose earnings vary from three to five 
dollars a week. The weaving of hair 
cloth is also done by women, the pack 
ing of confectionery, and the making 
of shoe ‘ uppers.’

Some of these occupations, and 
others to which we have not referred, 
are dangerous to the operatives, not 
merely from the long hours of toil, the 
insufficient food, and the lack of proper 
ventilation in the workshops, but from 
the nature of the materials and the 
manner of fabrication. The artificial- 
flower makers, the gold leaf workers, 
the button-gilders, the cigar-makers, 
and the lucifer-match makers also 
suffer from the nature of their occu­
pation. • i •

In large manufactories of artificial 
flowers the ventilatioh is usually suffi­
cient, and precautions are taken to 
prevent the inhalation of poisonous 
colors. But nearly all the brilliant 
leaves are made in the artisans’ own 
home, a back room or an attic devoted 
to all the purposes of existence, and 
the arsenic that produced the spring-

Memory.

The mystery of memory lies in the 
apparent immediateness of the mind’s 
contact with the vanished part. In 
* looking back’ over oar life, we seem 
for the moment to rise above the 
limitations of time, to undo its work of 
extinction, seising again the realities 
which its onrushing stream had borne 
far from us. Memory is a kind ol 
resurrection ot the buried past, as we 
fix our retrospective glance on it, it 
appears to start anew into life; forms 
arise within our minds which we feel, 
faithfully represent the thiifgs that 
were. We do not ask for any proof of 
the fidelity of this dramatic represen­
tation of our past history by memory. 
It is seen to be a faithful imitation, 
just before it is felt to be a revival of 
the past. To seek to make the imme­
diate testimony of memory more sure 
seems absurd, since all our ways of 
describing and illustrating this mental 
operation assume that in the very act 
of performing it we do not recover a 
part of our seemingly ‘dead selves.’ 
To challenge the veracity of a person's 
memory is one of the boldest things 
one can do in the way of attacking 
deepseated conviction. Merftory is 
the peculiar domain of the individual. 
In. going back in recollection to the 
scenes of other years he is drawing on 
the secret storehouse of his own con 
sciousness, with which a stranger must 
not intermeddle. Philosophers com 
monly distinguish memory as mediate 
knowledge of something absent, from 
perception as immediate knowledge of 
something present. Yet people are 
wont to feel just as certain of the one 
as the other. Indeed, it may almost 
be said that a man more easily brooks, 
a critical investigation of an act of 
perception than of an act of recollec­
tion. Perception has to do with our 
common otyeotive world, and we allow 
others to have their say about the im­
pressions it produces. Most people 
are willing, to some extent, to regulate 
and correct their iqditiflpsl perceptions 
of external objects by others’ percep­
tions. And hardly anybody is so obsti­
nate aa to refuse to reinspeot an object 
in deference to an assurance by othefs 
that what he thinks he has seen differs 
from the reality. But with respect to 
n>a(ters of recollection people afe apt 
to be "ranch more dogmatic. To cast 
dOubt'en aYnnn’s memory is commonly 
resented as a rule impertinence. It 
looks like an attempt of another to 
walk into the strictly private apart­
ment of his own mind. Even if the 
challenger professedly bases his chal­
lenge on the testimony of his own 
•memory, the challenged party is hardly 
likely to allow the right of comparing 
testimonies. He can in most cases 
boldly assert that those who differ from 
him are lacking in the power of recol­
lection. The past, in becoming the 
past, has for most people ceased to be 
a common object of reference : it has 
become a part of the individual’s own 
inner self, and cannot be easily dis­
lodged or shaken.— Comhill Magazine.
