Coloring Carpet-Rags.
DYES FOR COTTON.

Amount of goods to be dyed, three
pounds.

Brue,~—12} cents worth Prussian blue
and 12§ cents worth oxalic acid. Put
the acid in tin in bhot water, and the
blue in tin in cold ;water. Dip and
wring from one {0 the other until dark
enough, dipping first in the acid.

Ysurow.—One ounce bichromate of
potash, one ounce sugar of lead. Put
the sugar of lead in tin in bot water,
the bichromate of potash in wood in
cold, proceed as for blue, dipping first
in sugar of lead.

Oraxce-—Dip yellow rags while wet
into weak lime-water, made in iron
and poured off into s jar. If the lime-
water is too strong it will take the co-
lor out. Test with a piece of the yel.
low rag. Leave in till color changes.
The lime-water must be hot.

Greex.—First color a good dark blue,
then color the same as for yellow., Dry
the blue and green in the house, the
yellow and orange in the sun. If the
orange dries slowly it will turn back in
spots.

JaPoNicA. — One pound Japonica, snd
four ounces bichromate of potash.
Wash the rags in soapsuds. Soak up
the Japonica ip a kettle of hot water.
Dip first m Japonica; leave in five
hours, or over night. Put the bichro-
mate of potash in wood in cold water.

In all the colors dip from one to the
other until dark enough. I wrung
mine from each solution six or eight
times.

To Dye WooLEN Brack.—Dissoive a
pound of extract of logwood in enough
hot water to cover the goods; add an
ounce of blue vitrol; put in the rags,
keep hot, stir often, set the color with
soapsuds,

A Nover Desserr.—Here is a novel
and pleasing way to prepare a dessert.
It is especially adapted for the childs
ren’s birthday dinners in those happy
households where such days are kept as
Jjoyous festivals, Make a small hole in
the end or side of & number of egg
shells. Through this pour out the egg.
Fill the empty shells with hot pudding,
made of corn starch,arrowroot, or Irish
moss. When cold break off the shells;
serve on small saucers, and surround
the egg-shaped pudding with jelly or
jam. 1f you wish to take so muoch
trouble, divide the pudding in two
parts, and add to one a teaspoonful of
grated chocolate, and in this way color
parvof the eggs. Sugar and oream,
flavored with vanilla, is a very nice
sauce with this kind of pudding.— New
Fork Post.

A Daixry Breaxgrasr.—A delicious
breakfast dish is this: Slice a few
pieces of light, dry bread, fry them
slightly in a little gravy. Beat three
or four eggs with half a teaspoonful of
new milk add a pinch of salt. When
the bread is hot, pour the eggs over it,
cover a few minutes stir slightly so
that all the egg may be cooked. This,
if rightly done, is a very acoeptable
dish, Try it.
