In 1885 it was resus­
citated by Mr. A. J. Pineo, under the 
name of the New Star.

Imagine, therefore, my 
feelings when, on getting to this is­
land after a terrible period of work, 
a sudden tornado, causing a great rise 
of the river, carried away our bridge 
and left us stranded. The river was 
fifteen to twenty feet deep, with a 
tremendous current running between 
the rocks. After a further period of 
anxious effort we finally managed to 
get another creeper bridge between 
the island and the opposite bank, and 
hauled the women and children to a 
place of safety.

“I found a most interesting pagan 
tribe named the Musgan, who inhabit 
the finest mud structures I have seen.
They are painted red and white, are 
sometimes quite 25 feet high, and re­
mind one of diminutive fortified cas­
tles. The people are quite naked, and 
distend their upper and lower tips 
by inserting in them silver Maria 
Theresa dollars.

“After crossing the Kotto River, to 
which I have already alluded, our 
position became desperate. Game there 
was none, and it was heartrending to 
see women and children whose grey, 
wrinkled skin covered nothing bat 
bones.

—From now until the first of June 
the Department of Agriculture will 
have two men, Messrs. H. G. Payne 

H. R. Brown, former college 
students, to go carefully over the 
most thickly infested areas of Annaoo 
lis and Digby Counties in search of 
the Brown Tailed Moth nests. They 
will visit every community in these 
sections and try to get the people to 
co-operate with them in their efforts 
to eradicate this pest. These men are 
beginning work at Bridgetown. Try 
to co-operate with them. Let all prop 
erty owners carefully examine their 
orchards and the trees by the road­
side and destroy every nest in sight. 
The Brown Tailed Moth must go and 
if the citizens will join with these 
men who are now at work, the nests 
can be reduced to a minimum.

Present reports from G. H. Vroom. 
of Middleton, and H. G. Payne, of 
Granville Ferry, who have been 
prominently identified with the cam­
paign against the Brown Tailed Moth 
since its inception in 1907, are to be 
effect that nests are less numerous 
than at any previous time. However, 
the careful search which is now in 
progress has revealed the fact that the 
nests are quite numerous in our town 
gardens. It is highly important that 
the citizens, especially in the areas 
known to be infested, should do every 
thing in their power to if possible, 
completely eradicate the pest. Our 
province cannot afford to spend the 
hundreds of thousands of dollars 
which are now being spent in Massa-' 

1 chusetts and adjoining States to 
eradicate this insect, which should 
never have been allowed to become 
established.

From information furnished us by 
Principal Cummings of the College of 
Agriculture we are able to give our 
readers the following facts as a guide 
in discovering the nests:—

The Moths of last summer laid 
their eggs in August and September 
and from these, caterpillars hatched 
out and built themselves tough, 
parchment like nests. These caterpil­
lars are now hibernating in these 
nests, which can generally be eae ly 

- seen ôü thé yôutigér branches of apple 
therry and other fruit trees and oc­
casionally on oaks and other forest 
trees. Now is the time to destroy 
these nests. In each nest there will be 
segregated from one hundred to three 
hundred caterpillars, all waiting un­
til the leaves burst forth, when they 
will come out of their nests and con­
sume the tender growth. Look out for 
these nests. There should be no diffi­
culty in recognizing them, for the 
Brown Tailed Moth caterpillar is the 
only caterpillar alive at this season 
of the year. The caterpillars are 
email, measuring about one-half inch 
long and as thick as a stalk of hav. 
Cut the nests off and destroy them. If 
you are in doubt, send specimens in a 
carefully closed package to the Agri­
cultural College, Truro, and you will 
be advised immediately.

ROBBING RAILWAYS.CORRESPONDENCE Father and Son
Tricks Travelers Try to Ride Free of 

Charge.Rev. G. Osborne Troop Delivers an 
Address at the Induction of 

His Son.

"THE FARMER’S FRIEND.” In these days of corridor-trains and 
traveling ticket-examiners, the railway 
“bilker/ ‘to avoid detection, must be 
exceptionally daring and ingenious in 
his method of stealing a ride. *

The railway companies woke up long 
ago to the old-fashioned dodge 
scamp who faked the date of an an­
tique return “half” when on his trav­
els, or stowed himself away under the 
friendly shelter of a railway carriage 
seat.

Quite recently, though, on one of the 
northern lines, a defrauder of Igood 
position escaped prosecution and ex­
posure only by the contribution of a 
large sum of money to one of the rail­
way benevolent societies.

he had succeeded in obtaining a sight 
of it, carefully noting the number and 
other particulars.

He afterwards regularly traveled 
first-class, and when asked for his tick­
et he replied “Pass!" or ’•Contract!" 
in matter-of-fact tones that bluffed the 
ticket-examiners time after time. His 
impressive manner failed in a few in­
stances, and he was gently but firmly 
asked to show the mysterious ''Pass!"

Editor of Monitor-Sentinel:—
In looking over an exchange todav 

I read the following facts which I 
would like to pass on to the readers 
of your paper. It is entitled “Birds 
the Farmers’ Friends.”

“The insect pests are yearly add­
ing to the cost and labor of farm­
ing, and the increase of these pests 
so marked of late years, is largely 
due to the senseless destruction of 
our birds.

"Birds are becoming scarcer from 
three fnain causes: (1) To gratify 
the requirements of fashion. (2) 
Through sport. (3) On account of 
ignorance. Let us take each of these 
causes as briefly as possible:—
“(1) How many of us reajize the 
fact that 300,000,000 birds of vari­
ous kinds are slaughtered annually 
to gratify the whims of fashion. 
Think of it! 300,000,000 of "our 
little brothers of the air” killed to 
adorn a modern holiday or church­
going hat!
‘•(2) Hawks, owls and woodpeckers 
are shot down "just for fun”, and 
to show how wtll I can shoot” 
These birds with perhaps two ex­

ception^ among, the hawks, and one 
among the woodpeckers, are useful 
to the farmer. Hawks, and owls de­
stroy-' field mice which are as de­
structive as ordinary mice when 
they become numerous, woodpeckers 
destroy the larvae which bore into 
the trees. Besides thev destroy 
many other insects for food.
“(3) Through ignorance, farmers 
and fruit raisers shoot the birds 
which they see in their grain-fields 
and orchards. If after shooting one 
bird the farmer would open its 
crop he would find a very much lar­
ger proportion of grubs and buss 
that he would of vegetable food. He 
would no doubt find some grain 
but, he would also find a large a- 
mount of weed seeds. Would he con­
tinue if he did this? The bird was 
doing good in two ways, eating the 
grubs that destroy the grain, and 
eating the weed seeds which will 
cause more work for the farmer 
loss of food and water supply to 
the growing plants and help smoth­
er the young seedlings next year.

Rev. George W. H. Troop, son of 
Rev. G. Osborne Troop, the well- 
known Church of England minister, 
was inducted into the charge of the 
Unitarian church of Our Father, at 
Ottawa on Sunday last. On the even­
ing before, that of Saturday, there 
was e reception held by the congrega­
tion, which was largely attended. The 
Ottawa Citizen reports as among 
those present at the reception in Ot­
tawa, Rev. R. J. Hutcheon. former 
pastor of the church, but now of Tor­
onto; Rev. F. R. Griffin, minister of 
the Church of the Messiah. In Montre­
al; Rev. S. A. Eliot, D. D. of Boston, 
son of Ex-president Charles W. Eliot. 
D. D., of Harvard Univers:ty; Rev G.

- H. Badger, secretary of the Unitarian 
conference of the Middle West and 
Canada, and editor of the Unitarian. 
A notable and really pathetic inci­
dent was the presence at this recep­
tion of Rev. G. Osborne Troop, fath­
er of the new minister and well-known 
as a Church of England clergyman In 
St. John City and in Canada. Called 
upon to speak at the reception Rev. 
Mr. Troop said: „

"It seems to be a providential 
thing that I should have been given 
this altogether unexpected opportun­
ity. When I accepted Mr. Snowdon’s 
inv:tation to preach at St. George’s 
church tomorrow, I did not realize 
that it was the day appointed for mv 
son’s installation here. I rejoice for 
many reasons to be with you. and I 
am about to speak quite frankly. 
First of all I am here as the gray- 
haired servant and worshipper of 
Jesus Christ mv Saviour and my God 
Secondly, I am here as the father of 
him you have chosen for vour minis­
ter, and of whom so many kind 
things have been said in my hearing. 
May I venture to say. even in his 
presence, that what has been said is 
well deserved. He and I hav e been 
chums all his life together? we know 
we love and trust each other. Then. 
I have also an opportunity of saving 
that a certain sermon of mine, preach 
?d not long after my son was accept­
ed by the Unitarian society, was cruel 
ly—shall I say perverted. I do not 
know who was the author of the real­
ly wanton misconception of that ser­
mon. It was sent far and wide, and it 
was first shown to me in the columns 
of the New York Evening Sun. I can 
only say it was absolutely unwarran­
ted. It contained words attributed to 
me which had never fallen from mv 
lips—made from the whole cloth. The 
impression was given that I was in an 
excited condition and railed at Uni­
tarians. Far from that being the case 
I was careful to say that a convinced 
Unitarian was in a totally different 
position from one who was preaching 
Unitarianism within the Church of 
England, or any other church which 
did not stand for Unitarianism. It 
was veiled Unitarianism I—was pro­
testing against, not Unitarianism o- 
pen and declared, as yours here to­
night. Surely you will believe me when 
I say I have the profoundest respect 
for every man’s conscience. Every 
man stands or falls to his own mas­
ter. Who am I that I should judge an­
other man’s servant? All that I (desire 
is that we should be thoroughly hon­
est and that we should not preach in 
a manner contrary to our convictions 
I may say that when a man does take 
a stand he must be loyal to the stan­
dard of the communion in wnich he is 
ministering. It was veiled treachery 
that I spoke s*o strongly against. I 
honor my son for leaving the church 
of England when he could not con­
scientiously remain there. I would far 
rather that he should be where he is 
today than he should be associated 
with me in the ministry, or that he 
should be somewhere preaching Uni- 
tarianiem in violation ofihis ordina­
tion vows. May I add this much—I 
have been dealt with very mercifully 
in this matter. It naturally cost me a 
great deal of pain, but I have passed 
into absolute confidence In God that 
the whole matter is perfectly safe, 
with him—that we are through a via 
doloroso which is bringing us nearer 
to God and to each other. My mind 
is completely at rest about him.” The 
company was much affected by Rev. 
Mr. Troop’s address.

Riding under a railway-carriage is 
not a safe or luxurious mode of travel, 
yet quite a short time ago a man was 
dragged out more dead than alive from 
under a carriage at Peterborough on 
tlie arrival of a Great Northern ex­
press from London.

Crawling under the carriage, he had 
wrapped his jacket round one of the 
brake-rods, then climbed up on the 
gearing, entwined his arms firmly 
round the roofs, and lain down, rest­
ing on iron bars. Wearing only a thin 
cotton shirt and well-ventilated trous­
ers, the poor fellow had stiffened with 
the terrible draught sweeping under 
the train at express speed, and this 
alone had saved his life, for so be­
numbed had his arms and hands be­
come that all power to release his hold 
had left him, and only with great dif­
ficulty could he be removed from his 
precarious position. Sympathetic 
friends paid the fine which resulted 
from the railway’s prosecution.

Another foolhardy attempt to de­
fraud a railway company was that of 
a sailor who got stranded for lack of 
cash at Carlisle. Bound to join his 
ship at Glasgow, he nimbly mounted 
the iron steps at the rear of a corridor 
coach on a Caledonian express, and 
lay flat down on the roof "between the 
clerestory top and the side ventilators 
on the off-side of the train. He was 
discovered on arrival at Glasgow in a 
semi-conscious condition. He must 
have hung on by the skin of his teeth 
to avoid being pitched off to instant 
death by the violent oscillation of the 
train during its journey.—Answers.

How Weather Prophets Work.
Birds and beasts are all 

less sensitive to coming changes in 
the weather, and by observation of 
their movements warnings of changes 
in the weather can be obtained. Sea­
birds, we learn from an interesting ar­
ticle in "Whitaker’s Almanack" for 
1910, fly inland in search of food as 
stormy weather comes on; wildfowl 
leave the marshy grounds for higher 
localities; swallows and rooks fly low 
before and during bad weather; frogs 
are unusually noisy; and sheep hud­
dle together near bushes before rain.

In fine weather a strip of seaweed 
will keep dry, and have a somewhat 
dusty feeling, but with an increase of 
moisture in the air will become limp 
and sticky, indicating rain. A rosy 
sky at sunset, whether clouded or 
clear, a grey sky in the morning, a 
low dawn—-that is, when the first signs 
of dawn appear on the horizon—all in­
dicate fair weather. A red sky in the 
morning indicates bad weather or 
much wind. Assimilating these and 
(.-ther signs, that much maligned class 
of people, weather prophets, are able 
to give us our prophecies.

During his fifty-seven years, Mr. As­

quith has not spent more than an aver­
age of four 'hours a year in bed 
through illness.

Balfour, and the pair dashed down 
the water-chute together, and laughed 
heartily as they got drenched with 
spray.

When Mr. Asquith takes his holiday 
he rises early—he does not believe in 
late hours—and is engaged for several 
hours with his correspondence, 
time permits, he lakes part in a game 
of tennis, devotes the afternoon to 
golf, spends the evening in dinner and 
quiet amusement, and goes early to 
bed. In fact, when Mr. Asquith makes 
holiday, he does it thoroughly.
