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“IN HONOR PREFERRING ONE ANOTHER.”

[

In the profane world the confliot
in whioch honor is the vietor’s reward
is a severe, and sometimes & bloody
one. Not so in Masonry, Although
honor cannot set 2 leg or an arm, or
take away the grief of a wound, few
think, with Felstaff, that it is «a
mere scutcheon.” No; there is some-
thing solid about it. But Masons do
not fight for it (Templars might), nor
unduly strive for it, nor bend to any
meanness to obtain it, Oh,no. You
have often been in o lodge, or chap-
ter, or commandery? Yes. You
have seen many friendly contests for
station? Yes. You never, mean-
while, witnegsed any unseemly con-
duact? No. But what did you ob-
serve? Many notable events, of
which the following are & few:—Bro.
Brown has been a member of his
lodge for many years, always atten-
tive, always thoughtful end studious,
always eager to advance the pros-
perity of his Liodge. Some of his
brethren recognize his modest merit,
and resolve to reward it. But there
is an obstecle in the way. There is
another brother, who is young in Ma.
sonry, young in knowledge, young in
ability, but old in the ways of the
world, and old ab seouring pledges,
and he gathers about him a score of
spirits tep times abler than himself
in & peoulier ability, and the resuls is
he is elected. Take another oase.
An importert committee is to ‘be

raised, & committee whose action will
likely reflect honor on the chairman,
and his fellow-members. Who is
named first? The modest brother of
sterling ability? ILet us see. There
is one who is obtrusive, diffusive, per-
suaeive., He is a worker, an ‘‘influ-
ential member,” & valuable friend.
Let him have it. And so goes the
world (profane) =nlways,—Masonie
sometimes. Thus it is that some
“in honor prefer one another.” But
it may bs aptly replied, This is more
eesily said than done. True, most
things are. Saying is nlways easy,
and doing often hard, but the honor
is in proportion to the difficulty. It
must be confessed that the Divine in-
junction, “in honor preferring one
another” almost requires Divine aid
to enable one to oarry it into effect;
but it is worth the effort. We owe ib
to our fraternity, as well as to oux-
selves., If ‘America’s revolutionary
patriots, in the Declaration of Inde-
pendence, mutually pledgzed to each
other their ¢lives and fortunes and
sacrad honor,” can Freemanszons do
less? A Craftsman’s honor should be
above price, and be tohim as a ¢on-
solence. 'What you may do with
honor, do it, but where honor pro-
tests, thet instant cease from doing,
Here, as in many another instance,
we may learn & Jesson from our sage
brother Robert Burds, In hisfamous
“Epistle to 8 Young Friend,” written
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to Robert Aiken, of Ayr, Scotland,—
to whom he inscribed his famous
“Cotter’s Saturdasy Night,”—in this
Epistle, which is full of wisdom of
thought and beauty of language, the
immortal Burns wrote:—
“The fear o' hell’s & hangman's whip,
To hold the wretch in order;

But where ye feel your roxor grip,
Let that aye be your border:

Its slightest touches, instant pause—
Debar all side pretences;

And resofutely keep its laws,
Uncaring consequences.”

There was another writer of epis-
tles who gave sage advice, from whiok
we may, by analogy, learn something
of advantage to the Craft. St. Paul,
writing to the Romans, said, “Honor
widows that are widows indeed.” So
we should honor Freemasons that are
Freemasons indeed. Not every man
who is made a Mason is a Mason.
There are some Masons who arel
libels un Masonry, as there are some
men who are libels on humanity.
Every unworthy applicant is not
struck by a black ball. Would that
it were so. Would that in the lodge
below, as in the lodge above, naught
might enter that defileth; would that

* the unworthy might never pass be-
yond the initial stage; would that he
might never be raised to the sublime
privileges of the Master Mason.

We once heard a brother inveigh
against the alleged injustice dome in
some instances by the black ball to
applicants. He spoke of the rights
of an applicant. Rights of an appli-
caunt! An applicant has no rights.
He may not justly complain that his
petition was not approved. Freema-
sonry is a royal Craft, consisting only
of the elect few. It is not open to all
comers. ltisonly for those who have
attained a certain high standard, men-
ally, morally and physieally, and who
are, in the opinion of their judges, suit-
able to be built into the Temple of
Masonry withoutmarring the strength
and beauty of the edifice. No maun
has a right to be made & Mason, any
more than any man had & right to
the priesthood under the Mosaic

economy. Are we not told by the
First Great Light, with reference to
this priesthood, ‘‘No man taketh this
honor unte himself, but he that is
callad of God, as was Aaron.” So no
man faketh Masonry unto himself—
is made & Mason, uuless he is called
by the brethren who are Masons, to
come aud be one of them. We aresa
peculiar people, jealous of the honor
of the Craft, expecting not many
initiates, seekicg nome, but only
suxious that all who are accepted
should be of such a character and
disposition as to maintain, by their
example, their ancient and honerable
fame of Freemasonry for Wisdom,
Strength and Beauty. Would you
test an applicant? Ingquire whether
he is in the highest sense of the term
an honorable man; for only honorable
men will do oredit to the fraternity,
and be likely to be guided by that
lofty precept of the First Great Light
in Masonry—“in honor preferring
one another.”’—HKeystone.

THE WHIRLIGIG OF TIME.

Among some highly-prized docu-
meats in our collection, we recently
came across & copy of the Constitu-
tion cf the Grand Lodge of the State
of New York, as revised by Elias
Hick, 42 1819, and publish¢d b7 him
in 1820, with the sanction of the
Grand Lodge, and on & careful exam-
ination, were not a little amused to
note the chinges in the law brought
about by the chances anl changes of
time, some of whkich we propose to
nute.

The form of the Constitution is
totally different from that of the pre-
sent day, being divided into chapters
and sections, the subjects being so
wmingled, and without order as o their
relations to each other, that it must
have required an expert to find the
direction of the law upon any given
point.

The first ochapter opens with a
mixture of the ancient charges pro-
mulgated by Dermott, and moral

B s Lo SEE PR
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-esgays on various subjects,—good

enough as abstract propositions,—
but stringing out to such a length as
to fairly submerge the ohanges them-
selves as presented in the Book of
Constitutions now in foree.

Thus, after four pages of disserta-
tion, wo come to the law as to the
physical qualifications,—“Every per-
son desiring admission must be up-
right in body, not deformed or dis-
membered at the time of making, but
of hale and entire limbs, as & man
ought to be.”

The Anderson charges are entirely
different. They say:—“No Master
should take an Apprentice unless he
has sufficient employment for him,
and unless he be & perfect youth,
having no maim or defect in his body
thet may render him incapable of
learning the art.”

In the 1820 Constitution, it will be
seen, nothing but perfection will an-
swer; but in the second, which pre-
cedes the first in point of time, there
is only the requirement that the can-
didate shall be so far physically per-
fect as to be able to answer the re-
quirement of being able to learn the
art. There is-a long distance between
the two, and it is worth the study of
the brethren to make the distinction.

Concerning the propositior of new
members, we are told that the brother
who proposes a candidate shall make
such proposal, at least one night be-
fore initiation—this we take to mean
cue lodge night—for which purpose &
special committes is sometimes ap-
pointed. It is also required thate
special deposit be made with the pro-
position, to count in the initiation
fee,—if accepted,—or otherwise to be
returned. .

Various thoughts will oceur to the
brethren, notably, the provision that
5 comuiittes is sometimes appointed,
the inference being that there was no
regulation positively requiring a com-
mittee of investigation. The candi-
date is authorized to examine the
warrant of thelodge, ¢which you will
find to be an instrument written or

printed upon parghment, and signed
by some noble Grdnd Master,” &o.

It would be a revelation to know
how a person not a Mason should
know whether the parchment shown
hirm was & genuine document or not,
and how its exhibition was to be com-~
passed when there happened to ba
several candidn.es.

The provision that a list of the
members and & copy of the by-laws
be shown the candidate is a good nae,
and prevails to some extent to the
vreseut day.

This reminds us of a pleasant re-
miniscence. Acting one evening as
Master of Ceremonies, we retired to
the ante-room to prepare a candidate,
and after asking the usual questions,
which were satisfactorily answered,
we proceeded with our duty, when he
halted, and asking for a copy of the
by-laws, concluded that he would ad-
journ further proceedings until he
could examine them, and it took him
two gears before he could muster up
courage to return.

‘We next come to a regulation, now
obsolete, and probably entirely un-
known to a large majority of the Ma-
sons of this generation, to this effect:
—More than forty or fiffy members
(when they can attend regularly, as
the wholesome rules of the craft re-
quire) are generally found inconven-
ient for working to advantage, and
therefore, when a lodge becomus to be
thus numerous, some of the ablest
master-workmen, and others under
their direction, will obtain leave to
geparate and apply to the Grand
Lodge for a warrantto work by them-
gelves,in order tothe further advance-
ment of the craft.”

It is probable that at the iime, thia
regulation was judicious; but now,
when we have lodges with three hun-
dred or more members,—and it is noe
uncommon occurrence fox one or ‘wo
hundred Masons to be present at &
lodge without any inconvenience-as {o
the working,—the old regulatiom
seems at least fanny. If it wers to-
day the rule, we should have at leash
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wo -thousand. lodgoes in 'thit Sfate,.
while.in fact we do-not wish to have
any more than thuse now working,at
gast for some time to come,

But, we find we have undertaken &
fubject more fruitful than we sup-
poged, and will have to postpone ite
farther consideration until nextaveck.

ANCIENT LANDMARKS,

Thera is not an absolute agreement
as to the identity of the Ancient
Tiandmarks, but it is generally agreed
that they ocannot be changed. If,
therefore, we find things which have
been absolately unchanged from the
first, we can set them down as fhe
real articles.

Some have held that the necessity
of the presance of a Bible and war-
rant in o lodge is a landmark, but
French Lodges dispense with the
Bible, and the original Englisb Lod-
ges, the firct lodge in Pennsylvanis,
the earliest Buglish Commanderies,
and the earliest American Command-
eries, had nv warrants.

Others olaim that the requirements
that a men should ‘be free-born and
lawful age, i alandmark. Dut Eng-
land has changed free-born to
free-man, and there are frequent ex-
amples of Masons initiated at eighteen
in the last and in the present century
in English colonies and in Europe.

Physical perfection ocannot be &
lahdmark, for the English constita-
tion does not require it.

Debarring women from the degrees
was disregarded & centunary ago in
Ireland, in the case of Mrs. Aldworth,
and-ten years ago in Hungary in the
case of a Countess Hadick,

The legend of the third degree is
olaimed strongly as 4 landmark, but
the records of the oldest Scotlish
Lodges indicate that they did not
have it in the 17th century.

and gevokd ddgrees have goodrolahisy,.
but thoy appeatt to hhvy been trones

The prerogativeof the Grand Mas-
ter to make & Mugon at sight, lookaas
if it hind originated for the benefit of
English Princes, although Mdsonry res
gards no man for his worldly honors,.
and it is certainly being restricted by
gome Grand Lodges ot the present

ay. '

Tle right to take candidates re-
gardless of residence has been main--
tained by Scotland and England from
time immemorial, but it cannot be-s.
landmark beoauce American Grand
| Liodges strongly protest against it.

Theprohibition'against printing and
writing the lectures looks like & land-
mark, but in Mexico they have been
s printed in & Masonie magazine, snd
in England and ofher countries they
seem to have been written sinee
early in the 18th century,

Mackey stated that an importand
landmark was that 8 lodge should be-
governed by & Master and two War-
dens; but the Grand TLodge of Eng-
land introduced a Deputy Grand
Master into the Grand Lodge, and -
most other Grand Masonic Bodies
have copied after it. )

It has also been held to be a land-
mark that only one who hag served as
Warden can be a Master, but the ex-
ceptions in practice prove thaf it can-
not be & landmark.

The -duty of helping a brother im
distress seems to be admitted by all,
and we think that it may be a genuine
landmark. We hope it may be seb-
down as number one, for it is certain-
ly a noble landmark: In our eivil
war it made the slave forget his for-
mer wrongs and the Master forget
that black Masonry was illegitimate.
1t sweeps asids all question of written
evidence in the moment of imminent
danger and regards only the sacted
signal of distress., Let it take its
place at the head of the Ancient’
Liandmarks, for time cannof change-

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SHE HON. MBS. ALDWORTH, THE
ONLY LADY FREEMASON.

Iation, We publish the following for
the information of o ccrrespondent
who hag addressed & query ta usupon
the subjeot:—<The Hon. Elizabeth
St. Leger was the youngest daughter
of tho Right Hon, Arthur 8. Leger,
third Viscount Donersilo, and Eliza-
beth, daughter and heiress of John
Hayes, Esq., of Winohelses, born in
the year 1695, was married to Richard
Aldworth, Esq., of Newmarket, Conn-
ty Oork, Provost Martial.of Munster,
and died in the .year 1775. This
lady rendered hexself notorious as be-
ing the only one of her sex ever initi-
atcd as a Freemason, Lord Doner-
ailo, Mrs. Aldworth's father, who was
3 very zealons Mason, held a warrant
in hizs own hand, and ogessionally
opened lodge at Doneraile House,
County Cork. On one-ocoasion, pre-
vious to the initiation of & gentleman
to. the first step of Masonry, Mrs.
Aldworth, who was fthen about nine-
teen years of age, happened to be in
an aspartment adjoining the lodge-
room, which was then undergeing
goma repair, and the partition was
considerably reduced in one place.
Theyoungladyhaving distinotly heard
the voices, determined to gratify her
curiosity, and with & pair of soissors
removed a portion of a brick from the
wall, and actually witnessed the
awful and mysterious ceremony
through two steps. Onivsity satis-
fied, foar at onoe took possession of
her mind, and she tried to fly, but
there was no mode of sseaping ex-
-cept through the room where the con-
cluding part of the second, step was
still being performed, and that being
at the far end of & very large room.
She again rasolved to attemp} her es-
cape that way, and with light but
trembling steps glided aloag unob-
served by the lodge, laid her haud
upon the handle, and softly opening

the door, befgre h%r stood o grim sud
swrly Tylér with long and rugty swerd.
Her Blﬁlzks ned -the lodge, yho,
all rushing to the- doer, and findipg
sho hed been in the room during the
coremony,.in g paroxysm of rpge and
olarm resolved en her death; bub
from the moving and earnest suppli-
cation of her ‘brother her life wags
spared, on condition of her gning
through the two steps she had al .ody
seen; this she sgreed to, and thoy

-condugfed the youthful and terrified

lady through those trials which are
sometimes enough for masquline
courage, .ttle thinking they were
taking into the bosom of the oraft a
member who would afterwards reflsct
a lustre on the annals of Masonry.
Mrs. Aldworth presided as Master of
her own lodgs, which she frequentle
headed in Masonio orderof processioxs.

MASONIC EMBLEMS AMONG
SAVAGES.

To the Editor of The London Freemason.
Dear Sir and Brother—The follow-
ing extract, from my notes of the
Prince of Wales’ Lodge, under dats
of 20th Jan., 1791, may, pernaps,
account for the Masonic indications
among the American Indians:——
“Gen. William Aagustus Bowles,
Chief up the Cr3ok Nation, eleoted dr
hon. member. He expressed bis ir-
tention of intrcducing Freomasonry
among the American Indisns. W.A.
Bowles, an American adventurer, borne
1768. 'When thirtéen years of age,.
he ran awsy from home. and joined
the British Army in Philadelphis.
He obtained & commission, but was
dismissed for a breach of diseipline.
"< soon after besame connacted with
the Creek Indians, marsed & woman
of the tribe; and became one of their
leaders. He encoursged their ex-
cesses, and prompted them to meny
attacks ou tae Spaniards. He comx-
manded the Cresks when they assist-
ed the British at Pensacola in 1780.
After the war he led a roving lifo—
at one time an actor, at ancther, o
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portrait painter—visiting England in
1790. On his return to America, he
again became Commander-in-Chief of
the tribe, and, after disturbing the
peace of the neighboring States for
some time, was taken prisoner by the
Bpaniards and sent to Madrid, and
afterwards to Manilla, whence he es-
caped and returned to his old life.
He was finally eaptured in 1804, and
imprisoned in Havana until hisdeath.”
Before his return {o America he was
appointed Provincial Grand Master of
the Creek, Cherokee, Chickesaw,
and Choctaw Indians, and his name
appears as such in the calendar of
that period.

THEMODERN ORDER OF KNIGHTS
TEMPLARS.

From these organizations—from the
Order of the Temple, especially—has
oome the traditions, lessons, and le-
gends which have been wrought into
the modern system of Knight Temp-
Jarism.

There is a flavor of the old heroic
spirit impressed on modern Templary
that gives to it a delightful charm;
there are lessons and symbols gather-
ed out of the past; associations and
reminders connected with the stirring
periods of the Crusades that most
properly find place in the Templar
ritual as we have learned it. He who
dears the name of Knight Templar to-
day is pledged to defend the weak and

the oppressed. He- is bound by sol-
emn obligations to prove his devotion
to truth and duty—to be courteous,
brave and magnanimous—that so he
may illustrate the character of & true
man and a true Christian. Only as
he is thus faithfol—performing some
good service in the fulfilment of the
duties of related life—ocan he be a true
and loyal Knight Templar; and only
in this way can he show a worthy ap-
preciation of an institution founded
upon the Christian religion and the
practice of the Christian virtues.

The modern Order of Knights
Templar has great and precious
truths interwoven in its system, and
made prominent in its ceremonies.
Its purposes are noble and far-reach-
ing, and its ministries are of an ex-
alted and beneficent character. It
has lived long enough to show some
accomplishments in the way of a wor-
thy service whereby it justifies its
right to a place among the helpful in-
stitutions of the present day. It has
lifted some burdens, brightened scme
paths, quickened some hearts with
more of faith,'and moved them to a
stronger sense of duty. It has point-
ed to the cross and the empty tomb
in its impressive enforcement of the
truths that are connected with man’s
redemption from sin and his immortal
being. As in the past, so now it
stands for most sacred principles—

for most blessed work—and demands

the love, loyalty and true service of
all who bear the Templar name,
Ours, Sir Knights, i3 but the chiv-
alry of every-day life. The romanee
of the Crusades does not belong to our
experiences, nor are we called upon
to take upon ourselves the burdens
and risks of the Knights of the Mid.
dle Ages. We need, however, that
same quality of life which adds lustre
to the character of the historic Temp-
lars. We need the same enthusiasm
and faith and high resolve which they
illustrated in so conspicuous s man-
ner. We need to look where they
look, tothe glorified cross, for inspir-
ation and strength. By this sign
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of Culvary wo moy be beck dirested
gad Bleszed. By it 'wa may go forth
a3 fras followers ‘of our orncified
yet victorions Lord, making our lives
of service to humoanity here and thus
having our zouls drawn toward God
ond heaven. By this sign we may
conquor and win life’s grandeat vid-
foriest—Rev. Sir H, W. Rugg.

Among the ruins of
the Aztecs, or people befors theom, inm
Peru and Brazil, it las also been
found; and though tools of stone and
flint, such as axes, hatchets, hame
mers,. etc., wers doubtless the fire$
uwesd by primitive taan in these.ruing
that date back beyond history, the
equsre is found, and spescimens may
be seen in the British Museam. The
aquare was regarded by the ancients
88 & svmbol of completeness.

America; thirdly, Jannary 12, 1884,
from certificates and patent emanat-
ing from the Supreme Grand Council
of Canada, authorizing the establish-
ment of the said Supreme Grand
Council of Great Britan and Ireland,
svhich, therefor, ir in every zemse a
Iagitimate power of the rite. The
Snpreme Coancil of Ameriea, insti-
tuted in 1807, recsived, it says, gen-
eral recognition over the Masonie
world, and claimed & legitimate de-
rivation at St. Domingo from Bro.
Martin, 88°, agent of the Grand Orient
of France, the only legal derivation of
these grades, and was and is in &
position to grant legal patents end
recognitione. The address farther
states that the Supreme Couneil of
Charlesten, over which Bro. Albert
Pike now presides, was from its first
incoption and is to-day & spurious
body, ard hasimposed itself upon the
craft by forgery, of which fraud its
leaders are fully cognizant.

‘The benevolent fand in connection
with .the Grand Lodge, considering
the ehort time it has been in exig~
tenoe, is in a very satisfactory con-
dition. This fand is maintained byn
rogular monthly levy of ezch membar
of the various. lodges, and will in
time essume large proportions.

The .fand for the relief of widows
and orphans is, however, on & differ-
ent footing,—it is independent of
actual Grend Lodge control,—and
was first established by the efforts of
some of our energetic brethren, and
the nucleus formed from the proceeds
of an amateur theatrioal performanca
at the Theatre Royal & few years
back, spasmodic efforts having besn
mede from time to fime to increase
the fond, and the Masonio bazaar
lately held, has added & considerable
sum to the benevolent object started
byits promoters. Latterly, the neces-
sity of having a substantisl fond
wherewith to afford material assist-
ance to our deceased brothers’ wives
and orphans, has forced itself on the
attention of our brethren, and the
matter will be brought prominently
before the next communication of
Grand Lodge, to be held on ‘Wednes-
day, the 8rd Decsmber, s resolutiorn
will be submitted by an old and re-
spected brother,—¢That a portion of
each intrant fee received by thelodges
be paid into the Widows’and Orphans’
Fund.” Wecommend this resolution
to the attention of our members of
Grand Lodge, and trust that it will
meet with their unqualified support.
—London Freemason.

the Grend Orient of Rome, which ap-
parently embraces:authorily over cer-
4ain higher cligues as well, fo be
-the recognized power for Northern
Ttaly. We welcome those Grand
Bodies in Europe that only practice
the three degrees, and stand saloof
from ritism and degreeism, with
vwhich 8o many of the supreme organ-
izations in Furope and South Ameri-
os are teinted, and consequently are
glad to find that in Itely and Rou-
manis there are two Symbolic Grand
Tiodges similar in their cardinal vir-
tnes to our own.”

Umry or FREEMASONRY.—In review-
ing the fundamen‘el principles of our
Order we find, from the ancient
charges, that Freomasonry is termed
sthe centre of nnion wvetween good
men and trne.” Unity is, therefore,
one of the pillars of the Craft—unity
of purpose and unity of deed, and
aided by this power of cohesion, Free-
masonry hag sncoessfully resisted the
storms and shocks of ages, The tie
svhich binds our Order together is not
g religious bond. Within our halls
the jast and true, of every oreed and
clima, receive & joyful welcome, and
all bow together at the shrine of one
Almighty Father. This is Freema-
gonry as it exists amongst the Eng-
lish-speaking peoples of the earth,
and as thus practised it is a source
of strength to the nations, and an
honor to the age in which we live.
What Freemesonry iteaches is the
essence of eternal trath. No man
can materially err if he praotises the
sublime precepts of Freemasonry; no
mean can be a good citizen unless he
obeys its behesta, The Fresmasonry
we speak of is the Freemasonry of
the heart—not the mere ceremonial
observances, however suggestive they
may be. And this is what the ma-
jority of our brethren have yet to
reelize; and yet it is the secret of our
sucoess and the glory of our fratern-
ity. The unity and strength of Fres-
masonry is to be found in its power

for good; that its might is based upon
toleration, brothesly love, xelief and
trath; that its ceremonies are tha
coment of kindly feelings, friendly
fellowship, end unchangeable affec-
tion; that it folfilla the diotates of
charity, rivets the bonds of amity,
ond by cultivating peace and good-
will to all mankind, may justly olrim
to be & vital power in the universe.—
N. Y. Sunday Times.

Smvoe we wrote last week in refer-
enca to the vexed guestion of ban~
quets, where the principles of the
abstainers were intended to dominate
the arrengements, we have felt moze
convinced than ever of the soundness
of the position we have ventgred to
take up in the Freemason. It is guite
clear to us that lodges in their social
circles must constitute & liberty-hall
eceording to their own views on the
subject. I is impoesible that any
one as & visitor oan clsim, on the
principles of Freemasonry, to have s
right to select his own “meats” and
his own “drinks.,” He must conform
to the social arrangements of the
lIodge which he condescends to visif,
and must accep’ the faie, whether he
likes it or mot, which is fraternaliy
provided for hime by his kindly enter-
tainers. If he does not approve of
the menn set before him by any par-
ticular lodge’s social circla, he can
“make tracks,” and go elsewhers
where the courses are more abundent,
and the Ygnor more agreeable. Bat
he clearly has no possible right,
ander any sonceivable circumstances,
to claim that certain favorite items of
food or drink must be provided for
him, if he visits a lodge-club whick
saithis peculiar proclivities, or accord
with his undeniable vanities. There
is, therefore, and can be, no *:dic-
tation"” in any lodge's social circle
laying down sumptuary laws as ra-
gards banquets even if they antagon-
ize the normal usages amongst onr-
selves in this respeot. We have
sought to elaborate this point & little,
ss much misconception exists on tho
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subject, and some of us cling to the
feney. that it constitutes a ‘*dictation”™
o others, if by any chanoce the ar-
raengewents of any of our Masonic
social cireles differ materially from
those of ancient or oustomary use
amongst us. In all these mattars of
friendly and social difference we must
agree not to agree, and we hope we
have heard the last of any interfer-
ence with that true Masonic prineiple
of toleration which would bid us re-
spect the opinione of others, as much
or as strongly as we put forward and
meintein our own.—Lon. Fresmason.

Tae Grand Lodge of Canada, at its
Iast communication, extended fra.
ternal recognition to the Grand Liodge
of Victorie, as the Supreme Masonic
power in -this colony, and when we
realize the fact that the premjer
Colonial Grand Lodge of the world
has thus welcomed Victoria into the
sisterhood of Grand Lodges, immedi-
ately after the rebuff from the Mother
Grand Lodge, we feel how strong
must be the sympathy existing be-
{ween the colonial brethren. Canada
led the way some thirty years since
in the erection of independent Grand
Jiodges for the British colonies, and
for several years was radely repelled
by the parent body, gaining from it,
only in the end, recognition wpon
£crms whioh. ever afterwards were a
source of annoysnce and trouble.
‘What conld be more calenlated to en-
gender trouble and disharmony than
3oint jurisdiction? for, althongh Eng-
dand chartered no more lodges in
Canada from the date of entering into
fraternal communication with the
colonial body, yet she extracted from
the latter, es the terms of recognition,
the right to maintain those lodges
that wished to remsin under the rule
of the Grand Lodge of England.
Bitterly have the Cenadian brethren
ot different times felt this oruel ar-
rangement, and if we wish to see iis
eflezts still existent, after & lapse of
S0 many years, we have but to look
#p the froubles of the Grand Lodge of

Quebec upon this very question. Thes

-Grand Liodge of Vietoria has recoived

from fourteen Grand Liodges of the
world somplete. recognition &s : the
sole Masoniec power in this colony,
and we think that there can be no
doubt but that, with the experience of
Canada and Quebec beforve them, the
brethren will not feel disposed to ac-
cept anything shott of complete and
sole jurisdiction. Quebeo nobly holds
its own, and asserts for the territory
which iv ocoupies the same power
that the British Grand Lodges elaimy
for themselves, viz: complete and
gole jurisdiction over their respective
tarritoriess,. =~ We have before laid
down the principle that the fraternal

bond between the Colonial Grand: -

Liodges must naturally be the strong-
est and deavrest, and, however mnch
the approving smile of the Mother
Grand Liodges may be desired by all,
yet, if it is to be given grudgingly, or
with conditions of any kind, then we:
say, by all means, lot us go on with-
out it until time and circamnstances
shall ensnre a complete and happy
greeting, The fraternal response,
then, that has come frem the breth-
ren of Canada mast awsken fullest
feelings of reciprooal attachment, and
will endear the members of the Craft
under the colonial banners yet more
and more.— Fictoria Freemason.

Tar London Freemason thus court-
eously alludes to the Grand Liodge of
Canada:—“The Grand Lodge of Ca-
nadsa, evidently has some able and dis-
oreet brethren in charge of its finan--
cial administration, It can boast of
a considerable amount of invested
property; its dole of charity is on a
liberal, but not an extravagant, scaley
and its expenditure is kept within due
limits, showing a proper sense of
eoonomy, but without any approach
to cheese-parings. We gather this
muoch from the published proceedings
—copy of which has just reached us
—of the annual commanication held
in Toronto during the month of July

last, These proceedings meke a good- .
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volume of some 250 pages, the
Bulk of whioh, however, is of little in-'
torest outside the jurisdiotion of the
‘Grand Dodge. It is the repors of the
Financial Committee which has in-
dnoed us to speak so favorably of its
monetary affairs, end this, of course,
is based on the Graund Treasurer’s
statoments. During the financial
yesr, extending from the 1sf June,
1888, to 81st May, 1884, the receipis
amounted to $16,479, and the expend-
iture to $16,505; the balance in bank
to the oredit of Grand Liodge, at the
olose of the period, being $12,298.
The funds at.thesame date amounted
Lo $67,695 (£13,588), of which $55,-
400 (£11,080), on special deposit in
the Canadian Bank of Commaerce,
boears interest at the rate of 4% per
oent., while the remaining $12 293 is
in the same bank on eurrent account.
Of the $16,505 stated above as repre-
senting the year’s expenditure, only
$6,680 were absorbed for general pur-
poses, while the sum of $9,825
(£1,965) was voted away in respeot of
benevolence. The latter is a heavy
amount, if we bear in mind that this
Grand Lodge has not been in exist-
once for quite three years as yet, and
that the number of lodges on its roll
is only about 400. These figures con-
trast very favorably with the accounts
of most of the North American Grand
Yiodges; but then, with so many of
the latter, & large portion of the re-
ceipts is swallowed up in ‘milenge al-
lowances.” Here, the Grand Master’s
allowance for expenses is only £100

Per annum, and the expenses of the’

Board of General Purposes some-
what exceed a further £200. We
sommend this matter to the noice of
some of onr Americar brethren in the
United States. The following are the

Tt is o very common thing to hear
Masons who sit comfortably in their
Mouses, argue that there are “too
ri.ny ledges,” and they especially
refer to this when they hear of & new
lodge being formed in “the back-
bash.” Now, our city brethren, with
their lusurious halls and ample ap-
pliances, should remember there are
many desirous of light, wh» cannot
obtain it, becanse {lere is no lodge
within ten or tweuty miles of them.
Tt is all very well for these brethren
to say “Ob, such end such a place is
too small for a Masonic lodge,” or
«If any person wautsto tzke the de-
grees in Blankville he merely has o
drive ten miles to Squaretown.” All
this is very well on paper, but to turn
oub on a rough, cold, wintry night
and drive ten miles through drifts
and storm, is no fun, especially when
there nre ten miles to drive back after
lodge. We have tried it, and know
exactly the comfort of if.

Now, our ides i3 that wherever
there are a sufficient rumb:er of
earnest men to establish a lodge,
without infringing upon the material
of the neighboring lodge, there shculd
be no objection to giving these men
the opportunity of ¢‘practising those
virtues we profess to admire.” If
there is anything in Masonry, the
msan in the backwoods is ag entitled

o its benefits as his more fortunate
brother who enjoys the luxuries of
town life. 'We do nof, then, believe
that the establishment of country
lodges means that we have “too many
lodges.”

So much has been said and writ-
ten about Masonic individual rights
that it slmost seems unnecessary to
again allude to them, bui when we
continually see Masons tabooed from
this and that branch of the Order be-
cause they belong to some other, we
are naturally inclined to wonder what
the profane must think of our much-
vaunted liberality and boasted chari-
ty. A man may join any other seoret
society on the face of the earth, and
such society would never dream of
boycotting him, if he allied himself
~ith another, but in Freemasonry
sueh is not the case. Here, 2 man
must swallow iron.clid o0aths not to
associate with another class of Ma-
sns, becaunse they belong to 2 branch
of Masonry they object to, aithough
in another country thut may be the
principal rite.

We have no patience with any such
intolerance. It matters not how
many degrees or to what Masonie
Orders a2 man belongs if he onmly
maintaing the principles of his blue
.odge and Grand Lodge, and acts the
parb of a true and faithful Hiramite.
No Grand Lodge has the power or
authority to limit a Mason’s Masonic
kuowledge, by dictating to him what
Masoric rites he may en'er, oz what
Masonic degrees he may take, and
any Grand Lodge so acting usurps to
itself authority over organizations of
which, Masonically, it cannot know
anything.

This spirit of intolerance is, unfor-
tunately, the outgrowth of jealousy
and spleen upon the part of certain
higher bodies that jiave grasped f r
the time being control of ce.rtq,in other
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organizations. Wherever such hap-
pens, Masons should rise in their
might and exercise those individual
Masonic rights of which no ediot of
Grand Master or law of Grand Lodge
can deprive them. Suppose a Grand
Lodge ruled that no Mason in its
jurisdiction should, under penalty of
expulsion, take the capitular degrees;
in other words, enter -, Royal Arch
Chapter. ‘Would the brothren in
that juriediction be bound to submit
thereto? Certainly not. If, then, a
Grand Lodge cannot legislate for the
Royal Arch, it cannot for the Tem-
plar, Scottish or Memphis Bodies, or,
as in a recent oase, for the Royal
Order of Scotland, the Constanting
Order, etc. The thing is so unjust
and absurd that we wonder at any
honorable (?) men sttempting such
an usurpation of powér, and still
more at jfree Masons submitting to
such a tyrannical and dictatorial at-
tempt at despotic power.

THE TEMPERANCE MOVEMENT.

The temperance wave is apparent-
ly making itself felt, ever amongst
the Irish Masonic Liodges. On the
8th ult,, Amethyst Lodge, No. 206,
Irish Reg., was inaugurated at Dab-
lin. One of the by-laws is that “no
intoxicating liquors shall be used ab
any of the dinners or festivities held
in conneotion with it.” The Dean of
the Chapel Royal gelected the name,
becanse <‘that precious stone (the
amethyst) was supposed to have an
anti-intoxicant power.”

The inaugural meeting was the
largest, except Grand Lodge, ever
held in Dublin, and Lord Plunket,
the Archbishop of Ireland, and Grand

Cheplain of the Grand Lodge, willba

smongst the first to join, The Rev.
Canon Baget is 8. D. and rpparently
very enthusiastic in the wause.

Now, we have no objection to any

member's being & total abstainer, but -

it is questionable whether it is advis-
able for Masonic lodges to turn them-
selves into Teototal Assooiatione.
We think lodges can arrange such
matters without having total abstin-
ence clauses in their by-laws, buat
every one to his taste. The move-
ment is one at all even’s better than
if it had been in the opposite direc-
tion.

MASONIC CORRESPONDENCE.

It is & great pity that a larger
number of craffsmen do not cultivate
the habit of corresponding for the
Masonic press. There are any num-
ber of important tonics that might ba
discussed with advantage to the Craft,
and which would prove of general in-
terest to the reader. Grand Lodge
Sovereignty, Physical Qualifications,
Suspension for Non-payment of Dues,
Rights of Worshipful Masters, Grand
Lodge Rulings, and a hundred other
topics that have their advocates and
opponents.

By correspondence of this charac-
ter, an Interest is awakened in the
ranks. Bro B. desires to see what
Bro. A. has to say to Bro. C.’s las§
line of argument, and then Bro. D.
joins in and a general interest is
awakened upon the subject,—it gets
properly ventilated. Now, however,
the editor writes his little article,—
no one either approves or assails, and
the matter falls flat. This is all
WIong.

ANNUAL DUES.

The Masonic Advocate gives the fol-
Jowing excellent advice with regard
to annuel dues:—

“Starting out in the new year,
every lodge should be pardenlar to
have every member’s accvunt for
dues settled up to the first of the
year. The racords of the Grand
Lodge show a large number of sus-
pensions annually, in consequence of
~rmitting members to become delin-
quent for dues. Only a small portion
of this loss would occur if every mem-
ber was required to pay up at least
once a year. The amount is then
small and easily paid, and if any
member is too poor to pay so small
an amount, it should be remitted so
as to retain him in good standing as
a Mason. Thisis & daty that every
lodge owes ¢o itself and to each indi-
vidaal member, and no lodge will
prosper for a great length of time in
which it is neglested.”

If Seore-
taries will only send out notices
punctually and see that members pay
up, instead of allowing their acconnts
to run on for months and years, thera
would not be nearfy so much trouble
in this respsot.

Yindly permit me, through the
columnsg of your valuable paper, to
bring before the members of the Craft
an instance of what I considi r to be a
most flagrant ontrage on every prin-
ciple of justice and Masonic equity.

- At the last meeting of Grand
A.o0dge, a brother, holding the position
of W. M. of one of our lodges, in the
exercige of his privilege and duty,
voted for the candidate of his cice

for D. D. G. M., who was opposed by
a member of the lodge of which this
brother was W. M. The threat was
then made by a P. M. of the lodge,
that it would bs made hot for the W.
M. before the year was out,—which |
threat, a8 you will see, was fully
carried out.

Doring the time that followed no
opportunity was ever lost to harrass
the W. M. If he was supposed to be
very much in favor of any course of
action, it was loudly cried down by
those who should have supported him,
or at least given him common justice.

If he had a friend of his own pro- -
posed for membership, the candidate
was promptly and effectnally rejected.
All his virtues were made light of,
and ail his shortecomings were mag-
nified, and even exaggerated, until
they became criraes of the deepest

e.
yAt length a trap was designedly se
for him, and not having the support
'and advice of those who should have
stood by him, he apparently fell into
ib.

The atrocious crime with which he
was charged was that he caused or
allowed the minute book to be alter-
,ed by the Secretary, so that a bro-
| ther who had been suspended and
had died, was restored to goad stand-
ing, and tkereby entitled {0 a Masonie
barial, and his poor widow o a share
in the Grand Lodge benevolence.

He was also charged with the
terrible offence of instructing the
Sceretary to withhold the ordinary
lodge notice from two members.

The J. W. made the charges and
forwarded them to the proper au-
thority.

The Grand Master sppointed a
Commission to investigate the mat-
ter. The brother was informed that
he was not on his trinl,—that it was
merely an investigation; he was not
allowed counsel fo defend him on
that account. WWhenever he took ex-
ception to hearsay evidence, which in
a court of law would not he enter-
tained, he was promptly shut up with
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¢he saying that he was not on frial,
his exception could not be received.

All the charges melted away into
thin air, except the two above noted,
and upon these we may follow out a
Iittle as supported by the evidence
taken before Commissioners.

.On the first, the Secretary of the
lodge distinctly said that the entry
in the minute book was made by him
in the ordinary course of his duty,—
that he never had any instructions
whatever from the W. M.

The W. M. also said he knew
nothing about the alteration of the
minute book,—that hedid not make it
himself, nor was it made by his in-
stractions.

Notwithstanding this, the W. MM,
was adjudged to be guilty.

On the second charge, although
the W. M. emphatically denied that
he evar gave any instructions to the
Assistant Secretary—although it was
shown that he actually interviewed
one of the members to whom it was
gaid he directed the Assistant Secre-
tary not to send a notice, asking his
opinion regarding the candidate to be
balloted for,—in the face of these
facts, Mr. Editor, how can those
Commiseioners ask our esteemed
Grand Master to confirm their find- |
ing and adjudge this brother guilty?

And as a penalty, I notice from

he has been suspended indefinitely
from all his rights and privileges asa
Mason, and the matter referred to
the Board of Greneral Purposes.

‘We hear something now and then
about the way trisls and investiga-
tions were conducted nnder the Span-
ish Inquisition, and later under the
Star Chamber in the hands of the

unreasonably severe, and is simply
disgraceful to any body claiming as
one of its cardinal principles charity,
or even justice. The outrage (for I
can give it no milder term), will be
seen to be the more flagrant when we
take into consideration the fact that
the brother is & prominent officer of
the chapter, and suspension ., the
Grand Master of all rights and privi-
leges . & Craft Mason, also suspe.ads
him from all his rights and privi.eges
as & Royal Arch Mason. I am only
a young Mason snd my experience
may be said to be very limited, but if
this is a sample of Masonie justice, X
can easily understand how it is that
sometimes men who are the very sonl
of loyalty, may, almost in spite of
themselves, be driven into rebellion.
T trust I have not trespassed too
much upon your space in presenting
to the Craft a flagrant violation of
that ancient fabric which has been
reared by the wisdom and virtue of
our fathers. I will not say by what
eompliances they seek to persecate
this brother in his defenceless posi-
tion; nor will I insul} them in the
bitterness made marifest, but, with
the Craft in general, bitterly deplore
the verdiet as unmerited.

PROCLAMATION.

o all Brethren in obedience to the B
W. the Grand Lodge of Ancient,
ree and Accepted Masons of the
Province of Quebec :—

Whereas, The Grand Lodge of Que-
bec, A. F. and A. M., was regulaerly
organized on the twentisth day of
@ctober, 1869, & majority of all the
Yodges then existing in this Provinoce
having been represented at such or-
ganization;

Whereas, This Grand Lodge imme-
diately thereafter declared itself to be
the sole legally constituted Sovereign
Grand Masonic Body, exercising Msg-
sonic jurisdiction within the limits of
4he Province of Quebec, and has
strenuously adhered 4o the princi-
ple contained in this declaration ap
to the present time.

Whereas, Sizty-three Grand Lodges
Thave recognized this Grand Lodge as
their peer and equal, a Sovereign
Grand Body.

Whereas, Every effort pointed out
by Masonic law and usage, or sug-
gested by fraternal spirit, has been
put forth to make this Grand Lodge
in fact, what in theory it has profess-
«d to be.

Whereas, Notwithstanding these
circumstanees, there have existed
from the date mentioned, and stlll
exish, certain lodges within the terri-
%ory of this Grand Lodge, who do
Dot recognize its authority, but hoid
alegiance to & foreign Grand Liodge,
and obey its behests.

And, whereas, The existence of these
Jodges of s foreign register within this
Province has occasioned great con-
fasion and discord;

And, whereas, That foreign Grand

.XLiodge still maintains her foothold in
this Province, though repestedly so-
Hoited, urged, and recently notified to
zthdraw therefrom;-

Therefore, Be it known unto you al},
that, in vindication of the sovereign-
ity of the Grand Lodge of Quebec,
Ancient Free and Aoccepted Masons,
and invindication of & principle which
is generally recognized throughout the:
Masonio world, and of the interests,
rights, and prerogatives of our an-
cient, loyal, and honorable fraternity,
and in justice to all those Grand
Lodges whose recognition has been
extended to her, painfal though the
action may be, as fond Masonic ties
will thereby be severed,

I, therefore, By virtue of the author-
ity vested in me as Grand Master of
the Grand Lodge of Quebec, Ancient,
Free and Accepted Masons, and by
virtue of the action taken by thig
Grand Lodge at its last Annual
Communication (80th and 81st Janu-
ary, A.L. 5884, A.D. 1884), do here-
by declare aud preclaim all lodges
holding allegiance to apy foreign
Grand Lodge, tc be masonically, irre-
gularily, and illegally existing in this
Province; and I hereby further de-
clare and proclaim all Masonio inter-
course to be suspended, and to cease
between, this Grand Lodgse, its sub-
ordinate lodges and all brethren in
obedience thereto, and such other
lodges, and all members in cbedience
thereto, holding allegiance to any
Foreign Grand Lodge.

And all Brethren acknowledging the
authority of the Grand Liodge of Que-
bec, are hereby commanded to hold
no Masonio intercourse with any
member or members of any lodge ex-
isting in this Province enrolled on
the register of any Foreign Grand
Lodge, in so far as Ancisat Craft Ma-
sonry is conceraed.

And this proclamation and edict shall
be and remain in fall force and effect
until revoked by the Grand Master or
the Grand Liodge of Quebec.

And it s hereby further ordered,.
that due proclamation of this ediet
be made to all brethren in obedience
to this Grand Lodge, of all which
they will take due notice and govern

themselves accordingly; and slso,.
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that the same be communicated to all
regular Grand Liodses throughout the
world.

Tse Pasr Year's Coariry Work v
IEncranp.~—The year 1884 has bLeen
one of great prosperityto the Masonic
Charities, as a cursory glance at the
figures we are now able to give, and a
comparison with the receipts of past
years, will amply prove. It is true
that the amounts do uot total up to so
large a sum as did those of the pre-
vious year, but it must be borne in
mind that the special efforts then
made on behalf of the Boy’s Prepar-
atory School Fund raised the total of
that Institution far above the average,
and it wonld hardly be fair to com-
pare an ordinary year with one of such
a special character. The totals of
last year reach the grand amowvnt of
£48,82817s7d as eompared with £55,-
994 14s 84 are for 1838, announced
by us in our first number of 1884, so
that there is an actual falling off last
year of upwards of £7,000; but as the
special appeal on behalf of the Boy’s
School in 1888 rea'ized between $10,-
000 aad £12,000, it follows that last
year's total shows an aotual increase
over that of its predecessor of some-
thing like £56,000.—F reemason’s Clron-
dcle.
