INTERNATIONAL ARBITRATION.

The deputation of English gentlemen,
who vaited recently upon President
Cleveland to urge upon him the principles
of International Arbitration as a tsibstitute
foi any measuare ot retaliation, can hardly
complain that his utterances wvere confined
to a few trite aphorisms~on the general
advantages of peace. They must bave
been aware that their action was a breach
of diplomatie ' etiquette, that oflicial or
semi.oficial communications with foreign
.states cai only be made through Govern-
mental sources and by properly accredited
diplomatie agents, and therefore must not
be surprised that President Cleveland
treateil thpim with reserve, ns ii bis

1000
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official capacity no other course was open
to him.

Not only this, but the deputation did
not seem to be aware that the principle
they advocate as an entirely new depart-
ure bas actually formed part of the inter-
national law of Europe for more than
thirty years, and was first introduced
into the Congress of Paris by Lord Claren-
don at the close of the Crimean war in the
shape of a clause whereby every slate
which was a party to that treaty, bound
itself ta join with its adversary in submit-
ting any -cause of quarrel to arbitration
before resorting to the extreme remedy of
war. Under theso'ëlrcui'stances Vhe
mission of these self-appointed exponents
of International arbitration was an utterly
useless ona and their efforts to-induce the
President to adopt a principle to which thei
country was already practically pledged
by his predecessors, naturally was alto-
gether unnecessary. The whole expedi-
tion argues an ignorance of the present
condition of International law which is
hardly creditable to the Peace Society,
and which is astonishing in a deputation
comprising legislative members, whc
should, presumably, 'be aware of. the
clauses of the treaty of Paris.

The experience of the past thirty years
seeis to prove that Vhe principle of arbit
ration is only valuable when one party is
willing to male smerifices for the Qake ao
pence. . 'he Geneva award on the cele
brated Alabama case, is one in point. I
was well-known that the arbitrators were
under instructions froin their respectiv
governmonts as to what cencessions shouk
be made, and that in order ta give thesi
pre-arranged concessions saine color o
legality, the entire international code ha(
tO be re-modelled on Che very eve of thi
enquiry. Even then the verdict wa
shown by that emninent jurist, Sir. Alex
ander Cockburn, to be in a high degree in
iquitous. ad not the then .3ritish gov
ernment been exceptionally desirous c
maintaining pence, the award would neve
bave been complied with, and it is still ai
open question whether the-rislk of wa
would not ho preferable to undergoin
such another humiliation.

Ii ather cases, where neither party ha
been ready to make extravagant concel
sions ta secure peace, the principle
arbitration of this quasi-judicial descrip
tion bas been found utterly useless. In
ternational ruptures do not ordinarily ad
mit of settlenent by legal process, least
ail when the tribunal forming the judge
is openliy instructed as to ils verdict befor
hand and is not backed by the power t ei
force its decision. ln any,case where ther

This is emphatically an age of combin-
ations. Nothing l more marked among
flie tendenciesof modern times than this
increasing effort to mergo a comparatively
feeble individuality into a powerful con-
bination andi thus exert a collective force
that will command respect even if it fail
to attain the whole result it was intended
to secure. The merchant of the present

1 day eats " conibination " sugar," cornered"
wlieat antd " poled I" provisions, and drinks
" trusIt" whiskey. 'Nearly every rawv or
manufactured material is under the con-
trol of a combination or pool that fixes ai
arbitrary pries by abolishing healthy
competition. Cotton " combinations," juta
" trusts'' and woollen manifacturers " con-
ventions" regulate Vhs price of his clothing,
and a coal "pool" and oil "ring " fix the
cost of his fuel and light,

Nor has this tendency been coi l¶ o
what may b.a teried gapital alone, iŠ.e-
tends in even a more marked degree to
the labor lie employs or whose handicraft
lie supports. The paper lie rends comes
fron a ".union" office, lie smokes a
"Knight of Labor " cigar, lie is allowed Vo
conduct his business under the supervision
of a "District Assembly," providing lie
pays I establisledl " prices for " sehedule" '
hours. If for any reason he may take
into lis employ any one not belonging to
the ruling combination, a strike or boycott
is enforeed, and. every one except- Vhs
walking delegate and the saloonkeeper
must suifer for this crime against the
monopolistic tendencies of the age. The
public at large is asked Vo extend its sym-
patby to Labor, witlh a capital T, and in
the meantime to walk home through Chs
mud on account of a horse car " tie-up," or
ivait wearily in railroad stations because
Vhe Amalgain ated Brakemen's Union have
quarrelled with the Distict Superinten-
dent forusing non-union grease in the
axle boxes.

No matter inl what quarter of the.com-
mercial horizon; ma ilty look the Fame
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y la apparent. The wiolesome
lndividuality of our fathers is a thing of
the past and on every hand we notice the
growing habit of centralization, of the
desire to collect in masse, and to deliver
over ene's freedon of action to the guid.
aince If two or ihree master ininds capable
of swaying the ideas of the bulk of tieir
followers. Modern mai, whetiîer mer-
chant or artizan, finds a certain relief in
strrendering his individuality to the lead-

ra Of ai " truist" or "unioti," content that if
]le loses his personal freedomi in ail save
the naie, at least lie nay coluit upon the
increasedi gain that muembershaip in such
an associ.ation must ensure hiiima. The
conastaniat efiorts of such associations arue of
course directed to the crushing out of ail
whose love of liberty of speech and action
maay induce then to decline entering their
rakils, and ais, in the long rt, a weil con-
ducted despotisn miust naturally triumph
over individutal efforts, ve niay expect to
see these aggregations of capital gradually
iacrease until tlhOy reacl tcir culminat-
ing point and internal dissensions cause a
dissolutina titi subsequently the forta-
ation of iow collbi nations.

Singularly enougli the upholders of one
braaclh of this great movement towards
monlopoly vigoroisly denotunce the action
of tlse wio apply the salie practice ta
fuarther diflerent endd. hie manufacturer
Who joins a cominitation deaouices the
trades unions as the cursie of trade. The
viking delegato stands aglaat at the
eaoriity of the producer who joins a trust
and thus raises the price of staple eobm-
mod0ulitios. Eacli persists in regarding his
own ipractice of armniopoliitic theories as

paorfectly unohjectionable bIt looke upon
similar conbinations ta his own detriient
ais an outrage to the civilization of the
riineteenitlh centnry. Neither believes the
otber las alnythilig in cotmmtion with hiilm,
and yet, both ara siniply working out, the
great problen of comibined versus indivi-
dal effort which has becomne the aamost
imiark(eti teature of the past fow years.

Vlere this tendency will end la now
beginning to interest those who niake a
study of economical progress. Certainly
as yet thbey have done little harn ta the
coasumner. In spite of the most strenuous

*cfforts of producers and labor combina-
tionls, th- tendenicy of both prices and
lagels is certainly downwards. Prices of

staple articles are lower tian they were
whlenl trusts and rings were unhîlieard of,
tni anot even the nost, extended of strikez,
las ondied lia any general advance lia
wages. The laws of supply and dlemand
are two powerrul atid comuprelensive lin
their character for any ellort at combined
action to aven swerv theim fron tlieir
course, and the only question therefore
thrat nay arise is whetler these combina-
tions have beei to any extent boucieial in

checking this downward course and there-
by affecting the purchasing power of the
people. If we accept this theory, there is
ane reason for their inception, but there la
always the danger of going too far and it
seems ta be the general impression that
the limit of safety has been reached and
that a retrogresive course would be most
advantageous to the material interests of
the country. We can see evilences of this
in the collapse of various combinations
supposed to be of exceptional strength and
in the decreasing, membership of one
enoranous labor combination whilch at one
timte bade fair ta overslhadiow the Govera-
ment li its power. Probably the move-
ment lias already reached its zenith and
conitg years will mark a graduai return
ta thre old tine principles of the freedom
of individual action.

THE BANK STATEMENTS.
The official returns of the chartered

banks of the Dominion for the month of
October, judged by accepted rules, make a
much more favorable showing than was
anticipated even by those best qualified to
jutige. Ili fact so unexpected are sane of
the figures as ta invite some comment and
call for some attempt at explanation. For
instance the note circulation of the country
is now larger titan at any other period in
our financiail history and this, too, in the
face of a serlous falling off in the harvesi
of the Most important province (fron a
commercial point of view) in the Domin-
ion. Ili ordinary years the expansion
of circulation 'by six million dollars
since the end of July would be lookei
upoi as a naturai occurrence easily ac-
counted for by the movement of the crope.
But we must remnember that expert judges,
place the falling off this year in the value
of Oitario's harvest at no less than
thirteen millions of dollars, and, therefore,
silce we have to chronaicle an increase of
nearly two million dollars in the circula-
tion over that of October, 1886, we muait
look to sanie other cause, outside of the
harvest ta account for the figures.

The expansion or contraction of the cir-
culation le one of the mostvaluable lipi-
cations of the commercial activity of the
country, as althouhli the forcing of circula-
tion mnay temporarily succeedil inicreas-
ing the amiounit, people will not take any-
more notes thana they necd ta carry on
lieir business and therefore the extra

circulation soon returns to the banks thai
issued it. In tiis case probably sanme of
the increase is due to the growth of trade
but more than probably, the principal
portion of this growth of two millions in
the circullating mediumn over October last
year is due to the simultaneous inacrease
of over two niillions in the loans and dis-
counts ta the publie and that of $1,200,000

ta incorporated companles. The banks
have only a limited sum of money, large
as it may seem, to lend, and it l known
that that limit lias been. nearly, if not
quite reached. Possibly, therefore, the
additional amount neceSsary to satisfy the
immediate needs of their customers has
been secured by a temporary increase in
tie circulation. As a good many of the
notes which have swelled the total of
discounts, are short daied ones for produce
slipped, it is posSiLle that next month.
wili show a decline lin discounts wibli a
corresponding decrease in note circulation.

Undoubtedly tlie-growing tendency to-
wards lorigèr credits lias liai a naterial
influence in increasing discounts. It la
evident that if a merchant commences ta
date his notes alead and thu alter an
ordinary four months note into one that
las eight or nine months really to run, he
will requiro proportionately more assist-
ance fronm his bankers; and if, in addition,
collections are unsatisfactory and renewals
become the order of the day, it la easy tu
see why ai increase in the loans and
discounts nay be anything but a satisfac-
tory proof of an improvement in trade.
We iay say tat in estimating the total
discounts casual readers are prone ta
forget hat athe item of "loans ta other
corporations " is reually identical in char-
acter with that of loans ta the public, since
these loans are simply the discount ai-
counts of manufacturing companies in the
iourse of their ordinary business and
therefore similar in character ta those of
other business houses. The distinction is
entirely meaninagless, and is more calcul-
ated o mislead tlan to be of any value to
the financial student.

The increase of $1,100,000 in deposits is
a healthy sign, but would carry far more
weiglit were it not believed ta simply
represent the amounat diverted fron the
Government Savings Banks by the in-
crease of the interest rate on these de-
pàsits by the chartered banks ta 4* per
cent. Whenî the interest is equal, prefer-
ence le always given by depositors to the
ordinary banks, owing ta the greater speed
and facility with which withdrawals camn
be made. Sa lotig as ie Government
allowed four per cent against taree per
vent given by the banks, tle deposits in
the Governament baniks increased steadily.
bulaso soon as the banks advanced their
rate ta four also, the current turned at once
in their favor and the result la seea in ithe
figures for October. The lincrease is theres-
fore a mere transfer of deposits from one
class of institutions to anlother and does
not indicate any imaprovement in the
amount available for deposit.

The reduction li the amount of reserve
is due simply ta the-wiping out of the

ASSESSMENT INSURANCE.
The report of the executive committee

of thé Co-operative Insurance Convention,
appointed to better adjust the rates charge-
able by assessment companies, will evoke
the cry of I Is Saut also among the pro-
phets?" from the old line companies. In
fact it is nothing less than a covert at-
tempt to introduce those principles which
the experience of a century has taught to

be. the only true basis upon which life
insurance can be safely conducted. If the
recommendations of the committes be
adopted in their entirety, the assesment
companies will have taken so great a
stride towards the practice of the regular
companies that they willremain assess-
ment companies only in name, since if the
suggestion. put forward by the committee
to collect from their members, during the

From these figures it vill be seen that on
the most favorable showing the average
deatIh rate during the nine years wvas 9.07
per 1000, but this, it must be remembered,
does not indicate in any way the indivi-
dual liability of the members, nor does it
show what the contribution of the indivi-
dual should be to cover his share of the
average cost. Taking all ages we find that
the death rate of 2.35 in the first year bas
grown to 14.22 in the ninth and therefore
the real question which the committee
had to face was whether the surviving
members in the ninth year were contri-
buting a sufficient sum tò cover a norital-
ity of 14.22 per 1000,expvsed, or Whibteèr
they were only assessed on the basis of
the average death rate of 9.07.

Apparently the committe wore not
satisfled on this point for we notice that
they carefully avoid giving any opinion
either pro or con, but confine thcemselves
to the recommendation that assesment
coupanies should collect during the first
year's insuranco the full mortality rate
from their members in order ihat the
increased premium, if held intact and
improved, might aid in reducing the coa,
of insurance to them as it gradually .be-
came more expensive. They hope thus to
improve the popularity of assesment in-
surance by endeavoring t so assimilate

. their systemnto that'of regular companies
.as to protect their clients fromthe present
excessive cost of insurance under their
system so soon as the policy passes a
certain number of years of itsexistence.

But this collection of the standard rate
for the first year only is not stiflicient to
attain the end tliey- have in'view, and
they therefore propose loading what tliey

first year's insurance, the full mortalit3
rate indicated by the standard tables, be
carried into effect, for twelve months at
all events these companies will be purely
regular inBurauce. companies and do not
deserve the title of co-operative insurance
nt ail.

The experience upon which this com-
mittee have based their recommendation
of so radical a departure from their pre-
viously expressed ideas, is that of fourteon
companies for a period of nine years. The
period taken seems far too short to give a
real idea of the cumulative advance of the
death rate, but still is sufficient to show
the steady increase that set in in all cases
after the seventh year of insurance. The
fourteen c ompanies report as follows:

'Thle stop just
taken is la tremaendous advance towards
legitimate mti.hods aand nlowu that the
Rubicon is passed we may expect to see
yet further assimilation between the two
systems. It had becoie obvions, of'course,
that soine readjustnunt in rates was abso-

'Th1e Canadian potroleui industry iatu-

rally ('nds its principal, if not only, location
in iho thriving town of P1etrolia. This
busy place occupsIqr the centre of our cil
produciig region and iay b said, figura-
tively speaking, to live entirely upon oil.
Previous ta tie building of the Caniada
Southeri railway, the greaer bulk of
Crudo oil vwas shipped to London and
oteir places to he reained, btt now i'trolit
claiis iarly the whole of this branch of
mnainusfactire for hersalf, and most et
the oil bearing ragion, ihich miay be con-
sideredl as eigliten muiles miles long by
twq miles Vide, iicluding the villages of
01 Spiriings, Oit City, Wyomiiig, and aolier
iilees, look to lieri as the market foi' their
productsand as the point where banking
facilities caln tost conveniantly b óbtain-
ed.

Althougi the oil bearing region is so cir-
etuuscribed, it is piorced by no0 less than
3,200 weils, ai increase of 1,000 wells over
the linmber existing li 1SS3. The pro-
duction now resaches y 'arly 000,000 barrels
of crude, the otput uliat month of 112,000
barrais ride being the largest in the his.
tory of tis trade. The stock on hand at
the present moment may bc placed 'in the

vicinity of -150,000 barres, to which we
nuîst add 50,000 barrels 'at the Various
wells and 150,000 barrels in the process of
manufacture. These stocks are stored
chiefly in underground tanks, siunk sin the
Clay, walled up, and tiglstly covered, the
usua size beiig 60 feet deep by 40 feet
wide and holding about 8,000 barrels each.
They form such safe storage that no losses,
even by tire, have occurred for mansy
years. Tie oil l collected fromn the var-
lits groups of wells by pipe Unes, forced
into those storage tanks, aid from thence
delivered ta the refiners as required.

The capital invested in the oil district
cannot ie placed at under two millions of
dollars. Tie cost of the wells, exclusive
of the land, is estimated.at one and a half
millions. Add to this the cost of engines,
derricks, and othier inaclhinery ta runs the
wells, say $300,000; storage tanks, S150,-
000; sixty asiles of pipe lines with forcing
msachinery, $140,000; and we have a total
of $2,090,000. The refineries, tan in nlum-
ber, cost over haif a million; cooper shops,
barrais, ciemicals and sundries nay fairly
be placed ait $300,000 more, so that we.
have a grand total of nearly three millions
of dollars suiik in the Caniadian oil indus-
try. The value of the output of petroleuma
products st year reacied $2,500,000.

Witi regard to the banking facilities of
Potrolia, a correspondent complains that
buGsiness men cannot get is the town thle
finanscial accomnodationi they require.
Evois the corporations of Petrolia and En-
niskillen, ie asserts, have ta go ta Sarnia,
London or Toronsto ta secure financial facil-
ltis, and uerchants are oftens driven te do
their business througi wholesale corres-
pondents i other and more fortunsate
localities. le claims that it is doubtful
if tiere is a town in Canada that presents
a better opening than Petrolia for a good
bank; that ti'erude oil is now siored
with warehiousinig companies who issue
certificates forminlg a coiveniient and safa
collateral for toans; that the rate of in-
terest is always liberail; ansd tliat the
laboring population being fully employed,
would deposit a considerable aumouit of
thir savings in any reliaile institution.
If, as he goes on te say, pssurances of a
large number of the best accounts would
be given to a "good institution that could
supply the needed facilities, there certain-
13 seain to b-insduceînits ofl'ered that
fow other towns could equal. It is there-
fore probable that some of the larger banks
will take .the claims of Petrolia into.con-
sideration and help ber to tirow off the
financial shackles vhich are at present
clained te be hampering her development.

Tm. meeting of the shareholders of the
Banque Nationale held lu Quebec this week
was an interesting one since one section
of the sharcholdurs wanted to reduce the
capital stock 25 per cent., while another por-
tion of tliem,-representing $502,450, said they
wNould only agree to the reduction whlen a com-
plete refon of the administration of the
bank hald been brought about. As a result of
this, lIon. J. Thibaudeau, president, and Hon.
Mr. Garneau and Ulric Tessier, direetors, re-
signed tleir offices and weré replaced by Mr.
T. Ledroit as president and Messrs. Bilodeau
and Painchaud as directors. Mr. Painchaud
l to be managing director with a salary to ha
paid from a reduction ta be made froni the
salary of Mr. P. Lafrance, the cashier, who
will reccive $2,000 only. ' All enterprises are
subject ta losses, and the best way for the
bank ta return to a dividend paying basis,
was no douibt by a tiuely reduction of the
capital. Hence the final decision to reduce
the bank's capital by 33.- per cent was the
miost practical solution that could b arrived
et.

-IT is to be regrettei that the last efforts of
the Central Bank to force its notes into circu-
lation should have been made the occasion of
an uinwaranted attack upon smie of Our
smaller local banks-cliarging .them with
carelessness in accepting some of t'h notes of
the suspended bank, and with endeavoriig to
get rid of then by means of their country
branches. As far as we can learn, neither of
.the batiks referred ta bas done anything to
deserve such a charge ; and the slur upon the
management is equally uncal.led for. The
loss sustained by the late speculating mana-

gér's defalcation proves to be a mere trille;
the management of the other bank bas given
evidence of no mean ability in , pulling it
througli the troubles which threatened its
very existence some ten 'or twelve years ngo.
Both banks appear ta be doing a profitable
business and are not likely to neglect past
experience.

By the death of Mr. John Harris, President
of A.- Harris Son & Co. (Limited) manufac-
turers of agricultural implements, Brantford
loses one of her most prominent citizens. He
bas been a sufferer from luug disease for some
years past and at the time of bis demise was
only 40 years old, lu the prime of manbood
and in the flush of commercial success. He
will be deeply regretted by a large cirole of
business associates as Wle as by bis more
intimate friends and bis death will leave a
gap that will not h easily filled.
