Waar THE INFALLIBILITY 18, AND WHAT IT 18 NOT.

1. Do you Understand what the Infallebility ?gftﬁe Pope
is, and also what it is nol? a :

By the Grace of God I think that I understand if;
and that I am _able to rcfute all-the”errors dis-

seminated by the opponents ot Papal Infallibility.

9. Very well. But first, what 1 meant by this Infalli-
bility #  Does it mean that the Pope 13 impeccable.?

Assuredly not. "The Pope, a child of Adam, like
ourselves, is liable to bhave defects, and commit
faults. But Papal Infallibility relates to the words
of the Pope, and not to his conditel.

3. And are we then obliged to receive us an oracle cvery
word that comes from the Pope's lips ?

No; the wards of the Pope, however great be
their autliority, and however entitled to all respect,
are not infallible, 8AVE wHEN RE TEACHES A8 PorE.

4. You mean when he speiks KX CATILEDRA ( from the
Chair ?)

The Chair (cathedra) signified the teaching of the
Master, The Pope speaks ex cathedra when, in his
character of Universal Master and Pastor of all
Christians, by his sovereign and apostolic authority,
he defines some doctrine 1egarding faith and morals,
for the whole Catholic Church, Pontifical Infalli-
bility is then the privilege which the Roman Pon-
T bas receiveil from God, of being incapable of
orring when he speaks ex cathedra, in matters of
fuith and morals.

3. Whence comes il that, in this cuse, the Pope cannot
teach error in place of truth?  [In other words that
he 78 infullible ?

He is infallible because God assists him—because
the Holy Spirit, the Spirit of all Trath, nids him,
according to the promise mads to Peter,and in him,
to his successors. “

G, The Pope, then, has the same infullibility as the Church
itself?

Precisely the same. The 'ope cven alone, in his
character of Master and Universal Teacher, has that
same infallibility which Jesus Christ gave his Church
for teaching faith and morals.

7. When the Pope has pronounced ¢ definition, must it
be held vainfallible, and must no one be held capable
of discussing or reforming such decision ?

Yes ; the definitions of the Pope, made by his
supreme and apostolic authority, are, henceforth,
by themselves inmntable, In order to be certain
of their truth there is no need of awaiting the
consent of the Church, and, ws a consequence they
cannot be reformed.

8. Butin defaull of the consent, might it not chance that
we should see the Dope on one side of the question
and the Churck on the other?

No; we will never sce the Pope on oneside
teaching a certaln doctrine, and the Bishops on the
other side teaching the contrary docfrine. And
thus vanishes that terror ef isolated,separate and
personal Infallibility, as it is called.

The Catholic Episcopate, under the influence of
the Holy Spirit which assists the Church, will al-
ways adhere to the judgment pronounced by the
Pope in his infallible authority. The edifice will
forever remain united to its foundation ; but sus-
tained by the foundation, not sustaining it.

9, We will have then lwo infallibilities: the collective
infallibility of the teaching Church and the personal
infullibility of the Pope?

Strictly speaking, the Infallibility is one in its
erigin, which is the assistanco, of the Holy Spirit;
one in its end, which is the universal welfare of the
faithful. However, the subject in whom the Infal.
Inbility resides, may be either the Chief of the
Church alone, or this same Chief to whom unites,
though always subordinate to him, the Catholic
Episcopate, to form the teaching Church. Thus
we have, as it were, a duuble organ by which God
makes us hear His voice: the teiching Church, or
the Pope together with the Episcopate dispersed, or
reunited in Council ; and the Pope alone, speaking
ex cathedra, 8 the Universal Teacher, with His
apostolic authority alone.

Tne DsFixiTioN 18 NEw—rtHE DoGMA 15 NoT NEW.

1. The infallibility of the Pope United to the Bishops, or
the infullibility of the Church, i3 @ dogma both an-
cient and received in all ages; but is not this infal-
Lbility of the Dope independently of the consent and
authortly of the Bishops, a new dogma?

The definition is new—the dogma is not and
cannot be new, The dogma is as ancijent as the
Gospel in which it is said—“rtEAT JEsSvs Curist
Estapur-HED PrTER A8 THE ForspaTioNn oF THE
Cuurci AND THE Universar PAsTor ; THAT HE PRAYED
FOR HIM THAT HIS FAITH MIGHT NOT FAIL; TuAT He
GavE Hit THE PRIVILEGE OF CONFIRMING 1115 BRETHREN
Iy THE FAITH,” Now it is evident that if the Pope's
decision need to be examined and confirmed by the
Bishops, the foundation instead of sustaining the
edifice, would be sustnined by it; the shepherd, in-
stead of guiding and feeding the sheep, would be
conducted by them ; Peter; instend of confirming
his brethren, would be confirmed by them in the
faith. The dogma, therefore, is as ancient as the
Gospel itself.

2. But was the recognstion of this dogma alze uncient
in the Chuic'i 2

1t hes always been recognized in 2 more or less
explicit maunner in her teaching and in her practice.
Tho Popesalways gave their definitions a5 infallible,
immutable and without appeal. The Iathers, the
Bishops, the entire Church, have always venerated
the infallible authority of the Chair of Peter in the
teaching of his succegsors, although the doctrine
had not yet been defined as & dogma of faith,

3. Why did not the Church carlier define the dogma of
Fapal Infallibility ?

Bofure the present time this definition was not
needed; in our day it became opportune, This
dogma, like that of the Immacniate Conception,
pussed through three distinct phases. At first, for
centuries, it was simply admitted, aboveall in prac-
tice, without discussion or examination. Then
came a period of doubt, of controversy nnd of opposi-
tion, even in the bosom of the Church, from those
of the faithful who were called Gallicans. But the
Church, with an cnergy blended with mildness,
zever ceased to repel this error, and to eclucidate
the truth, until the moment when she considered it
a duty to give the dogma a solemn definition
From that moment, it becamo for all Catholics an
article of faith,

4, But ws not fuith, that 1s, truth, alweays the same ¢

The sun is always, in itselt, the same ; but in re.
lation to us, its light increases till noon. The in-
fallibility of the Soversign Pontiff was always, in
itself, n truth of faith ; but, in relation to us, its
light has been graduslly increasing, antil, at the
Vatican Council, it attained, by its dogmatic de-
cision, the height of its splendor. Consequently, to
deny the infallibility of the Pope would have been
at all times an error; but it would not at all times
have been a beresy, as it would be now, because
formerly the Church had not sufficientiy proposed it
to our faith; but she _did _an in-the Council of
the Vatican, the first thai Gacefiret since the great
controversics raised on this subject,

5. Will not this Council of the Vatican, then, e the last
of the Councils'? Since itds an article of faith tlfat
the Pop: 1s, ‘of himself, ‘infallible, and can decide
quéstions of doctrine on kis :Apastolic authority alone,
whae would be the usé of new Councils .~ -

Councils may still be necessary for many reasons;
but the neécessity can pover be.absolte, and’ it is
proper for the welfare® of,the Church, ‘that’ this
should: be the case. In fact, beforé this “definition,

6. Jtis said, howeuer, that in the last Council the Bishops
divested themselves of their authority to give a new
authority to the Pope?

A new authority | The Council gave- him abso-
lutely nothing. ‘The Pope already held and exer-
cised this authority, and the entire Church recog-
nized itas a fact. By its definition the Council did
no more than solemnly recognize as a dogma of
faith that infallible autbority. which Christ Him-
self gave to the Pope. 1t therefore gave the Pope
nothing new ; it took notbing from the authority
of Bishops, whethor dispersed throughout the
dioceses or united in Couacils. There was nothing
new, unless we consider ag such the solemn defini-
tion of the ancient Catholic doctrine of the iufal-
libility of the Pope.

MR. JUSTIN M‘CARTHY ON HOME
RULE

‘The celebrated novelist, Mr. Justin M'Carthy, has
contributed an article on Home Rule to the Galaxy
from which the following are extracts :—

The Home Rulers succeeded the Fenians so sud-
denly that the one had hardly gone when the other
filled ths scene, Are the Hume Rulers then oniy
Fenians in disguise? By no means; they are not
only different men, and with different aims, but
they are even a diffurent class of meun, T'he Fenians
were for the most part men of the humbler class.
I remember Mr. John Stuart Miil ovee remarking
to me that this fact constituted in his mind the
geriousness of the movement—the fact that it had
sprung from the soil and secmed to nced no leaders.
The Home Rulers are men of what wonld be called
the upper or upper-middle class. They comprise
some landiords, many merchants and men of busi-
nesg, some lawyers, some journalis's—the clagses
of men from whom in Great Britain members of
Parliament are made. The movement originated
in a serious ard settled faith on the part of many
men having o certain position in Ireland, that
Fenianism and abortive rebellion could only begot
rid of by starting n Parlinmentary cgitation fora
reusonable degree of self-government, and thus
withdrawing all sensible nationalists of any class
from any participation, even in sympathy, wiin the
feverish and fitful hopes of seditious organisations.
Here are tke questions these men had to ask them.
selves : Can Ireland ever hope or expecttoboa
separate and independent pation? The answer
must be—She cannot. But then, on the other hand,
will the majority of the Irish people ever be con-
tent with the present system, which makes Irith
legislation depend upon a Parliament cemposed
five parls out of six of Englishmen ? So far as hu-
man speculation ean give an answer, they never
will be so content. They grow less aud lvss con-
tented in every generation, What then, reasouable
men ask themselves, is to be donc?  Some of THem
turned their eyes to the example of your system,
and asked why should not Ireland be free to
govern herself in mere local affairs, while stilia
patt of Great Britain as regards imperisl legisla-
tion 7 Wby should she not do what is done by
every State in your Unien? The idva had a great
fascination in it—all the more so as the Englisk
Parliament is helplessly aod hopelessly encum
bered with work, is stifling undera maes of unman-
ageable responsibilitics, and is compelled session
after segsion to let the most important dutiee re-
main undischarged simply because thero i3 no time
to give to them.

Thereis at least something to be said for the de-
mand that Ireland should have the control of her
local affairs. 'The men who first put the demand
into-shape, and gave it 8 name, were certainly not
professional agitators. The first chuirman of the
Home Rule Association (I believo he is chairman
till) was Mr. William Shaw, a banker and mer-
chanf, a man of wealth, and essentially n man of
business, a Protestant, never before the birth of
Home Rule known to be engaged in any political
agitation, The first election contest at whicha
candidate came forward on the Home Rule plat-
form ended in the election of a Home Ruler, Mr
Blennerhassett, a young Irish landlord of rank and
foriune, one of the most intimate friends of the
venerable Earl Russell and his family, The sceond
Home Ruler elected to Parliament as such was
Crptain Nolan, an Irish landlord, who bad diatin-
puished himself as an artillery officer in the Eag-
lish army, and whbose judgment in military affairs
is looked to with the Lighest respect by all partivs
in the House of Commons. Now, whatever may be
satd of the movement, it is clear that these men
were not Fenians, nor tucbulent anarchiets, nor
peedy adventurers, not fools. The Home Rule
moveraent once started ssemed to bave a po-itive
fascipation init, Many Irishmen already in Par.
linment gave in their adhesion to it. Some great
Irish landlords like the late Lord Fermoy (a Pro-
testant) lent it their warmest support, Tt wanted
a leader in Parliament. Mr. Shaw, who had for
some years held a respectable position in the House
of Commons, was not much of a politician ; and
the new men were too young., The leadership
would probably have fallen to my valued and
lamented friend the late Jobn Francis Maguire (as
able snd boncse an Irishman as ever conquered the
respect of the House of Commons) but for the
sudden reappearance on the political stage of a man
8o remarkable in talents and in career as to deserve
some description.

Forty yenrs ago, Mr. Issac Butt was a brilliant
young advocate in Dublin, prefussor of political
econcmy iu Trinity College, and cditor ot the Dud-
Un University Mugnzine. Ho wasr Protestant and a
Tory of the deepest convictions, A litile later he
distinguished himself psa bold avd clever opponent
of O'Connell, of the priesty, and of the agitation
for Repeal of the Union. Herose at the Bar, and
soon became one of the most cloquent and success-
ful (perhaps 1 ought to suy the most cloquent and
successful) among Irish advocates, He defended,
as & matter of professional duty, poor Thomns
Francis Meagher, when the tter was tried for
bigh treason, and he was so crrried away by his
iaterest in his client and his own eloquence, thai
he succeeded in making his henrers think treason
to England an Drishman’s most sacred duty. When
he had described his tslents, the churacter, the
brillinat youth, the bappy home, nod assured posi.
tion of the prisoner, he suddenly asked how such 2
man came to stand in a felon's dock ; and he an-
swered his own question in words of passionate in-
dignation : * Becanse the curse of Swilt is on Lim
—Decause he isa man of gening and an Irishman 1"
Afterwards Buttdefended the present Sir Chrrles
Gavan Dufly, and succeeded in persuading some of
the jurors to refuse to assent to # verdict of guilty.
So Dufly had at last t6 be released—to enster the
Enplish Parlinment, and afterward go to Australin
and become a Minister of the Crown there, and re-

ceivoa knighthood from the Qucon. But Isaac

He grew popular in Ireland, and ke
proclaimed bimself & Liberal and a Nationalist.
The Home Bnle wwovement began,and Butt declared
himself 8 Home Ruler. He offered himself as a
candidate for a vacant geat in Parliament, and was
elected ; and from that moment it was evident that
Home Rule bad found its leader.

The House of Comnions saw with curiosity, sur-
prise, and a rort of good-natured interest the re-
ture of Isnac Butt to its benches atter somo six
yeurs of absence. He had grown old-laoking. But
he very soon began to shuw his steength. He dis-
‘played a cool, easy cleverness in argument ; he was
a master of law, of constitutional principles, of the
forms of the House; he was always ready; be
spoke with studied moderation, only rarely en-
livened by & burst of the old passionate fervour, as if
to show that he could be eloquent when he chose.
He gave a curious impression of power and of ease.
The House soon began to find that he knew far too
much, und was, far too gkilful in argument, to be
easily dealt withby any opponent, aud somehow, 1
cannot well tell how, he quietly took his place at
once in public estimation among the foremost men
in the House. I do not yet know whether in the
end it will prove a goad fortune or a calamity for
Home Rulethat Mr. Butt hay become its Ieader,
but I kuow that thus far he has managed its affairs
in Parliament with admirable judgment and with
great success.

The general elections in 1874 sent n regular
Home Rule party into Parlinment. Mr. Butt counts
o following of some GO members, and its seems
probable that every new change and opening will
add to this number, Indeed there seems nochance
pow in Ireland tor any candidat: who is not cither
the nominee of some great anc powerful land or of
the Home Rule Association. I am not by any
means convinced that all who follow Mr. Butt's
lead are in their Learts very apxious to sce Home
Rubo introduced into Ircland. Some of the conver-
¢ions to his side were too rapid to allow us to have
much faith in thejr sincerity. Au Irish landlord,
for example, whaose tendencies were all aristocratic,
aud who spent five-sixths of bis Jife in London, who
had oo sympathy whatever with Irish * pational ”
efpirations, and hated agitation of any kind, sud.
denly found that in his own conatry, which he re-
presented, and which for generations his ancestors
kad represented in the House of Commons, he had
no chance of being elected again unless he declared
for the Home Rule programme, Is it any wonder
that ha become for the time a Home Ruler? OQue
young Irish landlord was placed in a frazfnl pre-
dicament. I do not believe that the choice of Her-
coles could have been nearly so distressing. He
was a man of good family, high social position, an
officer in a “vrack” regiment,a member ofa partic-
ularly select military club. Has loved London
rociety, and especially his club. He discovered
that the county which he represented in Pailia-
ment would never elect him aguin if be did not be-
come & Home Ruler, and that the members of his
club would “send bim to Conventry” if he did. He
wounld not serve the two masters—his county and
hisclob.

THE DUKE OF ABERCORN ON
IRELARD.

The inuug_'ural banquet of the new Lord Mayor
at the Mansion House, Dublin, although a socia!
festivity, l_ms, through usage, come to be an occa-
sion on which the Viceroy reviews, always of course
with studivd reticence, the past, and dim!ly forecasts
the future of the Ministerial situation in Ireland.
Last week the Duke of Abercorn honoured the
Mansion House with his presence for the sixth
time since his first nccession to office in 1866. The
Right Hon. Dr. Owens, an Irish Protestant and &
Cunservative, fills the civic chair. The Duke of
Abercorn, an Irishmavn, but of Scotch extraciion
and an excellent resident landlord, fills for the
second time the exalted position of Lord-Licuten-
ant. During the seven centuries of English con-
weetion with Ireland, not even one Lord-Deputy or
Lord-Livu'enant of the native race has ever been
charged with the duties of Viceray. Two or three
Fitgeralds in the fourteenth and fifteenth centuries,
follmged by two or threc Butlers in the seventeentl:
and elglltcenth, make up all the Viceroys of the
Anglo-_lsorman race voucheafed to Ireland, From
the retirament of the Duke of Ormoundein 1713 up
to 1846, a period of 133 years, no one of Irish bir h
hela the office of Viceroy. For less than a year the
Earl of Bessborough, who iutreduced O'Conpell to
the House of Commong, was Lord-Lieutenant in
1846-47, and, singular coincidence, died in the lat-
ter year, the very day after the Liberator. The
Duke of Abereorn, an Irish planter of the Ulster
settlement of James I, has now, under a second
Conservative Administration, been for upwards of
{‘ou:-] years charged with the government of Ive-
and.

The personal and official experience of the Duke
of Abercorn is considerabl. Hesucceeded bis grand-
father, as Marquis of Abercorn when only seven
yearsof age. Hebas had a seat in theUpper House
since early in 1832, Three of his sons, gome of
his sons-in-law, and his brother bave pat in the
House of Commons. Hehas been & magistrate of
several countics, resident in Tyrone, and Licuten-
ant of Donegal for many yenrs, The testimony of
the Duke of Abercyn, when reviewing in public
the state of Ircland, is thercfors deserving of very
resA)ﬁct‘zul examination, .

the usual loyal toasts having been propased
by the Lord Mayor, and warmly rec%iw.-d, b?s ngcel-'
lency, in respumiding to the toust of the Lord Licu-
tenant and prosperity to Ireland, made many high-
ly important admissions, but fell into a few serious
mistakes. Irich banks show large deposits and
lnrge dividends ; last year has produced in Ireland,
though ot in England, one of tho most fav-rable
barvests knowp for many yesars; crime has dimin-
ished ; panperivm is decreasing ;  emigration hos
largely shrunk in magnitude ; and cattle discnse
has been all bus stamped out, The Lord-Lieuten-
ant also dwelt on the expansion of the tiade and
commerce fu Dublin, and on the grent genius for
art displayed to go great an extent by the Irish.
But while those powerful evidences of progress
were supported by specific facts his Tixcelleney
went off on the old traditional Tory lines about
English capital being scared fom the country,
owing to the absence of law, order, and security.
Some of these political fossils cropt out in the fol-
lowing dreary prenmble to the Lord-Licutenants

Don Carlos has arrived safcly in London and is
now retired into private life where after all we pre-
sume he will find more peace thanambition, vould
over bring. His spirit is not yet crest-fallen, he
issues a manifesto to his belored Spaniards to say
he will be oneday in the field again, He says:—

Desiring to stop bloodshed, I forbear continu-
ing a glorious but at present fruitless struggle ; see-
ing the sufferings of my volunteers and the super-
iority of numbers against them, it becomes neces-
sary to sheathe the sword. 1 will neversigna
compromise. My flag remains folded until the
-moment which God shall fix as the supreme hourof
r:demption.” In an address to bis soldiers, Don
Carlos Congratulates them on the heroism they have
disslayed, and bids them oot to abandon hope,
A telegram from Madrid says that despatches
from the north anononnce that the troops have fra-
ternized with the Carlists who presented themselves
for amnesty near Queseda. King Alfonso will visit
Burgosand Santander. The Alfonsists have captuored
112 canons. Soldiers belonging to the class of
1870 have been disbanded. It is expected that the
army will now be reduced to 206,000. The Spanish
squadron is reported to have defented tne Soloo
pirates off the Philippine Islands.

The result of 74 French elections, which occurr-
ed on Sunday, are now known and the candidates
elected are classified as follows :-—Republzcuns, 223
Conservative Republicans, 9; Legitimists, 3 ; Bona-
partists, 25. The Bonapartisty include Jerome
David, in the Department of Gironde, but Monpas,
Prefect of Police, during coup was defeated at Bar-
sor-Seine, department of Aube.  Captian Munn, a
noted Legitimist enthusiast, was elected in the de-
partment of Morbihan, defeating Bonapartist, Abbe
Oadeort. M. Thiers has chosen the Chamber of
Deputics in preference to the Senate, both of which
bodies he was elected to reprasent.

King Victor Emmanuel in his speech opening:
the season of the Jtalian Parliament treated of the
prosperous condition of the rcountry, the fricndly
relation with foreign states, and the recent visits
of the Emperors of Germany and Austrin, He ex-
presses pride at the progress and cficiency of the

'The Prince of Wales has start-
ed on the homeward voyage fromr India, and ex-
pects to reach England about the 20th of next
month.

crime and tending to the destruction of order, can..
not neglect it without exposing [dtself to a iragic
dissolution. Faith must be found inthe pirates

bark and ic the robbers cave. '
Men must have fuith in the sancitity of the

nuptial tie, if they will enjoy domestic happiness ;

in society the people must bave fzith in their rulers

if they .will overcome their anaichial propensities ;
they must have faith in the cquity of the magis-
trates placed over them that they may respect the
law in their decision ; they must believe in the
bravery, skill, and disinterestedness of their mili-
tary leaders otherwise they would lose courage in
‘the hour of danger.

The nbgence of this confidence, this faith, pre-
duces chaos and cenfusion ; disgentions wars and
bloodshed aro its fatal consequences. Without this
faith wc must annihilate the successive discover-
ies of science and stop the onward march of indus.
try, for these alwnys start from the limits which our
predecessors had attnined ; without¢ faith history
becomes a blank page, and the experience of anti
quity, as well as the brilliant examples of the past,
are lost in their emobling influcucus on the pre.
sent.

This is human faith, But the moral order,—hav.
ing a higher' and more important epherc of destiny
for man, stands in reed of another cementing bond
which unites the immortal being to the ihrone of
the divinity itself. This is divine faith. As so-
ciety becomes n wreck witbout the bond of human
feith, so in the moral order, a still more terrible
chang matks the absence of thedivine faith. With.
out it no religien can subsist : the divine worship
becomes a huge mockery and everything sacred be-
comes the whim of fancy; doctrines the most
awfal and important in the code of Christianity,
are sclected or rejected nccording to taste.  The
revolutions that crumble down the iostitutions of
gociety—the safeguards of law and order, are but a
faint reflection of the dark calamity that falls like
a pall on the doubting soul, tossed about by every
wind of doctrine and lacking the characteristic
without which * it is impossible to please God.”

“ What is man without faith,” asked a celebrated
German writer, who embraced paotheism, “A plack.
ed flower in a water vasc.”

Why is il there are so many withered tlowers in
the hearts of the unbelieving masses of our day ?
Outside the Catholic Church there is no faith, Yet
human nature hungercth for this grand secret of
mental peace ; the victims of doubt seek for faith
everywhere but in its own diviocarbor. To find it
libraries are ransacked, churclies frequented, wheie
crowds of human beings like g'rasslﬁ)ppers, assemble
at certain seagons of the year, to hear a celebrated
preacher, or the exponent of some ncw-fangled
theory which proposes to give peace and salvation
witbout faith.

Strange infatuation ! Iivery day the victims of
unbelief place confidence in the word of mao, who
eats the bread of deceit and drinks iniquity like
water, and they complain they have no other se.
curity than ke word of God for the promises which Jaith
presenis,

The parable of Ezekiel, in bis lamentaticn over
the desolation of Judal, may ring with prophetic
regret over the desolation brought on!the Saxon
raced in the curse of their so-called reforma
tion.

GERMAN PERSECUTION.
W have condensed in the Dublin Freeman of lagt
mail, & very cloquent and intercsting Pastoral
Ietter addressed by Dishop Vanghan of Salford to
the clergy and laity of hislarge and important
Diocese, on the Bismarckian persecution of the
Catholic Church in Germany. Save that the
market-places and the public arenas have not been
reddened with Catholic blood the persecutiort now
raging in that empire diflers put little in intensity
or ip atrocity from those which marked and made
execrable the reigns of so many of the rulers of
the ancient Roman Empire. The sword, the axe
aad the torture are not the instruments which Bis-
marck makes use in order to the accomplishment
of his vain purpose of annihilating Catholicity,
He adopts a slower and a more aggravating pro-
cedure, and he 1ses as his weapons, to quote the
language of Dr. Vauglan, ¥ confiscation to the
State of parental and ccclesinstical rights in edu-
cotion, deprivation of civil aud religious liberty,
the prohibition of saciaments, of IToly Mass, and
of religious rites; fines, pauperism, prisons, and
exile.” Dr. Vaughan points out that the struggle
now being waged in Germany between the Church
aand State, between God and Cwsar, is not a new
one, [ts history is, he says, but the continuation
in the Church of a bhistory of a world-old re-
bellion, says his lordship, * began with ¢ Non Servi
am,’ it wan ingpired in Paradise— critin sicwt di’'—
and it will not end until hell shall have swallowed
up its own, an%thc mouth of the pit be for ever
closed.” He traces the course of that rebellion on
from the days when the throne of the Roman
Casars stood in all its glory in the midst of the
Imperial City ; on through the excesses of the
haughty stubborness of the Germano.Roman Em-
piro till it was vanquished by the bravery of the
Grent Gregory and his successors; and he finds
it still rampant and despotic in that Prussia of to-
day, which, though “the last of the nations of
Europe to receive the Gospel,” has been amongst
the first and foremost to sct at nought the teach-
ings of that Gospel, and to confront its beautifal
lessons with the empty boastings of ¢ progress ”
and the sopbisms of misnamed “science.” For
the last three or four generations it has been the
eflort of statesmew, under the specious pretence of
being liberal to Cathelicity and Catholic Idu-
cational requirements, to seelc to ™ wear away the
affections of the clergy and the people from the
Tope, and to lead them through spiritual rebellion
against the Pontifl into spiritual servitude to the
State.” Thusit wus the way was openced for the
action of Bismarck, and of Falck, and that the
supreme [nsolence of the demands made by the
Prince .Chancellor and his satelites was dared by

them within the last fow yeare. Fortunately,

there wes an herojo hierarchy ‘at hand to give
battla st the outset, and to reeist, even unto
d:ath, if there were need, evéry impious attempt
to Tob God of .His rights. The world has seen
what Prussian bishops, priests gnd people have
been ready to endure for conscience’ sake, and for
the maintenance of those privileges to. which, as
Christians and as citizens, they believe themsclves
entitled. The Bishop of Salford furnishes a gloomy,
though, in another sense, a glorious and a glowing,
picture of what Catholicity has suffered in this
German persecution, “According to an cfficial
return,”” writes his lordship, it appears that 914
religious establishments fell under the law of
suppression, and that 8,796 men and women, of
different orders and covgregations, are ruthlessly
deprived of house and home. This property ex-
cept in a few cases where they were able to
renlise it, has becn confiscated for State purposes.”
Further, Dr., Vaughan assures us that all the
archbishops and bishops kave been deprived by
the State of the income due to them, and that at
this moment many of them are in a state of ab-
solute pauperism. The State payment, guaranteed
priests as compensation for the appropriation by
the State of ccclesiastical property, Las been with-
drawn from them, and everything in the shape of
benefice bas been suppressed or plundered. To
intensify this nefarious wrong, “ priests presented
to parishes by the bishops or cxercising avy
religious functions of the ministry, are suspended
by the Etate laws from saying Mass, preaching,
hearing confessions, attending the sick, and bury-
ing the dead.” 1t is officially acknowledged that
in the diocese of Cologne aleme seventy of the
clergy are thus suspended. But this is not all.
Priests are fined and imprisoved for refusing, in
the exercise of their judgment and of their con-
scicnce, to give sacramental absolution to those
who they deemed unworthy of receiving it. “ Four
priests were, cited” says Dr. Vaughan, ©be.
forc the civil court by their .Libersl or ONd
Catholic penitents for such a refusal,and they were
condemned to punishment” Afew days since the
venerable Archbishop of Cologne was driven from
amidst his people because he refused to give up his
sacred office into the handg of the State, and the
devoted priests who accompanied their beloved
diocesan to the frontiers that they wight bid him
farewell, were instantly seized by Prussian policeasd
thrust into a fefon’s cell. Thus it is that Bismarck

"is waging his brutal warfare—n warfarc ag brutal as

it is sure to prove fruitless. Meanwhile the bishops
and priests of Germany are enduring dire straits,
and the purpose of Dr, Vaugban'’s letter is to ask
hispriests and people to help them with their gifts
if they can spare them, and their prayers, if they
have nothing of worldly wealth to send with them,
It is an appeal to which they will not fail to 1e-
spoud as generously as they can, The Irish in
Salford, in Manchester, and the other towns of the
bishop's jurisdiction, will not be the slowest in the
good work ; and the memory of trials and vicissi-
tudes through which so many of the prelates and
priests of their own dear Church passed in days
gone by will prompt them to even more than their
their ordinary beneficence.

THE BAPTISTS IN ROME SAPPING
THE VATICAN ()

Once when passing throngh an obscure town in
England, we saw placards annonncing a meeting to
raise funds to convert the poor lrish. Ieeling a
sympathy for that unfortunate race of beings, we
determined to give such philantrophic efforts all
our encouragement and duly showed onrselves
amongst a number of pious old ladics of both sexes
at theappointed place. Great speeches were made.
The henrts of wheel-barrows would melt with sym-
pathy forthe poor benighted Irish, But the great
speech of the evening was from & tall cadaveroua
looking parson who drawled most sanctimoniously
and regaled bis andience with lies that fell as flakes
in a snow storm. He was an cvangelist just come
from the bot bed of superstition; bhe lLad made
some hundreds of converts amengst the poor lrish
and now he wanted means to contlaus the work of
gospel triumph. Nine hundred dollary were col-
lected from the charitable but surely dupud old
Tadies.

We lappened to bave lived in the district de-
scribed soglowiogly as getting religion; we knew
every house ina circle of five miles, we knew too
that the hundreds of converts consisted of half a
dozen poor creatures, who accepted « blanket or
bowl of soup from the minister ; his congregation
on Sunday consisted of twenty souls, of whom not
on¢ was a pervert from the Catholic Church, A
few wecks ufter the flourishing mission had closed
aud like showmen, the clergymen moved on to an-
other district to traffic in the hypocrisy and lies that
proved such a successful speculation. One would
fancy since the disclosures that have been made
on the proselytising societies and the counsequent
shame of dishonor, similar societies in our days
would blush to adopt the same system of fulse Te-
port. We regret there are journals in this count:y
which are strongly biassed and can scarcely admit
o charitable expression towards their Catholic con-
temporaries: they grasp every rumor that would
seem to intimate an insult or a pang to Catholic
sentiment.  When assertions and accnsutions made
azainst Catholic doctrine and practice, are proved
to be flagrantly false, no apology is ever made, no
mistake is acknowledged ; instead of an effurt to
smother the acerbity of feeling caused by u mis-
understanding, to our horror be it told, the senti-
ment aad fulsehood which have been answered and
deprecated are repeated with exaggeration and
perbaps with pleasure,

From Rcme, wo are told there comes startling
news, the progress of the Baptist sect, (not the
Church of England) must sap the foundations of the
Vatican, a new Daptiat church is to be erected along
side of the venernble basilice of Prudenziana, the
money already sent from England and Paunlo Grassi
ex-canon of St. Mary Major's is to bave charge and
of conrse Rome is on the eve of regeneration.

LUM OF OTTAWA.

The President and Couuncil of St, Datrick’s Or.
phan Asrlum of Ottawa, beg lrave to submit the
following report on the afiairs of this institution for
the year 1875 :

At the last nonual meeting there were 101 in.
mates, viz :(—31 old people and 70 children., Since
that time 21 old people and 24 children have been
adwmitted, making a total of 116, who durlng the
year, hbve received the advaotuges of the Home.

The Council wish it to be kuown that the insti-
tution is especielly for the protection of the desti-
tute aud the homeless—for that class who are the
greatest objects of charity, and who stand in great-
est need of the benefits of an ibstitution like this,
I'or poor orphap cbildren, without relations to
maintain them, and fur children abandonced by their
parents aod who have no charitable friends to take
charge of them. For the old and infirm, who are
nnable to make out a living in the world, and who
ltave no relations to rely on.

The Financial Statement of the aflairs ave here-
with submitted to you in detail.  On reference to
them it will be seen tbat the balance on hand
at the Jast autual report amounts to 31,419 60, and
there were received during the year $3,000.89,
making u total of $6420.70; of this amount
$6,320.35 bave been expended, leaving on hand
the sum of $139.15 to commence the year upon.

The priucipal item of income this year was rea-
lized from the Buzaar, amounting to $2,209.20.
The Council cannot refrain from thanking the
Ladics Associationffor thuir zealin the caun: ¢ of this
Asglum, which is apnually crowned with success.

We have to thank his Lordship the Bishop, for
setting ayart a portion ot the diacese, chiefly peepled
by our countrymen, wherein collections may be
made exclusively for this Institution.

"he Rev, Dr. ('Connor still presides over the
Home, and to him the institution is much indebted
for its continued success and prosperity. To Drs.
Lynu and McDonell, physicisos atteuding the insti-
tution, the Council beg to return thanks for their
kindness und attention.

In conclusion, the Council beg to express their
very siscere thanks to all fricnds of the Asylum
and of the poor, through whose liverality in these
hard times this institution bhas leen so well sus-
tained apd made useful and «flective during the|
year uow closing, nnd we Leg tohope that the same
zeal which has perctofore been bestowed upon this
Asylum will be equally well exbibited,next year,

Miitary 'gry —The Pall Mall Gazette's specinl
from Berliu says that a fresh diffi-ulty in the way
of peaco bas arisen in Turkey. The Christian sub-
jects of the Sultan have hitherto been exempt from
military duty, and they now refuse to continlie io
pay cxemption tax, and offer instead to give their
military survices, The Christians justify their ac-
tion on the promise contained in the Suitan's irade
of full and perfect cquality with Mahommedans.
The Sublime Peite refuses to accept, on the ground
that the Chbristians are not to be trusted in bis
army.

Foroar TreaTsest OF TR InsgreesTs.—It is said
that the next measure of the sultan will be the proc-
lamation of anunconditional amuesty to insurgents
who will lay down their arms; Austria will then
invite the fugitives on her territory to return to
their couutry and will deny them every kind of
support in case of refusal. For the present the
military authoritivs on the Croatian-Bousniap fron-
tier will confiscate the insurgents’ ships employed
tn convey refugees from the opposite bank of the
Uuna. Baron de Rodich has been summoned by
telegraph from Zira to Vienna in order to consult
with the goveinment vespecting the measures to be
taken for the pacification of the Herzegovina.

RUSSIA.

A Parallel —There is a certain analogy Dbetween
Russia and England in the state of religious affairs
und matters ecclesinstical, although of course, in
other respects there is a vast difference between the
two couatries, Catholic Poland reminds me uf Ca-
tholic Ireland. The official Church, in its close
univn with, and rnslavement to, the secular power,
bas a kind of resemblance to the Anglican Estab-
lishment. Awpd, lastly, the millivns of sectaries,
culled here Rascoluiks, may be in some respects
comparcd to the British dissenting denominations,

Governmant Tyranny over Catholics—When I liken
Paland to TIreland, [ refer to the time when Eeg-
lard had not begun to do justice lo Ireland, oreven
to acknowledge thut any justice was due to her.
A fact or two will show how far the rescmblance
holds between the past of Great Britain and the
present of Russia.  Your readers are nlready aware
that Count Von Kotzebue, the Governor of Warsaw,
who has so grievously disappointed the hopes en-
tertained of him when he entered upon bis present
office, has promuigated three decrees, each of which
involves & very fi.zrant encroachment on the rights
of the Church. Xevertheléss, the administrator of
the Catbolic diocese of Warsaw, Bishop Zwoliniki,
has tiansmitted these decrees by circular to his
clergy, atd has required them to obey implicitly
those reculations of the Russian Goveruor, Hece,
indecd, I must admit that the parallel fails, for no
Irieh prelate ever did or could lend himself in such
8 manner to second the anti-Catholic aggressions of
the secular and hostile Government, The tenour
of the first'@ecree wis a probibition to the Catholic
clerzy to baptize any child born of a marriage be-
tween a Roman Catholic and a Uniate Greck, if the
latter shall have joined the Orthidox, or Russian
Statc Church; and in general the Catholic clergy
are stringently forbidden to interfere in any eccles-
fastical matter concerning aay member of the
Uuniate Greek communion, whetber they may have
joined the Orthodox Chutch or not. The stvond
docree forbids any pilgrimage whatever to be cele-
brated with banners and images beyond the boun.-
daries of the parisb. The third decree strictly re-
nuires the Catholic clergy, whenever any special
event ehall occur in the [mperial family, to cele-
brate the rervices suitaole to'such occasion so snon
as the officiating clergy shall receive informatior
of the same from the seocular administration, with-
out waiting for orders from the Bishop or other
Church authority.

Pratestantizm Within the Orthodox Church —Thus
you ¢bserve that the State Claims and exercises
over the Catholic Church the same rights of gnvern-
ment us it does over its owa OQlficial Church, avd
over all recognived religious bodies within the
Rusgian domintons. Itesacts a direct immediate
authority in matters essentially ecelesiastical and
spiritual, It iz, in fact, bnt too true that the Tsar
is the acinal bead of religion in Russia, exercising
ov:r the Bishops ao autherity equal to, nay, even
grreater, than any which the Pope exercises overthe
Bishops of the Catholic Clinrch, And yet the poor
Russian Church has no other fault than its utter
incapacity of resistance to the tyranny of the State.
The doctrinvs which it holds as to the due relation
of Church nnd Stateare correct enough in principle;
the civil power's usurpation of suthority over both
Churches is a direct consequenes: flowing from the
action of autocratic goverument. Autocracy must
necds be pautociacy. The Emperor is the one
sourco of all rule, and his power knows no limit,
It has been said, indeed, that he does not impose
any dogmatic decisions on his subjects. That is
true only in this sense~—that the Trar is resteained
to a certain extent by prudential considerations,
and by the fcar of producing new sects of dissenters
if be faterfercd too dagrantly with religious belief.,
But he does interfere, thongh underhandedly and
indirectly. It isa well known fact that ever since
the time of Peter the Creat Protestant ideas have
found their way into the Russian Church. I could
adduce from the writings of Bishops and priests, nay
even from anthorised catechisws, passages bearing
unmistakeable traces of s Protestant influence. The
cxplanation of this is simple. The Goveroment
was and is absolute master of the ceclesiastical
sumivaries and colleges, or the professors who
trught in them, and of the methods they cmployed.,
Whaut more was needed to enable it to alter the
doctrines of the Church at its pleasurc? Such was
the statu of things in the Russian Church. That of
the Catholic Church was little better. Towards,
it, indeed, the Government exercised its authority
in ruinam, for puiling down, whereas its dealings
towards the Official Church were, at least in inten-
tion, in wdificationem, for bailding -up. The only
religions bedies practically exempt from Govern-
ment interference io things spiritual nre the sects
of Dissvnters, they not lLeivy recognised by the
State, It is troe they were cruelly persecuted dur-
ing two centurles; and e¢ven now the toleration
they epjoy is put partial, $till the State does not
now inteifere with the doctrines they protess.

Chureh Reform in Kussic.—Tun the bosom of the
Officia]l Church, and especially amongst the Bishops
there has been manifested for some time past a
certain tendency to claim a little more indepen-
dence of State control, to resist the onroachments
-of burcaucracy, and to appeal to Canon.law. . The
tendency is indeed pot great, but ruch asitis it
finds a sympathetic toho in Roussian society, and,
“for that reagon, deserves mention here. It.is now,

and exert his influence in (uvor of poace. :The

for instance, pretty generally admitted that reform

of the ecclesiastical courts is needed. Tke Govern-
mept has undertaken that work, but the project of
reform which it has framed takes very little account
of the. Canon law, or of the rights of the Episco-
pate. The number of Bishops who bave pronounc-
ed against this project is so large that the Govern-
ment bas not veuntured to disregard their opposi-
tion. The matter, therefore, remains in suspense
for the present, and it is thought that the project
will beabasudoned. Some of the Bichops have taken
occasion to urge tha convocation of a Pan-Russo
council of all the prelates that own the supremacy
of the Twar. The Government has not shown itself
at all favourable to that idea, which, nevertheless,
seems to be gaining ground.

The Root of the Schirm.—~As for us Catholics in
Russia we should have renson to rejoice atanything
tending to to make the Russian Church more inde-
pendent of the State. We should obtain’some lib-
erty in proportioh asthe national commnnion was
able to emancipate itself from Governmental tram-
mels. And it must never be forgotten that the
root of the schism lies, not in the rejection of the
Jiliogue or of unleavened bread for the altar—these
things are mere pretexts for separation, and with a
little good.will might easily and quickly be got
over. The real root of separation lies in the fact
that the Russian Church is national and cofficial,
apnd that it is closely united to the State or rather
is absurbed init, The day of the Russian Churcl’s
disestablishment will only precede by & brief in.
terval of the day when she shall ackunowledye the
supremacy of the Successor of St. Peter.—Cor. of
Talle.

There has been another exposure of spiritualism
in Memphis at one of Mrs, Miller's scgnces.

aod we venture to say only a few-—as the material-
ized spirit of an adult, or by lowering the dark
skirtsa little that of the child to which Dr. Watson
has s0 often referred as prima faciz evidence that
Mrs. Miller couid not personate them. She
called out lustily for Mr. Miller to put her tor-
mentors out, but they had not come there to be
put out, and refused to submit to the delicate
operation, at least by Mr. BMiller or his associates
in the fraud,

Coxront o Farx Stock.—Does the average far-
mer realize the real import of this one word, com-
fort, as applied to the various animals of the farm,
ane egpecially that most useful of all othersthe cow ?
Is there forethonght to keep them comfortable dur-
ing the cold and storms of a rigorous winter, when
they depend upon man so much more than at other
stasous ? Theanimal which is of the greatest pro-
fit to its owner, which increases most in bulk or
flesb, gives the most milk or does the most work, is
that one of easy dispurition in comfortable circum-
stances. The profit and interest of all farmers and
stock owners would be promoted, 28 well as kind-
ness engendered, by studying to promatg the .com-
fort of our stock, There are a varicty* of ways in
which this mny be done to the economizing of our
owa profit. The few following hints may serve as
aguide to others :—First in the list I would place

regularity in everything, especially in feeding and
watering. When stock are fed at irregular inter-

vals, they consume more, with less profit to them-

selvesor their owners; they are constantly ou the

lookout for a new supply, and a constant uneasiness

is the result. When there is astated hour for feed-

ing, and regularity and punctuatity are strictly ob-

gerved, the acimals appetite is regulated in accord-

ance; the food is taken with a relish, and when

caten the stock are under no anxicty till the next

feuding hour comes around, Instead of uneasiness,

there is ruminating quietness, which is always

favorable to good and perfect digestion and nssimi-

lation, All animals (even the filthy hog) are natur-

ally cleanly ; therefore they should Le kept clean.

Cleanliness is antagonistic to vermin life, as all

vermin secm to thrive in filth, Most animals are

fond of being carded and rubbed, when done gently;

this not ouly promotes cleanliness, but also tends

to keep the skin loose and healthy, and the pores

open sud free.  The office of the skin is to perform

some of the most important functions of the body ;

through its pores much matter exnded that might

vtherwise prove detrimental to health. Therefors

it becomes cvident that if the pores are clogged

by being covered with filth, they cannot perform

their office, and health suffers accordingly. EKeep
all the animals clian, then by suitable bedding,
cl-ansing their stalls and pens, and by carding,

rubbing and washirg, where necessary, A good
bed of dry litter, straw, m- adow hay, sawdust or the
like, with a well ventilated, warm stall, or pen,

promotes cowfort wonderfully, and also cleanliness
of the animal. Stalls, stables, and pens need fre-
quent cleaning, daily at least, in  winter when oc-
cupied., Means must be provided for conductiog off
all liquid voidings where it may Le used a8 8 ferti-
lizer fur the soil. In pleatant whether stock should
b_e allowed to rpend a fow hours daily in the open
air and sun, as continned confinement to the stalls
is irksome; sunshineis stimulating to all the na-
tural functions, is better than medicine and essenti-
al to full health. All stables should have more of
it, especially those for horses, Kinduess to animale
1o every respeet is as highly appreciated, apparent-
ly, a8 among the human famnily, therefore keep the
snimals in good humor yourself The man who
makes a practice of judicionsly fondling his atock
in the yard or stable, bas & more arderly, good-pa-
tured stock than he who cannot pass them by,
without venting his splecn by a'kiclk, or curse upon
some poor, unoffunding brute, In the one case the
unima's are all rejoiced to see him, and are quiet
among themselves, seldom crowding cach other,
except as to show their appreciation for their mas-
ter and keeper; in the other case they partake of
the disposition of their master, are cross, hook and
kick each other ; and instead of expressing plea-
sure at t.h'e appearance of the owner, are apt to par-
t?{ke of 'lns disposition, returning his greeting in
kiad. Ther: fore keep the stock comfortable by
kindness in every respect and nt all times.— W, 11,

Yousa ANIMALS IN WiNTER.—In the rearing of
young animals, erpecially of colts and calves, it is
of great importance that they be Jept all the time
in good growing condition. Keep them well fed
and cared for, particularly the first year. Ifyou al-
low your onlt or calf to zet poor and weak the first
winter, it will take at least two subsequent years of
extra care to recruit them, and the chances are
they will never fully recover from the consequences.
Treat them kindly and gently; give them a ggod
Ded, and do not compel them to lie on their own
filth, but permit them to be clean and comfortable.
Give them good and nutritious food, without stuff-
ing or pampering; an abundance of good water;
plenty of pure air and sunlight; a warm shelter
from the cold and storms, and especially for
your colts, a3 opportunity for constant exercise.
Feed with regularity, upon light food rather than
heavy grains, giving the same quantity, as near as
may be, day by day; and Ifeel certuin that the
spring will find you with a thrifty growing young
stock, with regard to which you will have exercised
in oli resprcts the best possible economy.

Bow Mucn MEaL to Fezp.—A villager wants to
kn,w bow much meal it is profitable to give a new
m'ich cow, prr day; mesl at 85 cents a bnshel
aad hay ot S15 per ton. The Vermont Farmer
answers the query as follows :—The only man that
can answer that question with any degree of
accuracy is the one who takes care of the cow.
His infurination upon the subject to be obtained
by vaning the feed and noting the effect. There
is & wide fiff rence in the capacity of cows for
asgimitating foud. and as great a variation in the
power to convert it into butter. Some cows never
pay for their keeping, be it what it may. It may
be stated as s ule that it pays to feed mlilch cows
meal with liberality, cspecially so if both hay and
menl are bhonght.
