"The Committee recommends that for the future no student society
should be entitled to use the name of the University (and, in the case
women students, the name of the Royal Victoria College) which has not received
the sanction of Corporation; and that the Societies recognized by Corporation
and authorized to use the name of the University (or College) should be
announced in the Calendar.

"The Committee does not think it desirable to recommend regulations

concerning the conditions of recognition of Student Societies, but it thinks

it desirable that Corporation should be guided by the following considerations,
when passing upon applications for the recognition of new Societies:-

That University recognition should not be given to any Society controlled
from out side of the University.

Diseipline.

All cases of breach of university or faoulty regulations
or of conduct by students unbecoming the character of a
gtudent and a gentleman or prejudicial te the intereste
of the university shall be reported to and investigated
by the Dean of the Paculty in which the student is reg-
istered.,
The Dean nmay
(1) with the consent of the student dispose of
the matter summarily;
(2) refer the case to Faculty; or
(3) refer the case to the Committee of Deans,
hercinafter referred to.
The Dean soting summarily mey impose such penalty not
exceeding & suspension of one month and for a fine of
925,00 as he may deem suitable. His decision shall be
final and without appeal.

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REPORT OF THE REPRESENTATIVE

ON MCGILL UNIVERSITY CORPORATION.

Madam President :

P ot Cmticrd ) UV FPICTTY o

Your representative has attended all the meetings of
Corporation with one exception, but he has not thought it necess-
ary to bring to the notice of the Convention the various
matters that have engaged the attention of that august body.

Nothing of wvital interest to the teachers of the province
has been dealt with during the past year. The Corporation
of McGill iB not, like the Protestant Committee, difrectly
concerned with the educational work and machinery of the
Province so far as the elementary and secondary schools are
concerned; nor im that honourable and dgnified assembly is
there likely to be any very heated debate,

There was one rather interesting discussion as to the
length¢ of students! gowns. I regret very much that I have
forgotten the exact length that was finally agreed upon.

The matters that come before Corporation are generally
reports from the various faculties, and as these reports have
been previously discussed and approved in the faculty meetings,
and as, moreover, the Principal is ex officio a member of each
faculty, it is pretty safe to say they will be approved by
Corporation. S0 your representative has a very Honourable
office, but only by a great stretch of imagination could it
be regarded as an onerous one.

Your representative found the attitude of the authorities
at McGill extremely friendly towa®ds the teachers of the
Province., When we consider that McGill is not a State-
supported institution, we must admit that it is deserving of
great praise for the work it is doing by summer courses, and_
by extension courses to assist the teachers of the Prov%nce in
broadening their outlook and in developing their educatlonal- '
equipment, The delegates from the status of teachers gompnﬁkz
have always been received in a very friendly spirit; and it is
quite certain that the\McGill authorities are prepared and_
willing to give almost'any course that mey be desired provided
there are persons ready to attend them,




When the educational authorities make it necessary for a
teacher to take certain courses in order to retain her diploma,
these classes will be much more largely attended. A passage
from the "Vicar of Wakefield" comes to my mind in this con-
nection, I think it is the Vicar's wife who says, :

"It is a very difficult matter to enter the families of the
great, but when once you are in, as Moses says, you may go to
sheep,"

If the Government would make a grant to cover the fees
of teachers who take these Extension courses or attend summer
schools at McGill, or in other Universities, and if the reten-
tion of one's diploma depended,as it does in some parts of this
Continent, on the teacher's taking some such courses, it would
be doing two very good things at the same time: first, it would
be spending‘public money more wisely than such money is usually
se nt, and secondly, it would be reducing very materially the
tendency of teachers to go to sleep, as GoBdsmith so picturesi?y
puts it,
