“] am sure that this is, a case of
cold-blooded, deliberate murder,” said
Dr. Arthur Jukes Johnson, in giving
his evidence at the inquest into the
death o¢f the unknown female infant
which was found on the hillside of the
Roscdale “ravine on Jan, 19. The in-
guest. which is being conducted by
Coroner Winnett, was opened a week
ago. and was adjourned in order to
allow the datectives to obtain more
evidence for the jury. Acting Detec-
tive Mulholland was assigned to the
case, but when asked for his evidence

at the adjourned sriting last night he
was unable to throw any light upon
the subject, saying tha he had done
nothing on the case. :
The coroner and jury were dissatis-

of the detective and thinking that
there were several means of obtain-
ing evidence, the inquest was again
-d+ourned for a week.

Lhe body of the child was fougd by
John Gibbs while he was taki his
morning walk, about half way up the
hill, on the east side and about ten
feet from the perpendicular of the
bridge, close to the begten path. The
body was wrapped in.a newspaper,
tied with heavy cerd.

. Was Well Nourished.

The post-mortem examination re-
veualed the fact that the chitd was from
five to ten days old, full grown, very
Nealthy and weighed almdist feight
pounds. It was well-nourished. The
hair and eyes were dark. Dr. Johnson
thought that the child was well born.

The body of the chiyd was frozen, but
when it thawed, thé bones on the left
side of the head were found to be loose,
and an examination of the interior of the
head revealed the fact that the skull had
sustained a severe fracture, caused by
strong pressure on both sides of the head
at the same time. There were no marks
of external violence on the body, and thils
established the opinion that the body
had been washed after the crime was
committed, otherwise there would have
been traces of blood resulting from the
fracture. Further examination disclosed
that the child had been ,partially
suffocated, as there were evidences c%
sufiocation in the heart and lungs.

Deliberate Crime.

It was the opinion of Dr. Johnson that
the person who committed the crime had
first tried to smother the child, but the-
method proving unsatisfactory had adopt-
ed the method of crushing the skull,

“There ig no doubt in my mind,” said
the doctor in conclusion, ‘‘that the injury
was done tp the child for the purpose of
destroying it. and the strong point- of
the whole thing is the undoubted delib-
eration with which the deed was com-
mitted.

Parents Likely Wealthy

The child was carefully wrapped in
binder and a linen diaper,
both of exceptionally good quality. The
child was probably well born, and if the
mother of the child.is discovered she
will prove to belong to the more wealthy
class.

Local Business -Men Claim
Ferry Would Bring Busi-
ness to Whitby.

If all reports are true the town council
of Whitby have a proposition under con-
slderation of a magnitude and Import-
ance unparalleled In tie history of t
munidcipality, On Monday mzhtt 12:
council had a conference with some com-
pany. promoters from the United States,
who wish to establish a ecar ferry be-
tween Whitby and: Olcott, N.Y, Olcott
is about 37 miles from Whitby across
Lake Ontario, and the promoters pro-
pose to establish a car ferry between the
towns, which would involve an expendi-
ture of $1.500,000. Three vessels with a
capacity of 32 cars each would be neces-
sary. This alone would cost one million,
and the half million would be necessary
for harbor improvement, work on the
marsh and connecting lines between the
various railways,

Connect Many Lines

The ferry would connzact the New York
Central, the Erie and other American
railroads with the Grand Trunk, Cana-
dian Northern and Canadian Pacific
Railways, and would also be a feeder
to the Toronto Eastern and the Hydro-
Electric radials, }

The promoters want a franchise from
the town for the use of the harbor, and
also some financial assistance, but no
definite arrangement is yet under con-
sideration. Oshawa has been mentioned
as a competitor to Whitby in the matter,
but it is a question whether that town
would entertain the proposition.

Would Bring Business

A number of the business men’ in
Whitby are keenly interested in the re-
sult of the negotiations. To them the
car ferry looks like a big acquisition to
the advantages of Whitby as an indus-

of The World last night when he had
returned from the scene after secur-
ing the particulars of the tragedy
from Margaret Simpson, the only
surviving member of the family.

Shot Without Warning.
“Margaret Simpson, sister of the
murderer and suicide, and her friend
Miss Myrtle Gibson, whose home is
across the road from the Simpson
homestead, had eome from the Gib-
son houdesto thejr home: At the same
time, they saw Hugh Simpson, the
father,” drive into the yard * Wwith  a
load of chop. Just at that time Ed-
ward Simpson+got up out of bed and
came into the bedroom in his shirt
sleeves carry‘ng a 32 calibre rifle, and
without warning shot his mother, The
mother, scréeaming, ran into the yard
crying “I'm ghot,” and the girls went
to her assistance. Just then the bro-
ther came out of the house with the
rifle still in his hand, and the father,
having heard the shooting, jumped off
his load and ran towards young Simp-
son, who turned and shot him ‘thru
the breast. He fell dead in his tracks.
The daughter, Margaret, jumped intp
the sleigh, and wheeling the horse
around, drove off to inform the neigh-
bors of the tragedy.

Five Shots at Mother.

“In the meantime Miss Glbson was
supporting the injured woman, and
the son rushed towards them and
commenced shooting at his motaer
egain while she was in Miss Flem-
ing’s arms. Poor Mrs. Simpson
pleaded . pitifully with her demented
son: ‘Don’t shoot us—don’t shoot Miss
Gibson,” she cried. But her son ex-
claimed: “No, I will not leave you like
this. . I will put you out of pain,’ and
he pumped several more shots into his
mother's body. Five shots in all took
effect.

“Miss Gileson, terrified at the awful
spectacle, implored young Simpson to
spare her life. ‘You will not shoot
me? she exclaimed, and in reply
young Simpson said, ‘I will’ but
changed his mind and said, ‘I guess I
wont.!  He then comenced reloading
the gun, and at this point Miss Gile-
son made her escape. As she was run-
ning away she heard a bullet whiz by
her.

“When I received the telephone mes-
sage at Orangeville I immediately noti-
fied Coroter Dr. James Henry and took
with Dr.. T. H. Henry and Constable
Dawson of Orangeville., Coroner Dr.
Henry arrived at the scene ahead of
of me and had empanelled a jury
whene 1 got there.

Shot at Others.

“While the neighbors were removing
the bodies of Hugh Simpson and his
wife, young Simpson shot at them, but
nobody was hit.

“When we arrived there were about
a hundred fully armed men at the
farm gate and four other ormed men
har barricaded themselves in the
barn, twenty-five yards away, to pre-
vent the murderer from escaping from
the other direction. I told them to
keep shotoing at the house to attract
the prisoner’s attention while Con-
stable Dawson and myself went
around to seek and entrance at the
back.

Expected to Be Killed.

“I knew that young Simpson had
only a single shotgun, and decided to
take a chance. I said to Constable
Dawson, ‘It's you or I, but if I am kill-
ed you get him,” and we advanced into
the house. When we entered the
house we could not see ten feet ahead
of us for smoke. We found the mur-
edrer on the floor” dead his clothes
burned off him and the floor had
taken fire. )

Died Instantly,

“The hullet had penetrated the right
thigh, clean thru the shoulder blade
on the left side and must have killed
him instantly. While we were entering
the house other members of the posse
were creeping up, hidling behind wood
piles and other objects. When 1 said
we had him they all made a rush.”

Criticized Detective.

In questioning Detective Mulholland,
Coroner Winnett expressed in very sar-
castic terms his disapproval of the laxity
of the detectives in procuring evidence
in this case. He suggested several places
that the detective might have gone for
inf#rmation, but the officer was forced to
admit that he had visited none of them.
He had never heard of such a procedure
as looking up the birth certificates of
children, in order to discover the names
of their parents.

It was pointed out by the coroner that
it would be easy to trace the various fe-
male children born .in the city, which
would be of about the same age as the
murdered infant, and see whether any of
them were missing, and if they were, se-
cure an account of their death or disap-

pearance.
Wiil Probe Deeply.

Coroner Winnett stated emphatically

that it was rot his intention to let this

[ Matter be hushed up, bu he was going to

thave it sifted to the bottom before a ver-
dict was returned,” and he thought that
the detectives should display more nergy
in clearing up cases of this kind, ‘as they
were becoming all too numerous, and
would continue to increase in number if
the guilty party were always allowed to
escape punishment,
Mother Not Suspected.

After the inquest, the coroner stated to
The World that, in his opinion, the
mother of the child had nothing to do
with its death, and his reason for believ-
ing this was on account of the excellent
care that had been taken of it during its
short 1ife.

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TRANSPORTATION
FOR MOORE PARK

Some Means of Bringing

People to the City is
Needed.

THE VERY BEST ROUTE

Along St. Clair Avenue and
McLelland to Connect
With Church Cars.

That the question of transportation for
Moore Park and the eastern section ot
North Toronto is daily becoming more
important, and the rapid influx of people
into the district, makes it imperative
that some means of conveying them to
the city be found, is the opinion of the
ratepayers and residents of the locality.
With this transportation in view, a large
deputation from the Moore Park Rate-
payers’ Assoclation will wait upon the
board- of control this morning at eleven
o'clock.

Speaking to The World last night, J.
Nelson stated that to help Moore Park
would also be the means of helping the
district immediately to the north, which
is so rapidiy filling up with people who
work in the city,

“What about the extension of the St.
Clair avenue civic line?’ he was asked.

‘“That would be a move in the right di-
rection,” said Mr, Nelson. “The present
Moore Park bridge, however, is not nea-

ly substantial enough for cars to run’

over, and this would have to be replaced,
which would involve a great deal of ex-
pense to the city. Theh, again, the devi-
ation of St, Clair avenue where it ap-
proaches the bridge is another obstacle
in the way, but there is a proposition up
for the straightening of the avenue, and
this would do away with both obstacles,
a8 a new bridge would have to be bhuilt,
should this take place.”

Mr, Nelson thought that, should this
line be extended, the best route would
be right along St. Clair avenue, then
down McLelland avenue, to connect w:th
the Church cars at Gien road.

“Another. way of serving the district
would be b ya belt line up the Ciifion
road, then following the pamilel road.
either to Eglinton avenue or [.awrerce
side road. From either of these streeis
it could run west to Duplex avenue, then
down Duplex to connect with Avenue
road.
