THE GREAT COAL STRIKE.

The first effect of the coal strike visible in this eity was the
transferral of the whole of the cargo of the steamship “Justin,”
just arrived in port from Baltimore with an experimental
cargo of 3048 tons of West Virginia bituminous coal, to barges
to be taken back across the border to Ogdensburg, N.Y. The
coal was purchased by the Central Vermont for use in the
United States, and, as it can return duty free, it was much
cheaper for them than Canadian coal, as well as better adapt-
ed for use in their locomotives. When the * Chollerton's "
cargo arrives it will doubtless share the same fate, and it
looks as if omr manufacturers wounld have to put off the trial
of Maryland coal until after the strike is over,

Tt is also stated that the Grand Trunk Railway Co., have

“announced the closing of their shops in this city for lack of _
coal, and that they have posted a notice on the Chicago Board
- of Trade that they will haul nomore freight out of thatcentre

until the strikeis over, as they need all their prosent supply
of coal to run their passenger trains.

In the United States the effect is still more severcly felts
The Chicago, Burlington & Quiney railroad has had to take
off a number of ifs tvains. At Port Richmond, Pa., a flect of
coal carrying vessels is lying idle from. the sane cause, while
the railroads in the coal-producing regions have greatly re-
duced their train service. In New York the scarcity of soff
coal has ecaused heavy imports of Welsh bituminous coal.
The Berwind White Coal Co. has ordered 15,000 tons of coal
from Cardiff, and 5,000 tons from Nova Scotia, and other
orders are being cabled daily; and yet the strikers exhibit the
same determined spirit as ever. They will not work them-
selves, nor will they permit any one elss to work, and they do
not seruple to use murder, violence, and intimidation, to at-
tain their ends. They still cling to the hope that the stress
of the demand for coal from the railroads ‘and factories will
force the operators to accede to their demands. In the mean-
time the dearness and lack of fuel threatens to kill what little
improvement in the industrial situation there is, and it -ig
doubtful if the wider business distress and consequont failuves
the strike has produced will not more than offsot any telilpo-
rary advantage they may succeed in obtaining through it.

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a reconsideration by some leading authoutles as to
whether the cause of the troubleis in any degree due to
the supposed growing searcity of the world’s supply. of
gold as is claimed in certain quarters.

In the more precious metal there has been a remark-
ahle increase during the last three years. Between the
time of the gold discoveries in California and Australia
and the ontbreak of the Franco-German war, the yield
of the American, Australian and Russian mines was ex-
traordinary, and most economists predicted that the
purchasing power of gold would fall as steadlly as that
of silver had fallen after the discovery in America, and

“that silver would consequently rise in purchasing

power. . We quote from one of our London exchanges.

Alittle while before the breaking out of the war be-
tween France and Germany, the mines in America and
Australia began to grow less productive. = Surface min-
ing proved too precarious to he carried on upon a large
scale any longer, and the cost of deep mining inereased
rapidly. All through the following decade the produe-
tion eontinued to decline, and in the first five years of
the eighties the average annual yield was only about
194 millions sterling. In this period the decrease from
the greatest production after the discoveries in the two
great gold-bearing continents amounted to fully 30 per
cent. in round numbers. It is a matter of common
knowledge that the falling off in the production of gold
was almost contemporaneous with a vast increase in the
demand for the metfal for coinage purposes all over
Burope and America, and in consequence the'purchasing
power of gold rose rapidly. In other words, prices fell
so seriously hetween 1873 and 1879 as to cduse a crisis
all over the world. :
—About-1887 -the production in South - Africa, which
previously had been quite unimportant, began to in-
crease, and since then it has-surpassed all expectations.
As late as 1888 the total production of South Africa
was under a quarter of a million sterling. Last year
the total production was over 5% millions sterling ; and
sinee this year began, the production has continued to
inerease in a satisfactory way.

Furthermore, the crisis in Auastralia, by putting an
end to the lavish expenditure on the part of legisla-
tures and municipalities and so making employment
scarce in the towns, has compelled working men to
migrate in large numbers to the mining districts, and
there has been in consequence a very considerable in-
crease in the output of gold in Australia. At the same
time, western Australia has proved to be very rich in
gold, and the most sanguine hopes are already enter-
tained that the production there will nearly rival that
of Victoria itself.

Lastly, the sharp fall in silver, and the failure of the
Sherman Act in the United States, have diverted hoth

‘labor and eapital from silvér-mining to gold-mining in

the States, with the result that the output there has
also very considerably decreased. The director of the
United States Mint givés the total yield of the Ameri-

"can mines last year at somewhat more than 1,597,000

fine ounces—an inerease compared with the preceding
year of 142,000 ounces, and the value is estimated
at almost 36 millions of dollars. A Melbourne
(Australia) authority gives the yield of all the Austra-
lian colonies last year as very little less than that of

- the United States, or about 35 millions of dollars.

South Africa comés third with somewhat over 1,500,000

fine ounces ; Russin fourth with "rather less: than 1%

million fine ounces ; while all other comitries of the
world together yield nearly, but not quite, as much as
Russia. The total value of the world’s production is
thus estimated in round figures at about 152 millions
of dollars, or about 55 millions of dollars more than
the average of the five years ended 1885, or ne'nly 60
per cent.

"There seems to be no reason to doubt that the in-

"erease will. be maintained. So far as South Africa is

concerned, everything now points to a very greabin-
crease of the production, while the -depression on the
continents of America and Australia will skimulate
both the mine-owners and the working classes to turn
out as mueh as they possibly can. It is not unreason-
able, therefore, to expect that the présent year will
witness close on double that of the average of the first
five years of the eighties. Should this expectation be
realized, prices must rise, and the purchasing power of
gold—which has been enhanced so considerably during
the past quarter of a’century—will%stop advancing and
then begin to decline. In other words general prices
will recover, and with the recovery in geneml prices a -
new stimulus will be given to enterprise of all kinds,
and the world may hope for more prosperous trade than™
has been witnessed in the years immediately following
the Franco-German war. It is not improbable tlmt
Mr., Van Horne may have argued in this channel in
saying (if he ever did so) that wheat is likely to reach
the extraordinary figure which he has predicted.

THE CHEESE OUTLOOK.

If the official returns are correct there were few more
profitable undertakings last year than dairy farming.
According to the government experts there was $172,-
000,000 invested in dairy farming, and, as it is admitted
that a gross return of $18,000,000 or nearly 8 per cent.,
was made to the farmers by the manufactnre of cheese
alone, beside the reburns from hutter, eggs, milk, and
live stock, it can readily be seen that the lines of the
dairy farmer in Canada have fallen in pleasant places.

And yet he is not satisfied. Bub then the farmer and
the factory man never are. They -always feel certain
that the buyer is getting the hest of .them. In what

~way they are not quite certain; for they know that they

are just as well posted as to the movement of the mar-
kets as he is, and just as eager to secure the slightest
advantage. Bnt if they have to sell at 10%, simply be-
cause they cannot get more, they argue at once that
the buyer has robbed them of a sixteentl, if not of an
eighth. They know this is so because he is well-
dressed, wears immaculate linen, has a gold watch and

~chain, and a general air of gentlemanliness and city

breeding which they do not possess. With all these

ndvantwes he is, of course, too mueh for the poor in- x

nocent countryman. This theory they find so comfort-
ing that they cling to it and air it upon all possible oc-
casions, regardless of the fact that nowadays the inno-
cent farmer is fully the equal of his town bred competi- .
tor in command of information and shrewdness, and
that, if unserupulous dealers ever did find it éasy to im-

- pose upon agriculburists in the old days, it certainly is

not now. No doubt in these days of keen competition,
huyers are compelled to cut prices very closely; but if
there are buyers who sealp on weight and cavil at qual-

- ity, there are also factory men who will ship a few in- -
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ferior hoxes in a first class lot and who are not as parti-
cular about their weights as they might be. .In most
instaneces it is a case of diamond cut dizinond; but where
a factoryman has the reputation of heing-honest and
straightforward, and of making good cheese, he rurely
fails to secure top price for 1t_i'.1om‘,hisfsupposed:enemy
the buyer.

"That the profitable nature of the cheesetrade is heing
daily more and more recognized is shown by the amount
of expansion it exhibits. New factories are starting in
districts hitherto unsupplied, and the development of
territories affording a good supply of milk, which have
hitherto been debarred by their distance from establish-
ed factories, is thus being proceeded with. The fact
thab last yenr there ‘were facbories which paid their
patrons from $300 ‘to "$700 cach for their milk, has
shown the farmer liow Tuerative this branch of his labor
is. He has’learned to produce the greatest quantity of
milk in"the ‘most ‘economical "manner, ‘and considering
thab prices for'cheese ‘opened fully § eent per pound
higher this year than last, in spite of the prospeets of
amuoch larger May make, it looks as if he’would reap
much’larger reburns.  In"fach the estimate of $16,000.-
000 for this one branch of dairy farming does nob seem
to be so far out of the way after all. :

As to the increasing disposition of the Hnglish im-
porbersito purchase divech ab the country markets in-
stead of  from the Montbreal exporters, upon which so
much sbress “has heen laid in certain quarbers, it has not
wanilested itself very markedly as yet. No doubt there
is a tendency to bring-the maker and the consumer
more ¢losely together in ‘clicese ns in everything else;
bub it has not yet reached such dimensions as to inter-
fere with the trade of ! our -buyers nnd exporbers.. For
many years to come, the bulli'of the trade will continue
in the hands of those staunch and reliable firms who
have aided it to rise to its present piteh of prosperity,
and it is well hoth for the ‘farmer and the factoryman
that it should continue so.

THE PROVINCIAL TAX.

The unanimous decision of the Court of Review that
the Provineial Act 55-56 Victoria, by which traders and
manufacturers in this provinee are obliged to talke ouf
licenses and pay certain fees to the collector of inland
revenue, is constitutional, disposes of the last hope of
its opponents, and shouldinduce those’who have not yet
complied with its provisions to abandon further opposi-
tion to this absolute neeessiby and follow the example
of their fellow-citizens who have already long since
paid up.

The test ease was deeided by Mr. Justice Tait in
January” last, and -from this decision,”Mr. Fortier, who
refused to pay the double license fee demanded from
himunder the ‘Act, appealed to the Conrt of Review.
The'ease'was argued before a full bench composed of
Judges Jette, Tascherean, Gill, Loranger,”
and de Lorimier. M. Forbier's counsel urged that the
Act was unconstitutional heeaunse it is a regulation of

trade ¢ and commerce; because it levies an 1nduect bax;:

and because, assuming that the taxwas such a one as by

its nature could be levied by a local legislature, it was-

not levied in & legal or constitutional manner.

Tn delivering ]udgment Mr. Justice Jette said that -

the first and sccond grounds might be very briefly dis-
posed of, as they had already been fully discussed in the
© commercial corporations® cases, in the Parsons case and

Tait, Davidson,.

in"the Severn case. The Court of Review, following
the authority of the 'Judicial],Committee -of “the Privy
Council and of the [Supreme’Court in those cases, now
holds that the provineial statute in question is not an
interference’with trade’and’commerce, nor does it create
an indirect’tax, * The word “{license’;is used in the act,
but the trader is not prohibited from carrying on his
business without having firstTobtained a license, nor can
his business he stopped on this account. At most the
tax amounted to a simple debt recoverable by the Gov-
ernment in the courts. _The third ground remained to
be considered—its inequitable apportionment. Equality
of taxation is the object to*be "attained, but absolute
equality is not necessary’to support] the constitutional-
ity of a tax act. The legislature does not deprive itself
of its power by abusing it. As their Lordships of the
Privy Council remarked in the commercial corporations’
cases: “ Whether this method of assessing a tax is
sound or unsound, wise or unwise, is a poinf_on which
their Lordships have no opinion and are not called on
to form one, for, as it does not carry fhe taxation ouf
of the provinee, it is for the legislature and not for
courts of law, to judge of its expediency.” Mis Honor
cited numerous authorities to the same effect, and also
to show that’the authorify of Parliament is supreme in
matters of public policy, and cannot be interfered with
by the courts.

This decision places the constitutionality of the Act
beyound a peradventure, and it would be well, then, for

- those who have not yet paid the license fees assessed

upon them, to do so as promptly and cheerfully as pos-
sible. No doubt it forms a serious burden upon the
mercantile erterprise of this city at a most unwelcome
moment; but it must be remembered that the tax is not
a permanent one, aud that it is only resorfed o as an
emergent measure rendered necessary by the crippled
condition of the provineial finances at the expulsion of
the Mercier administration. It is no fault of the Hon.
I. O; Taillon, the Hon. J. 8. Hall, or of their colleagues
in office, that some such measure was inevitable. The
reckless extravagance of their predecessors left them no
other course. Although pledged to a policy of economy
they were compelled to raise money with which to re-
pair the breach in the provineial credit .caused by the
previous régime. The means they took to do so were
the only ones immediately available, and therefore, al-
though they bear hardly upon an already overburdened
portion of the community, it is the duty of good citizens
to acquiesce in what is now the law of the land. That
the premier will redeem his pledge to abolish this tax
the moment he is able to do so, there is no reason to
doubt. The policy of economy he outlined at his ac-
ceptmce of office he has faithfully adhered to. The
provinee is slowly but steadily: regaining its credit in
foreign markets, and straightening out its liabilities at
home. Tf, then, the mer clnnts will pay in their assess-
ments, as by law they are called upon to do, they will
not only ameliorate the financial condition of Quebec,
but save themselves much useless annoyance and ex-
penditare. Further refusal can only result in disaster.

Retum of traflic week ending Mdy 12th, 1894: :
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OUR SISTER COLONY. :

The presence of the Hon. Robt. Reid, one of the Cabi-
net of Victoria, Australia, in this country, and the fact
that the long-talked of Australo-Canadian conference,
to which heis a delegate, will take place at Ottawanext
month, has aroused among us an unusual interest in
Australasian affairs, and ‘as the knowledge of the aver-
age Canadian of the true position of England’s second
. largest colony is somewhat vague, perhaps a brief re-

view of the financial status of the seven Australasian
colonies, as given in the banking returns for the last
three months of 1893, may not prove uninteresting at
the present moment.

Of course the figures exhibit the effects of the erisis
which took place last April and May in a ‘most unmis-
takable manner. The deposits at the end of December
were only £101,021,314, as against £113, 553,700 at the
end of March, or a decrease of £12,582,295, (equivalent
to sixty-two and a half millions of dollars) in nine
months, while the loans during the same period de-
clined £8,715,198, or about forty-three and a half mil-
lions. These figures show very distinetly the severity
of the depression through which the banks passed, and
although the ealls made upon their shareholders for
new capital have heen fairly well met, signs of exhaus-
tion are not wanting, and the extreme difficulty in dis-
posing of bank shares shows how thoroughly the
general public has lost eonfidence in them.

The mercantile and agrieultural outlook in Austra-
lasia is also much less favorable than it is in Canada.
The wool season has closed not only without any im-
provement in prices but with an absolute decline ; and
the fact that the elip of 1893-4 was 1,860,000 bftles, or
the largest on record, is hardly likely to improve the
situation. Since 1888-9 the wool clip has steadily
grown until it is now 83 per ecent. larger than it was
five years ago, while the average value per hale has
fallen from £15§ to £114, or twenty-six per cent. ; so
that the value of the 1,860,000 bales clipped this year
was over a million dollars less than that of 1889 when
the clip was 465,000 bales smaller. In other words the
production of wool has inereased far more rapidly than
the consumption, and hence the true reason of the fall
in prices is directly apparent without the neceasity of
attributing it to the practical demonetization of silver
as the upholders of the bi-metallic standard would fain

“have us do.

T'o offset the decline in wool, sheep-farmers have paid
more abtention to the by-products of pastoralism.
Boiling down has been extremely active, and, as the
market price for tallow ruled high in 1893, nearly 52,-
100 tons were exported at remunerative figures. Frozen
mutfon was exported to the extent of 605,000 carcasses,
as against 207,000 carcasses in 1890, and freezing works
are now going up all over the grazing disbriets. The
trade in sheepskins also shows steady growth, and
these, and other similar by-produetsof the sheep, largely

" compensated for the decline in“wool, while the rigid
economy and improved management induced by neces-
sity, will enable the farmiers to feel at onee the benefit
of the slightest rise in the value of the staple,

Like our farmers in the Northwest, the Australian
agriculturists have suffered severely from the low
prices for wheat ruling all over the world. TFor the
larger portion of their crop they received only from 42

to 44 ceﬁtsper bushel, and so much have they suffered '

that it is-felt that, while wheat may be a.profitable

crop in the easily worked soil of the Mallee distriet, it
has received a decided check in South Australia, and "
that a largely reduced exportable surplus is certain  to
result. In fact Australasia is just emerging from a
period of depression quite as severe as that which ruled
in the United States. She is emerging more slowly,
beeause she has not the vast natural resources and con- -
sequent recuperative power of our neighbors across the
border, and it will take some time yet before her
finances are upon a substantial basis and public confi-
dence is restored.

THE CANADIAN WOOLLEN TRADE.

The evils which beset the cotton industry, prior to . :@:
the present working arrangement, are being experienced - *
with equally ill effects by the woollenand tweed manu-
facturers. It was found by the cotton men that so
soon as an abtractive line of goods was a prompt seller,
other mills would change their machinery to produce a
similar article, narrower perhaps in the width and
cheaper in material, but so made as to enable n cut to. .-
be made on the price of the original fabrie, while in  -*
appearance it looked the same to a careless buyer. o

It is useless to comment on the folly of such a sys- .
tem of competition, as this is self evident, and the. .
effects must soon be seen in such a comparatively small -
market. The manufacturers would certainly be better = ::
off in the long run by avoiding such tactics, and culti-
vating a feeling of espritde corps.” This would be even
bettel in the pubhc estimation than attempting to eure . &
such evils by a combine. This rushing into the mar- =~
ket of something similar, but inferior, at o lower price, ~
soon causes a glub in the market which is loaded down
with alot of badly manufactured goods. = The consumer
having bought them one season recognizes them.as'
being a Canadian product, and as they were so unsatis
factory he buys no more domestic goods, hut paysan -
extra price for imported stock. 'There is no good reason
why superior eloth, woollens, and yarns, should not be
made in Canada and sold under their own; name, hut it/
is just this kind of heggarly competition which_haé dis
credited our goods.

The wholesale buyer, we are told, has also got into
the pernicious habit of giving clippings taken from-one
mill sheets to another mill to copy and make ata lower -
price, if possible, and as an inducement to give a cut of -
2%e a yavd, promises a large order. Such a bait should :
be promptly refused by the manufacturer, as it tends to -
grind him down and keep him working on low priced -
goods, while the buyer continues to import the better
qualities. He knows that the Tine offered is ]Jemg’ .
made at a mill specially fitted for the purpose, and that, -
in ruining his neighbors trade, he injuges himself and
the iudustry atb lnrge. Under the more business like *:
system indicated each mill will gradually, as in othe
countries, find its own specialline, and get larger orders
on one line’and pattern. This is this the way to lessen
cost of production, make more perfect goods and raise
the standard of Canadian woollens.. It .is a mistake
for a small mill to tinker away at too many lines, con
tinnally changing machinery and setting the employees .
to new work \vhlch they take some tlme to (lo qulckly
and expertly,

The present time is specmlly opportune for a con
siderafion of the pzoblems affecting the woollen mdu§
try, as the changes in the tarlﬁf are likely to caus
keener competltlon from Emope Loceal jealousies and
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unfuair competition among the mills themselves will
have to become a thing of the past if our mills are to re-
main in operation. Without donbt the proposed
change from compound to purely ad valorem duties will
seriously embarrass the tweed, blanket and yarn manu-
factorics. In the opinion of a well-informed trader
* they will not be able to snccessfully compete with the
shoddy goods of Huddersfield and Dewsbury unless the
Governnient takes the duby off .coal, machinery nand
other articles now taxed and used as raw material.

This is having a depressing elfect on the price of
domestic wools, and on the woollen trade in gencral.

Home competition has reduced the price of Canadl'm
tweeds, nnd blankets and yarns to the lowest possible
point, and if the Canadian mills are subjected to com-
petition under an ad valorem duty with England, France
and Germiny, where machinery and all raw material are
free of duty, it simply means shutting up some of the
mills. [n my opinion this change in this tariff will
only henelit the importing and ready-made clothing
trade.”

‘I'he specalation in Canadian wools on acecount of the
passing of the Wilson bill may not be a bonanza, as
United States domestic wools ave about as low as ours.
The Amecricans, it should be remembered, are nob
changing their tariff on wools to give the Canadian
wool growers more money for their clip, but simply to
give the manufacbarers of the United States free wool,
at the lowest possible price, in competition w1th English
and foreign wool markets.

COLD STORAGE AT MORRISBURG.

The importance of reliable cold storage to the bubter
and cheese trade can hardly be overestimated, and hence
the greatest interest was taken by the export trade of
this eity in the very complete new cold storage ware-
house erceted by Messrs. Fager, Denesha and Howard at
Morrishburg,—so much so, that a number of prominent
buyers and shippers made a specia] trip to Morrishurg,
in order to inspect it thoroughly and to ascertain its
convenicnees and eapaciby for the purpose named. They
were not dlsappomted

The warchouse is built apon the newest and most ap-
proved plans. It contains cold storage space for 300

carloads of produce, hesides 1500 tons of ice for refrig-
erating purposes. Lt is close to the main line of the
Grand Trunk Railway and has railway tracks on each
side of it. The produce isfirst veceived in alarge airy
room fibbed with the necessary hoists. Next to this is
the cooling room, where the temperature at the time
of the visit was 48 degrees, intended to prepare the
goods aboub to be put into the real cold storage. The
degree of cold*in this room is regulated by the down
current of air from the ice-bed above, and may be in-
creased or diminished by means of cut-off valves, Next
* to this is the first bubter room, capable of accommodat-
ing 15,000 packages of butter. [t is fitted with four
sets of windows, double-glazed, and contains a series of
brine eylinders into which a mixture of salé and ice is
poured to guarantee o permanent temperature of any
degree wanted. - At the time of the visit only a few of
the cylinders were filled, yet the temperature was 34
degrees. In bubter room No. 2, most of the tanks were
full, and the temperature was 33 degrees, 'I'hisroom is
-capable of holding 20,000 tubs of butter. Then came
“room No. 3, where the temperature was only 24 deglees, or

. the same date.

cight degrees below freezing point. This room canalso
'Lccommod'lte 20,000 tubs of hutter, which makes a total
of 55,000 tubs as the capacity of the butter floor.

On the first flat ave the cheese rooms, which are regu-
lated at 82 degrees—the proper temperature for cheese.
This flat will hold 30,000 packages of cheese, and forms
an ideal storage for this great staple of dairy produce.
On the next is the mammoth ice chamber, 97 feet long
by 40 feet wide, and eontaining 1,500 tous of ice. From.
this flat the tubes leading to the brine cylinders are
filled. These cylinders give the direct temperabure,
while the indirect cold current passes under the mass of
ice. The hot air is returned through the series of ven-
tilating tubes, and is forced over the surface of the
frozen mass, and thus is again delivered cold. Above
this are large roomy airy flats, suitable for the storage
of grain, seed potatoes and similar goods.

If the warehouse is admirably adapted for the pur-
pose for which it was designed, the three owners form
a combiuation that should render it a suceessful ven-
ture. Mr. Bager controls the output of 38 factories and
is a practical eheese man. Mr. Denesha is the construe-
tor of the elevator and thoroughly understands its worlk-
ing, while Mr. Howard, as local manager of the Mol-
son’s Banlk, can attend to the financial portion of the
husiness. In fact, if any three men could make the en-
terprise a success, these men can. They have the'advan-
tage of cheap ice, propinquity to the tracks, and a”thor-
ough practical knowledge of the produce they will
handle. It only needs the support of the surrounding
malkers fo render the warchouse a paying venture.

This they certainly should have; for it is in the in-
terest of the local cheesemen that the warehouse is
built:— The Montreal buyer has no need of it. He has
all the cold storage he wants in this city, DBut the
maker does. Up to the timeof its erection he was com-

“pelled to market his cheese week by weck, as if was

made, for lack of means to heep it at the proper tem-
perature, and thus he was at the mercy of the market.
Now he can hold it as long as he likes, and wait until
prices conre his way., This is what the new warehouse
means to him, and doubtless he will not be slow to recog-
nise the fact.

AMERICAN CROP REPORTS,

The roport of the U.S. Bureau on the condition of the erops
on the first of May was awaited with more than ordinary in-
terest, since it was known that the weather counditions had
not heen altogether favorable—a low. temperature and a
backward spring having in several sections been accompanied
by a long period of drought and high winds, raising appre-
honsions of damage to the growing planfs. The Burean
makes the goneral average of winter wheat for the whole
country 81.5, which is a little over five points lower than on
the 1st of April, when the condition wasreported 86.7. Even
at this figure it, is still six points higher than it was on the
fivst of May 1893, and in most sections the improvement over .
last year is really much more decided than these figures in-
dicate.

Winter rye, like winter \vhed.t has declined since the fivst
of Apnl Its average is siow 90.9 as against 94.4. . Barley,
owing to the dlouvht in California, whlch ias the punclpal
producing state, h'ls fallen to 62.3 against 86.6 last year.
The condition of spring pasbule is 92. 7 and of mowing lands
917, The proportion of spring plowing done by May ﬁlst is
reported at 63.5 per cent., against 734 per cent. last year at

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THE OUTLOOK IN BUSINESS.

Nothing has been more characteristic of the past few
weels than the tendency of many business men, the moment
they were approached with the query of “ Well ! How's
trade ?” to dvop the pleasant prosperous smile from their
faces, and with a melancholy mien to ejaculate: * Nothing
doing,” “ Never so flat before,” * No money in the country,”
“Can't get a cent,” ete, ete, ete.” In order fo find out how
much of this presumed depression was genuine, and how

‘much of it was due to the spirit of croaking that recently has

become almost a “fad" in certain commercial circles, the
staff of the Jourwar or Coxyercr were dispatched to inter-
view customers of this paper in the various linesof trade, and
to ascertain from them their actual experience as to the
volume of business and its comparison with that of last year,
the percentage of paper met upon the fourth of last month,
and the condition of payments as theyhad found it practically
in their business. Of course every large house in the city
could not be seen in time ; but a sufficient proportion of the
most important houses in each branch of trade were inter-
viewed to give a clear and veliable sammayry of the experience
of this city. The result was that the talk about *“hard
times,” *“no business doing,” ete., was discovered to be more
or less a sympathetic reflection of the depression across the
line, having little basis of fact in Canada.

It is true that most houses report a shrinkage of from three
to ten per ceut. in the volume of business. But thisis due to
the weeding out of weak houses, and the greater care exer-
cised in opening new acconnts. As a leading drygoods mer-
ehant tersely put it, *Houses that are doing more business
this year than last are taking greater visks. If they are at
all conservative in their methods, they are doing less.” But
this does not show that business is any worse this year ; it
simply shows that most houses ave exercising greater
caution. -

The individual experience of the firms interviewed is best
paragraphed.as follows :—

One of the leading drygoods firms in fhis eity said : “ Our
year begins upon the first of December and, up to the first of
the present month, both our business and our, collections were
ahead of those of the corresponding period of last year. On
the fourth we were surprised to find that 76 pev cent. of onr
paper was met. Since then collections have not proved so
good, and for the present week they fall under those of the
corresponding week in 1893."

Another large dry goods house, on St. Panl street said :
“ The volume of our Dbusiness is less this year ; but then our
losses are less also. DMoney is cerfainly slow just now, and will
continue to besountil the farmers get reburns for their butter

~and cheese. Next month, when the money thus earned comes

into civeulation, things will be better. In the meantime we
have nothing to complain of.”

A leading St. Helen street house said : “ Business is quiet
and less in volume then that of last year.. Payments on the
fourth were only fairly met, and throughout they have been
poor ; but not so much worse than those of last year that we
need to grumble.”

A large woollen firm, on Vlctou'm square, said: *Our
trade tlu, year fell in volume about five per cent. under that
0£1893. Collections ave probably 15 per cent. worse, and
trade is decidedly poorver. Of the paper falling. due on the
last fourth probably 55 per cent.was met at maturity.“

Aaother firm in the same line of business (who have re-
cently moved info magnificent new premises on. St. James
street) said : “OQur trade for the past six months is about
equal to that of the corresponding period of 1898, and our fall
-orders.ave a little ‘ahead of those of last year at this dale.

Payments have been very fair. About 70 per cent. of the -

bills maturing on the 4th of May, and 60 per cent of those
maturing on the 4th of April, were met promptly.”

The experience of the clothing trade was very similar. A~

large St. . James street house s*ud “Our . half-year closed on
the first of the month and we were then just three per cent.

behmd on the volume of trade comp'ued with tho ﬁut half
of 1893. The falling off was in British Columbia and the ’
Northwest Tenxtones where we are not pushing sales. In
the Maritime Provinces, too, the weather is agninst us. The
spring there is very backward. Thereis much snow in many
p'uts, and people are still wearing their winter clothing.
So far as payments.are concerned we found March and April
very fair ; butb collections fell off in May About 64 por
cent. of our paper was met on the fourth.”

A leading house in the same line on Nofre Dame street
said : ¢ Om trade is about five per cent. loss this year than
last. Payments of late have been very good ; but previous
to this we had found them poor. Probably a little more
than 50 per cent. of our customers' paper falling due on the
past fourth was telen up. The rest we had to carry.”

Passing to the boot and shoe trade, one of our wealthiest
manufacturers said : “Tam perfectly satisfied with the boot
and shoe business. My shipments for Aprilwere 50 per cent.
larger than those of the corresponding month of last year, and
the business of the six months ending on the first of this
month is fully ten per cent. better than that of the first half
of 1893, I have found collections fair. They arve quile as
good as those of last year.” : ‘

Another boot and shoe company were not quite so satisfied
with the situation, though they also spoke hopefully. They
said : “Trade is a little slow, but nothing to complain of.
We have not had our usual increase of business this year. In
fact it will fall a little behind that of 1893 ; but we ave still
better than in 1892, * We have simply not advanced ; that is
all. Money is slow ; but there is no ground for croaking.
The situation is satisfactory.”

The grocery trade speak in very similar terms. One St.
Peter street house said : * Our trade is about six per cent.
less in volume this year than last. During the first three
months of our year, (which commences in November) busi-
ness was very flat ;. but it is picked wp within the last three
months. I’ayments we cannot complain of ; for we have
been unusually caveful of late in opening new accounts.”:

A neighboring firm in the same line of Dbusiness corrobor-
ated this -view of the situation saying : “ Grocery firms are
not particularly anxious for a duplicate of the first four
months of 1894, The volume of business is very little less ;
but we have been annoyed by a number of small failures.

Owing to the number of travellers now upon the road, mer- - :

chants are too prone to overstock themselves in their desire to

give every firm a shave of their trade. Tt would be far bet< .

ter if they would follow the old custom of making their pur-
chases personally in the warehouse. Nowadays we have cus-
tomers that we have never seen. As fo payments, it is the
old old story. Good steady men with adequate capital pay
regularly. DBut speculative firms, who really work on our

capital, aud have nothing to lose, pay us when they feel like e

doing so.” .

In the fur trade opinions were divided. One leading St, -
Paul street firm said ; “Business is about 10 to 15 per eont.
less in volume than 1t was last year and the outlook for the

fall is much poover. Probably the whole year will showa -
) dechne of ten'per cont. Payments ave fair, although some of = .
our best accounts are asking for renewals ; possibly becmuso <
.they can use the money to greater advantage elsewhere,

Payments on the fourth, so far as we are concorned- . -
amounted to about 55 per cent. of the total falling due.”

situation. They said : “ Half of this cry of ‘hard times' i

been better. Payments we have found good—in Taot sur-

prisingly so, “considering that some sympathetic 1eact10n of
the depression in the United States might reasonably have
been expected here. o

Frasor V1ge1 & Co., retail grocers, who have 1ecent1y moved
into spacious new pxemlses on St. James Stxeet on bemg
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questioned as to the outlook for the retail trade, said : “Busi-
ness is good this year. The number of orders booked for sup-
plies for wealthy Americans visiting Canadian salmon streams
is far ahead of Just spring. In fact we shall have to work
every night till twelve o'clock, for a fortnight to come, in
ovder to fill them. 'Things are evidently better in the United
States, and bankers and brokers aro now ablo to gef away for a
holiday and are not compelled to keep their noses to the grind-
stone as they were a year ago. 5o far as loeal trade goes, we
cannob complain, and our American trade promises to be good.
Paymonts are a little slow;but nobmore so than usual. There
is plenty of money in the city, and as the summer draws on,
and the present timidity wears off, it will come out into ciren-
lation.”

The same condition of aifairs is reported in the west. To a
representative of this paper a lending Toronto hardware house
said:  * Chrumblers and eronkers make every ome think that
things are much=worse than they are. 'We are selling just
as mneh as we did in what are now talked of as hetter times,”

Iiese opinions represent those of the leading men in each

PROFLT TN WHEAT GROWING.

Tho position of the wheat grower in Kansasis not so bad as
it has heen pictnred by the populist politicians.  According to
the figures of the Stafe stalistician, the average cost of wheat,
in the sack, is 35 cenls per bushel to the farmer. 'Thisis

based on a yield of 12 bushels to the acre which is far less.

than an ordinary crop. Now. the average price paid for
whoat in farmers hands in Kansas for the past five years has
been 58 cents a bushel, which leaves him a margin of 23 cenls
for profif, or nearly 60 per cenf. This does not look as if
whoat weie an nnprofitable crop.  Another fact that should
not bo lost sight of by the Enrmer is that a bushel of wheat in
1894 will lmy more of the hecessaries of lifo than wonld a
bushel of $1.25 wheat fifteen or twcn{y yearsago. Therefore,
practically, wheat has rvisen in price, since its purchasing

power is greater; and the same is {rue of cotton, corn, ete.”

They will all buy more now than fhey ever did before, be-
causo #ll othor things have gono down in price, including
grocories, dry goods, hardware, machinery, clothing—every-
thing that a family consumes.

THE QUEENS HOTEL, HALIFAX.

THE BANK OF MONTREAL.

The statement of the business of the Bank of Montreal for
the year ending on the 30th April last, has just been made
public. - Naturally the earnings show a decrease from those °
of the two preceding years. But the fact that the total earn-
ings of the year are only $12,000 under those of its two im-
mediate predecessors, in spite of the depression that prevailed
during most of the peviod during which they were accumu-
lated, points out very distinetly the steadiness of the bank’s
income. It proves that the dividends are as fixed ds those on
government debentures, and that the fluctuations in the earn-
ing powoers, which ordinarily embarrass managers, can be
minimised in the case of an institution possessing such enor-
mous rosources as the Bank of Montreal.

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THIS YEAR'S WOOL CLIP.

Writing on the position and prospects of Canadian wool-
growers, Mr. Jon Hallam says, in his annual circular, that,
so far, nothing is definitely known about the coming wool
clip, or the prices it is likely to realize.

The delay at Ottawa in settling the tariff on woollen goods
has ereated an industrial uncertainty and a want of confidence
in the future of the trade. The proposed change in the tariff
from compound to purely ad valovem duties will seriously
embarrass the tweed, blanket and yarn manufactories. They
will not be able to successfully compete with the shoddy goods
of Huddersfield and Dewshury under the proposed change,
unless the government fake the duty off coal, machinery and
other articles now taxed and nused as raw material. This is

having a very depressing effect on the price of our domestic '

wools and on the woollen trade in general. Home competi-
tion has reduced the price of Canadian tweeds, blankets and
yarns to the lowest possible point, and if the Canadian mills
are subjected to the keen competition of these goods under an
ad valorem duty with England, France and Germany where
machinery and all raw material ave free of duty, it simply
means shutting up some of the mills in this country. In his
opinion this change in the tariff will only benefit the import-
ing and ready made clothing trades. The passing of the Wil-
son Bill will not affect the prices of Canadian wools as the
domestic wools of the United States are now as low, if not
Iower than in Canada, but notwithstanding this, My, Hallam
fears that there will be some specnlation that may raise the
price of our domestic wools beyond their present values, rely-
ing on the expectation that when the duties are taken off in

" the United States, the price will rise. The Americans arenot

changing their taviff on wools to give the Canadian wool
growers more money for their elip, but simply to give the
manufacturers of the United States free wool ab the lowest
possible price in competition with English and foreign wool
markets, and it the dealers and manufacturers through the

- --country-can only realize this fact, the clip of 1894 will be

_bought at fully 10 to 15 per cent. less than in 1893.

Most of the elip of 1893 is still in the hands of dealersand
unsold. During the last twelve months large quantities of
wool and sheepskins, the product of the United States, have
found their way into Canada at prices much lower than our
domestie wools and sheepskins could be sold for here. He ad-
vises caution in buying the Canadian clip, as no money has
been made out of Canadian wool for three or four years past.

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JUMPING THE WENCE.

Complaing is heard among merchants and othoers handling
articles which are also manufactured in the United States,
that Canada is now heing floodoed with various lines of goons
from over the border, more especially perhaps in metals and
hardware. Fven the paper tvade is feeling the competition,
notwithstanding the height of our tariff. As an instance of
this we notiee that common “news” paper, the quality em-
ployed by the dailies and country newspapers, is being
shipped to Canada and sold here as low as three cents per
pound. [h would veally seem that even a much higher rate
of duly will not avail against the modern methods introduced
for the purposes of greater economy in manufacture. The
inventive ingenunity of the American never rests, although
from the numbor of patents issued to Canadian inventors
avory wooek, as shown by the lists given in onr eolumns, our
own people would seem to ho but little in the rear. *-There is
nothing more true than what was said by a writer after the
Tast exposition in Paris—that the fivst thonght that striles a
Yankee afler examining a new kind of machine or other
arbicl of use, is how it may he manufactured at about half
the cost. T'his well-known charactovistic of our neighbors ac-
comnted for the wnivillingnoess of many British manufacturers
to exhibit recently at Chicago. The renewed efforts of Am-
oricans to introduee their goods in Canada—io add to the 50
or 60 millions worth we buy from them yearly—is shown by
the inereased number of U.S. advertisements in our columns,
for their travollers ave not by any means indifferent to the
fact that the Joyrsar or Cosyerer is read in‘every eity, town,
and village that they visit. The following civenlar from a
Philadelphia house is an example of other efforts to veach the
retail trade in this country: :

OREDITORS' MEETINGRZ
To the Eprror oF JouryaL oF COMMERCE, Montreal.

Drar Sir,~—Mr. Thos, R, Johnson, accountant, is .right in say-
ing as he does in the JourNaL or CoMMERCE of the 11th inst.
that ereditors make a great mistake in selecting lawyers instead
of merchants to represent them at creditors’ meetings; and you,
Mr. Bditor, are wrong in saying that “such sweeping condemna-
tion of the lawyers as Mr. Johnson makes is unjust to the very
‘many hionorable members of the profession.”

No estate is wound up without the employment of Inwyers.
They have their functions; confine them within their limits. No
dollar-and-cent good results from lawyers to creditors. Every
debtor suffers by their connection with an estate unless he stands
in with a lawyer. Bvery creditor loses by their admissiontoa
voice in dealing with matters connected with an estate.

If ¥ merchants when present at such meetings’are influenced
by good intentions,” so much the greater reason why they should
attend the mestings of creditors. They are practical. When they
have no inimical axe of their own to grind, their action is to make
the most out of dn estate for 'all concerned. With lawyers the
wction is to malke the most they can for themselves; and as law-
yors representing differentlinterests at a meeting can, and do, un-

der the shield of professional etiquette, things that a layman:

would not dare to do.

They make laws through the legislatures to do justice, and pro-
cedures to delay and defeat it. That privciplo extends into their
practico with estates, and tho trustees are too often “ blamed” for
the acts of lawyers. . L.

That the case cited by Mr. Johuson is not exceptional, T lknow
1 can cite some cases of extreme injury, cases in which the fruits
to creditors were thrust aside that the lawyers might have their
fill, with nothing in the end to the creditors, life ‘injury to the
debtor, and prejudice to the trustee,

On one oceasion when standing on the floor of a court room
when a company was being put into friendly liquidation for a
purpose and reovganization, intended to be within 60 days, oneof
the limbs of the law said—*Tom Jounes had better take a trip to
Burope.,”—“Why he will be wanted before he can get back,”
« No, tell him to go to Burope or any other place for all summer
he won't be wanted, lnwyers are not such ¢ blamed’ fools as to let
2o u rich ostate in 60 days.” And [ say the people are no better
for trusting them.

The exceptions in the profession prove the rule; and he, who

only is omniscient, can havdly make selection of an honest lawyer
before the bar or upon the bench, . :

"The country and continent are snffering from bad legislation
and judicial encouragement to wrong' doing, for which they are
responsible, C P ‘ .

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© NATURAL GAS.

The total value of the natural gas con”

sumed in the United States in 1893 was
$14,346,260, as compared with $14,800,714
in 1802, higher prices in 1898 being as-
signed as the cause of the decrease. But
it appears from the report also that the
consumption of the gas is being confined
more and more to domestic use, the only
state in which its use for manufacturing
purposes increased during 1893 being
Indiana, Moreover, there has beena note-
worthy decline in the use of the gas
generally, The year 1888 saw the high
water mark in the value of the gas used,
the amount for that year being put at §22,-
920,875, which was over $8,000,000 in excess
of the consumption for 1898.

It appears that all the states show a fall-
ing off in the value of coal or wood dis-
placed by the use of gas. The amount of
this reduction in Pennsylvania was $420,-
000 in Ohio $48,000, and Indiana about
$1,300. The reported number of feet of
pipe laid increased during the year to 11,-
989,057 in Pennyslvania, 5,720,378 in In-
diana, and- 1.404,098 in Ohio, The largest

roduction of the gas in Pennsylvania wus
Iéli),282,3’75 in 1888, since which it has
fallen to $5,488,000. Ohio showed the
largest falling off in production for the
year, In 1892 the amount was $2.136,000,
while in 1893 it went down to $1,510,000,

As 13 well known, the most Important
natural gas fleld is in Indiana, whose esti-
mated area of productive gas territory is
about 2,500 square miles. While the sup-
ply is falling far below the demand in other
large gas flelds, it is declared to be well
sustained in Indiana, and supplies are being
obtained from the state by factories located

* in other gas territories. The value of the

product consumed in the state in 1898 was
$6,718,000, against $4,716,000 in 1802. Gas
consumed in - Kentucky was valued at
$68,500, and in California at $62,000, Mr.
Weeks’ report indicates that, in addition to
the three states mentioned, the gas is fonnd
“Inconimevreidl " quantities in New Yorlk,
Tllinois, Kansas, Missouri, West Virginia,
Texas, Arkansas, New Mexico, Utah, South
Dakota, Tennessee and Wisconsin,

THE VALUE OF CHARACTER.
Thero is no absolute protection agaiost
the swindlers who prey upon the commun-
ity. They would steal if there was no law
against i, bnt to keep out of prison they
will gather in their gaing without violating
any legal requirement or subjecting them-

selves to any legal penalty, The best safe-
guard is to give more aitention to char-
acter. A good name always has a mercan-
tile value, but in the rush and jostling of
men eager for gain it is not as highly esti-
mated as it ought to be, nor taken into suffi-
cient account in the granting of credits,
A merchant in this city received a consign-
ment of wheat from a person in the coun-
try with whom he had no private acquaint-
ance. ITe made a liberal advance upon it,
and when he had sold it he paid the con-
signor the balance, It turned out that the
Intter had no valid title to the wheat, and
when the case was submitted the judge de-
cided that the consignee, in spite of the
fact that he had received the consigument,
and settled for it in good faith, must pay
its value over again to the real owner, *-The
casc was carried to the Court of Appeals
and the judgment was sustnined. When
the merchant demanded what security
a commission dealer lhad in his business
if he could be compelled to pay twice for
a lot of produce sent to him for sale, was .
aiswered that he must see to it that the
eonsignor was-a - man of good character
who had not appropriated another person’s

goods, As the sender of the grain did not
ask for credit, the merchant supposed that
it was unnecessary to inquire concerning
the man’s character, But he gained some
knowledge by that very costly experience.
If all debts for which securities were not
pledged at the time they were contracted
were debts of honor, and there was nolegal
process for enforeing their payments, there
would be far less money lost through
broken credits than there is at present, and
a premium would be put on integrity. A
man without means, but with a gaod char-
acter, would find that the latter was worth
more to him than a large bank account
would be in a less honorable name, The
way to obtain credit then would be to de-
serve it, and the man who would not pay
his debts when he had the means would Le
ruled off the course, while he who was
willing but unable to pay could not be hin-
dered by a single hard-hearted creditor
from engrging in business, to retrieve his
fortune.  Instead of a bankrupt law we
wonld repeal the enforcing act and let all
debtors pﬁy when they could or when they
would. Te who would, but could not, and
he who could but would not, may seem to
stand on the same level without the com-
pelling statute, but the difference between
them would be us wide as that between
honesty in misfortune and a knavish abun-
dance. Weighed in the same scales the
latter would surely kiek the beam.

HISTORY OF THE INCOME TAX.
The origin of taxes in Britain is shronded

“in“mystery:We had a coinage in Kent at -

least a century before the advent of the
Romansg, so that there was probably some
rude system of taxation, though no doubt
the chiefs lived for a great part ou the
produce of their own lands. Under the
Romans taxes appear to have been levied
in kind, usually a tenth of. the produce.
The cattle were taxed at so much a head,
and there was algo a poll-tax on individuals,
the human beings. -
Under the Saxons the king received, in
each shire, a contribution from the produce
cf the public or folk land, and this, with
oertain fines, was, during peace, sufficient
for the maintenance of the Court. Ad-
ditional taxes were imposed from time to
time by the ¢ WWitenagemot,” the shire

forming the unit of rating, and being

assessed according to the number of hun-
dreds it contained.

Under the Normgns no new form of
taxation was at first imposed. The king
continued to derive his revenue mainly
from the demesne, which was originally of
vast extent and amply sufficient for all

- ordinary purposes, amounting, according
to Doomsday Book, to no less than 1,400
manors or lordships, besides farms and
lands in Middlesex, Shropshire and Rut-
land., In addition to this. revenue the
Crown had certain rights; for instance,
purveyance, the right {o impress carriages
-and horses for removals ; pre-emption, the
right to purchase provisions, ete., at a fixed

.- price : the prisage, the right to take one or
two casks, according to the amount of the
eargo, from every vessel arriving at port,

ought to be exclusively reserved for times
of war, but reimposed it, for the same rea-
sou, when the war broke out again in the
following year. Tt was very unpopular and
was repealed in 1806, as. soon as possible
