At nine o'clock, a.m., on Wednesday, June 2nd, the

Conference met. The Rev. Wm. Morley Punshon, M.A.,

President for 1868, in the Chair. After the usual devotional

exercises, the Conference proceeded to organize.

The retiring Secretary, Rev. Charles Lavell, M.A.,

called for the names of the Ministers and Preachers who

had been appointed to attend the Conference. Three hun-

dred and fourteen were reported frjm the several Districts

;

two hundred and fifty of whom answered to their names.

The Rev. Wm. Mori.ey Punshon, M.A., was unani-

mously re-elected President for the ensuing year.

The Rev. Charles Lavell, M.A., was re-elected

Secretary.

The President appointed the Rev. Geortje Douglas, of

Montreal, as Co-Delegate.

Answer.

1. John Law.

*«»:•

Brother Law was bom in Fermanagh County, Ireland, in the

year 1806. Little is known of his early life in thai country, except

that, under the influence of early Christian nurture, he united with

the Wesleyan Society at the age of fourteen. For some time before

coming to this country, in 1831, he was employed r.8 a local preacher.

In 1833, he entered the regular ministry of the Canada Confer-

ence, receiving his first appointment to the Cavan Circuit, on which

he endured his full share of the hardships, privations, and losses of

pioneer life. For twenty-nine years he was actively employed oa

some of the most important Circuits in our work.
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In 1862, he received a superannuated relation, and settled in

"Whitby. As a Superintendent, he was a lover of Methodist disci-

pline, which he carefully maintained and enforced on his Circuits.

As a preacher he was sound in doctrine, adhering firmly to our re-

cognized standards of theology, and his public ministrations were

generally acceptable. Nor were his labors w'thout fruit. On some

of his Circuits extensive revivals occurred, and many souls were

converted. Two of the ministers of this body were among his

spiritual children. He was a lover of order and punctuality, and

displayed great neatness in his personal habits, as well as an amiable

cheerfulness and vivacity of spirit. His aid was cheei fully given in

the maintenance of Sabbath appointments, and his services as a class

and prayer leader were highly prized.

During the last few weeks of his life he was subjected to severe

temptations, arisij^g from startling views of his own infirmity and

unworthiness, which were not subdued by the recollection of a pub-

lic life of thirty-five years spent in the service of the Church.. But

by a renewed trust in Christ as a sinner saved by grace alone, he

overcame the temptation, and rejoiced in the possession of steady

and increasing peace.

He died, September 7th, after an illness of eight weeks, in the

sixty-second year of his age, and in the thirty-sixth of his ministry.

2. Matthew Whiting

Was bom in Ancaster, April 26th, 1789, and died in Hawkesville,

November 1, 1869. In early manhood, seized with the conviction

of sill amidst the revelries of a ball-room, he fled from the com-

panions of his folly, and was soon joyfully converted to God.

Distinctly and confidently, in times and places innumerable, from

the fulness of a personal experience, he declared the willingness of

God to pardon, and the power of God to save. a ,*...,

In after years he entered into the rest of perfect love, and al-

though his evidence of this blessing was not always equally bright,

yet he retained its comforts, and exhibited its power in a greater or

less degree, through all the subsequent years of his life.

Brothel Whiting entered the Wesleyan ministry in June, 1826,

and from that hour, till the day of his decth, knew nothing among

iiLen save ''Christ and Him crucified." His zeal for the cause of
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Christ was not unlike that which filled the heart of the great

Apostle of the Gentiles—No labor too hard for him to do—no

fatigue too great for him to bear—no matter how great, or how nu-

merous the difficulties that stood in his way, he prosecuted his

work with unquenchable zeal. Even when relieved from tho re-

sponsibilities of a particular charge, his earnest soul could not be

at rest. When his brethren pronounced him worn out by the

arduous labors of many years, he still found open fields of toil, into

which he entered with all the enthusiasm of youth, and often did

as much work for his Master as many who were yet in the vigor of

manhood. It was work, beyond his years, that brought him to hia

grave—like a soldier with a free discharge in his hand, he jet

perished in the field. As the result of his faith and zeal, few have

been more successful in winning souls to Christ. All over this land

—in private life, in official circles, in the Christian ministry, are to

be found those who were converted to God through bis earnesfc

ministry. Perhaps no one in the generation of preachers to which

he belonged has gathered in a greater harvest. Of him there could
,

be said nothing more, and there should be said nothing less, than,

that he was a holy, earnest, and successful minister of Christ.

In his last hours he enjoyed, under great physical sufferings,

the peace which passeth understanding. There was no anxiety

to live, and no fear to die. In either case there was the most per-

fect resignation to the will of God, and the most perfect assurance
'

that all his iiiterests were safe in the hands of the Lord. V

He breathed his last in the bosom of his family, and passed

'

away to hear, ** Well done thou good and faithful servant, thou

hast been faithful over a few things, I will make thee ruler over

many things ; enter thou into the joy of thy Lord."
'

3. Joseph Hugill.

Brother Hugill was bom in Yorkshire, England, on the 9th

November, 1823 ; he came to Canada at the age of eight years ; was

converted to God in March, 1844, at a protracted meeting held at

Switzer's Church, on what is now the Streetsville Circuit; was

called to the work of the Christian ministry in 1850 ; and after

spending nearly nineteen years as a faithful and successful am-

bassador for Christ, he fell at his post, on the Farmersville Circuit,

on the 30th of November, 1868, in the 46th year of 'his age.
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Brother Hugill had received a liberal education, was a diligent

student, a good, practical preaclier, a faithful and judicious pastor,

a wise counsellor, and a warm and sincere friend. Being of an

amiable, affectionate, cheerful and unselfish disposition, he was

happy in his family and happy in his work ; and he enjoyed, in no

ordinary degree, the confi.ilence and esteem of the people amongst

whom he labored ; and also of his ministoiial brethren who were

favored with his acquaintance.

For the last few years his health had not been good, yet he

labored on with unabated zeal, especially on his last Circuit, where

he was gi'eatly honored in promoting the work of God, and where

ho was universally respected and beloved ; and there can be no

doubt that his excessive labors brought on that fatal disease

—typhoid fever—which terminated his life.

He died well ! Though his last short illness was very severe, and,

from its nature, deprived him for the most of the time of his reason,

yet in all his lucid moments, his confidence in Christ was unshaken,

his spiritual vision was unclouded, and he could rejoice in God with

joy unspeakable. **//<? rests from his labors and his works do fol-

low hi7n."

4. Thomas Robson. . ,
.

=^f

Brother Robson was born at Wallsend, near Newcastle-on-Tyne,

m the month of April, 1819. He early attended a Wesleyan Sab-

bath School, and was converted to God when twelve years of age.

He was subsequently appointed a Sabbath -School visitor, and at the

age of nineteen years entered upon the duties of class-leader and

local preacher in his native town. Brother Robson emigrated to

this country in the year 1843, and not finding in the neighbourhood

in which he settled a society similar to the one of which he was a

member at home, at once joined the communion of the Methodist

Episcopal Church. The same year he yielded to the request of that

^ody, by going out into their ministry. In the year 1855, however,

^-i other Robson having long had a preference for the work of the

ministry in connection with our Church, embraced an opportunity

tc enter it, and until the day of his death witnessed a good minis-

terial profession in our ranks. He was affectionate and devoted ;

his untiring industry rendered his name precious on the several cir-
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cuita to which he was appointed. On the Nissouri Mission, in the

month of October, 1868, this devoted ^ixlnister fell at his post,

scarcely having time enough to lay down his weapons ore he sunk

on the field. In his death, however, there was time to convey to

his bereaved partner, and for the comfort of his numerous friends,

the most unmistakable testimony of his safety and peace. "His
works do follow him.

"

r ' ^ 5, Thomas E. Garbutt,

Was bom in the Township of Whitchurch, County of York, Ont.

,

on the 2nd of August, 1835, aijd died on the 19th of March, 1869, in

the thirty-fourth year of his age, and eighth of his ministry.

In his youth he was blessed with the teaching and prayers of

godly parents, and was thus led, in the fourteenth year of his age,

to Christ as his Sa viour. He gave his heart to God. and had his

name enrolled as a member of the Wesleyan Methodist Church. At
once he began to tell what the Lord had done for him, and to exer-

cise a salutary influence among his youthful companions ; and ere

he was called to preach publicly was instrumental in the conversion

of some souls.

In the year 1861 he was received on trial as a preacher, and after

labouring three years on Circuits, and spending two at Victoria

College as a student, was ordained to the work and office of a min-

ister. His labours were specially blessed to the youthful portion of

his congregations. His preaching was plain, practical, and per-

suasive, disarming prejudice and winning its way to the hearts of

hearers.

In the fall of 1888 he was requested to go to Montreal South Cir-

cuit to fill a vacancy. Though at personal inconvenience he cheer-

fully complied, and entered upon his new sphere of labour humbly and

prayerfully trusting in his Master. He soon won the hearts of his

people, who began to look for a gracious revival and to express

wishes for his re-appointment to the Circuit. The Lord willed

otherwise and took him to be with himself. On the 14th of March,

1869, he preached his last sermon, when, with unusual earnestness,

being scarcely able to restrain his tears, he pleaded with souk to

come to God through Jesus Christ our advocate. On the Thursday

following, dangerous symptoms from erysipelas appeared. He then

2*
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said he was ready for either issue, and gave directions what to do if

it should terminate in death. On Friday morning, while conversa-

tion was going on by his bedside, on the blessedness of a preparation

for death, he arose from a state of saeming unconsciousness, and,

with a great effort, said, " I feel Him precious to my soul now."

He tried in vain to say more ; in the evening he calmly fell asleep

in Jesus. In the early part of his sickness he was contemplating

the making a ermon on the recognition of friends in heaven. He
passd away to prove, inexperience, "We shall knoAV each other

there."

6. Robert Lowrie Gabie.

Mr. Gabie was born in the township of Fitzroy, Ontario, on the

12th day of July, 1S35. In the years of his childhood and youth

he was often the subject of strong religious convictions, which he

always attributed, under God, to the influence of a pious mother's

counsels and prayers. In the month of August, 1858, he attended

special religious services held by the Rev. Geo. Case and the Rev.

Jas. A. Gordon, in the Wesleyan Church, Osgoode. Here he was led

by the T Ahe Spirit to discover his true condition as a sinner before

God, and to seek for that mercy which he felt he needed ; and

while prayer was offered to God on his behalf, he was enabled to

apprehend by faith the merits of Christ, and to rejoice in the light

and peace of God's salvation.

At the Conference of 18G3, he was accepted for our regular work.

In all the Circuits to which he was appointed during his four years'

probation, he was " abundant in labors," and greatly successful in

winning souls to Christ. As his early literary advantages had been

very limited, he was stroiigly desirous to make further mental im-

provement ; and, at the Conference of 1867, he was permitted to

defer hi^ acceptance of ordination for a year, in order to attend

Victoria College. But a ministerial vacancy occurring at Bramp-

ton, he was sent thither as the colleague of the Rev. M. Fawcett

;

and he labored for the year with his accustomed earnestness and

success. At the following Conference he again resolved to forego

his ordination for a time, and go to College. Many ol his minis-

terial friends, knowing that his health had not been good for some
years, tried to dissuade him from taking this step, but in vain. He
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entered hopefully upon his studies, but in less than three months it

became evident that his mind and body were both breaking down.

Symptoms of insanity developed themselves, and he was sent home.

His malady grew worse, until the sudden and melancholy termina-

tion of his life, on the 18th day of May, 1869.

Brother Gabie's piety was deep and uniform. In public and in

private he preached the doctrine of full salvation from sin by the

blood of Christ, and professed to jjrove its truth in his own experi-

ence. Many of his sermons displayed great force and originality of

thought ; and hia ministry wr characterized by a self-consuming

zeal for the glory of God and the salvation of all to whom he

preached. Many are the "seals " of his apostleship, and many to-

day mourn his early death. But while they lament his sudden

removal, their sorrow will be softened by the blessed hope of meet-

ing him again in heaven.

J^ careful review of our Sabbath Scliooi woiA at the

close of another year, has inspired your Committee with

gratitude for the past, and hopefulness of the future.

Although the statistical returns are not so complete as

might be desired, yet the facts they present are generally of

Cj,n encouraging character.

According to these returns, the scholars taught in our

schools number 53,024 ; being an increase over the previous

year of 1,703. Of these scholars^ 8,9/1 are over sixteen

years of age, and 4,467 are meeting in class, thus giving
*

evidence, on the one hand, that our Sabbath Schools hare

not failed to attract our rising youth ; and on the other,

that the instructions there imparted have been the means of

making many of them wise unto salvation.
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A noble band of officers and teachers are engaged in this

work, numbering 7,691, of wliora 5,684 are members of the

church.

The Committee have pleasure in calling the attention of

the Conference, to the large amount raised in our schools

during the past year for Missionary and School purposes,

reaching the handsome sum of $21,5 2 G. 33, and being an in-

crease of $4,168.28.

The reports that h&ve reached us from those schools in

which the Sabbath School Banner has heev used, lead us

to believe that that periodical is doing a good work ; and

the Committee would recommend that earnest endeavours

be made for its more general circulation among our Teachers.

They would also repeat the recommendation of the Com-

mittee of last year, to the effect that the price of the Sabbath

School Advocate be reduced, and that hereafter it be issued

at the uniform rate of twenty-five cents per copy, where not

less than ten copies are taken.

TBI iSuuj f of our Sabbath School Literature received

the consideraw/^^ at your Con\uuttoo, and they would most

earnestly press upon the attention of t\\^ (•onference the

necessity of adopting some means for securing Libraries,

which shall be free fit^m works of fiction, uninterosting and

'"pointless narratives, and historic compends of nations ; and

which shall contain a greater proportion of Methodistic

Biographies and works on the nature and benefits of practical

godliness, than those generally offered to the public.

The Committee feel satisfied that the time has come when

a general Sabbath School agent should be employed, and

would beg leave to recommend this question to the careful

consideration of the Conference,

In conclusion, your Committee rejoice that the entire

Sabbath School question has been brought so prominently

before the Conference ; and believing that ihe future pros-

perity of this department of the Church's work depends

largely upon a proper coiinexional organization, they sin-

cerely trust that the constitution of the Sabbath School

Uuion, in whatever form adopted by the Conference, will

be heartily endorsed by all our ministers, and carried into

practical operation in all our schools.

George Goodson be associated with him for the above named

purpose.

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Union of Methodist Bodies. '

Resolved,—That the Conference re-affirms its resolution

of 1866 on Methodist Union, viz :

1. That this Conference cordially reiterates the expression

of its conviction as to the desirableness and importance of a

union of all the Methodist bodies in Canada, who believe

the same doctrines, sing the same hymns, have the same

form of worship, the same love-feasts, the same prayer and

class meetings, and the same general rules of society.

2. That the Conference re-appoint a committee, consisting

of in equal number of minivSters and laymen, to confer with

any similar committee or committees appointed by other

Methodist bodies, on the subject of union, and report to the

next Conference.

3. That the committee be composed of the following

brethren : The Ex-President, Co-Delegate, and Secretary of

the Conference, the Kevs. Drs. Wood, Green, and Ryerson,

the Honbls. James Ferrier, Billa Flint, and J. C. Aikens,

members of the Lesjislative Council, Edward Jackson, Esq.,

of Hamilton, John Macdonald, Esq., of Toronto, and Edwin

Ohown, Esq., of Kingston.

Canada Temperance Union.

The Conference recommend3d to be adopted and pub-

lished the following resolutions on the subject referred to in

the Memorial of the Canada Temperance Union.

Resolved,—1. That this Conference hails with much

pleasure the formation of the Society designated the Canada

Temperance Union, having for its object the consolidation

and co-operation of all the various organizations of the

country with a view to promote the cause of total absti-

nence and the entire suppression of the liquor traffic,
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regarding this effort as essentially Christian in its character,

and in perfect accordance with the views of Mr. Wesley,

and the general rules of the Methodist Churches.

2. That while this Conference reiterates its frequently-

expressed views on Total Abstinence, it would renew its

earnest recommendation that every minister should preach

at least one sermon in each year to each congregation under

his charge, enforcing Mr. Wesley's sentiments against

drunkenness and drinking, as truly scriptuial and tending to

the moral and physical welfare of society.

3. That this Conference earnestly recommends some form

of Temperance effort in connection with all our Sabbath

Schools, and urges on all Superintendents and Teachers

the propriety of placing in the hands of the children such

books and tracts as will serve to inform them on the subject

of Temperance, and guard our youth against the pernicious

drinking practices which now prevail to an alarming extent.

4. That this Conference earnestly entreats all ministers

and preachers, as far as their special duties will allow, and

all the members of our churches and congregations, to rer-

der all possible aid in the attainment of a revival of sound

Temperance principles as auxiliary to the spread and

growth of vital godliness.

5. That with a view to testify its appreciation of the

purposes of the Canada Temperance Union, we do hereby

appoint five brethren as delegates to represent this Confer-

ence in the Convocation to be held in Toronto next Sep-

tember, and that the following brethren be the Committee :

A pernicious and seductive liter-

ature aboundh, and many incentives to atti*act and beguile

the unwary, are everywhere present, and we therefore feel

that a deep and solemn responsibility rests upon us to

speedily perfect ^^.nd apply such measui-es as may more fully

accord with the exigency of the times, and the duties we
owe to the rising generation.

The endowment of our College, now made a stern neces-

sity, we are labouring to complete. In the face of formida-

ble difficulties, arising from gi*eat and wide spread commer-

cial embarrassments, we are pressing onwards. We are

thankful in saying that more than half of the minimum sum
of $100 000 we have put before us for that object, has been

reached. A return of more prosperous times, which we
think we are justified in regarding as at hand, encourages

the hope that ere long the whole amount will be obtained,

and our Connexion thereby saved from a dependence seldom

other than uncertain, and unsatisfactory.

Our Mission at the Red River has lieen so successful

that we have felt constrained to so listen to appeals from

thence, as to send an additional labourer to strengthen f

the hands of our brethren in that quarter. A young

brother of undoubted piety and zeal, volunteering for the

work, is being sent, and yet more encouragi-ig results are

looked for. Fourteen young men who have finished their

probationary term were last Sabbath ordained to the work

of the ministry, and received into full connexion with the

Conference ; while no less than forty-six candidates for our

ministry have been received this year on trial. Thus ia

the Lord not only opening to us fields for greater and more
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extensive usefulness, but supplying ua with tl\e agents

necessary for the work thus created. We thank God and
tiike courage to do and dare for so ennobling a work, and
so glorious an enterprise. •

Believing as we do, in the scriptural excellency of our

discipline and usages, and in the divi le orthodoxy of our

principles and doctiines, we never felt a greater oneness and

earnestness of purpose than now, to walk by the same rule,

and to mind the same things, which, even as you, we have

inherited from our fathei*s in the gospel. And we feel

assured that we have but thus to follow in tlie teachings

and examples we so fully possess, to become yet more

mighty for good ; and more successful in spreading scriptu-

ral holiness through our wide-spread Dominion.

We rejoice to believe that you are being freed from hin-

di*ances to your work, which, in several portions of your

field must have painfully aftected you. Merce political

agitations are ever obstructive and damaging to the work of

grace ; and we could not but feel for you in the struggle you

must necessarily have had to surmount them. Days of

peace and hope are, we trust, now opening before you, and

while our Dominion shall be saved, in every portion of it,

from disloyalty to a throne our venenited founder and his

helpers ever revered and defended ; so may unity and liar-

mony in patriotic and spiritual bonds unite lis each to

other, and all to the banner of truth, that God may be

glorified and the Kingdom of the Redeemer be established

throughout our land.

We are closing a Confei*ence remarkable for great one-

ness of judgment and feeling, and for heartiness of ^mrpose

to devote ourselves to our 1 oly calling. The various sea-

''i
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sions of Conference, and especially its public religious ser-

vices have been seasons of much spiritual refreshing and

power. We need not say to you that the counsels and ad-

ministrations of our beloved and gifted President have

eminently conduced to this. We shall separate, strong in

faith and hope, that a year of much promise and success iS)

before us ; and we doubt not the retur s of the Confei'ence!-

of 1870 will show that we have not laboured in vain, nor

based our hope upon a sandy foundation.

We tmst that you, even as ourselves, may abound in

hope of better and brighter days than you have ever

realized ; and that an abundant harvest of redeemed and

sanctified believers may be your crown of rejoicing in thei^

day of the Lord Jesu3.

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THE ANNUAL ADDRESS
OF THE

CONFERENCE OF THE WESLEYAN METHODIST
CHURCH IN CANADA,

TO THE

MEMBERS OF THE CHURCH UNDER ITS CARE.

Toronto, June, 1869.

Dearly Beloved Brethren,—
Being assembled according to usage in our Annual

Session, we greet you in the Lord. To you, as the flock of

Christ, "over which the Holy Ghost hath made us overseers,"

our thoughts instinctively turn ; and around you gather

and concentrate all the feelings of our ministerial solicitude

and regard. We joy exceedingly as we think of the peace

and harmony and good-will and many virtues which by the

Spirit of God are everywhere prevalent among you. We
are thankful, also, beyond expression, for the heavenly in-

fluences, the divine visitations, the conversions, and the

measure of general prosperity vouchsafed dunng the past

year.

In^various localities and portions of the country the

Church has been blessed with gracious revivals, and scores

and hundreds have beer turned from sin to holiness, and

from the power of Satan unto God. The Sabbath Schools

are everywhere flourishing and increasing. New churches

in all directions are b«ing erected The finances of the

Church are generally improving ; and there is no doubt,

with the vast field we have before us for cultivation and

evangelistic effort, if we are true to God and Christ and our
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holy and peculiar calling, a glorious future awaits us sur-

passing expectation.

"We deem it our duty on this, as on former similar occa-

sions, to remind you of the special object for which,

according to the judgment of the venerable Wesley, God

has raised us up as a people, viz. i **to spread scriptural

holiness through the land." But how can we do this unless

we ourselves are distinguished by this divine quality ? As,

then, " He that hath called you is holy, so be ye holy in all

manner of conversation." To this end live and walk in the

faith of God, and of Christ, and of things invisible, and

attend to the traditions and usages you have received. Do
not think it an evidence of enlightened wisdom to disparage

and neglect the class-meeting, the love-feast, the prayer-

meeting. Look at those who regard these blessed means of

grace as well nigh obsolete, and speak of them as such, and

have discontinued attendance upon them. Are such among

you the most exemplary of Christians ? are such persons

the most piour and zealous and useful in the kingdom of

God ?—then follow their example. But if otherwise : if

they are in general those lamented and denounced by the

TiOrd as the lukewarm, the religiously indifferent, those who

have only a name to live, " foolish virgins," or professors,

then beware. Be admonished, and follow not such unhappy

negligences and pernicious courses. Follow rather in the

ancient footsteps of the Methodistic fathers and flock of

Christ. Walk in the good old ways-—not because they are

old, but good ; and let the means of grace, the house of

God, the word of God, and the works and people of God be

ever your delight.

The times in which we live ar^. perilous in the highest
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degree to the soul, and to spiritual interests. The fascina-'

tions and seductions of worldly society, the insidious en-

croachments of a worldly spirit and worldly principles, the

haste and eagerness to be rich, and the consequent specula-

tions and modes of trade a,nd merchandise, and the ever

restless hopes and anxieties induced ; add to these tlie

rationalistic, infidel, and erratic principles and dogmas now
everywhere propounded—all are fraught with danger, with,

indeed, extreme peril to *.he souls of men. As your watch-

men, beloved, upon the walls of our Zion, we love you too

well to slumber or be silent. We lift up our voice ; we

warn you of these dangers ; we charje you to be vigilant.

Your enemies, numerous, invisible, most subtle and formid-

able, are near : they surround you. Watcli ; be ever on

the alert
;
quit you like men. " This is the \-ictory that

overcometh the world," that whereby we are all to conquer

" even our faith," the faith of the saints, the faith that is

divine, that is of God. To possess this, and to be daily

and continuously influenced and actuated thereby, be espe-

cially and particularly attentive to private devotions, pri-

vate prayer and meditation, and the reading of the word.

It is bhus that men have faith, and rise out of the vanities

of time into the riches of eternity. It is in tliis way that

the soul doth plume her wings of faith and hope, and, like

the eagle as it soars towards the sun, scatters the dust of

earth from her feet and escends to contemplate and exult

in the glories celestial. It is thus that men do live ; that

the feeble are m. de strong even as David ; and the Davids

in Israel become as angels of God.

, You will not, we trust, deem it unbecoming or out of

place if w^e address to you a few words relative to what we

regard as most important obligations duo to the ministry.
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• You will, we are sure, feel with us how important and

how imperative it is that the members of the Church should

pray for, and assist and liberally support, and esteem veiy

highly the ministry of God among you. On no account

hindei or speak disrespectfully, or disparagingly, of such

ministry. Remember, beloved, that though human, and

therefore characterized by infirmities and defects, it is never-

theless divine—the Ministry of Christ. As such, to those

who despise and reject and are contentious and disobedient,

it is the savour of death unto death ; but to them who
receive the same wiwi good and honest hearts, and are

obedient, it is the savour of life unto life. Bo not think

of Ministers as some appear to, regarding them, as mere

orators, sent of God to delight by eloquent oratiers on re-

ligious subjects the imaginations and feelings of the people,

as any eloquent orator on a stage or in a theatre might do.

The true Minister of Christ is an ambassador of God sent

by him, not to please men's fancies and to pander to men's

tastes, but to save men's souls, and to treat with men in

things pertaining to God and Christ and Eternity. It is

to convert ; to reconcile men to God ; to instract the

Church ; to comfort, and, if need be, to rebuke ; that all

may be saved, and that the entire church may be without

spot and blameless. Bear this in mind, beloved, and listen

to the Ministers of God who are sent to you. not so much

to be pleased, and delighted, as proiited—to be taught, dis-

posed, and influenced to keep God's commandments. " He
it is," says Christ, ** who loveth me, and such shall be loved

of my Father."

Yon will rejoice to learn that the increase of our menv

bership for the year, after filling up the places of the dead

and those removed and dropped, is two thousand one hundred
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and fifty-six. Lei us hope and pray and believe that the

coming year may be distinguished by a blessing and an in-

crease ten-fold more abundant.

Our Collegiate Institutions have been in successful

operation during the year. The number of young ladies

attending the Female College at Hamilton has been up-

wards of 200. The number of students attending the

different departments of Victoria University has been 440,

being an increase of 23 over any former year. With respect

to the latter, the Government having witheld the usual

annual grant, we have been under the necessity of appealing

to the liberality of our friends for special present help, and

with a view to the securing a proper and permanent endow-

ment for the College. We are proud and gratified at the

noble response you have given. The amount already sub-

scribed is $53,000 from about 1200 persons, and when all

the Districts are canvassed we doubt not the sum of at least

$100,000 will be secured. This will p'ace us in a position of

independence. We thank God and you, brethren, and take

coui*age»

More than usual interest has been exhibited lately with

respect to our Sabbath Schools. An attempt has been made

to organize a Sabbath School I^nion throughout the country

for our Church. A new paper called the Sabbath School

Banner has been published, conventions have been held,

and, we trust, considerable good effected.

In conclusion, allow us to remind you of the importance

of family religion. Neglect not family prayer, and let it

not be attended to hastily, and after a slovenly or formal

manner. Let it be as the morning and evening sacrifice

—

a season of delight and means of grace. And let every one
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in the family, from the youngest to the eldest, be made to

feel and understand that God is as one with and in the

family, its best Friend, its Almighty Protector and Provider

and Guide, its invisible Head—most wise and loving and

kioid.

Finally, be strong in the Lord, and in the power of His

might. Be sober ; touch not, taste not, handle not whatso-

ever is impure, whatsoever deteriorates, whatsoever is.

injurious. " Walk as children of the light : not as

the Pharisees of old in religious conceitedness and spiritual

pride, but Christ-like, in meekness, in lowliness, in true,

loving, unconquerable and never-failing goodness." Be a

peculiar people : not in dress, and oddities, and sancti-

moniousness, but in real intrinsic excellency of character

—

epistle:? of Christ to be read and known of all men. In your

collective capacity as the Bride of Christ, the heritage of

God, the city of saints, remember it is yours to be illumi-

nated with the light divine, inwardly radiant and beautiful

with all holy joy, and heavenly grace and virtue ; and out-

wardly resplendent in the exhibition of a God-like righteous-

ness, beneficence, and mercy.

And may the God of all grace make you perfect, stablish,

strengthen, settle you, and may the blessing of the Triune

Jehovah be upon you and your children forever ! Amen
and amen !

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APPENDIX.

REPORT
OF THE

TREASURERS OF VICTORIA COLLEGE.

The Treasurers of Victoria College, in presenting their

report for 1868-9, are happy in being able to state, for

the encouragement of the friends of the Institution, that

there has been an increase in the number of students in

the various departments,—including the Cobourg Grammar
School, which is now affiliated to the College,—not only

over the number reported last year, but in excess of the

number reported in any former year during the history of

the College. The whole number on the books in the

several departments is 440, being an increase of 23.

"We think this fact alone is quite sufficient to show that

our people have not withdrawn their confdence from the

Institution, but are looking to it for that education which,

at the present time, is required to qualify their sons for

those positions of respectability and usefulness to which

God in his providence may call them.

There can be no doubt that our future, as a Church, de-

pends in no small degree, upon the proper education of our

youth ; and it is very gratifying to know that our efforts

to give our youth a superior education, based upon liberal

and Christian principles, have attracted the attention, and

SM
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called for the admiration of our Fathers and Brethren in

England. " We note," say they, " with joy the hold which

Methodism is taking of the young people of Canada, as

evinced by the number of Undergraduates in Victoria

UniverHi'ty, and of the pupils in the Female College. As
a Church you have done well, in making provision for the

education and culture of the sons and daughters of intelli-

gent Methodists. It is worth much to have the moulding

of the mind and the direction of the tastes and studies of

our young peoplo ; and the Church which secures this ad-

vantage, goes far to bespeak for itself a prosperous future."

The great question, then, with us at the present time is

this:—Are we prepared, in view of our altered position

towards the Executive Government and Legislature of the

Province of Ontario, to maintain the position to which

attention is directed in the foregoing extract 1 The recent

action of the Government and Legislature, in depriving us

of the assistance which they were in justice bound to con-

tinue, has put us into circumstances of great embarrassment.

Therefore, unless we are prepared to supplement the

rather scanty internal resources of the College, with an

amount at least equal to the sum taken from us by the

Legislature, we must close its doors, accept the situation

in which we have been so unri^tecusly placed, and thus

^et go our hold upon the young people of Canada as far as

higher education is concerned. It remains for us and our

people to say whether this shall be the case or not. By the

assistance of kind friends, among whom the Rev. W. M.
Punshon, the beloved President of the Conference, has been

the most generous, we have obtained loans, which, with the

avails of the December collections in all our congregations,
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added to our regular resourceB, have enabled us to meet

the ordinary expenses of the year. And should the effort

we are making to raise $100,000 of an endowment, to help

ourselves in time to come, be successful—of which we hope

there need be no doubt,—for already, from 18 District

Meetings, with returns from 40 Circuits, $53,000 has

been promised, in what may be regarded as reliable sub»

scriptions— when the whole $100,000 is secured, our

College will be out of danger. There can be no doubt, if

all concerned will ^^nly do their duty, this amount at least

will be forthcoming at the appointed time ; aixd if, in

<iddition to this, we should succeed, as we are in duty

bound to do, in getting the Trustees of our churches and

parsonages, as generally as possible, to effect insurances in

the Queen's Company on the liberal terms which they offer

—the percentage promised, with the interest cf the endow-

ment, the avails of the December collections, the interest

of the Centenary appropriation,—which appropriation is at

present $4,000, and which may, by the balance yet

to be collected, be twice that amount : these sources of

income, added to the ordinary sources that are at our com-

mand, will put it in our power to meet any liabilities that

may be incurred ; for, by these means, our annual income

may easily ^^ be made to reach some ten or twelve thousand

dollars ; which would be largely in advance of any annual

income in the past history of the College, All that is

necessary to accomplish this, with God's blessing, is tmion

and perseveraiice. There is wealth enough in the hands of

our people to do it, and some to spare for other benevolent

and praiseworthy purposes. Let them only be informed as

they ought to be, respecting the claims wliic'i the College

7
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has u])on tliem, and tliere can be no doubt, that wliile

Bome may wrap themselves up in selfishness, there will be

many who will cheerfully do their part in contributing to

the Endowment Fund, and in every other desirable way

assist in placing our noble institution upon a basis of per-

manent prosperity. If we are persuaded that the principle

iBmbraced in the union of knowledge and vital piety is

worth contending for, then will we do all that we can to

maintain it, by placing Victoria College out of the reach

of the ombarrassmeuta which so often grow out of political

combinations.

Instead of allowing higher education to be entirely sepa-

rated from religious principles and Christian oversight, we
will do our best, as we have always done, to make it, for

all time to come, a meuus of moral as well as intellectual

training. All political partizanship must be i<rnored in this

important crisis in the history of our College. Eveiy one

professing to be a Wesleyan, whether he be a communicant

or only an adherent, ought to come to the rescue, and show

that the Wesleyan Connexion in 1869 holds to the same

princirv^s that animated and governed it in 1830, when it

resob vd to found Upper Canada Academy, but which, to

meet the wants of the coimtry, was in 1842 converted into

Victoria College. From its h^lls, during the past 27 years,

3,000 educated young men have gone forth. They are

to be found wherever usefulness is to be secured and honor

and distinction are to be gained. We wish, then, to make

this Institution more fully than it ever has been, a means

of supplying to the young men of this Dominion, a sound

education on liberal and Christian principles ; and to do this

we have only to carry Dut the resolution of last year

—

HGr
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garcUng it not only as oxi:>e(iiont and desirjil)le, but a^ a

necessity, to raise an endowment fund of at least $100,000.

This, with the other sources of income at our command, will

accomplish the end we have in view, and wi'l, in addition

to the other departments of learning, secure a provision

for the more systematic theological training of our rising

ministiy.

Thankful for the undeniable proofs which we have had of

the presence and blessing of God all these years of our

eventful history, we will, in the strength which He sup-

plies, do our duty alike to our church and country, and

trust Him for what is to come.
