- STOPS PATRONAGE

Tenders. Must Be Called - for
and the Contract Given to
Lowest Bidder.

Ottawa, Feb. 7. — An order-in-
council, passed today, extends the
functions of the war purchasing com-
mission to purchase for all depart-
ments of ¢he govermment, whether
connected with the prosecution of the
war or otherwise. The only limita-
tions are with respect to supplies of
small valu® which may from time to
time, be urgently required at points
distant from Ottawa, purchase of sup-
plies for the government system of
railways, and in the case of purchas-
es where the provisions of the new
order cannot be enforced, “without
detriment to the .public interest.”

The war purchasing commission are
required to report with all possible
expedition to the governor-in-council
with’ exceptional cases. The comumis-
sion may, meanwhile, in the matter
of’ these particular purchases, modi-
fy the provisions of the order to guch
extent as they déem necessary or de-
sirable in the public interest.

A report from the premiet, on which
the order-in-council is based, ex-!
presses the opinion that the functions
of the war purchasing commission
created - in 1915 may with vantage
be extended to all departments .of
the government. The prime minis-
ter observes that the establishment of
the war purchasing commission *“has
resuited in a very great saviny of
public moneys as well as in the aboli-
tion of patronage in respect of pur-
chases for the war,” and that “it is
important to extend this system as
widely as possible pending considera-
tion of permanent provision for that
purpose after fuller study and con-
sideration of the problems involved.

Lowest Tenderer.

:Provision is made that no contract|
or purchase shall be made by the com-
mission, or under its authority, except
for goods or articles included in esti- |
mates or requisitions received by the|
commission from a department or de-
partments or from the senate or house
of commons. A requisition is in every
case to refer to the authority for the
expenditure called for by the rehuisi-
tion and is to give full particulars of
articles and quantities required.

“As far as practicable,” it is pro-
vided further, “tenders shall be called
for in respect of all contracts and
purchases to be made by or under
the authority of the commission, and
the purchase shall be made from and
the contracts given to the lowest ten-
derer. If in any case tenders are not
called for or a purchase or- contract
is not made from or with the lowest
tenderer, the reason shall be clearly
recorded and published in the annual
report of 'the commission.”

The commission is to keep a sys-
tematic record of all business transact-
ed and to make an annual report to
the governor-in-council containing a
statement of all contracts and pur-
chases made,

TUSCANIA DEATH LIST
HUNDRED AND THIRTEEN |

Figure Is Not Final and Hopes Are
Held Out for More Survivors.

Washington, Feb. 7.—Latest official
advices to the war department tonight
accounted for all except 113 of the
2156 American soldiers who were on
board the British liner Tuscania when
a submarine sent her down Tuesday
night off the Irish coast.

This figure was not final and high
hopes that the loss of life would prove
much smaller were built upen cabled
press despatches saying just 101 men,
most of them members of the crew,
were missing among the entire force
of soldiers, sailors and ‘passengers.

Virtually no story of the sinking of |
the Tuscania has reached ‘the govern- |
ment thru official channels. Despatches |
from the embassy at London and |
other sources so far have been con-
fined to terse statements and an-
nouncements of the number saved.

South of the line
coal shipments are badly tied up,' and
as Canada’s coal consignments have
to work their way thru these con-
gested areas, we evidently cannot hoyo
for xery prombpt relief. While, there-
fore, I deeply regret the loss ind in-
convenience inflicted upon all classes
of the community by reason of this
order, in view of the circlumstances
my course in the matter was' abso-

lutely inevitable. :

“Fuel conservation has now - de-
veloped into an absolute necessity. An
all round ten per cent. saving ‘n fuel
consumption, which could readily he
effected, might easily be the 'means of
saving the situation entirely, I wouid
urge the proper authorities in locaii-
ties where emergency conditions Ppre-
vail, to close all schools during the
very severe weather. I feel confldent
that clergymen in wmsuch localities wi'l
cheerfully lead the way, and co -oper-
ate to the extent of discontinuing
week-day - services and arranging
joint services as far as possibla.
Mayors, wardens and others in au-
thority will perform a vaiuable pub-
lic service by impressing upon citi-.
zens the great need for rigid econs-
my in the use of coal and the subs‘i-
tution of wood as far as possible.

Urges Loyal Spirit.

“I would particularly urge retail
establishments to adhere to the reégu -
lations in a broad and loyal' spirit,
The representatives of the organized
retailers have been at Ottawa and
the situation Was fully explained to
them, with the result that a reso.u-
tion was passed calling upon - their
membership to give the fuel control-
ler every support in his efforts to
promote fuel conservation by closing
their ‘establishments as provided by
the  regwlations,

“An appeal is also made to the
banks and other financial institution
affected by the regulations to comply
loyally. What the regulation is in-
tended to require is that there .shall
be no consumption of coal more than
is necessary to furnish Sunday heat
in that part of banks and other finan-
cial institutions where promissory
notes and other negotiable instru-
ments fall due. The use of more heat
than this would not be deemed a
compliance with the purpose of the
requirement.

“In conclusion, I appeal 4o all
classes to 'rigidly observe the three
heatless days commencing on Satur-
day next. Fuel conservation is the
main/object. If anyone is in dotubt as
to the correct meaning of these regu-
lations, let him put the widest in-
terpretation on them to fit his. own
case. Such a course will be helpful
and putlic-spirited.”

- on Reconstruction in Eng-
land After the War.

PHBASFS BURNED OUT

Seen and People Are Get-
ting More Together.

Rev. Trevor H. Davies, the new
Welsh' pastor of 'the Metropolitan
Methodist Church, made an excellent
impression on the Empire Club yes-
terddy by his address on “Reconstruc-
tion in England” Full of thought,
well informed, easy in delivery, gen-
fal in manner, Mr. Davies proved him-
self a social force to be reckoned with.

Among the factors shakihg the in-
stitutions and ~home life of the old
Jand he mentioned the super-con-
sciousness that had come. of the sig-
nificance and meaning of empire. The
empire, he thought, following a clas-
sic aphorism, should be composed of'
as many people as could feel the thrill
of a common emotion. There had
been lacking before the war the sense.
of 'spiritual unity. ‘They had ceased
now to think of .the empire as so
many square miles,

Personally he ‘was satisfled that
Great Britain could solve all her so-
cial problems and still allow her peo-
ple to remain under the flag of their
home land. Reconstruction must not
become a mere platitude, and could
not in the presence of the far-reach-
ing processes. that were unfolding.
Never again would wages be deter-
mined in Great Britain solely on the
basis of competition, he said, and this
exemplified the difficulty of determin-
ing future courses without breaking
the framework of national unity. Rus-
sia’ before the war had unity without
freedom, Now she had freedom with-
out unity, and was marching to an-
archy thru terror. Some . preachea
syndicalism fn England, some concur-
rent allegiances and other doctrines;
and among the democracy there was
discontent with democratic govern-
ment, But democratic government
had never been tried in Great Britain.

Labor Leaders Trusted.

There were.“three features which
made . him  -hopeful that Great"
Britain would solve the most impor-
tant problems, First was that the
labor leadérs were men who could be
absolutely trusted. He knew Arthu:
Henaerson ‘intimately; and tho he had
made mistakes he wag absolutely
loyal to the British constitution, ana
his influence as a leader could not be
overestimated. “If labor will follow
its leauers in Britain,” said Mr. Da-
vies, “we shall find autonomy and
freedom combined “with' the deepest
loyalty to the ancient constituti

William Proudfoot, leader of the op-
position, continuing the debate on the
speech from the throne, reviewed the
events whigh led up to the acceptance
by Hon. N. W, Rowell of a position
in Sir Robert Borden’s cabinet.

Mr, Proudfoot said
he believed Union government would
prove a great success, and then care-
fully analyzed ‘the speech and the re-
marks made by {ts mover and se-
conder.

Need for Production.

Mr. Proudfoot went on to discuss
the need of greater production and
advocated more help to the farmers,
advising that more tractors be pro-
vided. He urged the use of interned
aliens on the land in northern On-
tario under the supervision of return-
ed soldiers. : 7

Regarding thé grants of land to re-
turned soldiers, and the loans of $600
to ‘each, he was of opinion that the
money - should be given outright . to
those who would make good on the
land. He praised the work of. the
Untario Hospital at Orpington, and
he said he was prepared to support
the government in its plans in the
further development of electrical en-
ergy. He wanted ‘the jails to be used

Will Not Be ‘Allowed to Sell

Sundries Over the
Week-End.

Drug stores which have heen adver-
tising “business as usual”’ over the
heatless week-end, and which have

been counting on selling candy,; rub-
ber goods, tobaceo, cigars, cigarets,
etc.,, on Saturday and Monday, are
due for a shock. R. C: Harris, fuel
controller for Ontario, announced last
night that drug stores could remain
open only for the 'sale of drugs. In
other words, Saturday, Sunday and
Monday will be a three-day Sabbath
for them. i

A number of the drug stores dis-
played large advertisements -in the
evening papers stating that they were
immune from the fuel closing down
| order, but they.-all received imessages
last night telling them that they could:
only sell deugs on the heatless days.

Altho the city hall will be closed on
Saturday and Monday, the police court
will be held as usual, Deputy Chief
Archibald stated yesterday. Instruc-
tions have been given, however, to the
police inspectors that no summonses
are to be issued for Monday after-
noon’s police court, so that Magis-
trate Cohen will only have to come in
long enough to extend a further re-
mand to such cases as were remanded
until that day. .

Fuel Controllers Differ.

Deputy Fuel Controller Peterson has
ruled that barber shops may remain
open on Saturday. This is in direct
contravention of the ruling previous-
ly made by R. C. Harris, the provin-
cial controller.

Stationery shops where the chief
business is selling newspapers may
remain open for that purpose, said Mr.
Harris, but stores who only sell a few
papers as a sideline must close.

The banks, it is understood, are not
inclined to fall in line with the order,
but Mr. Harris stated definitely yes-
terday that they must suspend nor-
mal business activities. Only one offi-
cial may be kept at each branch to
accept payment of bills of exchange
falling due on Saturday or Monday.

Finance /Cmnm. rﬁ{onelr Bradshaw
has completed his second actuarial re-

il | port on the financial condition of the

firemen’s benefit fund, ahd presented
it to the board of wontrol yesterday.
Pending the 'drafting of a new bylaw
in connection with -the genera]l ad-
ministration of the fund, action was
withheld by the controllers until a
special meeting, which will be called

‘at an early date. The recommenda-

tion agreed uporn by the controllers
at this meeting will.be dealt with by
a special meeting of the city coun-
cil. ‘

Three genera] réconmimendations. ror

| placing the fund oh & sound basis are

made by Mr. Bradshaw. They differ
substantially from-his former recom-
mendations, ‘and are as follows:

1. To cqntinue the present annual
contributions; namely, $8750 by the
city, and five per cént.:of the salaries
by the. men, and to reduce the bene-
fits by 40 per cent, or; -

2. ‘The city to assume $320,563 of
the present deficit of $415,028 in the
fund, and the members $94,486. This
couwid be effected by the city increas-
ing 4ts annual grant from $8750 to
$27,300 for the next thirty years, and
the -mempbers increasing their contri-
butions to seven per cent. of their
salaries, or

3. The city to assume $202,480 of
the deficit of $415,028 in the fund,
and the members $212,648. This could
be done by. the city Increasing its
annual grant from $8,750 to $20,500
for the next thirty years, and the
members jincreasing their contributions
from five per cent. to nine and one-
half per cent. of their salamies,

. Retain Present Pension Scale.
Mr. Bradshaw reecrmmends that a
standard scale of pension be adopted
for all ranks, based on one-half the
salaries at present paid to the force.
He would mot allow a sliding scale of
pensions, according to. general salary
increases thruout the department, as
has been done. in the past. For in-
stance, the pension for district chiefls,
who now receive a salary-of $2200 a
year, would be $1100a year, &ven tho
in the future the salaries of district
chiefis may be raised to $3000.

One good thing is due to the
lords in the restoration to the re-
presentation of the people bill of the
principle of proportional representa-
tion.  The altemative vote has been
eliminated, and a compromise adopt-
ed by which 100 constituencies to
be selected by a commission will be
used to test the system, . If it getg
a fair test the experience had in
other countriés appears to certify-to
its eventual adoption generally.

Under proportional represéntation
in a city like Toronto all the voters
vote for everybod‘y, numbering them
in the ‘order of their preference. The
result is that the men that all the
people want get elected, and the
men that a majority of the people
want get elected according to the
proportion of electors favoring the
candidates.

Thus it would appear that the railways
under private ownership and corporate
management did not ‘have the “foresight’’
to provide motive power for the ever-
Increasing demands of war-time trans-
portation, It was the government railway
system that had a “looking-forward”
policy, The Grand drunk, which con-
fessed to a transportation ‘breakdown on
‘the Niagara frontier last winter, evident-
1y made no preparation for this winter.
It is getting thru to some extent because
the government railway system is helping
it out with the loan of 18 locomotives,

The Montreal Gazette's idea of a rail-
way policy would be for the government
to buy and pay for the engines and per-
mit the railway companies to operate
them at a proﬂt.i It would-Probably also
favor the government furnishing = the
roads with rolling gtock. That the gov-
ernment should every year furnish rail.
way companies with money has long been
assumed as a self-evident proposition,
The government of Canada has ‘given or
loaned to the railway companies (includ-
ifig the Canadian Pacific), one billion
dollars! ;

But it must now be evident that an
even greater burden will soon be placed
on the shoulders :of the gover ment,
Heretofore the government might con-
struct and equip a railway, as it did for
the Canadian Pacific; furnish money to
operate it, as it did for the Canadian
Northern, and provide it with engines and
cars, as it has done to some extent in
the case of the Grand Trunk and the
Grand Trunk Pacific; but the roads did
in some way manage to provide them-
selves with motive power by burning
coal and producing steam, Thejcoal had
to be purchased mainly in tl/e United
States, and the time may be soon at hand
when the roads will find that the coal
cannot be obtained, or can only be ob-
tained at prohibitive prices; in short,
there must be a general electrification of
our Canadian railways.

Now, by whom are they to be electri-
fied? All will agree that our great natur-
al water powers must be kept under pub-
lic control. Sufficient electric power to
run the railways of Canada can only -be
generdted under the authority and con-
trol of the Dominion Government, work-
ing in conjunction with the provincial
governments.

The World, therefore, contends that
nationalization must pbrecede the electri.
fication of our transportation system.
The great work of elgctrlfication must be

‘to furnish the motive power

proceeded with in a scientific way, and
the way that will be fair to all portions
of the country. It can only be fairly and
satisfactorily done by the federal govern-
ment, and if the federal government is
for the rail-
ways, why should it not own and operate
the railways themselves?

However, this question pretty well :m-
swers itself. The federal government
docs own cne-half and will soon own
more than two-thirds of the railway
mile‘age of Canada. Our railways are be-
coming nationalized because they cannot
carry on under private ownership , and
management. The one narrow question
is whetbher, after nationalizing ali the
other roads, we shall permit the Cana-
dian :Pacific to remain outside the na-
tional system under corporation man-
agement. :

1f we do, a most absurd situation will
soon develop. The g1eat purpose in na-
tionalizing the railways ?; to do away
witk superfluous construction and unne-
cessary service. But along comes the
Canadian Pacifice and applies for per-
miission to expend $100,000,000 in new
construction Such construction might
ke necessary for the C. P. R. from the
standpoint of profit, but it would be
unnecessary for the -country at large
from the standpoint of service, We ‘would,
therefore, have to either permit unme-
cessary duplication in railway construc-
tion or prevent the Canadjan Pacific from
legitimately expanding its system for the
burpose of getting more business. So
in the matter of service the national sys-
tem might furnish an needed accommo-
dation between two

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KERENSKY’S DOWNFALL

. A copy of the Moscow Liberal news-
paper, Outro Rossii (Morning of Rus-
sia), of November 21, gives a circum- |
stantiaj picture of incidents at’ the
Winter Palace at Petrograd, seat of
the Kerensky government, during the
Bolshevik revolution of November +
showing the unpreparedness of the
Kerensky leaders to meet the condi-
tions which led to their downfall.
‘When the Bolghevik uprising broke
upon it, the provisional government'
found that, instead of a large number
of loyal troops in the capital, it had
only a handful of cadets and soldiers
on which it could rely for the defence
of the Winter Palace, that there was
no food in the building to provision
it for a siege, and that mo effective
support could be expected from vari-
ous organizations on which the govV-~
ernment had counted for assistance,

The account takes up the story at
2 a.m. on the morning of November
6, at the close of the all-night ses-
sion of the provisional government fol-
lowing the outbreak of: the Bolshevik
uprising. ' Premier Kerensky and Vice-
Premier Konovaloff left for general{
headquarters, where -the question of
the strength at the disposition of the
government and the = activities and
latest plans of the o ponents was
being discussed. Here flt) was disclosed
that the government was in a state
of utter unpreparedness. It was dis-
covered that the entire Petrograd gar-
rison was beyond a doubt on the side
of the rebels and thaf the encourag-
ing news whlr¥1 had been given dur-
ing the past few days by Col. Pol-
kovnikoff, commander of the troops in
the Petrogr district, as to the sup-
port which the government could ex-
pect was entirely baseless. About 4
o’clock in the morning the ' premier
and Vice-Premier Konovaloff came to

the conclusion that the position of the
government as Tregards combating the
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insurrection was absolutely hopeless.
Kerensky decided to go to the front,
leaving instructions with Vice-Premier
Konovaloff to summon all the members
of the eabinet and to hold a continuous
session at the Winter Palace unti] his
return, "

This session, the last one of the
Kerensky administration, opened at 11
o'clock the following morning, all the
ministers except Terestchenko being
present. Konovaloff, deeply moved,
stated the result of the conference with
Kerensky and Manikovsky and relat-
ed the situation in its actual colors.
The hopelessness of an attempt to
combat the insurrection, he said, made
it imperative for the government to
remain at its post andﬁefend its ‘posi-
tion as long as possible.

The anxiety inside the palace was
steadily growing. Rumeors of prepara-
tions for the arrest of the members
of the government / were becoming
more definite, and at 3 p.m. news was
received thru the néwspapermen in the
palace that the Lithuanian Regiment
had. been instructed to effect the
arrests. i

Hostilities Bog{n.

At 6 o'clock that evening hostilities
were opened, the guards outside the
Saltykoff gate being seized and dis-
armed, but the members of the garri-
son finally were" able to close the
gates. Reinforcements for the Bol-
sheviki were constantly arriving. All
streets in the vicinity were closed to
traffic,c and by 7 o’clock even the
square in front of the palace had been
occupied. Soon afterwards an ulti-
matum, demanding immediate surren-
der on penalty of bombardment of the
palace, was received from the Bolshe-
vik authorities, who already had occu-
pied general military headquarters.
Tho no assistance'was in sight, the
ministers decided to return an abso-
lutely negative reply. :

At 150 am. a smal foi'ce of the
enemy succeeded in entering the so-
called Gallery of 1812 and disarming

The crowd threw themselyes
flat upon the bridge until the firing
ceased. Finally at 6 o’clock the min-
isters reached the fortress and were
lodged in safety in its cells.

On arrival the
salvaged materials are opened and
spread out, the “sorters” set to work
and garments suited to removation and
further use are set aside, while others
are placed by themselves to be: sold
tc large junk or rag dedlers. These
goods passing thru spectally designed
machinery are again made up into
clothing for army use.

Investigation had shown
that there were 157 "blind persong in
Toronto. Of these 356 were in posi-

Some people had @riticized the Brit-
ish generals and the British people
generally on their conduct of the war,
and had told him that the Americans
and rrench were going to finish it
themselves. One man had said that
tuey were going to win the war in
toe air. Tnéy- were going to build
100,000 airships and drop bombs on
every Gg-ms.n in the country, and
then there would be ne Germans lett.

%0 low. But England, that had been
known as the wed-fed John Bull, was
now on rations, and in the month of
January people in good standing in
Fngiand had been fined $209 because
a single ¢rust of bread had been found
in their ash barrel. Such an example
showed how intent the British people
wene on w,innjr}g the war and abso-
lutely eliminating waste: The British
beople were now paying 39 per cent.
of their incomes in war taxes, and
they nad already loaned vast sums of
1aoney-to their allies,
