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his entrenchments till the hour of battle struck 
in the revolution of events, and then marched 
out to conquer or perish. He held his opin­
ion till the moment he had fixed for surrend­
ering them as untenable, and then laid them 
down without a blush. lie showed no ela­
tion at his grandest military successes, and 
was never petulant in his political reverses.— 
He curried the precision of camp life into the 
execution of his official trusts and the pursuit 
of ins favourite enjoyments. Before such a 
man it is as natural to uncover, as to be awe­
struck at the presence of a mountain or a py-

Apsley-house display, to this hour, in their most 
precious ornaments, the spoils of this memorable 
battle. The occasion was improved as skilfully as 
it had been created. Pressing on his retiring foe, 
Wellington drove him into the recesses of the 
Pyrenees, and, surrounding the frontier fortresses 
ot St. Sebastian and Painpluna, prepared 
tain the mountain passes against a renewed 
ifion. His anticipations of the future proved cor­
rect. Detaching what forces he conld spare from 
his own emergencies, Napoleon sent Soult again 
with plenary powers to retrieve the credit and for­
tunes of the army. Impressed with the peril of 
the crisis and not disguising the abilities of the 
commander opposed to him, this able Lieutenant 
ol the Emperor” collected his whole strength, and 
suddenly poured with impetuous valour through 
the passes of the Pyrenees on the isolated posts of 
his antagonist. But at Maya and Sorauven the 
French were once more repulsed by the vigorous 
determination of the British ; St. Sebastian, after 

gninarv siege, was carried by storm ; and, on 
the 9th of November, four months after the battle 
of Vittoria, Wellington slept, for the last time 
during the war, on the territory 
The Bidassoa and the Nivelle were successfully 
crossed, in despite ofall the resistance which Soult 
could oppose ; and the British army, which, five 
years before, amid the menacing hosts of the enemy» 
and the ill-boding omens of its friends, had main­
tained a precarious footing on the crags of Portu­
gal, now bivouacked in uncontested triumph on the 
soil of France. With those strokes the mighty 
game had at length been won ; for though Soult 
clung with convulsive tenacity to every defensible 
point of ground, and though at Toulouse he drew 
such vigour from despair as suggested an equivo­
cal claim to the honours of the combat, yet the 
result ot the struggle was now beyond the reach 
ôf fortune. Not only was Wellington advancing 
in irresistible strength, but Napoleon himself had 
succumbed to his

instead of: DEATH OF THE DIKE OF WELLINGTON. AFTER THE PENINSULAR WAR.

Lord Wellington was named to the important 
and honourable office of Ambassador to the Court 
of France. On the 30th April lie left Toulouse 
and reached Paris on 4th May. His reception 
everywhere was most flattering. From the king 
of Spain he received a letter overflowing with ex­
pression of gratitude and esteem. From the Crown 
Prince of S weden he received the insignia of the 
Royal Military Order of the Sword ; from the 
Austrian Emperor those of Maria Theresa ; from 
the Russian, those of St. George ; and from the 
King of Prussia, those of the Black Eagle. At 
home, besides being thanked by parliament at va­
rious times for each of his principal victories, he 
was elevated to the dukedom. On the 10th May 
the Duke of Wellington repaired to the army at 
Bordeaux, and having superintended the arrange­
ments of the embarkation of those portions of the 
army recalled from the continent, he published oil 
the i 1th a general order, in which he congratulated 
his troops on the successful termination of their 
labours, and thanked them for their admirable con-

fjin The Coinage at thc U. S. Mints, from the 1st of 
January to the 1st of September, is reported thus: 
—Gold, $30,404,148 ; silver, $527,043 
$39,122,01. Total $37,000,313,01. The deposits 
of gold have been $35,542,251—one million more 
than during the same period lust year. The Jour­
nal of Commerce remarks that ‘^the receipts of 
gold in Great Britain from Australia, have fur ex­
ceeded thc hopes of the most sanguine ; for thc 
first six months of 1852, they reached the sum of 
about $10,000,000. This shows not only that the 
sands there have been unusually productive, but 
also, that many hands have been busy gathering 
the precious deposit, as the whole receipts at our 
Mints, for the second year after gold was disco­
vered, (i. o. 1849) were only $6,151,360. If these 

cipts continue to increase at the same rate, 
California will soon bc thrown into the shade.”

When thcThc famous battle of the 18th is called by the 
French Mont St. Jean ; and was originally intend­
ed by the allies to be designated La Bello Alli­
ance ; but it eventually received the name of 
Waterloo, from the fact of the duke’s having his 
head-quarters there after thc battle. It is an his­
torical fact that thu British forces have been twice 
signally successful over those.of France on this 
spot ; and that, by thc side of thc Chapel of Water­
loo, which, it may be remarked, was iminjnreu by 
shot or shell on the memorable 18ihof June, 1815, 
did Marlbro’ çut oil'a largo division of the French 
forces opposed to him on the 17th ut August, 1705.
It is no less a fuel, that thc conquerors uf each of 
those days on the same field arc thc only com­
mande» in the British service whose military ca­
reer brought them to the summit of the peerage— 
to dukedoms.

On the 19th June, the allies were moving in 
good order towards Franco, w liicli they entered on 
the 21st; and on thc 3rd of July, after some rather 
sharp encounters with Blucher, on that, and the 
previous day, Paris was surrendered. Blucher 
would have assassinated Napoleon, but the duke 
refused to be a party to the transaction, and saved 
the life of his great rival. To appease the Prus­
sians, he procured the appointment of Baron Mud- 
ling to be Governor of Paris—of which Blucher 
immediately availed himself to lay the capital 
under a contribution of a hundred million francs, 
to quarter troop» upon the inhabitants, and to de­
mand various sums from Versailles and other

What to the French was more galling than this, 
Blucher commenced the destruction of two bridges 
which Napoleon had built and called after his vic­
tories of Jena and Austerlitz. Wellington also put 
a stop to these gratuitous acts of oppression ; the 
contributions were not levied, and the bridges had 
only their names changed by the King to L 
des Invalids and Le Pont de Jardin du Roi.

On the 8th of July, a ministry, at thc head of 
which was Prince Talleyrand, was appointed at 
the suggestion of the duke; and on thc 15th, his 
grace, with the grand start' of the British army, 
composed of 300 generals, and other distinguished 
officers, paid their respects to Louis at the Tail­
leries.

ENGLISH EXTRACTS.
Tiif. British Association closed its proceed­

ings on Wednesday last at Belfast. Some of the 
papers read were of great scientific and general im­
portance. Thc “ Association Sermon,” on Sunday 
week, was preached by Dr. XVhately. M r. Hopkins 
is appointed President of thc next meeting : which 
is to bc held at Hull : the other towns competing 
for tho honour were Leeds, Brighton, Glasgow, 
Liverpool, and Dublin. The total of money-grants 
recommended amounts to £355, of which sum 
£200 is appropriated for the maintenance of the 
New Observatory. The remainder is to be appro­
priated in small sums, principally for the prosecu­
tion of investigations already commenced. The 
establishment of an Observatory in the Southern 
hemisphere is again to be pressed on the notice ol 
thc Government. Thc financial success of the 
meeting ut Belfast has been very striking as com­
pared with the meeting at Ipswich. The total 
amount received for tickets at Belfast has been£l,- 
106; at Ipswich it was £711. The number of 
Associates at Belfast lias been 510, and of ladies, 
292; the respective numbers at Ipswich were 21C 
and 141. Thursday was set apart for excursions 
to various points of thc coast ; the most important 
being to the Giant’s causeway.

The Cholera in Europe.—The official returns of 
thc Cholera in Posen are up to thc 7th inst On 
that day there were 74 cases and 22 deaths ; 553 
remained under treatment. Returns from other 
towns arc less in thc total number.

The returns from Warsaw are to the 5th Sept. 
They give 43 new eases on that day and 30 deaths ; 
62 were declared cured, and 254 remained under 
medical treatment.

Whenever thc disease has broken out, tho pro­
vince of East Prussia has suffered severely from it. 
The population is a little above 2,000,000. In 
1832 the epidemic carried off 18,136; in 1836,4,- 
606; in 1848, 10,148. 'I he bloodiest war would 
not cause so great a loss of life.

The Duke of Hamilton has, it is stated, loft the 
bulk of bis personal property—amounting to more 
than £100,000—to his daughter, Lady Lincoln.

the pain it gives him; In all such cases, the 
horse should be kept on scalded shorts, or 
cut feed, until the soreness of the mouth is 
removed. In old horses, when the lampas 
are down to a level with the front nippers, the 
part should be washed with a strong solution 
of burnt alumn; or make a decoction of pow­
dered bloodroot, and wash the part night and 
morning. All serious internal disorders are 
attended with loss of appetite. Weakness of 
appetite is often constitutional, and cannot be 
cured vet it may be palliated : when such 
a hor is wanted only for moderate work, 
Ins appetite may be greatly improved by care­
ful feeding, good grooming, and a well-venti­
lated stable. I he food must be of the best 
quality, and the water pure and not too cold 
or hard ; he should have but little food at a
time, but more frequently. He should ____
have more, but rallier less food put before 
him at a time than he is inclined to eat ; and 
if at any time he is found to leave food in the 
manger, it should be taken out, and, after 
keeping Inm without food for a short time, 
some fresh hay, oats, or shorts may he given.
I lie rack, manger, and every part of the stall 
should be kept clean ; and when taken out 
for excrc.se or work, the stall should he well 
swept oui, the old litter spread out to dry, 
nnd that pan unfit for use taken away. At 
night, some clean, fresh straw should be placed 
under him. A change of food is olten useful, 
especially when green food or carrots can be 
obtained. It is ilie custom in many stables 
to collect the bedding, after it has been satu­
rated with the fluids of the excrement and 
urine, and place it under the manger, thus 
submitting the horse to the noxious

The Pirn Sinking Cloek.
In the time of Alfred the Great, the Per­

sians imported into Europe a machine which 
presented the first rudiments of a striking 
clock. It was brought out as a present to 
Charlemagne from Abdallah, king of Persia, 
hv two monks of Jerusalem, in the year 800. 
Among other presents, says Eginhart, was a 
horolage of brass, wonderfully constructed by 
some mechanical artifice, in which the course 
of the twelve hours ad elepsydram vrrtebature, 
with as many little brazen balls, which, at the 
close of each hour, dropped down .hi a set of 
bells underneath, and sounded the end of the 
hour. Vhere were also twelve figures of 
horsemen, who, when the twelve hours were 
completed, turned out of twelve windows, 
which till then stood open, and returning 
qgain, shut the windows after them. It is to 
be remembered that Eginhart was nn eye-wit- 
ness of what is here described ; and that he 
was an abbot, a skilful architect, and 
learned in the sciences.

Thlunlng out Vtgeliblei.
There is a greater loss in suffering vegeta­

bles to stand thick, than most cultivators 
aware of. it does require considerable 
to commit indiscriminate slaughter upon fine 
growing planta. For instance, here ore ten 
beautiful melon vines, just beginning to r 
with fruit blossoms forming. Now, xvho has 
the bold hardihood lo draw them all out hut 
three or four, and throw them wilting away? 
Who con lake beets just as their tops begin 
to give evidence of root below, and 
them to ten inches? ft is a hard matter we 
must confess, and it is nol properly done 
time in twenty ; but to have bulbs, tap-roots, 
melons, cucumbers or squashes, it must now 
be done, nnd the increased vigor of the re­
maining planta will repay the trouble. Then 
fall to nnd spare not ; no tap-rooted plant or 
bulb should stand so thick that the hoe will 
not pass freely between them. No vine 
should have more than four or live plants left 
lo a hill.

Snap beans look so pretty growing thick 
that we hate to disturb them ; hut if you would 
have the bushes yield their pendent treasures, 
thin out to ten inches. We know of nothing 
that will bear as thick planting as English 
peas; in place of thining them, shade the 
ground around them ; now that they are in 
bloom and in pod, they will continue in fruit 
much longer ; the shade enriches the land and 
saves culture. They are not always those 
who make the earliest and best, hut those who 
linn judiciously and cultivate underslandingly. 
Moat gardeners plant seeds loo thick, trusting 
to tinning out in their growing state, but alas ! 
they look so uninviting, and plead so eloquent- 
ly for life, that degenerate and inferior plants 
are the towards of our false philosophy

Many horaea are injured by carelessness or 

improper mwgement in shoeing. To learn 
how to fit a shoe accurately to the horae’a 
fool, so that it shall properly protect the foot, 
and at the same time ovoid the liability to in­
jure it, is no mean acquisition. The smith 
to conduct hia huainesa properly, should have 
an acr.ilrate knowledge of ihe anatomy, phy­
siology and pathology of the horae’a foot, and 
then he will perform the operation of shoeing 
not merely as though he was nailing a piece 
of iron to a block of wood, hut with all the 
care and nicety which the living structure re­
quires.

17th April, 18.52.Applying Lime lo Grots Land.
When we consider the vast quantity of 

lime that is removed by a crop of grass, it 
seems reasonable to suppose that 
ought to lie taken lo reetore that element to 
the soil, if it does not already contain a suffi­
cient amount. Two tons of red clover will 
carry off 130 lbs. of lime—two tons of rye 
grass 33 lbs. This is from an analysis by 
Professor Johnston, whose high authority 
not he doubted ; and from analysis we find idl 
grosses to contain lime in large proportions, 
especially clovers and lucerne. Although the 
quantity of lime appears a great deal carried 
off by these crops, yet very email when com­
pared with the weight of the soil, as one cu­
bic foot weighs about 80 lbs. ; and the pre­
sence of a much greater quantity of lime is 
necessary to he present in the soil than what 
is actually required by the various crops, as 
the roots of feeding organs do not 
contact with the hundreth part of the soil. 
The clear glassy part of Ihe stems of grass is 
composed of a silicate of potash or a silicate 
of soda ; and in the absence of either of these 
substances lime in contact with sand or flint 
will render it sufficiently aoluhle teenier into 
the organism of plants, and will also set at

Yet it must be remember­
ed that there is a marked difference between 
a full grown animal and a young or growing 
one; ihe former excretes carbonate and phos­
phate of lime in its liquid and solid 
ments, whereas nature has so organized the 
young animal that the greater part of the lime 
eaten in its food is assimilated for the growth 
and extension of its hones ; if such 
the fact, how could bones possess the immense 
quantity of lime in their composition ? So, 
even by this means, the soil becomes deficient 
of lime, if all the excrements of such young 
animals were returned lo it; if such solid did 
not contain a sufficiency of lime, which there 
is much reason to doubt, os crop after crop 
remores lime, and lime is seldom applied as a 
dressing for grass land ; aud certain it is that 
we cannot arrive at anything like accureoy in 
the absence of analysis ; and practical experi­
menters and farmers will do well to consider 
this.-—Scientific American,

Strawberry Planting.—It is quite eingu 

lar that such apathy and neglect should exist 
in regard to the easy means by which any 
family may be supplied with enough and lo 
spare of this most healthy and delicious of 
fruits. A very small allotment of ground 
formed into beds 3£ feet wide, each contiin- 
ing four rows of plants, a foot asunder from 
each other, will be all that is required. The 
present is the proper period for planting them, 
and, if kept free from weeds for a few weeks, 
until the runners from the mai i plants begin 
to fill up the spaces between them, they will 
exact no further labour, and each family may 
thus enjoy, independently, the fragrant and 
delightful product of their own garden. Some 
prudence should be exercised in the selection 
of varieties. Among the best are the Prolific 
Scarlet, Le Baron, Primate, Charlotte, Su­
perlative, Monstrous Swainstone, Cornucopia, 
Triumph, and Scarlet Me ting.

Weeds should never be permitted to ma­
ture their seed on the farm, but be pulled up 
or cut down as often as they show themselves, 
such being the only effectual method of eredi- 
eating them. To ensure this result, the 
ground should be planted in corn, snd that 
kept clean.
