A verdict of guilty, and without any 
recommendations, was returned this 
morning by the jury in the case against' 
Klerstead, who was on trial before Judge 
Barry In Gagetown on a charge of mur­
dering his wife at their home, Salmon 
Creek, on Dec. 22. The Jury went ont 
a little before 12 o’clock and returned 
an hour later with their verdict.

When the case was resumed this morn­
ing Judge Barry charged the jury. He 
carefully reviewed the evidence and 
pointed out many important facts 
brought out. He said he considered the 
evidence of Myrtle Kierstead, daughter 
of the defendant, very important and 
praised her for the clear and intelligent 
manner which she gave her testimony. 
He then dwelt on insanity and gave in­
stances where a man might be laboring 
under a delusion and still be guilty of 
murder. He pointed out that the pris­
oner had himself told witnesses that he 
had murdered his wife.

During the judge’s charge to the jury 
the prisoner sat listening attentively and 
kept watching the proceedings with in­
terest. As the jury left the room he*eag­
erly watched each one and then sat back 
to await their return.

A. R. Slipp, K. C. counsel for the 
accused, has made application for leave 
to appeal or for a new trial. Judge Barr; 
has ont given his decision on the ques­
tion.

This latest horror was prepared on Sunday night, appar­
ently by four squadrons of enemy planes, which appear to 
have comprised more than a score of machines. A great num­
ber of bombs were dropped, about thirty per cent, of them 
huge affairs which dug vast craters in the hospital grounds, 
and the rest high explosive shrapnel which sent their death­
dealing bullets tearing in every direction through the crowded 
hospital tents and buildings.

Not a woman deserted her ward, but throughout the terrible bombing each 
one kept going her rounds and quieting the unfortunate men, who might easily

“One of the greatest menaces to the 
bird life of the country today is the 
house cat. There are very few cats 
which, if given the opportunity, will not 
kill a mother bird on the nest or a help­
less fledgling fluttering around on the 
ground. The great tragedy is as bkely 
to occur in the clematis along the porch, 
or in the flower garden, as it is in the 
remote places frequented by the so-called 
wild hunting house cat.

“This is no attempt to indict the cat. 
We have great sympathy for and ap­
preciation of the affection between Tab­
by and her owner. We are simply asking 
that at this crucial period the birds will 
be given all benefit of the doubt.

“We earnestly ask the owner of every 
house cat during the next three months 
to assume the responsibility of seeing 
that the cat is not given an opportunity 
to kill birds.

“The country is at war. 
war we must have food. It is common 
knowledge that the birds are a tremen­
dous factor in the protection of the food 
supply from insects. Cats if unrestrained, 
especially at this season, will tremen­
dously weaken that protection. The 
logic is simple. The birds are trying to 
do their bit. Let us all help them.”

ERÏ DISPUTE
WILL BE SETTLED

international Commission Ends Sit­
tings and Will Report Sco i

Otfitwa, May 28—Having completed 
sitting %n the Pacific coast the Interna­
tional Commission, which has been en­
deavoring to bring about settlement of 
fishery disputes between Canada and the 
United States, has come to Ottawa to 
consider recommendations to be made to 
the governments of the two countries. 
Some time ago the joint commission 
reached an agreement respecting dis­
putes arising out of the Atlantic fishery 
treaties and that agreement was brought 
into operation as a war measure in both 
the United States and in Canada. Briefly 
stated, the arrangement opened the ports 
of both countries to fishermen of either 
country and also afforded free access for 
fishermen of one country to the markets 
of the other.

On the Pacific coast the commission 
has been considering particularly the 
steps which should be taken to protect 
the sockeye salmon in the Fraser River 
and also the halibut. They hope to 
reach an arangement on this subject. 
This may he made operative as a war 
measure. A treaty subjected to ratifica­
tion by the legislators of both countries 
will be necessary, however, to make per­
manent the settlements relative to ojd 
disputes on both coasts.

The United States commissioners are 
Hon. W. C. Redfield, secretary of Com­
merce; Hon. E. S. Sweet, assistant sec­
retary, and Dr. Hugh M. Smith, commis­
sioner of fisheries. The Canadian com­
missioners are Mr. Justice J. D. Hazen, 
of New Brunswick, formerly minister of 
marine and fisheries ; G. J. Desbarats, de­
puty minister of Naval Service, and W. 
A. Found, superintendent of fisheries.
