Day should not be a memorable event 
in St. John this year is the disposition 
of the superintendent of the weather 
bureau towards the celebration planned. 
It is not known whether he is a union 
man or not, since he works considerably 
overtime, but it is strongly hoped that 
his sunniest smile will greet those inter­
ested in the big labor celebration ar­
ranged for Monday in this city under 
the auspices of the Trades and Labor 
Council.

Preparations are about completed. The 
belief is that the parade will be one of 
the lengthiest seen in St. John for many 
years. There will be several floats in 
line representative of different trade 
and labor unions, and some local manu­
facturing and wholesale firms have also 
announced their intention of placing 
floats In the procession, 
mounted men will be in line, and a prize 
of $10 has been offered to the mount 
making the most attractive appearance.

Several of the floats are new and in­
teresting besides being representative of 
the craft. A complete but miniature 
house will be the float of the Carpen­
ters’ and Joiners’ Union ; the Dredge 
Workers’ Union will have a miniature 
dredge; the Plumbers’ Union will carry 
a kitchen and bathroom with modern 
appointments, while the Moulders’ Un­
ion, Imperial Oil Co., W. F. Hatheway

Prac­
tically all colonial local borrowing is 
now done by Canada, and throughout 
the eight years of the decade in which 
the dominion figures, it accounts for 
more than 68 per rent of all colonial 
loans raised here. If the sanction of the 
provinces had first been obtained for 
municipal works, there would be some 
assurance that works were necessary and 
this would undoubtedly add to the con­
fidence of investors and raise the status 
of bonds.

El Paso, Texas, Aug. 80—The first 

train load of American refugees to reach 
the border since President Wilson’s 
warning for them to leave Mexico, ar­
rived here yesterday. There were flfty- 
five Americans, many prominent Mexi­
can families, of Chihuahua, and seventy- 
five Chinese.

Border points west of El Paso report 
refugees crossing daily. The majority of 
the men, women and children in the 
party yesterday were from Madera,
Chihuahua, from the colony of the Pear­
son Lumber Company, and others were 
from the mining camps In the same dis­
trict.

They report that preparations were 
being made by Americans in every camp 
to leave Mexico as soon as they can 
secure transportation. Those needing as­
sistance will be given aid by the Am­
erican consul at Juarez. The Chinese 
were detained at the immigration sta­
tion where they will be cared for by the 
government.

The refugees reported the annihilation 
of a federal command of 1,200 by rebels 
under Villa and Ortega at San Andres, 
west of Chihuahua, on Aug. 26. All but 
General Felix Terrazas and thirty of his 
fédérais were reported slaughtered and 
seven trains seized by the rebels.

Down — Workers Take Pride 
in Coming Home Broke

London, Aug. 19—If two or three 
members of even a moderately well-to- 
do colonial family habitually spent be­
tween $400 and $600 on a week’s holiday, 
their acquaintances would be likely to 
think them extravagant. Yet, according 
to an official of a friendly society in the 
north with whom the writer talked yes­
terday, it is quite a common thing for 
two or three mill-hands in Lancashire 
belonging to the same family to draw 
that sum at the beginning of a week’s 
holiday and come back at the end of it 
with scarcely a copper among them.

Among the mill-hands of Lancashire— 
which is the great cotton-manufacturing 
district—holiday-making and particular­
ly holiday spending amount to a craze. 
The mills there closed for a week in 
August—it is this period that is known | 
as the “wakes,” a phrase made famous 
by Stanley Houghton’s much-discussed 
play—and during this time it seems to 
be the ambition of the workers to spend 
as much of their hardly earned savings 
as possible in “seeing sights” and engag­
ing in other amusements. During the 
last year, the mills have been working 
overtime and, consequently the workers 
have laid up even more money than us­
ual for their annual “bust.”

“It is estimated,” said my informant,
• “that $850,000 has been paid out by sav­

ing club^in Blackburn alone, and more 
than $200,000 in Preston. Besides this, 
thousands of pounds have been with­
drawn from savings banks, and the 
Preston Co-operative Society Bank has 
paid out $68,000, of which nearly $14,- 
000 went to the workers in one mill.

“Some of the families of the better- 
paid workers, in which two or more 
members of the family work in the 
mills, have drawn as much as $460 and 
$500 for the holidays, all of which will 
be spent during the week.”

During this week, when practically the 
whole population of these towns is on 
holiday, its denizens are scattered from 
the Scottish Highlands to Switzerland- 
continental trips, in fact, are in higli 
favor with the cotton-workers and my 
informant declared that 10,000 of them 
have left Blackburn alone on long-dis­
tance excursions.

“Thousands of them,” he added, “will 
be at Blackpool and thousands more in 
the Isle of Man, where they drive about 
in brakes most of the day and dance for 
hours at night They rather take a 
pride in coming home ‘spent oop,’ as 
they term it, and a lot of them would 
be stranded at the end of the week if 
they had not taken return tickets.”

He added that the yearning for holi­
days among the mill-hands is so great 
that in hard times families have been 
known to pawn or even sell their furni­
ture in order to get a spell away from 
home.

$1,000,000 WORTH OF GOLD
SPECTACLES USED ANNUALLYPOLITICS INTRUDE 

INTO THE SCHEME
Spectacles are made for and used by 

all classes of people and yet few me­
chanics know much about the way they 
are made. The lens glass comes from 
Europe, but the making of the blanks in­
to Anished lenses is all done in this 
country. This includes heating and 
curving between dies, grinding, drilling 
and mounting. Gold-Ailed frames are 
largely used, nearly a million dollars 
worth of gold being used per year for ' 
this purpose by one Arm.

Practically the entire supply of high- 
grade lens glass comes from Europe, be­
ing imported into this country in the 
form of small disks or blanks. These 
disks are but little larger than the An­
ished lenses, and come in various shapes, 
oval and round for spherical lenses, and 
squares with rounded comers for cylin­
drical, meniscus and toric lenses.

Optical glass is probably the Anest 
glass used in the arts today and is made 
especially for lenses. The requisites for 
good optical glass are that it shall be 
very hard, white and entirely free from 
bubbles or striae and absolutely uniform 
in density or refractive index. AH de­
fects must be carefully guarded against 
by scrupulous inspection. The manu­
facture of optical glass has so far pro­
gressed that today a common spectacle 
lens is made from far better glass than 
could be had for the Anest optical in­
struments half a century ago.

Some idea of the immense variety of 
lenses called for in modem optical prac­
tice may be had when we leam that 
7,200 different combinations are regular­
ly furnished in sphero-cylinder lenses 
alone, and this simply in the uncut form.

Modem lens making necessitates heavy 
investments in machinery. Add to this 
the difficulty of Anding experienced and 
competent workmen, and it is easily seen 
why there are so few lens plants in this 
country.

Since the perfection of gold-AHed 
metal, the number of spectacle and eye­
glass frames and mountings made of 
this material has shown a very large 
yearly increase. Considering the import- 

of gold-Alled wire and the many 
uses to which it is put, it seems surpris­
ing that so little is really known of this 
and how nearly equal to solid gold it is 
for many uses. The term gold Ailed is 
somewhat misleading, merely reversing 
it almost thoroughly explains both the 
material and the process.

Filled gold, as it might well be called, 
consists of a gold shell filled with an 
alloy of base metal. The popularity of 
gold filled is demonstrated by the fact 
that nearly $1,000,000 of fine gold is 
used annually in one plant alone, and 
half of this is used in the manufacture of 
the gold-filled wire from which spec­
tacle and eyeglass frames and mountings 
are made.—American Machinist.

Looks at the Money Side of Plan For 
Dominion House in London — Trade

porters of the new scheme shows the in­
creasing tendency of Canada to trade 
with the world and her trade would be 
dwarfed if she did otherwise. Sir George 
Reid, high commlsisoner for Australia, 
is quoted from his speech on empire 
trade, as follows:—

“However patriotic you may be, and 
however desirous you may be to sell to 
your mother country, if foreign nations 
want one of your primary products so 
much that the/ are prepared to pay a 
better price for it, that is the point at 
which, perhaps, you cannot allow your 
patriotism to run away with you, and 
we must never forget that, strong as our 
family feeling is, and strongly as we 
should endeavor to display it in our 
commerce, one with the other the man 
who thinks that the British Empire can 
trade only with itself is, in my humble 
judgment a gentleman who should be 
the subject of a professional certificate. 
You might just as well try to regulate 
the ocean tides of the globe as to at­
tempt to fetter the commerce of a na­
tion in that absolute fashion.”

It will be interesting to watch .the de­
velopments. One thing is certain, Earl 
Grey will not lightly abandon his idea. 
He was not unaware of the current of 
thought prevailing when he began to 
plan, and he recognized that indifference 
and perhaps opposition might have to 
be overcome. The suggestion that the 
British public subscribe for and present 
the site to Canada may be the means of 
bringing the question into the arena of 
public affairs here and is almost sure to 
precipitate questions in the House of 
Commons. Then tariff reformers will in­
deed be laggard if they do not find 
the theme attracting and free traders 
will surely speak of the blessings of a 
commerce harrassed by protective tariffs.

(Times’ Special Correspondence)

We are promised an alternative scheme

It will be 
surprising if the champions of these two 
commercial faiths do not meet and find 
debatable material in the proposal to 
erect an edifice to typify the empire. It 
is usually over empire questions that the 
two forces lock horns and express what 
one side calls empire' heresies and the 
other empire cement.
Strathcona’s Views

Lord Strathcona, who has always re­
garded the proposals of Earl Grey for 
the erection of Dominion House with 
some misgiving on the score of capital 
cost and maintenance, has given his 
views in an interview published in 
“The Financier." He says:

“The dominion government have taken 
no part in the formulation of this 
scheme, and they have before them a 
plan for acquiring a site in London, and 
putting up a building to be devoted to 
dominion business, and possibly to the 
accommodation of the representatives of 
the Canadian provinces, 
provide for the growing requirements 
of this office and for the emigration de­
partment in London under one roof.

“Regarding Lord Grey’s scheme, the 
expense of the establishment he pro­
poses would be so great that I do not 
quite know how the necessary yearly 
obligation could be arranged; he no 
doubt knows most about that. If his 
proposal had been approved by the do­
minion government, it would have been 
my diity to give the subject every at­
tention; but the scheme has not, to my 
knowledge, been made the subject of 
any negotiations with the dominion gov­
ernment.”

In commenting further on Lord Grey’s 
idea of putting up in London a great 
palace, which should be at once the home 
of the representatives of Greater Britain 
and the architectural embodiment of the 
imperial idea, Lord Strathcona made no 
obpection to such an achievement, pro­
vided the financial part of the plan could 
be duly arranged; but among the dif­
ficulties involved he alluded to the offices 
already acquired by several of the great 
oversea dominions.
A Rival Scheme

The same paper states that a rival 
scheme to Earl Grey’s is to be launched 
and run by a limited liability company. 
Its professed scope is not restricted to 
the British Empire, but is intended to 
include the whole world, the idea being 
to combine an international club with a 
mart for direct dealings between buyers 
and sellers of sampled commodities.

As a preliminary it is desired to secure 
thousands of home, colonial and foreign 
club members, the aggregate of whose 
annual subscriptions would, no doubt, 
be cited in the prospectus as a basis for 
capital investment.

In contrast to Earl Grey’s scheme this 
undertaking would be run as a purely 
business arrangement and would not ask 
for support from any government. Com­
plete contrast, too, is offered in the ob­
jectives of the two schemes.

It is a new leak detector purchased by 
the department after a thorough investi­
gation by Lindsay showed that 16,000,- 
000 gallons of water was being lost each 
day by defects hard to locate in the

* complex system of underground mains.
“We have just received the instruc- 

- tions for setting up the rather compli- 
e cated piece of apparatus,” Mr. Lindsay
* said. “The meter is attached to a single 

lead running into a given district, and all 
other inlets are cut off. It records every 
gallon of water sent into the pipes, at 
the hour pumped.

“Then we trace the flow, and if it is 
found that much water is going into the 
district between the hours of 1 a. m. and 
8 a. m., when the use of water is at the 
minimum stage, we can tell that there is 

8 a leakage. Then the district is made 
, smaller, parts of it being cut off, ^until 

by a process of elimination we And just 
t where the section is that is causing the 

waste.
“It will take some time to test out all 

of the mains in a city of 120,000 popu­
lation, but our regular force will start

* the work immediately, and we hope to 
be able to reduce a great amount of 
waste in the very near future.”

There was an abundance of all kinds 
of meats and vegetables in the city 
market this morning. Prices ranged 
very much the same as last week. Pork 
is becoming more plentiful as fall ap­
proaches, but present indications are 
that it will be very high this year. This 
morning it sold at twenty cents a 
pound. Chickens were a little cheaper 
ranging from $1.10 to $1.50 a pair, ac­
cording to size. Fowl brought from $1.25 
to $1.50. Lamb has dropped in price, sell­
ing at from 12 to 18 cents a pound. Beef 
was plentiful at from 12 to 24 cents, veal 
scarce at from 16 to 22.

The time for peas and beans is 
about over; this morning peas sold at 
thirty and beans thirty-five cents a peck. 
Corn was lower at twenty-two cents a 
dozen. Beets, carriot and lettuce were 
unchanged at five cents a bunch. Squash 
brought five cents a pound and tomatoes 
ten cents. Celery sold at eight cents a 
bunch, Cucumbers were two cents each 
cauliflower from 16 to 26. Eggs are still 
high at 30 cents a dozen. Butter was q. 
little easier than last week at from 26 
to 30 cents a pound. What blueberries 
were on hand brought 15 cents a box.
